“MOVIES” TO AID TRADE.

English Exhibition Touring World to 
Advertise British Industries.

Nearly 100,000 Have Bought Canadian 
Farms This Year.

Nearly 100,000 American farmers have 
purchased approximately 84)00,000 acres 
of land in Western Canada, since the be­
ginning of the year, according to a Win­
nipeg despatch to The Calgary Daily 
Herald, which goes on to say that thous­
ands more are expected during the har­
vest season-to inspect the famous wheat 
belt and purchase land on which to set­
tle next year.

This information was given opt by L. 
A. Walch, head of a big American com­
pany, organized some time ago to handle 
farm lands, who declared that one of the 
outstanding features of this great influx 
of new settlers has been the trend to­
ward British Columbia. There has also 
been a large emigration from Winnipeg.

Most of the American farmers who 
purchased land this year will not settle 
on it until next spring or later, the move 
from their present, homes depending up­
on circumstances, . .

Reports obtained from the Dominion 
Immigration Department in Winnipeg, 
show that only about 15,000 Americans 
who came into Wsistem Canada made 
definite declaration that they were cak­
ing up residence in the country this year.

More than $5,500,000 In actual cash was 
brought into Western Canada by these 
settlers while their effects are valued 
at more than $1,700,000, according to sta­
tistics furnished by the immigration de­
partment During March 388 cars con­
taining settlers’ effects arrived.

Nearly 2,000 of the new comers set­
tled in Manitoba, the remainder taking 
up farms in Saskatchewan, Alberta, Brit­
ish Columbia and Western Ontario.

HARBOR PLEDGES. (

On the eve of the elections of 1911 Sir 
Rlbcrt Borden gave a pledge that the 
harbor of St, John, in fact all of the 
leading national harbors, would be na­
tionalized if his party came into power- 
That pledge was carried out, or is in 
process of being carried out, so far as 
Halifax is concerned. But it was not 
carried out in the case of St. John. In 
the case of Halifax the terminals have 
been constructed at national expense, 
not through charging interest and sink­
ing funds against the port’s traffic.

In the case of SL John it is proposed 
not only that the harbor traffic shall 
pay interest and sinking fund upon all 
new improvements, and upon the $2,000,- 
000 worth of property which the com­
mission is to take over, but also that 
the traffic must provide for three per 
cent, interest upon the cost of all ex­
isting government property which is to 
be transferred.

This existing government property, 
presumably wharves, dredging, elevator, 
the marine wharf included, was provided 
at federal expense as a national work 
for the benefit of national transportation. 
The people of St. John certainly never 
contemplated that interest charges on the 
cost of such government works would 
be made a charge against the port’s 
traffic under harbor’ commission, but 
such is to be the case if the act is ac­
cepted.

The citizens are entitled to know how 
all these proposals compare with what 
has been done at Montreal and Quebec 
and what is being done in Vancouver. 
It has been openly stated in Parliament 
that in the case of Quebec the govern­
ment has not insisted upon the payment 
of interest. Citisens will not readily see 
why one policy should be applied to 
Halifax and another to St. John. They 
learn from the act that no new construc­
tion will be undertaken here until the 
harbor tommisisonera have satisfied the 
government that the revenue from port 
traffic .will be sufficient to finance the

“Draft deserters are men who regis­
tered and who were ordered by the draft 
authorities to report for military duty 
at a specified time and place, and who 
did not so report. Such men are by law 
held to have. been inducted into the mili­
tary service of the United States, where 
they remain until they are .discharged. 
They are subject to trial by courts- 
martial for their offence of desertion.

“Draft delinquents are men who were 
required by law. ta, register, but who 
failed to register, or who, although they 
registered, as required, failed to report 
for physical examination, or failed to 
return properly executed questionnaires.

“These delinquents have not been in­
ducted into the military service and con­
sequently are civilians, not subject to 
trial by military courts- The Depart­
ment of Justice is charged with bringing 
these offenders to punishment, and has 
indicted thousands of them before the 
federal courts, of whom a considerable 
number have been convicted. The of­
fence of draft delinquency is no more 
to be overlooked than that of draft 
sertion. The Department of Justice has 
most ably co-operated with the war de­
partment in apprehending draft desert­
ers.

Raymond Chapman, killed by a pitch­

Henry, Ky„ January 15, 1891. He bad

While on my recent trip to Quebec, I 

learned that the one-man cars were in 
operation in Levis, and I took the op­
portunity of crossing the river and ex­
amining into the workings of the same.
I called at the head office and the as­
sistant manager was very good to me, 
called in his superintendent, who accom­
panied me to the car bams and brought 
out one of the one-man cars and took 
me over the greater portion of the road, 
explaining the various operations of the 
car as we went along. We passed 
around many very short apd sharp 
curves and down grades fully the equal 
of the grades in this city, I would think. 
Quite a portion of the road bed is along 
the fiver front with high cliffs rising 
alongside and one can easily imagine 
that all kinds of trouble from show and 
ice might prevail in the winter. *

I learned from thé superintendent that 
no trouble of any serions nature has de­
veloped in the operation of this car. It 
is fully equipped with all the numerous 
safety devices and is under almost com­
plete control while being operated and 
in the event of anything happening sud­
denly to the operator and he takes his 
hand off the power handle, the power is 
immediately disconnected and the car 
comes to a stop inside of twenty or 
twenty-five feet, and as far as I could 
judge the car was absolutely as safe as 
any car could be, though it must be 
borne in mind that I do not pretend to 
be anything more than a layman.

I would judge that any of our men 
would be satisfied to operate this car, as 
I saw nothing about it that would cause 
any inconvenience, nor anything to pre­
vent any of our men from operating all 
parts of it wii;h ordinary experience, and 
the superintendent had himself instruct­
ed all his men, one at a time and all are 
satisfied to work on it, and are paid 5c. 
an hour extra over the two-man cars.

It must be borne in mind ,however, 
that the car is equipped in a very much 
better manner than the present cars as 
suggested for St. John, and even the un­
initiated, like myself, can easily recog­
nize the difference and the increased 
danger in operation of the two cars.

The conclusion I came to, though I 
wish it understood that I can only judge 
without the necessary practical know­
ledge, and that I can only give it as my 
personal expression and in no way bind­
ing the council’s opinion, that a one-man 
car equipped with the appliances as seen 
on the cars in Levis could be operated 
here to advantage during the slack per­
iods of the day and night and if it will 
result in a saving of increased fares to | 
the car users in this city, that the oper­
ators should be willing to operate it in 
the interests of,all concerned.

I am of tlie opinion, so far as our own 
city is concerned, that if the management
