Ottawa, Nov. 17—The gpvernment
proposes to take drastic action to pre-
vent undue increase in the cost of living.
At the special session of parliament the
government took the general power to
deal with the marter in whatever way
it might deem best. Hon. T. W. Croth-
ers, minister of labor, who as been
considering the question, has reached the
conclusion that the most effective meas-
ure which could be: adopted would be
to make it an indictable offence punish-
able by fine or imprisonment for any
person to enhance unduly the price of a
staple commodity. An order in council
is necessary to give effect to the legisla-
tion of last session and this is now eing
pfepared.

WIRELESS TO/HELP
SHIPS IN FOG

Washington, D. C., Nov. 17—Wireless
apparatus designed to help ships groping
in fog to determine their positions, soon
will be established at Cape Cod by the
navy department.

Beat Them in Two Engnl&cmenu

From Constantinopl

London, Nov. 17—A Reuter despatch
from Constantinople via Amsterdam
| gives an official communication issued by

terday we attacked the English néar Fao
(on the coast of the province of Basra
in the Persian Gulf) They lost about a
thousand in dead. .

“The revolutionary leader, Abdul
Pesak crossed the frontier with 800 men
to assist the Russians, but was dispers-
ed by our troops, and many of his fol-
lowers were killed. A Russian standard
has been captured.”

8, two actions have been fought with
the Turkish forces, who “on both oec-
casions have been severely handled and
defeated after stubbormn resistance.”

SERVIANS BEATEN
SAY AUSTRIANS

London, Nov. 17—A Reuter despatch
from Vienna via Amsterdam contains
an official army order issued by Field
Marshal Potiorek, commanding the Aus-
trian troops operating against the Ser-
vians. The order reads:

“After nine days of severe fighting
against an obstinate and numerically
superior- enemy, the brave troops of the
fifth and sixth corps have reached Kuln-
bara and forced the enemy to flight.
More than 8,000 prisoners, forty-two can-
non, thirty-one machine guns and nu-
merous war material were captured.”

In view of the many recent utterances
by the German Emperor, in which he
couples hig own name with God, it is
\nteresting to recall that Harold Begbie
drew attention in the columns of the
Daily Chronicle four years ago to the
serious menace to the peace of Europe
entailed by the Kaiser's megalomania,
Mr. Begbie’s prophetic article is reprint-
ed below: n

It is deplorable that any man whose
utterance attracts universal attention
should speak about the God of Christi~
anity without the most profound reflec-
tion. “God,” says Rothe, “is a great

word.” Nothing but danger can come

from those rash and violent people who
make use of this great word in a thopght
less manner, and use an exalted position
to strut end posture and declaim with
exuberant vanity before the Holy of
Holies.

To a Plymouth Brother who ventur-
ed to remonstrate with a noble man
for misreperesenting God b,
tolerance and embracing ¢
chattering retort was made, “But your
God is my Devil” One might say al-
most say the same thing to the Kaiser.
For this man continually presents before
the world a conception ‘of the Deity
which disgusts the rational mind of rev-
erent thinkers and fills the soul of the

arity the

humble and devout Christian with a

well-night nauseating antipathy. He has
never once made use of the great word
in his public utterances without a most
immodest conjugation of it with him-
self and his relations,and these vain ax}d
cgaistic proclamations of divine kinship
are always accompanied by such a rattle
of the sword in its scabbard, such a clank
of spurs and such . & blare of bugles
us make a horrid discord of the sweet
nusic of the Kingdom of Heaven. Be-
cause all Europe is laughing at him, be-
‘ cause the caricaturists of Paris, the ball-
ad-mongers of Berlin, and the wits of
Vienna are xmaking game of him, one
raust not suppose that he is powerless
for evil or that his utterances only con-
tribute to the gayety of nations. More
thanybody in Europe he is bringing
Christianity into a laughable disdain. On
the continent dgnosticism has never
been reverent; the Kaiser is making it

