| COOPERATE FARMS
FOR BRITISH WOMEN
IN CANADIAN WEST

Edmonton, Alta, Sept. 24—Henry |
Howes of Busny Parx, Bristol, Eng.,
who is organizing the Ladies’ Co-oper-
ative Farming Society, Limited, of Can-
ada, under the Industrial and Provident
Societies Act of England, says in a
letter to George M. Hall, industrial com-
missioner for the municipality of Ed-
monton, that he will establish a co-oper-
ativé farming colony within fifty miles
of this city.* Girls and women from
England, Ireland and Scotland will be
located on the land and do the work
of caring for milch cows, poultry and
pet stock and produce gardens.

The plan was suggested to Mr. Howes
during a recent tour of western Canada,
when he visited a farm of eighty acres,
managed by a half dozen young women
from England and Scotland. One of the
members, a college trained girl, had
"charge of the greecnhouses. Another did
the housework and one looked after the
poultry and outside work. A Scotch
girl opened a district store in the city |
and an English typist did all the clerical
work. The sixth member of the colony
attended to the cows, bees and rabbits.

The scheme worked out satisfactorily
until Dan Cupid made his appearance
with his bow and quiver of arrows, car-
rying off four of the women, who be-
came wives of farmers. The wedding
took place within two weeks. The re-
maining two stayed a month, doing all
the work, when they, too, fell victims.

INTERESTING RUMOR

The London correspondent of the
Manchester  Guardian hears that Sir
Prancis Hopwood, civil lord of the Ad-
miralty, has been in Otitawa to discuss
with Mr. Borden certain aspects of the
naval questiom: He writes:—

“Mr. Borden has mow decided not to
reintroduce the Naval Bill in the present
parliament. He is preparing a redistribu-
tion of seats hill for introduction in the
next session, and it is understood that
this is the prelude to a general election
next year. Meanwhile arrangements
uebeinsmndefortheholdingof .
' gibsidlary naval defence conference, not
at Vancouver, as has been stated, but in
Y.ondon, towards the end of November.
It will be attended by the premim‘ and
other ministers of the self-governing do-
yainions, and will, I am told, differ from
previous -conferences in that the ques-
tion of accepting assistance from India
and the eastern colomies in providing a
force for the defence of the Pacific will
be considered. This proposal, which is
said to be quite spontaneous, has eman-
ated from chambers of commerce in In-

. dia. One of the most important ques-
tions to be considered relates to unity
| of action between ‘Tocal’ and Imperial
fleets. In this connection the present
i Commonwealth government have
\informed the authorities here that they
i mean to adhere to the policy of their
predecessors in naval defence, believing
/it to be the best to secure immunityt

‘grom direct attack. Their great fear is}

that in the course of international com-
plications their vital local need for pro-
tection against Asia might be overlook-
ed”

One would like to know how much of
this is well founded and how much is
merely guess-work. If there is to be a
conference in November, it is time some
announcement to that effect was made in
Canada. There can be no doubt of the
truth of the statement that the Aus-|
traliasn government will adhere  to the
policy of naval defence to which Canada
also agreed in 1909, and which was then
heartily approved by Mr. Borden and the
other leaders of the Conservative party.
The suggestion that spontaneous offers
of assistance in naval defence have come
#rom India and the eastern colonies may
be taken with a grain of salt. The Ad-
miralty is apparently bent upon making
extravagant expenditures, and seems to
have received some encouragement from
the premier of Canada, with his offer of
Dreadnoughts to be manned and main-
tained at the expense of the British tax-
payers. But Mr. Borden should not
take part in any more Imperial confer-
ences until he has asked the Canadian
people to give their verdict for or against
his policy of contribution.

