the sub^ance of a resolution introduced 
into the congress today by delegate W. 
Busby of London, Ontario, debate on 

was postponed after warm 
speeches by several of the delegates.

The resolution called upon the con­
gress to go on record in view of recent 
events in British Columbia when the 
militia was used against labor men, as 
entirely opposed to militarism. It also 
requested the convention to declare it­
self opposed to union men joining the 
militia and to approve the action of cer­
tain international unions which forbade 
their members from joining any militia 
regiment.

* - Delegate Lyons of Winnipeg wanted 
the resolution moderated. He Said that 
as a musician himself he thought the 
bandsmen of militia regiments should be 
exempted from the provisions of the re­
solution. There were pwenty-four
in the band of each regiment and____
had to be sworn Into the regiment be­
fore they could receive their instruments 
and uniforms. There were a large nuni- 
ber of musicians who were trying to

r make some arrangements by which they , 
could serve in the bands of the militia 
regiments without being sworn into the 
regiment.

Delegate Hoop of Winnipeg declared 
that there could be no militarism with­
out music. It was “music at first and 
hell at the last.”

“Let the men get two drinks into 
them, then play “Cock ’o the North,” 
and they will fight anything that stands 
on two feet. It is no glory for a man 
to don a uniform to play music to es­
cort other men down to ships to sail for 
another land to slaughter their broth­
ers.”

Delegate Borris declared that the la­
bor congress must recognize that milit- 
iarism and the militia was opposed to 
every working man.

Delegate H. Green declared that in five 
years from today eveyy nation in Europe 
would be at the other’s throats. The 
men who were today crying for peace, 
he said, would then be compelled to 
bear arms. “War is Hell,” declared dele­
gate Green, “But strikes are worse.”

New York, N. Y., Sept. 25—“If the 

presidents and directors of the railroads 
of this country could be made to spend 
the forty-eight hours following the fun-1 
erals in the homes of the victims of rail­
road accidents they would get the hu- 

viewpoint of railroad 
wrecks,” said Charles P. Neil, ex-Unit- 
ed States labor commissioner to the sec­
ond congress qf the National Council 
for Industrial Safety here.

Mr. Neil was talking to delegates re­
presenting great railroad systems and 
industrial enterprises. Thé fhrmer fed­
eral official asserted that obsolète equip­
ment was responsible for wrecks in the 
main. Railroads would never safeguard 
passengers properly until their systems 
of management were changed, he said, 
because responsible officials.for different 
divisions of railroads were competing 
for records.

der this seductive heading, the last issue 
of the Forester proceeds to sugar-coat ! 
the bitter pill that has been handed out, 
under the guise of fraternity and equity, 
to those members of the order who join­
ed prior to 1899.

This pill is in the nature of a levy—a 
‘hold up’ would be a more fitting term— 
upon these members of amounts vary­
ing from $100 to $260, for each $1,000 
of anticipated benefits, “to offset,” as 
stated in the court circular, “a deficiency 
in our assets as compared with our lia­
bilities, as ascertained by an actuarial 
investigation.” This levy must be paid 
by October 1st, 1918, otherwise it will 
be deducted from the face value of the 
benefit certificate. upon maturity. And, 
as if it was not enough to deprive his 
wife and children of more than a quart­
er. of what they had a right to expect, ' 
the old member is further required to] 
pay interest at 4 per cent, upon the I 
amount that has been taken from him,1 
and that somebody else is to receive the' 
full benefit of I

Surely the order might have been sat­
isfied, having 
plus, with depriving the widow and or­
phans of $260, without imposing this 
further burden upon the member whose 
advancing years render it impossible in 
many instances to secure other Insurance 
to make up for what he feels he is be­
ing unjustly deprived of.

But this is not all that we wish to say. 
We join issue most positively and dis­
tinctly with the Forester in its declara­
tion that the strength of the order is to 
be found in its accumulated funds. Such 
statements are ofttimes very deceptive. 
The true test of strength in an organiza­
tion of this kind rests upon its keeping 
faith fully and absolutely with its mem­
bers, and more particularly with those 
who helped to support it during its in­
fantile struggles. This the Forester body 
has not done.

In the first place it has broken faith 
with its old members when it asks them 
to accept $760 for the $1000 that was 
promised them when they became 
bers.

It is begging the question, if not in­
sulting, for the journal of the order to 
say “if the amount of their benefit certi­
ficate will be less than they expected, 
it is certainly all for which they have 
paid.” This is only an evasion. They 
paid for the full amount of their bene­
fit certificate, and to pay them less is to 
break faith With them. They were as­
sured that the amounts they paid in in 
monthly assessments were ample for all 
purposes. The order, not the incoming 
candidate, fixed the fee. If an intima­
tion had been given him that the 
amount of his assessment was Inadequate 
and therefore it would be impossible for 
the order to meet its obligations at ma­
turity, he would have thought twice be­
fore becoming a member.

