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ROYAL PROCESSION

THROUGH LONDON CITY

Magniﬂcent Spectacle of Today Gives
People Good Chance to See
Their Majesties

Sir Wilfrid Laurier Cheered as Colonials’ Carriages
Pass—Indian Potentates Bear Wealth of Jewels
—Spectacle Even More Imposing Than Was

That of Yesterday

(Canadian Press)

London, June .23—King George
Queen Mary today showed themselves to
the masses as distinct from the more fav-
ored classes who were able to obtain ac-
cets to the circumscribed area of - yester-
day’s pageant. /

Today's procession was on an evenj
grander scale than that of the coronation. |
The rcute was miore extended, including a |
circuit of some of the ‘most populous dis- |
tricts of the capital and the crowds that
looked on were correspondingly greater.
Then, too, Their Majesties were accompan-
ied by a larger escort.

The scenes along the route were to a
great extent a repetition of those of yes-
terday, with a much greater erowd of spec-
tators. Th procession began to form in the
yard of Buckingham Palace and the ad-
jacent streets at 9 o'clock, and two hours
later it was under way.

Between lines of cheering thousands the
royal party made stately progress i"l'f)ln
Buckingham Palace by way of Constite-
tion Hill. Piceadilly, Trafalgar Square,
through the city, over London Bridge, by
Borough road, and Westminster Bridge,
thus making a complete circuit. The pag-
eant included four full squadrons of cavalry
representing all branches of that arm of
the service, life guards, dragoons, hussars,
and lancers, cach accompanied by its own
mand and a section of horse artillery.

Canadians in Place of Honor

These were followed by all the naval
and military’aides de camps on duty, the
war office staff, deputations of foreign of-
ficers, the royal suite, the members of the
royal family, and the foreign princes, and
the colonials, including the Canadian and
Indian escorts who immediately preced'ed
the state carriages. In the royal. equip-
page with the king and ‘queen rode Field
Marshall Kitchener and the bearer of the
royal standard.

south of the river. '

The decorations of yesterday remained:
in Piccadilly and those in the other streets|
traversed were not less spectacular. In
the strand there were rows of masts each
bearing a red lion, and underneath a red

across the entrance to the London bridge
a triumphal arch had been erected,

Except for the absence of the gold coach,
the cavalcade was as thrilling as that of
yesterday and the stands along the route
certainly made a brighter appearance.

It was another early morning for Lon-
don and none too pleasant morning so far
as the weather was concerned. The sky
was overcast and occasional drizzling show-
ers kept the spectators in doubt as to
whether or not it would be necessary to
raise their umbrellas. However,  there
were no heavy showers as in the early
hours yesterday and those taking part in
the procession drove in open carriages,
thus adding much’ interest to the pageant.

Almost exactly at the appointed hour
the colonial and Indian contingent which
were to lead the way over the seven mile
route formed on Victoria Embankment
and proceeded up The Mall, past Bucking-
ham Palace to Constitution Hill and Hyde
Park corner. It was a wonderful display
of soldiery that preceded the carriage, ex-
hibiting all the cavalry uniforms of the
empire.

Canadian Champion Defeats Eng-
lishman by More Than 100

Toronto, June 23—George Goulding, Cen-
tral Y. M. C. A. walker, clinched his claim
to the world’s championship yesterday by
defeating George Larner, the English walk-
er, at the latter’s favorite distance of
three miles. Goulding had a margin of
more than 100 yards, and lowered the Can-

adian record by nearly 20 séconds.
Goulding took an early lecad, but after
one half a mile Larner pulled up even, but
failed to get ahead. When J. W, Geddes
one of the judges stepped behind the walk-
ers to watch their stride, Larner stopped
and protested, although the judge was with-
in his rights. This gave Goulding a lead
of 100 yards, but he: refused to take ad-

vantage of Larner, and turned back, start-
ing again even with the Englishman for the
second wmile, at which point he took the
lead and held it steadily.

Jesty simply touched the hilt as a sign of
]n's acceptance, the Lord Mayor then re-
ceiving back the sword as iord mayers haye

| Frederic Harrison, a noted jurist and
writer, who saw the coronation of ‘Queen
Victorig in 1838, contributes to the Times
his impressions of vesterday's events. He
considers that no period in English history
affords an example of such enormous
{ changes and portentious growth as the
three generations since Victoria’s ascen-
sion. Yesterday's spectacle was a visible
representation of the overseas dominions.
He was struck by the proof that the mon-
archy is personally more popular than it
was at Victoria’s accession, and that the
bitterness of class antagonism is far less
evident. while to the man in the street
the unity of the king’s dominions is of real
and potent interest.

