of fat from milk while it is in the udder and 
if the milk is taken very frequently the cow 
has the greater drain on her system.

The Weal ef Exeelleaee la Daller Flavor.
The ideal of excellence in butter is 

flavor. No matter how high the scale on 
other points, if off in flavor there is no 
provision of grace to save it—coming 
short of glory on that point, as well guilty 
of all. The ideal of flavor in hotter is 
subject to several conditions: the food the 
cow eats, the water she drinks, environ­
ment of the milk and cream before churn­
ing the latter, and handling the cream 
and churning; all these have more or less 
bearing on the one characteristic—flavor. 
The scale of points adopted in expert 
judging of butter is classified thus: flavor, 
49 points, make, 20; solidity, 12; grain, 
12; color, 8; moisture, 8—perfection, 100; 
two-fifths of the whole placed upon flavor, 
thus showing the importance of this one 
factor in a fastidious market This is al] 
very well, but what practical bearing has 
it in enlightening the man who feeds and 
cares for the cows, and handles the milk 
and cream; whether to be churned on his 
own premises or pooled at the creamery? 
He knows, if he thinks about it all, that 
flavor has the emphasis of 10 points while 
no other quality has over half as many 
It is doubtful if one parton is fifty of the 
creameries whose product sales high in 
competition w ith others, but fell off more 
or less points in flavor, ever indulges a 
lingering thought that he is responsible 
for the delinquency. If we scrutinize 
the reports of experts who judge the butter 
at our fairs and dairy meetings, we find 
that it is seldom perfection is marked 
against flavor. I have in mind a butter 
exhibit where many samples were offered 
in competition, both creamery and private 
dairy. The highest scale of each was 
ninety-eight points, both two points off in 
flayer. Several others were perfect on all 
points, but off from three to six points on 
flavor. These facts are significant and 
should lead dairymen and farmers to in­
vestigation and self-examination, to find 
at whose doors the delinquency lies. I 
have no hesitancy in saying, however, 
that nine times out ef ten the farmer is at 
fait. I have enumerated the causes for 
off flavor in butter, but one of these towers 
as high above all the others in point of 
badness as the sun excels the moon in 
brightness. And that is the ‘environ­
ment of the cows,’ the condition in which 
she is kept. Were 1 to classify the causes 
generally accredited to off flavor in but* 
ter it would be thus: Environment, 50 
points; feed, 20; water, 10; care of milk 
and cream, 10; handling, 5; churning, 5. 
There are several things which it is im­
possible to accomplish in this world; one 
to make butter that will score forty points 
on flavor from cream produced from cows 
kept in the condition we find them on 
seventy-five per cent of the farms through­
out the dairy districts; and another great 
impossibility is to arouse the average 
dairymen and farmers to a realizing sense 
of their opportunities and get them to 
sheer out of the old ruts their ancestcrs 
have worn so deep.

The American Southdown Breeders' asso­

To this end every 
unprofitable plant and weed must be kept 
down and out, and the sheep will be a great 
help to the careful farmer To us in lows I 
am inclined to think that the large mutton 
sheep is the ‘survival of the fittest,’ For 
twelve years I kept the Merino and its grade. 
Then there was in my locality but small de­
mand for mutton. I still love 'the small, 
compact form and fleece of the Merino, yet at 
this time our possibilities for reaching good 
mutton markets and our vast crops of mutton- 
producing cereals and grasses point, in my 
judgement, to the large mutton sheep.

The sheep that shears a good fleece, furnish­
es a good carcass and can stand the rough 
usage to which the sheep are often subjected, 
is the best for the average farmer to keep.

Generally now the earlier fat sheep can be 
put on the market the better prices it is pos­
sible to realize, so that in many cases it is 
quite an item to push the feeding somewhat.

Whatever olsss of sheep you find it most 
profitable to keep, let them be the very best of 
of that class, and then give them such treat­
ment as is necessary to secure the beet pos­
sible results-

A cool room above ground is better for milk 

than a cellar, and it should always be jremem- 
bored that milk should not stand near vege­
tables, fish or meat of any kind, as it invari­
ably absorbs the flavor of what is near it.

