The bigf reservoir on Smith’s Hill* 
which ha^ been on its good behavior 
ever since the arrival 
engineer, has grown tired of this hum­
drum existence and has gone back to 
its bad habits.

“There is not the slightest doubt in 
my mind that Alma' was murdered,"

On the recommendation! of Angus 

Smith, city engriner, it was decided at 
last evening's, meeting of the streets 
committee to award the contract to toy 
asphalt pavements on Linden avenue, 
Oook street, Southgate street and St. 
Chartes street, at a cost of _$92,002.49, to 
the Worfcwtck Paving Company. There 
was but Httlë debate, even the ques­
tion of awarding the contract, a ma­
jority of the board being at the opinion 
that the city would be fully protected 
by. the-ten years’ guarantee and, the 
15 per cent, hold-back. It was also de­
cided, on tile recommendation of the 
city engineer, to call for fenders for the 
execution of the work of laying cement 
sidewalks on five streets at a cost of 
$40,000. The engineer’s report in full 
read as follows:

Gentlemen—I have the following to. 
report: . , ,• -<

L The Worswick Paving Company 
have the only tendef outside of the 
city engineer’s tender that is regular 
and in accordance with specifications 
The tender of the city engineer in ao^ 
cordance with specifications is «04,- 
115.10; Worswick Paving do. is $109,~ 
290.10. The , Worswick .paving Com­
pany submitted the only regular ' al­
ternative tender amounting to $92.602,- 
40, in accordance with; the specifica­
tions, and although a guarantee clause 
is not specially mentioned, it is refer­
red to in the alternative fender.

The regular specifications call tat 
live inch concrete base, with a 'one 
Inch binder and a two inch wearing 
surface of sheet asphalt requiting a 
ten years’ guarantee and a fifteen per 
coRt deposit. . The contractor is al­
lowed to submit alternative tenders, 
for "asphalt pavement, making such 
Specifications as he may deem best; 
and fuly describing such specifications 
and defining, wherein they differ with 
the regular specifications, giving a 
price with a ten year guarantee and a 
fifteen per cent hold-back, and also a 
price without a guarantee ot any kind. 

The Pkclflc Paving Company and the 
Barber Asphalt Company submitted 
alternative bids with unit prices for 
an asphalt pavement with a four inch 
base, one inch binder and two inch 
wearing surface, offering a five year 
bond guarantee. X have worked out 
the amounts using the city engineer's 
quantities with the result that the Pa­
cific Paving Company’s figure for the 
entire works is $111,726.®, and the Bar­
ber Asphalt Company, $11$,340.60.

I would recommend that the alterna­
tive tender of the Worswick Paving 
Company of $92,002.49 with a ten-year 
guarantee and a 15 per cent deposit, be 
accepted. I know that this class of 
pavement was laid in Calgary two 
years ago, where I believe It is giving 
entire satisfaction.

2. There are five streets on which 
sidewalks, curb and gutter, have been 
passed and reported on and for which 
specifications, profiles and plans are 
ready, at an estimated cost of $40,388. 
I Would recommend that tenders be 
called for this work, to be in not later 
than June 13th, 1910.

The city is laying by day labor at 
the present time sidewalks on four 
streets at an estimated cost of $16,900. 
There are passed and ready for work 
by day labor fifteen streets, at an es­
timated ceet of $68,300. These may t>e 
proceeded with as fast as we can get 
men to carry out the work.

R. A. C. Grant forwarded a petition 
signed by 90 per cent of the property 
owners that the Worswick pavement 
be chosen.

On motion being made that the report 
of the engineer be adopted, Mayor 
Morley said he had been informed by 
G. H. Bryson, assistant engineer, that 
there was a danger point on Linden 
avenue which would have to he guard­
ed against in laying asphalt pavement- 
A portion of the roadway would be 
over a bog and if a thin layer of as­
phalt were laid there might be a lia­
bility of faults developing. .

The engineer said he did not antici­
pate any trouble on that score. In any 
event the guarantee put up by the com­
pany will be ample protection to the 
city.

On motion of Aid. Mable, seconded 
by Aid. Sarglson, the report of the en­
gineer was thereupon adopted.

It was the 
opinion of the members of the board 
that as there is a great deal of traffic 
on this street, and as it runs through 
a growing business section, the pave­
ment should be of permanent type.

On Douglas street, from Market 
street to the city limits, it was decided 
to recommend a bituminous macadam 
twenty-four feet in width with curbs 
for. future boulevards, and from Fis- 
guard street to Market street a per­
manent pavement forty-two feet in 
width.

