POPE FAINTED House of Lords Passed Third Reading 
of Land Bill—In the Commons.

IN RECENT FIGHTLondon. Aug. 11.—The House of 
Lords to-day passed the third reading of 
the Irish Land Bill. John E. Redmond, 
Nationalist, said to a representative of 
the Associated Press to-night: “If it 
works as it is confidently hoped it will, 
there is no question that it will effect a 
revolution in the condition of Ireland.

> I feel quite sure that the national move­
ment is now on the high road to com­
plete success.”

Prior to the third reading of the Irish 
Land Bill, the Duke of Devonshire said, 
while he was unable to forecast the 
action of the House on the landlord’s 
amendments adopted by the House of 
Lords, he was confident that the position 
of the government in the lower house 
would not be altogether irreconcilable. 
Lord Abereorn, on behalf of the land­
lords, thanked the Duke for his courte­
ous reception of the amendments, and 
said he believed the bill would benefit the 
whole of Ireland. He trusted that the 
amendments would be received by the 
House in the same spirit as they had 
been passed by the Lords.

London, Aug. 10.—Mr. Balfour in the 
House of Commons to-day acknowledged 
the ill success of the efforts of Europe 
in the Macedonian question since the 
signing of the treaty of Berlin, but he 
thought the critics of European diplo­
macy should not forget the extraordinary 
complications and difficulties of the task. 
He was still hopeful that the plan re­
cently designed by Russia and Austria 
would prove the best way of dealing 
with the problem. Between the outrages 
deliberately planned by the revolution­
ists and the license of the Turkish troops, 
the historical truth required him to say 
that the balance of the .criminality lay 
rather with the revolutionists than with 
the Turks. Mr. Balfour said everything 
possible would be done to impress the 
Porte with the necessity of keeping its 
troops well in hand/ and every assistance 
would be given to the Porte in carrying 
out that object. The British govern­
ment’s policy, concluded Mr. Balfour, 
was to aid Austria and Russia in intro­
ducing the elementary principles of sound 
government, which for the present con­
stituted the best means of dealing with 
the deep-seated evil.

A dispatch from Constantinople says 
the Macedonian insurgents are concen­
trating between Prilip and Dibra, for 
the purpose of interrupting the Turkish 
reinforcements from old Servia.

Provoked by Turkey.
London, Aug. 10.—The Times this 

morning prints a dispatch from Sofia 
which says it is believed the Turkish 
government provoked the present Mace­
donian rioting, for not only has Turkey 
failed to execute the promises ra\de to 
the Bulgarian government for the ameli­
oration of the condition of the Bulgarian 
Macedonians, but she has increased her 
persecutions and ill-treatment, thus in­
viting them. If the Turks should try 
tiow to suppress the rebellion by the 
massacre of innocent people, the Bul­
garian government would be obliged to 
intervene.

Constantinople, Aug. 12.—One hundred 
and fifty revolutionists were killed, ac­
cording to official Turkish reports, in the 
fighting at Sorrovitch on August 9th.

The same dispatches, whicu have beêS 
communication to the Russian and 
Austrian ambassadors, state the insur­
rectionary movement is increasing daily. 
Hilmi Pasha, inspector-general of the 
Suita in’s Macedonian reforms, reports 
that the young men in all the Bulgarian 
villages are fleeing to the mountains to 
join the insurgent bands. Many among 
the Bulgarian peasantry wished to re­
main neutral, but were compelled by 
threats to help the revolutionary com­
mittees.

Hussien Hilmi Pasha, who lias been 
appointed vali of Mona stir, reports a 
similar spread of the insurrectionary 
movement in the vilayet of Salonica, 
where he says the committees are re­
solved on the same campaign of mas­
sacre, incendiarism and pillage as in the 
vilayet of Mona stir.

The telegrams received this morning 
from Mona stir announce that the town 
of Krushevo is still occupied by the in­
surgents. Four thousand Turkish 
troops, with artillery, sui round the 
town, and are preparing to attach and, 
if possible, retake the position.

Fighting with the rebels is in progress 
I in the district of Dibra, where it appears 

that the Albanians are attacking Bul­
garian villages.

The insurgents continue to devastate 
the district of Kortiz, and have captured 
important Turkish supplies of prov^ions.

