He participated
in two Cuban revolutions against -Spain;
in the first of which he reached the rank
of major and in the second that of major
general. He .was seleted as governor of
Santa Clara province by the government
of intervention and when his term expired
he was elected governor. :

EXPECT WEEKS
~BILL TO PASS

Forest Reserves for the
United States Gevernment
Will Probably be Adepted.

Washington, Jan. 28—Hope ' for the
passage ; of the Weeks Forrest Reserva-
tion Bill is based largely on the character
of the bill, which, while intended especial-
ly .in the interest of the propused Apala-
chian and White Mountain reservations,
is still genmeral in its character. It was
this applicability of the bill to all sections !
of the country, and its harmonizing with
the basic ideas of the recent' comserva-
tion congress that made it possible to get
the. measure before the committee.

Another feature of the bill, which, it is
believed will appeal strongly to the mem-
bers of both houses, is the fact that it]
does not provide for the application of a
single million from the general revenueg
of the government.

The weeks’ bill provides' that the re-
serves shall ‘be purchased from moneys re-
ceived from the sale or disposal of any
products or the. use of lands or yesources
from the public lands now or hereafter set
aside as national forests. It is planned
to have the reserve of the coimtry so man-
age as  to purchase more forest re-
soerves. The bill provides that the moneys
derived from the national forests shall
be reserved in the United States treasury
as a special fund to be known as the Na-
tional Forest Reservation fund “to be used
in the examination, survey, and acquire-
ment of lands located on the headwaters
of navigable streams of those which ave
beong or which may be developed-for nav-
igable purposes.”

The proceedings were taken under am
amendment to the C. T. Act prohibiting
the shipmént of liquor into Seott Act
countfes.

It was
pointed out that France has three dirig-
ibles and Germany four, while the ltalian
army is in a measure equipped with them
and reports are that the Russian army
are adding them to' its equipment. The
plan was to have the government buy a
number of balloons such as the one acquir-
ed last summer.

When General Allen, chief signal officer,
was before the committee he was question-
ed as to the possibility of firing at balloons
ivith mdrtars. “It is believed that. you
are going to fight a Palloon,” said the gen-
eral, *with anything execept a balloon.
You cannot shoot a balloon down with
guus because it has a horizontal and ver-
tical motion and nobody can hit it. It i8
almost impossible to find a balloon at a
thousand feet even on a moonlight night.”

“We do not believe that aeroplanes will
ever take the place of the dirigible ‘bal-
loon,” he 'continued. “Experience shows
that the aeroplane will carry only a very
light burden not to exceed two or threc
men, and the minute you commence to
carry any load you must put on the gas-
bag. 1t seems hardly possible that aero-
planes are going up. to,the height that a
dirigible balloon goes.”

NO LAST MINUTE
CANDIDATES
THIS TIME

Aldermen Do Not Intend to
Aliow Candidates to Steal a
March on Them on Nomin-
ation Day.

At a meeting of the bills.and by-laws
committee yesterday afternoon, as a resuit
of a discussion on the method of filing
nomination papers in cvic elections, it
was decided to recommend to the council
that legislation be obtained making ‘it
necessary to secure twenty signatures on
the nomination paper of each candidate
and that the written consent of a candi-
date to accept the mommation must be
filed with the common clerk.

The matter of revenue derived from li-
censes was gone into and recommendations
were made that shooting galleries, auto-
mobiles, motor cycles and teams  hauling
fuel should pay an annual tax. Coneider-
able other business was transacted.

The qugstion of changing the method of
filing civic nomination papers was raised
by Ald. Baxter; who referred to occasions
in the last few years when papers had
been handed into the common clerk at the
last minute bearing only two signatures,
which the present law requires, and with-
out the consent of the nominee.

“The general feeling of the committee
was in tavor of the change. It was urged
that it would be as easy for a boma iide
candidate to obtain twenty signatures and
that the change would prevent factious
opposition. ‘ i e

A recommendation to the council that a
bill be prepared on the lines indicated was
adopted.

In some quarters, it is claimed; this move .
on the part of the aldermen is taken tos
give them a chance to discover in  time
who are likely to be their opponents, and
possibly to head off opposition: The fact ©
that-an alderman was going to be opposed ...
might be kept secret if only two signa-
tures were required whereas . securing
twenty names on the paper would give
the name of the intending candidate a
certain amount of publicity.

