It is 
almost impossible to find a balloon at a 
thousand feet even on a moonlight night.

“We do not believe that aeroplanes wiU 
ever take the place' of the dirigible bal­
loon,” he continued. “Experience shows 
that the aeroplane will carry only a very- 
light burden not to exceed two or three 
men, and the minute you commence to 
carry any load you must put on the gas­
bag. It seems hardly possible that aero­
planes are going up to the height that a 
dirigible balloon goes.

Sir Richard entered into an elab­
orate argument to show that the Teal gov­
ernment expenditures of the past had not 
been marked by extravagance or graft.

Sir Richard defended the expenditure on 
the Grand Trunk Pacific and called atten 
tion to the fact that the company was 
bound to operate the whole line or forfeit 
the ptairie section.

In conclusion; the government was not 
blind to the fact that there had been a 
serious reduction in revenue, that the de­
pression is likely to last for some time and 
that it is necessary to bring the expendi­
ture within stricter limite than has been 
thought necessary.

A Jealous Wife’s Revenge
Synopsis of Canadian Northwest 

Land Regulations
A NY person who is the sole bead of a 

family, or any male over IS years old, 
may homestead «a quarter-eection of avail* 
able Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatche­
wan or Alberta. The applicant must appear 
in person at the Dominion Lands Agency or 
Sub-Agency for the district. Entry by proxy 
may be made at any agency, on certain con^ 
ditions, by father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister of intending homesteader.

Duties. — Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within nine 
miles of his homestead on a farm of at least 
30 acres solely Owned and occupied by him 
or by his father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister. I

In certain districts a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt 
alongside his homestead.

distance, and the Indian, Longboat, who 
is matched to race against him, has been 
confident from the start that he would be 
able to finish ahead of the Englishman 
when the latter was called upon to run 
further than his usual “stunt.”

It seems that. Shrubb was not wholly 
certain himself as to his possibilities in 
the very long distance class, so he thought 
that he would try a little road running on 
the quiet to see what time he could make 
in a twenty mile run.
