REPORT OF NEWCASTLE FIREWARDS,

To_the Muricipal Council of the County of

Northumberiand.,

The firewards of the town of Newcastle
bey leave to submit the following report,—

We are pleased to state that our town
has not been visited by any serious 1 s,
There were several alaims, only thre of
which were accompanied by any los: -f
property, viz., an old house known as the
McBride house, a barn belonging to Mr.
Alex. Atchison, in which the tire had
gained so much headway betore discovery
that it was impossible to save it, aud an-
other the'spol factory buildings belong-
ing to Mr. gﬂ Rus:ell, which were burned
on the 26th Dec. last. On the ocecarion of
the last tire there was considerable ditfi
culty and delay in getting the steamer in
a pusition to obtain water which counld not
be avoided under the circumstauces. On
being placed the engine did splendid work,
fully maintaining its reputation us a well
constructed and reliable piece of machin.
ery. The enyine is now in excellent con-
dition. Early in December the Buard
accepted the resignation of Rich’d Fairman
and have appomted Rubt. Beckwith in his
place as engineer. The latter performs all
the duties of his predecessor and 1s to live
over the engine roum and receives a salary
of $160 per annum and the use of the
vacaut ruoms in the engine house.

During the past year the file company
with the exceptim of a few members ap-
pear to have lost interest in their duties
aud the Board bhave decided that a volun-
teer company is not at all times to be de-

nded upon, aud they would suggest that

ereafter in case of fires the lirewards
should hire the best men available to
work on the hose and pay them a certain
sum per hour. -

This would not prévent the public from
assisting and would supply the firewards
with men who would not be so apt to
leave bufore the engine and hose are re-
turned to the engiue house,

At the last meeting it was the unani-
mous opinion of the Board that the erigine
room is too small to contain both engine
and hose reels. After considerable discus-
sion iv was decided that if a building were
erected alongside of the public landing at
the public wharf in which the engine
could be kept and under which a never
failing ‘supply of water from the river
could be had with a further supply of hose
the engine could remain iu the building
and hose could be stretched to any part of
the town so that for most fires the engine
would not require to be moved at all and
could be kept und worked to much greater
advantage. " From past’ experience we
have no doubt that the eugine has suffici-
ent power to send water throngh hose from
this point to any building in the fire dis-
trict. We would thercfore request the
Municipal Council to give this matter their
best consideration and to give the Fire-
wards of Néwcastle the privilege of erect
ing a suitable building at the slip which
could be done without encroaching upon
the rights of the public to said slip.

We have also greit pleasure 1n reporting

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The Coroner Abuse.

The abuse of their position by |
coroners was the subject of a timely
recommendation by the County Ac-
counts Committee at the late session of
the Municipal Council. Like the re-
tention in their hands of the appoint-
ment of Almshouse Commissioners,
however, the multiplying of coroners by
the Government at Fredericton, is
a dispensation of patronage, which costs
them nothing. If the coroners were
as conscientious in the discharge of
their functions as the Almshouse com-
missioners, however, there would be no
great grourd for complaint, save on
account of tue principle violated by
rendering them independent of those
for whom they perform a purely local
service supported entirely by local tax-
payers. In many cases, coroners hold
inquests when the causes of death are
known to everybody to be purely acci-
dental, and when no legitimate purpose
whatever is served by the enquiry—
the coroners’ simply prostituting their
office to the seltish purpus: of pocket-
ing the fees which an absurd custom
permits them to extort from their fellow
ratepayers. As there are so many
coroners of this class they should be
compelled tv & more honost and dis-
criminating exercise of their official
functions by Act of Parliament.

How they value Reporters’ Ser-
vices.

We observe, amoug the reported pro-
ceedings of the Municipal Council the
tollowing:—

““Moved and seconded that the re-

porters of the press receive $1 per day
for their services—carried.”

We have only to say that we hope no
representative of the press present su
far forgot his position as to accept the
gratuity offered. Siuce the Municipal
Council of the Connty has been in ex-
istence the ADVANCE hasgiven very fuli
and faithful reports including the pub-
lication of full lists'of the Parish and
County officers appointed, and for sev-
eral years it has, in addition, furnished
the Councillors with a large number
each of Calendars with the lists of offi-
cers in their several parishes—all with-
out asking or receiving any remunera-
tion whatever. After a time the Advo-
cate also gave pretty fair repurts of the
Council’s proceedinugs, though never so
full as those of the Apvance. So far
as we know the proprietors of that
paper have never sought payment for
their enterprise and the labor and valu-
able newspaper space they have given
up to their Council reports. This year
the editor of the AbpvaNce could not go
personally to Newcastle, as usual, .and
he engaged the services of the best re-
porter available, paying him as much
*per day as this contemptible gratuity of
che Council would amount to for the
whole session. Our Reporter has not
acquainted us with the action he took
in respect of the $1 a day voted him,
but it shall not be received in any form
on account of the Apvance. If the
Council desires to have its proceedings
officially reported, letlit engage and pay
its own reporter or reporters and pay
themsuch fees as that kind of ser-
vice is worth and, further; if they de-
sire Oofficial reports, let them pay for
their publication as they ought to do.
But when papers that have always
treated them fairly send well paid re-
porters to record their proceedings, let
them not attempt to insult themn by the
offer of such gratuities as that embodied
in the resolution referred to. We de-
sire to respect the Municipal Council of
Northumberland, but its “dollar a day”
business gives us a rather cheap measure
of its deservings.

The Alms house Matter.

The Municipal Council appears to
have placed itself in a false position in
the Almshouse matter, as, by vote of
13' to 10- it resolved that it knew
more than the Commissioners ahout
how and how much salaries for the
keeping of that institution should be
paid. The Council has really nothing
to de with the matter, as the local
Government refuses to recognise the
principle that those who pay for.a
public service should control 1it. More-
over, if the Commissioners should en-
tertain and act upon the Report of the
Council, they will thereby admit that
they have heretofore failed in their
duty aud under-paid the keeper. In
this respect, however, local public
opinion is not with the majority of the
Council. If Miss Harrington is under-
paid or not paid at all, the matter is
compensated for by the keeper being
well paid and even overpaid for all the
services he performs. If he were as
goud a manager as some of his friends
give him credit for, he would utilise the
labor of which some of the inmates are
capable and, thereby, render it un-
neeessary for a salaried assistant keeper
to be employed. It is essier to fasten
salaried officials upon the public than to
shake them off when they are un-
necessary; and,in the public interest,we
hope the Commissiorers will scan the
Councils’ resolution (although it ap-
peared ashamed of it, subsequently)
more critically than all those who
voted for it appear to have
done. By all means let a keeper
and matron be employed, but $360 a
year and’ board, and et cetras for a
family, is not a bad return for both.
Miss Horrington might be given $60
a year as matron or assistant keeper,
while 8300 ought to be considered fair
or even liberal remuneration for the
keeper.

that potatoes are charged at eighty cents
and a dollar a barrel in those acconnts.
