in Canada, it did not work so well and 
the consequence was that there was often 
a dead lock in the government of the" 
country. This occurred sc often that the 
leaders of both parties came to the con­
clusion that something would have to be 
done to allay the bitter hostile race pre­
judices of their followers. So after mature 
consideration and many consultations they 
came to the conclusion that the only 
remedy for their local nicer was to again 
divide Upper from Lower Canada and 
form a grand Confederacy which would 
include the whole of the British North 
American Provinces. How Sir John A. 
Macdonald, the chief originator of the 
scheme, and his Canadian associates ac­
complished their object with the consent 
of England, in 1867, is too well known to 
need repeating here.

Since that time, with the exception of 
the few short years during which Mr. 
Mackenzie was premier of a Liberal gov­
ernment, the Dominion has been under 
the rule of Sir John A. Macdonald and 
the Tory party. Every man who has 
studied and watched the progress of 
events daring all these years must allow 
that they have pursued the same historic 
policy of their Tory predecessors previous 
to the Provinces being granted Respon­
sible Government by the British Govern­
ment. Their whole aim and object has 
been to hold and retain power and to ac­
complish this they have resoited to the 
most grinding taxation of the people to sup­
ply them with means to subsidize Railway 
Syndicates, manufacturing monopolies, 
as well as a host of other combines whose 
interests and future success depend upon 

a retention of their Tory friends in pow­
er. Now, what effect has this selfish and 
criminal policy had upon the country? 
Is it not patent to all that disaffection is 
rampant from one end of it to the otBir 
and that there is » large portien of oar 
people not only favorable to bat ardent 
advocates for annexation to the neigh­
boring Republic? When asked their 
reason for giving expression to such sen­
timents they invariably answer that ac­
cording to the present state of affairs it is 
impossible for them to remain in the Do­
minion which is the land of their birth, 
and they are afraid that they will be com­
pelled to emigrate to the United States 
to make a living for their families. They 
also say that if we were an integral por­
tion of the United States which is the 
nearest, best, and natural market for 
everything our country produces, there 
would be no vexations restrictions on our 
trade, times would be flourishing and 
population and wealth would be coming 
into in place of flowing out of the coun­
try. fo such men it is useless to talk of 
loyalty to Canada or to England as they 
believe that their first and principal duty 
is to bo loyal to the best interests of the 
families that God and nature have given 
them to pro\ ide for. Loyalty is all very 
well when it does not clash or interfere 
with a man’s interests, but when it does, 
the loudest adherent of it is sure to be 
the first to sacrifice it upon the altar of 
self-interest. Upon this altar Sir John A. 
and hie Government have sacrificed Can-

in the Dominion who preach treason, as 
his organs inform ns, he and his govern­
ment have created them by their political 
and commercial policy that is fast ruining 
the country.

Now with respect to the vast difference 
that we are told exists between the peo­
ple of the United States and Canada. 
Does not every one know that the inhabi­
tants of both countries are descendants of 
the same Anglo-Saxon race that first set­
tled this continent? Is it not a matter of 
history that a little over one hundred 
years ago the United States as well as 
these Provinces were British Colonies, 
ruled end governed by England? Is it 
not also a fact that while they are now 
one of the greatest and most powerful 
nation upon the earth, we still remain a 
British Colony and is it not to them that 
a great many of our people are forced to 
emigrate to procure a livelihood for thefr 
families?

A few words in reference to the much- 
yannted scheme of Imperial Federation ot 
which we have heard so much from the 
organs of Sir John daring the last twelve 
months. If it is carried in this country 
the effect will be that one hundred years 
from this, Canada will still be nothing 
more and nothing less than a Britieh 
Colony, and English interests will be—as 
they have always been—paramount in all

The question is a very impor­
tant one to the whole commercial com­
munity, as it is the first suit of this kind 
ever brought in our courts.

“The first case on the calender was 
reached last week againt the Central 
National Bank, which bank received $40, - 
000 as a preference under the assignment. 
The bank interposed a demurrer to the 
complaint on the ground that the com­
plaint did not state facts sufficient to con­
stitute a cause of action. The bank con­
tended by its counsel, Mr. Strong (of 
Martin & Smith) that money paid by ml 
assignee to a bona fide creditor of an in­
solvent before suit brought to set «side 
the assignment (no fraud being charged! 
ag»inet the preferred creditor), could not 
be recovered in an action brought by the 
unpreferred creditors.

“Mr. Adams,on behalf of the creditors', 
contended that the assignment having 
bien decreed fraudulent by the court, 
that the bank did not get a title to the 
money, except through the assignment, 
and the bank could not hold the money 
as against the creditors who had prosecu­
ted their claims to judgment and succeed­
ed in having the assignment decreed 
fraudulent. In other words he contended 
that no preference could be made in this 
State by an insolvent debtor, except un­
der a legal, as contra distinguished from 
an illegal or fraudulent, assignment.

