RED HASH OF ANARCHT He was working at Antwerp, he was 
an inspiration at Lille, and then he 1 
vanished. Tried for murder, he was 
twice condemned, and, at last, a ru­
mor came that he was in a Russian 
prison. Thereof ter an enemy espied 
h;m at Geneva, and none can say whe­
ther he :s dead or buried alive.

' 'It is France that made anarchy 
possible. For anarchy is the legiti­
mate child, of the Revolution, which 
now appears to us in a true light as 
the mother of evil. If the lesson of 
ш/Urder had not been taught to the 
imbecile citizens of the Terror, we 
might never have heard of the assass­
ination which appears to its votaries , 

the highest virtue. The Revolution j 
it was that first discovered the gran­
deur of cowardice, that first saw in 
the severed head of a girl the symbol 
of freedom and patriotism. The coun­
try which still insists that the Revo­
lution must be taken en bloc as a re- | 
birth of the world can hardly be sur­
prised if her citizens and her pupils 
have learned the use of dynamite and 
the knife. Assassins there were, of 
course, before the black year, 1789, 
but they were no better than spor­
adic imbeciles, and neither Fenton nor 
Bellingham struck with the weight 
of a misguided movement behind 
them. No ; the anarchist is a brief 
century old, and already it is time 
that he should crawl away to death, 
and be no more known.

THE FUTURE.
And what is the future of anarchy? ; 

Blank for the anarchs, hopeful for us. ! 
The international association, which 
now devises murder in secret, and puts 
to death its disobedient members, 
has passed its zenith of brutality. The | 
activity of the police, and the dying 
zeal of the agitators, have doubled 
its risk and halved its ingenuity. It 
will still hold its middle-claass meet­
ings and discuss the works of Her­
bert Spencer, but it is not likely to 
renew its forward policy. All that gov­
ernments can do is to see that the 
anarchist, when he is caught, has the 
briefest trial and the severest sen­
tence that can be devised. For, after 
blood, he best loves publicity.

The assassination of King Humbert 
of Italy makes of timely interest an 
article in Blackwood’s Magazine on 
The Real Anarchist, extracts from 
which are here appended.

“ The anarchist is a ruffian of feeble 
brain and weak inclination, who is 
pursued by a spirit of restless discon­
tent. Sorry for h’mseîf, he believes, 
by an easy transition, that he is sorry 
fer h«s fellows ; and it is this sham 
sympathy, rooted »n selfishness, which 
generally wins for him the credit of 
amiability.

He rec­
ognizes his poverty, and believes that 
a change of system will ameliorate 
if ; but he can imagine no method 
of changing a system which appears 
irksome save the death of an innocent 
man.

for. a gentleman, and yet cheats at 
cards. So he rushes into the street, 
armed with dynamite or dagger, and 
finds heroism in a lupine brutality.

These horrors do not appal him, be­
cause his self-satisfaction carries him 
no farther than the speech which he 
fondly ^believes will impress the jury. 
For, indeedT'if there were no vanity in 
the world the^ would be no anarch­
ists, since vanity is the essence of that 
stupidist of crimes, which is called 
political. None but a vain fool would 
attempt single-handed what he gran­
diloquently describes as the " regen- 

I eration of man;” none but a vain fool 
woiuld choose for this attempt the ri­
diculous method of inconsequent ass­
assination ; none but a vain fool would 
overlook all the consequences of his 
deed save the chance of an ill-deserved 
speech in a hostile courthouse.

Referring to Hon. Mr. Foster’s charges 

of the violation of their pledges by hie 
opponent*, the Moncton Transcript of last 
Thursday says

His claim is the most impudent false­
hood ever attempted by a public man. It 
is merely an effoit on his own pail to dis­
tract public attention from the gross 
manner in which he himself abandoned, 
and violated and sacrificed that one great 
principle which called him into the public 
life of this country. Abandoning the desk 
for the political arena, he told the people 
of Kings and of the Dominion that the 
one gre it issue paramount to all others 
demand ng immediate consideration, for 
the enforcement of which, broken-hearted 
wires and widows and bereaved mothers 
and orphan children cried in piteous ac­
cents, was the total prohibition of the 
liquor traffic,not delayed enforcement but 
immediate.

