CRUEL MURDERS.

The opinions of the London Specta-
tor are always worthy of considera-
tion and we have been able to agree
with mpch of what it has had to say
concerning the present crisis in
China. Its views are usually based on
historical knowledge, which is more
than can be affirmed of many current
commentaries. We are unable to ac-
cept, however, the * Forecast for
China ” printed in its issue of July
21, becahse the solution of the prob-
lem therein advocated is not com-
mended but refuted by experience. The
Spectator maintains that the only
mode of averting a repetition of the
outrages perpetrated at Pekin is to
partition the coastwise provinces of |
China among the civilized Powers. It
takes this position because it does
“ pot believe that the Chinese Empire
can be conquered as a whole or gov-
erned as a whole by Europe acting as
a syndicate, whether the eifort is
made through an international «
cil, or through a nominal Emperor
who should be guided by a council of
Ambassadors.” That is true. Such a
syndicate would not long hold togeth-
er, and an Emperor known to be the
mere moawthpiece of foreign Envoys
would soon cease to exercise authority
over his nominal subjects.

The Anarchist s VYain, Hopefal and Cow-
ardly—After Bload, e Bas An Inordl-
nate traving for Publicity.

The assassination of King Humbert
of Italy makes of timely interest an
article in Blackwood’s Magazine on
The Real Anarchist, extracts from
which are here appanded.

“ The anarchist is a ruffian of feeble
brain and weak inclination, who is
pursued by a spirit of restless discon-
tent. Sorry for himseif, he believes,
by an easy transition, that he is sorry
{(-z his fellows; and it is this sham
sympathy, rooted in selfishness. which
generally wins for him the credit of
amiability. So the discontent which
he fondly construes into a general
love of the human race, drives the an-
archist to attempt reform, and for
him reform means death. Indeed, so
narrow is his brain that he can con-
ceive no other remedy for a trifling
ill than murder; he would wipe out
a spot of dust with blood, and his
own war cry is ‘Kill, kill, kill? In
other words, his diseased intelligence
forbids him to understand the link
which binds cause and effect. He rec-
ognizes his poverty, and believes that
a change of system will ameliorate
if; but he can imagine no method
of changing a system which appears
irksome save the death of an innocent
man. That is to say, he does not un-
derstand the rules of society’s game;
he is like a man who would be taken
for, a gentleman, and yet cheats at
cards. .So he rushes into the street,
armed with dynamite or dagger, and
finds heroism in a lupine Dbrutality.
Hence Gt follows tbat he is of a san-
guine disposition. He is of those who
hope always that the wickedness of
to-day will be overlooked by the mer-
cy of the morrow, and, in truth noth-
ing need appesr hopeless to the brain
which detects in an unreasoned crime
a cure for puverty.

A VICTIM OF WORDS.

‘ But says his apologist, at any rate,
the anarchist is a man of courage; at
any rate, he risks his skin for an idea.
Nothing could be further from the
truth; he is not brave, this irresolute
apostle of slaughter ; he is the victim.
not of ideas, but of words. Impelled to
his ineffectual act by a phrase, he
deems no risk excessive, if only he be
given a chance to ‘work off a few
tags bLefore his judges. His quick,
restless mind omits one step in the
argument. He sees the crowded court;
he is blind to the gallows. He imagines
himself for a moment the centre of
attraction, he seems to hear the echo
of his hollow voice, an he proclaims
the foolish sentences which he has
learned by rote. And his stupendous
vanity blinds him to the last conse-
quence, the early morning and the
ghostly counsel, the chill walk from
the prison to the guillotine, the ob-
ligue blade and the fateful basket.
These horrors do not appal him, be-
cause his self-satisfaction carries him
no farther than the speech which he
fondly, believes will impress the jury.
For, indeed,\{ there were no vanity in
the world thexe would be no anarch-
ists, since vanity is the essence af that
stupidist of crimes, which is called
political. None but a vain fool would
attempt single-handed what he gran-
diloquently describes as the * regen-
eration of man;” none but a vain fool
would choose for this attempt the ri-
diculous method of inconsequent ass-
assination ; none but a vain fool would
overlook all the consequences of his
deed save the chance of an ill-deserved
speech in a hostile courthouse. And,
in all the history of anarchy you will
not find one practitioner who did not
unite in himself the three qualities of
vanity, hope and cowardice.

