AVIATION RECORDS

Thirty Eight Machines Entered
at Rheims

Gontests Begin on Sunday—All Sorts of
Flights WHI be Attempted by
the Airships.

NEW YORK, Aug. 18—Thirty-eight
aeroplanes have been entered in the
aviation competitions which commence
next Synday at Rheims,  France, and
further information said today that all
records for long distance flights will
fail. The names of the pilots for the
various aeroplanes which will com-
pete for the prizes have not yet been
announced. Besides the valuable cups
which have been offered for the events
two hundred francs have been put up
for prizes.

Aviation weelt at Rheims will open
next Sunday with the French elimin-
ation races for the International Avia-
tion Cup, offered. by James Gordon
Bennett and are Aero Club of France,
will select three pilots making the best
flights to represent it in the big race.
The distance is 20 kilometres or twice
round the Aerodrome. The final con-
test for the Benmett Cup will take
place on August 28,

Besides the elimination races for the
Bennett Cup on Sunday there will be
the opening contests for the Prix De
La Vitesse, or speed prize, which is a
distance of 30 kilometres, and four
prizes will be distributed to the ma~
chines making the best time round the
course. Aeroplanists making the best
time around the course of ten kilome-
tres, either in special fiights or in other
contests, will be awarded three prizes
and designated winners of the Prix du
Tour De Piste. The Prix Des Aeron-
auts will be awarded to the dirigible
balloon making five tours of the aero-
drome in the best time.

On Monday the Grand Priz de la
Campagne Et De Le Ville De Rheims
will be held and some excellent compe-
titions from aeroplanists will be? wit-
nessed. Six prizes will be awarded to
six aeroplanes travelling the longest
distance without recharging. All
through the week contests for these
various prizes will be held and the
flights may take place between ten
o’clock in the morning and 7 o’clock in
the evening.

CANADA 1S AHEAD OF
UNITED STATES HE SAYS

In Matiers of -Civic Goverament, Glasgow
Magistrate Finds That Tals
Gountry Leads.

NEW. YORK, Aug. 18.—Mr. James
Shaw Maxwell, senior magistrate of
the city of Glasgow, who is making an
extensive tour of the United States
and Canada, arrived in New York yes-
terday.

Expects a Million Visitors for
Its Aviation Week

Hotels All Booked and Private Houses Let
at High Rents—Boxes Secured by
Cable—308 Machines Entered.

PARIS, Aug. 17—Reims {is wonder-
ing whether .visitors to its great avia-
tion week, which begins Sunday,
August 22, will number a hundred
thousand, half a millien or a million.
They scorn to consider any smaller
number.

“Go ask the transatlantic compan—~
ies,” they say. ‘“You will find all ‘boats
reaching France before August 22
crowded. Those which arrive later will
not be one-quarter full.”

The eity’s three large hotels are
already booked up at piices hitherto
unknown to them. They will receivet
from $16 to $36 per day per guest.
Private houses are being rented for
from $160 to $800 for the week.

Unfortunately in aviation “wind and
weather permitting” is no empty
phrase. The committee therefore has
arranged that if there is no hope of
flying black flags will be run up at
various prominent places. If flying is
certain red flags will be displayed; if
the question is in doubt white signals
will be shown.

All the 168 boxes on the grand
stand, holding from four to nine per-
sons, have been let for the tweek at
prices ranging from $50 to $200, accord-
ing to size.

Synopsin of Canadian Northe
west Land Regulations

Any perssn who is the sole head of
a famlily, or any male over 18 years old,

may homestead g quarter-section of

avallable Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli-
cant must apprar in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the district. Entry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain
conditions, by father, mother, son
daughter, brother or sister of intend-
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his hamestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres salely own-
ed and occupied by him or by his
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

An eloguent and masterly oration on
“Canada and her future,” was deliv-
ered before the Canadian Club by the
Righ{ Honorable James Bryce last
evening. The audience that assembled
at the Nickel Theatre rooms was the
largest that has been present at such
an affair during the life of the club.

