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FIRE DESTROYS [LAURIER GNES

MANY HOMES IN

7 FLORENCEVILLE

Dozen Buildings Burned  in
Carleton County Village =-
Damages Estimated at
$25,000.

Florenceville, N. B, Aug. 10.—A dis.
astrous fire occurred here this morn-
ing, ten or twelve bulldings being
completely destroyed. The loss is es-
timated at $26,000.

The fire broke out about 7 o'clock
in the general dry goods store of J.
V. Carney. There is no fire engine
here, and as the efforts of the bucket
brigade were futile, the flames soon
spread to neighboring buildings. In
a short time the groeery store of H
P. Gillesple was in flames, and from
there the fire spread to the Miller
building which was occupled by Mrs.
Gallop and Mrs. Perry. Other build-
ings in the same group soon caught,
and the progress of the fire was only
checked when it reached a vacant lot.

Among the other buildings destroy-
ed were the residence of Rev. Father
Bradley, the residence of E. B. Gal-
lupes, and Dr. Hageman’s drug store.
All the contents of Mr. Carney's dry
goods store and the drug store were
destroyed,

Some of the household goods in the
residences were saved, but a good lot
of the furniture left in the road was
set on fire by the great heat. A num-
ber of stables agd small buildings
were also burned to the ground.

The fire lasted for about four hours,
and it was feared for a time that
most of the village would be destroy-
ed. All the people in the village were
at the scene of the fire, and worked
hard to check the progress of the
flames and remove the goods from the
menaced buildings.

Valuable assistance was also ren-
dered by people who came from Cen-
treville, Brisville, Bath, Wicklow, and
other places. But the fire spread so
rapidly and the heat was so great
that they could do little.

The buildings destroyed were in the
centre of the village on the west
side of the river, There was a good
deal of excitement as the fire gained
headway and leaped from building to
building, . Fortunately nobody was in-
jured, though several men while at-
tempting to salvage goods, had nar-
row escapes from the flames,

BAIBE T0 THE
NEW PROVINGES

Forced to Recognize Rights to
Nafural Resources by Fear
of Elections--Cabinet Shuffle
in Progress.

Ottawa, Aug. 10.—Wprd comes from
Winnipeg that Premier Sifton of Al
berta has announced that Laurler
recognizes the rights of the prairie
provinces to their natural resources.
There is a string to the announcement
but the general effect is that in the
election campaign the Dominion gov-
ernment recedes from its stubborn
refusal to recognize the rights of the
new provinces to their public domain,

It is an obvious bribe, Some such
movée has been expected in well in-
formed circles here. The point that
interests observers is that the gov-
ernment  evidently thinks - that
the prairles need some inducement to
vote liberal. But what of the loud
assertions that reciprocity will a'yep
the prairies?

The Laurier government Mll not
B\lrrendgr one atom of power and pat-
ronage Wwithout being forced to do so,
and this move is regarded as proof
that there is need to comciliate the
prairies, that reciprocity is not suf-
ficlently popular to be relled on to de-
liver the constituencies to the gov-
ernment columns. It further is noted
that this is one more of Mr. Borden's
policies which the government has
been driven reluctantly to accept.

The first part of the cabinet shuffle
came off today when Mr. Brodeur re-
signed with a view to appointment to
the supreme court, Mr. Lemleux will
be moved over to the department of
marine and fisheries and Dr. Beland
was appointed to the post office gen-
eralship. At least orders-in-council to
that effect were passed; Mr. Lemieux
and Dr. Beland have not yet been
sworn in, The new minister of justice
has not yet been appointed.

Callis Thene rd, Haitien Minis-
ter to Germany, and former chief ex-
ecutive 'of army of the Island Repub-
lic, is expected tg arrive here soon,
and shortly afterwards to sail for
Hayti with the P of averthrow-
ing Gen. Leconte, new provisional
president. General Fouchard arrived
in New York last Monday from Ham-
burg.

Prominent Haitiens say that Gen.
Fouchard's chances to overthrow Le-
conte are rosy in view of the fact that
the entire south of Hayti from Gere-
meti to Aux Cayes took up arms for
him in the revolution of 1908. They
say also that Fouchard has powerful
friends in the capital, and that the
south is not likely to accept Leconte
over him,

The trouble in Hayti is believed not
to be ended. The rallway concession
granted an American syndicate caus-
ed the late revolution, and the Firmin-
{ists and Fouchardists are sure to re-
quest its cancellation.
