ANOTHER ANNIVERSARY Of TRAFALGAR DAY
FINDS BRITISH NAVY STILL DOMINATING

London, Oct. 20.—Coming direct 
from Buckingham Palace, where he 
handed to King Gieorge the seals of his 
office on his resignation from the 
cabinet, Sir Edward Carson appeared 
In the House of Commons this after­
noon and set to rest all conjecturée 
regarding the reasons for his retire­
ment.

Rising from his old seat on the front 
opposition bench, the former attorney- 
general in a few words made the 
House conversant with the cause of 
the ministerial crisis, which, he said, 
was due entirely to the fact that he 
found himself In complete variance 
with the cabinet on question of near 
eastern policy. He felt, therefore, 
that his presenqe in the cabinet would 
be a source of weakness and not of 
strength.

Sir Edward added that he never had 
the slightest personal differences with 
any of his colleagues.

After expressing regret at the ab­
sence of Premier Asquith, and stat­
ing that for this reason he would give 
a briefer explanation than he had in­
tended, Sir Edward Carson said:

“I am well aware of the difficulties 
under the existing circumstances of 
making any full statement, or of say­
ing any thing that might be taken hold 
of as showing any signs of weakness 
or divergence in the main object we 
have in view—of carrying the war, at 
all sacrifices, to a final and conclu­
sive issue. I need hardly say that 
upon that ifesue there is not, and never 
has been, either in the cabinet or in 
the House or in tjie country, any dis­
agreement or divergence of opinion.

No Personal Difference
With Asquith or Colleagues

Unable To See Eye To Eye With Qow 
ernment on Balkan Policy

“That situation, with all Its compli­
cations, necessitated, in my opinion, 
a clearly defined, well thought oui 
acid decisive policy on the part of the 
government; and, finding myself un­
able to agree in any respect with what 
I understood to be laid down as a poli­
cy approved by the government, I felt 
that my presence in the cabinet could 
not be of any use in the critical situ­
ation in which we were involved.

“I need hardly say I am not sug­
gesting that my views could possibly 
be compared with those who have 
much more experience and greater 
wisdom in dealing with such situa­
tions, but at the same time I held, and 
hold, the views I have expressed, very 
strongly, and, I hope the House will 
believe, conscientiously and patrioti­
cally. I did not think that in the cir­
cumstances I could be anything but a 
source of weakness at a time requir­
ing great strength and consistency.

“That Is all I can say, and I ask the 
House to believe that In the course I 
have taken I have been actuated by 
no personal party motive, but that ! 
have acted to the best of my ability 
solely in the interests of the coun­
try."

Sir Edward Carson's speech was 
punctuated with cheers, and was con­
cluded amid loud cheers.

A general of bri­
gade, who had seized a rifle and led 
the charge of a regiment after its col. 
onel had been killed retrieving a cri­
tical situation, has now been promoted 
to be commander of à division.

On the front line the French and 
Germans have settled down for the 
present, their trenches being about 
the same distance apart as before the 
battle, this varying from fifty to three 
hundred, yards, according to the 
ground. Occasionally there are ma­
chine gun duels of aeroplanes, seven 
to eight thousand feet high, the sound 
of their firing being audible to the 
ground, or a shell will burst sprinkl­
ing the landscape with Its contents 
during desultory artillery fire, as both 
sides continues -to organize their posi­
tions.

There 
the Russians are meeting with pro­
nounced successes on the Galician bor­
der but are being hard pressed on the 
northern part of the line, one report 
stating that a military evacuation oi 
Riga is among the possibilities.. On 
the western front there has been hard 
fighting but no substantial success by 
either side during the past few days.

The Balkan situation Is not yet clear.
A repot! from London Is to the effect 
that Britain has offered to cede Cyprus 
to Greece if the latter nation inter- 
\enes on the side of the Allies. Rou- 
mania continues to maintain neutral­
ity but has sent a military mission to 
Paris, a proceeding she would be hard­
ly likely to take if she did not contem­
plate participation in the struggle. In 
fact, w ith Bulgaria arrayed on the side 
of the Central Powers, it Is dftlcult to 
see how Rouman a can remain aloof. 
As the campaign develops there will 
be lighting on practically every side 
of her and with such a condition It is 
easy to imagine that some unforseen 
event may throw her definitely into 
the struggle. That Roumanla should 
side with Germany Is unthinkable, un­
less, indeed, the powers that be at 
Bucharest contemplate national sol 
cide. Her Interests are bound up with 
Russia and It Is to Russia of all na­
tions that she must look in the fu­
ture. The campaign in the Dardan­
elles and Gallipoli Is still being vigor­
ously pushed and In Mesopotamia the 
British forces are said to be within 
striking distance of Bagdad.

