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ALLEGED COMMISSHRY FRAIS
 PROMISE REARKABLE CASE

A Lot of Objections Made by Defence, Overruled by Court

and Evidence of_Ofﬁcials is Taken,

Manila, April 20—The trial of the for-
mer depot commissary at Manila, Captain
-T.m_nes O. Reed, arrested for alleged par-
ticipation in the commissary frauds, was
l_mgun here today and bids fair to develop
into a celebrated case. Captain Reed 1~
charged with soliciting and receiving
bribes, and with other official misconduct.

When the hearing opened; counsel for
the defendant objected to the jurisdiction
of the court, alleging that, under an act
promulgated in 1901, officers of the regular
establishment are ineligible as members of
a court martial to try an officer of volun-
teers. The defence further denied that a
state of war existed in Manila today and
dlleged that the provost marshal, General
ieo. W. Davis, is unauthorized to con-
vene a general court martial and intimat-
ing that, inasmuch as General MacArthur
virtually preferred the charges against
(aptain Reed, consequently the orders -
reeting his trial by court martial should
come from Washington. The defence fur-
ther objected to the fact that several
members of the court were of inferior
rank to Captain Reed. All these objec-
tions were overruled and the hearing of
testimony was begun. :

Mr. Schindler, manager of the Alhambra
cigar factory, testified that in November
Captain Reed had told him that Major
Geo. B, Davis, who was the depot com-
missary before Captain Reed, but who was
sent to the United States on sick leave,
and whose name appears upon the books
of Evans & Co., government contractors
at Manila, as the recipient of $1,000, was
$2,000 short in his accounts.

Continuing, Mr. Schindler testified that
those having profitable contracts with the
government were asked to assist in mak-
ing good Major Davis’ deficiency. Schind-
ler gave Captain Reed $1,000, which was
two and a half per cent. commission on
the cigars sold to the commissary depart-
ment during the time that Major Dawis
was post commissary at Manila.

An officer named Franklin, who was as-
gistant commissary, testified to the efiect
that on March 18 and following the direc-
tion of a superior officer, he obtained $1,-
000 from Major Davis and paid this money
over to Schindler.

Inspector General * Garlington testified
that during the preliminary investigation

of the commissary scandals, Capilain Reed
admitted having recovered money from
Schindler and others and gave as an ex-
cuse that the money so recovered was
intended to cover Major Davis’ beef short-

age.

Lieut. Richard . Townley, of the navy,

at present superintendent of the Manila

nautical school, testified that, as the re-

sult of a conference with Captain Reed,
he went to see Castle Bros., contractors,

who supply the commissary department
with vegetables, etc., and wanted them to
give Captain Reed $2,000 and 10 per cent.

Tewney said, rather sheepishly, that he

was not sure he was doing right in taking
the witness chair.

DIFFER ON THEOLOGY.

Toronto Paper saysTwo Factions Now
Are in St. Thomas’ Church, One
Siding With the Rector, the Other
With Curate--Latter Will Remain
Until He Secures Another Post.

The Toronto Mail and Empire has a
leng article upon afiairs in St. Thomas’
church, of which Rev. J. M. Davenport is
acting rector. It-says in part:

“Rev. Join M. Davenport, acting rector
of St. Thomas' church, has intimated to
Tev. I. (+. Plummer, the curate, that it
would be advisable for him to seck anoth-
er charge. For the past five years Mr.
Piummer has acted as curate and choirs
master of the church, and has a large fol-
lowing among the members of the congre-
gation.

“During the incumbency of the Rev.
Mr. Shortt, thie machinery of the church
van aleng in a smooth and easy manner.
There wus perfect agreement between the
rector and the curate, and harmony reign-
ed among the congregation. The appoint-
ment of Mr. Davenport as successor 1o
Mr. Shortt apparenty brought discord. The
new rector and the curate differed on
questions of theology, and the members of
the congregation took sides. Today there
are two factions in St. Thomas’, the Dav-
enport, or high church party, and the
Plummer, or broad church party.

“While there has been no open rupture
between the Rev. Mr. Davenport and the
Rev. Mr. Plummer, the duties of the lat-
ter since Mr. Davenport’s appointment
have been almost entirely that of choir-
master. He has seldom been asked to con-
duct the service, as was the case duriug
AMpr. Shortt’s regime.

“Recently Mr. Davenport announced his
intention of taking a trip to the “old
country” this summer, and Mr, Plummer
recommended Rev. F. B. Norris, as a fit-
ting person to assist in the services during
the rector’s absence. ‘As a result Mi.
Norris has assisted in the services at St.
Thomas’ for the past few Sundays, and
will likely continue to do so.

“A few days ago Mr. Davenport inform-
ed Mr. Plummer that he had under con-
templation the engagement of a qualitied
man to take charge of the musical ser
vices. He told Mr. Plummer as there was
no possibility of agreement between them
on doctrinal points, it would be better for
AMr. Plummer to look for another post.
He did not fix any time, telling Mr. Plum-
mer that he was quite agrecable that he
should remain -on until he had secured
another position.”

