Preliminary Hearing Over Fatal

Death from Broken Neck, and That
He Had Eeen Drinking—Hearing

Hopewell Cape, July 7.—The preliminary
examination of Thomas Comnnolly, charged
with the murder of James -Power at the
McDonald Farm, Coverdale, on the morn-
ing of June 30, opened in the court house
here at 2 o'clock this afternoon before
Stipendiary Magistrate E. E. Peck.

The proceedings moved rather slowly,
and at the present rate of progress will
last the remainder of the week at least.
The evidence so far received has had noth-
ing in it of a sensational character, and
the proceedings today were entirely devoid
of sensational features, which are more or
less looked for in a case in which the crime
of murder is charged.

There
was noticeably present, the witness said,
an inflammation of the lining of the stom-
ach and a congestéd condition of the sur-
face of the brain, caused, he considered,
by the presence in the stomach of’alcoholic
liquors. The witness was of the opinion
that the dislocation of the neck must have
‘been caused by force from the back of the
head, not the fromt.

Dr. Price told of assisting at the hold-
ing of the autopsy, his evidence being sim-
ilar to that of Dr. Harris. This witness
also stated that the dislocation was a for-
ward one, being caused, he would judge,
by violence against the posterior part of
the head. Such a condition could be caus-
ed by a fall.

Court adjourned at 6 p. m. and will re-
sume at 10 o’clock tomorrow morning. The
prisoner, in court today, ‘was. very com-
posed, his demeanor indicating neither
nervousness nor any particular self consci-
ousness, but rather a calm and serious ap-
preciation of the unfortunate position in
which he is placed. He came into court
at the opening of the proceedings, accom-
panied by Sheriff Carter, and took his seat
alongside of his counsel, where :he sat
quietly through the day.

Garment and Cloak Makers,
Includine 8,000 Women,
Quit Their Work,  ~

New York, July 7—Fifty thousand gar-
ment and cloak makers, of whom 8,000 are
women, walked out this afternoon, at the
call of the International Ladies’ Garment
Workers™ Union, which demands an eight
hour day, an increase in wages, and a
guarantee that contractors shall stand be-
hind sub-contractors for wage payments.

The fight thus far is purely local, but
officers of the union said tonight that if
the employers attempted to sub-let their
work in other cities, notably Chicago,
Philadelphia and - Cleveland, = the union
would cali a strike there amso.

The 1,100 factories here employ 100,000
hands, of ‘which approximately half are or-
ganized. The strikers hope to draw many
of the non-union workers out by a sym-
pathetic appeal.

“We have plenty of money, between
$70,000 and $100,000,” said Vice-President
Polakoff, of the unien, tonight, “and the
members in other cities will help us. We
have received a great many offers of set-
tlement already and these will be consid-
ered by the settlement committee tomor-
row.”

During all that time they had no food
nor water, The only thing they brought
with them from the vessel was a pint of
water, and husband this as they would, it
was soon exhausted. The men suffered
terribly from thirst more than hunger
after the first three days. : ¢

At night the cold chilled them to the
marrow,: for. in those latitudes -there »is
almost a frost every night. Lack of food
and water ‘was beginning to get in its work,
however, as there is & limit even t6 the
endurance of the most hardy. Babcock
suffered most. His new rubber boots
“drew” his feet, which became swollen to
twice their normal size, causing excruciat-
ing pain.- He was nearly all in when res-
cred. :

Aboard the Norwegian they were given
the best the craft afforded. Dry clothing
was provided and everything possible done
for them, so that when they reached St.
John they had picked up a bit, although
Babcock was unable to walk.

The consul put them abpard the Siberia
for Halifax, thence to Boston and home.
The Richard has not returned home and
Capt. Somers and crew undoubtedly have
searched and searched every mile of ‘that
locality for their shipmates. ¢

When found they were about 65 miles
from land, so that in the six days they
had gone a little more than half the dis-
tance from where they went astray to the
hearest coast.

Many of these men will
tell you that, while they would prefer to
grow a great deal more on their land, they
are prevented from doing so because of the.
lack of effective farm help at reasonable
prices, or by laek of cheap transportation or
Formerly they were
accustomed to say that they did not have
a good market, but of late that complaint
has practically vanished with the excep-
tion, perhaps, that there often is comment
over the too great variation in the price of
some product like potatoes.

