IN THE MARITIME FROVINCES

Experimental Farms Note.

There is a place for one or more

brood  sows on almost every farm,
Young pigs are always in good de-
mand in the spring and any pigs over
and above the farmer’s needs can' be
| disposed of at profitable prices.
| Successful spring litters depend on
several factors principally housing,
breeding and feeding.

The modern tendency in winter
housing of bFodd sows.is toward in-
expensive cabin or colony house types
of buildings located in wind sheltered
| paddocks or yards. This method of
housing is healthful, permits of exer-
cise and is economical compared with
the .old method of close confinement
in pens in permanent piggeries. Little
difficulty, if any is experienced with
rheumatic troubles which were form-
erly so common and resulted in heavy
losses at farrowing time.

Low cost of production should be
the aim of every breeder. Size of
litter has an important bearing on
profit.  The cost of production is
high when small litters are reared.
Heredity has considerable influence on
the size of litter and consequently
the brood sow should be a daughter of
| a prolific dam and sired by a boar of
a prolific strain. The mothering and
milking qualities are also largely
hereditary and hence brood sows
should be selected from dams that
were good mothers -as well as being
good milkers. Losses are often ex-
perienced at farrowing time and if
the sow is nervous the attendant
should avoid entering the pen as much
as possible at that time. Successful
breeders make it a practice to be on
friendly terms with the brood sow
previous to the farrowing date.

The average farmer plans to utilize
more or less waste feed in wintering
his brood sow. Small potatoes,
roughage, grain, ete. are at hand and
(it is good practice to make use of
| these to the fullest extent. It is
| advisable, however, to supplement to
| seme extent with milk feeds so as to
! provide variety. Ground oats, shorts
and a small percentage of oil and
buckwheat bran are finishing feeds
| and should be fed sparingly in the
brood sow’'s ration if at all. Green
alfalfa or mangles, is extremely de-
sirable.  These have a certain feed
value and also act as correctives and
tenics.

Certain mineral elements are like-
wise essential in the sow’s diet. Equal
parts of ashes (or charcoal), bone
meal and ground limestone make a
good mineral mixture. A small por-
tion of salt may also be added. This
may be mixed with the meal ration
or fed separately.

Avoid having the brood sow in too
fat a condition. Fat is not an asset
,in a brood sow. The aim should be
| to keep her in good thrifty condition
| but not fat. Over done sows experi-
| ence difficulty at farrowing time and
| are liable to be awkward and clumsy.
