Loxpox, April 17.—8ir Charles Russell,
Attorney-General,hasaccepted the position
of Lord Justice of Appeal, 1n place of Lord
Bowen, who died on April 9.

Passed Its Final Reading.

Loxpon, April 17.—In the House of
Lords to-day the amendments to the
Bering Sea Bill submitted by Lord
Kimberley were accepted, and the bill as
amended passed its third and final reading.

Civil Marriage.

Dupa Prstu, Aprill 7.—The Lower House
of the Hungarian Diet voted this morning
to accept the Civil Marriage Bill without
further discussion. Great enthusiasm pre-
vailed when the decision was announced.
This assures the passage of the measure
practically as it was intr cduced.

Approved.

Loxpox, April 17.—The House of Lorde
amendments to the Bering Sea Bill were
approved by the House of Commons this
evening.

Tabiet to Jenny Lind.

LoxDpox, April 17.—A memorial tablet to
Jenny Lind Goldschmidt will be unveiled in
Westminster Abbey on Friday. The
tablet is near the Handel memorial.

Thousands of (Gcod Wishes.

BerLiN, April 17. — The Hamburger
Nachrichten prints a letter from Prince and
Priucess Bismarck, expressing their thanks
for the thousands of congratulatory mes-
sages they received on their birthdays from
friends at home and abroad. The prince
received 11,000 messages on his birthday.

To Readmit Jesuits to Germany.

BERLIN, April 17.—The opinion here is
general that the bill to readmit the Jesuits
into Germany, which passed the Reichstag
yesterday, will be rejected by the Bunders-
rath. It is significant that the debate on
the question in the Reichstag yesterday
was not participated in by any member of
the Government.

Income Tax for Germany.

BERLIN, April 17.—In the Lower House
of the Diet of the Duchy of Baden to-day
Dr. Ruchenberger, president of the De-
partmeat of Finanee, introduced a bill pro-
viding for a progressive income tax, be-
ginning with a tax of 5 per eent and in-
creasing to 40 per cent, the latter on
incomes of 200,000 marks and upwards,

The Scotch Committee.

Loxpox, April 17.—Debate was resumed
in the House of Commons this evening on
the Government’s motion that a Scotch
standing committee be appointed for the
consideration of all bills relating exclusive-
ly to Scotland. Mr, Balfour’s amendment
was rejected by a vote of 252 to 219. Most
of the Parnellites abstained from the divis-
ion. The debate was adjourned till Friday.

The French Budget.

Parts, April 17.—The budget for the
ensuing fiscal year shows a deficit of 83,-
000,000 francs after the deducticn of the
amount realized by the conversion of
rentes. The Government proposeanum-
ber of economies to cover this deficit, in-
cluding a reform of house duties and a re-
duction of guaranteed interest on railways.
It is estimated the application of these re.
torms will leave 514.000 francs surpius.

Many Buildings Burned.

Viexxa, April 17.—Thirty-three houses
were destroyved by fire to.day at Adler
Kosteletz, 2 town of Bohemia. Two per-
sons lost their lives and several were in-
jured.

Fire destroyed a large part of the town
of Neu San.ece in Galicia. Among the
buildings burned are three churches, the
Jesuit convent, the Lyceum and postoffice.
Eightezn houses and a church were burned
in Hradisch, Moravia, to-day.

Samoa.

Loxpox, April 17. — Inquiry at the
Foreign Office has elicited the statement
that the British Government is not in
negotiation with any power with a view of
modifying the present arrangements in re-
gard to the administration of affairs in
Samoa, nor are any such negotiations con-
templated.

The report telegraphed from Waskington
to Berlin that Germany had made over-
tures looking to the establishment of a
German protectorate over the Samoan
Islandsis emphatically denied by the au-
thorities of the Foreign Office in Berlin,
whio also deny the statement that Germany
has decided to claim a protectcrate over
those islands. Both reports are declared
to be without foundation.

The Queen at Coburg.

CoBURG, April 17.—Queen Victoria ar-
rived here at 4:35 vhis atternoon. Her
Majesty was received in state by the Duke
and Duchess of Saxe-Coburg and all of the
imperial and royal guests who have arrived
here to attend the wedding of the Duke of
Hesse and Princess Victoria of Saxe-
Coburg.

