WITH A MAJORITY OF 57

Ulster Unionists Defeated in By-Election Aflter Hot Campaign
—Great Demonstration Follows Victory, and Police

Have Trouble With Rival Crowds.

Irish home rule party wen a notable

victory over the Unicnists in the election of a member of parliament for the

city of Londonderry, Ulster, yesterday.

The, poll, which as usual was a very close one, resulted as follows:

David C. Hogg, Nationalist, 2,699.

Col. H. A. Pakenham, Unicnist, 2,642,

Majority, 57.

The seat had been held since 1800 by the Marquis of Hamilton, who was
recently elevated to the House of Lords on the death of his father, the Duke
of Abercorn. The victory of the home rulers gives them a majority of mem-
bers of parliament from the province of Ulster in the House of Commons.

Extraordinary efforts were made by both parties to bring every elector
to the polis, and as a result of their exertions, out of a total electorate of 5462

voters, 5.341 cast their ballots.

Would Beautify City.

The idea is that a large space should
be left in fromnt of the postoffice to be
beautified by tfasteful landscape gar-
dening, with walks and stairways
ranged in such a manner as to
the most impesing public building
London, or at least on a par with the
city hall to be built on the Federal
Square. A building set off with mas-
sive columns, and with a pleasing ap-
proach, and with ample space in front,
would do a great deul towards chang-
ing the aspect of the central part of

Building on the present site and the
adjoirning property would have the ad-
vantage of bringing about a change in
the location of many offices and stores.
There are half a dozen stores in the
Cariing block and many offices up-
stairs, The result would be to give im-
petus to the erection of new office
buildings, and the general-improvement
to the whole city would be incalculable,

Present Quarterg Cramped.

At the present time the employees of
the porstoffice are cramped to such an
extent that it is difficult for them to
transact the customary business, When
any special rush is on, confusion and
delay can scarcely be avolded. Thig is
applicable to ail departments of the
office.

Businessmen have viewed with much
favor the proposal to purchase the Car-
ling block, and to go in for a scheme
of beautification. The block would give
land enough for all offices and afford
space for driveways at the rear.

Being Erected by Canadian
Pacific Railway.

bullding and entrance ig made through
a suitable corridor from the tracks
northwards, This accommodation con-
tains every convenience and is artifici-
ally ventilated. The remainder of the
huge basement is occupied by the boil-
er and coal room and the baggage de-
partment, The whole of the mnorth
wing is occupied by the baggage de-
partment with the exception of an al-
lotment made to the Dominion Express
for the carrying on of their extensive
basiness. The exterior of the main
building and the retaining wall running
along Jasper avenue will consist of
reinforced concrete with a eertain
amount of metal facing to relieve the
dullness of the concrete, which wil}
be specially treated with carborundum
blocks, These will be used for rubbing
the surface of the concrete smooth,
giving the structure the appéarance
somewhat of a stone building, It will
be in reality a monolithic structura,
and its appearance depends a great
deal on the manner in which the ce-
ment surface is finished by the ecar-
borundum blocks. The marquee, which
is to be erected at the main entrance,
will be of cast and wrought iron, with a
glass roof and supported on columns,
which will stand out to the edge of the
sidewalk, The interior of the waliting-
room will be finished in Keene's ce-
ment, which has a beautiful white sur-
face and is very attractive. It will
wash and has the appearance of plas-
ter, but is of a very much harder sub-
stance, while the base of the room will
be of marble and a terrazza floor will
also to be inserted. The wainscoting
will be four feet high, and above this
‘he walls will be finished in pilasters
and panelling with plaster cornices,
and when colored or painted will give
a very artistic effect. The front of the
ticket offices, which are in the waiting
room, are also finished in Keene’s ce-
ment and above the counter are the
iron grilles. There is practically no
wood used in the waiting-room except
the doors.

RESUME WORK AT SARDIS

Princeton Excavation Expedilion
Gets New Turkish Permit.

London, Jan, 31.—All doubt as to whe-
ther the excavaticns at Bardis, in Asia
Minor, which were started by a Prince-
ton University expediti would be stop-
ped because of the Baikan war, was dis-
solved today by the receipt of a cable-
gram from Mr. Rockhill, the Ame
ambassador at Constantineple to ro
fessor Howard Crosby Butl r, of Prince
ton, In which it was announced that a
new irade had been issued allowing
professor to continue hig researches,

Professor Butler left for Constantinople
tonight. He expects to leave Constantin-
opie on Feb. 4 direct for Smyrna, where
the other membhers of the expediticn are
awaiting him.

Professor RButler is delighted over the
news from Constantinople. He says
that since his arrival in London all the
English, the Germans and others have
been teliing him that Turkey, with a war
on her hands, would not think of issuing
an order allowing his expedition to go on
with its work, and that he had better
make up his mind to abandon the ex-
cavations,

The professor considers the new per-
mission a nice compliment to the United
States for its disinterestedness in tihe
war, and in appreciation of the value of
the work accompllshed at Sardls,

Engineer Brazier Says They Have

Passed the Experimental Stage.

City Engineer Brazier has re
from Detroit and Windsor, where he
has been Investigating the cement
pavements laid in these cities. In his
opinion this kind of road has rwwﬂl
the experimental stage, and is giving
excellent satisfaction in many ')‘u(“l

The first pavements were laid in
three layers, but this method did not
prove satisfactory. There were many
cracks in the road, and in other ways,
it did not prove equal to expectations.
Later two layers were tried, but this
did not remedy the faults to any ap-
preciahle degree, with the result that
at the present time, one layer only,
generally 8 incheg in thickness, is put
down. The pavement gives very good
eatisfaction, as a rule.

