ONTARIO NOT GETTING FAIR DEAL

Representatives of Organiz:tion Express Much Dissatisfac-
tion Over Board’s Action — Production Will Decrease
Unless Encouragement Is Given in Form of Better
Prices, Declares Paris Man.

Toronto, Sept. 8.—Dissatisfaction with
the wheat prices fixed by the national
wheat board recently was expressed at
the initial session of the hoard this
morning by representatives of the
United Farmers of Ontario, who
claimed that Ontario farmers had not
been given a fair deal. i

M. W. Doherty, one of the represen-
tatives of the organized farmers, de-
clared that in the opinion of a great
many, the board was not justified in
making any difference in prices this
yvear. The present prices, he said,
should be made f o. b.,, Toronto, or, if
changed, should be made the same as
last year.

Referring to the live stock industry.
Mr. Doherty spoke of the fear of farm-
ers that there would be a shortage of
wheat offal. Live stock men, he said,
had been unable to get sufficient bran
and middlings to meet their require-
ments in the past, and considered it
probable that an undue proportion of
wheat offal would still be taken out o
the province, .

Mugt Encourage Farmers.

C. W. Gurnay, Paris, Ont., another

U. F. O. representative, declared that

Ontario farmers were wondering
whether any representations they might
make would be given proper considera-

tion by the board. He pointed out that;

the raising of wheat in Ontario was
getting more difficult each year, and
predicted that unless the farmers were
given every encouragement, production
would gradually decrease,

E. Stonehouse, president of the
National Dairy Council, briefly refer-

Walting Hay, M.I.A., Listowel,
emphasized the fact that wheat produc-
tion in Ontario was a different proposi-
tion to other provinces, and held that
the board, in making its regulations,
should bear that fact in mind.

RAISE THEIR PRIGES
T0 8 GENTS A QUART

Decide This At Meeting Held
Saturday.

Tt was decided unanimously to sraise
the price of milk to $3.20 per cwt,,
which 1s 8 cents per quart, at a spe-

cial meeting of the Middlesex Milk
Producers’ Association, held in the
county council chambers on Saturday.
Milk producers, about 30 in number,
were all in favor of the increase, which
{is to go into effect at once, and will
continue until November, when an-
other meeting will be called and the
price fixed for the winter months,

H. Farncombe, one member of the
association, was in favor of a still
higher jump. He thought that $4 a
cwt. would be a fair price. At this rate
milk would sell to the dealers for 10
cents per quart, and the consumer
i would be obliged to pay 15 cents a
i quart. Consumers are now paying 13
| cents a quart, local dealers having
raised the price last week In anticipa-
| tion of the milk producers raising the
pprice at this meeting.

A memher also urged that the price
! he set at $3.60 a cwt. He said that f
| milk producers could not get this price
| for their produnct thev might as well
! sell their cattle on account of the poor
crops and the high cost of winter feed.
| A resolution and an amendment were

. Silence Is Watchword.

Governor Carter of the county jail
was also approached by a reporter, put
he in turn passed the buck to the
deputy cheriff. ‘“Deputy Sheriff Wat-
terworth will give you the information,”
lge sald. However, despite this clam-
like attitude manifested in the county
buildings today, The Advertiser ob-
tained a full description of the escape
er'm a reliable source this morning.
‘ba.turda.y night Turnkeys James
Gumb and Arthur Sadlier having re-
su_gneq from the jail staff, left the in-
stitution, and a returned soldier named
Blake, newly-appointed, was in charge
of Manenti, employed in the jail kit~
chen, Sunday.

Got Away in Daylight.

About 5 o'clock, in company with
another prisoner, Blake was superin-
tending the removal of ashes from the
Jjail kitchen to the yard, and the door
to the Kkitchen was necessariljg open.
Manenti made his exit throu this
door, while Blake was at the opposite
end of a hall, and, reaching the north
vard of the jail, the Italian easily
scaled the low wall, rushed across bun-
das street, through the lane east of the
Dennis factory, and gaining access to
Ridout street, ran north to the Black-
friars bridge, disappearing on the flats
by the near-by River Tnames.

“1 Saw Him Go.”

Night Watchman  Archie
from the jail lawn, where he was seat-
ed, saw Manenti scale the wall, anad
he imenediately pursued him, but was
quickly outdistanced by the fleeiny
man. The whole district was scoured
by the police in a few minutes after
the alarm, but without success. Al-
though it is stated that Manenti ob-
tained keyvs to open the kitchen door
from a cupboard, where two escaped
prisoners previously obtained keys, The
Advertiser was informed on zood au-
thority today that there were no keys
fiting this door-lock in the cupboard at
the time. Of two keys which opened
this door, one was in possession of
Turnkey Campbell, absent for supper
during the escape, and the other was in
possession of Turnkey Blake, and 1t
was still in his pocket after the
escape.

