RUMANIA AGREES TO 
SIGN AUSTRIAN PACT

WITH RESERVATIONS

Toronto. Sept. 8.—Demanding $2.000 war service gratuity, about 
1.000 returned soldiers gathered in front of the city hall at noon today, 
following an unsuccessful attempt to see Mayor Church, who is in Lon- 
don. The mass meeting was addressed by a number of returned men 
who advocated a series of demonstrations with the idea of enlisting the 
sympathy of the general public.

Protests were directed in the main to the failure of Sir Robert 
Borden to appoint a commission to co-operate with the G. W. V. A. re­
garding the matter of war service gratuities. Speakers urged the men 
to avoid riotous disturbances, but declared that men prominent in 
political and commercial life should be forced to state their views in 
regard to the increased stun for returned men. Those who are not in 
accord with the soldiers will have their names "printed on doors and 
telegraph posts throughout the town."

Further meetings will be held today, and it is expected that the 
arena will be secured for a monster demonstration in the near future.

RUMANIA MUST SIGN.
Paris, Sept. 8—The supreme coun­

cil of the peace conference today 
Informed Rumania that she must 
sign the peace treaty with Austria 
without reservation or abstain alto­
gether from signing.

The Rumanian peace delegation 
has not yet reached a decision in 
the matter.

Paris. Sept. 8.—The Rumanian dele­
gation has sent a note to the peace 
conference declaring that its intention 
was to sign the Austrian treaty with 
reservations. The supreme council this 
morning took the Rumanian note under 
consideration. It appears unlikely that 
such signature will be permitted.

Premier Clemenceau presided at the 
council meeting, which also discussed 
the German reply to the allied demand 
for suppression of Article 61 of the 
German constitution providing for Aus­
trian representation in the German Par­
liament. The discussion of this subject 
was not completed today. The council 
will take it up again tomorrow.

Ottawa Sept. 8.—The refusal of Sir 
Robert Borden to appoint a com­
mission to inquire in the demands of 
the Great War Veterans is bitterly re­
sented in Ottawa, not only by the vet­
erans themselves, but also by members 
of the House. In fact, it is anticipated 
that the matter will be brought up in 
the Commons at the earliest opportun­
ity. There was a meeting of the sol­
dier members of the House from both 
sides this morning, at which there were 
present members of the Dominion 
executive, including Col. Purney, presi­
dent, and Messrs. Maxwell and Mac­
Neil, first vice-president and secretary, 
respectfully. At this conference the 
whole matter was threshed out.

The excuse of Sir Robert Borden for 
refusing to grant the commission's de­
sire, namely, that it was not in accord 
with the principles of responsible gov­
ernment to do so, is received with 
sardonic laughter. It is recalled that on

Sept. 8.—Dissatisfaction with 
the wheat prices fixed by the national 
wheat board recently was expressed at 
the initial session of the board this 
morning by representatives of the 
United Farmers of Ontario, who 
claimed that Ontario farmers had not 
been given a fair deal._

M. W. Doherty, one of the represen- 
tatives of the organized farmers, de­
clared that In the opinion of a great 
many, the board was not justified in 
making any difference in prices this 
year. The present prices, he said, 
should be made f. o. b., Toronto, or. If 
changed, should be made the same as 
last year.

Referring to the live stock industry. 
Mr. Doherty spoke of the fear of farm­
ers that there would be a shortage of 
wheat offal. Live stock men, he said, 
had been unable to get sufficient bran 
and middlings to meet their require­
ments in the past, and considered it 
probable that an undue proportion of 
wheat offal would still be taken out of 
the province.

Must Encourage Farmers.
C. W. Gurney, Paria. Ont., another 

U. F. O. representative, declared that

Ontario farmers were wondering 
whether any representations they might 
make would be given proper considera­
tion by the board. He pointed out that 
the raising of wheat in Ontario was 
getting more difficult each year, and 
predicted that unless the farmers were 
given every encouragement, production 
would gradually decrease.

E. H. Stonehouse, president of the 
National Dairy Council, briefly refer- 
much wheat offal as possible for the use 
much wheat ffal as possible for the use 
oi dairymen.

Knot at Back Becoming.

"Usually the most becoming style 
for a young girl is one which rolls 
softly back from the forehead, with 
part or without, and is caught in a 
Knot at the back of the neck. The 
girl with straight hair has a greater. 
trial than her curly-headed sister, and ! 
often the curling-irons may be used to । 
advantage in the production of soft, 
wide waves. It must be remembered, 
however, that some types look best 
with straight hair, and any attempt to ; 
tamper with their hair is not an im- 
provement. When waving hair, the I 
waves should be soft and wide to be 
most attractive.

A Defective Side?
"Every girl should study her face 

until she lias decided which side is the 
defective side, and then try to dress I 
her hair so as to lessen that defect. ! 
A slight droop of the hair over the 
forehead on the defective side gives 
a decidedly better effect than if the 
hair were dropped over the good side,, 
exposing the other.

"The hair should be brushed twice | 
daily, particularly at night, with a 
stiff-bristled brush, to remove all the 
foreign matter from the scalp. To 
comb the tangles out of the hair, comb 1 
from underneath the hair. This will !I 
be found less painful than combing j| 
from the top.;

Waving Hair.
In waving the hair, the waves 

directly above the ears should be 
curled up and those higher up on the 
head should be curved downwards. 
When i nserting combs in the hair, 
always place them in a bias position 
to insure a pretty appearance. Hair 
should be singed at the ends about 
once in three months, when the ends 
become dry and split.

