Vancouver, May 20.—A meeting of 
the retail grocers called to cone! 1er the 
advisability and practicability of form­
ing a combine, took place last night’ 
and after the matter was laid before 
them j by tbe promoters of the scheme 
and discussed and criticised at great 
length, a vote was taken, which result­
ed in showing a substantial majority of 
those present in favor of the combine.
Very briefly the plan is to reduce the 
stores now doing business to about one- 
third of tbe present number ; as aa ex­
ample the total expense* of 30 princi­
pal stores according to tbe easiness 
flow being done has been estimated 
after caret nl consideration to 
#17,071, against the estimated expense 
of 11 stores serving the same number 
of customers of #8495, thus showing a 
saving of #8700 a month to 30 mer­
chants engaged in the grocery busi­
ness.
