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"N YHEREAS His Moft Sacred Majefty, by His Inftruions to His Excellency,

haying maturely confidered the feveral Currencies which prevail at this Time in the diffe-
rent Colonies and Provinces upon this Continent, as likewife the Eafe and ‘Convenience

of His Majefty’s good Subjetts of the Province of Quetec; His Excellency the Governor,,

by and with the Advice and Affiftance of His Majefty’s Council, and by Virtue of “the

Power and Authority to him given by His Majefty’s Letters Patent, under the Great Seal

of Great-Britain, hath thought fit to Ordein and Declare; and His faid Excellency the Go-" |

vernor, by and with the Advice and Alfiftance aforefaid, Doth bereby Ordain and Declare,

And it is bereby further Ordained and Declared, That from and after the faid Firft Day of
Yenuary, One Thoufand Seven Hundred.and Sixty-Five, the above Species of Coins, or
.. . .any
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any of them; accoiding to the above Rates, ‘fhall be deemed 4 legal Tender in ‘Payment
of all Debts and Contraéts, that have, or fhall be made within this Province, where there
is no fpecial Agreement to the Contrary, drawn up in,Writing, .or before fufficient Wit-
nefles; and that in all Agreements, Prior to, or fince _the Conqueft of this Province,
which have been made in Livres, "according to the Method of Computation heretofore in
" Ufe, the Livre fhall be eftimated equal to One Shilling of the Currency.hereby eftablifhed,
the Dollar to be equal to Sax Livres, or Six Skillings, and in the fame Proportion for every -
Coin herein fpecified. ‘ -

. And whereas a Practice has been introduced of cutting Dollars, and of paffing the
Fragments as fmall Change at an arbitrary Value; and the fame being liab?e‘t'o ‘great .
Fraud and Abufe, It is bereby further Ordained and Declared; That from the Datg of the - *
Publication hereof, No'Parts of Dollars, or any other Coin, fo cut, or otherwife clipped, -
fhall be admitted to pafs carrent by Way of Change in any Part of this Province; and "
that all Perfons, uttering or paffing any fuch, upon Conviction thereof by the Oath of
one ctedible Witnefs, before one or-more Juftices of Peace, fhall, for the firft Offence,
forfeit the Sum of Ten Shillings, current Money of the Province, and Twenty for the Se-
cond, befides'one Month’s Imprifoninent; the faid Fines, fo levied, to be'applied to His
Majefty’s Ufe.” - f | . -

. _ And, in Order to prevent the Importation of Copper in fuch Abundance, as to- drain
“the Country of itsGold andSilver, It is bereby further Ordained and Declared, by the Autbo-
rity aforefaid, That from the Date of ‘the Publication hereof, all So/s Marqués, whether
old or new, fhall pafs only as Farzhings, -that is to fay, From the Date of the Publication
hereof, until the Firft Day of Yanuary next, Forty-Eight Sols Margués {hall be deemed
equal to Ore Shilling Halffax, and Thirty of faid Sols Morgués equal to One Shilling York
Currency, but that from and after the faid Firft Day of Fanuary next enfuing, Forty-
Eight of the faid So/s Marqués thall be equal to One Shilling of the Currency of this Pro-
vince.. Provided nevertbelefs, That no Perfon fhall be obliged to receive of faid Sols Mar-
gués, or other Copper, at any One Payment, for above the . Value of - Oze Shilling of the
Curfency hereby, eftablifhed. . S C e
