tain investment of moneys apportioned to them from the Upper Canada

chase the same; and may apply the rents or moneys arising from any

the Corporation isnow by law crapowered to acquire, hold and dispose of. .

the said Corporation or Municipality of the other part, securing the sum
of two thousind pounds, and all proceedings hercifter to be taken to
foreclose the same, shall be as valid and cffectual as if the said Corpora-
tion had been authorized by law to make the investment with the said
