HEREAS it is highly reasonable and juft that

the real Eftate of every person or persons

in this Province fhould be subjett to the payment

of his, her or their debts due to all and every of
his, her or their Créditors, wheresoever refident.

1. Be it enafled by the Governor, Council and
Assembly, That from and after the publication here-
of, the Houses, Lands, real Eftate and Heredita-
ments, fituate or being in any part of this Province,
belonging to any person or persons whatsoever,
indebted, thall be hable to and chargeable with all
juft debts and demands, of what nature or kind so-
ever, owing by or due from any such person to his
Majefly, orany of his subjetts, and thall be and are
hereby made chattels for the satisfation thereof in
like manner as personal Eftates within this Province
are seized, sold or disposed of, for satisfattion of
debts. :

II.  Provided always, That every Sheriff, or other
officer, to whom any Writ of fiert jfacias, or other
Writ, fhall be direfted, fhall firft seize and take so
much of the personal Eftate of the Defendant or
Defendants as may be sufficient to satisfy the sum
jufily due to the Plaintiff, with coft of suit, which
thall be indorsed on the said execution before the
sealing thereof, if so much within his Bailiwic he can
find, and if so much he cannot so find, then, and in
that case the Sheriff, or other officer fhall seize, sell
and dispose of so much and no more, as near as
may be of the Houses, Lands, real Efiate and Here-
ditaments of the Defendant or Defendants as will be
sufficient to satisfy the whole, or the refidue, as the
case may require, of the monies so as aforesaid
from him or themn due, and on such Writs payable.

or betting as aforesaid, or lent and advanced at the
time and place of such play, to any person or per-

other person or persons in truft for, or to the use
of them so gaming or betting, or that fhall during
such play so game or bet, thall be utterly void, frus-
trate and of none effeét, to all intents and purposes
whatsoever : and that where such Mortgages, secu-
rities and other conveyances, fhall be of Lands,
Tenements or Hereditaments, or fhall be such as in-

And for the better suppreffing all public
gaming houses, Be it herehy Jurther enalled, That
it fhall and may be lawful to and for anv two of
his Majefty’s Juftices of the Peace, io enter into
any public houses suspetted of keeping any gaming
tables, and to order and dire¢t the keepers of such
gaming tables, if any such fhall be found therein,
to remove the same within forty-eight hours, as a
public nuisince ; and any person refufing or ne-
glecting to obey the order of such Juftices, the said
Juftices thall have power to break and profirate
such public gaming tables, and also to require suf-
ficient security from persons keeping such gaming
houses, for their good behaviour during twelve
months, or for their appearance at the next Quarter
Seffions, there to be prosecuted for offending a-
gainft this A¢t, or in case he or they fhall refusc to
find security, then to commit him or them to the
common Goal of the County for trial. On convic-
tion, to be either fined or imprisoned, as the Court
thall direét. o

VIL  And be 1t further enalled by the authority
aforesard, That it thall be lawful for any two Jus-
tices of the Peace to cause to be hrought before
them, every person againft whom information fhall
be lodged by the members of the Grand Jury, sworn
at the preceding Seffion of the Peace, held in the
County, or by some one of them that he or they
have reason to suspeét such person to have no vifi-
ble Eftate or calling to maintain himself by, but
that he does for the moft part support himself by

sons not only as to their manner of- livelihood and
subfiftence, but also as to the place from whence
they came and where they were laft settled, and
they refufing to be examined, or not making true
answers to such queftions as fhall be put to them
by such Juftice on such their examination, fhall he
confidered as idle and disorderly persons within the
intent and meaning of this A¢t, and be dealt with
accordingly. o -
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1. And be it further enafled, That it fhall and
may be lawful for any Juftice of the Peace to com-

And if any Conftable
aller fuch Notice given as aforefaid {hall refufe or
neglett to ufe his beft endeavors to apprehend and
convey fuch offenders before a Juftice of the Peace
as aforefaid, being thereof legally convitted before
fuch Juftice of the Peace, every fuch Conftable thall
forfeit and pay to the ufe of the Poor thereof the

An ACT to oblige Assent Prorrierors to pay a
proportion of any Public charge, and to repair
Highways.

