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CONSTITUTION.

1. This Convention shall be known as the Baptist Convention of Nova
Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince Edward Island.

2. The object of the Convention shall be to maintain the Educational and
Missionary operations of the Body ; and to advance the general interests of
the denomination.

3. The Convention shall be composed as follows :~
1st. Each of the tist Associntions, within the limits of the

Convention, shall be entitled to send to any meeting of the Convention
five of its own members as delegates to represent it therein.

2nd, Every Church connected with either of the above-named
Associations, and contributing toward the objects of the Convention,
shall be entitled to send one of its members to represent it at any
meeting of the Convention, and an additional delegte for every twenty
dollars 8o contributed ; provided, that no Church be at liberty to send
more than five delegates.

3rd. Every ordained Baptist minister connected with one of the above
Churches, shall be a member.

4th. Any member of one of these Churches, who shall contribute five
dollars annnually, or fifty dollars at one time, towards the objects of the
Convention, 8 be a member. .

4. The officers of the Convention shall be chosen annually, from its
members, and shall consist of a President, two or more Vice-Presidents, a
Treasurer, a Secretary, residing in the Province in which the Convention is
at the time in session, and an Assistant Secretary, chosen from one of the
other Provinces.

5. The Convention shall meet on the first Saturday after the 19th of
August, annually, at such place as shall be agreed on by the body, when, in
addition to the election of officers and the transaction of such other business
as may be brought before the bo}(‘l(y. in accordance with Art. 2 of this
Constitution, & Soud of Foreign Missions shall be chosen, consisting of
fifieen members of the Convention , five members shall constitute a quorum ;
also a Ministerial Education Board or Boards, of seven members each ; three
of whom shall constitute a quorum. The Convention shall also fill any
vacancies that may have occurred in the Board of Governors of Acadia
College, and shall, once in three years, appoint six new members, in place of
siz who will then goout in rotation, in accordancr with the Resolution passed
by the Convention in September, 1859, and in accordance wigh the Act 14
\rict.. of the Legislature of Nova Scotia, cap. 7.

6. This Constitution may be altered or smended at any meeting of the
Convention, by a vote of two thirds of the members present.

RULES OF ORDER.

1. Evory sitting shall be opened and closed with prayer.
2. Persons invited to a seat may speak on all subjects under debate, but

vote on none.
3. No person shall speak oftener than twice on any motion, unless by per-

mission of the body.
4. Motions made and lost shall not be recorded in the Minutes, except 80

ordered at the time.

5. The government of the bodtg. and the regulation of its proceed:ngs,
shall be strictly in sccordance with parliamentary usage, so called.

6. Immediately after the opening of the Convention, these rules shall be

distinctly read from the Chair.

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REPORT ON BAPTIST BOOK DEPOSITORY.

The Commitee on the Question of establishing a Baptist Book
Depository, report as follows :—

Encouraged by the favourable action taken by the Convention
held at Sackville, N. B., on the report presented on the subject,
your Committee held a meeting in St. John, N. B., in October
last. It was then decided that an appeal should be made to the
churches for the sum of $5,000 as a reserve fund. The Committee
thought that the interest on that amount, with the profits arising
from the sale of books, would meet the expenses of a Book Depos-
itory established at any suitable place within the limits of the
Convention. Owing to the dulness of the times, and to the fact
that a strenuous effort was about to be made by the denomination
to raise $100,000 for the Endowment of Acadia Coilege, the Com-
mittee decided to wait,until the prospects with respect to financial
matters should be brighter. They recommend that an appeal be
made to the churches, through an agent or otherwise, for the sum
of $5,000, and when that amount is raised, that a Book Room be
established at a suitable place, a Superintendent be appointed, and
such assistance secured as he may require, They also recommend
that, until a Book Depository is established by the Convention, our
churches be requested to patronize the Book Department of the
N. 8. Baptist Home Missionary Union.

REPORT ON THE STATE OF THE DENOMINATION.

At the sixth annual meeting of the Convention, “eld at Wol-
ville in the year 1851, a Committee “ On the State of Religion” was
appointed, and furnished a Report, which was the first of the kind
in our denominational history. It has been continued ever since,
under a slightly altered name, (now, “ On the State of the Denom-
ination.”) The present is the 27th Report.

Our numerical pro, has been considerable. In 1851 there
were 193 churches ; there are now 343. In 1851 the total number
of members 16,000 ; now it is 36,691. In 1851 1,269 persons had
joined our churches by the profession of faith in baptism, each of
whom declared by that act their hearty reception of the Lord Jesus
as their Saviour, and that they were the subjects of that new birth
which all must experience before they can join the family above.
Whether the profession was in all cases genuine and sincere can be
known only by the Searcher of hearts. The church has done its
duty when the word of the Lord has been fairly and fully set
before the people, and necessary precautions taken to guard against
mistake or deception, and when the advancement of the members
in holiness and zeal has become an every-day-concern.
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The losses by death have probably equalled the additions by
baptism ; and among those who have passed away are to be
reckoned seventy ministering brethren, who, at the commencement
of the period now under review, were for the most part actively
engaged in the work of the Lord, and have since been summoned
home—some few in the flower of their days—others, with the
marks of age on their brows. In addition to Professor Chipman,
80 generally esteemed and honoured, there were the veterans Harris
Harding, Theodore S, Harding, and Joseph Crandal ;-—the brethren
Very, Robinson and Henry Vaughan of St. John—Dr. Spurden, of
Fredericton—William Chipman and James Parker of Cornwallis—
our beloved Missionaries, Burpeand A. R. R. Crawley—Cunningham
of Digby—Burton of Hantsport—A. D. Thomson of St, Andrews
—and McLearn of Halifax. We hold their names in affectionate
remembrance ; we think of seasons when we “ took sweet counsel
together” ; and we think of many more brethren, deacons and
members of our churches, who glorified God in their several
callings, sustained his cause by their liberality, and testified for
Christ with persevering diligence—the DeMills and Kinnears of
the other side of the Bay—the Johnstons, and Beckwiths, and
Fergusons, and Nuttings, and Fitches, and many more of former
days—the salt of the earth in their generations, They lived for
Christ, while they lived ; they live wi#h him now. Separated from
them for a while, we look forward to reunion. We shall see each
other again when we join “the general assembly and church of the
first-born,” where imperfections and faults will be unknown—and
differences, disputes, and divisions will have ceased forever—and
the innumerable multitude will be *of one heart and one soul,”
really and unchangeably.

