A Time When 'lrn;!nu Ride ns Cheaply
as Hogs.

(New York Letter to Chicago Tribune.)

The question of reducing the fare on the
elevated railroad in New York from 10 cents
to 5 cents has led to a discussion among rail
road men of the question, ** How cheaply can
a passenger be carried by steam over any rail-
road ?"

Yesterday, while in conversation with the
president of one of the largest trunk lines, I
asked him this question :

« How cheaply can you carry passengers on
your road and make money, provided you have
plenty of passengers ”

« Well,” he said, “that depends ; if there
were enough passengers to carry, Wwe could
take passengers over our road and the Lake
Shoro to Chicaga for $3 a head and make
mouney." 2

« From New York to Chicago for §2 and
make money !  How could you do it il ¢
asked.

. Well, we could take them in good pas-
senger cars, running at the rate of 20 miles
an hour, and make money."”

w How do you figure it ?"

* Why, we can earry a man weighing 150
pounds as cheaply as we can oarry & hog
weighing 400 pounds, can't we ?"

«Yes, " 1said, *1I should think you
could.”

+ Well,*we wonld ba glad of the chance to
get $100 a car for earrying hogs. Sixty hogs
fill a car, and weigh 12 tons. Now, if we can
make money carrying 12 tous of hogs for $100
don't you think we could make money carry-
ing 50 passengers, weighing four tons, for the
same money?

— Mr. Vincent has discovered that from the
refuse that remains after the beet molasses
distillation a combustible gaseous body is
found, which is easily condensed into
liquid form and is called chloride of methyl,
It is especially valuable as a refrigerating
agent.

— M. Garforth, of Duokenheld, England,
has invented a machine for bursting down coal
by means of compressed air. By it air has
been ecompressed to 14,200 pounds per square
inel, It it small and can be worked by two
men., The compressed air is conveyed
through wronght-iron pipes to a cast iron
eartridge twelve inches long, placed in & hole
drilled in the coal ; and the cartridge when its
kuown breaking strain was reached, bursted
and broke down the coal.

—_While making an excavation for & new
building at Charing Cross, London, the other
duy, the workmen came on the fossil remains
of various extinot animals at depths varying
from fifteen to thirty feet. Among the objects
discovered were elephant tosks and molars,the
teeth and many of the boi es of the extinct gi-
gantic ox, and a portion oL the horn of the
great extinot Irish deer. Some of the fossils
have not yet been indentified.

— Thomas Rontledge, a leading English pa-
per manufacturer, is endeavoring to inducs
capitalists to utilize the jungles of pamboo in
India and British Burmah. The young shoots
of the jungle grass yield a fibre excellently
adapted to paper making and at a cost, com-
pared with Esparto grass, in the proportion of
$7.50 to $60 per ton. The latter grass comes
principally from Algeria and the Barbary
Btates, and, in add tion to beingunsatisfactory
in quality, » sufficient quantity eannot be ob-
tained. English paper makers are, therefore
often driven to manufacture with wood fibre
and China clay.

—Dr. Azam has given an account of a re-
markable case of double gapscipusness and
sgisgion of personality at 8 meeting of the
Bordeaux Society of Sciences. The patient
has been under Lis observation for several
years. She seems to have too distinet lives,
each separated from the other by & short
sleep or torpor. When she awakes to her
normal state she has no recollection whatever
of what may have taken place during her
abnormal diti however ! d the
latter may be. When in the abnormal state
she remembers what has osowred in the
normal state, and is more cheerful then than
at other times. The case presents some per-
plexing problems, as the faculty of speech
seems never to be affected during either
phases of double consciousness.

_Investigations by gevlogical experts ren-
der it probable, it would seem, that Central
Russia rests npen enoygh phosphate of lime
to supply all Enrope. Around the boundary
of the gretaceous basin of that country, the
phosphate beds, it is said, appear to be at or
near the surface, bat in the centrsl  regions
they dip to a depth too great to permit of
their being worked economically. The result
of the chemieal examination of this remark-
able rock shows the average quantity of phoe-
phoric acid 18 about twenty per cent. (varying
from twelve to thirty-three per cent.), while
the proportion of lime varies from eighteen
to fifty per cent. These grest deposits were
hardly discovered when their development
commenced. At present there are two estab-
lishments for this purpose in the government
of Kursk and one at Riga; this last receives
the raw material from Swmolensk, reduces it
to powder, and supplies 8 large quantity of
the article in this form to the Baltic pro-
vinces.

