The Press is end!eav-
oring to do its part, and if the public
will support the Press we believe that
investigations, open to the Press at
least, will be the rule not the excep-
tion. Then the public will learn, as
they are learning now of the séaling
disaster, the ‘details of the caée, and
when we arrive at the point when all
perjury and bearing false witness will
be eliminated .we shall be able the
more correctly to render our verdict
according to the facts elicited and
place the blame where it belongs.

In Canada it is quite a common
thing, after a coroner’s inquest has
