Cannot Go Rack and Forth 
“You will recall that last year, 

the Germans using their railways to 
the best advantage sent reinforce­
ments from one front to another with 
the utmost facility. They are not do­
ing this now and will never be able 
to do it again.

“Every Austrian killed or captured 
must be replaced with a German. 
This process cannot go on forever. 
The pendulum, now stopped, will not 
again swing for the Germans. We are 
killing many Germans and this work 
will eventually end the war.

Germans Can Fight 
“It is foolish to belittle our own 

troops by belittling the Germans. Al­
though they are no longer the ‘top 
tiger,’ they are still fighting like 
tigers. For concentrated fury noth­
ing in the war exceeded the fight our 

re- troops had with the Brandenburgers 
on the Somme front.

“While I have no more informa­
tion concerning the Russian victor­
ies than you read in the press. I am 
convinced that the operation is to be 
tremendously important, for you will 
notice that 2.000 Germans, not Aus­
trians, have been taken with some 
of their big guns. Such a thing do ;s 
not happen every day.

“We are applying pressure on all 
sides and will continue to apply it 
until the successful conclusion of 
the war.”
