Waterworks’ Officials Satisfied 
With East End Plant

Volunteer hire Brigade Suggested 
For the Mountain.

Finance Committee Expects Good 
Price For Debentures.

The new east end mountain top wa­
terworks system was tested this morn­
ing, in the presence of the Fire and Wa­
ter Committee, officials of the water­
works and City Engineer's department 
and Mayor McLaren. Chairman Clark 
this morning expressed himself very well 
pleased with the test and expressed the 
opinion that it was so satisfactory as 
to justify the city in taking over the 
system. There are still some little mat­
ters to be, adjusted, but the chairman 
thinks the system will be a success be­
yond question. Engineer Montgomery, 
who installed the plant, undertook to 
satisfy the city by a thorough test or 
release the corporation from its con­
tract. A pressure of eighty pounds was 
maintained for an hour, pumping 
through two-inch-and-a-quarter nozzles. 
This was a pleasant surprise* to even 
Mr. Montgomery himself, as the specifi­
cations call for only three-quarter inch 
nozzles. Mayor McLaren ' thinks it is up 
to the mountain top.people now to or­
ganize a volunteer fire department. The 
city will likely buy a couple of hose 
reels, if this is done, and this equipment 
will serve until the revenue from that 
portion of the city justifies the estab­
lishment thpre of a branch of the Ham­
ilton department. The aldermen agreed 
that a twelve-inch supply pipe carried 
from King street would have given much 
l etter satisfaction, but they think the 
zU-inch pipe will serve for a number of

GOES TO JAIL

JOHN R. WALSH.
Chicago. Oct. U. A year lent January 

a bent, broken old man, hearing the 
word of a jury that sentenced him to 
prison, kwt the fire that blazed in hie 
ejee, and John R. Walsh, “Chicago’s an­
archist of finance,” broke (jown and wept 
in the grim court room of Federal Judge 
Anderson.

The decision handed down yesterday 
by the United Sbaj^* Circuit Court of 
Appeal* marks step in WelWh’s
long fight agakWtSijgTjfea, who included 
every powerful financier and many rail­
road men in Chicago.

Use verdict of the triai court which 
found him guilty of misapplication of 
the funds of the Chicago National Bank 
was affirmed by the United State» Gir- 
truit Court of Appeals.

The verdict ofifaj^ jury, which the 
higher court padsed on, carried with it 
a possible aggregate penalty of 540 years 
in the Federal prison at Leavenworth.

Ever since Jan. 8, 1908, & bitter fight 
has been waged to keep Walsh out of 
prison. The Government lawyers, oppos­
ing the moves of Walsh’s counsel, beaded 
by John S. Miller, of “immunity bath” 
fame, used their every effort to hind 
Walsh in the famous line of cells at 
Leavenworth known as “bankers’ row.”

Borne up by the iron nerve be always 
had shown in* finance, the grief of Welsh 
was short-lived.

He was not crushed by hie fate, though 
the court room scene when first he-was 
found guilty was one of the most drama­
tic in Chicago’s history :

“It’s only one skirmish lost; the battle 
has just begun,” the old banker said as 
he left the court room.

The counts of the indictment on which 
Walsh was convicted involved nine dis­
tinct series of transaction». These are 
the loaning of the bank’s money on mem­
orandum notes and.the purchase of bond* 
of the Illinois Southern and Wisconsin 
& Michigan Railroads. The jury decided 
when its verdict was handed down that 
Welsh had misappropriated $1,000,000. 
Hie futi indictment charged the diversion 
of $7,000,000.

It was on Dec. 18, 1906, that the doors 
of the three Walsh institution»—the Obi 
esgo National Batik, the Home Savings 
Bank and thé KqUHaMe TrtWt Oo. cloi 
ed their doors. The action was taken 
after a simultaneous inquiry made into 
the banks by C. H. Boeworth, national 
bank examiner, and State Bonk Exam­
iner C. C. Jones.

When the excitement subsided and thé 
depositors were paid off, the long nego­
tiations concerning the building of the 
Walsh railroads, particularly the Ohr 
cage Southern into Chicago, were taken 
up. Moot of the readily salable assets 
of them roads were disposed of by the 
clearing house bankers.

For many years previous to the fall of 
his banka, John R. Walsh had been re­
cognized as one of the typical “'self- 
made” men in the country. He was a 
man of many friends and many foe*.

He has been a fighter all his life. His 
temper ha» been violent at times, but bis 
friends say that he can he as gentle as a 
child.

Witnesses Swear That John Taglerino Was 
Author of 7 hose Threatening Letters.

Last week the Times announced that 
a sensation would likely be sprung in 
Police Court shortly, and that the sens* 
tion would be connected with the Black 
Hand outrage on the morning of Sept. 7, 
when Salvatore Sanzone, the Janies 
street north fruit dealer, was held up 
by Samuel Wolfe, Carme I o Colombo and 
Ernest Speranzai, who are now awaiting 
trial for that offaioe, and that John 
Taglerino, 398 Sherman avenue north, 
would be the principal figure in the sen­
sation.

The accuracy of the Times' predictions 
was verified this morning.

There was a good deal of curiosity ex­
hibited when Taglerino appeared in 
court, for it was known was commit­
ted for trial last week on a charge of 
cutting and wounding John Deak in a 
mix-up two weeks ago at defendant’s 
store, on Sherman avenue.

Not a word leaked out in court as to 
whv Taglerino was there.

$1,000. The letter was sent from Buf­
falo, dated Sept. 2.

Taglerino commenced to shout from 
the box; and wept bitterly when he found 
Corto had turned against him.

Ralph Rufus was also called, and said 
he wrote a threatening letter in Toronto 
to Srfnzone, at Tnglerino’s instruction, 
and was told if he did not write, it he 
would be killed.

Defendant, was committed for trial.
Hie authorities think that the testi­

mony prove* that the hold-up of Sanzone 
was purely a local affair, which sub­
stantiates the Times' predictions. Credit 
is also due to the police for their dili­
gence in the ease. From the first they 
were confident it had nothing to do with 
the great Black Hand Society in the 
United State*.

