N. S. MINERS VOTE 
3 TO 1 TO ACCEPT 

WAGEPROPOSAL
Sydney, August 31—Practically 

complete returns at midnight indica­
ted that the miners of Nova Scotia 
voted about three to one to accept 
the Sydney wage proposal negotiated 
Friday night between representativ­
es of the British Empire Steel Cor­
poration and the miners' officers and 
to thereby terminate the general 
strike which has paralyzed the coal 
industry for the past seventeen days.

By Tuesday, it is expected, the 
miners will be back in the pits and 
nearly all of the collieries will be 
working full blast to catch up on ac­
cumulated orders and shipments.

By Tuesday, also, it is thought, the 
miltary evacuation of New Aberdeen 
will have been authorized and the 
troops sent to Cape Breton for strike 
duty will be on their way back to the 
mainland.

The only units still to be heard 
from in today's voting were small 
locals which cannot materially alter 
the general result.

The principal surprise to the gen­
eral public was furnished by the 
large Springhill local, on the main­
land, in Cumberland County, which 
voted 861 to 110 to reject thq„agree- 
ment and continue the strike for full 
1921 rates.

A lesser surprise was the action 
of Phelan local in accepting the agree 
ment by a substantial majority. Pha- 
len was the home of the strike in the 
first place.

The result at Springhill Is attribut­
ed to confusion among the miners. 
For some unexplained reason, offi­
cials of the union there received two 
different copies of the proposed new* 
wage schedule and in the short time 
at their disposal they were unable 
to dispel rumors which quickly 
spread that the new rates meant a 
wage cut instead of an increase. This 
resulted In intense dissatisfaction 
among the rank and file, a resolution 
demanding the resignation of the 
new executive and finally an adverse 
vote against the agreement Itself.

Throughout the province, the re­
ferendum took on the interest and 
importance of a dominion general 
election. In Sydney, North Sydney 
and Glace Bay crowds thronged 
around the newspaper bulletin 
boards ujtil the final returns were 
received. Similar Interest was re­
ported from the mainland colleries.

Fighting Diphtheria
BY DR. R. H. BISHOP 

Diphtheria is probably the most 
treacherous of all children's diseases 
It attacks and progresses quickly. 
There is a specific curative agent, 
antitoxin, but you usually don't 
know you have diphtheria until it’s 
too late for antitoxin to have any 
preventive effect or to stop the 
course of the disease.

Before science had discovered and 
applied antitoxin, more than half the 
diphtheria cases died. Today only 
one out of every eight cases proves 
fatal and a great many of these 
deaths are the result of delay.

It has been pretty well proved that 
every case of diphtheria could be 
cured by giving the antitoxin during 
the first 24 hours of the diseases.

That this remedy may be admin­
istered in time, it is necessary to call 
in the family physician when the 
least suspicion arises.

If the child has a sore throat with 
white, flaky deposits on the tonsils, 
it is suspicious. One should not 
wait for further symptoms, such as 
fever and marked physical depres­
sion.

A croup cough is suspicious. When 
the disease attacks the voice box, 
hoarseness and a ringing cough re­
sult, and the victim may soon stran­
gle from obstruction of the wind­
pipe, capused by the diphtheria mem­
brane.

A running nose is another sus­
picious symptom. Parents should look 
out for the dirty, white discharge 
noticeable in diphtheria cases—a 
serious obstruction to breathing.

School children may “catch” diph­
theria from one another in many 
ways —by drinking from the same 
cup, by putting pencils and marbles 
to their mouths, by turning pages of 
books with wet fingers, by kissing 
spitting, coughing, sneezing or by us­
ing infected towels, handerchiefs or 
napkins.

Teachers should be especially 
watchful for any of the above signs 
in children and report any suspicious 
cases to local health departments. 
This precaution may mean the sav­
ing of many little lives.

Sydney, Sept. 6—Donald B. Mc­
Millan, Arctic explorer, who reached 
Sydney early this morning with his 
schooner Bowdoin, after fourteen 
months in the far north, was prepar­
ing tonight to leave on a cruise of 
near Big Baddock on which his fat­
her was born.

Captain McMillan declared tonight 
that he believed it would be impos­
sible for any vessel to make a trip 
through the Fury rnd Heci.t straits, 
in the Arctic regions. Large ice 
fields block the passage in Fox Chan­
nel and reverse tides made the jour­
ney via water a feat which no vessel 
could perform, he said.

According to Captain McMillan, 
observations of the entire west 
coast of Baffin Land cannot be made 
unless the voyage is made through 
Cumberland Sound and thence 
across land to the western coast.

During his fourteen months in the 
far north McMillan discovered that 
ctonsiderable land, hReged to have 
been found by “Northwest" Fox over 
three hundred years ago, does not 
exist. Fox Channel, so called after 
the old explorer, is a much larger 
body of water than formerly believ­
ed, although navigation there is 
more or less of a gamble because of 
shoal water.

McMillan has on board the schoo­
ner Bowdoin a collection of Arctic 
flowers secured by the botanist of 
the party, Ralph P. Robins. He also 
brought back a variety of Eskimo 
trinkets and a complete team of Es­
kimo dogs. *

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REAL MARITIME

The outstaikling features of Wed1 
ntsday’s meeting» of the Maritime 
Board of Trade and Wedneaday even 
ing'8 banquet in connection with 
that important and largely attended 
conference, were the unanimous ex­
pressions of opinion, that the Mari­
time Provinces, their rights under 
Confederation, and the declaration 
that the Canadian parliament of to­
day does not give even a courteous 
hearing to Maritime men, discussing 
Maritime problems. The gathering 
was a representative one. Included 
among those present were active 
and prominent business men from all 
three provinces, no less than six 
members of parHament, one a cabin­
et minister, the Premier and a fel­
low member of the New Brunswick 
cabinet and several Boards of 
Trade presidents. No more truly re­
presentative Maritime Province gat­
hering was unanimous in its expres­
sions of opinion that the time has 
come for close Maritime co-operation 
as a pure matter of self-protection.