contemptuous.
The King Immaculate

The speech at Konigsberg (delivered
in the summer of 1910) i§ the culmina-
tion of a coloseal arrogance. It is mnot
impious for the Kaiser to regard him-
self as “the insrument of the Lord,” but
it is the summit of blasphemy to an-
nounce that he perfectly interprets the
will of heaven. There is not a wastrel in
the midnight resturants of the Fried-
sichstrasse, not & housemaid in the
‘Thiergarten, not a housewife in Char-
lottenburg, not a courtesan in the Cafe
{’Amour, not a beggar in Rixdorf, who
Is not definitely and perfectly a.orea-
tion of God and therefore an instru-
ment of the Lord; but if these people
announced that all their opinions and all
their actions expressed with an infalli-
ble accuracy the sentiments of Heaven
and the purposes of God, how one would
shudder, how one would sicken!

The Kaiser is overwhelmed by his
crown. He justifies more than anybody
¢lse now in the world democracy’c an-
tagonism to individual power He is so
obsessed by the thought of his sover-
eignity, so ridden by the idea of his po-
sition, so hypnotized by the suggestion of
his unique place in the German common-
wealth, that he has come to regard him-
self not merely as the instrument of the
Lord and not only as the viceregent of
celestial Omnipotence, but as an actual
incarnation of the divine wisdom and as

In the first place,‘there has never been
a time in Europe when it was more
urgent for those who follow the light
of Christianity, and who perceive how
civilization is constantly’ threatened ‘on
every side by the night of paganism, to
present the idea of God in a rational,
non-superstitious and compelling' man-=
ner before the gaze of democracy. The
Kaiser'’s continual “I am God.” is mak-
ing tl}is work more difficult, and heart-
breaking every day. Those who know
the tone of Europe’s mind concerning
religion alone can realize how disas-
trous these violent ejaculations react
upon.the flippancy, indifference, and ma-
terialism of Continental opinion.

We are so far from the seat of
war, and our daily lives are so entirely
unaffected by its horrors, ard our coun-

kry laas lived so long at peace, that it is
perhaps not surprising that there is not
a more impressive rallying to the colors.
And yet this is Canada’s war as much
as it is Britain’s war, and the vital in-
terests of the Canadian people are in-
volved in the outcome, We owe our
present immunity from wars alarms to
. the might of Britain on .the sea, and if
Britain should bé deéfeated in this war
Canada would suffer immeasurable loss.

THE WAR NEWS,

No impox'uni changes have taken
place during the last twenty-four hours.
The weather conditions in France and
Belgium are now such as to make ?he
fighting very difficult. The'Allies, how-
ever, are not only holding their own,
but the German attacks have weakened.
and At begins to look as if-the German
attempt to break through to Calais had
entirely failed. It is pointed' out that
such failure is a victory for tae Allies,
since they were not expected and did not
attempt to do more than hold the enemy
in check.

In the east there has been cold weather
end snow, which have made it easier for
the Russian armies to operate in the
swampy regions of East Prussia. A
Petrograd despatwch says that the Ger-
mans have completely failed in their
plan of campaign not only In Fast
Prussia, but in Galicid. Austria claims
15 have gained some success against the
Servians, but the Austrian losses in their
campaign against Russia have been
enormous. The news from Turkey ap-
pears to indicate that the Turks have
gained some success near Erzerum, while
the Russians have been successful in
,another part of tae war zone.

One of today’s cables says that the
German losses in the fighting area in

~Belgium, during the last four days
emounted to fully 100,000 men. This
statement shows the desperate charact-
er of the fighting, and it also indicates a
pteadily lessening power of the German
armies. 4 !