“NIOVIES” IN SCHOOL

_ .e question of introducing the mov-
Ing picture machine into the schools has
been under consideration by the educa-
tion committee of the city of London.
A sub-committee submitted a report
favoring the principle, but the commit-
tee has decided for the present to take
no action. A London correspondent says

" that the proposal is certain to come up
again, as some of the leading experts are
convinced that there is a future for mov-
ing pictures in the educational work of
the country. The prooposition before the
committee was that a sort of theatre for
school children should be provided, to
which children from many schools would
come, and where there would be a con-
tinuous show of pictures more or less
connected with education. It is said to
be probable that when the matter comes
up again it will come in the form of a
proposal to put a picture machine in each
school building. Neazly every school
has at the present time & magic lan-
gern apparatus, used chiefly: to illustrate

‘natural history lessons. It is believed it
would be possible to substitute a mov-
ing picture machine at small cost, and
use fillms especially manufactured to il-
lustrate a connected series of lessons in
science and history. Thus the schools
would provide instructive pictures the
children cannot get at the ordinary pie-
ture houses, which in London at the
present time are said to be chiefly a
cheap and tiresome imitation of melo-
drama. j

PAPER. TRUST WILL
SPEND MILLIONS
AT GRAND FALLS

Van Buren, Me., Sept. 24—1It is learn-
ed here on what is considered excellent
authority that the plans for the develop-
ment of the tremendous water power
at the Grand Fealls of the St. John river,
about thirteen miles below this town,
are rapidly reaching a head through the
acquisition of the controlling interests
of the Grand Falls Power Company by
the International Pasper Company.

For years it has been expected that
possibilities of the falls would be put to
some use #nd the power, which is said
to be second to Niagara in the east,
utilized.

It is expected that plans now under
way will be put into execution in the
near future by the International Paper
Company, said to be-in control of the
Grand Falls power. The plans call for
the development of the falls, which en-

! gineers say are capable of producing in

excess of 80,000 h, p. and the erection of
a pulp and paper prant at or near Grand
Falls which will mean an expenditure
of about $2,500,000.

The purchase of the timber land hold-
ings of Hon. Edward H. Blake, of this
city, for $1,050,000 during the past year
and of the Murchie timber lands by par-
ties who. are believed to have représent-
ed the International
gives additional] strength to the reports.
The Blake lands are located in north-
ern Maine on the St. John waters above
Grand Falls and the Murchie holdings
are in New Brunswick.

It is known that the matter of the
development of the falls has been re-
ferred to the International St. John
River Commission by the Dominion of
Canada and the United States for a re-
port and it is quite probable that before
actual work can be commenced some
matters will have to be adjusted be-
tween the United States and Great
Britain by a new treaty as the present
Webster-Ashburton treaty, now in force
prohibits prevention of free and open
navigation of the river to the seaport at
the mouth of the river.

The expenditure of the enormous sum
of money and the proposed development
means a great deal to this section and
developments are being awaited with in-
terest all along the river.

waNTED  HIM To
BE- A LAGER
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_“EDDIE" COLLINS, THE FLASH

New York, Sept. 22—Edward Trow-
bridge Collins is one man who sneaked
‘into the big league on rubber heels,
using the alias “Eddie” Sullivan for

. pressing collegiate and parental reasons.
. He stoutly declares he had nothing to
do- with the “Trowbridge” part of it.
"Therefore, he is generally mentioned as
just “Eddie” Collins, of the Athletics.

«REddie” was born in Millerton, N. X5
and his subsequent itinerary took in
such points as Tarrytown, Columbia
University, and Philadelphia, with stops
at various way stations which are scar-
cely ‘'worth mentioning  in this . capsule
form of biography.

After going through ‘the formality of
being born in Millerton, “FEddie” moved
to Tarrytown with his folks and at-
tended school and later entered Colum-
bia University. He made the ’varsity
team in his freshman year, which caused
a lot of .talk around Tarrytown and
particularly among the social polish
seekers at the Castle school, which is an
educational conservatory of the femin-
ine gender located’ at that station.