Many people have visited the new 

dredge of the Norton Griffith Ca. the 
“Don Frederico” at the west side since 
she arrived in port on Monday, and al- 
thought she is covered with planking 
about her working parts, they have been 
greatly pleased with her general equip­
ment and appearance. The dredge is 
one of the most powerful afloat, and 
though looking perhaps somewhat smal­
ler than others of her type, she is in­
finitely Stronger, than, and more than 
twice as effect»* as the government 
dredge Fielding.) .

The new dawtga is a twin-screw craft 
and her speed fer a craft of this type 
can easily be understood when it is noted 
that she madb the trip across to this 
country from England in twenty days, 
fully eight days "less than had been ex­
pected. Capt. W. E. Frost was in com­
mand and was greatly pleased with her 
showing. He had brought her, a short 
time previously* from Buenos Ayres. 
Then the dredge was purchased from the 
Tilbury Contracting & Dredging Co., 
Ltd., whose representative, F. p. Hughes, 
is now in the/city for the. trial tests to 
see that she makes the showing of 1,000 
tons an hour which was promised. It 

said today that if hoppers could be 
supplied fast enough and the soil was 
not too difficult’ to work, she would be 
capable of 24,000 tons a day.

The shape of the dredge enables her 
to do much more effective work than 
craft of the Fielding type. Her ladder 
extending in front allows her to go well 
up on the place to be dredged. Her en­
gines are particularly powerful, in fact, 
Captain Frost, who has been going to 
sea for thirty years, said today that_he 
had not seen any work better.
Don Frederico is known to have filled a 
700 ton hopper in forty minutes. From 
stem to stem her equipment is of the 
most modern that can be placed in a 
craft of her kind. Along her ladder are 
ranged forty-three buckets working by 
engines, hoisting gear, and tumblers of 
the most up-to-date design, each bucket 
being capable of taking twenty-six cubic 
feet of material.

The arrangement of the shutes is such 
that the contents of the buckets can be 
switched without a moment’s delay to 
hoppers on either side of the dredge. Of 
the two working engines one is for driv­
ing the dredge at topmost speed in clear, 
easy soil, while the other is for proceed­
ing more slowly; but with great power 
when the material being dredged is dif­
ficult to handle, such as rock, etc.

Mr. Hughes will remain in the city 
until the new dredge is at work in or­
der to see that she carries out the agree­
ment that 1,000 tons an hour can be 
taken from the bottom of the bay. It 
will probably be a couple of weeks be­
fore the dredge can be placed in com­
mission, but there will be much inter­
est taken in the opening tests, as her 
advent here will mark a new epoch in 
dredging operations in these parts.

A final decree has been made by Jus­
tice McLeod in the supreme court, chan­
cery division, in the partition suit of 
Gilbert vs Gilbert. The report of the 
Master in Chancery, D. Mullin, K. c., 
has been confirmed by all parties inter­
ested and by the court.

The master’s report makes the fol­
lowing division:

The Portland Place property, so call­
ed, where the St. John Tennis Club is 
situated is divided between the estate 
of Thomas Gilbert and Mrs. Elizabeth 
Wilson, they being the only members of 
the family now interested, in the propor­

The lands on the left side of the 
Marsh Road from the Marsh Bridge to 
the One Mile House, including same, are 
divided in the proportion of one quarter 
to Thomas Gilbert, one quarter to Brad­
ford Gilbert estate and one half to Mrs.

The land lying north of the Wesleyan 
Burying Ground and opposite the One 
Mile House known as the triangular 
piece of land, is divided in the same pro­
portion.

The properties on both sides of the 
Westmorland Road running from the 
Marsh Bridge to Kane’s Comer, includ­
ing lands subject to renewable leases 
and vacant lands, are likewise divided 
into four parts, one to the Thomas Gil­
bert estate, one to Bradford Gilbert 
estate and two to Mrs. Wilson.

A large plan of the whole property 
has been prepared by G. G. Murdoch by 
order of tiie court. The land of Thom­
as Gilbert estate in said plan being col­
ored red, that of Bradford Gilbert es­
tate colored yellow and that portion to 
Mrs. Wilson green.

The costs are to be paid on a basis 
of three twelfths by the .Thomas Gil­
bert estate, two twelfths by the Brad­
ford Gilbert estate and seven twelfths 
by Mrs. Elizabeth Wilson, being on the 
basis of the division of the land.