He was particularly attracted by the
hearty and spontaneous welcome accorded
the Gterman Crown Prince and the great
popularity of the French and American
envoys.

GOOD NEIGHBORHOOD

“Occasionally one hears a remark which
yuggests that in the speaker’s opinion the
real enemy of Canada and the British Em-
pire is the United States. Whatever tends
to eradicate such a notion is ‘a real public
service. There are so many Canadians in
the United States and so many Americans
In Canada, and the relations of the people
of the two countries are so intimate that
doubt and suspicion should give way alto-
gether to mutual respect and confidence.
Our neighbors can do something to en-
courage this feeling by muzzling the gen-
tlemen who talk about annexation—the
noisy politicians who make silly appeals
to the vanity of the nation. They are, it
is true, to some extent justified by the
utterances of the Conservative press and
Conservative speakers, including Mr. Bor-
den himself; for these speak of annexa-
tion as a quite possible result of closer
trade relations, on the assumption, appar-
ently, that loyalty depends on trade con-
ditions, But these writers and speakers
do not represent Canadian sentiment. They
desire to arouse prejudice in Canada and
defeat the Laurier government. As usual
they have gone the wrong way about it,
and will themselves suffer defeat. The next
general elections should very effectively
convince the Conservatives that it does not
pay to attempt to trade upon fears that
do not exist and cannot be conjured up
at will. The trade relations between Can-
ada and her neighbor will become closer,
to the benefit of both. What benefits
Canada will benefit the Empire. In the
words of Biship Mills of Kingston:—

to the British crown if it depended on
1avifl schedules, Those who think the na-
tional spirit of Canada is such a poor and

-uncertain thing that her existence as a

nation would be iniperilled by an increase
of trade with the United States certainly
do not know her.”

BLACK OPALS

A Gem Much Sought in Australia
—OQutput Valued at chcral
Millions

The gem most sought after in Australia
is the Wlack opal. It appears in limited
quantities in the matrix of ironstone and
sandstone in the Lightning Ridge district
of New South Wales. It is estimated that
since 1890 opals valued at over $5,500,000
have been found in the State of New
Wales. The State of Queensland
also produces many opals, the production
up to the present time amounting to near-
ly $1,000600.

Sapphires rank next among Australian
gemhs in value of production. They arve
found in New South Wales and in Queens-
land, chiefly in the latter state, in the grav-
el or creek beds. Act‘ording to “Daily Con-
sular and 'Trade Reports,” the gems show
excellent fire and lustre, but the color is!
darker blue than the Oriental sapphire.
In - Queensland the present production
amounts to about §75,000 per year, the to-
tal output to date being about $700,000

Other precious gems found in different
parts of Aus.rllm include emeralds, tur-
quoises, topazes, ircons, garnets, rubies,
amethysts, tourmalines and “beryls. Dia
n;nndg are found to a limited extent in}
New South Wales and in South Australia.|
In the latter state the total production up
to date has been somewhat over $500,000.
 The diamonds found locally are used most-
ly for glass-cutting, while South .»\fri«an'
diamonds are mostly used in the jewelry
trade,
along the northern coast of Australia are
usually small ,but their aggregate value :s
probably considerable.

NEWSPAPERS IN JAPAN

There are more than 1800 newspapers

and magazines in Japan. Every town of
10.000 or more has one newspaper and
usually two or more.

The leading Tokio daily “claims” a cir-
culation of 180,000 copies; the Asahi and
the Mainichi of Osaka, “claim” .a daily
circulation of 250,000,

Journalism in Japan is nearly 300 years
old. but the publication - of newspapers
there as a distinct enterprise is compara-
tively recent. Until after the middle of
the 19th century such news sheets as were
published -were somewhat of the nature
of bulletins roughly printed from wooden
blocks and issued at irregular times by
anyone who saw fit to have them prepared.

The first of the great dailies of later
times was the Yokohama Mainichi, Shim-
bun, which made its first appearance
about 40 vears ago. It was afterward
moved to Tokio, where it is still publish-