A cow’s absolute confidence in the person 
who milks her mast be secured before she will 
yield all her treasure to bis manipulations. 
Some dairymen insist on this confidence from 
their herd by abase and with a elub.

Shelter in summer when the cows are in the 
pasture is as much of a problem as the provid­
ing of shelter in winter. If trees are in the 
pasture there will be danger during thunder 
storms, and high winds throw down any 
brush or boards temporarily arranged. It is 
probably best to erect a covered shed in the 
pasture, which is open on all sides.

Well made cheese may be injured in the 
ripening process by an uneven or too low a 
temperature in the curing. If it ripens too 
slowly it becomes tough and leathery, and 
though it may contain its proper proportion 
of fat, it will loose the feeling of melting in 
the month that a rich cheese should have, and 
will appear more like a skimmed milk cheese.

as Sugar Boemlies.

It is said that Secretary Foster’s estim­
ate last autumn of an expend­
iture cf $10,000,000 for bounties 
American sugar will not be fully verified 
by the payments, but the amonnt will 
apparently reach about $9,100,000. 
Already $8,451,679 has been paid, and a 
number of applications remain to be ad­
justed. The total crop on which bounty 
will be r id during the present fiscal 
year i„ estimated at {about 480,000.000 
pounds, an increase of abont 100,000.000 
over that of the fiscal year 1892.

The production of beet sugar has ad­
vanced from 12,004,838 pounds in 1892 to 
27,083,322 pounds in 1893, and the applica­
tions for bounty on maple sugar will this 
year be abont 3,000,000 pounds, and the 
cane production about.460,000,000 pounds. 
The sorghum production is 980,900 pounds 
and the cane production abont 450,000 
pounds. Some of the published estimates 
of the production of cane sugar are ap­
parently excessive, unless they include a 
considerable amount on which bounty 
has not been asked for.

The payments on maple sugar will be 
about $8,500,000. This would represent, 
at two cents a pound, 425,000,000 pounds, 
but as some of the sugar is below the 
two-cent grade, the actual number of 
pounds will probably run to 460,000,000.

the firemen were standing as it were 
on the shell of the burning volcano. No 
one ot the tens of thouean Is of interested 
spectators bad any intimation of the 
perilous position in which the firemen 
were then standing. The fire bad been 
burning scarcely twenty minutes, and 
the firemen were pulling and hanling at 
the ropes, when suddenly the flames 
burst ont around the base of the cupola 
in a perfect fury of flame. So sudden 
and so tarions was the outbreak, and so 
terrible was the spectacle that for the 
moment the crowd stood transfixed. All 
were powerless to aid the unfortunate 
men imprisoned on the balcony, 160 feet 
from the ground. All the ropes save one 
on the north side of the tower were 
bnrned in an instant The hose from 
chemical engine withstood the heat 
however, and, springing forward, John 
Davis caught hold of it and slid down to 
the main roof of the warehouse, where he 
fainted away. Hie face and hands were 
terribly burned by the flames which en­
veloped his body as he came down. He 
was taken to the hospital where he was 
cared for and the physicians say he will 
recover. Two of his fellow-firemen at­
tempted to follow him, but, before they 
were half way down, the hoee gave way 
and they

Dropped Into the Seethiag Mass of Fire
and were lost The multitude below 
gave utterance to a groan of sickening 
horror. Another of the imprisoned men 
started down the rope on the north side 
of the tower, and had almost reached the 
roof when it gave way and he fell, strik­
ing on his head. He was instantly kill­
ed. There remained, according to the 
count of various spectators, from twenty- 
five to thirty men on the tower. They 
were hopelessly beyond the reach of 
help. The longest ladder fell abort of 
reaching them by a full thirty feet At 
this terrible moment Captain Fitzpatrick’s 
tall form and white helmet appeared in 
front of the men who were huddled to­
gether on the balcony. He appeared to 
be addressing his followers. What he 
said will probably never be known for he 
alone of all the men around him at that 
moment escaped alive and his injuries 
are such that it is doubtful if he will ever 
recover consciousness. As he ceased to 
speak one of the men crept around the 
burning balcony to the east and returned 
a moment later with a rope that had been 
left there in the excitement. It 
hastily fastened tothe railing and thrown 
to the root Capt. Fitzpatrick pointed to 
it. What he said no one knows. The 
foremost man seized it and started to 
slide down, bnt ere he was half way the 
flames rolled np and he was swallowed 
into the awful volcane. Another tried it 
and met the same fate. One 'after an­
other five of the men at this moment 
sprang from the balcony to the roof