On Fort street a, bituminous 
cadam will be laid between Richmond 
road and the city limits, full width: 
at)d from Oak .Bay to Richmond 
street a permanent pavement thirty- 
six feet in width. In all cases arrange­
ments will be made if possible with

From the 
point of view of mere pedestrians 
there ought to be far more pleasure in 
journeying at a rate of ten miles an 
hour than at a speed of from twenty 
to fifty.

“King George, on coniirig to his 
throne, has followed the ancient cus­
tom of opening the jail doors to a con­
siderable number of men upon whom 
they had closed In the reign of his 
predecessor. It is not quite easy to 
figure out why he did this. In other 
days, presumably, the thing was done, 
partly to give the impression that the 
new ruler was merciful and generous, 
and partly on the fair assumption that 
the old King had put a good many 
people in prison not because they were 
criminals or otherwise dangerous to 
society, but because they 
fered with the execution of his plans 
or had otherwise made themselves per­
sonally obnoxious to himself or his 
friends.

There is in Canada a 

National Conservation Association, the 

head of which is Hon. Clifford Bifton, 

and one of the objects this body con­

siders of not the least importance is 

the preservation of the wild game of 

the woods, the prairies and the fields 
and of the fish in the lakes, rivers and 

streams.
It is to the credit of some of the 

sportsmen of early days in British Co­
lumbia that they had the foresight and 
practised the virtue of seif-repression 
and self-abnegation. Even at a time 
when there seemed to be no urgent ne- 
cessity for the enactment of game 
laws, game being plentiful and guns 
few, they prevailed upon a government 
which was more deéplÿ Concerned 
with other things to pass game laws.

; The enforcement of the laws passed, 
however, was never seriously^ attiton 

! ed, and is not seriously atte*^itm to 

: this day in this part of the. province.
It is chiefly a matter of honor with 
sportsmen, the observance of the close 
seasons.. The only real attempt which 
has been made to meet the necesities 
of the case following the increase of v 
population was the closing of the 

; shooting season until the first day of 
October. That measure, we believe, 
has had good results. Under if the na­
tive grouse appear to be increasing in 

, numbers. But there is a class, appar- 
!, ently, which is not content that the 

good results noted should be perman­
ent. It Is not satisfied with bags of 
game which ought to be sufficient to 
satiate the appetite for slaughter of 
true sportsmen in this country where 
the woods and the hills are free to 
every man who cares to shoulder his 
gun. A half dozen, or even a dozen, 
blue or willow grouse in a day will not 
do. It must kill thirty or forty-, or even 
more, after the manner of the gentle­
men in the Old Land who exhibit 
their skill upon- driven game. It miist 
first satisfy its lust upon the grouse 
for a few weeks, and then turn its ar­
tillery upon the pheasants and the 
quail in the preserves at Saanich and 
Cowichan. It admits that many of the 
grouse of the later broods are imma­
ture and weak upon the wing in the 
month of September, but argues that 
wanton slaughter of undeveloped birds 
too early in the season would be more 
than compensated by cutting off a 
month at the end of the year. But, as 
every sportsman knows, the month of 
December is just the time when the 
willow grouse is , in the full glory of 
his plumage and strength of wing, 
when there is real satisfaction in stop­
ping his lightnIttg-Mke flight. That is 
the time when he cannot be popped off 
stunted trees and willow bushes, when 
the gunner who bags him feels that he 
has earned his reward.

The shooting season, wè therefore 
contend, should not be opened until the 
first of October. If the provincial game 
warden makes other recommendations 
to the government, he will be acting 
contrary to the wishes of ail genuine 
sportsmen in this part of British Co­
lumbia who understand from experi­
ence the prevailing conditions. If the 
government is desirous of doing its 
duty it will maintain the seasons 
which thus far appear to have had 
some effect in stopping the threatened 
extermination of game. And, 
ever the season determined upon, in 

, the interests of game and of hunter*,
. the shooting of all kinds of game 

should commence on the same date.

3\jfrs. Watt dwelt upon the many con­
ditions in Victoria conducive to good 
health. Living was less expensive on 
Vancouver Island than elsewhere on 
the coast. Work could be distributed 
almost over the entire year.

Mrs. Watt presented a paper setting 
out at length the case for Vancouver 
Island from a woman’s standpoint, 
which concluded with a pen picture of 
a site which is available in the neigh­
borhood of Esquimalt.