Reports of Outrages.
Loudon, Aug. 12.—The Times prints 

a dispatch from Constantinople, which 
says that the palace officials there are 
distracted by the continual receipt of bad 
news and the necessity of dispatching 
fresh troops. Bulgarian outrages are oc­
curring daily, accompanied by acts of 
cruelty equal to the worst deeds ever 
attributed to the Turks.

Consul Arrives.
Salonica, Aug. 12.—Dr. Mandelstam, 

acting Russian consul at Uskub, who has 
been appointed to succeed M. Rost- 
kovski, the murdered consul at Monastir, 
reached that town to-day. Some anxiety 
has been felt for his safety as nothing 
has been heard of him since he left his 
post at Uskub, a couple of days ago. The 
Mutesarif of the Uskub district refused 
to give Dr. Mandelstam an escort. The 
consul insisted on proceeding to liis new 
port, and having obtained an escort from . 
Hilmi Pasha he started on his own re­
sponsibility across country for Monastir.

Dynamite Outrage.
Constantinople, Aug. 10.—An infernal 

machine, in the form of a box filled with 
dynamite, was sent from Philipopolis to 
Uskub, timed to explod-e at the bitter 
place the moment that two passenger 
trains coming from aqd going to Sat- 
onica were due to pass through.

They had fled from 
the coaches when the fire broke out and, 
groping through the suffocating clouds of 
smoke, sought the exit at Les Charrones 
station.

THE SITUATION

BULGARIAN OFFICIALS
PUT BLAME ON TURKS

Interference of the Powers is Regarded 
as Only Move to Prevent 

Disaster.

Salonioa. Aug. 12.—It is rumored that 
the Turkish troops on Monday bombard­
ed and destroyed the village of Efesh-i- 
su, 28 miles south of Monastir. Ac­
cording to another rumor, the insur­
gents who have occupied Krusshevo, 
after repulsing two assaults by the 
Turkish troops, offered a conditional sur­
render. Instructions were asked from 
Constantinople, and in reply the Turk­
ish commander received orders to give 
no quarter.

The whole Bulgarian government 
takes a decidedly pessimistic view of the 
situation, and the officials freely express 
themselves that a general massacre of 
the Christians in Macedonia is inevitable. 
Meanwhile the government continues to 
maintain its peaceful attitude, but it 
believes that a sudden development of 
affairs across the border may at any 
time render the authorities powerless1 to 
prevent war. The reports from Bul­
garian official agents -in Macedonia show 
that affairs are rapidly growing worse. 
The fact that the Mussulman population 
is becoming excited and congregating in 
the mosques, is regarded as a bad fea­
ture, indicating the possibility that a 
massacre may occur within a very shxfrt 
time. It is feared that such a massacre 
would cover a wide area, and that the 
Turkish soldiers would prove incapable 
of restraining the fanatical Mussulman, 
even if they desired to do so, which is 
by no means certain. Monastir now con­
tains only two battalions of Turkish 
troops, and they consist of raw recruits. 
The troops might even aid the Mussul­
mans in slaughtering the Christiana. The 
officials here blame Turkey for the pres­
ent outbreak, attributing it largely to 
the action of the Porte in instituting a 
search for arms in the villages.

The Macedonian leaders cla;m that 
their followers were being deprived of 
guns and' ammunition, and decided to 
rise immediately. The Bulgarian gov­
ernment is said to be particularly dis­
pleased' with Turkey’s action because it 
had urged the Porte to leave the villages 
in peace, believing that this would re­
sult in staving off the trouble till next 
year, as the insurgents seemed to enter­
tain hopes that the powers would soon 
intervene.

Mussulmans Gather.
Sofia, Bulgaria, Aug. 12.—The Bul­

garian foreign office has received very 
discouraging news from its agent at Usw 
kub. The Mussulmans there are al­
ready gathering in the mosques, and it 
isi feared that a massacre of the Christ 
tians is impending. Officials here ex­
press1 the belief that the interference of 
the powers- can alone prevent a disas­
ter.

Unprotected.
Cettinje, Montenegro, Aug. 12.—The 

Servians of Old Servia are in a state 
of panic because of the departure of the 
Turkish troops for Monastir, which re­
moves all protection from the Servians 
against the vengeance of the Albanians.