T'he committee also decided that in view
of the proposal to transfer the harbor te
a commission under the dominion govern-
ment, av.g:hority to effect the sale should
be obtained from the local legislature. .ne
city, having issued bonds for which the
harbor property is in part security, legis-
lation would be necessary to provide for
the disposal of the proceeds of the sale
to the government. As the matter now

The question of obtaining further legis-
Jation to proceed with the project of buld-
ing a bridge across the harbor was dis-
cussed and the matter was referred to the
recorder and common clerk to look into
the acts bearing on the subject.

The preparation of a bill dealing with
the removal of dilapidated and dangerous
buildings will be left in the hands of the
recorder.

The committee took up with Clarence
Ward, the mayor's clerk, the question of
obtaining additional revenue from licenses.
It was decided to tax shooting. galleries
%25 a year. Suggestions to impose licenses
on slot machines, laundries and bicycles
were dropped. Automobiles for hire were
required o pay $20 a year. A suj tion
by Ald. Hamm that these vehicles should
be taxed $100 because they destroyed the
roads was not adopted.

It was pointed out that some years agc
drivers of coal carts were required to take
out licenses but that the dealers in ¢oal
claimed that they owned the carts and no
revenue is now derived. The committee
decided to recommend that all single teams
hawling fuel should pay $2 and double
teams $3 a year for a license.

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CIVIC AFTAIRS

A citizen has asked the Times what the
putcome will be in regard to proposed
thanges in the form of city government
in St. John. In reply, this paper must
ronfess an abounding ignorance, and a
desire to meet. any citizen who can
answer the question.

So far as may be gathered from the
tenor of discussions at City Hall, the mem-
bers of the city council have no definite
gcheme to propose, but are groping for
suggestions, and are very much at a loss
to know what they should do. It is fair
to assume that they desire to improve the
conditions, but it is perhaps equally fair
to say that they are somewhat wedded
to oid forms and methods and are not
“aaxious to put themselves out of business.

Rumors come from the direction of
Printe William street, that the board of
trade has been accumulating 2 great mass
of information on thé subject of city gov-
arnment, and perhaps has it tabulated and
arranged in such a manner that a quick
survey would convey even to the unlearned
énd inexperienced a clear notion of what
is best among the various systems in op-
sration in various cities. It is not quite
dear that the board has placed its infor-
matgion at the service of the aldermen,
and it may be that the latter: would be
disposed to resent any interference. 'yhis
fecling doubtless explains the wstatement
that the board is watching the council and
may take a hand in the game at a later
period. it would really be better if the
members of the two organizations, by joint
committee or otherwise, would togc‘ther
study the subject and unitedly present
their conclusions to the citizens at large.

Ohciously we have come to a time when
there should be a change. It ought to be
such a change as would revolutionize civic
methods and give satisfaction to the peo-
'ple. Now that the city council is about
to be relieved of the heavy task of pro-
viding terminal facilities in the harbor, it

J. Willard Smith Says That
Should be the Hour for Satur-
days — Awaiting - Reply of
Premier Hazen

It is improbable that the temperance
people, who were desirous of having a
vote on local option taken on civic election
day in Dukes, Victoria, Lorne and Lans-
downe wards will take any further action
until a reply to the petition for prohibition
has been received from the government
and the suggested changes in the license
act, to which Premier Hazen referred in
his reply to the delegation have been made
public. -

J. Willaxd Smith, who acted as secre-
tary in the local option movement, when
asked last evening, said that Mr. Hazen
intimated in his reply that some mufh
needed amendments might be made in the
section of the license act dealing with
local option, and he thought it would Je
the policy.of those interested in the temu-
perance movement to wait until they were
able to see what legislation on these lines
would be introduced. :

“What ‘we have: asked for,”" continued
Mr. Smith, “and what we want, is prohi-
bition. We worked for local option in the
wards because we could at the time do no
better, but the temperance people are not
favorable to it.” i

In reply to a question as to what amend-
ments he would suggest to the present act
Mr. Smith said if the local government
refused to give them prohibition, a local
option law_to provide that all municipali-
ties in the province should take a Vvote
on license or no license once a year or
once in three years would probably be the
next best thing. There were many ways.
in which the act could be improved if they
were compelled to have it. Among other
changes he would suggest that all saloons
should close at 5 o’clock on Saturdays, that
hotels have their bars in the front of their
buildings, and that po screens should be
allowed in any saloon.