“Should the demurrer be overruled 
judgment be given for the uuprefer 
creditors, the bank will be compelled to* 
refund the $40,000 which it received м ш 
preference. The case was argued fully* 
before Judge O’Brien in the Equity Term-, 
of the Supreme Court, and elaborate 
briefs have been submitted to him by 
both sides, the question being not only 
novel but new. The decision will be 
awaited with groat interest by the mer­
cantile community.”

The Battle at Suatim.
DECISIVE DEFEAT OF THE REBELS.

Suakim, Dec. 20.—Before dawn this 
morning the Britieh man-of-war “Starling’’ 
and an Egyptian steamer moved up the 
coast with orders to cover the rebels at 
Handouf. Ac daybreak the forts opened 
fire upon the rebel trenches and the 
troops advanced to the attack, the black 
brigade on the right flank and the caval­
ry and mounted infantry covering. The 
Scottish Borderers the Welsh regiment 
and the Egyptian brigade occupied an 
embankment between the forte, the 
British infantry being held in 
The forts shelled the trenches, beeping 
up a terri tic fire. The enemy held their 
ground with intense courage until the 
black brigade charged the trenches, which 
fill after half on hour’s hard fighting. 
The rebels fought with fanatical bravery. 
Two of the enemy's guns were captured. 
The naval brigade did splendid woik. 
The Scottibh borderers are now at work 
entrenching the rebel position. The 
enemy are retreating towards Hasheen 
and Tamar. The British force numbers 
4,000 men.

The prevailing forest tree of Alaska, 
says Mr, George Davidson, of the Coast 
Survey, is the Sitka^apruce, growing to 
great size, covering every part of the 
ground, and climbing the steepest mount­
ain sides to the height of 2,00Q or 2,$00 
feet above the sea.

This tree resembles in form and foliage 
the silver firs of California. In the Archi­
pelago Alexander, with a short line of more 
than 7,800 statute miles, the land is dense­
ly wooded from the water’s edge. It can 
never be devastated with forest fires, be­
cause the carpet of wet sphagnum over the 
surface of the country effectually prevents 
fires from spreading.

We measured felled spruce trees that 
were 180 feet long and 4 feet thick at the 
butt; while adjacent standing trees meas­
uring over 6 feet in diameter,were branch­
less for over 50 feet, and estimated t > be 

feet high.
Hemlock,alders, and willows s-q found, 

but the most remarkable wood of the 
country is the yellow cedar, with fine, 
even texture, fragrant smell, good size, 
and greater strength than the spruce. It 
is readily worked, takes » smooth surface, 
and is remarkably durable. It is » valu­
able addition to the cabinet woods, and is 
superior as a ship timber to any on the 
coast.

It can be obtained of ample size for 
frames and knees of ordinary sized vessels. 
We measured one!8 feet in circumference 
and estimated it to be over 125 feet in

From eighty reports received as to the 
harvest and other matters relating to ag­
riculture in the province, I gather that all 
the crops are below the.average this year, 
taking the province as a whole and speak­
ing without respect to the amount of the 
crop. The following statement represents 
the average condition of the several 
crops named, one hundred being taken to 
represent a fall average: Wheat, 78.79; 
oats, 88.94; buckwheat, 54.9; barley, 
86.21; potatoes, 95.79; turnips, 86.86; 
other roots, 89.66; fruit, 95.69.

The following represents the average 
yield per acre over the province: Wheat, 
16.6; oats, 33.2; buckwheat, 23.9; barley, 
27.3; potatoes, 138.8; turnips, 295.4; 
rots, 370.

The dairy product for the year is put at 
90 per cent of the average.

“I can try,” answered the Captain, 
and in a few moments he and two of his 
crew had lowered themselves into a boat. 
The next instant she was struck by a 
heavy sea and almost swamped. Un­
daunted the rescuers went in search of 
the men, who were continually, but now 
faintly, crying for help. For two hours 
they wrestled with the storm, and at last 
found three men clinging to a schooner 
bottom up. With difficulty the 
were hauled on board the boat, for they 
were now in a helpless condition, and 
finally hoisted on the Ella Maud. They 
were Captain Hammond, Mate Gifford 
and Stewart ^ ally, of the schooner J. C.

obligation of despatch and my retardment 
by the washing seas, the violent motions 
of the brig, the encumbrance of gear and 
deck furniture adrift and sweeping here 
Mid there, and the sense that the vessel 
might be grinding her bows sgainst 
the iceberg before I should be able 
to reach the bowsprit. All this it was 
that filled me with a kind of madness, 
by the sheer force of which alone I was 
enabled to reached the forecastle, for bad 
I gone to my duty coldly, without 
agitation of spirits, my heart must have 
failed me before I had measured half the 
length of the brig.