He has 
been, for about forty years, a publisher 
in the city of St. John and is well 
known as one of the proprietors of the 
Globe of that city,and its chief editorial 
writer.
confederate at the time the union of the 
Canadian and Maritime Provinces was 
under discussion, and has fa vored closer 
relationships between Canada and the 
United States to such an extent that 
his critics have accused him ot being an 
annexationist. He was postmaster of 
St. John during the Mackenzie govern­
ment’s term of office, but was removed 
from that position after the election of 
1878 for active work against the Con­
servative candidates.

In the census of the Dominion to be 
liken next year it is to be hoped that 
every care will be taken to avoid the 
gross inaccuracies which were deliberate­
ly allowed to disfigure the enumeration 
of 1891. For the purpose of bolstering 
up the decaying reputation of the Na­
tional Policy the census enumerators 
were instruetdd to swell the list of manu­
facturing establishments by every con- 
ceivab'e method. In consequence we had 
an enumeration that was so grotesque 
as to be laughable, but was altogether 
uselrsi as a guide to the actual condition 
of the country or aa a basis for com­
parison. The Brantford Expositor has 
been recalling some of the more ludic­
rous of the statements of that wonderful 
census :

Twenty-five thousand new industries 
were declared to have been brought into 
being. Take the industry of knitting 
factories to show how this large increase 
was arrived a’. There were reputed to 
be 223 industrial establishments of this 
class in Canada. Ninety-nine were de­
veloped in Nova Scotia, and of these 
ninety-three had their existence in the 
small county of Shelburne. Further­
more, these ninety-three factories were 
reported as employing collectively 126 
hands, who earned in the year $1,933, 
being at the rate of $14,55 per year for 
each hand, 23 cents a week, and cents 
a day. The county of L’Assomption 
found to have twelve knitting factories, 
employing collectively twelve hand*, 
earning an average of $63 a year,being at 
the rate uf $1.20 a week. In other words 
every old lady who plied her needles, 
making mittens and возкд, was trans­
formed into a knitting factory.

The present government, by making an 
honest count, will run the risk of the 
returns showing a decrease, but no fear 
of this will likely be allowed to intoifere 
with the determination of the authorities 
to secure sta'iitics that will be reliable. 
It was discreditable on the part of a 
Conservative government to deliberately 
wrest the census returns to mike them 
tell a story of Conservative suocest, and it 
is now the plain duty of a Liberal govern­
ment to give the country a statist cal 
report that will be as closely as poisible a 
mirror of facta.

Government Stock of 1897-
The Deputy Commissioner of Agriculture 

Has issued the following circular:
To the offcers and Members of Agricultural 

Societies and others who purchased stock 
of the Government importation of 1897 : 
“The conditions under which the stock 

was sold were, that bulls over two years old 
at date of sale (30ch September, 1867) were 
to be kept in the Province for breeding pur­
poses, for three years; bulls under two years 
old at date of sale, four years.

“The time limit in the case of the older 
bulls, expires on 1st October, 1900, and it is 
very desirable that useful animals, just in 
their prime, should ba kept in service for a 
farther period.

“In a great many cases a system of ex­
change of these animals from one locality to 
another would be the cheapest and beet way 
to obtain new sires for the herd.

“To assist in this matter the Department 
of Agriculture desires any one who has an 
animal which he wishes to sell or exchange, 
and also any one wanting to purchase, to 
notify the Department.

“A record of these applications will be 
kept and list of animale for sale or exchange 
furnished on application.

“In cases of the 1897 imported stock it 
will only be necessary to give the name of 
the animal, as a record has been kept of the 
breeding of every animal, and where 
located.”