=
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The Spectator is wrong in assum-
ing that it has made an exhaustive
enumeration of the courses that may
he pursued after the capture of Pe-
kin. There are several other methods
of dealing with China besides those
which the Spectator designates, and
any one of them, is better than to
carry further the process of partition,
which has already had disastrous con-
sequences by arousing the innate pa-
triotism of the Chinese people. If we
desire to bLlot China, considered as a
separate political entity, from the
map of Asia, the most efféctual mode
of doing it would be to commission
either Russia or Japan to conquer and
annex the whole of the Middle King-
dom. That would be a drastic rem-
edy, but the jealousy of other Powers
will prevent its adoption. Neither Ja-
pan nor Great Britain would consent
to see the mission conferred upon Rus-
sia, and all of the European Powers
would witness with profound misgiv-
ing Japan’s acquirement of a stupen-
dous increase of strength.

This solution is, therefore, out of
the question, but experience has shown
that partition would be equally im-
practicable. Over and over again in
her history  China has been dismem-
bered ; but the partition has never
been permanent, although in mole
than one instance it has lasted for
upward of a hundred years. Always
in the end have the lopped-off prov-
inces been recavered by that part of
China which remained independent,
and it must bz remembered that the
advocates of partition confine their
designs to the coast and the north-
ern fromtjer, and purpose to allow the
vast interior of the Middle Kingdom
to retain independence. If the his-
tory of three thousand years affords
any criterion for a forecast of the
future, the independent core would
ultimately recover the peeled-off sec-
tions, unless the latter could bs re-
peopled with foreign emigrants, which
is, of course, impossible. From this
point of view, nothing would be moie;
fatal than to base an opinion on the
assumption that there is an analogy
betweert China and India. From the
Vedic age until the present hour the
Indian Peninsula has been split up
among alien races and hostile relis
gions, and England manages to govern
it toc-day simply because sne has learn-
ed how to balance the Hindoo against
the Moslem.

DANGERS OF ELECTRICITY. E

Novel Experimenis Reeently Made hy‘

Protessor Weber, of Zarich.

Some very interesting experiments
have just been made in Zurich, with
the object of ascertaining the precise
conditions under which electricity is
dangerous to human life. The gen-
eral impression has been that currents
of less than 500 volts could not be
fatal, yet a few cases of deaths have
been recorded through currents which
were as low as 120 volts. Alternat- |
ing currents of 10% volts have in like
manner been regarded as absolutely
harmless, yet experience shows that
this conclusion is not always correct. |
With the obj:ct of arriving at de—i
finite truth on ths vexel questions, |
Professor Weber, - a distinguished |
Swiss scientist, made several experi-
ments on himself. He first made a
test with 30 volts, and found that
when he grasped the wires with mois-
tened hands, his arms, wrists and
hands were practically paralyzed. It
was impossible - for him to move a
hand, an arm, or even a finger, and
the pain in these parts of his body
was so acute that he could not en-
dure it for more than ten minutes. He
al;.r experienced considerable diffi-
cully in freeing his hands from the
wires. His next test was with 50
volts, and the pain in this instance
was so acute that he could not endure
it for more than two seconds.
Neither was it possible for him to
free his hands from the wires, and for
the reason that his hands and fingers
were so benumbed by paralysis as to
be practically lifeless. A similar re-
sult was obtained when he made tests
with dry hands, but not until the in-
tensity of the currents had reached
90 volts.

THE CONCLUSION

at which Professor Weber has arrived
is that “there is danger in grasp-
ing the conductors of two alternate
currents with the hands while in a
dry condition whenever the differenca
between the intensity of the two
conductors exceeds 100 volts.”

PreuMier TWEEDIE ought to feel ex-
tremely gratified with the many hearty
congratulations that have come and are
coming to him, not only from all parts
of New Brunswick, but from other
provinces, as well as from New Bruns-
wickers in the United States. There
is a unanimity of declaration by all
that he has attained to the premier-
ship on his merits, by faithful and
honest public service.

A New Senator.