The address was one that will be re-
membered for a long time. While dis-
cussing in a masterly manner the prob-
lems of Canada and the Empire, the
British Ambassador held the keen in-
terest of his hearvers for about three-
quarters of an hour.

At the luncheon, preceding the ad-
dress, covers were laid for two hundred
arcd seventy.

The Nickel orchestra was present and

rendered some classical selections
which were greatly appreciated. The
Bush family were also heard in sev-
eral numbers greatly to the delight of
the gathering.
_In a few fitting remarks President C.
B. Allan, of the Canadian Club, who
occupied the chair, introduced the
speaker of the evening. He referred to
the high position which Hon. Mr. Bryce
held and of the great honor his visit
bestowed on the club.

On introducing the ambassador Mr.
Allan propoged three cheers for him.
These were given in rousing style.

HON MR. BRYCE.

The great pleasure which he was ex-~
periencing upon Fis visit to St. John,
said Hon. Mr. Bryce, was of the var-
iety whnich one felt who came to a
place, feeling himself a stranger, to
find himself treated as an old friend.
It had been always a pleasure to him
to tread the soil of Canada, his first
visit to which, thirty-nine years ago,
had been frequently repeated. This

It is always a pleasure to me to meet
one of thefe Canadian clubs which
have become ornaments and centres of
life to the Canadian cities, because it
represents the union of all Canadian
citizens in 2 common patriotism. The
Dominion of Canada is eminently a
country in which every effort for unity
should be made. It is a territory of
immense length, stretching from ocean
to ocean. There are many diversities
of natural features, apd of industries,
and of modes of life, within its vast
area and two languages are spoken
within it. At one time it was thought
that a’ territory so long and the in-
habited parts of which were at one
time’ so narrow, could hardly hold to-

Bryce at Canadian Gluli‘Supper Discusses Unity of
the Dominion and Imperial Union—5reatly Impressed
With Opporiunities of This Province.

probably a necessity and in many
ways are useful, but it is also most
desirable that people should not be too
much divided upon party lines, and
these clubs in which men of both par-
ties meet and discuss subjects of com- |
mon interest, are a very valuable bond
sympathy and co-operation tran-
scending all party lines and dedicated
to the sentiment of national wunion.

THE MAGNIFICENT FUTURE.
They also impress upon you and ex-
press to the world a sense of the magy
nificent future which awaits your
country. They are the means of cher-
ishing and developing good feeling be-
tween all Canadians whenever the na-
tional interests are in. question,
and also of cherishing and
developing that sentiment of
imperial unity which unites you, and
unites you now more closely
thaa ever before with the Mother
County at home and with the great

.sister states such as Australia and New

Zealand and South Africa, where the
same British flag flles. The union of
all these great dominions in one com-
mon imperial body, each part in sym-
pathy with the others, and each will-
ing to help the others vet each direct-
ing its own special affairs and its own
political life in accordance with its
own needs and ideas has been a mag-
nificent creation of the last century,
and will, we all trust, grow even more
perfect as the years roll on. You do
not need to be assured of two things.
Cne is that your self-government is
recognized by us just as much as by
yourselves to have been one of the
most effective means of serving both
your welfare and the sense of imperial
unity which unites you and ourseves.
The other is that any and every effort
you apd the other dominions feel dis-
nosed to make towards the common
defence of the empire as a whole and
such part of it, a defence which has in
it no sort or kind of aggression towards
any other country, for our relations
are friendly with all the great nations
of the world—will be welcomed by Bri-
tain not only as a material help ‘to-
wards the securty of each territory, but
as an evidence of that feeling of a
commeon patriotism and devotion to the
high purpose which animates us all.