In the Baltic Sea British submarines 
continue their activity and the Ger­
mans are now using Zeppelins for de­
fence egaiifst the underwater craft. 
The opinion persists in some quarters 
that the British submarine activity in 
that water is but the forerunner of a 
more important -naval movement and 
predictions have already been made 
that a mighty campaign will be under­
taken to bring the German fleet out of 
hiding in the Kiel Canal.

On that subject a writer in the New 
York Herald, recently, said such a 
plan would mean an attack upon the 
Canal Itself and that when Britain’s 
fleet once got into action there It 
couki strike at Germany a blow almoet 
as vital as the capture of BerHn itself.

Serbia continues to make stubborn 
resistance against the Bulgarian at­
tack and has succeeded In temporarily 
checking the enemy. Meanwhile Brit­
ish and French troops are advancing 
to the relief of the Serbian» and their 
entrance into the conflict In that area 
should accelerate developments.

A metal bowl was produced and fit­
ted to the pipe by Inspector Wickham 
and then Hop Lee said that the bowl 
was used for smoking opium. A real 
opium pipe was produced and Hop 
stated that it was a pipe for smoking 
the drug. He then demonstrated to 
the court how a person would smoke 
the drug. He stated that the opium 
was placed in the small hole In the 
centre of the bowl by a needle, the 
person would then recline on his side, 
the bowl was placed over a lighted 
lamp and the person would inhale the 
smoke. The only reason he gave that 
opium could not be smoked In a Chin­
ese tobacco pipe was that he had never 
seen a Chinese use that style of a 
pipe when “hitting the dope.”

Witness said that he did not know 
how the lottery tickets had been left 
hanging on his wall. The case was 
adjourned until this morning.

A prominent Chinese in speaking of 
the lottery tickets found in Hop Lee’s 
some of the numbers printed In Chin­
ese characters having been punched, 
stated to The Standard after the trial 
that the lottery slips were used in 
what the Chinese term a company of 
fortune. On the day of the drawing 
the lucky numbers are punched out on 
the slips, and the slips are then hung 
on a wall where the Chinese can call 
In, look them over and ascertain it

If they made a profit at ten 
cents they should make a bigger profit 
at fifteen cents without increasing in 
expense, and it would be only fair to 
make them contribute to the Patriotic 
Fund.

The motion was carried, and on 
motion the committee adjourned.

Mayor Frink brought up the appli­
cation of the Imperial OH Co. Ltd., 
for approval of the oil bank erected 
by them at Barrack Point, and sug­
gested that a limit be placed upon 
the quantity of combustibles stored.

Com. McLellan stated that work was 
started before he heard of the mat­
ter and the city solicitor and council 
should approve the plans before tak­
ing action. The manager had stated 
that he had not known that a .permit 
was necessary. Should the company 
have the unlimited right to qrect such 
tanks, the danger of fire would be 
greatly increased. The matter was 
allowed to drop until the city solicitor 
could be consulted.

Commissioner McLellap referred to 
the death of Capt. Barker of the fire 
department, tor thirty-eight years an 
efficient and valuable member of tlffe 
orginlzation. He recommended that 
$450 be paid to OapL Barker’s widow 
out of this year’s pay from the fire 
department.

The other commissioners spoke ap­
preciatively of Oapt. Barker’s services 
and the motion was carried.

Commissioner Potts—“I understand 
the street railway have decided to re­
lay their tracks; I .presume at the pro­
per grade, 
they will continue the new grade, but 
I would draw the attention of the 
Commissioner of Public Safety to the 
necessity of continuing the new grade. 
I believe they will only come to grade 
over the -place where the rails are 
torn up, but if this is so we will have 
to repeat all our difficulties, as I mean 
to have this matter settled If there 
is any power that will accomplish it. 
It seems regrettable that after all our 
trouble they will just go these few 
hundred feet. If they do, it will com­
pel the city to again resort to extreme 
measures, as they will do. They dwell 
upon the point that they will not -build 
streets for the city. We don’t ask them 
to do so, but we just say to them to 
keep their roadbed in proper shape. 
The old women’s Idea that you 
start streets from the gutter and build 
inwards exits only in the minds of 
those who can only criticize, 
tend to use concrete in the track 
tlons because It Is the best material in 
the city’s interest.”