Egg dumplings—DBoil half a dozen eggs
five minutes, peel them and wrap them,
still hot, an inch thick in force meat,
made thus: One pint stale bread crumbs,
two tablespoons drippings or butter, one
small onion minced, one teaspoon pow-
dered herbs, half saltspoon salt, a dash
of pepper, and a teacup of cold meat,
finely chopped. Add enough stock, hot
water or hot milk, to soften the mass,
and mix i#t well. As you wrap the eggs
in' it set them around a baking dish, then
bake for 15 minutes, and serve very hot.
Mashed potatoes may take the place of
the bread crumbs.

New Ideas in Furnishings.

Anything more suggestive of coolness
and comfort than the tempting display
of mattings that are now on view it would
be hard to find, be the summer home
furnisher ever so exacting. Soft, pliable
and closely woven, these ideal floor cov-
erings for the cottage and country home
in summer, are so varied in coloring and
design as to meet every requirement in
the way of a decorative scheme or har-
monizing effect with furniture or hang-
ings. Green, blue, red, pink, straw coior
in subdued tones represent some of the
variations and they are to be obtained
in plain colors or in combinations, which
range from the simplest form of decora-
tion to elaborate designs.

“THE POULTRY HOUSE.

A. T. Gilbert Sends These Sketclies of
Some Excelient Iurnishings to the
London Farmer’s Advoeatc.

Fig. 1 represents an auton:atic
drinking fountain, which wili be
found useful for chickens of any age
or size. This fountain is composed
of two parts, which we will desig-
nate as tank and pan. It is repre-
sented in sketch as sitting on a
block of wood, close to a board fence
or partition of some kind, ready for
service. The dimensions of tank are
6 by 5 inches, and 12 inches high in
rear, with sloping top of 45 degrees,
or one-half pitch. The pan is 6 6-16
by 6 inches, and 1 inch high. The
black dot in front of tank represents
a small hole, 4-inch in diameter, the
top of which should not exceed
three-quarters of an inch from lower
edge of tank, thus allowing the same

depth of water in that part of pan

which extends out from tank in
front. To fill the tank it is neces-
sary to invert it, after which place
the cover or pan on: then, holding
the pan.in place with one hand, and
lifting the tank with the other hand.
giving all a gentle upward move-
ment, and at th®e same time turning
the fountain over, carefully place it
in position ready for use. A little
practice will enable one to perforin
this movement without any percep-
tible waste. A fountain of the above
size will hold a little over a gallon,
and, if constructed from galvanized
iron, may be made complete for
about 25 cents, if a number were or-
dered.

I'ig. 2 represents a feeding dish for
half-grown chicks. I have two sizes.
Small ones made from old tin pie
dishes, and the larger (as shown)
from worn-out milk pans, such as
we sometimes f{ind thrown over the
garden wall and considered worth-

less. In constructing these litile
feed  dishes, we simply procure a
block of wood for each dish; cut

them down to the proper diameter at
the base to fit the dish in view. The
height of the block or cone is of no

great importance, say about 12
inches for a milk pan and a little

less for a tin-plate. The ring at top
of cone (as shown) represents a wire
handle. Fasten these dishes to cone
with serews, so that they may easily
be taken apart if required. Those

who try them will {ind in them a
very serviceable little vessel for feed-
ing soft feed to growing chicks.

CHICK FEEDING DISII—A GOOD TROUGH.

I'ig. 3 represents an -ordinary V-
shaped wooden trough, with a board
about 8 inches ‘wide extending {from
end to end of same, as shown. Its
purpose is merely to keep the fowl
from getting into the trough when
feeding, and it does this admirably.
The board is held in position by two
dowel-pins, one at cach end of
trough. These pins are made from
4-inch wire nails with heads off. The
holes, of proper size, are first bored
in each end of trough, then holes in
the board to correspond, and pins
put in to stay. After feeding, the
board is removed and placed against
a partition, out of the way, and
trough turned up to keep dirt from
entering the pin holes.—A. T. Gil-
bert, in London Farmers’ Advocate.

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TAR MACADAM PAVING.

Authorities Claim That for Excellence,
Duorability and Cheapness It
Has No Equal.

After years of experiment the city
of Hamilton is laying a pavement
that for excellence, durability and
cheapness is commended for examina-
tion to those in charge of similar
work elsewhere, The possibility of
making good roads at reasonable
cost has_been demonstrated, and
tests extending over a number of
years on business streets prove that
tarred macadam makes not only a
smooth and solid roadway, but one
that can be Kkept in perfect repair at
nominal expense. The first cost in
Hamilton, where limestone is abund-
ant and near at hand, is from 70 to
86 cents per square vard, and the
engineer estimates the cost of repair-
ing on heavy traffic streets at less
than one cent per yard a year, while
asphalt costs over three cents. The
addition of tar renders the roadway
impervious to water, frost-proof in
winter and prevents mud and dust
in summer. It is casily repaired and
does not require scraping, thus
avoiding much wearing of the sur-
face.