So long as’ this province continues
to import great quantities of provisions, of
beef, butter, flour, hay, and much mixed
feed for stock, so long as the farmers are
content to buy horses in other provinces
instead of raising them here, just so long
will it continue to be apparemt that our
farms in New Brunswick and Nova Scotia
are not being made really productive.

They do a little better on Prince Ed-
ward Island, where in some respects they
are more favored, but over there the lack
of quiek and cheap transportation to the
outside markets is a handicap that is both
real and discouraging. The islanders,will
continue in revolt until something has been
done to relieve that situation.

In New Brumswick and Nova Scotia,
where the farmers as a whole are fairly
prosperous—much more so than they were
fifteen or twenty years ago—we are still a
leng way from taking full advantage of our
agricultural opportunities. Many things
are needed, first of all perhaps an intelli-
gent and progressive provincial agricultural
department that will aveid formula and
long winded reports and get actually into
touch with the most important class of our
ponnlesisno. slha fapmars.

The editor-of the British Medical Jour-
‘nal !'ecenﬂy invited opmionn from leading
phyamanl on the.question of faith-healing,
and, ‘as was perhaps to be expected, the
solid men of medieine were almost unani-
mous in their repudiation of the theories
of healing by means of faith alone. But it
is noteworthy that they were careful not
to deny the curative effects of right think-
ing, and one or two of them dwelt upon
the importance of co-operation between
the doctor and the patient in order that
they might not have to depend upon drugs
alone.

Indeed Professor Osler, while he did not
endorse faith-healing, eaid he thought the|
attitude of the physician should not be!
hostile to that cult, since he himself had
observed something of the effects of faith,
or of mental influences made operstive
either through the personality of the phy-
sician or by the intelligence of the patient;
and he speaks of “a new Epicureanism
which promises to free the soul—and bedy
—irom fear, ‘care, and unrest.”

A very noted physician said the other
day that the noticeable good health preval-
ent among a certain class who have em-
bnced the doectrine of mental suggestion,

or New Thought, or some similar eult, was
due in no small measure to the fact that

they avoided medicine and believed firm-
ly in looking on the brighter side of every-
thing. Many eminent physicians are fre-
quently warning their patients against the
deadly results of worrying, and warning
them that overwork or unrest due to too
great devotion to worldly affairs is certain
to aggravate any form of illness, and like-
ly to render some : forms quickly fatal,
whereas were worrying absent a cure
might be possible.

The Telegraph yesterday directed atten-
tion to the appearance of an insect which
is attacking the elm trees at Sussex and in
other places along the Kennebeccasis river. |
In some of the New England states, with-|
in the last year or two, hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars have been spent in fight-
ing a similar insect which attacked the
trees there. In many of these New Eng-
land communities there are elms of very
great size, age, and beauty, and theis value
is held to be almost inestimable. We have
more trees in New Brunswick than they
have in some other places, but a big elm
doés not grow in a year, and a glance at
many of our country places shows that the
pioneers in their war upon the forest were
short-sighted. They could not look ahead
to a day when their descendants would
mourn the absence of the trees needed for
shade, for ornament, and for wind-breaks.
So it is that most of the trees we have
are well worthy of defending.

He motored into
Reno from his camp at Moana Springs
with Sam Berger and other members of
his party an hour before train time, and
hid himself as soon as possible from the
curious: gaze of the trowd that still throng-
ed the streets. i

his bowéd head, in the depths Pf his
sombre eyes, in the nervous rubbing of

his swollen face and blackened eyes, in

his almost timid shrinking from the pub-
lic, -Jeffries showed that his defeat had
dealt him a terrible blow. .

There was’ as he passed through
the streets. Mén rushed from the gambi-
ing tables to'gaze, but no word of taunt
or derision was thrown at him. Those
who saw- that fight, and that includes
nearly everybody in Reno, feel that Jef-
fries did his best. ¢

the car window.

- THE RAILROADS AND THE PUBLIC

(Toronto World). -

The Canadian Pacific Railway has an
Atlantic- steamship line, a Pacific steam-

ship line, it has great hotels, it has pala-
tial buildings, it is irrigating portions of
the west, and doing many other things as
well.

But what the people of Ontario- are look-
ing for is railway service, a cheaper ser-
vice and a much better service; and little
or nothing is being done in this respect.
The stearmship lines, the big hotels, the
big buildings do not give railway service.
Nor does high finance give this service.