On the way to the palace the burgo-
master and municipul authorities presented
the Queen with an address of welcome, to
which her Majesty responded with a few
words of thanks. The 1oute to the palace
was densely lined with enthusiastic sight-
geers. A cannon salute was fired from the
tortress in honor of the Queen,

The Prince of Wales joined in the family
dinner at the palace in the evening.

Priceless Treasures lmperiled.

Loxpox, April 17.—Archwmologisis are
raising a strong protest agaicst the
Egyptian irrigation schemes, The
engineers have recommended a vast
reservoir, the base of which will be formed
by a dam a short distance below the island
of Philae. The dam will create a reservoir
of enormous extent, not only drowning the
island of Philae, but extending southward
into Nubia nearly 100 miles. When fulil
the waters of the reservoir will rise several
feet above the highest level of the pylon of
the temple of Isis at Philae, The rocks
surrounding the island are full of hiero-
glyphic inscriptions. These will spend
many months under water, and there is vet
much to be discovered in the immediate
neighborhood, Many other priceless
treasures are also threatened.

The Ghosts Did Not Materialize.

LonpoN, April 17.—An odd astion is
being tried in the courts here against the
Earl of Abingdon at the instance of a Mr.

Scott Hall. Some time ago Mr. Hall
entered into a contract with the earl’s
agent for the purchase of Cumnor Place,

! the agent, Mr. Hall claims, reporting it to

Le the house in which Amy Robsart died.
In further representation of the desira-
bility of the purchase, the agent, it is
alleged, asserted that frequent appear-
ances there of the ghosts of Amy Robsart,
Varney and Anthony Foster had attracted
a large number of visitors, among whom
were many Americans. Upon these repre-
sentations Mr. Scott Hall contracted to
purchase the place, but subsequently dis-
covered, as he claims, that the Cumner
Place he had bought was not the Cumner
Place in which Amy Robsart was killed.
Mr. Hail declares that the original Cumner
Place, the scene of the death of Amy Rob-
sart, is in ruins and scveral miles frem the
locality of his purchase. He therefore asks
to have the contract of purchase annulled

British Revenue Returns.

LoxpoN, April 17.—The total revenue
for tiie year ending March 31 was £98,-
907,362. This included £7,163,352 paid
into local taxaticn accounts. During that
period the increases in revenue were:
House duty, £15,000; property and income
tax, £1,730,000; postoffice, £70,000; tele-
graph service, £60,000. The decreases
were: Customs, £11,260; excise, £156,384;
stamps. £995,156;1and tax, £3,000; crown
lands, £10,000; interest on the Suez Caunal
shares, £1,766; miscellaneous, £7,201. As
distinguished from the total revenue given
above, the net increase paid into the Ex-
chcquer was on the quarter £2,581,394, as
compared with the corresponding quarter
of the preceding year, and the net increase
for the year just ended was £738,033. The
surplus balance in the Exchequer on March
31, 1894, bevond the amount of the charges
on the consolidated fund on the same date
pavable in the June quarter of 1894, was
£543,174.
South Africa as a Gold Producer.

Loxpow, April 17.—The progress of the
gold mining industry in South Africa con-
tinues at a pace which well nigh exceeds
expectations. February is a short month;
but, taking the return of the Witwater-
srandt district for tkat period asa basis of
calculation, the yield this year promises to
reach 1,800,000 ounces at the least. There
are other mining districts outside the
Rand, but the development at the latter
center has become so great that these other
sources of supply sink into insignificance.

When it is remembered that so recently as

891 the total yield was some 730,000

bunces, while in 1888 the district was

ardly known as a gold producer, the im-

ortance of the progress may easily be

agined. Upon a low basis of valuation

Meeting of the Western Ontario
Synod at Hamilton.

important Deliverance on the Subject
of Temperance.

——

The Hymnal and the Methods of Puble
Worchip Considered.

HaminLtoN, April 17.-~About 200 dele-
gates are in attendance at the Presbyterian
Synod of Western Ontario, being held in
McNab’s Church. At to-day’s session after
devotional exercises, conducted by the new
moderator, Rev. J. R. Battisby, of Chat-
ham, the Synod got down to business. The
committee on the Buxton building fund re-
ported that $221 had been received and
paid to Rev. Wm. King, as directed by the
Synod.