“l saw some pavements that have
been laid 14 years,” said Mr. Brazler.
“They seemed to be in good condition.
The only difficulty about them is that
they wear and break at the joints.
Otherwise they seem very hard and
durable. I am preparing a report on
my observations, and will present it to
the board of \xorkq

Strong Speech by Hon.
Mr. Emmerson.

REACTIONARY MEASURE

Liberal Speakers Warn Against Money
Trust With Which Canada Is
Threatened.

Ottawa, Jan. 30. — The House
night gave a second reading to
White’s bill to revise the bank act,
and the same was at once refer-
red to the banking and commerce com-
mittee,. The motion to read the bill a
second time was carried at the close
of a seven-hour debate, in which only
members of the Opposition participat-
ed.

Hon. H. R. Emmerson made a not-
able speech, calling the attention of the
House to the rapid formation of a
money trust in Canada, which aimed
to control the financial, transportation,
and industrial resources of the Do-
At present he declared that
less than 50 men controlled these en-
terprises, and that 23 men were prom-
inent in the interlocking directorates
of 90 great corporations.

People Back Mr. Maclean.

Mr. Emmerson was ably supported
by Mr. Turriff, of Assiniboia, who de-
clared that the majority of the people
of this country were in hearty accord
with the address delivered upon the
banking act by the member for South
York (Mr. W. F. Maclean). Mr. Ger-
man, of Welland, Mr, Pardee, of West
Lambton, Mr, Warnock, of Medicine
Hat, Dr. Clarke, of Red Deer, and other
prominent Liberals denounced the bill

Mr. Emmerson said that Major Cur-
rie had been at pains to announce that
he owed no money to any of the banks,
thus leaving it to he understand that
members less fortunate in that re-
spect than himself could not fearlessly
discuss the bill before the House.

“I am here to say,” he continued,
“that I am a debtor to a bank and
expect to have many business dealings
with the banks in the future, but I
propose none the less to express my
views on the present situation in Can-
ada, which, to my mind, is most alarm-
ing.”

Fears Money Trust,

Mr. Emmerson sald that there was
every prospect of Canada being con-
trolled by a money trust such as pre-
vailed in the United States. There
were 48 men who were directors in
121 of the biggest corporations In Can-
ada, and 23 of these 48 were in di-
recting force in 90 of these corpora-
tions, which controlled all the banks,
insurance companies, trust companies
and all the big financial concerns in
Canada. These 23 men, through inter-
locking directorates and financial In-
fluences, practically controlled the
flnancial, industrial and transporta-
tion Interestg of Canada. Nine of the
23 men llved in Toronto, 13 in Mon-
treal, and one, Lord Strathcona, in
England. In this great concentration
of wealth and power there was a ter-
rible menace to the country,

Facing Gigantic Struggle.

“We are facing,” eaid Mr. Emmer-
son, “a gigantlc struggle between the
great corporations and the people. I
propose to stand with the member for
South York, on the side of the people.
The power exercised hy the corpora-
tions is overwhelming. We see it dis-
played at every meeting of the bank-
ing and commerce committee and of
the railway committee. We gee it dis-
in the formation of cabinets
and in the silence imposed upon mem-

bers of this House, These corporations

have no politics, and they find mem-
bers to do their bidding on the left

as well as on the right of the speaker.

This condition of affairy did not be-
gin one year or two years ago, It
has prevailed under Liberal and Con-
governments alike.”

Bill in Bankers' Interests,

Mr. Emmerson sald that he had been
inclined to make light of- the - charge
that the present Finance Minister had
been placed in the cabinet by the big
interests, as their representative, and
had a mandate to carry out their will,
but the present bill caused him to re-
gard the charge more "seriously. ' The
bill had been framed for the express
purpose of strengihening the tyranni-
hold of the Canadian Bankers’
Association and afforded no relief to
the people, :

“1 was greatly pleased,” he contin-
ued, “with the courage of the member
of North Ontario (Major Sam Sharpe),
who made an excellent speech in the
House the other night. I wase in hopes
that this important question was to
be discussed on its merits on both
sides of the chamber. - But now we are
given to understand that the Govern-
ment supporters have been gagged and
bound and will not be allowed to offer
any further critic‘'sm upon the bill.”

For Government Inspection.

Mr, Emmerson declared himself - in
favor of Government inspection. When
a franchise was granted to any cor-
poration the Government should insist
upon receiving some compensation,
and upon retaining some supervision.
Mr. White had pointed ount many rea-
song why the Government did not care
to undertake the responsibility of in-
spection. ‘“Let me ask him why it is
that the banks are so oppcsed to out-
side inspection,” he satd. :

nullity. There was a great difference
between an audit and an inspection,
and the provisions were insufficient,
not alone for audit, but for actual in-
spection. The shareholders should
have the right to ask the Govern-
ment to name an inspector to inspect
the bank’s affairs, as was the proced-
ure under the Scottish law.

Some provision should also be
made, the chief Liberal whip ar-
gued, under which banks would be re-
quired to use more money in this
country. He also directed attention
to the conflict between Mr. White’s
proposals and the Ontario law in re-
ference to the priority of wage-earn-
ers. The Ontario law gave the in-
vestments of wage-earners priority,
while the Minister of Finance put
the banks in the position of priority,
when claims hag to be paid. Mr.
Pardee argued for the Ontario sys-
tem.

Dealing with the question of in-
creased protection to depositors, Mr.
Pardee maintained that, considering
the immense interest of depositors, it
was only fair that a certain percent-
age of the bank's assets should be
earmarked in the interest of the depos-
itors.

Over thirty ratepayvers of West Nis-
sourl asked the council to res omd tho
bylaw making that township a con-
tiruation school district. When tho