An Easy Wall.

It is thought that Blake neglected to
lock ' the kitchen door, and Manentl,
taking advantage of the negleot, ran
outside. The wall which he vaulted
is a low one, and yearly the attention
of the county council has been drawn
to this fact, but no action has been
taken to increase its height. In fact, at
the point where Manenti scaled it, the
wall may be vaulted by a man from
Dundas street, and the jail ground 1s
much higher inside the wall. Owing
to the fact that three prisoners are
supposed tc have obtained keys (Tom
the kitchen cupboard before escaping,
a safe for the keys is advocated.

Probe Is Likely.

Deputy Sheriff Ben Watterworth is
conducting an investigation into the
escape, and following his report to the
inspector of prisons at Toronto, a pro-
vincial investigation may be ordered,
as Manenti is regarded as a dangerous
man, and, it is stated, was being em-
ployed in the jail kitchen contrary to
orders. He has been confined in the
county jail since June 27 last, charged
with forgery, it being alleged that he
raised $1 bills to $10 in this city by a
clever ruse.

Owing to the fact that he has not
been tried on the charge, Manenti was
not dressed in prison uniform when he
escaped, but wore civilian clothes. He
wore no coat or hat, however, and his
arrest is expected soon owing to the
fact that he is known to the police
throughout the province. It is believed
local friends have come to his_ assist-
ance to aid his escape from the dis-
trict.

Shortly after Manenti's arrest the
Hamilton police asked that he be sent
to that city to face a charge of at-
tempted murder. He was handed over,
but soon afterward he was returned to
T.ondon with the explanation that evi-
dence had gone wrong. He had repeat-
edly used various devices to delay his
trial on the charge of raising the Amer-
fcan bills, and he had not yet been
given a nearing when he escaped.

RUSSIAN WOUNDED
DURING SQUABBLE

G.C.M.G., Commanding tne C.O.S.

In France:

On behalf of the citizens of Lon-
don, we, the mayor and city council,
desire to extend to you a most
hearty welcome to our city. We
feel nighly honored indeed by this
visit so soon after your return from
the arduous duties to which you
have been engaged in leading our
country’s troops in the Great War
in foreign lands in the cause of
justice and humanity. You have,
py your dauntless courage, your
powers of organization and leader-
ship, brought the highest honor to
yourself, and, as commander of the
Canadian army, so conducted their
campaign in this war as to bring
imperishable honor to our heroic
soldiers and the greatest credit to
their country,

Song of Victory.

The war has been brought to a
successful conclusion, the sona of
victory is in our hearts, and the
heroic deeds of our boys will be
sung around the firesides of our
Canadian homes in the countless
years to come, and through this
we have reason to rejoice that
your own name will be connected,
a man from our County of Middie-
sex, and a neaF citizen. In the song
of victory are the rich, soft notes
from the silent spots in Flanders
and France where sleep Canada’s
bravest of the brave, and In our
hospitals and in our streets are the
evidences of many who have heen
where only brave men go.

‘ The So?diers Want Justice

There is always suspicion of a colored
gentleman somewhere in the woodpile when the
Government starts out to make itself a good

fellow, and while Canada- cannot do too much
for the returned soldiers it is doubtful if the
soldiers themselves will applaud the proposal to
extend the gratuity for another six months and
add another $150,000,000 td the public debt.

The first gratuity was granted in order to
give the men an opportunity to rest up after
their arduous campaigns, to get their feet firmly
under them, so to speak, in whatever calling they
proposed to follow, and to give the Government
a chance to make permanent arrangements for
their welfare. The Government was caught un-
prepared when the armistice was signed and the
granting of another six months’ gratuity is
acknowledgement that it is still unprepared or
else it is a bald bid for the soldiers’ support in
the elections which are not far off.

Without doubt there are “hundreds of sol-
diers who should receive additional gratuities
and inereased pensions. There are hundreds of
them who are crippled for life, unable to earn
a living and who are trying to get along on
inadequate pensions. Whatever is done for these
and for other deserving men should not be in
the form . of gratuities, but in the form of
permanent assistance.