Miss Doherty, in putting the hair 
up. ties it at the back with a small 
strand of itself, whicli she leaves out 
of the big switch for the purpose. 

I Then, rolling all, she forms the back 
knot by simply tying the roll into a 
knot and fastening it in place. This, 
she says, is the easiest way in which 
to make a knot.

Condemns Alkalies and Acids.
The shampoo demonstration was also 

most interesting. The speaker con­
demned the use of alkalies, such as 
ammonia, soda, borax and acids, 
especially hydrogen of peroxide, in 
shampoo water, declaring that they 
used up the hair lubricants and would 
eventually destroy its life. She recom­
mended a simple shampoo, and one of 
the best. It is made by boiling two 
ounces of castile soap in one pint of 
soft water, and then, when it is cool­
ing, adding one ounce of bay rum.

"To shampoo, first wet the hair 
thoroughly with clear water," said the 
speaker, “and then use enough of the 
shampoo liquid to make a good lather. 
Two soap suds should be used, and 
three if the hair is very oily. The 
water with which the head is washed 
should be slightly warmer than luke­
warm, and the rinse water only a 
little cooler. The hair is nicer if cold 
water is not used.

Cleanse Scalp Often.
"Every scalp should be cleansed at 

least once in ten days or two weeks. 
If the hair is very dry this period be­
tween washings may perhaps extend 
to three weeks or one month, but not 
longer. Frequent washing will not in- 
jure oily hair and tends to keep it 
free from excess oil. Washing the hair| 
should be done systematically and with I a view to keeping the scalp in a 
healthy condition. Tn case of illness 
the hair is one of the first things to 
suffer, as might be seen in the recent 
"flu" epidemic."

Is it too much to ask the 
English that they should rely on the liberality and 
the spirit of justice of the French race in the local 
government? In any case. 1 do not hesitate to 
proclaim that I will never suffer as long as I am 
a minister of the crown an injustice being done 
under the constitution, or otherwise, to my country- 
men, whether English or Catholics.

New York. Sept. 6.—"How’re we 
gonna keep ’em down on the farm?" is 
the question over which the few re­
maining brothers and sisters of the 
Shaker colonies at Hancock, Mass., and 
Lebanon, N. Y., are today sadly shak­
ing their heads.

The fact has gradually become estab­
lished that Shaker youths are not proof 
against the worldly vanities from which 
their fathers banded themselves to­
gether in 1784. As soon as they are old 
enough they depart to the big cities, and 
through the withdrawal of the popula- 
tion the Shaker colonies are reported on 
the verge of dissolution.

The Shaker buildings show lack of 
care. Many of them have been vacated 
and razed. Outsiders are being hired to 
help keep things going. A little produce 
is sold, but the income is next to noth­
ing. Only 20 persons are left at Han- 
cock, only four of them men.

Lure fJazz Prevails.
The lure of jazz has evidently pre­

vailed over the spiritual charm of the 
family shaking dance, without which no 
Shaker church meeting is complete. It 
seems a strange thing to modernize this 
violent custom of a sect otherwise noted 
for its peace-loving habits. The aver­

In letters recently published the fam­
ous Governor William Plumer, New 
Hampshire, describes his visit to the 
Shaker colony at Harvard, Mass., in 
the early days of the last century. 
When the wild riot of whirling and 
shaking met his eyes he could hardly 
believe his senses, he says. He noted 
one woman especially, a very handsome 
one. who whirled about until her skirts 
stood about her like a balloon. She 
stopped, and her head began to go from 
side to side and her body to shake in a 
manner chat was “frightful to behold." 
She couldn't help it, but acted on a 
supernatural impulse, she said. Could 
a man by his strength prevent her shak­
ing and whirling? the governor asked. 
It would be blasphemy against God to 
attempt such a thing, she replied. But 
soon after, when she was whirling with 
great velocity. Governor Plumer arose 
and, advancing gradually toward her 
clasped her in his arms and in the 
course of a movement held her still. For 
which she exclaimed against him as 
very rude.

But the frenzy of motion which 
accompanied the beginning of the 
Shakers has settled down into orderly 
confines.

In a Shaker meeting the congrega­
tion. divided into men and women, face 
each other on two benches. A group 
rises and forms a hollow circle. Some­
one strikes up a tune with a march 
movement and the Shakers begin to 
rock back and forth on their feet, 
swaying their bodies to the time of the 
music. Then they march, beginning 
to beat time with quick outward ges­
tures of arms and upward motion of 
open palms. As the music ceases their 
arms fall to their sides and they retire 
Some brother speaks, a hymn is sung, 
and the shaking dance is resumed.

The shaking dance of the shakers had 
its origin in the early manifestations of 
"spiritualism" which swept over the 
country about a hundred years ago— 
table knockings and rappings, which the 
Shakers believed to be messages from 
departed spirits. It was this belief 
that separated them from the Quakers 
Ann Lee, the Shaker leader, was born 
in England, and at an early age mar­
ried Abraham Stanley, a blacksmith, 
much against her conscience, she told.