WHEREAS there are many perfons who own

L. Be it enacled by the Governor, Council and
Assembly, That each and every fuch Proprietor or
Proprietors of any Lands, Tenements or Heredita-
ments, within this Province, fhall pay or caufe to
be paid, his, her, or their juft quota or proportion
of all charges hereafter to be affeffed on the Lands
within fuch County, and upon failure thereof, the
Tame to be recovered, as may be diretted by the
Laws empowering fuch affeffiment, and each and
every non-refident Proprietor or Proprietors of fuch
Lands, Tenements or Hereditaments, fhall be obli-
ged to do and perform his, her or their parts or pro-
portion of labor on the Highways, Streets, Roads
and Bridges, within their refpeftive limits, or pay
for the fame as delinquent Inhabitants.

1. Be it also enatled, That if any Proprietor or
Proprietors of any real Eftate as aforefaid, fhall be
abfent, and no perfon appear in their behalf within
Six Months after Public Notice being given in the
Royal Gazette, to pay his, her or their quota or
proportion of any Affeffment as aforefaid, made by
virtue of any Law of this Province, or of labor on
- Highways, Streets, Roads and Bridges as aforefaid,
and not having any goods and chattels to anfwer his,
her or their queta or proportion of any charge
made as aforefaid, it fhall and may be lawful for any

three of his Majefty’s Juftices of the Peace, quorum

Urus
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unus, who are hereby empowered to let out fuch
part of the delinquent’s Lands as may be f{ufficient
to pay, by the produce thereof, any fuch quota,
proportion, or charge fo due; and in cafe the Lands
of fuch abfentees, thould not for the prefent pro-
duce f{ufficient to pay the quota of his, her or their
proportion of {uch Affeffinent, or no one appear to
hire the fame, that then it fhall and may be lawful
for fuch Juftices, by warrant under their hands and
feals, to order the Sheriff or his deputy, to fell at

to pay the quota, proportion or charge as aforefaid,
with the cofts and charges attending the fame.

1. And be it further énafled, That all fuch mo-
nies {o received or recovered by any fuch Treafu-
rer, fhall be difpofed of, and appropriated by the
Juftices of the Peace at their General Seffions in the
refpettive County, by their order or orders, for the
ufes and purpofes which fuch privileges and public
-Lots were declaredly fold for; at the time of fuch
fale, and fhould there be any overplus after fuch
purpofes are anfwered, the fame is to remain in the
hands of fuch Treafurer and be confidered as part
of the Public ftock of fuch County. Provided, That
any perfon or perfons conceiving himfelf or them-
felves aggrieved by fuch order or orders, fhall and
may within Six Months from the date thereof, bring
a writ of certiorari, in the Supreme Court, to remove
the fame order or orders, which Court is hereby au-
thorized to hear-and finally determine the fame.

of certiorari thall be allowed, until fufficient fecurity
be given to the refpettive Treafurers appointed by
virtue of this A&, in the fum of One hundred
Pounds, to profecute fuch writ of certiorart with
effect, and to pay the cofls to be afcertained by the

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Court to which fuch rates, orders or proceedings,
thall be removed, in cafe fuch rates or orders.fhall
be confirmed, nor fhall any fuch rates, orders or
proceedings be quathed or vacated for want of form
only, and all charges attending fuch removal fhall
be defrayed out of that or any fubfequent rate.
X1, And be it further enadled, That if any aétion
or fuit fhall be commenced againft any perfon or
perfons for any thing that fhall be done in purflu-

’ sembly, That the Overfeers of the Poor to be
appointed in the feveral Towns and Parithes in the
refpeétive Counties in this Province, and the Over-
feers of the Poor to be appointed in the City of

refpeétively, for the affeffing and levying the feveral
fums fo refpettively allowed upon fuch ftatements
as aforefaid, which fums fhall be rated, affeffed and
colle€ted, in fuch manner, at fuch times, and under
the fame regulations, refiri€tions, penalties and for-
feitures as County charges are rated, affefled and
colletted by an Aét or Law of this Province, inti-
tled, ““ An A&t for affefling, collefting and levying
County Rates,” and fhall be paid into the hands of
the Overfeers of the Town or Parith where fuch
rates are affeffed.