Looking forward to another period of similar length to the one
now reviewed, we are admonished that great changes may be every-
where expected. The world's map will present a very altered
appearance. Boundaries will be shifted, and parties strangely
intermingled. Speculation will probably become more dreamy, and
and positiveness more audacious. Capital and labour will have
passed through perilous experiments, and witnessed calamities
unknown before. In the onward march of knowledge the claims
of truth will doubtless be heard amid the din of controversy, and
positions will be taken by common consent which might now be
looked on with doubt and dismay. The age of moral childhood
will probably have vanished away. Thought and feeling will
exercise alternate influence, now contending for the mastery, now
working into esch other's hands. Christian ingenuity will invent
new methods of spiritual warfare. The spectators and critics of
that warfare will be fewer, the actors vastly more numerous,
Christians, it may be hoped, will not then need to be goaded to
benevolence. They will be willing of their own selves,” as they
were eighteen centuries ago, And they will learn to labour directly
for conversions at such a time, and to expect to see the faithfulness
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of God. If, then, the Lord shall come forth in the fulness of his
blessing, moving all hearts, and overshadowing the host by the
clouds of grace, and cauvsing the majesty of divine love to be felt
in its power, what Pentecostal seasons will be enjoyed! What
quickenings will be felt! What activities will be witnessed ! The
whole Church will be awake and at work ! Zion will appear “ fair
as the moon, clear as the sun, and terrible as an army with banners ”
—and from many a dwelling-place will be voices heard exclaiming,
“We will go with you.” Some of you, brethren. will be there, to
behold the glory, and to feel the grace, and to share the blessing.

As has been already stated, the namber of members on our lists
is more than double the number reported in 1851. Whether the
lists have been carefully and regularly revised from time to time,
8o that losses as well as gains have been accounted for, cannot be
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affirmed, for want of information, But the characters of the
members are of far greater importance than their numbers, We
purpose, therefore, to close this Report with some observations on
a special aspect of church membership.

There cannot be a more harmful mistake than is fallen into by
many professors of religion, who seem to suppose that the pastor's
duty consists in performing a certain number of religious services
which he only is qualified or expected to discharge. ~Almost every
thing is laid upon the shoulders of the pastor.  In some places, if
the Sunday School is to be managed, they look to him to manage
it. If a Book Society is to be sustained, he must be its life and
soul. If a member of the congregation who lives five miles off is
taken sick, word must be sent to the minister, who must spend
half a day in visiting the good man, though at the risk of putting
an entire stop to a course of thought in which he was engaged, and
which would have expanded itself into profitable sermons to the
Eeople. Some half dozen district prayer-meetings require to be

ept up, and he is held to be the only one capable of conducting
them. The physical as well as the spiritual wants of the neigh-
bourhood (and it may be an extensive one) call for attention, and
the minister must superintend that work. He must be a promi-
nent member of all committees. Now it must nos be forgotten
that the Head of the Church expects every man to do his duty,
and has endowed every one of his servants with gifts, or entrusted
him with opportunities which are to be used and employed for the
benefit of the church to which he belongs. The ministry of the
word and the care of the souls of the flock, generally, must be
undertaken by the pastor, and he is responsible, indirectly to the
church, and directly to the church’s Lord. But all the members
are equally responsible, and no one can be allowed to shirk the re-
sponsibility. It is only the working church that is a healthy church,
Where every member is daily asking, “ What can I do for the
welfare of the church ¥’ and cheerfully employing for that purpose
the powers which “the great Taskmaster” has bestowed, the
church will thrive ; but when the chief object is to increase the
weight of the burden cast on the pastor’s shoulders, disregarding
the claims of his study, one result is sure to follow, described in
Cowper’s well-known words—* the hungry sheep look up and are
not fed”; and if they are not fed they will be sickly. In cities
and towns religious activity is more likely to prevail than in the
country, where the population is often scattered, and travelling
sometimes inconvenient, but in all cases the main thing is a right
state of the heart, evinced by a conscientious regard to the claims
of the church. Circumstances, we know, greatly differ. Some
members have scarcely any time at their own command, except on
the Lord’s day, and that day they are inclined to give to rest and
enjoyment. They think much of the apostolic injunction, “ Let
every man, wherein he is called, therein abide, with God.” Others
have only fragments of time to employ in the Lord’s service, which
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they carefully gather up”; and the hours of the day of vest are
apportioned, partly to getting good, and partly to doing good—the
one in order to the other. These latter are the bones and sinews
of the churches. Would that all were like them ! Let us all bear
in mind that it is a privilege and an honour to labour for the Lord,
—that self-denial is as binding a duty in the nineteenth century as
in the first,—and that the prosperity of a church is the result of
the activities of its individual members, The hive is full of busy
workers, and they are always at work.

The Committee close by reminding the Convention of the desi-
rableness of appointing a day which the churches may be recom-
mended to set apart for Special Prayer and Thanksgiving.

REPORT ON LICENSURE AND ORDINATION.

Every Christian should be a witness for Christ and a pattern
of holiness. Our Lord's commission was by no means limited to
official instructors. Robert Robinson's title of one of his Village
Sermons (* Every person who understands Christianity may teach
it") expresses New Testament truth and Christian duty. The
method may greatly vary. Some may be particularly useful in
praying with or for the unconverted ; some can talk with them ;—
some are gifted for sick-room intercourse ; some excel in teaching
the young; some are qualified to give public addresses. “ As
every man hath received the gift, even so minister the same” (1
Pet. iv. 10).  All believers in the Lord Jesus should imitate Him as
far as qualifications and opportunities exist ; and it is said of Him
that He “ went about doing good.”

Those who are employes by Christ are chosen by him for that
service. He bestows the necessary gifts, and the desire to use them
for the benefit of human souls is imparted by the Holy Spirit. It
is the duty of the churches to recognize the gift and the desire, and
to encourage all who wish to work for the Lord. Whether the
word commonly employed to intimate the encouragement (Lic:n-
tiate) is wisely chosen may be doubted. It eeems to imply an
authority which does not exist. No man is dependant on his
brethren for permission to preach the gospel. If he can preach,
he is bound to preach. 1If, on trial, his want of ability appears,
the sooner he leaves off the better, both for himself and for the
people. Still, it is generally admitted among our churches that
those who are expected to address public assemblies on religious
subjects should receive in some way the approval of their brethren,
80 that they may be regarded as messengers of the churches. No
uniform plan is required ; cases and circumstances differ so much,
that the brethren should not consider themselves bound by any strict
rule, but may be at liberty to signify their approbation of the public
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services of sach of their members as appear gifted, in whatever
manner they please, and to announce the same in the neighbour-
hood, as well as to churches in the vicinity.

But it is indispensably necessary that the apostle's injunction to
Timothy (2. Tim. ii. 2.) should be. scrupulously observed, both by
ministers and churches. Two qualifications are here set before us
as essential in the appointment or approval of labourers in the
vineyard. In the first place, they must be “faithful men,” The
reference here is to conversion nm{ character. A pastor must be a
man of piety ; a teacher must be a man taught of God—a man of
consecrated heart—a man of consistent, obedient life ; and he
“must have a good re of them which are without” (1. Tim.
iii. 7.) 1In the second place, he must be “ able to teach others also.”
This implies the gift of intelligent utterance, the art of making
things plain. Many a person understands the gospel who cannos
teach it. He does not know how to make it reasonably plain,
He can define—and reason—and demonstrate—but he " cannot
explain, and his words make no impression. Such a man should
be content with being classed with those who could speak with
tongues, but were unable to interpret, as for such a one, the apostle
says “let him keep silence in the church” (1. Cor. xiv. 28). To
descend to particulars. In years gone by, any man who could talk
fast and loud, and repeat gospel texts fluently, was sure to gain the
popular ear, if not to be accounted a great preacher. But we have
outgrown all that. The schoolmaster is abroad, and boys and girls
can detect blunders which used to pass unnoticed. No one can
now hope to gain the approbation of his brethren as a preacher, or
to aspire to a place among Licentiates (if that title is to be
retained,) who is not versed in the ordinary branches of a good
English education. His spelling must be faultless ; his reading
clear and impressive; his knowledge of geography and history
respectable ; otherwise, youny persons may ask him questions
which he will not be able to answer, and ne will occupy a low
place in their esteem, which will be a great misfortune,