When she
decided to get trough with Poach the latter
was absent from the city, visiting some rela
tives in order to get them to assist him in
raising money encugh to pay his wedding ex-
penses dnd start Lim at housekeeping. Cather-
ine looked around among her other admirers,
and told Wmn. Jackson she had decided to
accept an offer he had once made to her.
Poach was angry when he returned to the
city, and he determined to seek revenge. He
found out where the couple lived, and during
what hours the husband was /busy at work
awsy from home. He visited the wife July 4,
accused her of treachery, aud asked her to
leave her husband. She indignantly ref sed
to do 80, even when he pointed a revolver at
Ler and threatened to kill her if she did not
abandon Jackson.

lers to establish a colony such as that pro-
posed would have to rough it at first and do
without some supplies which would be much
enhanced in price by the long distance of
transit, but the proposal is one that is cer-
tainly entitled to consideration, and there is
no reason, no doubt, that the experiment,
properly tried, would be a success.

SUonn Bros. Stables Burned —A Clear Case
of 'Acemtiarism — Wildlinm T. Stews
wrt, Frederick Brooks and John Sal-
isburyArrested--Fire Inguest—Inter
wating Revelntions--Stewart makes a
Confession —* Just for Fun'—The
Mrio of Fire-Bugs Commitied for
Sivial.

Shortly after nine o'clock on Vriday
night last, the comparatively small
portion of the conumunity that had re-
mained at home on the civie holiday,
ware suddenly alarmed by the cry of
*itire,” and their fear was the more in
tensified when the dangerous position of
the fire was discoyered, coupled with
the reflection that a greater part of the
firo brigade us well as most of our able
Vodied citizens were out of town. The
fire was found to be at Hess Bros. stables
on Inkerman street, in close proximity
to Moyer & Brick's flour mills, and
dangerously mnear the most viluable
portion of the town. Owing to the few
firemen at hand, it was some time before
the steamer was got out and put in
readiness for action. The engineer being
absant, Mi. John Climie, who had
fortunately remained at homes, volun-
teered his services and undertook the
management of the engine. By this
time, however, the fire had made such
headway as to warrant no hope of saving
the building. In fact, the flames had
spread so rapidly that even those who
were first on the scene were unsble to
enter the building or save any of its
contents, which included several vehi-
cles, harness, cutting box, eight or ten
wons of hay, & number of cofting, and
other material of considerable value.
"I'he stables were surrounded by several
1a lumber piles, besides being in
close proximity to Mr. B. . B E
Larn and residence, the mill, and ether
valuable property. By the efforts of
those who had chargeof the engine, with
the help of others with buckets, the
5 was prevented from spreading,
aithough the lumiber piles were ignited
several times; Mr. DBrook’s barm was
ulso set on fire by the leat. The Hess
Bros. stables burnod very rapidly, and
when the excursionists arrived home
from Goderich, about ten o'clock, they
were completely in ruins. As there was
no insurance en either the building or
contents, Hess Bros., loss is considerable
—not mitch short of a thousund dollars

Currants and gooseberries are also
the vietims of insect ravages, for which
hellebore appears to be an effectual rem-
edy.

What Reaping Machines Hinve Done.

As to what the reaping machine has done
an American contemporary refers to the fol-
lowing facts :—~ When the reaping machine—
that bete noir of the tramp who sits in the
shade and listens to the man who tells him
that Lie ought to ride in his carringe—was
introduced to the country in 1850, the
number of farmers and agricultural laborers
in the twelve States in which it is now chiefly
used was 1,301,863, and in 1870, 2.641,830.

he difference in wages was still greater. In
1850 farm hands were paid $8 a month, and
barvest hands from 80c. to $1.50 aday ;
while in 1870 the wages of the former were
$80 a month, and of the latter from $2 to
$3.50 a day. This year farmers willingly
pay harvest hands from $1.50 to $2.50 per
day. while the manufactare of reaping

nes is giving employment to thousands
of skilled workmen. The same remark is
applicable to all kinds of machinery, the
pauds employed during the last twenty
years having more than doubled, and the
wages quadrupled, while the population in-
creascd only 67 per cent.

Leaching of Yianures.