KING EDWARD

To Discuss Budget.

London, Oct. 6.—Like his sub­
jects, King Edward is taking the 
keenest interest in the budget con­
troversy, which grows in intensity 
as the discussion of the details of 
the finance bill in the Commons 
draws to a close. His Majesty is 
extremely anxious to prevent a 
crisis, which will arise if the 
House of Lords rejects the bill, 
and he is using his influence to 
arrange a way out of the difficul­
ty, which could be accepted by the 
Government and the Unionists.

Besides Earl Cawder and Pre­
mier Asquith, Lord Rosebery, Sec­
retary Haldane, Reginald McKen­
na and Lord Herford have been 
consulted and it has been reported 
in the lobby that Lord Lansdowne 
was summoned to Balmoral. It i% 
suggested that a compromise 
might be arranged by the Govern­
ment slightly modifyihg its pro­
posals, the Lords agreeing then to 
pass the bill on the understanding 
that there should be an immediate 
appeal to the country.

Arbitration Will Go on Again 
Next Wednesday.

The eity is now prepared to go on 
with the street lighting arbitration, and 
the matter will be taken up next Wed­
nesday. The arbitration arose over the 
price of lighting, the city claiming that 
it was paying too much. A reduction 
of $15 per lamp was granted by the 
judge, as arbitrator, but the company 
appealed, and the city attempted to 
show by the company's books that the 
amount it was paying was reasonable, 
but was unable to db so. At Wednes­
day’s meeting the price will likely be 
arranged.

MORE MARKET ROOM.
1 W. O. Sealey, M. P., writes to-day 
suggesting the diiccfion in which the 
Central Market could be enlarged, and 
proposing other improvements to make 
it more useful to the farmers and the 

»-citizens. Increased market accommoda­
tion is much to be desired. It will not 
be obtained without considerable ex­
pense, blit the end to be accomplished 
is important enough to justify the ex­
penditure. Hamilton has far outgrown 
the ideas of 30 years ago. but our mar­
ket accommodation has not been iucreaa- 

■ ed. This is not good business. Hamilton’s 
market is not only a source of revenue 
to the corporation; it is of the first im­
portance to the business men and house- 

" "holders of the city. In recent years in­
creasing railway accommodation in the 

^ district tributary to Hamilton has rend­
ered it easy for farmers to dispense with 

coming to this market with much of 
. their produce. If they sell their produce 
* elsewhere, much of their purchasing will 
‘.be done elsewhere, and the city will be 
r-the loser. As it is, farmers find it neces­
sary, in order to get a stand on the mar- 

» ket, to come in the night before and 
pre-empt it, passing the night as they 

‘may in charge of their wagons. This is 
■ot fair treatment 'to our market pat- 
tons; it is not the way to attract busi­
ness. The remedy is to enlarge the mar­
ket. It must be done if we are to main­
tain our country patronage, and our 
supremacy of thwdistrict.

The matter is one that should engage 
the attention of the Council. It is ten 
times more important than the power 
question. Which of the aldermen will be 
shrewd enough to take it up?

Hamilton needs sober policemen. And 
they should be of the kind that can re­
sist eve'll the temptations of free-beer 
Bonafices.

HEAVY RAILWAY RATES.

»Some time ago an effort was made 
by the Canadian protectionist press to 
use the figures of increases of Insanity 
in some English cities in proof of the al­
legation that Great Britain is going to 
the “demnition bow-wows." Let us look 
nearer home. In Montreal last year, the 
number of insane committed at the 
city’s expense was 318 or 55 more than 
in the preceding year. That is an in-

The Times prints this circular with 
blank form attached, and urges interest­
ed readers to clip it out, add particu­
lars and forward it to the Department 
immediately.

Mr. Rowell said that there was no 
statutory obligation on the I. O. V. to 
set aside a reserve.

MAIN STREET.

New Pavement and More Consid­
eration From H., G & B.

City Has to Pay For Searching 
Its Own Maps.

Building Inspector to Prevent En­
croachments on Streets.

1 The reporta on street railway matters 
and the permanent pavement programme 
were not ready for the Board of Works 
to consider last night, and the aldermen 
spent the evening cleaning up business 
of minor importance.,

Newton D. Galbreaith and ex-Ald. 
William 'McDonald headed a deputation 
of Main street east residents who asked 
that their thoroughfare be paved. They 
declared that the cars, with flat wheels, 
went bumping and thumping along, mak­
ing almost enough noise to wake the 
dead. The tracks, they insisted, were in 
a disgraceful condition.

Mr. McDonald said that pools of water 
a foot in depth collected on the street.

Another resident complained that the 
company was in the habit of running 
double freight care down the street. At 
times the cars were geared up so that 
they could make the run up from Beoros- 
villc an hour faster than the ordinary 
schedule. He charged that the Grimsby 
road and the street railway were practi­
cally amalgamated, now, and wanted to 
know df this would not void the corn 
pany’a charter on Main street.

The City Solicitor said as far ns he 
was aware the company was operating 
its oars within the provisions of its ohar-

When Mayor Mcljaren called Mr. Mc­
Donald's attention to the fact that he 
was a member of the Council when the 
by-law was passed, the ex-alderman re­
plied: “It was like a Ipt of other things. 
The by-law was all right when it left 
the committee, -but it was changed before 
it got to the Council."*

Mr. Galbreaith said if the Main street 
residents could get no other redress they 
would be obliged to appeal to the Rail­
way Board.

Chairman Allan said the matter had 
already been discussed with the company 
but they had received no definite assur­
ance yet. He promised that Main street 
would receive oomeiderration when the 
good roads programme was ta’g n up 
next year.

The residents also asked that the nuis­
ance caused by placing Board of Works 
garbage cans at the corner of Main and 
West avenue be al>ated.

The committee approved of the follow 
ing recommendation made by the sub­
committee regarding street encroach 
monte :

“That the Building Inspector l>e re­
quired. before granting building permits, 
to insist that a ground plan showing 
the building proposed to be erected, with 
the street line, be furnished, and if in 
his opinion there is any possibility of an 
encroachment, on the city streets, that 
the matter be referred to the Oity En­
gineer for decision, ami that to give full 
effect to this recommendation, the Build­
ing Inspector be required to report direct 
in these matters to the Oity Engineer.