Liberals and Conservatives were in 
complete agreement in their declara­
tions that the Maritimes are not to­
day receiving Ihe treatment promis­
ed th nn by the Confederation pact. 
They were in comp ete agreement 
that the use of the railway line to 
Portland as a, competitor of Mari­
time ports by the Canadian National 
Railway system would lead 
inevitably to greater and mo^e seri­
ous dissatisfaction. Nobody talked 
disunion. Everybody talked union, 
but it was a union of defence against 
a policy which if pursued must lead 
to greater dissatisfaction, .and grea - 
er dissatisfaction than was so unan­
imously voiced by so important a 
gathering as the Maritime Board of 
Trade would not be a good thing. All 
Canada today knows there is a deep

If Henry Ford caries out his in­
tention of fighting the coal profiteers 
he may perform a public service ot 

| paramount importance. Apparently 
the famous manufacturer is on sure 
ground, for he speaks of investiga­
tions by his representatives into the 
alleged shortage of coal, and ot the 
* holdup” tactics of the coal brokers. 
And if there is profiteering in coal 
it will probably be due to the ma­
nipulations of these brokers who in 
the past have not hestitated to make 
exorbitant gains out of the combina- 
ion of a scarcity of fuel and a big 
public demand.

It would be unwise to say that the 
coal brokers have enormous sup­
plies on hand, as Mr. Ford does, be­
fore more evidence is forthcoming; 
nor would it be fair to say that pro 
flteering is going on. But in the 
summer of 1920, the coal brokers’ 
methods were exposed and their 
huge profits revealed. By securing 
In some mysterious way car-loads of 
coal at the mines, the coal specula­
tors would send them towards ports 
or cities where a shortage was be­
ing experienced and announced that 
they *had “spot” coal for sale. To 
keep their plants going, many firms 
had to submit to the brokers and 
buy the spot cargoes or go without 
As may be guessed the prices were 
by the time anywhere from 100 to 
300 per cent, greater than the regu 
lar price at the mine.

In October two years ago, a Unit­
ed States Senate Committee Investi­
gating reconstruction and produc­
tion placed the profit of coal specula­
tors In New England alone at not 
less than $312,000,000. At that time 
the coal contracted for by Industrial 
firms In the» spring normally cost 
from $3.75 to $4.50 a ton. Most 
producers had sold the whole output 
at an average of $4.25, and at this 
figure the cost to the consumer at 
tidewater should have been between 
$6 and $7.50 per ton. But testimo­
ny showed that only a small propor­
tion of the contract coal had been 
delivered, which compelled consum 
ers to go out and secure “spot” coal, 
or close down their factories.

By this means the spectators nett­
ed from $10 to $23 a ton, the aver­
age price being $17. It is to be hop­
ed that no such anti-social price ma­
nipulating will be conducted again. 
If it is, and Mr. Ford shows convinc­
ing evidence* of Its existence, he 
should receive the widest public sup 
port. In Canada as well as In the 
United States. The time has come 
when unscrupuous speculators should 
be treated as criminals, when so vi­
tal a necessity as fuel is concerned.

Greater Caution In 
Safeguarding His 

Majesty’s Mails
Warning Issued to Postmas­

ters Throughout the Dom­
inion

Ottawa, Sept, b—A warning to 
postmasters throughout the Domin­
ion to exercise greater caution In 
safeguarding mails, was issued today 
by the Post Office Department. ,The 
department states that investigation 
into cases of lost and stolen mails 
have shown many irregularities on 
the part of the postmaster in either 
delivery or receipt of the mail which 
has been the subject of the Inquiry. 
Postmasters are therefore warned 
that mails to and from an office must 
pass directly, from the postmaster 
to the courier or vice versa, no mat­
ter at what hour of the day or night 
the receipt of delivery takes place. 
This duty may be assigned by a 
postmaster to a duly sworn assist­
ant but full responsibility for the 
mails remains with the postmaster. ;

NO CHANGE IN 
STANDING OF PAR­

TIES IN P.E. ISLAND
Three Liberal and two Conserva­

tives were elected in the provincial 
live-elections held last Wednesday in 
P. E. Island, leaving the standing of 
the parties in the House of Assembly 
unchanged, namely, Liberals 24; Con­
servatives 5; Independents 1. The 
Government gained one seat in Fifth 
District of Prince but lost one in 
Third Prince.

Voting was comparatively small, 
due partly, it is thought, to an im­
pending general election next year.

The campaign was short and sharp. 
Government speakers claimed sup­
port on the ground that the govern 
ment had the courage to increase the 
taxes and place the finances of the 
province on a sound footing. They 
said also teachers’ salaries had been 
increased and the Island had been 
given improved roads.

The Conservatives contended that 
the Liberals had not bettered the fin­
ances to the extent claimed, that 
they had broken their promises to 
the people when they increased taxes 
dnd that the new road policy meant 
a waste of money, because the roads 
were not permanent, and a big in­
crease of debt.

The bye-elections, the first held 
since the government came into pow­
er three years ago, were necessitated 
by the death of Hon. Benjamin Gal­
lant in First Prince; elevation of ex- 
Prtmier Arsenault, of Third Prince, 
to the Supreme Court Bench; the 
election of A. E. McLean to the fed­
eral parliament, and the resignation 
of J. A. McNeil, McLean’s opponent 
in the Dominion elections in Fifth 
Prince and to the death of William 
Sutherland in Fourth Kings.

For the first time in a provincial 
election the Progressives had a man 
in the field.