‘\ THE ROTARY CLUBS
' Any cause -which brings men together
" at intervalf to listen to such addresses
es were delivered at the Rotary Club
hznquet last 'night cannot but be a good
ohe. The banquet was in the nature of
@ revelation to St. John men who are not
members of the Rotary Club, and had
no clear knowledge of what it stands
for in a community. They discovered,
when the various speakers from Halifax
had given their conception of what it
means; to be a Rotarian, and after Mr.
Ralston had given an outline of the vari-
ous addresses delivered béfore the Hali-
fax club during the last year, that Rot-
ary Clubs cover a very broad field, and
_have within their scope everything that
velates to brotherly sentiment, good
citizenship and community welfare, The
delegation which game from Halifax
was representative of its best citizenship,
and it was a great pleasure to the mem-
bhers of the St. John club, and their St.
Uobn guests who were not members, to
hear tae kindly expressions of good-will,
and of a desire that Halifax and St
John should forget all rivalries and co-
operate for the mutual good and for the
greater development of the maritime
provinces. In war time relative values
change. At any other time such a visit
by such men from Halifax would at-
fract a great deal of attention, and
would be regarded as a notable incid-
ent: Visits of this kind should be en-
couraged and should be returned.’ St.
John and Halifax have too muca in
common not to be fully appreciative of
eacli other, and each heartily glad to
observe the growing prosperity of the
other. The St. John Rotary Club, we
may well believe, is. of' benefit to = St.
John, hecause it brings men together,
broadens their views and sets their
thoughts for a time at least upon taose
things of which men dream, in dreams
that should come true in the life of the
city as well as the life of the individual.
But, if the club had dene nothing since
it was organized until last night, its
bringing together the men of St. Johm
and the men of Halifax on such a de-
lightful occasion to hear such ingpiring
pddresses amply justifies its existence.

SEND A ST. JOHN MAN.

A notable conference reiating to bet-
ter huusil@ will be held in New York
on November 28. Last summer the
Mational Housing Association organized
@ varty of American housing workers
who visited England to study conditions
there, and they are to meet in conference
in New York on November 28 to review
their impressions. The printed pro-
granmme describes it as an informal con-
ference on English Housing. There will
Be no written papers, but each subject
will be b introduced for general

discussion. Housing and town planning
in England, the housing work of local
authorities, municipal dwellings, slum
population, garden communities, cost of
model cottages and kindred subjects
will be dealt with by members of tae
conference, all of whom had been deeply
interested in better housing before they
paid this visit to the Mother Country.
. The American Civic Association will
hold its Yenth annual conference at
Washington on the 2nd,’8rd and 4th of
December, and members of the National
Housing Association are invited to at-
tend.. A circular says:

“The programme will relate to many
phases of paysical improvement of cit-
ies, with special consideration of such
topics as city planning, city, county and
national parks, and intimate details of
home and neighborhood improvement. A
feature of the session devoted to city
planning will be a special consideration
of garden suburbs, and in these sessions

Thomas Adams, the well known town
planning and housing expert of London,
who has recently been retained as the
town planning advisor of the Conserva-
tion Commission of Canada.”

The reports of these two great con-
ferences will be gwaited with much in-
terest by all who a: interested in town-
planning and in ‘better housing, and
those in St. John who afre ially in-
terested in these questions will no doubt
take pains to familiarize themselves with
the facts brought out. Indeed it would
be well if St. John could be represented
at both conferences by a gentleman like
Mr. W. F. Burditt of the St. John Town
Planning Commission, wiao, we believe,
is also a member of the National Hous-
ing Association, and would therefore be
welcomed at both conferences. The
Times does not know whether Mr. Bur-
ditt would be able to spare the time, but
it he could do so it would be in the in-
terests of town-planning in St. John to
provide for his attendance.

PAGAN GERMANY.

spoken. Nietzsche says:—
“It is mere illusion and pretty. senti-
ment to expect much, even anything at
all, from mankind if it forgets how to

great war, that rough energy born of
the camp, that deep impersonality, born
of hatred, that conscience born of mur-
der and cold-bloodedness, that fervor
born of effort in the annihilation of the
enemy, that proud indifference to loss,
to one’s own existence, to that of one’s
fellows, to that earthquake-like . soul-
shaking which a people needs when it is
losing its vitality.”