After “Eddie” had been burning up
college baseball -circles for a matter of
three seasons, they elected him captain
of ‘the 'varsity.in his senior. year. In the
summer of 1906, he acquired the notion
he would like to pick a -little change

playing baseball so “Bill” Lauder, an
old .Giapt third baseman iand then coach
of Columbia; got him a job with a team
managed by “Billy”: Lush. Lauder-also
mentioned the possibilities: of the young=
ster to “Connie” Mack, and “Connie” is

He. sent a scout up to look at young
Collins, and the truth seeker returned
effervescing with enthusiasm, Mack talk-
ed to Collins on the matter of a big
league career, but Collins said his family
had previously routed him to fame
through law school. Besides, he was
the captain of the Columbia team for
the next season and the faculty at that
institution of learning had a stiff pre-
judice against students who took money
for playing baseball.  However, “Eddie”
with the twin ideas that it would bé
more of a lark than anything else and
that he could get away with it anyway,
agreed to finish the season under the
name of “Eddie” Sullivan.

The Athletics were hopelessly out of
the race that year, and Mack decided to
try the new talent on the final western
trip. .One of those busy newspaper
photographers snapped young Collins in
Chicago in the act of sliding back into
first base under old “Jiggs’ Donohue. It
was the “fly in the ointment” and spilled
the beans.

SECOND BASEMAN OF THE ATHLETICS

Some person, industrious in other
folks’ affairs, sent a copy of’ that picture
to Dean J. Howard Van Amringe, and
pointed out the similarity between ‘Ed-
die” Sullivan, of the Athletics, and
“Fddie” Collins, the captain of = the
Columbia ’varsity. Dean Van Amringe
was at that time the authority at Co-
lumbia who discriminated between the
pure amateur and the tainted. profession-
al. Collins did not appear with the Co-
lumbia boys the next spring and joined
the Athletics for gecd after graduation.

He has played sensZional ball in the
big league. Mack kept him on the
bench for a time to get him ‘acclimated
and then tried him out at several places
to find his true level. He appeared in the
outfield for a time, but finally settled
Gown at second base and has been giving
satisfactory service ever since.

Besides being a hard hitter and a
flashy fielder, Collins is one of the brain-
jest men in the game. By his combined
quick thought and action on a critical
play which' resulted in a double, he is
given 'credit by baseball authorities
with turning the tide against the Cubs
in ‘the world’s series of 1910, the first
Wwhich the Athletics ever won. He also
led the American League in stolen bases
in 1910 and that organization harbors
some fair base stealers, take it from the

c‘atchers.

"ISAACS SAYS

HE WAS DUPE

v

Prisoner’s Explanation of Origin of False Docu-
ments—Says He Received Them In Good
Faith—His Search For Men

 Who Defrauded Him

The entire foundation of the defence
in the case now being tried ~before
Judge White, in: which Richard D.
Isaacs is charged with uttering forged
documents,  knowing. them  to be fqrged,
is based upon the story ' told by the
prisoner himself yesterday afternoon,
when he took the stand and declared
himself to be the victim of an enormous
fraud, and pleaded entire ignorance of
the knowledge that sthe alleged forged
documents were frauds. He remained.on
the stand relating his story of the whole
affair for nearly two hours. His was the
most important testimony of the session.
Court adjourned soon after 6 o’clock
last night, and the jury was compelled
to remain together for another night.
The first witness yesterday afternoon
was A. Y. Blain, registrar of the North
Alberta district at Edmonton. His evi-
dence dealt largely with minute tech-
nical points, the real point, however, be-
ing that he denied that the signature
“A Y. Blain,” on the certificate of regis-
tration, purported to be from him and
shown by Isaacs'to thé complainants, as
such, was not signed by him. The docu-
ment was declared to be a forgery. The
witness was also shown the certificates
of title to:the Edson lots, which were
given by Isaacs to the complainants,and
he ‘said they were not legal documents.
“There is no person named M. A.Smith
in the registration offices, or who could
affix his signature to such a document,”
Mr. Blain said.