Mar­
shal Murphy, an old personal friend of 
Capt Fitzpatrick, and who has worked on 
the Chicago Fire Department for a score 
of years, was on the roof. Seeing there 
was a chance to save hie old comrade’s 
life he sprang icrward and was soon at 
the top of the ladder. A shout of en­
couragement went np from the multitude 
below. The heroic marshal started back 
with his friend but was enveloped in 
flames. With the energy of despair he 
clutched his comrade, and slid down the 
ladder to the roof where he fell prostrate 
Both Morphy and Fitzpatrick were 
conscious. They were lowered to the 
ground and taken to thehoepital. Scarce­
ly twenty-five minutes bad elapsed 
since the fire was discovered; bnt so rapid 
bad been its progress that the entire 
tower was turned away and it fell with 
an awful crash, carrying with it several 
firemen who were playing on the flames 
with the hose from the roof. There was 
a wild scramble to get off the root A 
large quantity of linseed oil was stored on 
the top floor, and when the tower fell it 
crashed through the roof to this inflam­
mable fnel and then the filmes rolled np 
high in the air. As the firemen fled from 
the roof one of them picked np the man­
gled form of one of the unfortunates who 
bad jumped fr jm the balcony, and car­
rying it to the edge of the roof dropped it 
to the ground, thne saving it from cre­
mation.

Many of the firemen who lost their 
lives Night Hare Deem Hared 

had the department supplied nets. 
Seeing that it was a hopeless task to at­
tempt to save the building,and as all who 
escaped alive had left the roof; the fire­
men now directed their efforts to keep 
the fire spreading. The World’s Fair 
stables, jnst south of the big warehouse 
were all-burning, and the fire had spread 
to the roofs of several hotels across Stoney 
Island avenue just outside the grounds. 
With a good deal of effort the hotels were 
saved, but the stables were burnt to the 
ground. In less than two hours from the 
time the fire started the cold storage 
warehouse was levelled to the ground, a 
smoking ruin. It is doubtful if any of 
the bodies will ever be recovered, so 
forions and terrific was the fire. The 
building being of wood, and added to this 
the barrels of oil, made the fire one of the 
hottest the fire department has ever had 
to fight. It was reported by some of the 
Colombian guards that a number of wo­
men who were in the building lost their 
lives. The firemen who escaped how­
ever, discredit this story. But late last 
night a body which was found in the 
ruins was so badly bnrned that it could 
not be told whether it was that of a man 
or woman.

In the moun­
tain crags near the ranch several fami­
lies of American eagles have for years 
reared their fearless brood, and have, in 
the main, been unmolested, their chief 
prey bedng snakes and other reptiles, 
unwelcome to man. In the same sec­
tion a species of snake, known there­
abouts as the wbipenake, is also com­
mon. These snakes are of the long, slim 
variety, seldom larger than a good sized 
walking stick, bnt ranging in length all 
the way from four to ten feet They are 
not considered poisonons, bnt like the 
boa-constrictor species, wind round their 
prey and crush it and their squeezing 
powers are said to be somewhat wonder­
ful. So swift are these snakes that they 
disappear unharmed when struck at with 
a stick, like the shadow of a flying bird. 
A few days ago Mr. Lee’s sons were 
hunting through the forest near the 
ranch, when they saw a great
eagle which was sailing in 
midair, suddenly dart to the
earth, head a flatter in the bush, a pierc­
ing scream of the bird rose above the pine 
tops, an unusually long wbipenake dang­
ling from his beak. The eagle held the 
snake just behind the head, and rose 
rapidly; the snake seemed to be making 
ineffectual efforts to draw its dangling 
body np to coil around the eagle. The 
eagle was soon in mid-air and the snake 
could not be seen, bnt it was evident that 
a mortal combat was taking place for the 
the bird would rise and fall and emit oc­
casional screams, as if in pain, and in a 
few minutes was seen rapidly descend­
ing earthward; turning over and over 
in its flight and flapping one wing vigor­
ously, the other seeming to be held out 
stationary. But nothing could be seen 
of the snake. The bird struck the ground 
with somewhat of a thud near the boys, 
who hurried to the place, where they 
found the eagle » ith a dead grip on the 
snake, just back of the reptile's head, 
while the snake had coiled round and 
round its assailant’s body, crushing the 
bird all out of shape and breaking one 
wing entirely. The boys killed and un­
wound the snake, while the dogs went 
for the eagle and soon killed it, not how­
ever, before the bird had almosf tom the 
nose from one of the dogs with his beak.