Bishop Perrin thought it might be 
well to ask the commissioners if they 
wished special* information on any 
particular point.

Chairman Weldon said the commis­
sion felt it xvould be better to sit as the 
judge did on the bench.

\... l5cIn respect to the sites available in 
and around Victoria and on the south­
ern end of Vancouver Island, why 
there was a plethora. They could get 
400, 500, 600 acres, or a larger area If 
.they wished. There was also no lack 
of good water, good roads and fine 
farming lands. There were three gar­
dens of Eden in existence to-day, and 
Vancouver Island—the “Isle of Dreams", 
—was one of them. But while Vic­
toria was queen in this western garden 
of Eden, she lacked the crown—that 
crown was the university, the apex of 
education. The matter was in the 
hands of the commissioners, and the 
responsibility resting upon them was 
a heavy one.

Victoria wanted to win the crown 
in fair competition. The people of this 
city wbuld not,be found coming for­
ward with money considerations. 
They would not do this because they 
knew this action would not appeal to 
the commissioners, and it would show a 
woeful lack of breeding. The commit­
tee would lay their case before them 
with the fullest confidence that it would 
get thorough consideration. .But, what­
ever the decision might be, the people 
of Victoria would not question their 
judgment. (Applause.)

Centre Is Problematical.
C. H. Lugrin was the next speaker. 

He dealt particularly wi,th that phase 
of the question which has to do with 
the distribution of population as it is 
at present, and made a striking expo­
sition of the fact that it was quite im­
possible for the commissioners, or any­
body else, to say where the centre of 
population in this province would be 
ten years hence.

In opening, Mr. Lugrin said he 
thought it was important that the 
commissioners should understand that 
the Pacific coast of Canada was likely 
to become the industrial and commer­
cial centre of the British Empire. The 
markets of the world were in front of 
British Columbia and back of the 
coast line lay untold resources. It 
would be seen that as the site of the 
university must be chosen not for to­
day but for all time the responsibility 
which rested on the commissioners was 
a great one. The decision which would 
be reached would not, he felt sure, be 
because it was good for a particular 
community that a university should be 
established there but because it was 
best for the university itself. This in­
stitution. would not be an adjunct to 
any particular city, but one which 
would draw around itself influences 
which would tend to the development 
of a healthy patriotism. He believed 
they would find such a site in Victoria. 
(Applause.)

Continuing, Mr, Lugrin, taking a map 
of the Island, pointed out to the coin-' 
missiopers the immensity of the area, 
which lies between Sooke, on the west 

" coast of the Island, and the Saanich 
peninsula. Here/ he: said, were the most 
desirable' <sites- t* i -aKnedance for tlje 
university. There were. approximately 
200 square miles in this section of coun­
try, which was practically uniform in 
character. There was no other part of 
the province which possessed the ad- 
vantageç winch this did in respect to 
its ability of being converted into Bile 
farms. Here was, in his judgment, the 
point to which the wealth and culture 
of the Prairie contry was making their 
way to-day—it was the rallying point 
of the people of means of the eptire 
west, and here they would find build­
ing up a centre of culture and refine­
ment.

75c for 25c The Family Cash GrocerySteamer Prince Rupert, the first of the 
new Grand Trunk steamers to arrive on 
this Coast, was reported last night by the 
United Wireless Company 300 miles south­
east of Point St. Vincent, and should ar­
rive here about Friday next.

Work is being rushed on the new dock 
in Order that it may be in readiness to 
accommodate the steamer on her arrival. 
She will need a little overhauling after 
her long voyage before she will be ready 
to go into commission on the run to Prince 
Rupert. The route to be taken will be 
from Seattle to this port and then to Van­
couver, leaving there direct for the new 
city of the north.

Word has been received from Falmouth 
that the Prince George called there be­
fore leaving England for this port by way 
of Cape Vincent and Coronel. She is now 
on her way and should arrive here in 
about a month.

The Pr.lnce Albert, formerly the Bruno, 
has not yet been reported, and it is not 
certain whether she will be ahead of the 
Prince -Rupert or not. This steamer is 
not a new one, she having been engaged 
ih the trade between Hull and Baltic 
ports. Captain Shadforth, formerly cap­
tain of the steamer Lonsdale and later on 
the Amur, has left the latter steamer to 
go as pilot on the Prince Albert.