The representatives of the Macedonian 
revolutionary committee announces that 
the revolution broke out Sunday in the 
villa yet of Adrianople. Telegraphic com­
munication is interrupted. The repre­
sentatives of the committee also publish 
a contradiction of the alleged crimes 
committed by the Bulgarians, and ac­
cuse the Turks of attempting to prepare 
the mind of Europe for the eventual 
massacre of innocent Christians.

Gen. T. Zonchaff, president of the 
Macedonian committee, has addressed an 
appeal to his adherents to assist the in­
surgents in Macedonia, even by revo­
lutionary means.

Squadron in Readiness.
Rome, Aug. 12.—The Minister of 

Marine has directed that a squadron be 
kept in readiness to sail for the Bast 
should the complications in Macedonia 
make it necessary to protect Italian sub­
jects there.

Turks Deserting.
Constantinople, Aug. 12.—It is rumor­

ed here that the Turkish troops in Mace­
donia have become so demoralized by 
their failure to receive pay that hun­
dreds of them are deserting and selling 
their rifles to the insurgents in order 
to obtain provisions.

Notwithstanding the increasing num­
ber of reports of outbreaks in the Bal­
kans, official circles begin to manifest a 
more confident attitude. Serious repre­
sentations will again be made to Turkey 
and Bulgaria, which is hoped will prove 
efficacious. Nevertheless it is admitted 
that some untoward incident may easily 
precipitate a disaster.

CLAIMS LOCATED Washington, Aug 11.—The state de­
partment to-day received a dispatch from 
Consul Jewell at Fort de France, Mar­
tinique, dated yesterday, confirming the 
press report of the disastrous cyclone in 
that island.

“A terrific cyclone visited the «entire 
island at midnight Saturday. Great 
damage was done to crops and fruits.

Smaller towns 
are damaged, rendering 5,000 sufferers 
of last year’s catastrophes again home­
less.

BOY PICKED UP AT SEA.
MR. A. G. BLAIR ON

NATIONAL HIGHWAY
Found Almost Dead in Open Boat One 

Hundred Miles Off Coast of 
Georgia.

New York, Aug. 13.—The Morgan line 
steamer Edorado, Capt. Prescott, which 
arrived here to-day from Galveston, had 
on hoard a 12-year-old boy 
found adrift in an open boat about 100 
"miles off the coast of Georgia, on August 
10th. He was naked, and almost dead 
from exposure. After the lad had beta 
revived somewhat he told Captain Pres­
cott that with two other boys he 
fishing outside the harbor of Havana, 
when the boat broke adrift, and they 
$vere unable to row it ashore. Two of 
the lads, seeing the land rapidly reced­
ing, plunged into the water and 
for shore. The other boy was unable to 
swim so far, and remained in the boat 
without food or water until picked up 
by the Eldorado. He says he was adrift 
for five days. Captain Prescott thinks 
the boat could not have drifted 530 miles 
from Havana to the point where it was 
sighted in less than six days and pos­
sibly longer.

THE MURDER OF CONSUL. who was

Sultan’s Son Calls on Ambassador to 
Express Ills Father’s Sorrow 

and Regret. Ottawa, Aug. 11.—A. G. Blair spoke 
in the House this morning on the resolu­
tions for the national transcontinental 
railway. He severely criticised the 
measure, and said that it was under­
taken with undue haste.

At the start he denied that Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier asked him to remain quietly in 
the government, while at the same time 
feeling hostile to the railway policy. 
That was not true. He would favor a 
national line, but the one proposed was 
not such. He said the Premier stated 
that time would not wait. He (Blair) 
asked if Senator Cox would not wait. If 
parliament did not want to wait the 
country did. The work, in the opinion 
of Mr. Blair, was a case of hysteria, as 
he would not say that any of his col­
leagues were actuated by other than 
worthy motives.

Mr. Blair then took up the Premier’s 
statement about ,the road being neces­
sary for bonding privileges. That was 
not so. Canada has already two roads, 
one a government line, which left it 
independent of bonarng privileges, but 
the United States government knew 
that the bonding privileges were just 
as beneficial to them as to Canada. He 
characterized this as a frenzed appeal to 
the people because no better argument 
could be found. Hu was loth1 to de­
clare the people of Canada were at the 
mercy of the United States. He de­
clared that .the contract had to he adopt-, 
ed in full or rejected. He said theré 
was no cry for a transcontinental rail­
way from British Columbia, or any of 
the other provinces. He ridiculed the 
idea of other lines being able to utilize 
the government section. The govern­
ment ought .to own and operate it.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 11.—The Rus­
sian ambassador at Constantinople tele­
graphed that, by command of the Sultan, 
h's son. Prince Ahmed Effendi, called at 
the embassy to express the deep distress 
and regret caused in the name of His 
Majesty by the murder of the Russian 
consul at Monastir, and requested the 
ambassador to notify the Czar of this 
expression of the Sultan’s sorrow.