In forcible language Dr. Pugsley told
the story of the plot to drive him out of
political life, of the efforts of Hazen,
Mayes and o(%;a‘s, by preparing and read-
ing a false affidavit and then having it
telegraphed throughout Canada, to dis-
credit him as minister of public works.
Then, when it was shown that the date of
the Mayes transaction had been falsified,
neither Hazen nor any of the Conserva-
tive leaders sdid one word in retraction.
They left it to be believed throughout
Canada that he was guilty.

There was an intense silence in the
house, as the minister told the story .of
the dastardly plot and western members
who had never heard the explanation, as
it was given, cheered Dr. Pugsley again
and again. Seldom has New Brunswick’s
minister . been in better form or spoken
with greater effect. He had the floor at
the ‘hour of adjournment.

Despite the assurance given in the house
vestérday by Hon. Dr. Pugsley that the
government had by order-in-council further
safeguarded the public interest in the mat-
ter of tenders for public works and sup-
plies, Dr. Reid (Cons., Grenville) today
proceeded with his resolution calling for
reform in this direction. His proposals
were on all fours with the government

policy, as announced by the 'minister of
public works, except for the requirement
that tenders be opened publicly in the
presence of the tenderers themselves.

Dr. Reid’s resolution declared that ten-
ders should be placed in safe eustody under
seal so as to prevent any possibility of
suspicion of tampéring, and should be
opened in public in the presence of at!
least three principal officials of the de-
partment and that persons tendering
should be at liberty to attend.

Dr. Reid asserted that thé new regula-
tions regarding the opening of tenders
were in no respect different from the old
gystem. Where tenders were opened only,
by a minister and his stenographer there
would always be a suspicion of collusion.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley peinted out that it
would be impossible, in some cases, for a
minister or deputy minister to be present.

Mr. Monk argued that there was good
ground for the suspicion that the public
interest was not properly safeguarded and
to contend otherwise was to excite a laugh.

In conclusion, the government was not
blind to the fact that there had been a
serious reduction in revenue, that the de-
pression is likely to last for some time and
that it is necessary to bring the expendi-
ture within stricter limits than has been
thought necessary.

New York, Jan. 27—Alfred Shrubb
wishes now, that his ambition to ascertdin
whether he could run twenty miles some-
where up to record time han never vuult\-
ed so high. z

It is well known, of course, that Shrubb
has not held the reputation of being a
great runner for distances of more than
fifteen miles: Everything which he has
placed to his credit has been within that
distance, and the lndian, Longboat, who
is matched to race against. him, has been
confident from the start that he would be
able to finish ahead of the Englishman
when the latter was called upon to run
further than his usual “stunt.”

It seems that Shrubb was not wholly
certain himself as to his possibilities in
the very long distance ciass, so he thought
that he would try a little road running on
the quiet to see what time he could make
in a twenty mile run. On the strength
of that experiment he felt that he would
bg able to guage his work against the In-
dian next Tuesday night.

He ran the twenty miles, a little more
than twenty miles in fact, and after a few
hours one foot became badly inflamed and
a doctor was sent for in a hurry. When
the doctor came he shook his head. Then
Shrubb sent word to P. T. Powers, the
head of the Marathon races, and Mr. Pow-
ers immediately went to the training quar-
ters of Shrubb with his own doctor.

The latter looked over the foot of the
famous English runner and he, too, shook
his head. 'Mr. Powers said that he did not
intend to “be the goat,” for any excuses
that might be made in regard to the con-
dition of either runmer, called up Madison
Square ‘Garden on the telephone and ob-
tained opportunity to run the race on
February 5.

_ There was nothing dangerous about the
injury to Shrubb. It is simply a case of
inflammation, but very painful. Shrubb
attributes it to the fact that his shoe
chafed his foot and that a longer distance
thani he ever had run before was too new
an experience for the skin on his pedal
extremities. It is also eaid, quietly, that
Shrubb ran the distance in time which
was a complete surprigeyparty not only to
him, but to everybody else, and that he
would have “rated” his speed better had

he any idea of the pace at which he was|

travelling.