I got on to the bowsprit nearly stifled 
by the showering of the seas, holding 
an open knife between my teeth, half 
dazed by the prodigious motion of the 
light ship, which, at this extreme end of 
her, was to be left to the full height of 
its extravagance. At every plunge 1 
expected to be buried, and every moment 
I was prepared to be torn from my hold. 
It was a fearful time; the falling off of the 
brig into the trough—and never was I in 
a hollower and more swelling sea—her 
falling off, I say, in the act of veering 
might end us out of hand by the rolling 
of a surge over us big enough to crush the

Commending myself to God, for I was 
now to let go with my hands, I pulled 
the knife from my teeth, and feeling for 
the gaskets or lines which bound the sail 
to the spar, I cut and hacked as fast as 
I could ply my arms In a flash the gale, 
whippin' into a liberated fold of the can­
vas, blew the whole sail out; the bow­
sprit reeled and quivered under me; I 
danced off it with incredible despatch, 
shouting to the men to hoist away. The 
head of the staysail mounted in thunder, 
and the slatting of its folds and the 
thrashing of its sheet was like the rattling 
of heavy field-pieces whisked at full gal­
lop over a stony road.

Tdedrink mottled some of oar 
facet, hot the spirituous tincture only 
imparted a quality of irony to the 
melancholy of our visages, as if our 
mournfulneaa were not wholly sincere, 
when, God know», onr heart» were 
taken op with counting the minute» 
when we should find ourselves bunting 
for vaut of breath under water.

The night was aa black as the 
bottom of a well; but the prodigious 
swelling and flinging of white waters 

• hove a faintness upon the air that was 
in ita way a dim light, by which it was 

- just possible to distinguish the reeling 
masts to the height of the tops, and to 
observe the figure of the brig springing 
black and trembling oat of the head of 
a surge that had broken over and 
smothered her a» in a cauldron, tod to 
note the shapes of the nearer liquid 
acclivities is they bore down upon onr 
weather bow, catching the brig fair un­
der the bluff, and so sloping her that 
she seemed to atand end on, and so 
heeling her that the aea would wish to 
the height of the main hatch. Indeed, 
had she been loaded, and therefore 
deep, she could nohhave lived an honr 
in that hollow and frightful ocean; bat 
having nothing in her hut ballast she 
was like*» bladder, and swung up the 
surge» and blew away to leeward like 
an empty caak.

When the dawn broke something of 
its midnight fury went ont of the gale.
The carpenter made shift to sound the 

. well, and to our great satisfaction fonnd- 
but little water, only aa much as we 
had a right to suppose she would take 
in above. But it was impossible to 
atand at the pomps, so we returned to 
the cabin and brewed some cold punch 
and did what we could to keep onr 
spirits hearty. By noon the wind had 
weakened yet, but the sea atill ran 

< ' very heavily, and the eky wee uncom­
monly thick with piles of dusky, yel­
lowish, harrying clouds; and though 
we could fairly reckon upon our posi­
tion, the atmosphere was so nipping it 
was difficult to persuade ourselves that 
Cape Bom was not close aboard.

We could eow work the pumps, and 
a short spell freed the brig. We got 
np a new mamtopsail and bent it, and, 
setting the reefed foresail, put the ves­
sel before the wind, and away she ran, 
chased by the swollen seas. Thus we 
continued till by dead reckoning we 
calculated that we were about thirty 
leaguee south of the parallel of the 
Horn, and in longitude eighty-seven 
degrees west. We then boarded our 
larboard tacks and brought the brig as 
close to the wind as it was proper to 
lay her for a progress that should not 
be wholly leeway; but four hours after 
we had handled the braces the gale, 
that had not veered two points since it 
first came on to blow, stormed np again 
in its first fury; and the morning of the 
1st of July, anno 1801, found the 
Laughing Mary passionately labouring 
in the midst of an enraged Cape Horn 
sea, her jibboom and fore top-gallant 
mast gone, her ballast shifted, so that 
hpr posture even in a calm would have 
exhibited her with her starboard chan­
nels under, and her decks swept by en­
ormous surges, which, fetching her lar­
board bilge dreadful blows, thundered 
in mighty green masses over her.

We 
dared not veer so as to bring the ship on 
the other tack. And the slope of the 
decks, added to the tierce wild motions of 
the fabric, made onr situation as unen­
durable as that of one who should be con­
fined in a cask and sent rolling downhill. 
It was impossible to light a tire, and we 
could not therefore dress our food or 
obtain a warm drink. The cold was 
beyond language severe. The rigging 
was glazed with ice, and great pendants 
of the silvery brilliance of crystal hung 
from the yards, bowsprit, and catheads, 
whilst the sails were frozen to |tbe hard­
ness of granite, and lay like sheets of 
iron rolled np In gaskets of steel. We 
had no means of drying onr clothes, nor 
were we able so to move as by exercise 
we might keep ourselves warm. Never 
once did the sun shine to give us the 
encouragement of his glorious beam. 
Hour after honr found os amid the same 
distracting scene: the tall olive-coloured