В ▲ Veteran Honored. to en-■v
Just before the Town Council meeting on 

Monday evening there was a fair attendance 
of oitissns present in the Council Chamber 
to witness tbe presentation of a silver medal 
to Major Templeton. Hid it been generally 
known beforehand there might have been a 
I rger attendance, bnfc as it was everything 
passed off very agreeably. Mayor Loggie 
acted as chairman of the meeting and in his 
opening remarks said it was a great pleasure 
to him to be present on this occasion and to 
make this presentation. It would be remem­
bered that during the Civil War there were 
certain dissstisned persons organized for the 
purpose of an invasion in Canada. The 
New Brunswick border was a particular 
point bo which their attention was directed, 
and no sooner had the alarm been sounded 
than onr men took a stand to defend their 
home and country. We had present at the 
meeting to-night one of these volunteers in 
the person of Major Templeton. This was 
not his first act of devotion in the defence 
of his country. Fifty years ago he enlisted 
in the Imperial army, and took part in the 
fall of Alms and SebastapoL In 1861 he 
was sent‘о C* nida at the time of the Trent 
affair. It could be easily seen by the medals 
on his breast that he was truly a veteran, 
and a hero, and had always been ready and 
willing to defend his country. No doubt, if 
the circumstances permitted it, yon would 
find him along with our volunteers in the 
present South Africa war, and have found 
him in the front rank when Cronje sur­
rendered. Iu acknowledging the pleasure it 
gave him to be present »s chairman of a 
citizens’ meeting in making this presentation 
he hoped M»jor Templeton would live long 
to enjoy it.

Amid the applause of the meeting Mayor 
Loggie then pinned the medal alongside of 
the three others already adorning his breast.

Mayor Loggie, continuing, said as a boy 
he remembered a man prominent in the 
militia, and colonel of the 73rd Battallion, 
Mr. Daniel Ferguson, He was always an 
efficient and able leader and always identi­
fied with military matters. He called on Mr. 
Ferguson for a short address on this oc­
casion-

Mr. Ferguson was well received, and raid 
he was in command of the 73rd Battallion 
when Major Templeton received his com­
mission. Since that time the 73rd ought to 
be very grateful to him, for it was through 
his seal and being always at duty that baa 
that body as it is to-day. After serving in 
the Imperial army for 30 yeire a medal was 
presented to him for long service and good 
conduct. On his return from the Crimean 
war he had a medal pinned to^hie breast by 
Her Majesty. He has done his work re­
nt irktbly well, and has given a lesson to 
onr young men. He was sorry the 73rd 
Battallion was not present, and as that body 
was about to go into camp it would have 
been a fitting lesson on the eve of their 
departure. He has served his country in a 
civil capacity equally as well, and his ability 
in the discharge of bis duties is exemplified 
in the charge he has at the present time. 
He would join with Mayor Loggie in con­
gratulating Major Templeton.

Mayor Loggie tben called on Mr. R, A. 
Lawlor, long connected with the artillery 
branch of the militia.

Mr. Law hr said, although bis longest 
service was with the artillery, he first start­
ed with the 73rd Bittaliion under Colonel 
Ferguson, and received his training frem 
Major Templeton, and it was perhaps due to 
his early training that he waa an officer in 
the artillery. He was glad,even at this late 
date, that the government had done some­
thing fitting in appreciation of his services. 
It was an honor and a credit to him. There 
wae nothing prouder for a soldier than to 
wear the emblem of hie Queen and country. 
And he would express in a small way in 
behalf of the artillery and himself the ap­
préciation of the honor done him.

Msjjr Murray, Paymaster of the 73rd 
was the next speaker. He was sorry that 
he did not hear of the meeting until within 
a few minutes of the time appointed. The 
ofQœre, band and No, 9 Company would 
surely have been present if notice had been 
given. Speaking for the 73rd he was proud 
that some recognition had be granted, even 
in a small measure, for the Major’s services 
and hoped ho would long enjoy the honor.

The mayor said he had thought the 
notice appearing in the World would be 
sufficient invitation, but in addition he had 
H«ked Dr. Cox to mention il in the schools, 
and that was probably the reason of the 
attendance present, especially of the boys.