Mr, John V. Ellis, of St. John, who
has represented that constituency in
the House of Commons since the gen-
eral election of 1896 has been appoint-
ed to the Senate of Canada. He has
been, for about forty years, a publisher
in the city of St. Jobn and is well
known as one of the proprietors of the
Globe of that city,and its chief editorial
writer. He was an ardent anti-
confederate at the time the union of the
Canadian and Maritime Provinces was
under discussion, and has favored closer
relationships between Canada and the
United States to such an extent that
his critics have accused him of being an
annexationisi. He was postmaster of
8t. John during the Mackenzie govern-
ment’s term of office, but was removed
from that position after the election of
1878 for active work against the Con-
servative candidates. He was alsoa
school trustee of St. Johnm, by local
government appointment, and when his
last term exgired, some years since,
was not retained in that position, which
led him to practically withdraw his
support from Hon. Mr, Blair, then
premier. His dismissal from the post-
mastership of St. John had so accentu-
ated his opposition to the Conservatives,
however, that he was their implacable
enemy for many years. Owing to his
general antagonism to Mr. Blair and
the assistance he has given to Mr.
Foster in.the latter’s attempt to defeat
the local government of New Bruns-
wick, be has been s0o much commended
by the Conservative press that his re-
election for the House of Commons in
St. John was considered impossible. It
was, no doubt, in order to make way
for a more acceptable candidate, and
thus hold St. John for the Liberals,
that Mr. Ellis has been made a senator,
It is said that he will hereafter stand
by the Liberals, even including Mr.
Blair, of whom he has, heretofore, dis-
played a somewhat = ridiculous and
presumptuous jealousy. It is probable,
as he has attained to so high a position,
that his new environment will have a
tendency to improve and elevate his
views of - party consistency and the
proper limitations of party prejudices,
and that he will make a useful member
of the red chamber.

A Discouraging Outlook.

Mr. Foster has practically given up
hope of finding a constituency in New
Branswick to which he can successfully
appeal for election to the next House
of Commons, but he has advised the
party that candidates must, if possible,
be put up in every constituency. It is
remarkable to find a party so demoralis-
ed as the Conservatives have become in
New Brunswick. [t is because they
lack a leader. Mr. Foster has kept
abler organizers and superior tacticians
from coming forward and the better
men of the party are so disgusted with
his blunderings that they are flatly
refusing to work under him.

St. JonN ExuisirioN:—The Interna-
tional exhibition of St. John was formally
opened Saturday evening by Governor
McClelan, who delivered an address and
was followed by Mayor Daniel, Hon, A.
T. Dunn, Mr. Hazen, M. P. P., and
others. The show promlses to be a great
success.

Kings County Blection.

The writ has been issued for an election
in Kings consequent on the taking of
office by Hon. Mr. Pagsley. Nomination
has been fixed for Sept. 20 and election
for Sopt. 27. If the opposi:ion propose
to put up a candidate, which is far from
certain, they will have to hurry, as there
are only thirteen days before numination.
The writ for Queens has not been issued,
and it is probable the election will not
take place until a few weeks later. Local
government supporters have no doubt of
the result in either constituency.—Globe.

A Bit of History.
[Montreal Herald ]

In the census of the Dominion to be
{1ken next year it is to be heped that
every care will be taken to avoid the
gross inaccuracies which were deliberate-
ly allowed to dietigure the enumeration
of 1891. For the purpose of bolstering
up the decaying reputation of the Na-
tional Policy the census enumerators
were instructad to swell the list of manu-
facturing establishments by every con-
ceivab'e method. In consequence we had
an enumeration that was so grotesque
as to-be laughavle, but was altogether
useless a3 a guide to the actual condition
of the conntry or as a basis for com-
parison. The Brantford Expositor has
been recalling some of the more ludic-
rous of the statements of that wonderful
census :

T #enty-Gve thousand new icdustries
were declared to have been brought into
being. Take the industry of knitting

was arrived at. There were repirted to
be 223 industrial establishments of this
class in Canada. Ninety-nine were de-
veloped in Nova Scotis, and of these
ninety-three had their existence in the
small county of Shelburne. Further-
more, these ninety-three factories were
reported as employing collectively 126
hands, who earned in the year $1,933,
being at the rate of $14,55 per year for
each hand, 23 cents a week, and 4} cents
aday. The county of L’Assomption was
found to have twelve kaitting factories,
employiog collectively twelve haunde,
earning an average of $63 a year,boing at
the rate of $1.20 4 week. In other words
every old lady who plied her needles,
making mittens and sozks, was
formed into a knitting factory.