For you in Canada it is an inspirt-
ing thought at the beginning of the
20th century that you are working not
only for the present but for the future,
a future which is full of promise. The
grow'th of the Dominion in wealth and
population has been wonderful and al-
though population increases more rap-
idly in some of the new and fertile ter-
ritories of the west than it does in these
Maritime Provinces, the whole of Can-
ada belongs to all Canadians, and
whatever benefits one part benefits the
other. As this unity and strength of
the British empire to which I have re-
ferred is a powerful factor for peace
in the world and contains no element
of hostility to any other nation, but
rather a desire to be on good terms
with all, it is pleasant to observe that
the growth of Canada has been ac-
companied by constantly growing good
feeling between Canada and the great
republic which stretches to the south
of her. Nothing has given me morse
satisfaction since I have been in the
United States than to notice the . in-
creasing and deepening sentiment of
friendship which exists between the
people of the United States apd your
own. This has greatly conduced to the
recent negotiations and settlement of
the important treaties concluded with
the United States for the settlement of
all outstanding differences.

CHAMPLAIN CELEBRATION.

A few weeks ago at the celebration
of the discovery of Lake Champlain
four Canadian regments came across
the border and marched along with
regiments of the United States close
to the spot where 90 years before there
had been hostile conflicts. The presi-
dent of the United States was there
and welcomed them in words of the
sincerest heartiness, and the reception
by the assembled multitude of these
splendid regiments playving the na-
tional airs under which Englishmen
and Scotchmen marched to battle ir
many a region of Europe and Asia in
years gone by had an enthusiastic sin-
cerity which witnessed to the real
good feeling which exists in each na-
tion towards the other.

You here in New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia have a less fertile soil
than the new provinces of the North-
west, but you have other sources of
national wealth still only partially de-
veloped, among them your water pow-
er and those magnificent forests which
It has become so important to con-
serve, and you have the greatest of
all assets in the unwearied industry
and energetic spirit of your people.
There is no stronger race on the Am-
erican continent, and I have been
struck both in Canada and the United
States by the way in which the men
of New Byunswick and Nova Scotia,
wherever they go, thrive and prosper
through® their gifts of intelligence and
character. I earnestly hope that vou
will continue by your earnestness and
that hardy simplicity of life whick
belongs to you and by the develop-
ment of educaticn in your schools and
colleges to maintain the reputation
which the men of the Maritime Prov-
inces have won and always to hold a
nlace in the front rank among those
who are making Canada one of the
great nations of the 20th century.

The Swedish labor
market has been somewhat unsettled
dyring the past ycar or two, and as &
result of several ill-advised strikes and
other conflicts was a number of Hm-
ited lockouts, which a few weeks ago
jed to a more comprehensive lockout
by which probably 90,000 men were af-
fected. 'Strikers some two weeks ago
declared a general strike. This went
inte effect on the 4th of August and
it i stated that over 200,000 men quit |
work. The Swedish Government imme-
diately prohibited.the sale of alcoholic
ligyors. Swedish employers have is-
sued a circular in which all members
of the Masters Union are reguested to
meet the struggle with firmness and
to remember that it is a question of
the existence or non-existence of
Swedish industry. Of late years that
industry has grown by leaps and
pounds, but the labor troubles have
increased at a still more rapid rate.
Swedish employers have realized the
seriousness of the position and follow-
ing the example of their men they
have united in strong combines. They
have proﬁted' by the example set by
German manufacturers who now seem
determined to try fina] issues with the

men. In the end German labor organ—!
jzations have scarcely kept pace with
those of the employers and have at
the same time been weakened by in-
ternal dissentions.

WILKES-BARRE, Pa., Aug. 17—De-
termined to lessen the number of ac-
cidents caused by explosions of gas in
its different mines, the Lehigh and
Wilkes-Barre Coal Company, through
Chief Engineer Douglas Bunting, has
installed a rescue station at the South
Wilkes-Barre colliery, the first that
has ever been opened in the anthracite
regions. The station is not in active
operation yet, but experiments have
been made and everything is now in
readiness to start the work, Tudor Rob-
erts having been placed in charge of
the new department.