Commissioner Russell asked If there 
was no way he could confer with the 
street railway .and settle the differ­
ences amicably.

Commissioner Potts—I only want 
them to do what the courts say they 
must.

The city commissioners were to ses­
sion yesterday at ndon as a committee 
and discussed matters of genesgl In­
terest. Consideration of granting ap­
proval for the erection of an oil tank 
by the Imperial OU Company at Bar­
rack Point. It was decided to refer 
the matter to the city solicitor.

The widow of George Barker of the 
fire department, in recognition of his 
valuable services Is to receive $450. A 
resolution of regret is to be sent to 
Mrs. Barker.

Commissioner Potts explained the 
differences between the street railway 
and the city in reference to the work 
done on Main street near Douglas' 
avenue.

It was the belief of the commission­
er that the company in relaying the 
rails would conform to the grade given 
by the city only in the part of the 
street where the rails had been re­
moved. He thought If the rails from 
Adelaide street to Bridge street were 
hot brought up to grade there would be 
further trouble between the corpora-

The committee also spoke of in­
creased license fees for moving pic­
ture houses and the Mact that one 
house had increased its admission to 
16 cents was commented upon. It was 
suggested that one cent of this extra 
amount might be collected -by the city 
and used for patriotic purposes. The 
matter was left to Mayor Frink to re­
port.

All the commissioners were present 
at the meeting.

Commissioner McLellan asked what 
was to be done regarding theatre 
licenses. They were raising their 
prices. The city’s proposition might 
be eased by asking or imposing a 
license of a cent per admission upon 
the theatres during war time for pat­
riotic purposes.

Mayor Frink—“The moving picture 
houses pay license fees of $100 per 
year. In Montreal they are charged 
$500, the same in Ottawa ,$50 In To­
ronto, $150 in Hamilton and $80 In 
Ottawa. I don’t know that we could 
impose a war tax, though we might 
impose a war license.

Com. Potts stated that the Sunday 
evening meetings were taking the 
people away from the churches. “A 
committee should be formed,” he said, 
“with the churches represented and 
arrange to have patriotic speakers at 
the Sunday evening service. Tt is the 
duty of the churches to take part in 
patriotic work, and the same rxesult 
could be accomplished without hurt­
ing the churches. The increase in the 
admission to the Imperial would 
amount to $3,000 per week, of which a 
large percentage went out of the city. 
He moved that Mayor Frink take up 
the question with the city solicitor of 
imposing an extra license upon those 
places ot amusement during war 
time.”

versary of the battle of Trafalgar, 
fought on Oct 21, 1805, whqn Lord 
Nelson gained a victory over the 
combined French and Spanish fleets, 
numbering thirty-throe ships, as 
against twenty-seven of the British. 
Throughout the world where the Brit­
ish people are to be found the day 
will be suitably observed. In London, 
the Nelson monument In Trafalgar 
Square is always profusely decorated 
with flowers and emblems to cele­
brate the victory and the achieve­
ments of the great British admiral, 
and throughout" England generally the 
day Is regarded as an occasion for 
patriotic observance.

An Empire-wide appeal is being 
made today on behalf of the British 
Red Cross Society on the lines pro 
posed by Lord Lansdowne and the 
Navy League. In St John there will 
be a half-hour service In Trinity 
church at noon when solemn inter­
cession will be made for the Empire. 
It is expected that this service will be 
attended by representatives of all the 
patriotic societies in the city and by 
many other citizens. The offertory 
will be devoted to the Red Cross 
fund. Further aid for the fund will 
take the form of contributions to be 
placed tq fifteen ballot boxes from the 
different city wards which have been 
placed on the telegraph poles in the 
principal streets.

Acting on the suggestion of the ex­
ecutive of the Federated Canadian 
Clubs of Canada that the Individual 
clubs in the Dominion-should send a 
cable despatch to the King In honor 
of the occasion, the following message 
was cabled last might to His Majesty 
on behalf of the Women’s Canadian 
Clhb of St. John:

“The King, Buckingham Palace,