One block of tar macadam laid
more than a year ago on a business
street where there is heavy teaming
shows no perceptible wear to-day. In
residential streets these pavements
have been in use eight years without
any repairs, ‘and are still in good
condition. The success of this me-
thod of roadmaking depends on care
in its execution, as in the case.of all
composite work of this character,
and for the informiation of those in-
terested the substance of an inter-
view with the engincer of public
works, E. G. Barrow, covering de-
tails of the processes in use there

will prove interesting and iastruc-
*ive. Either stone or cement curb-
ing should- be placed before begin-

ning the roadway. Cement costs
there 50 cents per lineal foot and is
six inches thick and 20 inches in
depth and laid on broken stone or
gravel. Corners are rounded and
an iron plate imbedded for protec-
tion. On business streets stone is
preferable.

An essential in roadmaking is a
hard and compact foundation, which
can be secured only by the liberal
use of heavy rollers (12 to 16 tons)
while the base is being prepared. The
grade and camber should be so de-
signed as to carry water off the sur-
face quickly, and all earth above the
subgrade should be removed so as to
conform to its level—12 inches Dhe-
low the natural surface—which sub-
grade should he thoroughly rolied
and soft spots filled with stone. The
foundation must be compost, a solid
bed of stone not less than six inches
in thickness. If the soil is of &
spongy nature, large, flat stones are
preferred. All interstices. should be
filled with smnll sione and gravel
well rolled in. Over this a coating of
gravel should be rolled hard and
then a layver of tar-saturated stone,
not exceeding two inches in diamet-
er. These stones hefore being mixed
with boiling tar (10 to 12 imperial
gallons to the cubic yvard) must  be
thoroughly dried, ecitlier in the sum-
mer sun or by exposure on heated

plates, until all anoisture is expelled.
Aft~r ithorough . rolling another

stratum or tarred ston¢ of the same
dimensions and -thickness is added,
rolled and covered -with a layer of
gravel and quarry chips, also mixed
with tar, one inch in thickness, to be
rolled down from three-fourths to
one-half an inch. A top dressing ° of
screenings is then added, and if a
light color is desired it may be ob-
tained by adding a cement. Most of
the stone wused there is machine
crushed.

Pail Nesting Arrangement.
‘At stores where candy is sold, one
can buy for a few cents the light,
but large, wooden pails in which

broken candy and certain grades of
chocolates are shipped from the fac-

hens’ nests when hung from two
hooks in the manner shown in the
cut.

Such nests can be taken out of
doors, emptied and cleaned in & mo-
ment, and having no corners or open
joints, as do boxes, there is no place
for vermin to hide about them. This
is a special point in favor of the use
of such pails as nests, for the or-
dinary nest is usually a brecding
place for these troublesome Pests.

A Good Brood Sow.

‘A’ good brood sow should bs large,
long and deep bodied and wide, with
plenty of room for a litter. The
head should be of medium size, neat
and cf®an, and have an intelligent
look, with nose short and ears nicely
drooping and far apart. The legs
ought to be straight, symmetrical
and long enough to carry the udder
from ®he ground, also should they
stand on the side of the body—that
is, not be dished inward or stand
close together. Medium-gized bone
is generally the best. .# 'ldrge heart
girth is very essential}being indi-
cative of well-develdhad lungs which
are necessary, Abové:all, & quiet
dispesition is preferred.: Let a sow
be nervous, fretful and ® bark at
everybody who comes peer her and

"| TESTING SEEDS.

A Simple Method of Testing Field and
Garden Seeds at Home Fully
Explained,

The time for planting seeds ap-
proaches. It is important to know
whether or not your seeds are good.
There are numerous simple devices by
which every farmer and gardener
may test his field and garden seeds
at home. To prepare for such tests
it is necessary to observe the follow-
ing conditions: ' Proper temperature,
suflicient moisture, acgood supply of
air, and absence of iight. All ficld
and garden seeds will gerntinate in a
rather wide range of tewmverature,
from 40 to 115 degrees .. % he temn-
perature of ordinary living rooms is
about 68 degrees, and is sauisiaciory
for the germination of meast sceds.
Soak the seeds in water for al out
24 hours and then keep them in con-
tact with a damp surface. iut thev
must not he covercd or even partial-
Iy covered with water, as this would
exclude the air and prevent. geriida-

tion.

One  of the simplest. seed testers
consists of a shallow box of loose
carth or sand dampened and.  kept

L in the house until it is warm, The

soaked sceds are counted, placed  in
the box and covered with a thin lay-
er of earth or sand. The box ‘18 €O
remain in the living room for sever-
al days. As the secdlings come  up,
count them and compare with the
nummb.r planted. 1t is advisakle to
record the date and number of seeds

planted. It is best not to fill the Lox
quite full of earth or sand, as it may
then be covered with a board to pre-
vent evaporation without cutting off
the air supply. Another simple secd
tester consists of two dinner plates
and two pieces of white flannel of
about the same size, as shown in the
jllnstration. Dampen-the flannel thor-
oughly and spread a piece on a plate
and soak the sceds, count and lay
them upon the flannel, spread the
other piece over the seeds and cover
with another plate. It is necessary
only to lift the plate and remove the
upper piece of flannel to examine the
sceds.