There is a wretched service between To-
ronto and Ottawa, and it has been so for
twenty years; the people along the lines
of the C. P. R. near Toronto are asking
for a suburban service at commutation
rates, and they are denied it; the public
want lower sleeping car berths; two cents
a mile travel; grades imnumerable could
be removed, should have been removed
yehrs ago, but are still here; double track
put down in congested places; the railway
mileage of the paesenger service on its
lines increased; earlier trains out ‘of the
city in the morning; many and many an
improvement in service, but all we get is
steamship lines and big hotels.

But there are millions in the treasury,
and big financing is going on -every day.

More and more the railway game is get-
ting to be a game of high financing and

less and less one of service. The echief
executives of the railway companies are
engaged in anything and everything, in
policy, in expansion, but never in service.
Railway service is the first essential, and
the people of Ontario are not getting it. But
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy %s busy in the
melon patch every day. Busy for the
ishareholders, not for the patroms. You
couldn’t get him to give five minutes to
a better service for Onmtario.

- We've lost all conception of what ser-
vice means when it goes with franchise,
and goes at times with great gifts of land
and money. We accept talk and blow
and big things on paper; ‘'we do not get
the service. Nor do our public men, still
less our press, help us to get it.

“This is magnificent, but it is not war;”
this - (big steamships, big hotels, the big
men with the wonderful heads and the
lightning touch) is magnificent, but it is
not railway service to the old portions of
Canada, especially Ontario, still more cs-
pecially Toronto. s

SENATOR WOODS
IDEAS AS TO STRAIT
STEMER LI

Favors Cape Tormentine and
Cape Travers as Terminal
Points; Refers to Traffic on
His Road and Government
Ownershio.

e

Wednesday, July 6.

Senator Josiah Wood, of Sackville,owner
of the New Brunswick & Prince Edward
Railway, which operates between the
Intercolonial at Sackville and the Straits
of Northumberland at Cape Tormentine,
has definite ideas as to the incorporation
of his road with the government railways
system and as to its subsequent operation;
also as to the attitude which the Prince
Edward Islanders. take as to changes in
their transportation connection with the
mainland which he urges as natural in the
best interests of the island.

Senator Wood was in the city yesterday,
leaving for Gaspe by last evening’s Quebec
express. Speaking to The Telegraph, he
said that he had told the deputy minister
of railways and other officials of the gov-
ernment that there was no person or body
tofwhem he would o soon dispose of the
N. B. and P. E. 1. road as to the govern-
When the deputy and his
party had inspected the road they had ex-
pressed themselves as very well pleased
with its condition. ;

“The government,” said Senator Wood,
“will he able to give a better service with
the road.than can a combany, but to do
so I think they will have to operate it at
a loss. There is no question but that, with
its wider facilities, the government will
be able' to do a great deal in the way of
improving the road. We are mow giving

‘| the best service warranted by the traffic.

“The best way in which the government
ean operate the road, I think, is to utilize
it as a portion of the chief rail and water
route to and from the island. The route
from Cape Tormentine to Cape Travers is
the one best natural location of a steamer

line. This is so because the distance be-

i} tween the two points is only about six

miles, because the very best railway con-
nections can ibe established, ad because

| the distance between Charlottetown, the

commercial centre of the Island, and the
I. C. R. would be very materially reduced
by the adoption of the fail and water
route outlined. :

“If the mails wére carried by this route
the people of the Island would receive a
double daily mail service instead of a
single one, as at present, the distance be-
tween Tormentine and Travers being so
short as to admit of two steamer trips
daily. .

“The only obstacle to the adoption of
this improved service is the sectronal ideas
of the Islanderg. Summerside is bitterly
opposed to the move for the benefit of the
whole Island because it fears the obso-
letion of the Point du Chene service, At
the Georgetown end they fear the removal
of the winter service with Pictou. The
Steam Navigation Company, owning facili-
ties at Summerside and Point du Chene,
also fights against the move.

“The country through which the N. B.
and P. E. Isldnd line runs is steadily in-
cregsing in prosperity and importance. The
people are yearly becoming better off. Last
year we loaded seven ocean steamers at
the Cape Tormentine pier, not mentioning
the numerous sailing vessels. * This lumber
was all cut in Westmorland county. Cape
Tormentine's splendid attractions as a
summer resort are also being realized, and
cottages are-going up in numbers. There
are fine docking facilities at Cape Tor-
mentine, but the same cannot be said of
Cape Travers. We have wanted one, but
without much encouragement from the peo-
ple of the Island themselves. There will
be a good wharf there, however, and the
Tormentine-Travers route will be the mail
route; and both before very long.”