The accounts of the treasurer were cx-
amined and found correct. Dr, Cochrane,
governor of the Brantford Ladies’ College,
reported that institution to be ina pro-
gressive state and was successful finan-
cially.

The Stratford Presbytery petitioned that
the Synod use its influence with the Gen-
eral Assembly tostay proceedings in regard
to the proposed change in the hymnal. A
committee was appointed to meet the
Stratford representative and draft a new
overture. The general opinion seemed to
be in favor of some change in the hymnual

Dr. Laing presented an overture signed
by himselt, Dr. I'letcher and A. McLaren
to the effect that the order of public wor-
ship in Presbyterian churches be improved.
Dr. Laing said the service should be for
edification and uniform in substance and
order. At present some churches gave too
much time to singing and others too much
to prayers,

In the discussion on the proposal to im-
prove the church service, Rev. Dr. Laing
said that the impression prevails that
the church prohibited the use of a
liturgy, but that was not the case. He de-
sired liberty in the use of a ritual and ex-
pressed the opinion that if a form of wor-
ship was santioned most congregations
would gladly take advantage of it.

In answer to Rev. Dr. Thompson, of
Sarnia, Dr. Laing said he approved of a
minister writing his prayers beforehand if
he found it better to do so.

Dr. Thompsen said he was glad to hear
this view expressed, because he had used
prepared prayers himse!f on occasion. He
heartily agreed with Dr. Laing’s overture.
The Presbyterian form of service needs to
be brightened, and he would like to see
responsive reading by the congregation in-
troduced,

Mr. John Cameron, of London, also
strongly supported the overture. The
music of the church especially needs to be
improved.

Mr. Wm. Stevely, of London, cautioned
the synod against falling into a ritualistic
system, but agreed that the music should
be improved. He even approved of =olo-
ists. If they could be got without pay, so
much the better,

A. 1. Mackenzie, ef Hamilton, was op-
posed to any movement that would tend to
turn the church into a concert hall.

Mr. Themas Houston, of Sarnia, Rev.
Angus McKay, of Lucknow, and other
members took part in the discussion. It
was finally decided to recommend Dr.
Laing’s overture to the General Assembly
in a slightly modified form, and a commit-
tee composed of Rev. Dr. Laing, Rev. Dr.
Laidlaw, Rev. Dr. Thompson and John
Cameron was appointed to support it.
Considerable time was occupied during
the afternoon session over the considera-
tion of the appeal from D. M. Gordon, an
elder of the Maitland Presbytery, who ap-
pealed against the Presbytery’s finding in
connection with a difficulty he had had
with the pastor, Rev. Hector McQuarry.
Rev. Dr. Cochrane presented a lengthy re-
port on the matter, from which it appeared
that Mr. Gordon had refused to apperr
before the Wingham session to answer a
charge of slander and falsehood. 1t was
alleged against Mr. Gordon that the slan-
der consisted of doubting reference to
Rev. Mr. McQuarry’s temperance standing.
The falsehoed, it was stated, consisted in
Mr. Gordon alleging that the minister bad
stated that Gordon was ‘s weak-kneed,
wishy-washy, milk and water wan, hav-
ing no backbone in regard to temperance.”
After a lot of discussion it was decided,
on motion of Rev. P. Straith, that a com-
missioner be appointed to issue the mat-
ter at Lucknow, or elsewhere, providing
all parties interested, were willing. They
expressed their willingness and the mat-
ter was dropped. The following were ,ap-
pointed the commissions Revs. Dr. Coch-
rane, Dr. Fletcher, Dr. McMuilen, A.
Henderson and the moderator, Dr. Battis-
by, and Messrs. Adam Spence, A. W. Leitch
and John Cameron, eiders. The commission
will in all probability meet in Wingham.

An appeal in regard to the rearrange-
ment of the congregations of Belgrave,
Calvin, East Wawanosh, White and Lang-
side Churches into two pastoral charges
was referred to a committce to consider
upon and report.

The report of the state of religion was
most gratifying to the syned. One of the
reccmmendations agreed to was that pro-
longed puipit vacancies should be disceur-
aged.