The soldiers as a body are not satisfied with
the way they have been treated. They have been
offered land, they have been offered vocational
training, but they have not found the organiza-
tion behind them which they had a right to
expect. What, for instance, has the Government,
either provincial or federal, to say in reply to
the following letter received by The Advertiser
from a returned soldier who knows whereof he
speaks:

“I wonder what the soldiers’ settlement
board is trying to do in Northern Ontario. Is it
trying to exterminate that little band of returned
heroes up there or is it trying to do what is right
by them? They had better let the returned sol-
dier have a square deal and not give preference
to the bo-hunks by letting them live in the best
houses when the returned soldier and his wife
have to put up with sod shacks. Not only that,
but thevreturned man has to pay more for the
necessaries of life than the alien. The state of
affairs discovered up there by the Grand Army
of Canada investigator is simply appalling.
There is one poor woman up there in a delicate
state of health with not a place fit for her and
the expected little one. This state of affairs is
a disgrace to this fair Canada of ours and it’s
a good thing that we have a body of men that
are really getting after such things.”’

RED CROSS PEACE WORK
ALONG HEALTH LINES.

The Red Cross activity during the
coming year will be directed toward the
hetter health of the people of Canada.
Although men wounded in the war will
receive first attention, the society feels
that the mighty force of workers of
which it 18 comprised will have abun-
dance of time for further endeavor. To
this end, the national executive is

mapping out a program which will aim
toward the improvement of the general
health of Canadian citizens, the pre-
vention of disease and the conservation
of child life. Provision will also be made
for such emergencies as. the Hallfax dis~
aster and the influenza epidemic, and
an effort to meet the needs of outlying
districts, where medical help ana
nurseg cannot now be procured, will be
part of the program.

Owing to the fact that the B. N. A.
act givea each province control of its
own health laws, it was felt that each
province should have its own general
2ed Cross association. Accordingly, at
a meeting held in Toronto a few days
ago, Ontario, the last province to fall in
line, was organized into a provincial
branch.

Condemns Alkalies and Acids.

The shampoo demonstration was also
most interesting. The speaker con-
demned the use of alkalies, such as
ammonia, soda, borax and acids,
especially hydrogen of peroxide, in
shampoo water, declaring that they
used up the hair lubricants and would
eventually destroy its life. She recom-
mended a simple shampoo, and one of
the best. It is made by boiling two
ounces of castile soap in one pint of
soft water, and then, when it is cool-
ing, adding one ounce of bay rum.

“To shampoo, first wet the hair
thoroughly with clear water,” said the
speaker, ‘‘and then use enough of the
shampoo ligquid to make a good lather.
Two soap suds should be used, and
three if the hair is very oily. The
water with which the head is washed
should be slightfly warmer than luke-
wanm, and the rinse water only a
little cooler. The hair is nicer if cold
water is not used.

L Cleanse Scalp Often.

Every scalp should be cleansed at
least once in ten days or two weeks
If the hair is very dry this period be-
tween washings may perhaps extend
to three weeks or one month, but not

longer. Frequent washing will not in-
lure oily hair and tends to keep it
free from excess oil. Washing the hair |

During the war we heard a great
deal about shell shock. It differs a
little from the emotional, surgical, ac-
cidental and physical shock of every-
day life. It is a ‘‘psychotraumgtic” or
comhined mental, emotional and injury
shock not common away from the bat-
tleflelds or great catastrophes.
The shock, which may result serl-
ously after an operation or an acci-
dent, is sometimes ofcasioned by sud-
den and severe loss of blood.

o abruptly also does the unfair, un-
even and dangerous rush of hlood occur
that it is to all intents and purposes
equivalent to a huge hemorrhage. Then,
if the victim is not aroused swiftly and
brought vigorously into complete tone;
if his arteries, veins and other parts of
his physiology are not immediately
tuned up to the proper pitch and bal-
ance, it may be too late. He may suc-
cumb to shock. This type of shock }s
really a sort of pooling each tissues
hlood in almost one area, instead of so-
cializing it fairly to its appointed areas,

The inadequacy of most measures of
attempted relief to shock, such as the
use of alcohol, ether, chloroform, spirits
of nitre or ammonfa, rests upon thg
evidence that these all help to prevent
a restoration of tone to the living fab-
ric as well as ipterfere with the even
redistribution of the blood shot away
by the shock. o

Elevation of the legs and feet, the in-
troduction of sugar or galt solutions
quickly to fill up the structures tem-
porarily emptied of blood; compression
of the aorta and heart and massage of
the head and neck to help bring blood
upward. The introduction into the veins
of no drugs other than _the gland ex-
tract, epinephrin or supFarinalin must
all be combined in the treatment of
shock"Any one measure alone may be
a sad disappointment.

Farmers Rush For Tractors,
Due To Scarcity of Horses
and Feed Costs.

ST. THOMAS, Sept. 7.—The 'high
cost of feed and a gcarcity of horses,
together with the increased cost O
harness and other material necessary,
is said to be responsible for the large
number of tractors in use in this dis-
trict. Never in history has the horse
been replaced with mechanical devices
to such an extent as today.