1. And be it further enalied, That the {aid Over-
feers of the Poor, or the major part of them, by and
with the confent of two or more Jufiices of the
Peace, dwelling in or near fuch Town or Parith re-
fpettively, are hereby empowered to inquire from
time to time after any idle, or diforderly perfon or
perfons, married or unmarried, who have no vifible
means of fupport, and who are likely to become

- chargeable to the Town or Parith where they refide,

and to oblige fuch perfon or perfons to labour for
any fubftantial perfon who may be willing to em-

ploy
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ploy him or them : and if fuch poor perfon or per-
fons have children in a fuffering condition, the faid
Overfeers, with the confent of the faid Juftices, are
hereby empowered to bind fuch poor children Ap-
prentices, the Males to be bound until they arrive
to the age of Twenty-one years, and the Females to
the age of Eighteen years ; and for fuch Poor who
are not able to earn 2 living, but are fupported at
the Public expenfe, the faid Overfeers, with the
confent of the General Seffions, are hereby empow-
ered to hire or purchafe a houfe for the reception
of fuch Poor, and to purchafe materials to employ
{uch of them as are able to labour; or to agree with
fome perfon refiding in the fame Town or Parith to
take into their houfe at a yearly allowance and em-
ploy fuch Poor in any labour they are able to do,
and to give credit for the fame to the Overfeers,
from the {um allowed them for the faid yearly main-
tenance of fuch Poor; and that Public charities
may not be abufed, the faid Overfeers are hereby
direfted to aét with impartiality, and to put the faid
Poor in the hands of the perfon who fhall offer to
keep them for the leaft expenfe, having at the {ame
time a regard to the charatter of the perfon who
offers, fo that the Poor may not be inhumanly treat-
ed, nor the Public abufed ; and for which fum or
fums of money {o expended, and all other expenfes
of the Poor in each Town or Parifh; they the faid
Overfeers refpettively, are hereby authorized and
required to afcertain and lay the fame before the
faid Juftices as aforefaid at their General Seffions,
and the fame fo afcertained and allowed by the faid
General Seffions, thall be by them ordered to be
affeffed, colletted and paid as aforefaid, unlefs the
funds for the fupport of the Poor and appropriated

1. Be it therefore enalied by the Governor, Coun-
cil and Assembly, That from, and with all convenient
fpeed after, the publication hereof, it fhall and may
be lawful to and for the Mayor, Aldermen and Com-
monalty of the City of St. John, or the major part
of them in Common Council convened, and they
are hereby required to elett, nominate and appoint
a {ufficient number of firong, able, difcreet, honeft
and {ober men, willing to accept, not exceeding
Thirty-two in number, being Freemen or Freehol-
ders of the faid City, to have the care, management,
working and ufing the faid fire Engines and the
other tools and infiruments for extinguifhing of
Fires that may happen within the faid City, which
perfons {o to be eleted, nominated and appointed
as aforefaid, thall be called the Firemen of the City
of St. John, and who are hereby required and en-
joined always to be ready at a call, by night as well
as by day, to manage, work and ufe the fame fire
Engines, and others that may hereafter belong to
the fame City, and the other tools and inftruments
for extinguithing of Fires that may happen or break
out in the City aforefaid.

II. And in order to compel and oblige the Fire-
men {o to be elefted, nominated or appointed as
aforefaid, to be diligent, indufirious and vigilant, in
the execution and difcharge of their office and duty.