It appears quite desirable that young preachers should be for a
time, say two years, under trial ; and that during that period they
should enjoy the watch-care of pastors. This arrangement would
give opportunity for friendly advice, observation of faults or errors,
if any should appear, correction of mistakes in the interpretation
of the scriptures, and helps in general study. The apostle’s
admonition is suitable at all times, * Tjll I come, give attendance
to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine—neglect not the gift that is
in thee. Meditate upon these things ; give thyself wholly to them ;
that thy profiting may appear to all” (1 Tim. iv. 13-15). These
young preachers should be considered as a distinet class, and treated
accordingly. When two years have been spent in this way, the
candidate for the ministry may engage in studies directly and
exclusively relating to that office; or if he should not be able to
avail himself of such advanteges he may find it conducive to profis
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in many respects if he can secure a situation as assistant to a
pastor, from whom he may ‘receive instruction, and whose modes
of pastoral labour he may observe and imitate. It is believed that
such a course will be in many cases preferable to studies ¢f a more
strictly collegiate character, particularly when the candidate has
but little time at command.

‘We come now to the question of Ordination. ‘This was originally
appointment to a place : it is now the performance of a ceremony
by which a candidate is set apart to the ministerial office, and is
entitled to undertake-those services which are generally performed
by ordained ministers only, such as the ordinances of baptism and
the Lord's supper, marriages, &. The limitation of these ¢xercises
to ordained ministers rests on no scriptural authority, and can only
plead usage in its favour, although, as regards the ordinances of
Christianity, it will be generally acknowledged that there is
propriety in restricting the admiuistration to ordained men. Excep-
tional cases rarely occur.

The mode of ordination is now settled by denominational usage,
and requires no remark. Slight changes are no doubt permissible,
as circumstauces may dictate, and will not affect the validity of
the act; but in general the method now adopted may be regarded
as sanctioned by experience, though they cannot claim direct and
exclusive authority.

In the judgment of your Committee, the ordination of very
young men should be avoided. There is an incongruity in the
assumption of authority over elders which will strike most persons
of intelligence and reflection. Not that the age of a minister at
ordination can be specifically fixed ; for some men are fitter for office
at twenty-five than others at forty; but due weight should be
allowed to considerations of caution and discretion, and no one should
be placed in a position in which men would be naturally tempted
to “despise his youth.”

The qualifications necessary for the efficient dischurge of the
duties of the pastoral office have been already briefly adverted to.
As far as education is concerned, our denomination, it is submitted,
should be prepared to take a forward step. The literary character
of our ministry requires to be raised. Certain bishops in the
Church of England, in the days of Cowper, so far forgot the
proprieties of things as to “lay hands on sculls that could not
teach, and would not learn.” In some instances they might
plead necessity ; they used the best materials they could get. But
there is no excuse in this nineteenth century for the ordination
of unqualified men. The churches should not be committed to the
care of thuse who are stunted in general knowledge ; unpractised
in study, destitute of governmental skill. The ordaining Councils
should carefully examine the candidates placed before them—that
examination including an exegesis of some passage of scripture
—the preparation of a sermon—and an extended inquiry into the
caudidate’s knowledge of doctrines and facts, It is desirable that
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the ordination should occupy two days, the first day being given
to examination, the second to religious exercises.

Another suggestion may be offered. Ordinations should be
generally conducted by men of knowledge and experience. It
would be well if in all cases the majority of the ordaining
ministers should be men of mature age and well-tried judgment.
A mixture of younger men in the Council is proper, as it will train
them for the discharge of important duties; but the stress of the
examination should be laid on experienced elders,

In closing this report we have only to observe further, that in
filling up the ranks of the christian ministry the greatest solicitude
should be exercised, in order to prevent the introduction of imper-
fectly qualified individuals, and to employ in the service of the church
the best and most useful gifts. Cultivated and sanctified minds
being more than ever required in the christian community, as
education advances and religion is better understood, it is of the
highest importance that public instructors should be thoroughly
prepared for the positions they are to occupy, and it is desirable
that the preparation should be conducted, as far as possible, within
our own borders, and carried on in the midst of the churches which
are expected to enjoy the benefits. There is a specialty in the
state of society in every country, and particularly in the state of
religious society, which it is not ‘prudent or safe to ignore. 1t will
be peculiarly unfortunate if our candidates for the ministry who seck
theological education in another country should become unfitted or
unwilling to supply the wants of the congregations at home, or
lose sympathy with them. It is much to be desired that in
completing the Endowment of Acadia College, adequate arrange-
ment should be made for the Theological Department, so that no
candidate for the ministry shall be under the necessity of quitting his
native shores in order to be prepared for his iife-wor{.

REPORT ON OBITUARIES.

Rev. W, A. CoLeMaN one year ago, as pastor of the Second
Baptist Church in Sackville, N. B,, extended to this Convention a
cordial welcome. Since then he has departed to be with Christ.
He was born near the River St. John, of Episcopal parentage, Nov.,
1816. His christian experience was deep and thorough, and, con-
trary to his early prejudices, he was led to embrace Baptist views,
and united with the church in Portland, Dec. 25, 1840, when about
twenty-four years of age. Constrained by the love of Christ to
engage in the ministry of the gospel, with anxious thought and
earnest prayer he set about improving his qualifications for that
g}ent work, exercising his gifts and stud ing for some time in

redericton, under the tuition of Rev. Charles Spurden, D. D, In
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1845 he was ordained at North Esk, Miramichi. He had a strong
desire for the conversion of souls, and labored in several fields and
was permitted to baptize 1,050 persons, He pissessed much
executive ability, strong common sense, excellent judgment, per-
sonal dignity, calmness, and humility. He was a wise counsellor,
and a sound preacher of the Word of God. He was zealous in
Education, Home and Foreign Missions, Temperance, and every
good cause. He died in Sackville, N, B., March 7th, 1877, aged
sixty years, more than one half of which time he had spent in
preaching the gospel. “He rests from his labours and his works
do follow him.”

The Hox. JonatHAN MoCuLLy was born in Nappan, Cumber-
land County, July 25, 1809. He was the fifth child of the Rev.
* Samuel and Esther McCully. In 1849 he was baptized by Rev.
Charles Tupper, D. D., and united with the Baptist Church in
Ambherst, and the same year he removed to the city of Halifax.
On May 18th, 1851, he with his companion joined the North
Baptist Church ; the next year he was appointed clerk ; and in
1858 he became a deacon in that church, and held this office till
his death, which took place January 2, 1877, at the age of 68 years.

In the earlier period of his life he did not mingle in any of our
public gatherings. But for the last 10 years he has met with us,
and shewed a deep interest in our enterprises. The ability, clear-
sightedness, and peculiar independence which characterized him as
a lawyer, a statesman, and a Judge of the Supreme Court; he
brought with him to his duties, as a member and an officer in the
church, a manager of Missions, and a President of this Convention '
On various occasions he promptly and gratuitously afforded legal
aid in behalf of denominational objects. ~He manifested his
interest in Acadia College and the Foreign Mission by bequeathing
at his death the sum of $500 to each of those objects.