As against the penerally received notion
that manure leaches through the soil, Prof.
George H. Cook, of New Jersey, in his report
on the sewage of Puxis, states that the sew-
age water, as 1t comes from the sewers,
dark colo! turbid and of a vile odor. After
being filtered through the cultivated ground
it turns out of the underdrains clear, cool,
without smell or taste, and to chemical tests |
ghows no organic matter, proving conclusively
that its fertilizing properties have all been
absorbed by the soil. - While this is un-
doubtedly true as a rule, it is as true that iv
some soils the effects of manure is quickly
lost unless there are growing crops to take 1t
up and assimilate it Light sand certainly
allows manure to leach the 8oil unless it by
absorbed by erops.

The Horse's Fool.

The value of o horse lies very largely in the
condition of his feet, and to him that studies
the horse's foot, its needs and best condition
for health, will be accorded the best luck in
haviug good teams. Many horses' hoofs are
never cleaned out and go day after day with
dirt and filth hardened next to the frog, that
goon results in disease to the most tender
part of the foot, ‘This is all wrong. A little
attention and care given to the feet is better
than seratching and rubbing the back, and
ofton will be more-effectual in preserving a
smooth coat.

Payas You Go.

I think one of she worst evils the farmer
hias to contend with is going into debt. Many
and many of them are always in debt,
their wachinery from year to year. and to
their blacksmithis and their merchant from
one year's eud to another, - Men of this elags
always have to sell their wheat a8 soon as
they can thrash it, and haul it to market,
their corn as soon A8 it is ripe ¢ nough to
gather, and their stock as soonas the animals
are saleable, They have no choice. They
cannot wait for a better market, becauvse if
they keep the merchant waiting too long they
know there will be no chance of getting eredit
another year, and it takes all they have got
this year to square up old accounts. As a rule
such farmers are obliged to sell atlow prices
and pay the highest prics for what they use,
and therefore lose on both sides. Most far-
mers will find it far easier and 8 grest deal
more profitablo to pay as they go. There is
no question but what they can get goods
cheaper for cash. Any merchant will tell
yum ean afford to sell goods for less
money if he gets the cash every time, instead
of waiting six months. Precisely the sime
is the case with all with whom the farmer
deals, and it will pay anyoue to live close for
one year in order over after to ba free from
the galling sure of debt. Do without
everything you possibly canlive without.
Do not buy a new plow, or & new harrow, or
any other new implement, simply because
you can buyit on eredit. Wait, and  wait
patiently, until you ean pay as you go, and
you will be surprised how much you can
save in a year; for I honestly believe any
farmer will not buy more when he is buying
on credit than he will if he pays cash every
time. 1t is those who are in debt head over
heels that feel the hard times so severely.
We farmers who are out of debt now are the
most independent class of men in the coun
try. Keep out of debt.

Protect the Hovses,

A cotton sheet will be found a great pro-
tection to the horses working in the harvest
field, 1t screens them from the heat, from
flies, and from dust, and the labor of cleaniug
them is lessened. 1t will be found desirable,
when Lorses ate washied, to use a soft sponge
and water in which somu carbolic soap has
been dissolved. This cools the skin, assists
perspiration, removes the strong, pungent
smell, greatly refreshes the animals, and
drives away the flies. Where there is a river
near by, & bath in the evening will be agree-
able and safe, if the horses are keps in  the
water only two or three minutes, and are
driven Lome at once and rubbed dry.

Cows.

A cool, dark, clean stable for the eows is,
for many reasons, preferable to a hot pasture
in the middle of the day. Cows that have
been kept np ou moderate feed will shrink in
their milk on being turned into a Inxurious
pasture on & bot day. Dry earth or sand
makesa better bedding then straw during the
hot season.

A time-saving, if not & labor-saving in-
vention for Dairy use was exhibited at the
Kilburn Show, by meaus of which milk and
eream were separated, and the cream made
into butter in & few minutes after the milk
had been drawn from the cow. The apparatus
eonsists of a metal basin resembling & wash-
basin, fized on the top of an upright spindle.
As the milk is poured into this it revolves
at a speed of 5,000 or 6,000 revolutions to
the minutes. The milk being the heaviest,
is driven by the centrifugal foree to the centre,
Milk is continuously supplied at the bottom.

The Unstom of Having Bride Onke.