“We further recommend that the Oity 
Engineer lie instructed' to prepare a plan 
away to a good start. That trouble was 
defining the street line on all streets of 
the city.”

Some of the aldermen were informed 
that Consulting Engineer Barrow had 
a lot of valuable information about 
street lines, and they thought he would 
take it with him when he left the 
city’s employ at the end of the year. 
Chairman Allan thought it would be a 
good idea to have him prepare the map 
at once.

Secretary Brennan sprang a surprise 
when he nnounced that several years 
ago the city had a lot of valuable maps 
and information, which were turned over 
to the registry office. Now when the 
city wants to look up these maps it is 
soaked fifty cents on each occasion.

The aldermen thought- n6 time should 
be lost in recovering these maps.

The City Engineer and a sub-commit­
tee reported against making any change 
in the grade of Clifton avenue, as re­
quested by Mrs. Geo. H. Summers and 
others, who claimed that they would 
have to spend several hundred dollars 
filling in their lots if the walk was

MORE ROOM.
EaUrgemeit ef Hamilton Farmer*’ 

Market
To the Editor of the Times:

Sir,—Through the kindness of your 
columns, I take the liberty of drawing 
public attention to the necessity for this, 
as well ae the various suggestions men­
tioned for bringing it about.

First, to acquire the block on the west 
side of the present market and convert 
it suitable for market purposes, at a 
roughly estimated cost of about $200,000, 
would undoubtedly be the beet, but for 
the excessive cost which stands in the 
way.

Second, the covering in of the present 
market place with a two-storey shelter, 
something similar to the present but­
chers’ shelter, only another storey high­
er, with two easy grade ascents for 
horses and vehicles, and two stairways 
for citizens, would exactly double the 
present accommodation, providing shel­
ter as n'en, at a cost of about $160,000.

Fourth, a further additional space of 
considerable area could be had by floor­
ing the overhead space of the present 
market building, hall-way and annex, 
with an easy grade stairway at either 
end of the present building, thus afford­
ing a very considerable extra accommo­
dation at very small cost.

Fifth, if the idea of roofing with a 
second storey the present market space 
were favorably regarded, it could be 
done by easy stages, say by covering 
the Space between the present meat mar­
ket Duilding and the fi-sh and poultry 
stalls next year, extending each follow­
ing year until the whole work is com­
pleted-, with only a moderate annual ex­
penditure, and this suggestion would 
have the advantage of not only doubling 
the present space, but providing shelter

I trust the citizens generally will take 
this matter up and offer- improved sug­
gestions to their representatives on the 
Market Committee, as well as in the 
City Council, and in that way try to 
get a plan adopted whereby the farmers 
will be given fair and courteous accom­
modation and treatment, which would 
result in at least 25 per cent, more pro­
ducers coming here, making that much 
better competition and preventing their 
attending other markets and spending 
their money elsewhere, as at present.

Trusting this may initiate a movement 
among the citizens, and a discussion by 
your editors, that will stimulate the 
movement on to actual results and Ham- 
ikon’s best and most profitable interest.

By neglect, Hamilton’s grain market 
has been largely lost to other places. 
Don’t let our vegetable, fruit And poul 
try market follow suit.

THE POWER 'situation.
To the Editor of the Times:

Sir,—I am sorry, indeed, the power 
squabble has lasted to long and the end 
not yet in sight. It is bad for the city’s 
progress. Something else is sure to 
be slighted, while the City Council is 
overworked on the endless power tangle 
and we have the local Hydro agents and 
the rebellious aldermen to thank for it. 
They seem to have a lot of trouble in 
drawing up the power resolution, 
would drop it, dig a hole and bury it 
where all the other resolutions now rest. 
The city is not bound to take Hydro- 
Electric power if it does not wish to. 
Those men who are fighting the local 
power concern and doing the city so 
much mischief have each an axe to 
grind, sure enough. The city can get 
all the power it requires, and more if it 
needs it, at a cheaper rate. That has 
been proven time and again. We have 
it right here. The concern was built up 
purposely for Hamilton. If the City 
Council should take electric power from 
the Commissioners, how is the Council 
going to dispose of what it cannot use? 
It will have to be paid for. The Council 
can not sell below cost. How is the 
Council going to sell it at all, with the 
Cataract people selling as cheaply as 
they have a mind to. They have every­
thing at their finger ends, while the city 
will have to get everything anew and 
buy the power at a high figure. If the 
Council should feel disposed to break 
from the agreement made with the pow­
er commission, why. the power .might be 
turned off at a moment's notice. The 
city may be left in the dark with a 
dead horse on it# hands. I might take a 
different view of the whole thing, if the 
city did not have to buy the power. It 
would not then be tied up to Toronto 
and other places. Perhaps T should say 
tied down. Some of the aldermen seem 
to think the by-law voted on on the 7th 
of last June was a Hydro victory. I 
have never considered it so. There was 
too much crooked work in it, and the 
vote was small. A great, many of the in­
telligent voters did not vote for nor 
against it. and, to cap it all, the great 
Cataract Power Company was so sweet­
ly easy, it was a wonder the Hydro ma­
jority wasn’t overwhelming, but it was 
not. hence the contest says nothing. I 
can see two ways out of the tangle. One 
way is to drop* the power tangle altoge­
ther and deal out and out with the local 
power company, and the other way is to 
let. the ratepayers vote on it at the be­
ginning of next year. It won’t cost any­
thing. but it wants to be watched. If 
the city deal with the local company all 
the money paid out for power will stay 
here, but if the city gets the power 
from the outside concern, of course the 
money will be taken away. It will never 
do Hamilton any good. This is rather 
serious. Are those who vote against 
Hamilton blind to their own interest? 
Once the Hydro men get the wedge in 
they will drive it with vengeance. They 
are* out to feather their own nest. Of 
course, they have a following, some 
good, but misguided people, amongst 
them. The city will have litigation 
enough if it makes a second contract for 
power with another party before the 
first contract has expired. If the tiger 
tries to take the lion’s deu, what can we 
expect but trouble? Yours truly.