Compare this with an extract which
the Encyclopedia Britannica also quotes
from Lecky, the British historian, on
war. ’

“War is not and mever can be a mere
passionless discharge of a painful du'y.
It is in its essence, and it is a main
condition of its success to kindle into
flerce exercise among great masses of
men the destructive and combative pas-
sions, passions as fierce and as male-
volent as that with which the hound
hunts the fox to its death or the tiger
springs upon its prey. Destruction is
one of its chief ends. Deception is one
of its‘chief means, and one of the great
arts of skilful generalship is to deceive
in order to destroy. It would be
difficult to conceive a disposition more
remote from the morals of ordinary life,
not to speak of Christian ideals, than
that with which the soldiers most anim-
ated wita the fire and passion that lead
to victory rush forward to bayonet the
foe. . It is certainly prima facie
not in accordance with an ideal morality
that men should bind themselves abso-
lutely for life or for a term of years to
kill without question at the command
of their superiors those who have per-
sonally done them no wrong.”

Germany has appealed to the passions
of men in atcordance with her -pagan
philosophy. FEurope is deluged with
blood because of it, and the people who
hate war must take up arms lest the
ideals of truth, love and righteousness
perish from the world.

It is much to be regretted that sub-
scriptions to the funds of tae Anti-
Tuberculosis Associition show a falling
off. This society has been doing a mog
valyable work. The number of deaths
from tuberculosls in St. John each year
{s far too great, and instead of being
crippled through lack of funds the As-
sociation, which is. doing its best to deal
in an organized and systematic manner
with the problem, should be strengthen-
ed.

THE EVENING
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The German Soldiers In England’s Big Prison Camp

(By Harry Payne Burton.)

Frith Hill, England, Oct. 22—“Wie
geht’s, Fritz?

I tossed the quesDon to one of the
6,000 Germans roaming over the great
compound England has built for her
prisoners-of-war in a tight little valley
tucked in amid the hills of Surrey.

“How goes it yourself, kid! And
when did you see the Woolworth tower
last?” The German prisoner answered
the question just that way, in just those
English words, and his very lips smack-
ed “New York” with each syllable!

“Well,” I said, “what are you doing
here with a Jaeger cap on when you
own a perfectly good American accent
like that?”

“Oh, just what a thousand more or
so of us are doing—waiting for the war
to finish so we can go back.”

“To Germany?” I interrupted.

“Not on your tintype!” he returned.

“To the States! To our jobs. No more
Europe for me. I get my naturalization
papers the minute I hit New York this
time. The statue of liberty is my mot-
to from now on!”

« “Fritz” was a good sample of most of
these “prisoners” I found. They are all
pretty happy and are more or less glad
they are out of the battle line. They
all tell you they didn’t want war and
they add, “neither did the Frenchies.”
The little they saw of the fighting in
Belgium has made them realize that war
is no longer a worthy engagement for
mankind, no matter what the cause,
they tell you. Such an attitude, coupled

GERMAN RED CROSS
LACKS ANAESTHETICS.

New York, Nov. 17—A cable from
London to The Tribune says: Besides
the shortage of anaesthetics already re-
ported, there is considerable lack of lead
in Germany, according to Dr. E. K.
Johnstone, of San Francisco, an officer
in the Unitea States Medical Reserve
Corps, who has just returned from Bel-
gium. Incidentally, Dr. Johnstone pays
a 'aigh tribute to the German Red Cross,
which he was afforded opportunities of
studying comprehensively.

“There is no doubt that supplies of
lead are running low ‘in Germany, ow-
ing to the stoppage or the mines in
Galicia and Silesia,” said Doctor John-
gwone. “A .few days before I left Berlin
a secret order was issued calling upon
the music stores to turn over to the gov-
ernment all -lead in pianos and other
musical  instruments in which that met-
al is used. This demand, whica, of
course, is being rigorously enforced, has
aroused feelings of the deepest dejection
in the music trade, which foresees an
immediate ruin-to itself.

“The shortage of anaesthetics is due
chiefly, I think, to the German general
staff’s belief that it could readily re-
plenish its supply from captured French
and Belgian medical stores , and  as
Germany does not produce tae basic in-
gredients of ether or chloroform the Red
Cross is in bad shape in this respect.”