George P. O. Fenwick, solicitor to the
attorney general “‘of Alberta, was also
called. He stated that in 1906 by an
act of parliament, two régistration offices
were instituted in' the province, and al-
though he had made a thorough search
of all the orders#h-council issued since
that’ timeé, he ha8 been unable to find
trace of any new office. Therefore, he
said positively that there was no regis-
tration office at Edson: at the time the
alleged fradulant idocument was issued.
He explained the system of registration
and the course -pursued in registering
titles, and produced a legitimate certifi-

dence.

At that point, Attorney General
Grimmer annotinced the evidence of the

Isaac toWan Is

Head Raftsman, Aged 71

WIL HANDLE 1000
TONS A HOUR

This Guarantee Aéécmpaﬁes Nor-
ton Griffiths & Company's Ad-
dition to Fleet of Harbor Dredges

Many people have visited the new
dredge of the Norton Grifith Ca. the
“Don Frederico”, at' the west side since
she arrived in port on_Monday, and al-
thought she “is.covered with planking
about her working parts, they have been
greatly pleased with her general equips
ment and appearance- The dredge is
one of the most. powerful afloat, and
‘though lookipg‘perhaps somewhat smal-
ler than:-others.of her type, she is 'in-
finitely strongeruthan, and more than
twice as effective;’ as: the 'ggovernment
dredge Fieldingies: :

The new ‘dfedpe is a twin-screw czaft
and her speed for a craft of this type
can easily beruiderstood when it is noted
that she made-the trip across to .this
country from England in twenty days,
fully eight daystless than had been ex-
pected. ‘Capt. Wi E. Frost was in com-
mand and was greatly pleased with her
showing. He had brought her, a short
time previously; from Buenos Ayres.
Then the dredge was purchased from the
Tibury Contracting - & Dredging Co.,
Litd,, whose representative, F. P. Hughes;
is now in' thedeity for the trial tests to
see that she makes the showing of 1,000
tons an hour which was promised. It
was said today that if hoppers could be
supplied fast enough and the soil was
not too difficult’ to work, she would be
capable of 24,000 tons a day.

The shape of the -dredge enables her
to. do much more effective work than
craft of the Fielding type. Her ladder
extending in front allows her to go well
up on the place to be dredged. Her en-
gines are particularly powerful, in fact,
Captain Frost, who. has been going to
sea for thirty years, said today that he
had ‘not seen any work better.  The
Don Frederico is known to have filled a
700 ton hopper in forty minutes. From
stem to stern’ her equipment is of the
most modern that can be placed in a
craft of her kind. Along her ladder are
ranged forty-three buckets working by
engines, hoisting gear, and tumblers of
the most up-to-date design, each bucket
being capable of taking twenty-six cubic
feet of material,

The arrangement of the shutes is such
that the contents of the buckets can be
switched without & moment’s delay to
hoppers on either side of the dredge. Of
the two working engines one is for driv-
ing the dredge at topmost speed in clear,
easy soil, while the other is for pfoceed-
ing more slowly; but with great power
when the material being dredged is dif-
ficult to handle, such as rock, etc.

Mr. Hughes will remain in the city
until the new dredge is at work in or-
der to see that she carries out the agree-
ment that 1,000 tons an hour can be
taken from the bottom of the bay. It
will probably be a couple of weeks be-
fore the dredge can be placed in com-
mission, but there will be much inter-
est taken in the opening tests, as her
advent here will mark a new epoch in
dredging operations in these parts.

THE LATE H. B. CANN

H. B. Cann, one of Yarmouth’s fore-
most citizens passed away Monday
evening in a Boston hospital, whither
he had gone a few days ago for treat-
ment.

Mr. Cann was very prominent in busi-
ness circles. He was president and
manager director of the Hugh Cann &
Sons, Limited, line 'of steamships, also