Inga from being considered common­
place and uninteresting.

Canadian one before the examination 
was held. We hope the story is true. 
We believe that had it not been for this 
unfortunate occurrence, the British gov­
ernment would have had no reason to 
continue the schedule against Canadian 
cattle, and would shortly have abolished 
it. This is the first case of disease which 
has been thus far actually discovered, and 
if it can be proved that it is the result of 
a fraud, the fact itself will benefit the 
cattle trade. Of course as far as the pre­
sent is concerned there is practically no 
market for beef in England. The high 
price of hay and other fodder has com­
pelled the English farmers to begin re­
ducing their stock, and as a result the 
English market is kept pretty well sup­
plied from home. But after this tempor­
ary supply is exhausted, it would be of 
great benefit to Canadian cattle dealers to 
be able to send their cattle at once to 
England.

THE BARRACKS QUESTION. I
»♦

Ever since the return of the troops from 
Camp Sussex there have been rumors 
going the rounds to the effect that the 
Dominion government contemplated re­
moving the Royal Canadian Regiment of 
Infantry to Sussex, and erecting spacious 
and expensive barracks in that place 
which was to be made the military centre 
of the Maritime provinces. The rumor 
got into the papers, and has been circu­
lating more and more widely until now 
people throughout the province have be­
gun to believe it, and it is the chief topic 
of conversation in Fredericton. Nobody 
knows who started the rumor, or upon 
wbst it is based, hot it is in circulation, 
and the fact that the Dominion govern- 
flieiv have purchased the farm at Sussex 
on which the annual review is held, gives 
an air of credibility to the story. As 
far as the Fredericton people are concern­
ed they view the suggested change with 
natural dissatisfaction. Whatever some 
people may have to say against the soldi­
ers of the school, all the business men of 
the city agree that its removal from 
Fredericton would be a disastrous blow 
to the city’s welfare; and they are one 
and all strongly opposed to any 
such change. It is the general feeling 
here that the idea originated in the fruit­
ful brain of a certain military gentleman 
of Sussex; that it has been kept going by 
the activity of certain other citizens of 
Sussex, who of course, would all have the 
change as a godsend; and that there is no 
truth in it Others say that Hon. Mr. 
Foster, whose hold upon the affections of 
the Kings county people is gradually re­
laxing, contemplates the suggested re­
moval as a bait for the good people there 
in view of the coming election. But we 
scarcely believe that the rumor has any 
foundation. Indeed the “Farmer” which, 
as a good tory organ, ought to be in a 
position to speak as one having author­
ity and not as an ordinary scribe, says 
that it is reliably Informed that no such 
move has even been discussedf much 
less decided upon by the government; 
and the good advice immediately after­
wards given by the same authority to the 
people of Fredericton to be up and doing 
while there is time, leads ns to believe 
that the Farmer man is not making such 
a statement for the purpose of allaying 
the suspicion of Fredericton people, but 
because be really believes what he save. 
Be that as it may, we have no means of 
knowing the troth, except as before stat­
ed, but we believe with the Farmer that 
the citizens of Fredericton ought to be 
bestirring themselves. The matter is of 
the highest importance to them and to 
their city. If the school is removed it 
means the lose of several thousands of 
dollars which are now yearly spent among 
our tradespeople. It means, besides, a 
Ices of prestige; and if it takes place 
Fredericton will never again recover its 
present position. Let the board of trade 
and all earnest citizens unite in prompt 
and determined effort to prevent the car­
rying out of the suggested change.