The American steamer Santa Ana was 
picked up by the C. P. R. steamer Prin­
cess Royal a few days ago drifting in the 
neighborhood of Hardy Bay. She was 
towed to a safe anchorage in Hardy Bay, 
from which point she sent south for a tug. 
ghe signalled to the Amur which was 
passing south and transferred her mail, 
but refused a tow offered by Captain 
Locke. Captain Nëuroutsos reported the

British steamer Bannockburn will 
bring the first cargo of steel rails for 
the new short line to be built by Mac­
kenzie & Mann at Stewart.

British steamer Coulsdon, which is 
carrying rails to Vancouver for the 
United States Steel Corporation, has 
been delayed at Guaymas. She left 
that port on Thursday last and should 
reach Vancouver about the 8th prox.

The next steamer to be dispatched by 
this firm will be the Queen Amelie 
which will sail with cargo for Vic­
toria on June 20th.

? British steamer Henley has been char­
tered by the Canadian-Mexican line to re­
place the Georgia. This vessel is at pre­
sent on her way from Australia to these 
waters and will be placed in commission 
immediately on her arrival. She is owned 
by Watts, Watts & Co., of London. Ac­
cording to a report from Vancouver, the 
company has made arrangements for two 
steamers, which have been engaged in the 
East India trade with the United King­
dom. From the -same source comes the 
news that the Lonsdale will be continued 
by the company as a third vessel, thus 
making it possible to give regular month­
ly sailings to and from Mexico.

Steamer Georgia is expected to arrive 
here early next week with freight.

Strong Claims Made.
Brief speeches were also made by 

Mayor Morley, Ernest MqGaffey, 
retary of the Vancouver- Island Devel- 
opment League; J. w. Church, head­
master of Corrig Coîege; W. J. Sutton, 
and the Bishop of Columbia.

Mayor Morley set out the claims, of 
Victoria from the standpoint of civic 
government, and felt the utmost con­
fidence in the decision of the commis­
sioners after hearing the splendid case 
which had been presented to them.

Ernest M.cGaffey told of his experi­
ence in other educational centres, and 
expressed the belief that the fact that 
this was the capital of the province, 
with the best facilities for research 
and the location here of s£ fine museum, 
would wëtgh with the commissioners.

W. J. Sutton spoke as one who knew 
Vancouver Island well. He had trav­
elled largely, and was certain that Vic­
toria and the south of the Island of­
fered the very best advantage of any 
city in the province.

City of Clean Tone.
Bishop Perrin, In moving à vote of 

thanks, made a most Interesting an­
nouncement! This was to the effect 
that the Anglican church in British 
Columbia had for long been consider­
ing the establishment of a theological 
college in connection with the proposed 
university, and was only awaiting the 
decision of the commission as to loca­
tion. Personally, he believed that Vic­
toria was the best site that could be of­
fered. Did he think otherwise he would 
display no hesitancy in saying so. Con­
cluding, he mentioned that in his 
opinion Victoria was essentially a clean 
city, a- healthy city and one where 
the tone of life in general was of the 
most desirable sort.

The vote of thanks was seconded by

.He was firmly of the opinion that if 
they searched the province over they 
would not be able to discover so many 
desirable sites as offered in the sec­
tion of country lying between Sooke 
and Saanich peninsula. Taking the map 
again, Mr. Lugrin directed attention to 
the fact that 200.0(H) people were now 
dwelling in the section lying south of 
a line drawn from Victoria and run­
ning through New Westminster. In this 
area there was approximately 400,000 
square miles—yet this was only l-75th 
of the entire area contained within the 
borders of the province. If the com­
missioners were looking at the distri­
bution of population to-day they might 
come to certain conclusions, but when 
they thought of the possibilities of fu­
ture development they would see how 
impossible it was to say where would 
be {lie large centres"of population in 
the future. For instance, the univers­
ity to be established would draw pu­
pils from Peace River. What weight, 
then, need be attached to the argu­
ment that students of the university, 
should it be established on Vancouver • 
Island, would have to travel 75 miles 
by water. Peace River was 1,600 miles 
distant, and the most northerly part 
of the province was possibly 800 miles.

Other localities might press upon the 
commissioners their claims in view of 
the distribution of population as at 
present, but if they got the tremend­
ous area of the province into their 
minds they would attach but little im­
portance to such arguments. A uni­
versity was not to be visited every day 
by students Iikp a market place, but 
one where students ^vould make the 
trip to and from once or twice a year. 
Then it ought not to be forogtten that 
students, in coming to Victoria from 
any part of the province, were given 
the same terminal rates as to other 
cities on the mainland.