DAMAGE' REACHES MILLIONS.

Portions of Jamaica Swept by Hurri­
cane "Which Wrought Great 

Havoc.

Kingston, Jamaica, Aug. 11.—(Delay­
ed in transmission.)—The hurricane, only 
the fringe of which struck the western 
end of Jamaica yesterday, and which it 
tvas thought had passed, instead1 of pro­
ceeding to the northwest, veered to the 
south early this morning and struck 
Jamaica with its full force, inflicting 
damage which it will take years to re­
cover from. Owing to the interruption 
of telegraphic communication, it is im­
possible as yet to estimate the amount 
of the losses, but they must reach mil­
lions of dollars.

Every banana plantation in the east­
ern half of the island has been devastat­
ed. The situation in the western half is 
unknown. Considerable injury was done 
to property in Kingston and the suburbs. 
The roof of the electric light works was 
blown off, and the machinery was dis­
abled. Railroad traffic was interrupted', 
and the- street cars were stopped. Many 
houses were damaged by falling trees. 
No loss of life is yet reported.

PONTIFF HAS ALMOST

ENTIRELY RECOVERED

The Twa Doctors Continue to Insist 
on Es Holiness Having a 

Rest.

Rome, Aug. 12.—The Pope this morn­
ing left his apartment for the first time 
since his fainting fit yesterday, going for 
a drive and walk in the Vatican gar­
dens. He remained in the open air 
-about two hours and returned to the pal­
ace feeling muen uetter.

Shamrock III. Is Now in the Dry Dock 
Being Cleaned and Repainted.

New York, Aug. 10.—A small army 
of dock yard employees, besides her own 
crew and some of the crew of Sham­
rock I., swarmed about Shamrock III.

This was about ten miles distant in 
the timber area of the company, on the 
slopes of Mount Brenton. The run to 
this locality, although short, was quite 
an experience in itself, the operation 
over the switchback adding a dash of 
interest and excitement. A stop 
made at Camp 6, where the visitors saw 
the felling of the big trees. This part 
of the lumbering industry is wonderfully 
simple, but its* simplicity is out of all 
proportion to the fascination and 
citement it holds.

At the same 
time the strangers enjoyed no monopoly 
of the thrills which were the order when 
an immense piece of timber smote the 
earth with a tremendous, awe-inspiring 
crash. The axemen alone are impervious 
to such sensations, and it takes years of 
iconoclastic wielding of their implements 
to produce this condition. This was the 
beginning of the main process, and the 
party were now passably familiar with 
one 'of the most important industries in 
the? West.

After some time spent in the woods the 
train took the party back to Chemainus. 
Before leaving the little town the visi­
tors broke forth with three cheers for 
Manager Palmer, Capt. Gibson and the 
mill foreman, who had done so much to 
make their experience pleasant and 
profitable. A run down the line to 
Shawnigan was made, where the inner 
man was to receive the attention due 
him. The senses had had their share and 
now he was to come into his own. Din­
ner was servëd at the Hotel"Strathcona. 
It was followed by a most agreeable en­
tertainment in the shape of a number of 
vocal selections* by Clement Rowlands, 
the well-known singer, who, with Mrs.

Several of the party also remained to 
take in Mrs. Lester’s dance, while the 
others arrived in the city between 10 and 
11 o'clock. All expressed themselves de­
lighted with their trip and spoke glow­
ingly of the treatment accorded them by 
Mayor McCandless, Mr. Cuthbert, Geo.

ard in appropriating the amount neces­
sary to its development.

We doubt very much whether, after

break in upon the new field, we are told 
there is no hurry—that we should wait 
a few years until the territory has been 
explored and proved.