Mr J. L. Stewart wae the next speaker, 
gnd being a resident of St. Oroix at the time 
of the raid he told of the terror the people 
experienced along the border, and the part 
he had taken with others in resorting to 
arms.

Ex Mayor Wi slow being called upon, 
said it wag a pleasure to he precent and 
participate with the leading men in doing 
honor to our veteran soldier, Major Temple­
ton. He could only join in the same wishes 
as the other speakers.

At the close, Major Templeton shook hands 
and received the congratulations of most of 
those present, and it was as much a pleasure 
to t-he genial veteran to receive the greetings 
from the boye.

Chief Justice Tuck made a very in­

beat friends here, the more happy it made 
hie • life. He thought some men by 
witholding themselves from the society 
of c fiigenUl ars »ciates permitted them­
selves to grow old before their time. He 
advised those who heard l\ tn to avoid 
tfiis mi-take and to assume that it was 
time eup igh fur them to take the position 
of old men on the day of their funeral 
[laughter.] For his part, a though 
seventy, he fehasyunag of heart as he 
did twenty years ag > aqd he proposjd to 
so remain.

The prisoner, Dicke is, was arraig ed, 
pleaded guilty and was remanded for sen­
tence. His Honor said to hun that if 
before Wednesday’s si1 ting anything 
favorable in referenci to his previous 
character could be ltpd before him from 
reputable сі;І5?па it would influence him 
considerably in passing sentence.

Cribbs was also arraigned and pleaded 
not guilty. Mistrial was set down f >r 
Wednesday, R. A. Lawlor, E«q , Q. C., 
appearing for him.

T. W. Butler, E*q., asked 
charge of Angus Buckley, who was there­
upon brought into court. Ціі Honor 
spoke very severely to him and said that 
if it were npt for the fact that, for some 
reason unknown to him, his accuser, 
Cook, had failed to appear before the 
grand jury he, the judge, would undoubt­
edly perform to-morrow the duty of send­
ing him to the penitentiary. He had no 
doubt that he was guilty of the chaige 
preferred against him and he waa a lucky 
man to have escaped his deseits. “Now 
go !” said His Honor.

Quite a number of citizens and members 
of the grand jury waited upuii the Chief 
Justice and spoke favorably to him of the 
prisoner Dickens, who was yesterday 
sentenced to two months in jail.

The trial of Cribbs yesterday resulted 
in his acquittal.

“Perhaps five minâtes,” There were two 
of these little streams, as we have said.

It is interesting, in order to arrive at an 
approximate idea of the quantity of water in 
the brook, to take the alderman’s estimate 
and see bow it works ont and compare th§ 
result with Mr. Coflja’s estimate. The two 
rivuldts would fill two ojl barrels in five 
minutes. Oil barrels hold an average of 40 
gallons. We have,thus, for the whole brook, 
80 gallons of water every five minutes dur­
ing the low-water period. In round num­
bers, therefore, we have say 1000 gallons an 
hour, or 24,000 gallons a day, instead of Mr. 
Coffio’a 350,000 gallons.

We do not, of course, say that the aider- 
man’s estimate was a correct one, bnt there 
is not the slight est doubt that be wae very 
much nearer the mark than Mr. Coffin. Let 
ye suppose that the alderman ought to bave 
■aid onefinstead of five minutes for (filing the 
oil barrel—and if he had he would have 
been much under the time it would actually 
take—it would give only 120,000 gallons a 
day and that U 30,000 gallons lees than the 
ApVANC* placed the minimum at long ago.

THE OPIUM WAR.
Troubles first commenced in Canton 

during the reign uf the Emperor Taou- 
Kvvang, between the Mandarins and 
some English merchants, who per­
sisted in smuggling opium into the 
country. All business became de­
ranged, and finally the English Gov­
ernment sent out Lord Napier, who 
died of fever a few months after his 
arrival in Canton. He was succeeded by 
Captain Elliott, who, in 183У, agreed 
that all tine opium in the hands of 
English merchants should be surren­
dered to the Chinese authorities. On 
the 3rd o>f April of that year, 20,2 c3 
chests of opium were handed over to 
the Mandarins, who immediately des­
troyed the drug, a strong proof of 
their anxiety to save their people 
from the vice of opium eating.