The present govetnment, by making an
honest count, will run the risk of the
returns showing a decrease, but no fear
of this will likely be allowed to intwifere
with the determination of the authorities
to secure statistics that will be reliable.
It was discreditable on the part of a
Conservative government to delibsrately
wrest the census returns to mike them
tell a story of Conservative suzcess, and it
is now the plain duty of a Liberal govern-
ment to give the country a statist'cal
report that will be as closely as possible a
mirror of facts.

Government Stock of 1897.

The Depaty Commissioner of Agricalture
Has igsued the following circular:

To the offcers and Members of Agricultaral
Socisties and others who purchased stock
of the Goveroment importation of 1897 :

“The conditirns under which the stock
was sold were, that bulls over two years old
at date of sale (30:h September, 1867) were
to be kspt in the Province for breeding pur-
poses, for three years; bulls uader two years
old at date of sale, four years.

““The time limit in the case of the older
bulls, expires on 1st October, 1900, and it is
very desirable that useful animals, jast in
their prime, should bs kept in Service for &
further period:

“In a great mauy cases a system of ex-
change of these animals from one locality to
another would be the cheapest and best way
to obtain new sires for the herd.

“To assist in this matter the Department
of Agricalture desires any oue who has an
animal which he wishes to sell or exchange,
and also any one wsnting to purchase, to
notify the Department.

“A record of these applioations will be
kept and list of animals for sale or exchange
furnished on application.

“In cases of the 1897 imported stock it
will only be necesaary to give the name of
the animsl, as a record has been kept of the
breeding of every animal, and where
located. ”

St Andrew’s Garden Party.

The Garden Party held on the besautifal
grounds of Premier Tweedie, under the
auspicee of the congregation of 8t, Andrew’s
church, Chatham, and which was postponed
on Thursday last on acconnt of the rsin,
came off on Friday evening. Thr weather
was fine and the air chilly, but that did not
seem to detsr a yery Jarge number of people
from enjoying the occasion. The gate re-
ceipts showed that there were more thana
1000 people on the grounds. Tents were
erected and in these were tables over which
fair ladies presided and engaged in selling
refreshments—ice cream, candies, cake, etc.
—flowers, etc. A substaotial tea was
served in an enclosore at the west side of
the house and this was generaliy patronised,
as it well deserved to be.

Quite an attraction was the tight rope
walking by Mr. Barry, of photographer
Mersereau’s staff, who is quite an artist in
that line aswell as with the camers.

Aa alderman was ssked by one of the
other members of the party how long he
thought it would take one of the two rivulete,
if it were turned into an ordiaary oil barrel,
to fill it and, after some thought, he said:
‘‘Perhaps five minates,” There were two
of these |ittle streams, as we have said.

It is interesting, in order to arrive atan
approximate idea of the quantity of water in
the brook, to take the alderman’s estimate
aod see how it works out and compare the
result with Mr. Coffia’s estimste. The two
rivulats would fill two ojl barrels in five
mioutes. Oil barrels hold an average of 40
gallons. We have,thus, for the whole brook,
80 gallons of water every five minutes dur-
ing the low-water period, In round nnm-
bers, therefore, we have say 1000 gallons an
hour, or 24,000 galloos a day, instead of Mr.
Coffia's 350,000 gallons,

We do not, of course, say that the alder-
man’s estimate was a correct one, but there
is not the slight est doubt that he was very
much nearer the mark than Mr. Coffin. Let
he snppose that the alderman onght to have
said one,ingtsad of five minutes for fjlling the
oil barrel—and if he had he woyld have
been much under the time it wounld actually
take—it would give only 120,000 gallons a
day and that is 30,000 gallouns less than the
ApyANCE placed the minimum at long ago.

The Town Council has, however, decided

No doubt, 1f
the circamstances permitted it, you would
fiad him slong with our voluateers in the
present South Africa war, and have found
him in the front rack when Cronje sur-
rendered. Iu ackaowledging the pleasure it
gave him to be present as chairman of s
citizens’ meeting in makiog this presentation
he hoped Msjor Templeton would live long
to enjoy it.

Amid the sppl of the ting Mayor
Loggie theo pinned the medal alongside of
the three others already adorning his breast.

Mayor Loggie, continuing, said 3s a boy
he remembered » man prominent in the
militia, and colopel of the 73rd Battallion,
Mr. Daniel Ferguson, He was always an
efficient and able leader and always identi-
fied with military matters.

He had no
douht that he was guilty of the chaige
preferred against him and he was a lucky
man to have escaped his deseits. ‘‘Now
go !"" said His Honor.