A brick building for the equipment
has been erected opposite the office at
the South Wilkes-Barre colliery, and
there the apparatus is kept. There are
six Draeger helmets, equipped with
oxygen apparatus, that can be used by
the men to go to any section of the
mine and rescue comrades who have
been overcome. There is also an oxy-
gen refilling apparatus and electric
lamps to be carried by the rescuing
party when, equipped with the hel-
mets, it starts to the scene of an acci-
dent.

Six men, under the direction ofTu-
dor Roberts, will be furnished with the
helmets. When they reach a chamber
filled with gas,-in which men are over-
come and are dying from the noxious
fumes, the men with the helmets will
go forward carrying the refilling ap-
paratus, which is heavily charged with
oxygen. It is the idea of Chief Engin-
eer Bunting to have Inspector Roberts
take the equipment to the various col-
lieries of the company in this district
and there instruct the men in the duty
of hauling it.

As soon as the men at the different
mines become familiar with the use of
the rescue apparatus the company will
establish small stations at the mines,
but will have all of them under the
direction of the main station, which is
located at the South Wilkes-Barre col-
liery.

Set Out Black Locusts, Catalpa and Othre
Fast Growing Varieties and Find
it _Gaol Investment.

BOONVILLE, Ind., Aug. 16.—There
seems to be a revival in tree planting
in Southern Indiana. The govern-
ment forester and the Indiana Board
of Forestry have, for several Yyears,
been advising the farmers to plant
forest trees. It is only of late years
that there seems to have been any
marked result of these appeals made
by the government and the state.

In Warrick county and other coun-
ties in the southern part of Indiana
many farmers have utilized their
waste tracts by setting out black lo-
custs, hardy catalpa and other vari-
eties of fast growing trees. This is
due largely to the post famine that
the farmers are having to contend
with. It is almost impossible to secure
good, lasting femce posts and the farm-
ers have found that the black locust,
hardy catalpa and Osago orange make -
posts with considerable longevity. % .
Still many farmers are growing trees All that portion of St. John lying south of Union Street,
on their waste tracts, considering it &
good financial investment.

In this part of Indiana there are
many acres of land that can be
bought “dirt cheap” and will yield a
good crop of black locusts for posts
in ten or twelve years. An acre of
- posts is estimated to be w orth $250 to
$800, and in view of the high price of
farm labor this looks like a good in-
vestment to farmers with avornout
ficlds. In fact ,it has been stated by
government forestry experts that a
small platform of black locusts would
mature into great value in from ten
to twenty years ,and would be a sure
investment if it were not for the pos-
sibility of the destructive work of the
locust borer.

A few yaers ago a Pennsylvania
railroad set out 3,000 acres of black
locusts in Western Pennsylvania. The
locust borer struck them in a few
years and killed the entire plantation.
Up to date ,however, the locust™borer
does not seem to have been o de-
structive in Southern Indiana, yet
there are a few groves in which the
effect of the borers can be seen. Itis
estimated that if the borers were to
kill even one-half of all the trees set
out the tres growing business would
still be a good investment.

Thos. P. Littlepage, legal adviser to
the Investigation Committee of the Sen-
ate, and W. B. Burton ,an offcial in
the government service at ‘Washing-
ton, own the largest tree plantation
in Southern Indiana. The tract con-
tains cver 50,000 and is near Gentry-
ville, Spencer county. The owners ex- i
pect this plantation to bring them 5 cu oy
$10,000 in twelve years. The planta~

The Bureau of Ento-
mology at ‘Washington has given a
great deal of study to this insect and
has issued a bulletin showing the re-
sults of investigation, but as yet there
has been no practical way found to-
offset its effects, The greatest known
enemy of the borer is the woodpecker.
Some time ago Mr. Detweller, a re-
presentative of the Forestry Bureau at
‘Washington, visited this section of In-
diana and while here made a close
study of the trees. He stated that
the birds were the farurers’ best
friends and that if the farmers gave
the matter proper attention they
would not permit birds to be killed,
but would plant cherry trees and sar-
vis trees over their farms upon whicH
the birds could feed. He furthes
stated that-unless the killing of birds
ceased a famine would come when In-
dlana. would be treeless and fruitless.