Either of these testers properly
handled will furnish a fairly satis-
factory result: Several kinds of
seeds may be tested at the same time
cither by having a large box or by
using several plates. Seed tests
should be begun early enough to carry
them through and allow time to pro-
cure other seeds for testing in case
thé first lot do not grow. At least
from 75 to 95 out of 100 should ger-
minate. The time required for the
germination of  different field and
garden seeds will vary as a rule from
one to 10 days, a few requiring even
more time. If the percentage of
germination is low and it is desirable
for any reason to use that particular
supply of sced, plant a larger ‘Guan-
tity. If only 50 per cent. sprout,
plant double the quantity. It is dif-
ficult to detect the presence of weed
seeds, especially among grass. and
clover seeds. This is an imporiant
matter, since numerous troublesome
weeds have been introduced into new
localities by means of field and gar-
den secds.

Keepjing Recoriis Is Hard Work.

Keeping the record of a large, pure
bred herd is* very tedious, exacting
and intricate. The value of pure
bred brecding stock depends largely
on the integriey and authenticity of
the record of the breeding. Intend-
ing buyers of pure bred bulls do not
always oppreciate this until they
get some understanding of it and
are apt to think that pure bred
stock comes too high. A short time
in charge of a pure bred herd will
convince anyvone he must have some
pay for a good deal of careful and
exacting work on the record.—L. 1I.
Kerrick, in the Rural.

Selection of Fruit Irees.

Only experienced persons are capa-
ble of sclecting varieties of fruit
trees, Novices should always seek
advice. The soil, climate and de-
mand of the market are to be con-
sidered. Varietics that may be suit-
able for one locality may be almost
worthless in another, and it is the
Jack of knowledge in selecting varie-
ties that causes somne failures. Se-
lection is a very important matter,
for when a tree is planted and the
grower waits several years for his
crop it is then too late to rectify
mistakes except at a great loss.

Sunflowers as a Farm Crop.

The sunflower is overlooked as a
crop in this country. "It wijll produce
as many bushels of sced as corn,

and a bushel of seed will produce
about a gallon of oil. The resi-
duum is equal to linsced meal  for
stock., The flowers are worked upon
by bees, and the stocks make excel-
lent fuel. The leaves are said to be
cured and used as fillers in cigars,
and the seed can ' be ground into
meal from which bread can be made,
and are also excellent when fed
whole to poultry.

Colored Canned Tomatoes.

Attention is called by the London
Lancet to the fact that canned ' to-
matoes are now being extensively col-
ored in order to make them look at-
tractive and as if made from ripe
fruit. Among the colors so employed
are coal tar colors and cochineal.

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R, CLERGUE MAKES PLAIN, BUSINESS

THE RAIL CONTRACT,

Describes Negotiations--Government Order Meant Establish-

- ment of Industry--Suggestions That Government Will
Pay More Than Market Price Are Not Justified.

An intevested reader of the accounts of
the discussion in parliament, of the steel
rail contract, was met by a Star reporter
in the person of Mr. F. 1. Clergue, at the
Windsor hotel. In response io the in-
quiries of the reporter, Mr. Clergue said-
“I hope that the discussion which has
arisen in parliament over the contract be-
tween my company and the government
railway for their rail supply will not he
terminated until the government has in-
formed parliainent of all the facts relating
to the negotiations which culminated in
this contract. Up to the present stage ot
the discussion I do not think that either
parliament or the press have a just idea
of the question. Our negotiations with
the government for this contract originat-
ed more than a year ago and were prompt-
ed by the discovery of Bessemer iron ore
at the Helen mines, on the Michipicoten
Range. Up to the time of this discovery
the manufacture of rails by the Bessemer
process, which is that ordinarily in use
and which produces nine-tenths of all steel
rails mamufactured, could not be under-
taken in Canada because no ore of the
Bessemer grade had been discovered. When
it beecame apparent that our mines would
afford a grade of ore fit for this process
of manufacture, we immedmately began to
study tlie question of steel rail making in
Canada, thinking to thus utilize our iron
ore and to establish an industry which
had long been the enthusiastic hope of all
parties in Canada. We were aware of the
fact that steel rails were admitted to Can-
ada free of dufy, and we also learned
from our own expericnce in buying steel
rails for our own railways, that the price
in the United States for steel rails was at
that time about $6 (six dollars) per ton
above the price for export from the United
States. The ability of the American manu-
facturers to command high *prices wi...n
the American boundaries plainly enabled
them to export their surplus products at
a much lower price and even at less than
cost, their works being sustained by high
profits afforded by the protected Am-
erican market.