T TWD OATHS

(Montreal Witness.)

The following, taken from a church pa-
per, has been sent us by a clergyman as
the oath subscribed to by Roman Catholic
Bishops in the province of Quebec. He
thinks its publicatiod would be useful in
connection with the controversy over the
coronation oath:

“That the Pope is the true and only
head of the Catholic of Universal Church
throughout the earth, and that by virtue
of the keys of binding and loosening given
to His Holiness by the Saviour Jesus
Christ, he hath power to depose heretical
kings, princes, states, commonwealths and
governments, all being illegal without his
sacred affirmation, and that they may be
safely destroyed. Therefore, to the ut-
most of my power, I shall and will defend
the doctrine against all usurpers, especial-
ly against the new pretended authority of
the Church of England, and all adherents,
in regard that they and she be usurpal and
heretical, opposing the sacred mother
Church of Rome. I do further declare the
doctrine of the Church of England, of the
Calvinists, Huguenots, and of others of the
name of Protestants, to be damnable, and
they themselves are damned,, and to be
damned that will not forsake the same. I
do further declare that I will help, assist,
advise, all or any of His Holiness’ agents,
in any place in which I shall be, in Eng-
land, Scotland, and Ireland, or in any
other territory or kingdom, and shall come
to and do my utmost to extirpate the here-
tical Protestant doctrine and to destroy
all their, pretended power, legal or other-
wise.”’

It is probable that like the king’s oath,
this one, were it to be made now, would
be worded less fiercely. There is nothing
in its declarations with regard to the Pro-
testant fatth that any of us need take um-
brage at. These are the well-understood

mote:; They are free to take what view
they please of our eternal wellbeing, but
the more they promote that view the more
they will weaken their hold on those of
their flocks who happen to know Protest-
ants who are real Christians. What Pro-
testants have to do to refute that doc-
trine is B0 to live as Christians that mone
can question their Christianity. That is
the only answer worth anything, or that
they need worry themselves about. The
religion that brought forth the best fruits
will be the one that will commend itself
to the consciences of men and that will
succeed. at is more significant in the
above formula, if it really be that which
the bishops have to use, and that for -which
we presume it is sent us, is the distressing
position of alleged disloyalty in which it
places those who take oath. That there is
no real disloyalty has been abundantly
shown during the past month by the hom-
age.paid to the late and to the new king,'
all of which we cannot but look upon as
genuine. These expressions no doubt put
the bishops who have been subjected to
them in an incongruous position in asking'
for a modification of the king’s ocath; yet!
perhaps no more incongruous than do the
bans of the royal oath place the king in
claiming their loving homage. All the
same, we are pleased to see them taking,
an open part in requesting and giving
thanks for the change, as it shows that
they no longer, as the oath quoted would
seem to imply, account themselves aliens
from the commonwealth of the empire, but
that they frankly take their place as part
and parcel. of it, with a right to equal
treatment as loyal citizens. In any case,
we can take little interest in the dis-
cipline of bishops, with which we have
nothing to do, compared with what we are
bound to take in having removed from
the pathway of the govereign any needless

THE HAGUE PEACE COURT

(Toronto Star).
The sitting of the peace court at The
Hague will rank as one of the most im-
portant events in the history of the twen-

tieth century. It is, in a real semse a
court, composed not of diplomatists trying
to patch up a quarrel, but of jurists, whose
reputation must be made by the justice
and rightness of their decision. The coun-
sel, who have made a study of the fisher-
ies question, and who address the court in
speeches of portentous length, are not mak-
ing appeals to the vanity of a despot, but
arguing out the case on its merits, trying
to demonstrate the inherent strength of
their cause. It is a triumph of reason over
force.

The judgment will, of course,.not be eat-
isfactory to all the parties concerned.
Someone will be disappointed. But it is
likely to be quite as satisfactory as any
result that would be obtained by war be-
tween Great Britain and the United States.
That is to eay, it will be quite as satisfac-
tory as war, having regard merely to the
matter referred to arbitration. But this
is a case where the process is even gnore
important than the result. We have a
court sitting at The Hague, instead of war
on lamd and sea, commerce disturbed, prop-
erty destroyed, precious blood shed, homes
desolated, ill-will between the great Eng-
lish-speaking nations renewed, to endure
for a century.