Rev. W. J. Clark, of London, presented
the report of the committee on temperance.
The report stated that the majcrit.y of the
synods had reported in favor or pmhibition,
but there was some diversity of opinicn as
to the best method to be employed to

secure it. Two of the recommendations in
the report stirred up a lively discussion.
Cne of the clauses expressed gratitude for
the success of the recent plebiscite, and
the bromises made by the Ontario Gov-
ernment, ‘of which he (3ir Oliver
Mowat) is the head.” The words quoted
proved a stumbling block to some of
the delegates, who stated that they
did not wish to be recorded as declaring
Sir Oliver to be the Government’s head
when the coming election might depose
him, and they voted to strike out the
words, but the amendment was not accept-
ed by the large majority, The second bone
of contention was a recommendation to the
cflect that the members of the Synod be
instructed to advise their flocks to support
Parliamentary candidates favorable to pro-
hibition. Some thought this smacked of
Popish practices, and others wanted the
word **good” added to apply to the candi-
dates. The amendment, however, did not
prevail, and the report, as a whole, was
adopted.

Rev. Dr. Fietcher was appointed visitor
to Brantiford Ladies’ College.

House of Commons. The atiendance of
members was good. After one of the 24
pages of the new tariti had been passzed
Mr. Charlton, on the reciprocity clause,
asked for information, and Sir John
Thompson made the following statement:

**Negotiations were indirectly made with
the United States Government to the eflect
that Canada would be glad to know what
chance there was for an extension of trade
between the two countries, and if there was
Canada would be glad to reciprocate, hav-
ing regard for our own industries and
revenue, At a subsequent stage an officer
of the Government went to Washington for
the purpose of seeing whether it was the
desire of the United States Government or
the committee having the Wilson Bill in
charge to enter into negotiations with
Canada on the subject of tarift concessions
on both sides, and with a view of ascertain-
ing if information was desired from
Canada. The impression received wasthat
it was not considered desirable that com-
munications should take place between the
two countries regarding the tariff, but that
if communication did take place it would
be through the medium of the ambassadors,
and with regard to the tarift arrangements
then in progress the tariff was being made
for the United States only.”

Mr. Charlton delivered a stirring speech
denouncing the Government for makinga
pretense at negotiating with the United
States. They should not have sent a
private individual to Washington and then
surmised from hLis report that it was im-
probable that anything could be done.
The clause under discussion provided that
green or ripe apples, beans, buckwheat,
barley, and Indian corn, peas, potatoes,
rye, rye flour, hay and vegetables not else-
where specified should be free of duty
when coming from the United States, if
the Urited States admitted those articles
from Canada free. DMr. Charlton read
from the blue book to show that Canada
imported none of these articles to speak of
except corn, so that we were offering reci-
procity to the United States in articles
they did not sell us but which we sold
them. It was therefore an ofer all on one
side, and was not intended as a bona-fide
offer, because it was o palpable humbug, a
transparent sham, and its object was de-
ception.

Dr. Sproule reproached Mr. Charlicn
with his American birth, and charged him
with being an advocate of the United
Stotes.

Mr. Charlton retorted that he was not a
Tory henchman who uctered puerile and
childish talk.

Sir Richard Carswtight, while believing
that we could get along in reasonable com-
fort without reciprocity if we had an hon-
est Government, declared that the desira-
bility of extended trade with the United
States waas written on every mile of our
frontier by the finger of God. Ontario
could not fully deveicp her natural re-
sources until these foolish barriers were
swept away. Sir Richard described the
offer under discussion as a miserable aflair,
discreditable to a Government once
led by Sir John Macdonaid, out of whose
brains the whole Cabinet might be carved,
and then there would be enough left for the
supperters.

A long discussion followed, Mr. Mar-
tin and Mr. Davin having a Northwest
spat and exchange of compliments, Mr.
Davin and Mr. MacDonald, of Assiniboia
(both Conservatives), deplored tne high
taxes on coal oil and agricultural imple-
ments, Mr. MacDonald admitted that he
bad said in the Northwest that if the
United States took the duty off agricul-
tural implements Canada should do the
same, ‘‘but, Mr. Chairman,” he added,
‘‘when I came to Ottawa the aspect of the
question changed.” The Opposition loudly
cheered this confession.

Messrs. Campbell, of Kent, and Mac-
Donald, of Huron, made strong speeches in
favor of extended trade with the Unived
States.