~ Be it further enaéled, That the Mayor, Aldermen and

Commonalty of the faid City for the time being, in
Common Council affembled, or the major part of
them, are hereby authorized and empowered to re-
move and difplace all or any of the Firemen fo as
aforefaid to' be elefted, nominated or appointed,

this Aét, and the eleflting or appointing Firemen by
virtue hereof, any fuch perfon or perfons eleCted or
appointed Firemen as aforefaid, fhall be chofen,
elected or appointed into any of the faid offices, or
to ferve in the Militia (except as before excepted)
or be difquieted or difturbed by reafon thereof, that
then fuch perfon or perfons producing a teftimonial
or certificate undey the hand of the Mayor, Recor-
der, or any one Alderman of the faid City for the
time being, of fuch his elettion, nomination or ap-
pomtment to the perfon or perfons by whom he
thall be fo eletted or appointed, or by or before
whom he fhall be fummoned, returned or required

and apprehend all ill-difpofed perfeus that they find
ftealing or pilfering from the Inhabitants, as alfo
that the faid officers aforefaid, thall give their ut-
moft affiftance to help the Inhabitants to remove
and fecure their faid goods.

true line of North and South is in a continual fiate
of variation ; partly from the cufiom which many
of the faid Settlers have been in of employing per-
fons not properly deputifed, nor afling under Oath,
and with inaccurate Infiruments to run out the fide
lines of their ref{pective Lots: and partly from the
practice which has been generally purfued in fetting
off even recent Grants, of merely, marking the ex-~
tent or limits of the fronts of the faid Grants with-
out running back at all their lateral Boundaries from
Y : the
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the banks of the Rivers, Creeks or other fronts on
which they lie; to prevent all fuch confufion, un-
eafinefs and uncertainty in future, and the growth
and increafe of thofe evils and inconveniences which
if not remedied muft foon give rife to an endlefs
vauety of difputes.

Be it enacled by the Luieutenant-Governor,
Co;uzml and Assembly, That whenever one or more
Grantees of the Crown of any Lands already grant-
ed or hereafter to be granted in this Province, ei-
ther on one or both of two feparate Grants adjoin-
ing each other or comprifed in any one Grant, or
one or more Freeholders on the faid Grant or Grants,
fhall be defirous of having the diretion of the la-
teral Boundary line or lines of fuch Grant, or be-
tween fuch Grants afcertained, fixed and rendered
permanent, he, the or they fhall give notice thereof
to the other Grantees or Proprietors therein con-
cerned, by advertifing the fame in writing, pofted
up for one Month in three at leaft of the moﬁ pub-
lic places in the Town or Parith where fuch Lands
lie, whereupon it fhall and may be lawful for the
Surveyor-General of the Province, by himfelf or
his {ufficient deputy or deputies thereunto authori-
zed and under Oath, upon the application of fuch
Grantee or Grantees, Freeholder or Freeholders, to
run the faid lateral Boundary line or lines of fuch
Grant or between {uch Grants, with proper Inftru-
meunts to be examined and approved of by the Sur--
veyor-General, at leaft Five hundred yards back from
the bank of the River, Creek, or other front on
which the faid Grants lie, and by the magnetical

-needle as exprefled in the faid Grants, and that in

the faid line or lines and each of them two {mall
pillars of fione, where ftones can be conveniently
procured, or otherwife two ftout pofts of durable
or lafting wood and cleared of fap, one near the
bank or other front, or only at a {ufficient diftance
therefrom, to be in no danger of being wafthed away,
and the other at leaft Five hundred yards back from

: the
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the fame, each reaching four feet below the furface
of the Ground and four feet above the fame, fhall
be erefied under the direftion of the Surveyor-
General, or his deputy or deputies ating under
oath as aforefaid, who fhall carefully examine the
faid pillars or pofis and fee that the line formed by
the interfection of the vertical plane paffing through
their centres (or fo as to divide them equally ) with

" feveral Towns or Parifhes in this Province, and
for fufpending for a limited time, all the Laws
now in force relating to the fame. Paffed the
12th March, 1796. .