Judge McCully will be missed in our annual deliberations. He
held definite opinions touching the various departments of our
work, and, though sometimes differing from his brethren, he was
not backward in expresssing his views by voice and pen, and in
urging their adoption by earnest effort. He may have sometimes
erred, but we assume that he was always sincere. May we enjoy
a noble succession of such lay brethren, who shall possess both the
gifts and graces of the Holy Spirit, who shall be loving, Christlike,
and liberal in promoting the truth of the gospel.

Rev. ArtHUR R. R. CrawLEY, A. M., was born in Sydney,
Cape Breton, May, 1831. He entered Acadia College in 1844, and
graduated June, 1849. During his junior year in College he was
converted, and was early drawn towards the Foreign Mission work.
He entered Newton Theological Seminary, and graduated in June,
1852, at the age of twenty-one. He was accepted by our Foreign
Mission Board in 1851 as their missionary to Burmah. He was
ordained in Wolfville, August 19th, 1853, and on the 4th of the

INTERNAL AFFAIRS OF THE COLLEGE.

The College, generally, may be reported as efficient ; perhaps
more efficient on the whole in its proper work, than at any previous
period in our history. The general deportment of the students has
been satisfactory, and their desire for enlarged culture fully mani-
fested in their close attention to the studies of each Department.
The arrangements made to allow Professor Jones leave of absence
to pursue his studies at the University of Oxford have proved
satisfactory, and the usual work in the Classical Department has
been performed. Professor Jones is expected to be in his place at
the opening of the next Term, and much advantage to the College
is expected from his residence abroad.

ATTENDANCE.

Fifty-five students were enrolled last year, being in excess of the
previous year, It is expected there will be a still greater number
for the year to come

NEEDS,

The Scientific D:‘ixu-tment needs more apparatus, that better
facilities may be afforded to the students in this important branch
of knewledge.

The provision made for the supply of new books for the Library
is altogether inadequate, New works in every department of lite-
rature are being published every day. It seems indispensable that
the latest results of science, and the latest developments of matured
thought, should be placed within the reach of those who are con-
nected with our Institutions of Learning,

ENDOWMENT WORK. '

The greatest need of all, however, is that the Endowment of the
College should be fully made up, and that the sum stipulated for at
Sackville in the acceptance by your body of the Supplementary
Refort of your Bonnf should be effectually secured.

n September last Rev. E. M. Saunders went to Yarmouth, and
was received with much enthusiasm by the people. Much interest
was mariifested in this important. undertaking, Public meetings
were held generally throughout the County. The meetings fully
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endorsed the aetion of the Convention in reference to the Provin-
cial University. It was resolved to undertake to raisa the sum of
twenty thousand dollars in Yarmouth County, to found a “ Harris
Harding” professorship.  Half of the above sum, ten thousand
dollars, was subscribed by A. C. Robbins, Esq. At the meetings:
additional sums and pledges were given amounting in all to
$13,500.85. Under the fostering care of local agents there seems.
to be no doubt that the whole sum will be realized.

During the ensuing winter and spring Rev. E. M. Saunders held!
meetings at various central points, east and west, preparing the way
for subsequent applications. In June last Rev. Isaiah Wallace, of
Berwick, consented to accept a permanent Agency, and is now bus-
ily engaged in the field.

In New Brunswick Rev. J. D. Pope, of Saint John, under the
auspices of a sub-Committee of your Board, inaugurated a most
hopeful work. A systematic plan of operations was being carried
out. Certificates neatly engraved, a Dollar Roll of subscribers, a:
Book of Remembrance to be kept in the Archives of the College,
and other important facilities for carrying on the work, were.
arranged. In Saint John and Fredericton meetings were held,
which promised great success. Nearly six thousand dollars have
been pledged in Saint John. In the lacter part of May last Rev.
R. D. Porter, himself a graduate of the College, and deeply inte-.
rested in its welfare, accepted an Agency for New Brunswick.
The late disastrous fire in Saint John will, of course, tend to retard
and hinder the work in that Province, but to what extent cannot.
as yet be estimated.

In the three Provinces, through the efforts of these Agents and.
others, it may safely be asserted that the sum of $33,000 has
already been secured.

The great work for the year to come must be the Endowment of
Acadia College, fully, effectually, permanently. Other denomina-
tions are awake, alive, and in the field equipped foraction. If the
University of Halifax should prove to be a success we shall, to a
certain extent, stand alone in maintaining a higher standard of
admittance and a larger curriculum of study than the others, and
shall require a staff of professors fully equal to the demands of the
times. In any case we shall need the whole of the additional
Endowment, raised and invested before the five years shall have:
elapsed, at which period all Provincial Grants may cease.

HORTON COLLEGIATE ACADEMY.

By a recent Act of the Legislature of Nova Scotia, entitled “ An
Ace to extend the powers of the Governors of Acedia College,™
Horton Collegiate Academy has been placed fully under the control
of the whole Board. By a resolution of the Executive Committee,
confirmed by your Board, the Collegiate Academy, in its govern-
ment and regulations, has been subordinated to the Faculty of the.
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College ; the Principal of the Academy being ex officio a member
of the Faculty.
ATTENDANCE,

In August last both Departments of the School opened with
good prospects of a successful year. With the new Building fur-
nished and ready for use, and ‘a fine staff of Teachers, it seemed
reasonable to hope for a year of good results. In this we have not
been altogether disappointed. The number on the register has been
as follows :—males, seventy-seven ; females, sixty-one ; total, 138,
Two young ladies completed the literary course of three years.
Several prepared for Teachers, and presented themselves at the last
examination,

CONDITION OF THE SCHOOLS,

The pupils have made good progress in study all the way through.
The examinations have been above the average of such exercises.
The Teachers have reported a healthy ambition for advancement
among the students, A class, consisting of twenty-five, presented
themselves for the matriculation examination in June last, These
are in a special manner spoken of by the Teachers as a fine set of
Yyoung men, anxious to acquire knowledge, and willing to work to
secure it.

The moral condition of the schools is exceedingly satisfactory.
There have been no direct revival influences, as in former years,
but it is pleasing to find that causes of complaint for insubordination
or violations of propriety are exceedingly rare,

BOARDING ARRANGEMENTS,

These, as now conducted, give considerable toil and care to the
Principal and his Assistants in both Departments, but, on the
whole, they give satisfaction, and promise success during the year
to come. In accordance with a resolution of your Board the Prin-
cipal resides in the new Academy Building, and will thus be
enabled to exercise a vigilant and Jjudicious control over those who
occupy the rooms.

THE POSITION OF THE PRINCIPAL,

In September last efforts were made to induce Professor Tufts
to accept a situation in Harvard University. Under the iafluence
of a strong pressure from the late governing body of the Academy,
he was induced to reject the offers made and remain,

In the early part of the present year he was again approached
with the offer of a lucrative position in Boston, and in February last
he left the Institution. At his return in J une, however, he was per-
suaded to withdraw his resignation, and in September will resume
his place, your Board hope permanently, both in the Academy and
in the College.