1t 18 not generally known that the custom
of having bride eake, without which, even in
this day, any wedding without the domain of
ivilization would be ted as i let
is derived from the most solemn of the three
conrubial ceromonies obecrved by theancient
Romans. This was ealled confarreatio, the
other ceremonies being coemptio, the pretend-
ed purchase by which the parties bought one
another with a bit of coin, and usus, the con-
summation or taking home of the bride. The
latter two are alone mentioned by Cicero,
which ahows that the first form had grown
absolute before this time. Confarreatio was
performed by the chief priest or priest of
Jupiter ; a formula was pronounced in the
presence of ten witnesses, and the man and
woman ate of a cake of salted wheaten bread,
throwing part of it on_the sacrifice, which
was that of a sheep. The cake was termed
Jfar, or pannis farreus (corn or wheaten bread);
‘whence the name of the ceremony. By this
form the woman was said to be possessed of
her husband by the sacred laws, and became
a partner of all his substance and sacredrites,
those ofthe Penates, as well as Lares. 1f Le
died i and without _child she in-
herited all his property. 1f she had children,
she received an equal share with them. ‘L'he
offspring of this form of marriage were des-
ignated as patrimi or matrimi, from whom
were chosen priests and priestesses, especially
the priests of Jupiter and the vestal virgins.
The Emperor Tiberius wanted three priests
of this true lineage, but could not get them
owing to the general disuse of the ceremony
in his reign. -Confarreatio was dissoluble
only by a form of divorce, disfarreatio, re-
garded as an equivalent in solemnity. That
bride cake is a relic of confarreatio is evident
from the fact that until two centuries since
it was made of wheat or barley, without fruit.
We should think that, with the present re-
vival of, and love for, the old, the young wo-
men of classie culture and taste, wonld insist
that the bridecake should be of the ancient.
sort. It might add to the serious and sacred
character of the occasion.

l PRUNING IN MIDSUNMMER,

\ 1t is many years since, from our own ex-
perience, we recommended people to prune ab
mid-summer, although it was opposed to  the
views of jnany eminent horticulturists. At
s regarded as a bold innovation
«d rules ; and we haveoften since
soen articlos to show that summer pruning
must be wrong. The reason by which this
is supported is no doubs very good. It does
scem by the reasoning we have referred to
that it ought to be wrong to prune
geason ; but,on the other hand,we have the evi-
dence of our own rense notonly that no harm,
but absolute good, resnited from the summer
praning of tre But it secms to be  forgot-
ten by many good people that there are two
sides to every story—two sides to winter
pruning and two sides to summer pruniog
Fow of those horsieultursl operations are un-
mixed good cr unmixed cvil,  In any case,
what we haye to acsomp!l-h is to be gained
sometimes at & little expeuse of good points—
good if we are gfter some other object. So in
this summer pruning question. 1t is said by
persons whom the whole horticultural com-
munity respect that ** winter pruning
h while pruning ¥
trees” ; and, if one were to deprive a tree of
thie whole of its foliage, this would probably
be true enopgh to work serious injury. It is
on the principle on which noxious weeds are
destroyed. Denuded of-every leaf as fast as
one appears, a plant is often killed in one
season. JBut may this not be different when
only & few branches are taken off ? The
remaining leayes and branches have more
food at their disposal, What was intended
for a thousand branches is now to be divided
among nine hundred. But we are not dis-
posed to enter into these minnte points of
physiological science. It is enough for prae-
tical men to know that the cutting away of a
few branches has never been known to work
any serious injury ; while the ease with
which the wound heals over is in striking
contrast with the long time it takes a winter
wound to get » new coat of bark
over it. We haye seen ina vigorous, healthy
tree 'a stoat branch of two inchcs
in diameter iaken off, in which the new bark
nearly eovered the stuwp in two years. In
winter the same spot would have been several
years in closing over, and perbaps the parts
would decay first, and thus lay the foundation
of future disease in tho tree. Fo well is
this known that, ip many places where
praning is practised to any great extent, it is
not unuswal to have shellac or some other
composition ready to paint over the wounds,
to keep out the weather until it shall have
glosed over the new bark.

Of course, a heavy loss of fuliage wyuld
be a serious loss to a tree ; butitis very
rare that any treo has been so mych ncglected
a8 to need the half or even the fourth of its
branches taken off in the summer time.
But there are in many cages branches here
and there along the trunks of trees which
it is an advantage tothe tree to lose, and
thinning which may be done in varions ways
to advantage; and in sucl cases sumimer
pruning vill tcll & good tale.—Germantown
Telegraph.