A PIONEER 
MISSIONARY.

Rev. Egerton Ryerson Young 
Died at Bradford Yesterday.

Bradford, Oct. 6.—The death occurred 
here yesterday of Rev. Egerton Ryerson 
Young, the well known missionary, lec­
turer and author. About a year ago 
Mr. Young, while out driving with his 
brother, J. B. Young, mfet with an ac­
cident which resulted in internal injuries 
from which he never recovered.

Deceased was born at Crosby, Ont., 
on April 7th, 1840, and was n son of 
the late Rev. Wm. Young. Atyer com­
pleting his education at the ' Normal 
School, Toronto, he served for some 
years as a school teacher, but while still 
a young man his thoughts turned to the 
Methodist ministry, to which he was 
ordained in 1867. His first charge was 
the First Methodist Church, Hamilton. 
It was as a missionary and lecturer, 
however, that Mr. Young became known, 
his work among the Indian tribes in the 
Northwest Territories attracting wide 
attention. One of his journeys, from 
Hamilton to Norway House in 1868, oc­
cupied two months and nineteen days,* 
and he had many adventures which af­
terwards furnished interesting material 
for his lectures and books. Among oth­
er mission whfoH he opened were those 
of Nelson River and Beren’s River. His 
labors as a missionary pioneeer in the 
west were interrupted in 1876, when, 
owing to the illness of his wife, he was 
compelled to return to the east, and 
from that time onward, with the excep­
tion of a few years spent in pastoral 
work at Port Pyjy, Colborne. Bowman- 
\ille and other places, his services were 
almost exclusively devoted to lecturing, 
his tours extending to all parts of the 
United States and Britain.

Possessing an inexhaustible fund of 
information, a ready wit, a fine presence 
and an eloquent style, Mr. Young was 
in great request as a lecturer, and his 
stories of Indian life and of travels by 
canoe and dog trains never failed to im­
press. His last tour was in Australia, 
where he addressed many large audi 
cnees, and was accorded most enthusiaa 
tic receptions. Among his published 
works, which enjoy an extensive sale 
not only in Canada, but in the United 
States and Britain, are: “By Canoe a?ul 
Dog Tra.in Among the free and Sal- 
tcaux Indians,” “Stories from Indian 
Wigwams and Northern Camp Fires,” 
"Oowikapun,” “Three Boys in the Wild 
North Land,” “On the Indian Trail,” 
“(Tiildren rtf the Forest,” “The Apostle 
of the North. James Evans.” etc.

Mr. Young is survived by his widow, 
a son. Rev. E. Ryerson Young, B. A., 
Chatswortli, and four. daughters: Mrs. 
R. N. Helme, Lancashire, Eng.; Mrs. 
(Rev.) A. B. Fitzgerald. Hilton, N. J.; 
Mrs. Newton Brown. Toronto, and Mrs. 
W. E. Watson. Toronto. A funeral ser­
vice will be held here to-morrow morn­
ing. when the remains will he removed 
to Bowmanville for interment on Thurs­
day afternoon.

It- wae in 1867 that Rev. Egerton Ry­
erson Young came to Hamilton as pas­
tor of First Church. Many of the old 
members of to-day remember him well, 
and he was known by the younger gen­
eration, too, as he had lectured in the 
church several times. That one year 
1867 was the only one he spent in the 
ministry before going to the then un­
known west.

Albert Greathead Not Deported 

But Others Must Go.

The city's effort to have Albert Great- 
head, jun., a dea.f mute, deported, has 
failed as a result of the. stand taken by 
St. George's Society and others, who in­
terested themselves in the case. Relief 
Officer MeMenemy was notified to-day 
by the Department at Ottawa that the 
order for Greethead's deportation hod 
been rescinded, and as the time for de­
porting him expired yesterday, the city 
is powerless to do anything now.

Although Greathead will be permitted 
to remain in this country, his father, mo­
ther and a young child will have to go 
back.

The letter from W. D. Soott, Superin­
tendent of Immigration, is as follows:

On the 9th ultimo you reported to me 
for deportation the family of Greathead, 
including Albert Greathead, jun., but I 
may say that so far a# this member of 
the family is concerned it is proposed 
to drop the deportation proceedings, ab 
Albert. Greathead, jun., was admitted 
into Canada on a permit issued by the 
Department of Colonization for the Pro­
vince of Ontario, and since his admis­
sion he has proved himself an efficient 
workman, giving entire satisfaction to 
his employers, Messrs. Mathews & Wil­
liams, who have offered him steady em­
ployment, in which circumstance, he, of 
course, is not a proper subject for depor­
tation. The deportation order already 
made will, therefore, not apply at all to 
Albert Greathead, jun.. but will stand 
as regards father, mother and young 
child, and Deportation Officer Dow is 
being instructed to take action accord­
ingly.

Relief Officer MeMenemy says that 
what first caused the city to take action 
to have Greathead deported was that his 
mother applied for relief, explaining that 
her son wae unable to get. employment 
because he oould not make himself un­
derstood. Mr. MeMenemy sax'* the city 
had already assisted a number of the 
man’s relatives, ami no one would guar­
antee him work until the. city arranged 
to have him deported.

ENGLISH SHEEPDOGS.

Growing in Popularity, Especially 
With Women.

The old English sheepdog has taken 
a renewed lease of life, for after the 
first rush of the boom some years ago 
there was a slackening of interest. It 
must, be remembered that the introduc­
tion of show dogs sufficient to fill class­
es at all respectably dates only from 
1002, just seven years ago.

Compared with other important
breeds, such as the Airedale terrier, 
which is now so prominent throughout 
the country, the condition of the bob­
tailed sheepdog is becoming eminently 
satisfactory, says Country Life in Am­
erica. No longer is it a fanev confined , 
merely to Long Islanders, wfiere the ’ v 
first rush ,was started, but we hear of 
them all over, from Virginia in the 
Fonth to Buffalo on the North, and 
from Massachusetts to Michigan.