What the out­
come of his trial will be is not yet known 
but there is hardly any doubt that In 
Canada, where there is probably less 
freedom allowed in the holding of ortho­
dox opinions than in the United States, 
the result will be hie ^condemnation. It 
is now reported that there are secret 
meetings held by United States Presby­
terian clergymen who are in sympathy 
with Dr. Briggs. It may be that these 
meetings are merely for the purpose of 
effecting a complete organization for the 
carrying on within the chnrcb of the 
struggle for greater freedom of thought 
and speech; bnt their existence and their 
well-known strength of numbers and 
influence speak onimously for the future 
unity of the church'.

debt then due to the bank from the govern­
ment was stated to be due the issue depart­
ment, and against this they were allowed to 
issue notes without holding gold. The gov­
ernment debt, originally £1,200,000, was sub­
sequently increased by various amounts, until 
1816 it reached £14,680,000, but one-fourth 
of this was subsequently repaid. Since 1860 
amount has stood at £11,016,100, on which 
the bank now receives 2f per cent. The bank 
started with a capital, as stated, of £1,200,- 
000. In two years this was increased to 
£2,201,000. In 1710 it was again increased 
to £6,660,000. On June 29, 1816, it was 
raised to its present sum of £14,663,000, 
equal to about $72,700,000. Ko reports of 
the bank are made beyond the regular weekly 
statement, of which the following is a copy 
for May 3, 1898, the figures representing 
pounds sterling, each being worth about $6 ol 
American money :

£6,000,000. The immhffs pf pereopg re­
ceiving dividends Is nearly 28g.000.

e The Bank of England is the most noted 
financial institution in the world, says the 
Providence Journal. On Jan. 1, 1896, it 
will celebrate the second centennial anniver­
sary of its establishment. What a history 
this almost two hundred years of its existence 
would prove in volume and extent if 
minutely executed, may be judged from the 
fact that the simple titles of the acts of par­
liament passed upon the subject of its affairs 
since the bank was founded occupy more than 
267 pages of the indexes to the statutes at 
large. This famous institution was estab­
lished in 1694, having been projected in 1692 
by a Scotch merchant, William Patterson, to 
relieve King William III from the difficulties 
experienced in raising supplies to prosecute 
the war against France. The terms of the 
charter granted July 27, 1694, were that the 
sum of £1,200,000 ($6,000,000) should be 
raised and that the subscribers should form 
themselves into a corporation styled ' The 
Governor and Company of the Bank of Eng­
land.” The bank was also to have the priv­
ilege of keeping the accounts of the public 
debt, paying dividends, issuing notes, etc., 
for which an allowance of £4,000 a year was 
granted. The whole of the capital was to be 
loaned to the government at 8 per cent 
This interest, together with the £4,000 allow­
ance, gave the bank a revenue of £100,00o 
per annum. At its very outset the bank was

Seme efthe Troubles wblrh Seset Ike Path* 
way ef Trailers.

Of making horseshoes there is no end, and 
the trainer’s path is beset by farriers, foot-ex­
perts and inventors, good, bad and indiffer­
ent. True, suitable shoes and their proper 
application have everything to do with a horses 
speed development and its retention. But a 
foot-leveling farrier, local or nomadic, may 
get a hold of your horse’s fore feet, and by 
sudden shortening of bis toes, rasping the 
wall or weakening the bars by so-called heel­
opening do so much injury that nature will 
require months to repair it and put the feet 
in speedy shape. While the heel should be 
lowered to admit of a certain amount of frog 
pressure, neither frog nor sole should be pared 
sway till the sensitive parts are exposed. In­
deed it should be the trainers aim to keep the 
hoof intact and the foot cool.

The following questions and answers taken 
from an exchange Will prove of interest to our 
local horsemen :

No. 1.—I have a horse which has so much 
knee-action that he hits bis elbows. I use 
boots to stop bruising, but what shall I do to 
drive away the lost motion! He has plenty of 
speed but tiresome action,

Answer—Try a fourteen-ounce, toe-weight 
shoe. Set it out full and let him have all the 
toe he will bear. Bevel the shoe slightly in 
front, a little on the roller-motion order and 
draw it ont thin at the heels, rounding off the 
ends. If this does not suit bis case exactly, 
then attach a four-ounce toe-weight. Use an 
easy check and light-hand driving.