Prospects for a good average fruit 

crop tills year are excellent according 
to S. J. Brandrith, of Ladners, former­
ly secretary of the B. C. Fruit Grow- 
ers’ Association, 
just been on a tour of the lower main-, 
land and he -bases his prediction on 
the reports he has received from the 
farmers during his visit. If the pres­
ent weather conditions prevail until the 
fruit has been gathered in there is 
nothing, in Mr. Brandrith s opinion, to 
prevent a good report being mauv at 
the close of the season.

Some parts of the province will yield 
big harvests, but there are other parts 
that will not do so well. In the Okan­
agan valley the trees were laden with 
blossoms and the fruit growers in that 
district are looking for a good gather­
ing. On the island here Mr. Brandrith 
has not visited many of the fruit lands, 
but he expects, from what he has 
learned, that there will be a fairly good 
crop.

Speaking of the quality of the fruit 
Mr. Brandrith said that it is getting 
better each year. The growers are 
paying more attention to this import­
ant part than they have ever done be­
fore. The soil is being better cultivat­
ed and pruning and spraying is being 
carried out on a larger scale than ever 
in the past. All these ways help in no 
small manner to better the quality of 
the fruit.

It is recognized by the fruit grow­
ers in this province that they have a 
rival, and a very strong one at that, 
in the competition for the Royal Horti­
cultural Society's gold medal in Lon­
don this year. For the past few years 
this province has captured this much 
coveted prize. Its strong opponent this 
time will be Nova Scotia. The fruit- 
raisers there will make a great try to 
win the prize. They will send the pick 
of? the fruit from the Annapolis valley 
and count on securing first place. The 
growers in British Columbia will, how­
ever, gather together their best fruit, 
as in the past, and Nova Scotia will 
have to go some it they intend to take 
the prize.

MAKES CONFESSION.

Man Tells of Theft of Steam Yacht Six 
Years Ago.

The Eastern

Toronto, May 27.—A daring act Of 
piracy on the waters of Lake Hurdn 
which has baffled the authorities for 
six years, has just been solved by the 
arrest of Capt. A. W. K. Hopps by the 
provincial police, and his confession as 
told In the official records, has all the 
thrill of the adventure novels.

On the night of September 4th, 1904, 
the steam yacht Ophlr, owned by Mil­
ton Pearce, of Parry Sound, was 
Boarded by two men from the tug 
Pilot. Through an ugly storm and 
in the darkness they struck out into 
the lake in the craft they had seized, 
and were no more heard of.

It may be of Interest to pote in pass­
ing that the number of places under 
the jurisdiction of the Assembly from 
which the Gospel is proclaimed and 
taught throughout the Dominion Is 
close on to 4-,000, the actual figures for 
the past year being 3924, which was an 
Increase of 97 over the preceding year.
The number of families represented at 
these mèeting places is 138,374, while 
the communicants number approxi­
mately 270,000. Church property, repre­
sents a value of close to $17,500,000, on 
which there is a debt of less than $2,- 
500,000. V

For the various schemes of the 
Church throughout the world it is ex­
pected that this year the total amount 
raised will be close to1 the $500,000 
mark. It has been Increasing steadily 
each year, the total for last year be­
ing $420,152, which was an increase of 
nearly $50,000 oyer the preceding 
year’s returns. The largest sum raised 
by the different presbyteries for any 
of the church schemes is Home Mis­
sions, which varies in amount from 
$139,293 last year to $143,.<7) for the 
preceding year, the latest returns 
available representing the only de­
crease of the various schemes. For­
eign missions takes second rank with 
about $125,000 raised.

The different reports indicate that 
the various departments of the work 
of the Church are alive to the needs 
of the growing country and wherever 
the pioneer makes his way there a 
representative of the Church Is on 
hand to minister to his spiritual ne­
cessities. Services Are held wherever 
it is possible to get even a few people 
together to listen to the Word. A 
tent, a restaurant, a hotel dining room 
is often pressed into service for the 
purpose of ministering and this sort of 
effort brings the most encouraging 
kind of results for the most part.

The missionary zeal of Presbyteri­
anism, as Indicated in the reports, Is 
being maintained with all its old time 
fire for the salvation of the heathen 
and encouraging reports are to be sub­
mitted from the well known mission 
fields in which the ministers of the 
church are ever at work. In the Home

Church has fully realised its responsi­
bilities and has not taken second place 
in its efforts to follow the crowd into 
tjie remote corners of the country 
ready to proclaim the Gospel, and at 
the same time live up to its reputation 
for energy in the foreign field.