Is there any doubt about the prodigal­
ity of the resources of northern British 
Columbia? Are there still political Doubt­
ing Thomases in regard to the fertility 
of the prairies of the Northwest and 
of Manitoba? Is the proof of the value 
of the pulp wood and timber and agricul­
tural possibilities of northern Ontario 
and Quebec yet to be produced? , Surely 
not. As Sir Wilfrid Laurier has said, 
the tide is at thé flood now—let us take 
the fullest advantage of it The exper­
ience of the United States with its west­
ern territory is about to be repeated. Are 
we to be held back because of the lack 
of faith, or rather the .professed lack of 
faith, of a coterie of disappointed poli­
ticians?

Mr. Blair has done his country good 
service in the past. It is a pity that he 
is marring his record because of a piece 
of petty personal pique. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, as Premier, did well to take 
into his own hands the conduct of the 
negotiations which have culminated in 
the Grand Trunk Pacific contract. If the 
work had been done by the ex-Minister 
of Railways we can understand the na­
ture of the assault that would have been 
made upon the undertaking by the Tory 
party. As it is they are disarmed and as 
various and contradictory in their criti­
cisms as they are divergent in their points 
of view. Eastern Conservatives attack 
the proposed British Columbia division 
as a wanton waste of rqoney upon a line 
out of all proportion in cost to the bene­
fits it will confer. The prairie section of 
the country would have been amply 
served by the C.P.R. and Canadian 
Northern and should not have received 
any encouragement whatever, because It 
will pay in any event. The Winnipeg 
to Quebec portion of the road should be 
abandoned. It will traverse a country 
of unknown possibilities, and it will be 
turned back into the hands of the gov­
ernment in the end. From Quebec to 
Moncton it is alleged the territory is al­
ready served by the Intercolonial. Most 
of .those objections were met in the 
speech of the Premier outlining the fea­
tures of the project.’We shall leave the 
Tories of British Columbia to ponder over 
the assertions of the Tories of the East 
that the .northern section of this prov­
ince is a barren and useless expanse of 
rocks. If the prairie portion of the line 
will pay from the running of the Gist 
train the policy of the government will 
be amply justified and the people of the 
country will be relieved from all liability. 
If the expanse of road between Winni­
peg and Quebec is thrown back upon the 
hands of the government it will bring 
the other sections with it, and the peo­
ple of Canada will be in possession of a 
transcontinental railway. The line from 
Quebec to Moncton, Mr. Blair does not 
deny, will be more than two hundred 
miles shorter than the Intercolonial and 
will locally serve an entirely different 
section of country. As the idea in build­
ing the Grand Trunk Pacific is to se­
cure an air line and thus to reduce the 
cost of transportation to the lowest pos­
sible point, it appears to us that, apart 
from the local advantages we have 
noted, the position of the government is 
sound and unassailable and that it need 
have nothing to fear from the attacks of 
Mr. Blair or the Tory party when the 
time comes to justify its course to the 
people of Canada, whether that time be 
immediate or remote.

THOUSANDS OF FAIR WOMEN 
HERALD PRAISES FOR PE-RU-NA.

;Tliere is no reason in the world that 
any sensible person can point out why 
young people who aspire to the teaching 
profession Should not receive model or 
normal school training in V ictoria. The 
powers that rule might object if it were 
intended to saddle the cost of the system, 
proposed to be inaugurated by the Vic­
toria School Board upon the taxpayers 
of the province generally. But it is not 
suggested that anything of the kind 
should be done. The entire expense of 
the institution will be borne locally, ulti­
mately by the class whose personal con" 
venience, comfort and purse are to re­
ceive the maximum of consideration. We 
do not believe for a moment that the 
provincial authorities will refuse to sanc­
tion the scheme. They may consider 
themselves bound around by certain rules 
end regulations framed for the purpose 
of making the Provincial Normal school 
in. all respects a success. But the peda­
gogic eye is not so completely blinded by 
the professional mote as not to see that 
our school system is maintained simply 
end solely to provide education for the 
people, to fit future citizens for the 
ective duties of life, at the minimum of 
cost. The health and vigor of particular 
Institutions is an entirely subsidiary mat­
ter. If the department can be induced 
to stamp the proposal with its approval 
and to place the seal of fitness upon pos­
sible graduates, it is obvious that a con­
siderable burden would be lifted from 
many young and many aged shoulders at 
the period of life when they are least 
able to carry such loads. British Colum­
bia is a big province. Our educational 
authorities are making a huge mistake if 
they suppose, now that the systematic, 
scientific training of teachers has been 
commenced, that the work can be con­
fined exclusively to one centre. We be­
lieve the idea of centralization was once 
dominant in other provinces. It is not 
now.