The demand far the opium and for 
its destruction was made* by Commis­
sioner Sin, whose action in the maiter 
created intense excitement. Captain 
Elliott left Canton in May, and war 
between the nations practically com­
menced although not formally declared 
until 1840. The war ended in 16-12. 
The Chinese ceded Hong Kong to the 
British and paid an indemnity of U.OOJ,- 
OOJ of dollars and opened the ports of 
Canton, Niug-po, Amoy, and Fu-Chau 
to British trade.

The country, however, never became 
properly pacified, and secret societies 
were formed with the object of restor­
ing the Chinese dynasty to the throne. 
A youth, said to be the iust descendant 
of the Ming dynasty, was chosen by 
the conspirators as Emperor, under 
the title Teen-tih, or ‘ Heavenly Vir­
tue” in 1850. He was, however, a weak 
leader, and the conspiracy was almost 
crushed out-, when a leader came for­
ward named Hung Sew-tseuen, bold 
and skillful. His career was brilliant, 
ly successful. In 1852 he proclaimed 
in Nan King, the inauguration of the 
famous Tai-ping dynasty, which was 
finally overthrown, and the rebellion 
crushed out by Gordon, who success- ' 
fully trained and led the Imperial | 
troops to victory.
NEXT BRITISH WAR WITH CHINA.

An outrage on the British gunboat 
Arrow in October, 1856, caused a re­
newal of hostilities. Peace was signed 
at Tien Tsin by Lord Elgin in May, 
1858, the enemy being brought to sub­
mission. When, however, Sir Fred­
erick Bi'uoe, the newly-appointed Min­
ister to the Court of Pekin, attempt­
ed to go up the Pei-ho, the Таки forte, 
which had been repaired and strength­
ened, opened fire on his flotilla with 
such precision and efficiency as to 
give good grounds for the idea that 
Russian influence was at work, and 
that under the training of Russian 
instructors the Chinese troops were 
being prepared for a war with Eng­
land. Sir Frederick Bruce and the 
gunboats that accompanied him, re­
tired to Shanghai, and waited for 
reinforcements. This treachery cost 
Admiral Hope, who tried to force the 
passage of the river, 81 killed and 391 
wounded. When the fire was most 
brisk, and it seemed as if the British 
gunboats could not be brought safely 
from the range of the new and power-, 
ful artillery of the forts, Commodore 
Tatwell, of the United States navy, 
who happened to be in the river with 
an American cruiser, opened fire on 
the Chinese, using the memorable ex­
pression, "Blood is thicker than 
water.”

When the news of the defeat reach­
ed England, Lord Elgin was sent out 
with full powers, and a large force was 
placed under the command of .Sir Hope 
Grant; the Таки forts were captured, 
and the British troops pushed on to 
Pekin. The Emperor fled to Jeh-ho, 
leaving Prince ICung to conclude the 
treaty, 1860, by which the Chinese 
paid 8,000,000 taels and ceded a small 
strip of the mainland to England. ,

THE NEED FOR REFORM.
What is the use of lying to the na­

tion? Why tell the Empire that it 
has an Army equipment to be proud 
of, whilst this festering ruin is in our 
midst? The nation is strong enough, 
stout-hearted enough to hear the 
(worst-, and virile enough to rectify 
its error. Professional soldiers may 
sneer, and say that nay opinion is 
merely that of an outsider, of aman 
untrained to the use of arms possibly, 
but I have had more practical experi­
ence in regard to transport through 
rough and inhospitable country, more 
practical experience in handling big 
bodies of men in country where every 
pound-weight of food was a serious 
item, and every gallon of water a mat­
ter of moment, than nine-tenths of the 
professional soldiers get in a life-time.