Quite a number of citizens and yembers
of the grand jury waited upon the Ohief
Justice and spoke favorably to him of the
prisoner Dickens, who was yesterday
sentenced to two months in jail.

The trial of Cribbs yesterday resulted
in his acquittal.

IT I8 A FESTERING ROUIN.

DENUNCIATION OF THE BRITISH
TRANSPORT SERVICE.

Lessons Might Be Taien From the Colon-
fes—Pack-ilorses Iustead of ®he Ox-
Waggon System Would Soon End the
War.

Mr. Hales, the Australian special
correspondent of the London Daily
News, makes a vigorous onslaught of
the 'army transport system.

The transport, he says, connect-
ed with the British Army of to-day is
too cumbrous, too unwieldy, too slow.
For six months I have been constant-
ly at the front during the present war,
and each day bas impressed this fact
forcibly upon my mind. The firat
blow in the shape of army reform
will have to be struck there, and it
will have to be a deep and a far-reach-
ing blow, for at the present juncture
this end of the wservice is of little
more use to our Army thana glasseye
is to @ heathen idol. If our tran-
sport service was any good it ought
to have come conspicuously to the
fronb in South Africa, for I doubt if
in all the world there is another coun-
try where there as so few difficulties
to contend with, and so many advant.
vges to be wmbraceds I am not
speaking of Natal, for of that country
I know nothing of my own ohserva.
tion. The veldt makes magnificent
transport ground. The slopes are
gentle and the kopjes far apart, while
there is superb grass for horses,
mules, and cattle on every hand; there
is no timber, there are no heavy forests
for the waggons to be forced through,
and the ground under foot is firm
end springy. Yet with all this in
their favour the transport people of
the British Army have been as much
oub of their element as a duck on a
dust heap.

THE NEED FOR REFORM.

What is the use of lying to the na-
tion? Why ‘tell the Empire that it
has an ‘Army equipment to be proud
of, whilst this festering ruin is in our
midst? The nation is strong enough,
stout-hearted enough to hear the
wworaf, and virile enough to rectify
its error. Professional soldiers may
sneer, and say that .my opinion is
merely that of an outsider, of a man
untrained to the use of arms possibly,
but I have had more practical experi-
ence in regard to transport through
rough and inhospitable country, more
practical experience in handling big
bodies of men in country where every
pound-weight of food was a serious
item, and every gallon of water a mat-
ter of moment, than nine-tenths of the
professional soldiers get in a life-time.
Many a time 1 have thought out
this same question of transport in the
beart of thie Australian bush when
pushing inland with the little armies
of hardy pioneers who ransack the in-
terior of the Silent Continent in
search of precious metals. Many a time
I have balanced it carefully in my
mind because I knew that sooner or
later Australia will have to face a foe
on her own shores, and Idare asserb
that the ficest army in all Europe
would be cab to pieces if the invaders
moved inland if the foe came to us
with such transport as is now in
vogue with Lord Robert’s army.

THE AUSTRALIAN BUSHMAN

-bas solved the problem of war tran-
sports, solved it in peace time, though
he doubtless never gave the matter of
war a passing thoughlit. When a hun-
dred or five hundred gold-hunters
make up their minds to risk every-
thing and push far in beyond the far-
thest fringe of civilization they do
8o knowing that each man’s life will
depend greatly upon his individual
foresight, forethought, and care-
ful attention to detail. Not only has
each to carry every ounce of food he
will require, but he often has to carry
the water he will need to drink, trust-
ing to his bushcraft to find enough
water of a kind to carry his horses
through. Each man provides himself
. with two useful horses, both broken in
to saddle and to pack saddle. On one
he places his riding saddle and his
blankets, so that the horse has to carry
on an average when rider, saddle and
blankets are up, about thirteen stone.
On the pack horse he carries, including
pack saddle, 196 pounds of rations, so
that the pack horse and the riding
bhorse have about an equal burden to
bear. Then he starts out boldly
enough, riding one horse and leading
the other.
WHY NOT PACK-HORSES?