MUNSON LINE T0
RUN A STEAMER

] —

Wm. Thomson and Co. have success-—
fully inaugurated a C uban service that
will surely give gatisfaction to Cana-
dian shippers and importers, and it is
to be hoped that the venture will bring
the reward it merits. The firm a=
nounces they have arranged with the
Munson Line of New York to put a
steamer on the route from St. John to

Havana, saillng from here September
18 and regularly thereafter. The Mun-
son Line is among the largest opera-
tors in the Cuban and West Indian
trade. During the year they control
under charter gome one hundred steam-
ers. They have extensive connections
in Cuba and own their own lighters and
terminal facilities in Havana and in all
other shippéng ports in the Island.
They have agents everywhere who keep
in close touch with the needs of the peo-
ple, and thereforc are in a position to
advise exporters as to the conditions
of the markets. IBspecially are the
agents in touch with the potato and
hay buyers at Havana and other parts
of the Island, so that shippers of these
commodities need have no fear of find-
ing a ready sale. The Munsons also
operate a line from Mobhile to Havana,
and ship the bulk of yellow pine from
the gulf to all parts of Cuba. The Cu-
ban merchants who handle the pine
lumber also handle the spruce lumber
shipped to Cuba, so that the agents are
in a position to place lumber as well as
other products. It is understood the
Munson Line will place boats on the
St. John route to suit the amount of
freight offered. The name of the first
boat will be announced about Septem-—
ber 1st, and by that time the agents

here hope to have the offer or a large
amcunt of cargs> consigned for ship-
ment. Already some 400 tons of hay
bave been offera1l for each month.
Throngh freight from the west will be
handled as well as from all points in
the Maritime Provinces, Quebec, etc.

WHEAT PRIGES TOUGH
LOW MARK OF SEASON

Report Indicales Larger GCrop and Lack
of Interest.

Low prices for the season thus far
were made last week in the wheat
market of America, under the influ~
ence of the government crop report,
indicating much larger crops than
had previously been estimated, the in-
fluence of fairly favorable weather for
harvesting, very optimistitc reports on
the Canadian crop and a decided lack
of foreign interest in export wheat. At
the close of the week prices rallied 2c.
to 21-2c. on rains delaying harvest in
the Northwest and strength of cash
wheat.

The government report on winter
wheat was so favorable that a little
doubt was expressed of the actual out-
turn, reaching the government fig-
ures owing to .the complaints of dam-
age and inferior quality of the crop in
the Eastern sections. The government
figures on the winter wheat crop point
to a total outturn only about 5,000,-
000 bushels less than the government
figures for last year, but apparently
20,000,000 bushels more than was actu—
ally harvested last year, judging by
the distributiton and the carry over.

The report on spring wheat showed
but slight deterioration and the total
estimated crop was placed at 723,000,-
000 bushels spring and winter. Trade
papers in the Northwest are 'even
more optimistic than the government
report regarding the ¢rop in the three
Northwestern = States and estimates
have been in circulation as high as
280,000,000 bushels for the thres
States. The government report indicat-
ed 235,000,000 bushéls. pither figure
will be a record breaking crop. Some
damage is admitted from various ills
which wheat is heir to since July 1,
particularly from teo much rain, al-
though conservative opirion does not
apparently admit that the damage has
been serious excepting in limited lo-
calities.

' A ‘government report from Canada
was given out on Tuesday pointing
to a possible crop in all Canada of
175,000,000 bushels. - Such figures are
sonsiderably in excess of the trade
opinions. If, however, the crop as
estimated is obtained it will give a
total outptut <or North America of
just under 900,000,000 bushels, far ex-
ceeding anv previous crop. The carry.
over of old wheat in the United
States and Canada Is not far from
50,000,000 bushels, giving a gross sup-
ply for the year of approximately
950,000,000 bushels maximum. The to-

by the people of Crete in defiance of
the sovereignty of Turkey and as an

There
was no resistance on the part of the
Cretans.