This was a condition which made it ap-
parent that no work could be successtully
established in Canada in competition with
the American mills, which, protected in
their own markets, would be able to close
down any Canadian plant depending
wholly upon the Canadian market. As we
are the owners of large water-power and
manufacturing sites on the American side
at Sault Ste. Marie, is was evidently the
most to our advantage to erect a rail mull
at the American Sault, which, supplied by
our Canadian ore, would be able to secure
for its output the United States markets
at the high prices current, while .enjoying
the Canadian market with the same free-
dom as any Canadian works, since the
duty on our ore imported into the United
States would be rebated as rails were ex-
ported. I think it can be claimed as a
well-known fact in Canada that since our
Canadian undertakings have been- project-
ed, we have faithfully carried out our pub-
licly declared purpose of utilizing Canadian
materials only within Canadian boundaries
but this was an instance where an attempt
to carry out this policy would result in
inevitable failure. We immediately ap-
plied ourselves to a consideration of the
ways and means which would change these
conditions. Our first step was to make a
request of the government about a year
ago that in all future subsidies granted for
railroad construction, the subsidized roads
should be required to use Canadian made
rails, .if obtainable at prices equal to those
of foreign make. The government admit-
ted the reasonableness of this request and
acceded to it. At the same time, on the

govermment being informed of our discov-
ery of our Bessemer ore, and of our will-
ingriess to undertake the construction of
a rail mill in Canada if we were afforded’
reasonable protection against the slaughter
prices of American mills, we effected an
agreement with the government for all of
the government requirements for rails for
a ‘period of five consecutive years, at the
prices current in the English market.
This proposal. was first made to the
government about a year before the last
elections. At that time no other rail mills
were projected ‘in Canada, and as the
total requirements of the government
roads for rails*for the period of five years
would not be sufficient to keep in opera-
tion a rail mi#ll of profitable size, this de-
gree of protection by the government--
which did not involve a dollar in saerilice,
but simply insured our works the govern-
ment orders at the current market price
—seemed so reasonable a demand that the
government very readily acceded to it,
and with an assurance from the govern-
ment which we regarded as safe to pro-

‘ceed upon, we purchased our plant and

began the construction of our works. T'his"
assurance was received by us after nego-
tiations with the government covering'
several months, and we arranged for our
‘lant and construction of our work at
least six months before the last elections.
The absence of the minister of railways

and canals abroad prevented the order or

decision of the government being put into
fcrmal shape, but we commenced in good
faith on the expenditure of more than a
million dollars. After the return of the
minister to this country and shortly -be-
fore the elections, the order of council
authorizing a -contract was finally passed
and sent me with the terms of which I
was certainly satisfied. :

The price of rails for the first year was |

based upon current English prices at the’
time, which was $3 below the current Am-
erican price at the same time. Shortly
after the execution of this contract, the
price of American steel rails was reduced
to $26 per ton, but the English price re-
mained at $32.60 per ton, until very re-
cently, when there has occurred a serious
drop in English prices. The trade journals
have now announced an advance in the
price of United States rails to $28 per ton
at the mill, and if you add the freight
charges from any Americanp mill to the
point of delivery required by our contract
with the government, the rails would even
now cost a higher price than that which
we will receive from the government un-
der our existing contract. It would seem
to be apparent that the contract was en-
tered into between the;government ant
my company in the utmost, good faith;
that the price for the first year was less
than the American price and the same as’
the English price at that time, and that
no rails could be purchased in any of the
markets of the world for the year 1901 at
any less price. For the succeeding years
of the contract term the price can never
be greater than the market price in Eng-
land.” The suggestion; therefore, that the
government has paid, or ‘will be bound to
pay, anything above the market price un-
der this contract is not justitied, and the
intimation that the contract wds negott
ated in any sense in view of impending’
elections is entirely unfounded. 1 may
add that without the favorable influence
of this contract we .should never have at-
tempted the construction of a rail mill in
Canada. Our entire plant has been de-
livered at our works; all the pig iron Lo
fill this order has been made or will be
made in Canada, and will be ready for
nse in our converters, which \\"‘]I be mak-
ing steel by August 1st.—Montreal Star.

Tests of the Submarine Sig-
nalling System.

The assertion is made that it has been
ciearly demonstrated that signalling can
be deat znder water for a distance of ten
miles. Plans are now being made to put
the system into practical operation. 'The
Canadian government has taken interest
in the system, due to Henry M. Whit
ney, who is president of the company
controlling the invention and who is also
president of the Dominion Coal Company.

Signalling bells have been placed in Bos-
ton harbor. Tests are being made there
almost daily for the benefit of the pe:-
sons interested in the invention.

Mr. Blount, the British Consul at Bos-
ton, early nctiflied his government about
the invention. Captain Lewis Bayley, R.
N., British Naval attache, was directed to
investigate it. The Canadian government
also sent Lieutenant Colonel W. P. An-
derson, chief engineer of the department
of marine and fisheries, to witness a. test
of the invention.

The scow Sea Bell, on which was the
cperating apparatus, a few days ago was
anchored off Winthrop Head. A large
bell was lowered twenty feet into the
water through a well in the bottom of the
scow. The first test was made at a dis
tance of one quarter of a%mile. The bell
was operated from the deck of the Sea
Bell Ly an electrical machine, which con-
trolled the tongue of the bell.