The importance of the precedent and the
example cannot be exaggerated. The Brit-
ish empire and the United States, which

have thus in the most striking manner set
reason and justice above force, are two
of the most powerful organizations in the
world. Their combined force, even today,
would almost be invincible. But ° their
agreement in this matter is even more sig-
nificant when we look into the future. For
the British empire -and the United States
have within their territories yast possibili-
ties of expansion. Within the next cen-
tury the United States will be the home
of two hundred million ‘people, with wealth
and strength approaching those of ‘the
whole continent of Europe. Still greater
are the possibilities of expansion in Can-
ada and Australia, which are now in the
earliest stages of development. It is no
exaggeration to say that within the cen-
tury this combination of free nations could
make it impossible for any other power to
disturb the peace of -the world. It could
abolish war.

In the meantime the practice of referring
international disputes to judicial decision
must grow. n the lowest ground, it must
be perceived that nations which arbitrate
are saving men and money—eonserving all |
their resources—while nations which fight !
are wasting those resources. Public opin-|
ion in favor of arbitration will. grow. The
moral as well as the material forces of the!
nations that arbitrate will steadily in-'
crease. The nation that refuses to arbi-
trate will be ostracised, and will gradu-,
ally drift into the positien of the man in|
a civilized - community who persists in
carrying weapons instead of trusting to the'

‘police and the courts.

THE MILITIAMAN AND THE COUNTRY

(Canadian Courier).

Some people fail to appreciate the self-
sacrifice’ of the militiamen of the country.
They see them going off in companies,
squadrons and battalions to-their annual
twelve-day period under canvas, and.they
comment adversely on their crudeness,
awkwardness and general oddness. These
ill-informed critics are inclined to poke

A fun at a form of public service which they

are unable to understand.

The average villager or countryman who
shoulders a rifle in the village companics
of militia, or mounts a horse in the local
squadron of cavalry, may seem a somewhat
barbaric and slovenly soldier. Certainly
he lacks that natty appearance which dis-
tinguishes the drill-sergeants and privates
of the permanent corps. Yet nattiness in
dress, erectness of figure, confidence of
bearing and lordly swagger do not make a
soldier. The ability to bear fatigue, the
familiarity with bush and field and stream,
the resourcefulness which is characteristic
of men who live outside the larger cities
and towns are even greater qualities. When
you have trained your countrymen how to
use a rifle and what it means to obey or-
ders, he is the finest soldier any nation
can have.

A people who know nothing of military
training and nothing of the arts of self-
defence would not be worth considering
nor worth conquering. A nation which
paid no attention to physical development
and neglected to study the value of physi-
cal force would soon cease to be a nation.
A gound mind in a weak body is as im-
possible nationally as it is individually.

Canada has an earn¢st, unselfish and
hardworking militia, and the man who
does mot encourage this form of publie
service is neither a decent nor an intelli-
gent citizen.

Military training is a form of edueation.

It is superior to boxing, lacrosse, football

or hockey, although the latter have much
to commend them. The young man who
is a good oarsman or football or lacrosse
player will usually be found in the ranks
of the militia during a certain period of
his life. The professional sport makes a
poor soldier; so does the man who hates
physical exertion of any kind &nd has no
love for the outdoor life.

The growth of cadet corps among our
public schools, secondary schools, and pri-
vate schools and colleges, shows that our
educationists are trying honestly to create
manly and intelligent citizens, not pedan-
tic weaklings. ‘The gold-medallist who ne-
glects his body during his brilliant college
course is buried by his classmates within
a year or two of graduation. The prize-
men who survive to become leaders in com-
merce, industry and politics are those who
gpent regular hours in the gymnasium and
on the football field.

Militia training is an advanced form of
cadet work. The cadet plays; the militia-
man trains with the object of being useful
in a possible national emergency. Both re-
ceive the benefit of their work in improved
pbysique and higher intelligence. If every
young Canadian were trained for twelve
days a year for at least three years in the
local militia, Canada would have fewer
mollycoddles, fewer dissipated fools, fewer
slovenly-footed, hang-shouldered, loose-
lipped loungers. We would have a more
earnest body of citizens, and our national
life would be immensely strengthened.