The Ministerial members sat silent, so
much so that Dr. MacDonald called them
‘“dumb dogs.”

Mr. Foster finally made a speech, repeat-
ing the old reasons why reciprocity was
not obtainable from the United States
without discriminating against Great
Britain.

Mr. Laurier replied that there was a
long list of articles which might be made
up which wonid not involve discrimi-
nation against Great Britain, and
moreover the Government were about
to ratify a treaty with France which
would discriminate against Great Britain.
As to the point of willingness of the
United States to negotiate a fair treaty,
if that existed, how was it, Mr. Laurier
asked, that in1890 the ;Government went
to the country on the cry that they could
and would immediately negotiate a treaty
with the United States ? The clause finally

assed.

Mr. McMullen moved that the duty of §5
a pound on refined opium be made prohibi-
tory.

SWEARING WITNESSES.

There must be something to conceal very
iiscreditable to the Dominion Government,
or the Ministers at Ottawa would not so
persistently object to a searching investi-
gation, under oath, of ail matters coming
before that most wseful organization, the
public accounts committee. Yesterday
another attempt was made to get the Min-
isters, who
numbers, to yield, and thus enable the
committee to get at the whole truth by a
uniform system. There is good ground for
asking that in taking the testimony of
public officers regarding the expenditure of
many millions of public money there shall
be mo red tape or
methods

circumlocutionary

pursued. By not following a

course so plainly in the public interest in
the past, the country has suffered, and the |

evidence of worthy men has been thrown
ander suspicion by the double-dealing of
their fellows. Only a short time since an
official of the Public Works Department
was examired. He testified in such a way
as to baffle investigation and to conceal
facts necessary to obtain the truth regard-
ing a charge which had been made. Under
the rule that the Ministers insist on retain-
ing, he was not put under ocath., But in
the following session another committee
ordered that he be examined under oath,
and he then admitted that which he had
before denied. On being asked for an ex-
planation of the discrepancy in his testi-
mony, he said that in the first investi-
gati®m he was not under oath, and
did not therefore think it neces-
vary to tell all that he knew in
;xact terme. There have been other oc-

& 1
casions when witnesses, under covert hints

from friends of the Administration, have
kept back facts that they dared not have
suppressed if under oath, and there are
many reasons for believing that under the
system of testifying that calls for no oath
similar falsification may take place.

Why should any honest man regard it as
wrong to testify under oath? Why
should the men whose record as adminis-
trators is at stake so persisiently insist on
leaving loopholes for friendly witnessesto
crawl through in times of difficulty? No
honest man will object to be put on oath.
No honest administrator will object to
testimony being taken with every safe-
guard necessary to getling at the whole
truth. The Liberals do well to persist in
demanding that all evidence taksn before
this most important committee shall be
under oath. 8o long as the men in power
insist on the free-and.easy-do-not-tell-un-
fess-you-have-a-mind-to style of giving
evidence, there will be the gravest sus-
picions that there are scandals to conceal,
guilty men in high places to save,

WCMAN'S RATIONAL COUNCIL.

The First Canadian Convention in
Ottawa Last Week,

S——

Important Papers Presented and Ques-
tions Discussed.

—— —

The first annual meeting and conference
of the National Council of Women of Can-
ada was held in Ottawa last week, and the
meeting was very successful in every way.
The council was well attended by many of
the well-known representative Canadian
women from different Provinces. Lady
Aberdeen, to whose active interest and
exerticns the new National Woman’s Coun-
cil largely owes its existence, presided, and
much of the success of the meeting was
owing to her efforts and rare ability as a
presiding officer. Amorng the various
women’s organizations represented were
the following local councils of the National:
London, Toronto, Hamilton, Ottawa, Mon-
treal, Quebec, Winnipeg, St. John, N. B.
The leading officers of® the body were:
Lady Aberdeen, Ottawa, president; Mrs,
M. Macdonell, Toronto, vice-president for
Ontario; Mrs. McDougall, for Quebec; Mrs.
Willoughby.Cummings, corresponding sec-
retary; Mrs. English, London, recording
secretary; Mrs, Hoodless, treasurer.