1 BE it enafled by the Lieutenant-Governor, Coun-

' cil and Assembly, That an A¢t made and paf-
fed in the Twenty-fixth year of His Majefty’s reign,
intituled, “ An A€t for laying out, repairing and
« amending Highways, Roads and Streets, and for
¢ appointing Commiffioners and Surveyors of High-
¢ ways within the feveral Towns or Parithes in this
«Province,” alfo an A&t made and paffed in the
Thirty-firft year of His Majefty’s reign, intituled,
« An A& in addition to and in amendment of an
« A€Y, intituled, < An A& for laying out, repairing
¢ and amending Highways, Roads and Streets, and
¢ for appointing Commiffioners and Surveyors of
¢ Highways within the feveral Towns or Parithes in
¢ this Province,” be and the fame are hereby fuf-
pended for the term of Five years or during the
operation of this Aét.

1. And be it further enalled, That the Commif-
fioners and Surveyors already appointed by virtue
of the faid A&, fhall continue in their refpettive

and regulate Highways and Roads, in the Town or
Parifh for which they fhall be fo appointed ;. and

Towns, Villages and neighbourhoods; and alfo to
regulate the Roads already laid out, and if any of
them fhall appear inconvenient and an alteration
abfolutely neceffary, .and the fame be certified upon
Oath by Twelve difinterefted Freeholders of the

where fuch offence fhall be committed, by.diftrain--
ing the goods and chattels of the offenders, and

where no {uch effels are to be found the offender

or offenders to be imprifoned for Six days, or in

cale fuch offender fhall not be known or found the

fame fhall be recovered by the fale of fo.much of
the timber or wood, and the carts, trucks, or otier

things encumbering or ftopping up the way in fuch

Road or Street as aforefaid. And the faid Confta-

ble after public notice is given by him of the fel-

ling fuch difirefs fhall make fale thereof and out of
the produce ‘fhall pay the forfeitures and charges
and return the’ overplus, if any there be, to the-
owner or.owners thereof when found ; which faid

forfeitures fhall be applied by the Commiffioners

for and towards the repairing of the public Roads

V. Andde it further enalled, That the width of.

VL And be it further enafled, That the High-
ways, Roads and Bridges within each County, fhall
be cleared, maintained, and repaired by the Inha-
bitants thereof ; and that every male Inhabitant of
the age of Sixteen years and upwards (except as
herein after mentioned) fhall either in perfon or
by an able fufficient man in his room in each and
every year, provided with fuch neceffary Imple-
ments as fhall be dire€ted by the faid Surveyors
work Six days (allowing Eight hours to each day’s
work) on the faid Highways, Roads and Bridges,.
within the Town or Parith where they réfpe&ivle]ly,

dwell.
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dwell. Provided always, That Inhabitants between
Sixteen and Twenty-one years of age, Apprentices
and hired Servants, thall be obliged to work Three
days and no more, common Labourers and Jour-
neymen mechanics Four days and no more. Pro-
wided also, That upon application to two of His
Majefly’s Juftices of the Peace in the County, the
faid Juftices fhall and may in their difcretion leffen
the number of days labour to be performed by any
aged or indigent perfons. .

VII. And be it further enafled, That the Commif-
fioners in each Town or Parifh for the time being,
thall by the Firft day of Apri/ in each and ecvery
year, make out a hift of the Inhabitants in fuch
Town or Parifh with the number of days work to
be performed by each, and fhall advertife the fame
at the moft_public place in fuch Town or Parifh,
and fhall alfo furnith the Surveyor in their refpec-
tive diftriéts with a lift of fuch Inhabitants and the
number of days work fo to be done by each, and at
the fame time fhall dire€t the faid Surveyors at what
places the work fhall be done; which work fhall be
done by fuch Inhabitants under the diretion of
fuch Surveyors.