OBITUARY,

Your Board are again called upon to report the removal of one of
their number by death, The Hon, J. udge McCully, of Halifax, has
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been called away. A gentleman of high lt;gal attainments, and
occupying a prominent place in society, he fully and thoroughly
identified himself with all the movements of the denomination,
and, in his position as & member of this Board, he sought the best

Also,
by the Act of Incorporation, six of the Governors retire from office
the present year, subject to re-election or otherwise, as the case may
be. The Associated Alumni having received the power of nomina-
ting two out of the six Governors, this privilege will be exercised
at the present session of your body.

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REPORT OF THE FOREIGN MISSIONARY BOARD.

FOREIGY DEPARTMENT,

The territory occupied by your missionaries is mainly comprised
in the Ganjam and Vizagapatam Collectorates of the Madras
Pesidency of India, lying in the neighborhood of 18. . and 82. E.
The stations are four, viz.: Bimlipatam, Vizianagram, Kimedy,
and Kotopardy.

Rev. R. Sanford is stationed at Bimlipatam. Rev. G. Churchill
has been associated with him since the beginning of the year, when
he returned from Australia with recovered health, and resumed
missionary work. The greater part of the year has been employed
by him in perfecting his knowledge of the language, and other
preparatory labour ; while Mrs. Churchill has diligently sought
to become acquainted with the female branch of the Telugu popu-
lation, with a view to their enlightenment and their elevation from
the degraded state into which paganism has sunk them. The effort
seems well nigh hopeless, and would be entirely so, were it not that
* with God all things are possible,” and that ** the Gospel of Christ”
is “ the power of God unto salvation.”

When Mr. Sanford took up his residence at Bimlipatam his atten-
tion was at first wholly given to the study of the language. He has
now entered on direct missionary labour and goes among the people
declaring to them in their own tongue the wonderful works of God,
and especially the greatest work of all, that of redemption. Writing
to the Foreign Secretary on the 18th of April last, he refers to
this fact in the following terms :—“ On the 7th inst. my thirty-fifth
year was completed. It seems as though my life-work is only
begun, for on the following Sabbath I entered upon the public
ministration of the word in Telugu. My reading, writing, speaking,
and singing in Telugu have made sufficient progress to induce me
to strike out upon this broad sea with the determination—*live
or die, sink or swim, survive or perish,” I will endeavour to swim
this sea.”

“My experience shows that for me there is no royal road to the
acquisition of this tcngue. Lettér by letter, and word by word,
line upon lins, practice upon practice is the method which gives
me full assurance of ultimate triumph. Indeed, I never gained
any thing yet worth having without working for it. But I have
not had a favorable opportunity for study. Our early settlement
at this station, the care of the interest at Vizianagram, and also
of that at Jeypore, imposed a burden upon me which would have
been more fitting for a missionary of five or six years’ standing.
Besides this, most of those in my employ have a fair knowledge
of English, and this is not favorable to the acquisition of the native
medium of communication. However, persisting in our object will
under the Divine blessing overcome very great obstacles.

“It isnot an easy matter to become master of Telugu. The
spoken language is very different from the written. The former
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must be acquired largely through iutercourse with the people.
Then again, the lower classes speak very differently from those who
are educated. The language possesses a rich store of synonyms
somewhat confusing to the learner. Perhaps this arises largely
from the fact that several other languages have contributed to its
development.”

Mr. Sanford remarks, in the same letier, “It is my desire to
be able to preach the gospel freely and successfully to all classes.
I am impressed with the thought that my business in this land is
preaching, It seems to be the expectation in these parts that mis.
sionaries will spend most of their time in school work, and that this
is the only way to work successfully among the Hindoos. The
London Mission, following this course during the last seventy
years, has not met with brilliant success.”

Our missionaries are fully agreed on this point. They hold to
the commission—¢ Preach the gospel to every creature”” The
* preaching of the cross” is the grand specific for diseased souls.
Success cannot be looked for in any other connection. At the
same time it must be borne in mind that there is a peculiar
adaptation of the native constitution and habits to the missionary
fiel. There was a large amount of truth in the position taken
by the late J. C. Marshman ; he was accustomed to'maintain that
“India would never be converted by Europeans, and that the
business of missionaries was to raise up native apostles.” Qur
brethren who have been labouring so many years in Burmah are
fully convinced of the correctness of these assertions, and devote
much of their time and attention to the training of native preachers.

The church at Bimlipatam is steadily working its way, The usual
services are well sustained, both in Telugu emd English. The
discipline enjoined in the New Testament is kept up, two cases
of exclusion for disorderly walking having occurred ; subsequently,
however, one of the excluded gave satisfactory proof of repentance,
and was restored. Maintenance of discipline in its strictness is as
important in India as it was at Corinth in the time of the Apostle
Paul, and for similar reasons. :

Mr. Churehiil's return to India has been mentioned. While in
Australia he met with repeated expressions of sympathy and
kindness from Baptist brethren. The attention received from a
distant relative of Mrs. Churchill, in whose house, sitnated about
forty miles from Melbourne, he was hospitably entertained for
geveral months, and where he welcomed the first decided symptoms
of recovery, deserve especial mention, and the grateful acknow-
ledgments of the Convention are Justly due,

During Mr. Churchill’s absence in Australia, Mrs. C. spent her

time mostly in Madras, and received there such tokens of tender

but also to further her progress in knowledge and experience, and
thus to advance her preparation for missionary work. She had
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opportunities of observing the manner in which Zenana operations
are conducted ; and she engaged for some time in hospital service
in Madras, thereby improving her medical knowledge and skill.

Our brethren at Vizianagram are holding on vigorously. Though
they have not an ordained pastor, they have no difficulty in carrying
on religious exercises among themselves ; the brethren at Bimlipatam
visit them ; and the fullest concord exists between them and the
native church in the regiment of the Madras Infantry, stationed at
Vizianagram, and presided over by Anthravady, who is represented
as a “splendid preacher,” and a diligent and skilful pastor. The
two churches unite in the monthly celebration of the Lord’s Supper.

Rev. W. F. Armstrong and wife are stationed at Kimedy. A
plot of ground being procured on which to build a “mission
bungalow, for temporary occupation” till a larger howse could
be erected, W. D. Anslie Esq., kindly allowed them to occupy
rooms in his house while the building was going on. They thankfully
accepted the offer, and at the end of three months entered into the
new mud house where mission work has been going on ever since.
Mr. Armstrong is assisted by two native preachers, and Mrs. A,
has the general supervision of the school department. On the
tenth of last June three candidates were baptized : two others,
husbands of two of the baptized, were to have joined them but
were prevented by their friends, who by dint of entreaties and
threatenings succeeded in hindering for a time the profession of
their faith. The account of this transaction, as furnished by the
missionaries, offered a striking illustration of the cross-bearing that
has sometimes to be endured, even in this nineteenth century, for
the sake of Christ.