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LORD BYRON'S WIFE AND SISTER.

Letters that Neem 1) rlode Yirs. Stowe's
meaudal,

From th London News.)

The new number of the dcademy contains
a series of very interesting aund valuable let-
ters from the late Byron to Mrs. Leigh,
her husband’s sister. They form part of the
papers of Mrs. Leigh which have lately been
purchased for the British Museum, and have
been comwuwunicated to the dcademy by Mr.
E. Maunie Thompson. The letters were
written at various periods, beginning on Jan.
16th, 1816, the day after Lady Byron left her
husband’s house, and ending in 1851, just
before Mr. Leigh's fatal iljness. There are
also two letters to Mrs. Leigh's daughter, the
last of which was written in July, 1851, after
her mother’s death.  All these leiters testify
to the constant estcem and affection which
Lady Byron «n‘crtained toward her sister-in-
law. The expressious of aive
tain entirely d
charges brongh' Mrs. Leigh after
Lady Byron’s death, and said to rest on her
direct personal testimony, hid auy foundation
in fact. Writing only ten days after she had
loft her husband, Lady Byron add Mrs.
Leigh as *My dearest Augusta,” and con-
cludes by saying, *‘Feelings mustnot now be
indulged ; but whenever I feel at all, it will
be as kindly asyou could. Independently
of malady, I do not think of the past with
any spirit of resentment, and scarcely with
the sense of injury., God bless him.” There
was at 8 later period a serious dispute between
Lady Byron and her sister-iu law; but it
arose on the appointment of a trustee under
Lady Byron's settlement. Lady Byron ap-
pointed Dr. Lushington, to whom Mrs. Leigh
objected. The rupture of their intimacy of
20 years clearly arose out of this quarrel. In
1851 a meeting was to have taken place be-
tween them at Reigate in the presence of the
late Rev. Frederick Robertson, but it did not
happen, and some mouths later, when Mrs.
Leigh was in her last illness, Lady Byron
wrote to her daughter :—"Whisper to ber
from me tho words ‘Deayest Augusta,’ [
can't think they would hurt her,” and added
a postserips that she was at Esher till Wed-
neaday, and if she was wauted they were not
to Liesitato to send for her. The whole of
this interesting corvespondence, whieh throws
new light on the relations of Lady Byron to
her sinter-in-law in the years after the separ-
ation from her husband, is entirely inconsis-

HOW TV SULUEED IN LIFE.

Mr. Robert Lowe, M. P.,ex-Chancellor of
the Exchequer, #aid recently in an address
to the children-of & London orphan asylum:

“I am a person who has had to struggle
hard in the battle of life, and I will tell you
what I believe to be one of the greatest ele-
ments of success in life, and thas isthat
I think there is nothing that helps a young
man or woman in life so much as strict and
rigid self-control, economy and self-denial.
It is the custom to say that youth is the
time for enjoyment, and so it is ; but nature
and youth have provided that enjoyment for
themselves. hen people are young mere
existence is & pleasure.  The earth snd the
air and the skies seem $o open to them a par-
adise ; but when they get older these
delights gradually fade away from them and
they need the more adventitious and expen-
sive pleasures. What I, therefore, would
strongly advise everyone of you is to con-
gider that when you go into the world
perhaps the first thing you have got to do is,
pext to dealing honestly with that which is
iutrusted to youw, to take care that you
should keep clear of debt, and if possible
by self-denial to lay by something for the
future in gase of sicknessor other misfortune.
1t seems to me that thatis a duty whichis not
generally sufficiently inculeated on young
people.  You will find in life that if you be-
bave well and do your daty all the dificulty
is concentrated in the first step. It is the
first advance which men and women make
in life which more or less decides their future.
The beginnings of life are all crowded. For
everything that is to be had there is great
competition ; but when people have once
made a step, and have proved that they are
worthy, all the rest is comparatively easy. It
lias been my duty often to pick out persons
for situations, and my experience1s that when
the great mass is penetrated, and you have
got to persons who have advanced one or two
steps, the difficulty is not that we are over-
whelmed with persons fit for the place, but
to get any one who 1s fit for it. Therefore