In the early days of the bobtail he 
was a very crossgrained, .uncontrollable 
dog. That was his breed reputation. 
But association with man together with 
more humane treatment improves dogs 
wonderfully, and in this respect the 
bobtail does not differ from some oth­
ers which had fully as bad a reputation.

F.tsh wa*- this most 
northerly point of call. He pushed 
through* Lancaster Sound. passed 

- Beachy Island and Melville Island, to 
winter quarters in the Miquelon 
Straits. The Canadian flag was planted 
on a large numl»er of islands in the 
vicinity of Melville, especially to the 
westward and north, whete, as vet.

“My Dear Captain Bernier,—

“I hasten to write to you the first 
letter after being sealed behind ley bar­
riers for two years. Thé unexpected 
arriving of the Arctic makes a suitable 
closing climax to our long run of hard 
adventures. It was the supplies which 
you so thoughtfully left in charge of 
Mr. Whitney which enabled me to come 
to Upernavik. All my other property 
has been takqn by Peary under the guise 
of a relief station for Dr. Cook. Mr. 
Murphy, the man in charge of the sta­
tion. however, was instructed not to 
engage in any relief efforts nor to 
allow the Eskimos to cross until March 
of the following year—1909—when, of 
course, all relief efforts would be use­
less.

“My large store of supplies and my 
station were, therefore, used for barter 
with natives to satisfy Peary’s commer­
cial greed. The splendid assistance which 
you have given me and the liberality of 
your Government in sending the ship is 
a happy contrast to the hindrance and 
injustice of one of my own countrymen.

“1, therefore, extend to you and your 
people such a gratitude as one must 
offer for help in the dire hour of need. 
Fortunately we were able to win out 
our problem without relief efforts ex­
cept such as you offered.”

TO FORM KINGDOM.
31 Hungarian» Convicted on a 

Treason Charge.

Vienna, Oct. 6.—The trial of 53 per­
son!. charged with treason, which has 
occupied the court at Agram for seven 
months, and awakened intense, interest, 
as well as the bitterest racial and par­
tisan feelings, in Austria-Hungary end 
the surrounding countries, ended *o-day 
in the conviction of 31 and the acquittal 
of 22. The accused are mostly cliool 
teachers and priests, with a few trades­
men. They were charged with coo>pin:ig 
to promote sovereign separatism iu Cro- 
tia, Slavonia, Dalmatia, Bosnia and 
Herzegovina, with the view to severing 
those provinces from Hungary and un­
iting them with Servis and Montent gro 
into a great Serb kingdom under King 
Peter.

Some of the so-called evidence given 
by witnesses,' including persons who were 
more than suspected of being paid in­
formers, was absurdly trivial, and the 
conduct of the trial was severely 
criticized. Two of the alleged leaders 
of the alleged leaders of the conspiracy, 
Adam Pribicevich and Valerian Pribice- 
vichl, whose death the public prosecutor 
demanded, escaped that doom owing to 
a lack of unanimity among the judges.

They were sentenced to 12 years’ rig­
orous imprisonment. The others convict­
ed received sentences ranging from seven 
to four years’ rigorous imprisonment. 
All gave notice of appeal, as did also the 
public prosecutor.

MODERN LÔCHINVAR
Bosten Yoath Stole His Sweetheart 

Free Her Heme.

Boston, Oct. 5.—Chloroforming his 
sweetheart’s mother, Mrs. Florence V.

BODIES TAKEN OUT.

Victoria, B. C., Oct. 5.—An explosion 
this morning in No. 2 mine, Exten­
sion, one of the coal mines of the. 
Wellington Collierv Company^ wiped 
out the lives of thirty men employed 
on the shift at that time. The ex­
plosion took place about 9 in the 
looming, and all day the rescuers at­
tempted to reach the imprisoned men. 
The mine, however, was filled with 
fatal after-damp. and. although there 
was no fire, this prevented the res­
cuers from reaching the victims. At 
3 this afternoon five bodies were 
brought out : Thomas O'Connell. Robert 
White.. James Molineaux, D. Irving, and 
a man named McGuire. There are believ­
ed to be still twenty-five in the mine. 
Ther^ as practically no hope of any of 
these being alive.

Only meagre accounts are still t-o 
hand, as the Extension is ten miles in­
land from Ladysmith, where the min­
ers live, and to which they come vut 
by miners' train daily. The cause is 
reported to have been the striking of 
a pocket of gas while moving coal. 
This particular locality is free of gas 
and worked with ordinary pit lights^, 
so that when the gas was released the 
explosion followed. Following this 
the dreaded after-damp of miners fol­
lowed, completely shutting off that 
section of the mine. Those nearer the 
main entrance escaped, but twenty 
men in the inner workings of the 
slope were cut off from all escape. As 
far as can be learned there is no cut­
let from the upper end of the slope to 
any of the other workings, and the min­
ers must remain imprisoned until re­
lief comes from the outer side. A 
strong force is at work doing all that 
can be done to release the imprisoned 
men. The relief party report the af­
ter-damp as being exceedingly heavy. 
The mines are owned by Lieut.-Gov­
ernor Dunemuir. It is hoped that all 
the bodies will be recovered before 
morning.

A miner quitting work brought the 
news to Nanaimo. He had reached 
the main tunnel when the explosion oc­
curred in the place he had left. The 
shock was terrific, the stoppings being 
blown out and the doors unhinged. The 
effects were confined to the slope where 
the explosion occurred.

INDICATIONS OF A FIRE. 
Vancouver, B. C., Oct. 6. —The lat­

est reports say thirty miners are unac­
counted for. There are indications 
that a fire is in progress. O’Connell, 
whose body was recovered, was a 
well-known footballer. The company’s 
officials are in the mine fighting to 
reach the entombed men. Jim Shaw, 
brother of the mine boss, was badly 
spent in the work of rescue.

One man, talking with a press repre­
sentative, said he was employed 
iu No. 4 blast. When the explosion 
occurred he threw himself on the 
floor. The concussion lasted a llrng 
time. When they had passed he 
made for the slope. He reached Nos. 
2 and 3, and found them full of smoke 
ami dreadfully hot. He struggled on 
and got through.