No. 2.—My horse, when going fast, will 
pull bis .bind feet down and slide them from 
three to four inches on the ground before he 
can lift them. State cause and how to re­
medy it Have about eight-ounce shoes on 
him behind and twelve in front Sometimes 
he will knuckle forward a little on hie pasterns 
behind. Pasterns seem all right and sound 
when standing; not enlarged any.

Answer.—He is deficient in hock-action. 
Shorten his hind toes and use a twelve-ounce 
shoe, with half-inch heel-calks. Apply an 
eight-ounce shoe forward and try this plan for 
two or three weeks.

No. 3.—“Can you tell me what effect toe 
weights have on a horse's stride! I know they 
give him higher action, but do they shorten 
or lengthen the stride! If they shorten the 
stride how is it they increase speed in a great 
many cases!

Answer.—As a rule toe weights tend to 
lengthen a horse’s stride and improve 
waste action. They kept a horse’s gait 
balanced and bring regularity of motion, 
but as a general thing do not heighten the 
action. In most cases an increase of 
stride means additional speed.

No. 4.—My colt is inclined to bop behind 
in speeding and in doing so makes the 
longest step with the right leg. How 
shall I shoe him.to correct this? At a slow­
er gait he is square all around, touches no­
where, trots wide behind, but steps short. 
How can I make him extend his stride? 
Does weight extend or shorten the stride, 
or are toe weights intended only to bal­
ance and give more knee action?

Answer.—Use a hock strap or elastic 
band on the right leg above the gambrel 
Keep bis forward toes moderately long 
and put on a four-ounce weight See 
answer to question No. 3. Do not press 
him for speed before he Is used to the 
changes advised.

No.5.—I have a difficult trotting case. 
He hitches when asked for his speed. 
I’ve tried all sorts of shoes and weight8 
without benefit I also have a three year 
old pacer which carries ten ounces in front 
and seven behind. She changes feet and 
shuffles now and then. What shall I do?

Answer.—The trotter has been driven 
over his gait He is perhaps checked too 
high and pulls more or less. Lower hie 
check. Give him a free rein. Try shoe­
ing five ounces behind and ten ounces in 
front with from four to six-ounce toe 
» eights. Finally use hopples a few times 
and keep him back to a square gait Your 
pacing filly cannot find her gait as shod. 
Reverse the shoes and if she does not settle 
intaa smooth, even stride put on a three 
ounce weight forward and try pacing hop-

somewhat diminished degree, through all the 
ages of its subsequent history. It is a curi­
ous fact that, although founded by a Scotch­
man, Scotchmen are eschewed by the bsnk. 
What the first of the race did to entail the 
ban upon his fellow countrymen is Hot re­
corded, but it is commonly jaid in London 
that three deecriptions of persons are excluded 
in practice from employment at the bank— 
namely, Scotchmen, Jews and Quakers. The 
first offices occupied by the bank (1695 to 1734) 
were at the Grocers’ Hill, in the Poultry. 
About 160 years ago the bank moved to 
Threadneedle street Probably no building 
in the world is better known than the irregu­
lar and massive stone structure of one story 
which stands in the financial centre of the 
city ef London, now occupied by thia great 
institution. It is the principal stop, 
ping,
coaches, and 
metropolis, and the stranger in London, who 
for the first time hears the shouts from the 
drivers and conductors of these public couve}- 
ances, might well be led to believe that the 
Bank of England was the ultimate destination 
of every mat in the city. The building itself 
occupies the unique position of being situated 
in four parishes. It covers between three and 
a half and four acres of ground, and occupies 
the space between Lothbnry on the north, 
Threadneedle street on the south, Bartholomew 
lane on the east, and Prinoee street on the 
west It is in the Ionic style, after the 
Temple of Sybil at Tivoli. Its characteristic 
is security rather than elegance. The east 
and west wings were not completed until 1786 
and subsequently, under the direction of Si 
Jotyn Sloane, a portion of the original struc­
ture was taken down and alterations made, 
bringing the bank to its present condition.