From the time of the Waldenses of 
Piedmont to the introduction of Pres­
byterianism into Canada is a far cry 
but ever since the first ordination of 
a Presbyterian minister in the Domin­
ion, which took place in Nova Scotia 
240 years ago, religious history has 
been in the making rapidly.

There would be, he added, one-fourth 
of one per cent, grade on a transcon­
tinental railway from ocean to ocean, 
except a few miles In the mountains, 
where there was a one per cent, grade, 
and even there it was not worse than 
the Grand Trunk between Montreal and 
Toronto. It was claimed, he said, at 
the time the contract was being dis­
cussed in the House of Commons that 
the Grand Trunk Pacific would build 
a road across the continent with as 
favorable grade as the old Grand Trunk 
between the cities of Montreal and To­
ronto; but he declàres with some pride 
that the railway has a great deal more 
than vindicated such a claim.

Ot bourse,: continued Mr. Wainwright, 
the road is costing, a great deal of 
money, but the amount of stuff it will 
be able to haul will" more than pay 
for the heavy expenditure during the 
construction period.

The local fruit crop will be a bumper 
one this year in all lines, according to 
W. E. gcott, deputy minister of agri­
culture. The amount pf fruit produc­
ed throughout the province will be 
three or four times as much as ever 
grown before, and. it will, tax the grow­
ers to take care of it properly.. Local; 
ly, every line of ’fruit will be very 
plentiful.

The great difficulty, according to Mr. 
Scott, is going to be in the matter of 
labor. The fruit-grower needs a large 
number. of men for a short time, and 
these if is difficult to get without pay­
ing exhorbitant prices, If the labor Is 
not forthcoming just at the proper mo­
ment the crop Is lost and the only 
chance the fruit-grower has to make 
money is gone. It Is difficult to tell 
Just how the matter Will work out, but 
It is certain that labor will be very 
scarce.

The matter of marketing has been 
pretty well arranged by the Horticul­
tural Board, who sent a delegate 

; through the Northwest .to look into 
market conditions and who has kept 
the different local associations posted 
as to the conditions. There will, Mr. 
Scott thinks, be no difficulty in the 
matter of distribution if the ‘crop can 
be gathered at the right time.

The executive of the B. C. Fruit­
growers' Association haye made ar­
rangements for giving the growers 
supplies at practically wholesale rates. 

1 This will be a great advantage to them 
.and justifies the formation of the B. 
;C. association. • (

Moyle, May 26,—The Canadian Pa­
cific railway will shortly be turning 
out "ready made" fruit farms in Koot­
enay. Some months ago this company 
acquired two large tracts of land spe­
cially adapted for sub-division into 
orchard sites. Since that date a good 
force of men has. been employed on 
both blocks clearing, stumping and 
plapting trees. Both the tracts are In 
East Kootenay, one being located at 
Yahk and the other at Curzon Junc­
tion, west of here. It is the intention 
of the'railway company to dispose of 
its holdings In 10 and 20-acre blocks te 
bona fide settlers In the near future. 
This will make it possible for immi­
grants and others- to purchase cleared, 
planted and cultivated land at a com­
paratively little higher price than ,is 
now paid for wild land. The project 
so tar as the company Is.concerned has 
for. its object the " encouraging of new 
settlers rather than a profit-seeking 
enterprise. The proposal will probably 
result in the. introducing of many new 
settlers to this district.

and critical analysis of Secretary of 
the Interior Ballinger, whom he char­
acterized as “irresolute/’ ‘iphifty” and 
“unethical,” a public officer tried and 
found wanting, was the summing up of 
his case by Attorney Brandeis, counsel 
for Louis R. Glavis, before the Ballinger 
investigating commitee yesterday.

Brandeis dealt in facts, marshalled 
chronologically. He described the Cun­
ningham claims, declaring they show­
ed Ballinger unfit for public office. He 
declared that one of the main essentials 
in an adequate secertary of the inter­
ior, is resoluteness tp resist aggression, 
insiduous or otherwise. He declared 
that Ballinger exhibited a lack of this 
quality.

The attorney paid a high tribute to 
the zeal of Glavis and 
Frederick M. Kerby, who made public 
the details of the farming of the Lawler 
memorandum.

Brandeis declared that Glavis and 
Kerby did their duty to the American 
people and were not; traitors.