But it seems to 
us that our contemporary is somewhat at 
fault in its conception of the geography 
of Eastern Canada. In its original argu­
ments against the railway policy of the 
government it assumed' that the Grand 
Trunk people already had direct connec­
tion with the fertile fields of the North­
west from the head of navigation in On­
tario. Having been told that the com­
pany’s lines extended no farther than 
North Bay, in Ontario, our contempor­
ary has been obliged to create a new 
route 'by which the Grand Trunk will 
seek to evade feeding the proposed new 
main line.

From present indications it is likely 
that active steps will be taken by the 
retail grocers towards having the letter 
of the law regarding hawkers and ped­
dlers within the city enforced.

The general opinion of those present 
was that the number of peddlers plying 
their trade numbered at the least over a 
hundred, and it was held that if 'the tax 
of $10 every six months was paid bÿ 
some, others managed to escape it. One 
of those present produced a copy of the 
by-law referring to peddlers. This was 
read, and is as follows:

“Every hawker or peddler hawking or 
peddling within the limits of the city of 
Victoria shall pay the license fee pro­
vided for by the Revenue By-law.

“Every hawker or peddler licensed un­
der the Revenue By-law shall at the 
time of thé issue of his license receive 
from the collector a plate bearing a num­
ber, which shall be affixed on a prom­
inent place on the outside of his wagon, 
cart or other vehicle or basket, or other 
receptacle for carrying or conveying his 
goods, wares or merchandise, and said 
plate shall remain thereon during the- 
period for which the license is granted, 
or in ease more than one basket or 

other receptacle is carried by the licen­
sees, then the plate shall be attached 
to one of such baskets or other recep­
tacle, and such plate shall be returned 
to the collector at the expiration of the 
term of the license, and may be reissued 
by him.

“Any person found guilty of an in­
fraction of any of the provisions of this 
by-law shall be liable to a penalty not 
exceeding the sum of fifty dollars for 
each offence.”

All present agreed that Chinese ped­
dlers were seldom if ever found with 
the plate mentioned in the by-law. auth­
orizing him to ply his trade. Therefor-' 
either a number of individual peddlers 
were in the employ of a merchant who 
paid for one license or no licenses wer 
collected. In either ease they claimed 
the city was losing considerable rev­
enue, while the merchants of the city 
and the general public were being ini 
posed upon.

REGULATING IN IGNORANCE.

To the Editor:—The new regulations for 
rural schools, published in the Times, go 
far to prove the truth of Tolstoi’s dictum 
“that human liberty was being crushed out 
by human law.” Indeed, they go far to 
make one doubt the sanity of their author. 
It is first stipulated that all children of 
school age shall attend school, and then 
the impossible condition is added that they 
shall attend the school situated in the dis­
trict in which their parents reside.

Now, in pioneer days, when school dis­
tricts were first formed, districts were 
made and schools built to accommodate 
very scatterei settlements, with a sublime 
indifference to the future. Let me give a 
concrete example of what the new regula­
tions will accomplish If carried out to the 
letter. Maple Bay school, one of the old­
est schools in the province, is In a flourish­
ing condition to-day with 33 on the roll, 
and which has kept its doors open continu­
ously since its commencement, will have 
to close up, while- many children will be 
deprived of an education, because no school 
Is within reasonable distance of their 
homes.

This season promises to be one noted 
for the. opening up of new gold fields in 
the Yukon Territory. Early in the sea­
son some attempts were made to induce 
miners to stampede to Alaska, where re­
ports of rich finds were given -oat. These 
latter have not given gratifying results, 
but on the other hand on the Canadian 
side there have been several very prom­
ising new fields opened.

Advices from Dawson state that the 
Felly river discoveries are dividing the 
honors with the White Horse finds. The 
Daw-son Record of August 2nd says:

“The ode topic of conversation on the 
streets last night was the sailing of the 
Wilbur Crimmin for the upper Felly 
river. Men gathered in groups on the 
corners and discussed the dews of the 
reported strjke made by Bob Henderson 
and his partner, F. E. Enevoldsen, at 
the headwaters of the Felly.

“Enevoldsen arrived in Dawson a few 
days ago, having come down the river in 
a small boat.