What earthly reason is there why
our mounted infantry and cavalry
should not do likewise? Pack-horses
could be trained to move with the
troops at any pace the mounted men
could travel, each pack-horse being
easily tethered to a rider’s saddle, a
pack-horse between each pair of troop
horses. This would only necessitate
the troops advancing in open order as
they do now, and as they will always
bave to do whilst quick-firing guns
are in existence. Mounted Infantry,
cavalry, and guns could thus sweep
forward, carrying food with them to
enable them to take up and hold posi-
tions comfortably until the heavy con-
voys came up with them. If to-day
Lord Roberts possessed the flying
pack-horse system of transport this
war would not last as many days as it
is liable to last months under the ox-
waggon system.

I bave watched, from the very seat
of war, the splendid efforts of our
most dashing cavalry general, the fly-
ing French. No man living is less in-
clined to grudge bhim praise for his
brilliant work in the field than my-
self. Yet how often have his best
efforts been practically nullified by
the absence of provisions to enable
him to hold what his genius and his
daring have won. He hag done superb-
ly, but how much better his work
would bave been if the British Army
Transport Service had been what it
should have been. If we come to grief
in South Africa on any very large
scale, the Transport people will beat
the root of the trouble, for they mud-
dle nearly everything they touch.

THE QUEEN’S CURIOS.

It is not generally known that the
Queen possesses at Windsor asmall
collection of curiosities reminiséent
of the earlier Chinese wars during
this reign. Thers is, for eiample. a
suit of Chinese armour which belong-
ed to a chief in the remote interior,;
and it comprises a cuirass of lacquer-
ed steel, a half-mast with gilt teeth,
and metal coverings for the arms with
gilt ornaments. There is also an an-
cient knife, the ivory handle of which
is carved into the figure of a China-
man, and a one-edged dagger with an
engraved wooden scabbard. Greater
immediate interest attaches to a sim-
ilar dagger of damascened steel wiilh
the horn handle weighted with lead.
This was wrested from a Chinaman
in a murderous struggle by Mr. Ba-
zalzelte, who presented it to George
III. in 1807. Mention may also be
made of a pair of ancient chop-
sticks, some spectacles, a carved jide
talisman, and other objects of the
same kind.

part in the history of China and to
elicit clear evidence of tho unity of
the Anglo-Saxon race here and inthe
United States of America.

At the expiration of the charter of
the East Indian Company in 1t34,
head of the factory was superseded by
a representative of the o1
Great Britain, who could not conduct
business with the Chinest
as the factor of the company had done.
The two nations were brought defiant-
ly face o face.

THE OPIUM WAR.

Troubles first commenced in Canton
during the reign of the Emperor Taou-
Kwang, between the Mandarins and
some knglish merchants, who per-
sisted in smuggling opium into the
country. All business became de-
ranged, and finally the English Gov-
ernmenl sent out Lord Napier, who
died of fever a few months after his
arrival in Canton. He was succeeded by
Captain Elliott, who, in 1839, agreed
that all thie opium in the hands of
English merchants should be surren-
dered to the Chinese authoritics. On
the 3rd of April of that year, 20,2¢3
chests of opium were handed over to
the Mandarins, who immediately
troyed the drug, a strong pruof of
their anxiety to save their people
from the vice of opium eating.

The demand for the opium and for
its destruction was made by Commis-
sioner Sin, whose action in the maiter
created intense excitement. Captuin
Eiliott left Canton in May, and war
between the nations practically com
menced although not formally declared
until 1840. The war ended in 1842,
The Chinese ceded Hong Kong to the
British and paid an indemnity of 6,000,-
000 of dollars and opened the ports of
Canton, Ning-po, Amoy, dud Fu-Chau
to British trade. ; sl e

The country, however, never became
properly pacified, and secret societies
were formed with the object of restor-
ing the Chinese dynasty to the throne.
A youth, said to be the iast descendant
of the Ming dynasty, was chosen by
the conspirators as KEmperor, under
the title Teen-tih, or “Heavenly Vir-
tue” in 1850. He was, however, a weak
leader, and the conspiracy was almost
crushed out, when a leader came for-
ward named Hung Sew-itseuen, bold
and skillful. His career was brilliant.
ly successful. In 1852 he proclaimed
in Nan King, the inauguration of the
famous Tai-ping dynasty, which was
finally overthrown, and the
crushed out by Gordon,
fully trained and led
troops to victory.
NEXT BRITISH WAR WITH CHINA,

An outrage on the Bfitish gunboat
Arrow in October, 1856, caused a re-
newal of hostilities. Peace was signed
at Tien Tsin by Lord Elgin in May,
1858, the enemy being brought to sub.