The receiver, with its twelve
was droped overboard from a vessel to a
depth of about twelve feet. The company
then went to the pilot house, and by
means of telephone receivers, one placed
to each ear, a strong sound as of a bell.
somewhat ‘muiiled, but still with a good
metallic ring, was hcard with distinct-
ness.

When all bad been satisfied that the
bell could be heard tlfe vessel started to
a point about three miles distant. With
the exception that it lost a trifle of the
metallic ring the sound was heard even
more distinctly than when the vessel was
a quarter of a mile away.

At four miles the sound came more rap-
idly and with the same vigor as in the
previous tests. Those operating the beil
Lad adopted another method of eommuni-
cation, the ringing being in strokes of twe.
Light nautical miles out, or ten statute
miles, the receiver was again lowered and
tire sound heard resembled a short, sharp
rap. ;

1t was more like striking with ouc’s
knuckles upon wood than the mufiled
sound of .a bell, but this, at the distance,
was considered a highly successful test.
(Cenditions were not of the best from a
mechanical standpoint, due to exhaustion
of the battery. 5

Tt was explained that the difference in
tone of the “greatest distance was due to
the fact that the fundamental tone of the
bell became an overtome. A tenor bell.
which, it is believed, will overcome what

.The test of the day was a demonstration
that vessels equipped Awith receivers i 2
barbor guarded with bells have nothing to
fear in the thickest of wecather or the

Professor Elisha Gray, who died several
months ago, and Arthur J. Mundy in-
vented the system. The company which
controls the invention is now preparing to
zuard DBoston Harbor with their inven-
tion. It is their purpese to set out two
bells, onc off Nahant and the other oif
Minot’s Ledge.

They will be about eleven miles dpart.
and in-practical service from buoys heid
down by moorings. These bells will be
conneeted with the shore by a short cabie
from a power house. When they are in
operation they will ring simultaneously.

Vessels coming into the harbor equipped
with receivers, it is contended, will hear
the sound at least ten miles out from
those points. The bells ringing together
and heard aboard ship will indicate a
direct course to the mouth of the harbor,
even though thick weather be on. Should
only one bell .be heard the pilot =ecks a
course until he again hears the sound of
the two bells.

On the ringing of either bell he can de-
termine his position by the use of a chart.
The bells will be different in tone in order
to be recognized.

Other uses of this form of submarine
| Aignalling, 1t is believed, will make it pos-
sible for one ship to telegraph to another
and thus avoid collisions, and also enable
lightships to communicate with the shore.

FATAL ACCIDENT:

Henry Fisher Meets Death in
Mill Near Amherst.

Ambherst, N. S., April 28.—(Special)—
One of the most sad accidents that has
happened in this vicinity for a long time
oceurred at Shinimicas, about 12 miles
from Amherst, late yesterday afternoon,
whereby Mr. Henry Fletcher, one of the
best known and most highly respected
millmen in the. country, was almost in-
stantly killed.

AMr. Fisher, who was a member of the
lumlering and milling firm of C. TFisher
& Sons, of Nhinimicas, resided at Tremain-
ville, seven and a haif miles from Am-
herst. He went to his brothers, at Shini-
micas on Thuwsday last to set up their
mill preparatory for the spring sawing,
intending to return home last evening.

They had the mill fitted up ready to
commence operations tomorrow and had
started the mill to test it. They had
<awed over through a big stick of hard-
wood #imber. Henry had his hand on the
lever- 1o run the stick back for second
cut when the saw caught the slab, weigh-
ing from 75 to 100 pounds, which had
just been cut off, hurling it back with
terrific force, the edge striking him in
the left side directly over the heart.

MHis nephew, Sermour Fisher, seeing his
uncle drop, rushed up to him and called
to the others that he was killed. The
men were immediately at the spot and a
team despatched to Northport, the near-
est point of comanunication with Amherat,
and Dr. €. W. Hewson telephoned for,
but before the messenger had gone ten
minutes life had fled. Mr. Fisher never
gained consciousness.

The body was immediately removed to
the old homestead, where his twin broth-
@ and business partner, Edgar, and their
aged mother, resided. the blow to them
all being severe, especially to the mother,
who is incensolable. '

Dr. Hewson arrived about an hour and
a half after the accident. He found two
slight dislocations in the region of the
heart, where deceased was hit, and a
bruise on the right temple, caused im fall-
ng.

Mr. Fisher was a son of the late Chas.
Fisher, of Nhinimicas, an:l a brother oi
the Rev. J. M. Fisher, pastor of the Meth-
odist ¢hurch, Ritchies Cove, N.S. He was
2 member of the Methodist church and a
life long Liberal.

He was known through his large busi-
nes conmection in Jumbering and milling
as o thoroughly —upright and honorable

man. Jle was also well-known in Am-
herst, having bored the pipes and laid

Fredericton Stirred i)v Sus-
picions.

Tredericton, April 28— (Special)—Colonel
Hewitson, of Doak Settlement, a well-
known character about town, died last
evening, and the suspicious circumstances
which surround his demise have created a
sensation about town today.