THE PROCEEDINGS,

A very able and thoughtful opening ad-
dress was given by Lady Aberdeen, which
well deserves to he printed in full and very
largely circulated all over Canada. She
claims a higher mission for women, and
especially those of wealth and more leisure
than mere *‘leaders of society” or fashion
or amusements, but of “*mothering,” which
is a God-given instinct to women., Even
those who have not families of their own
have other mothering missions which they
can well perform in community. An ad-
dress of welcome was presented on behalf
of the Ottawa Council, which was neatly
responded to by Mrs. Macdonell, of To-
ronto. A large number were present dur-
ing the opening seesion, including many
visitors from the Dominion capital.

THE PAPERS READ.

During the different sessions a large
number of very valuable and practical
papers were read, many of which ought to
be published in permanent form for general
distribution, We much regret that it is
not possible to find space for even a fair
synopsis of these papers.

Mrs. Ashley Carus-Wilson, of Montreal,
read the first paper, entitled ““Co-operation
on a General Basis,” in which she first well
set forth the reasons why such a national
council sheuld be formed at ail. Circum-
stances are constantly changing, which
means changed neede, to women equally
with men, Accumulation of capital, ex-
tension of commerce,and invention of much
machinery has crowded our great cities
with individuals, who form parts of one

CHARITIES' CO-OPERATION.

Mrs. Drummond, of Montreal, read a
paper, entitled *‘Co-operation as Shown
in Associated Charities.” These charities,
it said, had their pioneer in the Charity
Organization Society, formed in London,
Eng., in 1868. One of the first pro-
moters was & woman, Miss Octavia Hill.
These methods are:

1. To maintain a system of regisiration,
whereby information regarding the needy
poor is collected and placed at the service
of all dispensers of aid, whether churches,
charitable societies or individuals,

2. In association with this to enlist a
large body of volunteer visitors, whose
office it is to keep in touch individually
with a very few families and to endeavor to
fulfill towards them the true and enduring
helpfulness of a friend.

A number of valuable points and sugges-
tions were brought out in this paper, such
as the importance of a medium through
which these societies might know each
other’s work, regarding private giving, and
a system of registration by which those
needing help and those needing work can
know of each other,

WOMEN’S CLURS,

Miss A. Sherrick, of Ottawa, had a paper
on *“‘Literary Clubs and Their Influence on
Canadian Literature.” The first of such
clubs was organized in 1868 in New York,
where a few literary women had the idea
of bringing together women of many
minds, of various degrees and of every
shade of opinion., Much good came out of
its efforts in the investigation of the con-
dition for foundlings in horpitals, the
admission of women in universities and the
like. Such clubs are general now over the
United States. A number exist in Canada
and the training in these clnbs in the way
of conducting meetings, in methods of
thinking and &peaking and in many
womanly and wifely duties, is of very
great value.

Mrs. Dandurand, of Montreal, gave a
very valuable and cultured paper regarding

French-Canadian women. Among other
bright thoughts it contained were these:

*“If throughout the land clubs were
founded where young girls might meet
weekly to listen to lectures snd diseussions
on history, art er literature, they would
thus perfect their studies, acquire a taste
for things intellectual, and frivolity would
bec dethroned. Asa natural result of this
desirable innovation voung men who, from
the moment of their eutering society, wou!d
have been charmed by the intercourse of
briliiant and cultivated women, would not
totally desert drawing-rooms for clubs; the
good husband who in the company of his
wife would not suffer any lassitude or lone-
someness wonld never think of abandoning
his home. The co-operation of feminine
forces, the union of all our wills, Iadies,
may without doubt bring about in the near
future this gratifying state of things,”

Finally, there was love
to be treated of, and the proper marner of
showing it. To sum up, make your chil-
dren friends, trusted friends, and then,
upon the lasting foundation of leyalty to
father and mother, home influence shail be
securely built,”

Mrs. Frechette, of Ottawa, gave one on
the difficult question of how to deal with
difficult cbildren—one that perplexes many
parents’ hearts. Some of the points made
were the following:

**Often a ‘difficult child’ is merely a prob.
lem of nerves, and alas, too often, nerves
are met by nerves. According to my creed
the ‘rod of correction’ can never be the
‘divining rod’ which finds the pure waters
of a child’s soul, and I earnestly hope that
the day is not far distant when it will be
thought as unworthy to strike a helpless
child as it is now held to strike a less help-
less woman. To understand a child, go
down to its simple understanding, and as
far as possible lift it up to your own. Give
it your sympathy freely in all its little
trials and let it give you its sympathy in
return. In short, go very close to it, and
let it give you the first place in its warm,
generous heart, and then even the most
difficult child need not be hard to under-
stand.