And e it further enafled, That if any In-
habitants in fuch lift prefer paying money to doing
fuch labor, it fhall and may be lawful for fuch Com-
miffioners to take and receive from fuch Inhabitants
the fum of Two Shillings and Six Pence per day for
each day’s labor required to be done by them, pro-
vided the fame is paid into the hands of the Com-

day of November in every year, and accounted for
by them to the Juftices at their firft General Seffions

IX. And be it further enalfled, That the Survey-
ors of Highways in their refpeétive diftri€ts thall be
and are hereby empowered in the fitteft and moft
feafonable time between the Firft day of May and
the Firft day of November yearly, to fummon the
Inhabitants co: ained in their refpeétive lifts, giving
them at leaft Six days notice of the time and place
where they are to be employed, and fhall there
overfee and order the perfons fo fummoned to la-
bor in making, mending or repairing the Highways,
Roads, Streets and Bridges, in the moft ufeful man-
ner during the number of days appointed for each
erfon to labor; and when any Surveyor of High-
ways fhall judge the ufe of carts, waggons, trucks,
ploughs or harrows, more neceflary than the labor
of men, in that cafe he may call on any perfon
within his diftri¢t keeping any cart, truck, plough
or harrow, with two oxen or two horfes; which
cart, truck, plough or harrow, with two oxen or two
horfes, fhall be equal to two days labor; and fuch
Surveyors of Highways fhall be excufed from any
other fervice on the Highways than the fummoning,
ordering and direting thereof.

X. And be it further enafled, That if any tranfient
perfon under the direftion of fuch Surveyor fhall
neglett or refufe to work, or fhall not work in fuch
a manner as to fatisfy {fuch Surveyor, he is hereby
empowered to difmifs fuch Inhabitant from the
work, and fhall make complaint againt-him to fome

one
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one of the Commiffioners, who fhall immediately

roceed againft him in the fame manner as is here-

after diretted to be done to Inhabitants negle€ting
" to work after being duly warned.

X1 And be it further enadled, That the Survey-
ors fhall by the Firft day of November in each and
every year, deliver in writing to the Commiffioners
a lift of fuch delinquents within their refpeétive
diftriéts as have, after being duly warned, negleted
to perform the whole or any part of the labor af-
figned to them refpeftively; and it fhall be the
Commiffioners’ duty, within Ten days after receiv-
ing fuch lift, to make complaint to any Juftice of the
Peace againft every fuch delinquent, which Juftice
thall on convittion adjudge every fuch delinquent
to pay the fum of Three Shillings for every day he
has fo negletted to work, together with cofts of fuit,
to be levied by warrant of diftrefs and fale of fuch

Provided always,
That if any perfon fhall produce a certificate from
any Commiffioner appointed by this A, that he
has in the current year done his tour of labor in
any Parifh in this Province, he fhall be excufed
from doing fuch labor that year in any other Parifh.

XIl. And be it further enalted, That the Com-
miffioners for each Town or Parith for which they
thall be appointed, fhall from time to time enter in
writing all the Highways or Roads laid out or alter-
ed and fign the fame, and make a return thereof
into the office of the Clerk of the Peace for the
County in which fuch Highway or Roads are laid
out, to be by fuch Clerk entered in a book kept for
that purpofe, and whatfoever the faid Commiffion-
ers fhall do according to the powers given them in
this A€t being fo entered, fhall be valid and good

- to
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to all intents and purpofes whatfoever; and that
every Commiffioner who fhall refufe or negleét to
perform the duty enjoined and required of each of
them as aforefaid, fhall forfeit and pay for every
fuch refufal or negleét a fum not lefs than Twenty