¢ Two men, who were fully determined to unite themselves with
our church here, and who gave satisfactory evidence of change of
heart, offered themselves for baptism three weeks ago (June 28)
After relating their experience they sat down and took breakfast
with the native cbristians. That act excluded them from all Hindoo
society ever after, and they meant that it should. Soom the news
spread through the village that they had been seen eating with
the Christians. When their friends heard of it they lamented
them 10re than though they were dead. They surrounded the
‘house and besought them to go no farther (they were outcasts
now)—not to be baptized into the Christian caste, as they call it.
The wife of one of them struck her head aguinst the wall in her
grief, till she was carried away senseless. But the two men re-
mained unmoved, saying, “ We have done nothing wrong. We
have seen the light, and cannot go back into the darkness!”
Did they not prove the meaning of the words, ¢ He that loveth
father or mother, son or daughter, more than me is mot worthy
of me'? Towards night the crowd persuaded them to return to
their homes till morning, when they were to be baptized. They
left, saying that they would then return. Bu$ all bath about
a thousand people guarded them and would met suffer them to
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leave, nor any of us to go near them. It seems that thay hoped
by preventing their baptism that they would be able, by paying
large sums of money, pilgrimages, ceremonies, &e., to procure their
admittance again into their caste, which had been broken by their
eating in another’s house. As to what the men believed, or what
sentiments they held, that was a matter of indifference! One
of the men has been carried away since then, and we have not been
able to learn anything of him. The other is waiting for opportu-
nity to try again to join us.”

At the last advices the church at Kimedy consisted of eight
members, and more were expected. Three schools were in
operation, containing 127 scholars, The largest of the three was
kept in the verandah of the mission house, the other two in distant
parts of the village. Nau Nau, who is now a member of the church,
renders very useful service in the girl's school, as well as in various
other respects.

A letter from Mrs. Armstrong to Mrs. Selden, of Halifax, dated
June 28th last, contains some passages which will be read with deep
interest : —

“ In looking over the year's work it distresses me that more has
not been done. We have been ill so much of the time since our
coming that we have been physically unable either to study, or teach,
or speak for the Master as we earnestly desire to do. Yet this also
¢ cometh forth from the Lord of Hosts, who is wonderful in counsel
and excellent in working.' If the Lord gives us mastery of this
fever the incoming year we have good prospect of sowing much seed
in this region. The ground is well broken up now. We have access
to many children, and through them to their homes, It becomes us
to put on the whole armour, and prepare for face to face conflict
with the prince of darkness in these, his own dominions.

“The first of May a Pariah village about 1} miles away besought
us to give them a school for their children. This call it did not seem
right to disregard. The children are very poor and degraded, but
nove seem so gladly to learn of Christ. ' We have built them a
small house at the cost of ten rupees, and pay a man four rupees
per month to teach them to read. They come here for Sabbath
School every Sabbath evening.

“The children are all taug%t of Christ, and we have not concealed
our intention that they all should know *the beginning of wisdom.’
One or two children have been removed in consequence, but new
ones have filled their places. We are persuaded that it ie of no
use to teach at all those who are not willing to be taught the Bible.

“1I teach at home four or five hours every day, and whenever I
can I give an hour before 7 A. M. to the Pariah School, and an
hour after 4 P. M. to the Ooriya School. I cannot visit both in
one day, as either gives a walk of about three miles.”

The introduction of the gospel into the Jeypore District was a
very interesting event. Mr. Samuel Paul, Inspector of Police for
the Jeypore District, who was formerly connected with the London
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Mission Church at Vizigapatam, met with Kroottic Basso Mahanty,
an Ooriya man, about two years ago, and gave him a Telugu New
Testament. The perusal cf that volume led to his conversion, and
like the disciples in old times he scon went about, preaching the
word, nor was he without tokens of blessing. His communications
with Brother Sanford and other missionaries produced favourable
impressions respecting his christian character, and it was considered
desirable, at a Missionary conference held last January, attended by
our missionaries and the Canadian brethren, to visit and confer with
Mahanty, who had taken up his residence at Kotopardy, in Jeypore,
and who, with his wite had been baptized some time before, and
joined the church at Vizianagram. A deputation was appointed for
that purpose and had proceeded some distance on the way, when the
brethren McLaurin and Armstrong were driven back by sickness.
Brother Sanford, however, undertook the journey alone, though not
without risk, for Jeypore teems with fever. He arrived at the spot,
met the inquirers, administered baptism, and formed a church.
Mabanty, who had been some time in the police force, is 8o anxious
to be employed in the Lord’s army that he has resigned his situation,
and is now engaged as a native preacher. A small chapel has been
erected under his superintendence, the cost of which has been
defrayed by our brethren of the N. S. Eastern Association, and-
the Prince Edward Island Association, at their recent anniversaries.

The churches, the formation of which has been now reported, are
small, but they have the elements of growth, and among their mem-
bers there is a goodly number of consistent, active christians. The
Baptist denomination in this part of the Telugu country will make
head against opposition and diffuse the blessings of spiritual religion,
in spite of caste and all its abominations.

There is a large tract of country to the north of the district
occupied by our missionaries, including the towns of Bobbili and
Satoor, each containing about 16,000 persons, entirely destitute of
christian effort. Our brethren have been exceedingly desirous of
effecting a lodgment there, but there are many difficulties in the
way. A principal one is the indisposition of the natives to sell land
for building and settlement, with clear and satisfactory titles.
Nothing more can be done, under existing circumstances, than to
originate itinerating tours, which will afford fair scope for the
employment of native preachers, who may scatter the good seed of
the kingdom, aud gather in a harvest for the Lord.

When Dr. Carey landed in India in 1793 he entered on a field
barren and desolate, and commenced his solitary toil as an unwel-
come labourer. There are now 960 missionaries and ordained
native pastors in that country ; the additions to the churches in the
past four years have been at the rate of 4,000 a year; and there
are 115 lady missionaries connected with the different women'’s
societies.

The alacrity with which christians of all religious denominations
have engaged in the missionary enterprise is a marked feature of the
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times. Christianity has been long taunted with its divisions, and
doubtless they are melancholy and many; but see the wonderful
union existing among the churches on this subject; Moravians,
Episcopalians, Presbyterians, Congregationalists, Methodists, Bap-
tists and Quakers rush into the field of holy conflict with * one
heart and one soul,” wielding the same weapon, the word of God,
proclaiming the same redemption, invoking the same Spirit; and
the marvellous adaptation of gospel truth to the state of man in
every clime, under all forms of government, buried in ignorance and
steeped in vice, enlightening his mind, renewing his heart, sancti-
fying his life, furnishes powerful and corivincing proof of its divine
origin, a practical commentary on God’s own words, “ Look unto me,
and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth.”

HOME DEPARTMENT.

The ordinary routine business of the year has been transacted by
your Board in the usual manner.

Our monthly meetings have been held regularly, and have been
well attended, and the utmost harmony has charaeterized our
deliberations.

Though we, since our last report, have experienced much solici-
tude in reference to the prospects of our beloved mission, yet now,
a3 the year is passed, we cannot refrain from recording our ex-
pression of gratitude to th: God of Missions for his kindness in
relieving our anxiety and in banishing our fears,

Among the events which caused deep anxiety was the health of
our missionary, Brother Churchill, which at the begiuning of the
year seemed to be in a most precarious state.