Another man with some others was 
out on the level loading stringers on a 
oar when the explosion occurred. 
Their lights were blown out. Dust 
and debris fell all round. The rush 
of wind nearly carried them off their 
feet. Along with others, he made for 
the counter level. They tried to get 
up an outside stall, but before they 
had gone far those in front shouted: 
“Get hack ; you can’t come any far­
ther.” The five. Alex. McLennan. Robt. 
White. Fred Ingham. John I. Master 
and William Steel, lie never saw again. 
The air was so hot it burned his throat 
to breathe. He turned and made his 
way back to the lower level. He stayed 
there until rescued.

TWENTY-FIVE RESCUED . 
Nanaimo, B. C., Oct. 6.—The explosion 

occurred at 9 this morning at the Ex­
tension mine. Of fifty men known to 
be in the mine, twenty-five have been 
rescued, but all are injured. If the 
flames die now, it may be possible to 
reach the entombed men, who arc be­
lieved to number twenty-four, late to­
night. but at present there are no indi­
cations of the fire being extinguished. 
Foreman Alexander Shaw, brother of 
the Inland Revenue agent here, previ­
ously reported missing, is now on the 
surface, directing rescue operations. It 
appears that the explosion was caused 
hr fire damp, the timbers in two 
levels catching fire at once. The 
wives and relatives of the miners are 
naturally in a state of hysteric grief, 
but none of the residents of Nanaimo 
are permitted to go to Extension, only 
the rescuing miners and officials being 
at the scene.

The miner who reached I-advsmith 
at noon said he was leaving the mine 
with liis father, when a terrific explo­
sion oeecurred. unhinging the doors and 
blowing out the stoppings.

Later advices say the mine is clear­
ed of gas. and thq bodies are being 
brought out. The effects of the explo­
sion were confined to the slope where 
it occurred, and the men in the other 
slopes and levels escaped.

THIRTY MEN KILLED.
7JU p. m.—Thirty men are now 

known to he dead as the result of the 
explosion of No. 2 mine, at Extension, 
this morning. Up to 7 o’clock this 
evening eight bodies have been recov­
ered, namely: T. Thomas, J. Molin­
eaux. Andrew Moffatt, A. Montague, 
Thomas O’Connell, W. Davidson, E. 
Dunn and one unidentified.

The work of rescue still continues, 
but it is not expected that any more 
todies will be recovered before morn­
ing, as the portion of the mine where 
the explosion occurred is badly wrecked, 
the brattice being torn down and the 
resellers are very badly hampered by 
gas. The majority of the men killed are 
old residents of the district and well- 
known.

I.eo Weil, head of the Voters’ League, 
who immediately started an investiga­
tion and ascertained that one man con­
trols the gambling privileges of Pitts­
burg, another sells all the beer in the 
“red light” district, the third has the 
clothing privileges there, while the 
fourth controls the diamond business.

Montreal, Oct. 5.—Sir Thomas 
Sliaughnessv approved to-day of the 
plans of the V. P. R. Windsor Station 
extension, which will come up for ex­
ecutive consideration at the annual 
meeting to-morrow, and which, it is un­
derstood, will cost something like $1,- 
500.000.

The new structure, which will give 
some hundreds of additional rooms so 
far as office accommodation is con­
cerned. will unquestionalby be a great 
architectural ornament to the city.

London. Oct. 5.— Laura Ainanorth. 
one of the Suffragettes who were fed 
forcibly in the Birmingham jail, was 
released to-day. She is the first of 
these imprisoned to get her freedom. 
She describes the compulsory feeding as 
“horrible,” saying that it causes nausea 
and headache. On the first occasion, 
she says, she was held down in a chair 
by female wardens while milk from a 
feeding cup was poured down her throat.

At another time five female watdens 
held her down while a physician pr.ed 
her mouth open and inserted the end 
of a tube two feet long. Through this 
tube extract of meat was administered.

A parliamentary paper just issued 
says that 351 militant Suffragettes have 
been committed since the beginning of 
the movement. Of these 197 were com­
mitted for assaulting the police or 
breaking windows.

Hydro-Electric Commission will be 
made by the city on Thursday, when 
a civic deputation will appear before 
Hon. Adam Beck and his colleagues 
to discuss the terms on which Ham­
ilton will sign a contract. The depu­
tation will report back to the power 
committee and the matter will be in 
shape for the Council to deal with on 
Monday next. 1

This course was decided upon at. 
the meeting of the power committee 
yesterday afternoon after the aider- 
men amended the form of application 
drawn up by City Solicitor Waddell. 
As approved of it reads as follows :

"Wnereas the question of entering 
into a contract at the present time 
with the Hydro-Electric Power Com­
mission of Ontario for a supply of 
power from the Commission, was sub­
mitted to a vote of the electors of this 
municipality, and the electors have 
voted in favor of a supply from the 
Commission ;

“Resolved, therefore, that, this com­
mittee in view of the expressed wish 
of the electors, recommnd that the 
City Corporation apply to the Com­
mission for a supply of 1,000 horse 
power, provided the Commission will 
agree that the terms of the agreement, 
dated the 4th day of May, 1908, be­
tween the Commission and other mun­
icipalities, being schedule “A” to 
chapter 19 of the statutes of Ontario,

(1) The agreement to provide that 
the City of Hamilton shall not at any 
time be bound to take electric power 
exclusively from the Commission, but 
that the City of Hamilton shall at 
all times be at liberty to take power 
from any other source, and that para­
graphs 2 (b) and 13 (a) and (b) shall 
not apply to the City of Hamilton.

The Com­
mission to construct transmission 
lines to the Beach Pumping House, 
etc., and the quantity of power shall 
be read at the meters installed at 
such power locations.

BUFFALO ESCAPED,
Report That Fires Have Destroyed 

Park Fence.