From the foregoing it appears that the pri­

vate deposits smonnt to a turn equal to about 
$140 000,000, and the publie deposits to 
about $26,220,000. making a total of $166,- 
220,000. Aa a matter of comparison it may 
be stated that the largest total deposits now 
held by any one bank in this country do not 
exceed $28,000,000, while the sum total of 
deposits of the 64 associated bands (total 
capital $60,422,000) represented in the New 
York Clearing House on May 13 1893, were 
$434,865,900. The deposits in the Bank of 
France amount to about $113,100,000, and in 
the Imperial Bank of Germany to $106,710,- 
000. The Bank of England has sometimes 
been in difficulties. It failed in 1696, and in 
its earlier years it was subjected to many runs, 
some organized by the jealous private bank­
ers, some the result of political causes. The

on both sides. Pamphlets, papers, and 
hooka have been written attacking it, cov­
ering many shelves in the British 
Museum. Of course, many of these 
papers are just in their criticisms, and 
many are unjust The management has 
not been without its faults. The volumes

The visitor is usually struck with the air of 
respectability and business that pervades the 
entire place. The messengers and attendants 
draw attention by their drees, which consists 
of a swallow-tailed coat of a delicate salmon, 
color, a flaming scarlet waistcoat, black trou­
sers, and a high silk hat. Permission is 
granted to view the directors’ room and cer­
tain other parts of the building, including the 
weighing and note-printing rooms, if the 
visitor is provided with a card or letter of 
introduction from any reputable merchant or 
banker in the city. A director’s order, very 
difficult, however, to secure, will permit an 
inspection of the basement and the vaults

The Bank of England first issued notes in 1695. 
which were of the denomination of £20. Thé 
£10 notes were issued in 1759, and the £5 
notes in 1793. At one time during the early 
years of the present century notes of £1 and 
£2 were issued, but in 1844 they were all 
withdrawn from circulation, and no notes are 
issued for less than £5 and none higher than 
£1,000. These notes may be said to be the 
safest pieces of paper in the world, as under 
any drcnmstancee the bank could pay with

In the panic of 
1825, in which no leas than 770 banks In 
Great Britain failed, the de 
gold was rnnrmnnn fysrf effort was 
made to procure gefffatany price. Mean­
time the accumulations of the bank had 
drifted away owing to the tarn in foreign 
exchangee, and in December the bank 
(which at the beginning of the year bad 
over £14,000,000 in gold) had hot £1,000,- 
000 left A way ont of the difficulties 
caused by that panic was found in the 
issue of some £1 notes found in an old 
chest which had been forgotten, but which 
waa discovered at tbe appropriate time. 
The present Governor of the bank is 
David Powell and the Deputy Governor is 
Clifford Wigram, each receiving a salary 
of £1000 a year. The chief cashier, Frank 
May, is known tbe world over by reason 
of his familiar signature on tbe bank 
notes. Tbe bank has 24 directors, each 
of which must bold £2,000 of stock, and 
who received £500 a year compensation’. 
There are in all 1060 persons employed in 
the varions departments of the institution, 
and their united salaries amount to about 
£1,400,000 a year.

in England, and until I8âs it remained the 
only joint stock bank in London- At 
that date the London and Westminster 
Bank was founded, and at the same time 
forty other joint stock banks were estab­
lished in Great Britain. The original 
charter gave the Bank of England the ex­
clusive privilege of issuing notes payable 
on demand but it did not give it the 
exclusive privilege of receiving deposits. 
In the old days when tlie charter waa 
framed the term banking referred chiefly 
to the issue of notes, deposit banking being 
then hardly known. The Bank of Eng­
land is not only the banker of the 
Government but la also tbe bankers’ 
bank. All other banks keep their bullion 
reserves at the bank of England, and this 
one fact tkat gives the establishment its 
special importance as the centre of Eng­
land’s monetary system. Thia reserve is 
seldom allowed to fall below £10,000,000, 
a fair average being from £10,000,000 to 
£14,000,000. The daily transactions of 
this institution sometimes run as high as