FAVORABLE REPORTS

From the New Diggings on the Creeks 
Near White Horse.tioll

T v by-law providing for the pavement 
(l[ Yates, Langley, and Bastion streets 

introduced and advanced throughv
J. M. Murray, of White Horse, is in 

Vancouver, and in‘an interview publish­
ed in the Province confirms the already 
promising reports of the rich strike in 
the Tahkeena country near White Horse.

“At present all that can be definitely 
asserted,” said Mr. Murray, “is that the 
surface indications are good. So far 
none of the prospecting on Fourth of 
July or Ruby creeks has reached bed­
rock, J)ut within a week or ten days some 
authentic information ought to be ob­
tainable to show what there really is in 
the country.

“What is certain, though, is that the 
formation of the country is satisfying 
old-time prospectors. The district is 
much smaller to that of Bonanza and 
Eldorado, but it remains to be seen 
whether the surface indications, which 
really look exceedingly good, will be 
borne out by what is found on bedrock.”

In support of his statement of what 
has been found, on the surface, Mr. Mur­
ray exhibited two pieces of gold, eacn 
nearly as large as a tive-cent piece. They 
were taken out of one of the neXv claims, 
from the rim-rock.

“So far the mining recorder out at the 
creeks has taken in over four thousand 
dollars in records and licensee, and that 
represents a great many claims,” côn- 
tinued Mr. Murray. “The people of 
White Horse are investing pretty heavily 
themselves, which shows that the busi­
ness men nearest the new gold fields be­
lieve that the camp is a good one. C. 
Racine, a hotelkeeper of White Horse, 
has purchased thirty claims in the new 
district, at a total investment of over 
$3,000. Tne route via White Horse is 
not only the shortest, but much the 
easiest into the new district. One can 
go by steamer a distance of seventy 
miles up tne Tahkeena, as far as Men- 
,denhaH’’S Landing, and from there it is 
a ninety-mi Le walk through a compar­
atively open country into the new sec­
tions. It is so open, except for the last 
ten miles of the route, that a wagon 
with 2,500 pounds of goods on it was be­
ing taken in when I was leaving. There 
were reports of surface cleanups of

The chairman in opening, expressed 
his pleasure at being called upon, not 
only to face a Victoria audience, but to 
preside at a meeting of the Young Men’s 
Christian Association, tor he always had 
a warm place in his heart lor fhe insti­
tution that has done so much towards 
bettering the lives of so many young

After solos by Messrs. Gray, Ward 
and Sandover and readings by Mr. Rick- 
aby, R. W. Clack gave the address of 
welcome, expressing the thought. that as 
he had known Mr. Little and lus 
3n Vancouver, he lelt-sure that he would 
also make a success of the work in Vic­
toria.

Mr, Little received a warm welcome as 
he rose to reply, and liiis speedty yras one 
to stamp him as a DkeJy map in the 
work. He started out by -saying that 
while man had developed as a result of 
his ability to overcome obstacles, he 
found it difficult to face these public 
demonstrations, and would raturer go to 
work quietly. He took 5t that itfhe occa­
sion was not merely a formal welcome 
to him, but an expression of ifieir deep 
sympathy with the association move­
ment.

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POULTRY IN SUMMER.
The following practical poultry advice 

is given by F. C. Hare, chief of the 
poultry division of the Dominion de­
partment of agriculture:

It is most profitable .to dispose of old 
hens before the moulting period. There 
is then a ready market for fowls on ac­
count of the scarcity of chickens. If the 
hens are held until fall they will not 
realize as great a profit as they will this 
month, owing to the reduction of the 
market price for -fowls and the loss of 
flesh in moulting. All male birds should 
be sold in the summer and cockerels 
used for breeding the followÿg

The advantages of retaining the early 
pullets for fall and winter egg-produc­
tion have been repeatedly stated. Early 
pullets will lay in their first year five 
times as many eggs as old hens, 
cost of feed will be practically the same 
for the pullets as for the hens.. The 
profit from .the pullets will be corres­
pondingly greater. The most promising 
utility-type pullets should be selected 
now, fed liberally so that early winter 
laying may be encouraged, and later on 
placed in comfortable winter quarters.. 
Transferring mature pullets to a strange 
pen defers egg-production.

For poultry farming the utility type 
of breeding fowl, should be selected. This 
type of fowl can. be had in the