Tt appears that last night a man named
John Johnston, better known as “English
Jack,” and an inmate of a den on West
moreland street, kept by Newton Lee,
went to MacPherson’s livery stable and
told the stable manager that Newton Lee
wanted to hire a horse and man to take
Hewitson, who had been drinking, home to
Doak Settlement.

Mr. Gerow, the manager, accompanied
by a colored driver, went to Lee’s, where
he found Hewitson in an apparently
drunken stupor. He spoke to the colonel
but received no rveply. Lee then paid the
stableman €2 to take Hewitson home, and.
as the latter was unable to move, helped
to life him into the wagon. During the
drive to Doak Settlement the driver spoke
to Hetwitson several times, but received nc
reply and on arriving at the destination
was shocked to find his companion was
dead.

The driver is unable to state positively
whether Hewitson was dead when he was
put into the wagon at Lee's or died in the
wagon.

The deceased came to town on Thurs
day and was seen around on that day.
but had not been seen since. It has been
ascertained that he had not been home in
the meantime, and is supposed to have
been at Tec's since the date when he left
home. He had about %50 with him, and.
when scarched last evening, had only $10
on his person.

Dr. Seery, coroner, was called and
viewed the body. The time for holding
an inquest has not yet been set, but it
is thought it will be tomorrow.

Public opinion expressed is that the time
has come when Newton Lee's place should
be broken up. Colonel Hewitson was
about 60 vears of age, and was some years
ago connected with the militia. He lived
on a farm at Doak Settlement, a few miles
below the town. He had not been in
town for some months until he made the
fatal visit of Thursday last. “English
Jack,” who was at Lee’s last evening, has
been in the city about two years.

$50,000 FIRE IN CHARLESTON.

P

Part of Boston and Maine Railroad Freight
House Burned. . .

Boston, April 28—The middle section of
freizht house No. 1 of the Fitchburg divi-
<ion, Boston & Maine Raiiroad, contain-
nz a large amount of miscellaneous freight,
sitnated alongside of what was formerly
the main line of the Fitchburg Railroad
in Charlestown, was burned early this
morning, resulting in a loss of about $50,-
000.

The burned section was about 250 feet

in length, 30 feet "wide and one story in
height, and was a part of one long build-
ing some 700 or 800 feet in length. In
dhis soction, which was used for west
<hove freight, were stored considerable
cotton in bales, leather, hides, sugar, lum-
er, and boved goods, all of which were
totally ruined.
. The two end sections were saved by
heavy fire doors which énabled the five-
men to drown the flames before they had
time to break through the barriers. On
the north side of ‘the burning building
is house No. 2, of the sawe gize as No,
1. separated by a driveway 75 feet in
width, but although the roof of that
building was on fire several times it was
caved with only slight damage. On the
outh is the water front, along which run
five or six tracks, upon which several
freight curs were standing when the fire
broke out. lmt they were all hauled to
places of safety.

Westerly, R. I, April 28.—The Mechan-
ies Savings Bank of this town will not
open up for busimess Monday morning.
Late this afternoon E. 13. Foster, recent-
ly elected treasurer to #ill the wvacancy
caused by the death of his brother, J. B.
Foster, issued the folowing motice:

“TPhe trustees of the Mechanies Savings
Bank, owing to the doubtful value of some
of the bank's assets, have -decided that it
is for the best interests of the depositors
that - the bank go into liquidation and
action has alrcady been taken looking to
this result. Pending the granting of the
authority mo money will be received or
paid out.”

This action came as a great surprise to

the 1own and naturally great excitement
prevails among many small depositors.
The estimated amount of deposits is soine-
thing less, than %1,00,000; the securieties
on their face value something less than
$1,000,000; the number of depositors about
2,000, and the largest amount of any one
depositor about $12,000. Many of the se-
curiefies are western investments, which
are understood to have decreased in value
year by year.

" Halifax, April 26—(Speciai)—The court
martial at Wellington barracks in the case
of Sergeant McPhee was finished yester-
day. The accused was found guilty of
stealing and sentenced to 168 days in
Dorchester penitentiary, and reduced to
the ranks. McPhee had been arraigned
on two charges—stcaling and receiving
gtolen property. This was one of the
cases arising out of alleged abstraction of
articles from kits of members of the
Strathcona Horse, which kits had been
stored to the Queen’s wharf for a short
time.

During the court martial, McPhee had
been represented by counsel, and yester-
day afternoon, at 4 o'clock, his solicitor
applied to Justice Townshend for a writ
of habeas corpus in the Supreme Court
and certiorari to have the papers in the
matter brought into court, the writ being
returnable tomorrow morning.

The solicitor went to the barracks to
serve a writ on Col. White, to whom it
was, directed, but says he could get no
satisfaction, and on going to notify the
sergeant of the guard that he had the
writ, he was ‘ordered out of the barracks.