PRESENT SYSTEM FAVORED

Of the Payment and Avpointment of
Government Officials.

ToroxTo, April 17.—Registrar Lindsey
testified béfore the fees commiscion this
afternoon in favor of the present system of
the payment and appointment of Govern-
ment officials. He thought the present
rates of fees for registrars were not exces-
sive, and stated that in the whole course of
his experience, which dates from 1867, he
had not received more than twice a greater
fee than $20. Registrars, he thought,
should be allowed to appoint their depu-
ties.

Ex-President Wilkie of the Board of
Trade thought it would be a mistake to
make any change in the present system.
He thought the elective system would not
be a success if tried. And further, he de-
clared it would have to be applied to
county treasurers and judges if applied to
registrars,

TERRIFIC CRASH,

Scens of Wild Excitement in a Montreal
Schecl- A Catastrophe Barely
Averted.

MoxTREAL, April 17.-=The Riverside
public schoo!, situated at Point St. Charles,
a western suburb of this city, was the
scene of grcat excitement this morning,
and a terrible scene of death and destruc-
tion was narrowly averted. Heavy masses
of stone had been thoughtlessly placed on
the floor over one of the rooms. The strain
was too severe for the support, and it sud-
denly crashed through into the room
below.

Two children, Jennie Marshall and
Charlotte McDonnell, were injured. The
children in the other classes in the
school,although very much excited,retained
their places until dismizsed by their
teachers, who used every eflort to prevent
a panic.

The news spread like wildfire. Exagger-
ated reports flew from household to house-
hold. Stories of dead and mangled chil-
dren buried under heaps of debris and
rubbish were passed from mouth to mouth,
and in two minutes the school yard and
surrounding streets were filled with an
excited crowd., The hospital ambulance
and  police  patrol were also on
hand, which seemed to verify the
truth of the flying rumors. Mothers
frantic with fear rushed to the
scene and a stampede into the building
seemed more likely to occur than anything
else. The accident was undoubtedly
caused by the thoughtlessness of the work-
men engaged in removing a portion of the
wall of the school adjoining a new wing in
courseof erection. Thestone and debris they
had piaced on the floor of the attic over the
room where the accident occurred. This
morning work was resumed, when the
accumulated rubbish, with many premoni-
tary creakings and etrainings, at last came
crashing down into the school room.

This occurred just as the preliminary
openings had been concluded. Only a few
minutes before this room was filled with 50
or 60 little children, and their place had
just been taken by a class of older pupils
whentheceiling gave signsof yielding. Had
it not been for the crumbling warnings, or
had the smaller children still been in the
room, a harrowing tale of death and
mutilation might have been told.

Sax Fraxcisco, Cal., April 18.—The
China steamer Peru yesterday brought
news of a great fire on April 6 which half
destroyed Yoshiwari ot Yokohama, the
quarter devoted to disreputable women.
An area of two square miles was burned
over. Two marines of the United States
steamer Marion and four Japanese were
burned to death. The Japanese fire depart-
ment is antiquated, and as the houses
were cheap aiairs of bamboo and paper
they burned like tinder. Hundreds of
women rushed outinto the streetsand many
had narrow escapes. The two American
marines, John Moore and a man named
Woods, had drunk brandy and smoked
opium until they were helpless, and the
four Japanese women were in a similar
condition. The Yoshiwari is very care-
fully guarded by the police and is protected
by a high fence. The fire was finally put
out with the aid of men from the American
war vessels, Baltimore and Marion. The
Nectarine, the large house which was
pointed out to all tourists, was saved by
American man-of-war men.

No Labor Candidate.