XIII. Axp whEReas it may be neceffary to lay
out private Roads within the {everal Counties in this
Province : Be it further enafled, That upon appli-
cation to the Commififioners appointed as aforefaid
for any Town or Parifh, for a private Road, fuch
Commiffioners fhall view the fame, and if they are
of opinion fuch Road is abfolutely neceffary, and
Twelve principal Freeholders to be fummoned in
manner aforefaid under Oath, thall be of the fame
opinion, the faid Commiffioners are hereby empow-
ered to lay out fuch Road. Provided, That they
fhall not lay out fuch Road through any perfon’s
Land without the.confent of the owner or owners
thereof, or agreeing with and paying to him or them
the value of the Land fo to be laid out inte fuch
Highway, with fuch damages as he or they may fuf-
tain by the faid Road ; and in cafe they cannot a-
gree, then the true value fhall be fet and appraifed
by the Juftices of the Peace iffuing fuch warrant as
aforefaid, for the fummoning {uch Freeholders, and
by the Oath of the faid Freeholders fo- fummoned ;

XIV. And be it further enafled, That if any pub-
lic Road hereafter to be laid out by virtue of this
A&, fhall pafs through any improved Lands where

the damage to the owner or owners of fuch Lands

by means of fuch Road fhall be greater than the
allowance made for Roads in the Grants of fuch
Lands, which fhall be afcertained by a Jury to be
fummoned in the manner firft herein before men-
tioned, on the application of the owner or owners
of the faid Land, or if fuch Road fhall occafion the
removal of any buildings, then and in fuch cafes
the damage to the owner or owners of fuch Land
fhall be afcertamed by fuch Juries and fhall be paid
as other contingent charges of the County are paid.
 XV. And be it further enafled, That the Com-
miffioners of Highways and Roads for each Town or
Parifh, or a major part of them, be and they are
hereby authorized and required after the firt Snow
and as foon as the Rivers and Marfhes are {afe for
the paffing of Cattle on the Ice, to order the Sur-
veyors of Highways and Roads for the faid Town or
Parith to fummon forthwith fo many Inhabitants as
the faid Commiffioners fhall in their difcretion think
neceflary to work after fuch manner as they the faid
Surveyors fhall diret in cutting and carrying bufhes
or marking ways. And fuch perfon not attending
or refufing to perform the faid work as direfted by
the {aid Surveyors, fhall forfeit the fum of Three
Shillings for each day’s negleét.- And the Rivers
and the feveral parts of the fame when frozen over
as aforefaid, fhall-be confidered as a part of the
Towns or Parithes to which they are refpectively
oppofite, for the purpofes direfted by this claufe.
And the Commiffioniers of the Towns or Parifhes
eppofite to each upon any River are hereby autho-
v rized
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rized and required to agree upon and determine
the diftance upon the faid River, which is to be
worked upon by their refpective Towns in purfu-
ance of this Att.

XVL  Andbeit further enacted, That every perfon
keeping a Team fhall be obliged forthwith, on being
{fummoned by the faid Surveyors to fend his Team
with a competent driver, to work in fuch manner as
the faid Surveyors fhall dirett; and on any fuch
perfon negletting to fend his Team and a good dri-
ver, or not performing fuch reafonable work as the
faid Surveyors fhall direét, the owner of the faid
Team fhall forfeit the fum of Six Shillings. :

Shillings upon conviétion before any one of His
Majefiy’s Juftices of the Peace upon the Oath ot
one or more credible witnefs or witnefles, to be le-

HEREAS a well regulated Militia in this Pro-

vince will at all times tend not only to the
fecurity and defence thereof but to the honor and
fervice of His Majefty : AND wHEREAS in times of im-
minent danger either by Invafion or fudden attack
made or threatened to be made by His Majefty’s.
enemies on any of His Majefty’s fubjefts within this
Provmce, it may become expedient and neceffary

that
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that the Militia of the feveral and refpeétive Coun-
ties or a part thereof, thould be drawn out and em-
hodied and ordered into aCtual fervice, in which
cafe it will become requifite that due fubordination
fhould be obferved : Axp waereas the Law now in
force is inadequate to thefe important purpofes;

1. Be it cnafled by the Presivent, Council and As~
sembly, That an A& made and paffed in the Forty-
fecond vear of His Majefty’s reign, intituled, “ An
« Att for regulating the Militia,” be, and the fame
is hereby repealed. . -

or refident within this Province, from Sixteen to.