We had scarcely had our fears allayed in reference to his indis-
position, when we were again alarmed by the unexpected intelli-
gence that Bro. Sanford had ventured alone on a tour into the
unwholesome Jeypore district, where scarcely any European
traveller escapes an attack of deadly fever. But how the Lord
turned all our fears into joy, aud blessed our brethren, is fully set
forth in the Foreign Secretary’s report. j

But another subject that awakened our deepest solicitude, and
excited grave apprehension, was one of considerable moment to our
Mission, namely,

FINANCES.

In respect to this department, at the beginning of the year, we
scarcely dared to attempt making an estimate of the probable
amount of receipts during the current year.

That a degree of timidity filled our hearts can scarcely be deemed
a matter of surprise, when it is remembered that, at the last session
of the Convention, an almost overwhelming prominence was given
to the other of the twin objects supported by your body, and that
amidst much enthusiasm, and impelled by a unanimous and resolute
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purpose, the denomination decided to raise $100,000 for the fuller-
endowment of Acadia College.

This resolution, we knew, was made in the face of palpable diffi-
culties, arising, principally, from the depression in business, almost
universal, and which seemed to threaten prostration to every educa-
tional and benevolent enterprise depending on the publie support.

A great reduction in the amount of the contributions of our
churches to the Mission seemed therefore most probable, but having
reached the termination of the fiscal year, while we find the
shrinkage in our income to be sufficient to excite some alarm, and to.
lay the for :dation for future anxiety, yet in view of the facts which
are to be presented in our Treasurer’s Report, you will agree with
us that there is ample reason for devout thanksgiving to God, and
for renewed confidence in the disposition and ability of our churches.
to sustain the Mission we have established.

The total amount of contributions reported by the Treasurer
as paid by churches, Women’s Mission Aid Societies, and private
donors (including legacies, $538.61) is $5624.18, of which Nova
Scotia contributed $3690.43, New Brunswick, $1281.32, and P. E.
Island, little, but large hearted, $652.43. The greatest falling off
in receipts were from the churches composing the Western Asso-
ciations of Nova Scotia and New Brunmswick. Probably, their
seetions have been the most affected by the existing commercial
depression

The full and detailed statements of our Receipts will be pub-
lished in the Year Book.

THE WOMAN'S AID SOCIETIES

have proved during the past year in a significant manner to be
truly what their name imports, a generous and faithful auxiliary.

Jnr Board, in October last, with the cheerful concurrence of the
Central Boards of these Societies, appropriated One Thousand
Dollars to fill the requisition made on us by Rev. W. F. Armstrong,
who needed that sum to expend in the purchase of material for the
construction of necessary Mission buildings in Kimedy.

The reports of these Societies, which we now subjoin as forming
@ corporate part of our annual Report, furnish evidence that their
zeal for Missions is unflagging, and their efforts to raise funds
systematically continue to be crowned with a success remarkable in.
these “ hard times.”

We trust that the day is not tar distant when eur sisters may be
able to furnish our mission stations with missionaries of their sex,.
who will oecupy a portion of those mission premises which, through
the liberality of the Woman's Mission Aid Societies, are now, or
soon will be, in course of erection.

IN MEMORIAM.
Although we cannot be expected, ordinarily, to refer to the-
demise of our brethren and sisters who pass away from earth's toils
and trials, yet we consider it. our duty to record our grateful
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remembrance and high appreciation of the services of two of our
brethren lately deceased, who had been for several years the
devoted friends and zealous supporters of our Foreign Mission
enterprise,

The Hon. Judge J. McCully, who was especially prominent
in his interest in the Telugu people, died in January last, and
bequeathed the sum of $500 as a memento of his love of the
perishing heathen,

Our other brother, Rev. A. R. R. Crawley, while the dew of
youth was on his brow, laid himself on the altar of sacrifice, and
consecrated all his brilliant talents and physical energies to the
wrok of preaching the Gospel to the heathen of Burmah.

His name has appeared, more or less prominent, in all the Annual
Reports of our Foreign Mission Board for the quarter of a century
past.

Though, in the strictest sense, he was not our Missionary. yet, to
some extent, for a limited period, we contributed towards his
support, and for many years he kindly consented to be the almoner
of our benefactions to the Foreign Mission eause, and with funds
supplied by us he sustained several native preachers, who labored
successfully under his wise direction.

He died in November last, on his route from India to his native
land.

A man of piety, of true missionary zeal, and with a heart per-
meated by a passion for winning souls, we felt as though in his
death “a prince in Israel had fallen.” s

May his mantle of zeal and devotion fall on some of his youth-
ful countrymen.

OUR MISSIONARIES,

Our corps of laborers is less than it was a year ago. Imme-
diately after the organization of the present Board the resignation
of Rev. W. B. Boggs, returned missionary, was presented, but the
Board declined its acceptance, and Bro. Boggs was requested to
withdraw it. He acseded to our request. But on the 12th of
October following he informed us of his acceptanee of the pasto-
rate of the Sydney and Cow Bay churches, C. B., and, at his
request, on the 6th of November we voted to accept his resignation.

We rejoice to learn that during his residence in Cape Breton his
health has been considerably recuperated. In consequence of this
our brother has felt it to be his duty to attempt to re-enter the
foreign field, and in June last the Board received and considered
his application for a re-appointment as a missionary.

After mature deliberation we decided to defer final action on the
application until the Annual Meeting of the Board at the
Convention,

At the Annual Meeting, held on Friday evening last, after a full
consideration of the application, and after listening to.the views of
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Bro. Boggs, presented by himself in person to the Board, the fol-
lowing preamble and resolution were presented and passed :—

Whereas, A proposition has been received from Rev. W..B. Boggs
to return to the foreign field, accompanied by Mrs. Boggs, and resume
active labor among the Telugus, he believing that his health ig fully
established ;

Therefore be it resolved, That while the Board highly appreciate the
motives which prompt Brother and Sister Boggs to offer to return to
the Telugu mission, yet, taking into consideration all the circum-
stances of the case, the Board most reluctantly are brought to the
conclusion that at present we cannot take the responsibility of
sending them back,

We are glad to announce that the arrangement for the trans-
mission ' of salaries direct to the individual missionaries is now
most reliable and complete, and cannot fail to he satisfactory to all
parties concerned. This arrangement will also largely relieve our
brother, Rev. R. Sanford, the faithful and painstaking sub-treasurer
of our Board, of much anxiety and arduous labor.

Our thanks are due to Bro. Sanford for his valuable but unre-
quited services in managing our finances for us on the foreign field.
THE GREAT FIRE
which occurred in the City of St. John on the 20th of June last,
subjected us, in common with a multitude of others, to loss and
) inconvenience, although we are happy in being able to state that

the loss of property belonging to the Board is slight.

f'. Some of the books and papers of our Treasurer were consumed,
f and some of the Home Secretary’s books were also mutilated. We
B also lost several maps and books, and also four Debentures of £100
i sterling each, which securities, however, we confidently expect will
" be replaced by the Dominion Government, to whom we have for-
{ warded a petition to issue new Debentures for us.

M The building in which, through the courtesy of Messrs. C. & E.
| G Everett, we had enjoyed gratuitously the use of a room for the
meetings of Board for nearly four years past, was also consumed,
and thus we were ejected from our convenient quarters.

What effect this serious disaster to one of our principal com-
{1 mercial centres may have on the finances of our mission it may be

i too soon to predict, but probably the receipts of contributions from
' New Brunswick will be somewhat lessened during the ensuing year.