Calgary, Oct. 5.—That Canada’s buf­
falo park at Wainwright no longer 
exists, and that the herd of buffalo 
secured at Pablo, Mont., by the Cana­
dian Government after so much trouble 
is scattered over the prairie and being 
gradually driven northward by prairie 
fires, is the word brought to Calgary 
to-day by a local auctioneer named Ed-

Prairie fires have been raging in the 
Wainwright district for nearly a week, 
and though the fire-fighters were called 
out in an effort to save the park, they 
were unsuccessful, and the fencing being 
destroyed, 800 buffalo and herds of elk 
were driven out of the park confines 
and driven northward by the flames. 
It will be a difficult matter to corral 
them if they have escaped, as Mr. Ed­
wards reports, as the country offers 
every facility for them to outwit their 
pursuers.

FAIR MAID 0F KENT.
Remains of the Mother of King 

Richard II. Found at Stanford.

London. Oct. 5.—The pretty mummi­
fied body of a woman was found in a 
leaden coffin recently unearthed during 
drainage excavations on the site where 
the Black Friars’ monastery formerly* 
stood at Stamford. The coffin also con­
tained a Latin inscription on sheepskin, 
bearing the name of Johan. It is sug­
gested that the body is that of Joan, 
the “Fair Maid of Kent.” wife of the 
Black Prince and mother of King Rich­
ard II.

“It is announced.” says the Medical 
Press and Circular, “that the local au­
thorities of Stamford in their wisdom 
refused burial in the local cemetery to 
the remains, which have been buried in 
a field outside the town in a wooden 
coffin.

COST $12,500,000.
Estimates of Boring the Moot Blanc 

Tunnel Completed.

Paris. Oot. 5.—The Minister of Publie 
Works has now received the preliminary 
estimates and engineering prospectuses 
of the commission appointed to look into 
the matter of constructing a tunnel 
through Mont Blanc. The tunnel is to 
start at Chamonix and the opposite op­
ening is to be in Entrexes. The length 
is estimated at eight and one-eighth 
miles. Electrical care wiH be run through ' 
the tunnel if the work is ever acccm- 
plished. The cost is estimated at twelve 
and cne-half millions of doHare. Six 
millions more will lie needed to connect 
the tunnel with various French and Ital­
ian railways. France and Italy wiH di­
vide t he cost.

Mont Blauc consists of hard granite, 
offering on special difficulties to bor­
ing.

Co-0peratioi Advised by the Street 

Railway Men.

Toronto, Oct. 6.—The Amalgamated 
Association of Street and Electric

—At Pittsburg Tickets Are Bringing $7.50 Each.

HE PIRATES ARE 
10 to 7 favorites in 
the coming world 
series between De­
troit and Pittsburg . 
will see Detroit 
battling after the 
highest baseball 
honors for the third 

. year in succession.
Their first two attempts proved dis­
mal failures and according to critics 
this attempt looks as if Hughey Jen­
nings will again have to face another 
defeat. That old baseball sage. Tim 
Murnane, of Boston, says the Tigers 
won’t win and goes on to say that for 
some reason or another Pittsburg were 
the favorites this season for the cham­
pionship and for the same reason 
are the favorites for the world’s series. 
The Detroit team is far from a base­
ball classic. The pitching staff is 
.fair; the infield far from great, in 
fact, very ordinary, with Bush and 
Jones above the average in fielding. 
The outfield was a little something 
on all ball teams, while the catching 
is anything but first-class.

“The players can hit and hitting is. 
their strongest suit. Jennings has a 
nervy bunch that will not quit after a 
defeat, but insteal come back stronger. 
The team would soon go to the bad 
without an exceptionally keen leader, 
and right here is the strength of the 
Tiger outfit. The team is a rough.and 
ready organization, far from a team 
that would match half a dozen teams 
of the past, and winning games is 
simply a matter of bang away.

WILL HISTORY REPEAT
ITSELF NEXT SATURDAY ?

Ottawa aid Tigers Hare the Rugby Focus Next Saturday—Teams Look 
Evenly Matched—Tigers Slight Favorites.

Ottawa Free Press : In Scotland . the 
Campbells are always coming, but have 
never vet arrived. In Ottawa, the Tigers 
are coming and will reach town next 
Saturday, which at this time of year 
has more significance than, .the expected 
appearance of the Scottish 'dan in the 
Highlands. As a matter of record, those 
Tigers are a ferocious band of football 
players, and when the decks are cleared 
for action and they walk out ou Varsity 
oval and stand face to face with Clancy's 
Callous Catastrophes, known in other 
days as the Ottawa Rough Riders, it 
doesn’t require the services of a mega­
phone to let the populace know there is 
going to be something doing.

It has just been a year less one month 
that Tigers and Ottawa played one of 
the bitterest struggles ever pulled off 
on a Canadian gridiron, and that was 
at Varsity oval. Five thousand were 
present, fourteen thousand dollars in 
cold cash lay in the Russell House safe 
on the result, and what makes the de­
tails all the more interesting was the 
fact that Ottawa won, 9 to 7.

That was indeed a memorable strug­
gle. Tigers got a rouge and a try 
shortly after the game got under way. 
At half time they led, 6—1. Hamilton 
îiad a big wad of supporters in the 
stand, and while they had all their 
ready cash up on the game, they were 
still anxious to put up more, and of­
fered paper. But Ottawa came out in 
the second half with a determination 
that bode no good for the Jungle Jugs. 
Jack Williams, who went up to centre 
half after Murray Kennedy had been 
battered out of the game, started a 
cannonade of high punts that eventually 
led to the downfall of the Hamilton 
backs. Every time he hoisted, Ryan 
and Stronach, on the outside wings, 
came flown on the Tiger man who was 
receiving the pellet like a wedge. On 
one of these Fullback Tope fumbled. 
He went to recover the ball, but received 
a body check from Ryan that dropped 
him near the fence, and Stronach in 
the meantime came up and smothered 
the leather two yards behind the Tiger 
line. That tied the score, but not for 
long, as Williams kept booting the ball 
and the Ottawa wings continued to 
crush the backs, a couple of points re­
sulting later that cinched the game for 
Ottawa.