Government to Look Into -the
Charge of Combine

e

Ottawa, April 26.—(Special)—The do-
minion government has decided as a re-
commendation of the minister of finance,
to make an enquiry, under the combine
clause of the.customs duties act, into the
charge, made by the exccutive of the Can-

combine in the manufacture of paper. An
arder-in-council has been passed appoint-
ing Judge Henri T. Taschereau, Montreai,
of the supreme court, of .thc' province of
Quebec, to hold the investigation and takg
evidence upon oath and report to t‘lpe
vernment. .
goThliﬂ will be the first enquiry that has
éver been made under this clause, which
was passed by the present government
in 1897. The clause is section 18, chap. 18
of the customs act. It reads as follows:
“Whenever the governor general in
council has Teason to believe that, with
regard to any article of commerce, there

o agreement of any kind among manu-
facturers of such article or dealers there-
in, to unduly enhance the price of such
article or in any other way to unduly
promote the advantage of the manufactur-
ers or dealers at the expense of the con-
sumers, the governor in council may com-
mission or empower any judge of the su-
preme court of Canada, exchequer court.
of Canada or any supreme court in any
province of Canada to enquire in a sum-
mary way into and report to the gover-
nor-in-council whether such trust, combin-
ation, association or agreement exists.

“9. The judge may compel the attend-
ance of witnesses and examine them under
oath and secure the production of books
and papers and shall have such other
necessary powers as are conferred upon
him by the governot-in-council for the
purpo<e of such enquiry.

combination, association or agreement ex-
ists, and if it appears to the governor-in-
council that such disadvantage to the con-
sumers is facilitated by the duties of cus-
toms imposed on a like article when im-
ported, then the governorin-council shall
place such article on the free list or re-
duce the duty on it as to give to the pub-
lic the benefit of reasonable competition
in such article.”

The Canadian Press Association first
presented the case to Mr. Fielding in writ-
ing and afterwards a delegation repre-
senting the association waited on the
minister and laid the facts before him.
The information, of which Mr. Fielding
we® put in possession by the complain-
smte, is such as to warrant him to mdke
the recommendation for an enquiry and
an order has been adopted by the gov-
ernment for this purpose.

He was a perfect
type of the Frenchman of the old school.

The golden wedding of Prince Edward
of Saxe-Weimar will rbe celebrated this
vear. He married Lady Augusta Gordon
Lennox,daughter of the late Duke of Rich-
mond, the marriage being a morganatic
one, so that in Germany his wife is “only
recognized as Countess Dornberg; and,
had it not been for his marriage, Prince
Edward woull now be the heir to his
grand nephew, the young Grand Duke of
Saxe-Weimar, who is hmmensely rich, and
at this moment is next heir to the Dutch
throne. {

Lady Guendolen Cecil,who is accompany-
ing the prime minister on the Riviera, has
taken the place of the late Lady Salisbury
at Hatfield. She is the second daughter
of the premier, and she and Lord Hugh
Cecil, her yvoungest brother, are the only
unmarired children of Lord Salisbury.Lady
(iuendolen, though it is upon her that
the social side of Hatfield House practical-
ly* devolves, has found time to interest
herself in®polities for her father’s sake,
and has been a good friend of the Prim-
rose League.

Sir Walter Hillier, who has just been
appointed acting first @secretary to the
British legation at Pekin, holds high rank
as a Chinese scholar, which is not sur-
prising, seeing that—with the exception
of a few vears spent at school in Kngland
—le has been a!l his life connected with
the Far East. Years ago his father
made soice history as consul at Bangkok,
and he himself was born at Hong Kong,
and learned to speak Chinese along with
his IEnglish. He was a student interpre-
ter at Pekin in 1867, and became consul
general in Koren in 1889, a post which he
held for seven years.

The King of Denmark, who celebrated
his 83rd birthday on Tuesday, is father of
the Dowazcr EKmpress of Russia, the
Queen . Consort of England, the King of
the Hellenes, and the Duchess of Cum-
berland. His eldest son, the Crown
Prince Fredericlk, married Princess Louise
of Sweden and Norway, who had a for-
tune of 73 mililons of francs, which has
been doubled during the last 3 years by
good managen:ent and judicious invest-
ment. King Christian’s  youngest son,
Prince Waldemar, also married an heiress,
his wife being the daughter of the Duc
and Dudhess de Chartres.

The Duchess of Devonshire, whose fa-
mous portrait has just been necovered,
was the famous Georgina, whose wit and
heauty and intellcet were famous in the
days of Pitt and Fox. Georgina was meet-
ine the leading Whig politicians of the
dav, and cencerting political moves and
countermoves. She  was  descended from
Sarah Jennings, the tfamous Duchess of
Marlborough, and she had inherited
not a little of her masterful character.
The part played by the Duchess in -secur-
ing the retwin of Charles James Fox for
Westminster in 1784 is well known.
She it was who agreed to kiss a butcher
if he would vote for Jox, and she de-
clared that “the f_r)'\‘;xl('.\l compliment she
had ever received from the poets and
wits who crowded her salons was - out-
done by a drunken lIrish coalheaver in
Covent Garden, who asked her “%e  let
him light his pipe by the fire of her

beautiful eyes.”