The adjourned convention of delegates
from the different trades and labor councils
and ward workingmen’s clubs was held in
the Trades and Labor Hali last night, and
was largely attended. Mr. H, B. Ashplant
occupied the chair, and after a spirited de-
bate, in which nearly every delegate had a
say, it was moved by Mr, Joseph T. Marks,
the candidate mentioned at the last conven-
tion, that a candidate be not nominated,
and that the money subscribed for
election purposes be wused to perfect
the work of organizing and spreading
ward legislative clubs. This motion was
adopted by a vote of 52 to 17. It was
afterwards made unanimous. Mr. Marks
oddressed the convention, and said that
he was more confident for the cause of
labor after such a vote than he was before.
It wonld show the citizens that the labor
party could think and deliberate and not
. be carried away by enthusiasm, and that
they were getting ready so that when the
time came labor would strike to win. The
unions, he said, werz without ex-
ception ready to indorse the nomi-
nation, but thought the time called
for a more thorough organizition.
After the convention it was resolved to
devise plans to supply the Industrial
Banner free to every house in the cii7, and
Messrs. Pedden, Cummings, King, John-
ston and Taylor were appointed to wait on
the different trades councils i regard to
the matter. A committee was also ap-
pointed to draft a platform to submit to
the candidates at the coming election. It
was decided to organize a legislative club in
ward 2 on April 30/at Sherwood Hall. The
convention adjourned for four weeksa,

The Troublesome Breakwater.

The London West breakwater, which
since its construction has been a continual
source of trouble to the village, it now at-
tracting the attention of the Real Estate
Owners’ Association, which inciudes a
number of London West’s leading land-
jords. At the regular meeting of that
body last night, the question was threshed
out at some length, Mr. F. A. Jones pro-
nouncing the breakwater in a very bad state
of repair, while Mr. Wm. Peters, with an
ey= to beauty,suggested thattrees beplanted
along the same. Mr. C. Jones strongly ad-
vocated the keeping of the breakwater in a
thorough state ‘of repair, as it would be a
decided advantage. He also favored the
forwarding of a request for assistance to
the Ontario Government. Some of the
members attributed tke whole tiouble to
| the waterworks dam at Spriogbank.
Schemes for building a roadway along the

top ¢f the breakwater were mentioned, but
Depity Reeve Scarrow was of the opinion
that the raising of the streets
woull be the only satisfactory method
of preventing any serious damage by floods.
The matter was finally settled by a motion
that apetition be prepared and circulated
for sigiature and sent to the council, ask-
ing thit a permanent breakwater be con-
structed around the village. The commit-
tee appeinted tocirculate the petition com-
prised Messrs. R. F. Lacey, W. DPeters
and R. 8. Rockett. The advisability of
asking fr assistance will also be con-
sidered. Reeve Macdonald wrote stating
it was 1is belief that the association
would be of great value to the council
by assistiag to carry on the affairs of the
village ina proper and economical manner.
The publithing of the auditors’ statement
was promited as soon as poseible. The
council will be invited to attend the meet-
ings of the association and receive ‘‘point-
ers” on economy. A list of non-desirable
tenants will be furnished for members
only, and the action of the school board in
granting the use of a room in the school to
the council for weekly meetings was ap-
proved of.

KILLED AS SHE SANG.

One of a Group of Girls Shot Down by

Careless Peter Duane.

HAcCKENSACK, April 17,—Sarah Ploas, of
New York, aged 16, and Ella Duane and
3elle Shields, of Ridgefield Park, 16 and
14 respectively, were standing in the parlor
ot Augustus Duane’s residence in Ridge-

field Park at 6 o’clock Sunday evening,

singing the hymn ‘““Jesus, Lover of My
Soul,” Peter Duane, aged 12, was also
prezent. He stepped into the hall, where
a brecch-loading gun stood, and, taking up
the weapon, pointed it around the room in
different objects. As the muzzle came at
range of the girls the gun was discharged,
and Belle Shields fell to the floor. She nad
just uttered the words, ‘“‘Let me to thy
bosom fly.”

The lad was not more than twelve feet
from the girls, and the charge of bird shot
tore away 2 portion of the top of her head,
killing her instantly. Both her companions
fainted, The elder Duane was away from
Lome, and the lad, horrified at the result of
his careleesness, ran more than a mile to
the kouse of his eldest brother, John, who
brought him to Hackensack and delivered
him into the custody of the sheriff. The
occurrence was purely accidental. John
Duane said bis brother had a habit of
pointing the gun around whenever he could
get hold of it.