!
b OUR FUTURE,

i however, need not be essentially influenced in an unfavorable
manner by any paralysis of trade which the late fire may produce
{ in New Brunswick, provided a more full and wide-spgead interest
' in the foreign mission work be awakened in the churches composing
: the Convention.

R How to effectually awaken and stimulate the dormant energies
i of our brethren, and to secure not only a regular annual contribu-
5 tion from every church connected with the Convention, but from
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every individual member of thé churches, is a question which the
importance of the sutlime ohject of our Mission legitimately and
righteously demands should be answered promptly.

While the other object which the Convention sustains finds it
necessary and profitable to employ 2 paid agency to secure’ funds,
your Board is not certain that the employment of agents either
permanzntly or temporarily would not tend to increase the receipts
of our treasury, and emable us to enlarge the sphere of our
operations.

May not the period have now arrived when the Convention
should appoint a special committee to consider the matter of pro-
viding the most efficient method of carrying on financial operations
for the support of both Education and” F oreign Missions, so that
the greatest amount possible may be collected for both departments
at the least possible expense, and with a strict regard to the mutual
interests of both %

Our Board has, up to the present period, expended no money
either to remunerate its officers, or to employ financial agents, but
we can scarcely expect, as the field of our operations enlarges, and
the claims of other denominational enterprises are persistently
presented in a direct and forcible manner by eloquent and able
advocates, that we can succeed in procuring services of an onerous
character gratuitously, that shall secure for our Mission the work
and funds that are essential to its adequate support,

But whether the Convention shall authorize the introduction of
some more efficient method of raising funds or not, we would
appeal to the pastors and deacons, and sisters inspired with mis-
sionary zeal, throughout all our Provinces, to lend their aid in
keeping up an interest among their respective churches in the great
cause of Missions,

Let monthly missionary concerts for prayer be revived and
established. They will be found of great service in diffusing a
knowledge of the spiritual destitution of heathendom, and also of
imparting the cheering intelligence of ‘missionary successes, as well
as for arousing the prayerful sympathy axd practical benevolence
of the brotherhood on behalf of our Mission.

During the ensuing year large drafts will probably be made on
the treasury for the erection of mission buildings at one station,
and possibly at two. Our current expenses will be considerable,
and it is possible that if the famine, which now threatens to become
more wide-spread, should continue, the pay to our native preachers
and teachers may have to be increased, and thus our expenses will
be enlarged.

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The Annual Report for 1876-77 of the Central Board of Women's
Miseion Aid Societies for Nova Scotia to the Convention.

The record of the past year may be summed up in the brief
word—waiting.. Waiting for better times—for sisters to offer to
go out as our representatives in the foreign field—for greater inte-
rest to be manifested in the cause by the members of our Societies
and, above all, that the prayers which have been, and may yet be
offered v p to our Father in Ieaven, for a larger outpouring of the
Holy Syirit's influences may be abundantly answered.

There arc now sixty-four Societies in connection with the Central
Board of Nova Scotia, embracing a membership of about two
thousand. These have sent in to the treasury during the past year,
from the 30th of June, 1876, to the same date in this year, the
sum of $1086.17. During this time but one life member has been
added to our list, and two new Societies organized.

It is much to be regretted that we have no sisters to act as our
representatives in the foreign field, especially as Mrs. Sanford has
made formal applieation for an assistant ; but it is understood that
at least one young lady is preparing for the work, and we hope may
be spared to join our missionary band in Telugu,

It is but natural to suppose that the Societies generally would be
aroused to still larger acts of self-denial and benevolence if it were
known that they were more directly at work in this good cause, in
the person of one or more representatives supported e clusively by
their own funds. Meanwhile it is pleasing to know that something
has been effected by the offerings to the treasury ; the sum of one
hundred dollars (8100) was voted to Mr. and Mts, Armstrong to
aid in building a school-house in Kimedy. Subsequently, on
application from the Foreign Mission Board, a further grant of one
thousand dollars was voted by the two Central Boards of N. S, and
N. B. to build mission premises in the same place ; some aid has also
bean granted to the schools by Mission Bands. Mrs, Armstrong’s
Karen assistant Nau-Nau is also supported by two of the Societies,
and from time to time letters have been received from her expressing
her deep interest in the work to which she has given herself.

The Societies in connection with the Central Board have con-
tributed this year to furnish a box of useful articles for the wives
of the missionaries now under the care of the Foreign Missionary
Board ; this was shipped in May last, and, it is hoped, has by this
time reached its destination. It was valued at two hundred dollars,
and was insured for the whole distance.

While our past experience this year has been one of waiting,
yet it does not preclude us from hoping, and we confidently expect
and pray for a brighter future,—one in which the treasury shall
always be on the increase, and the fields now white unto the har.
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vest crowded with happy workers, supported and cheered by an
active and never ceasing sympathy at home,

Report of the Central Board of the Woman's Missionary Aid Society of
New Brunswick to the Oonvention at Woltville, August 26th, 1877

A survey of the year's work indicates an unmistakable decline
in the financial department. This year perhaps more than any
which has preceeded it has been a year of trial for our Societies.
The pressure of the times and the fact of our not having a mi=-
sionary on the field, have doubtless combined to cool the ardor of
many of our sisters. With the lapse of time, also, the enthusiastic
interest which was awakened in the beginning by the novelty of
the work or by some earnest appeals made by returned missionaries,
and others, have had time either to settle into a steady interest in
missions, grounded on the principle of obedience to Christ, or to
die out altogether. In most of the societies there are cheering
indications of this continued interest on the part of some of its
members, and even in those societies which have become extinct,
there is reason to hope that a germ is hidden in some hearts that
will grow and fruetify in due time,

In October last an urgent appeal was received from the Foreign
Missionary Board asking that we in conjunction with Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island Boards would grant the sum of $1000
one thousand dollars of our funds for the purpose of buildin
mission premises for Rev. Mr. Armstrong, at Kimedy. This
request was cheerfully acceeded to with the proviso that rooms be
set apart for our own missionaries, and the Foreign Mission Board
was notified to that effect.

Our County Secretaries have done good work, and we were sorry
to accept the resignation of Mrs. Kelly. The remaining secretaries
are so situated that it is almost impossible for them to do much
at present. One of them, Miss Carrie A. Hammond, has been pre-
E:ring herself for going out as a missionary and we hope she may

ready to go sometime during the present year, as the necessity
for a missionary is becoming imperative and as Mrs. Sanford has
exprossed a wish one should make her home with the missionary
family at Bimlipatam.

We wish others could see their way clear to take up the County
Secretary work as much could be done in this way to advance the
cause of missions both at home and abroad. We have received
during the Convention year from the several sccieties the sum of
$632.76 six hundred and thirty-two dollars and seventy-six centa.

Total receipts, $5526.49 ; total expenditure, $5518.34.

More than half of this expenditure has been for the removal
of the debt from the previous year, on account of which the amount
of work has been less than it otherwise would have been.

to 40, $3.50 ; 40 to 45, $4.00; 45 to 50, $4.50 ; 50 and upwards,
$5.00.

Honorary members pay $1.00 each assessment on notice of the
death of a ministerial member of the Association.