It is past struggles that always whet 
up interest in coming events, and that 
is why the game next Saturday is being

looked forward to with such expectancy 
by the sport loving people of Ottawa. 
The two t «inis are about oT the same 
strength as last year. Tigers have lost 
Tope, but lie has been replaced by a 
youngster equally as good. Ottawa lost 
Hal Kennedy, but in his place is un­
earthed a youth not old enough to 
vote who proved a sensation in his 
first senior appearance. That is Eddie 
Gerard. Hamilton no longer has the 
brainy Ballard, who played quarter. But 
his successor looks just as good. Ot­
tawa lost Murray Kennedy, but Jack 
Williams has gone up to centre half 
and Nick Bawlf, the ex-college star, 
is expected to hold down full, and if 
he doesn’t young Stewart Christie will. 
Ottawa was expected to lose both her 
outside wings. Well, one of them, 
Jack Ryan, is out of it, hut Bert Stro- 
naeji has returned and will be out for 
practice to-day and wear a specially 
made pair of knee pads to protect his 
damaged running joints. Taking it 
all in all. the Ottawa team looks as 
good on the field, as well as on paper, 
as it did last season.

There is no doubt about the Hamilton 
team being a very fine football machine. 
They have been playing Rugby up in 
that district since the founding of 
Quebec, and to them it is their national 
pastime. They play inside football at 
all stages, are full of tricks that would 
deceive a wing line made up of Her­
mans and Kellers, and, mercy, how 
they can smash the line. Much of Ot­
tawa’s success next .Saturday will de­
pend on how well they can hold those 
Tiger plungers. When the yellow and 
black shirts get the ball on the enemy’s 
five-yard line, it’s just the same as fol­
lowing Russell Sage when he bought 
margins on a rising market, that they 
will get over. This year, however, Ot­
tawa’s defence has been particularly 
good, and while they could not accom­
plish much through Montreal’s line they 
held the other fellows from damaging 
their own, as the same time giving their 
own backs magnificent protection. And 
it. is this protection that is going to 
count on next Saturday's game. With 
a quartette of such speedy mongers as 
Ottawa will have behind their line, all 
of them magnificent punters as well, 
George Church’s pupils might well say : 
“Beware, Tigers."

Ottawa has licked Hamilton on the 
oval every time the yellow stripes have 
played in this city. There is no lane 
that does not possess a turning, but it 
doesn’t look as though it was this year 
at any rate.

Jockey Burns brought home his first 
winner of the day in Cosmopolitan in 
the second race. He broke in front and 
held that position throughout the race, 
winning by two lengths, easily.

sKICKDAY
Set Apart For New Terk Grandee 

to Make a Kid.

Elaborate Programme Far the “All 
Kicker»’ Day.”

New York, Oct. 6.—Following Cincin­
nati’s example, New York is to have a 
day when all who have a grievance may 
get to the ear of the municipal bosses. 

THE FORMATION. '
The details have not yet been figured 

out, but a rough plan may be outlined.
To facilitate the movement of the 

kickers they will be formed in four 
lines all converging on the Mayor’s pri­
vate office. Those who want to tell 
Mayor McClellan that they don’t like 
him will form two abreast, or four 
abreast, if necessary, in a line extending 
from the City Hail to East Two Hun­
dred and Forty-third street in the 
Bronx. The formation will be on 
Broadway to the Harlem River and then 
over one of the bridges.

It is understood that Charles F. 
Murphy and other patriotic societies 
have spoken already for that part of the 
line extending from Fourteenth street 
northerly to the river. As the line ap­
proaches the Mayor will manoeuvre 
into single file, so that each person will 
have an opportunity to shake Mr. Mc­
Clellan by the hand and say his say 
without being crowded. Everybody is 
urged to know just what he is to say 
and say it quickly and pass on. Some 
simple formula, as “Your Honor, you’re 
« mutt,” or “Yottr Honor, I don’t like 
vou any more,” or “I’m sorry I voted 
For you,” will suffice as well a» long 
addresses.

Cittxens who wish to say that the 
belt line horse cars are so slow and 
antiquated that they disgrace the city 
will move in West and South streets 
and move on City Hall through Charn­
iers and Frankfort streets upon three 
blasts from a whistle.

Those who wish to complain of the 
rush and turmoil and the extravagance 
of the town will form on Fifth and Mad­
ison avenues and Riverside Drive.

All persons who have remarks to 
make about the subway will proceed fo 
the nearest station on that road and 
ride to Brooklyn Bridge and thence pro­
ceed to the Mayor’s office.

All complainants against the great in­
flux of foreign born population will be 
formed in bridges according to the 
years or decades in which tney them­
selves first arrived in America from 
foreign parts. Those who arrive the 
day before Kick Day will bring up the 
rear of this division and complain of 
those who arrive on Kick Day.

Those who are aggrieved because they 
esnnot fish or commit suicide in the 
Central Park lakes will take swan boats 
to the Plaza entrance of the Park and 
go thence by Fifty-ninth street and 
Third avenue surface cars to the City 
Hall.
I LIMIT ON BROOKLYN KICKS.

Because of the brief time allowed for 
the festival, people in Brooklyn will be 
limited to one kick apiece. It may be 
about Birl Coler, the Gowanus Canal 
or the B. R. T., or just a blanket kick 
to include all Brooklyn and everything 
“touchin’ on and appertainin’ thereto.”

All the citizens who don’t love Seth 
Low will please avoid crowding by secur­
ing accommodations in New Jersey, Con­
necticut and Pennsylvania and awaiting 
a signal to approach.

The husband of the ac­
cused woman and son of her alleged 
victim brought news of the methodical 
manner in which her friends had sought 
tp make their sympathy tangible. The 
petition praying for her release has been 
circulated along all the concessions and 
at country fairs. Her incarceration of 
three weeks or more seems to have 

fteficially served Mrs. Ncott as a quiet 
rest cure, restoration from a highly 
nervous state to complete health and 
attendant calmness of mind, seems to 
have been effected. The only vacation 
in unbroken years of farm drudgery has 
retouched the cheeks of Mrs. Scott with 
youth, and she had the appearance of 

i welbnurtured womas of thirty-five 
| years when she entered the court room 

to-day. Her garb was of black and 
white, and. while it was conventional,

Vhen called upon to examine the first
