Pastoral Letter-

OF THE ARCHBISHOPS AND BX8H PS 
OF TH* PROVINCE (F QUEBEC, 

READ IN THB CHURCHES ON 
SUNDAY, MAY 17tH.

We, by the grace of God and favor 
of the Apostolic Sec, ArohbLhips 
and Bishops of the Ecclesiastics I 
Provito.--.es of Quebec, Mintrca’
and Ottawa.

To the Secular and Regular Clergy, 
and to ell the faithful of our re­
spective dioceses, health and bene- 

■ diction in our Lord.
Dearly Beloved Brethren, 

Called by the will of our Divine 
lord to the spiritual government of 
the particular churches confided to 
their care, the Bishops, successors of 
the Apostles, have not only the mis­
sion to teaoh truth at all times and 
to infuse salutary principles into the 
souls cf men, but they have, more­
over, in certain critical and perilous 
circumstances, the" right, and it is 
their duty to raise their voices to 
forewarn the faithful of dangers that 
threaten their faith, and to direct, 
stimulate, and sustain them in the 
just revindication of their impre­
scriptible rights, manifestly disre­
garded and violated. Yon know, 
dearly beloved brethren, the very 
painful position in which onr co-re­
ligionists of Manitoba have been 
placed by the unjust laws which de­
prived them, six years ago, of the 
separate school system, which, in 
virtue of the Constitution of the 
country, they enjoyed till then—a 
school system so important, so ne 
oessary for a mixed population, for a 
healthy education and for the form­
ation of children in the principles of 
the Catholic faith, which is, on 
earth, onr greatest treasure and 
most precious inheritance. We 
stood not in need of the decisions of 
civil tribunals, dearly beloved breth­
ren, to see the injustice of these 
Manitoban laws, these attacks on 
liberty and justice, still, it has 
pleased Divine Providence, in His 
wisdom and goodness, to obtain for 
Catholics the legal support of an un­
exceptional and sovereign authority 
in the recognition by the highest 
tribunal of the Empire, the legiti­
macy of their griefs, and the legal­
ity of a Federal remedial measure.

Should we, first of all, remind you 
draily beloved brethren, how noble 
and importai^ is the right bestowed 
upon you by the 0 nslitui''p in d<- 
.S'goaiing for cffiie the deposi'iviee 
of public power ? Every cittern 
worthy ft the nam», every Canadian 
who ljvea tis count'y, who wishes 
it to be g'cat, peaceful and proepei- 
ous, stooll interest himstlf in its 
gove- nment. Now, the govern­
ment of onr country, of. a people 
still young, but cat able of occupying 
a distinguished place among the na­
tions, will be what you will make it 
yourselves by your choice and by 
your votes. That is to say, dearly 
beloved brethren, as a general rule, 
and save rare exceptions, it is a duty 
of conscience for every citizen to 
vote ; a duty all the more grave and 
pressing as the questions disputed 
are important and may exercise 
over your destinies an influence 
more or less decisive. That is to 
say, again, you should vote as honest, 
wise, enlightened and intelligent 
Christians. Avoid then, dearly be­
loved brethren, the deplorable ex 
cesses against which we frequently 
warned yon ; perjury, intemperance, 
lying, calumny, violence and party 
spirit, which warp the judgment 
and produce a kind of voluntary ob- 
stim te blindness. Do not sell your 
vote. To vote is a duty, and duty 
is not sold. Give not your vote to 
the first comer, but to him whom in 
conscience you judge the beet quali­
fied by his mental powers, firmness 
of character and hie moral princi­
ples to fill the noble office of legisla­
tor. And that this judgment may 
be surer, and more enlightened, fear 
not the criticisms of a newspaper or 
the opinions of a friend who would 
hamper your mind ; consult when 
necessary, before voting, persons 
who by their instruction, their rank 
or their social standing are best 
qualified to judge of the questions 
that are agitated, and to appreciate 
the relative value of the candidates 
who ask your suffrage. These are, 
dearly beloved brethren, general 
principles of wisdom and Christian 
prudence that apply to all times and 
to all elections in which the laws of 
the country permit yon to take naît.

In view of these facts, the Cana­
dian Episcopate, solicitous above all 
for the interest ef religion and the 
good of souls, could not dissimulate 
the gravity of the duty whiob was 
imposed on their pastoral sol:oilude, 
and which obliged them to claim 
justice as they have done. For, 
since the Bishops, whose authority 
is from God himself, are the natural 
judges of questions concerning 
Christian faith, religion and morals ; 
since they are the recognized heads 
of a perfect society, sovereign and 
superior by its nature and its end to 
civil society, it belongs to them, 
when circumstances require it, not 
only to express uniquivoeally their 
views and their desires in every re­
ligious matter, but to point out to 
the faithful, or approve of suitable 
means to arrive at the spiritual end 
they have in view. This is the doc­
trine of the great Pope Lao XIIL in 
his Encyclical Immortale Dei :—
“ All that is sacred in human affairs 
under any title whatever, all that 
regards the end in view, all such 
falls under the jurisdiction and 
authority of the Churob.” We 
deem it of importance, dearly be­
loved brethren, to remind you brief­
ly of these inherent principles in 
the constitution of the Church itself, 
these essential rights of religious 
authoaity, in order to justify the at­
titude taken by the members of the 
Catholic Hierarchy in the present 
school question, and to explain more 
fully the obligations under which 
the faithful are of following episco­
pal directions. If there are, in fact, 
circumstances in which Catholics 
ought to manifest openly towards 
the Church all the respect and de­
votedness to which she is entitled, it 
ie surely in a crisis such as at pres­
ent, when the highest interests of 
faith and justice are at stake, de­
manding on the part of all good 
men a united and firm front under 
the direction of their leaders. We 
had hopes, dearly belived brethren, 
that the last session of the Federal 
Parliament would bring to a ter­
mination the school difficulties 
which so widely divide men’s minds 
we have been deceived in these 
hopes. History itself will judge 
the causes which impeded the long- 
expected solution. As for us who 
have in view only the Ji iumph of 
the eternal principles of religion and 
justice confided to our care, we, 
whom no defeat will over be able to 
dishearten or turn aside from the 
accomplishment of the divine mis­
sion which was that of the Apostles 
themselves, feel, in the presence of 
the electoral struggle about to take 
place, that an imperative duty is 
incumbent on us : this duty is to in­
dicate to all the faithful under our 
jurisdiction, and whose consciences 
we have to direct, the only line ef 
conduct to be followed in the pres­
ent elections.

Bui, in the present circumstances, 
the duty of Canadian electors, 
principally Catholic electors, is in­
vested with a character of sispecial.

desire to call your attention in a 
special manner. A grave injustice 
was committed against the Catholic 
minority in Manitoba. They were 
deprived of their Catholic separate 
schools, and forced to send their 
children to schools that their con 
sciences condemn. The Privy 
Council of England recognized the 
justice of the Catholic claim, and the 

ght of the Federal authorities to 
interfere, in order that justice be 
done to the oppressed. It is a ques­
tion then for the Catholics of our 
country, and well-meaning Protest­
ants to unite their strength and their 
suffrages, to secure a final victory 
for religious liberty and the triumph 
of the rights secured by the Consti­
tution. The means to secure this 
end is to elect, as representatives ef 
the people, only men sincerely 
resolved to favor with, all their in­
fluence and to sustain in Pailiament 

measure to remedy the evils from 
which the Manitoban minority 
suffers. In speaking to you thus 
dearly beloved brethern, our in­
tention is not to bind ourselves to 
any of the parties that are combat­
ing in the political arena ; on the 
contrary, we desire to preserve our 
liberty. The Manitoba school ques­
tion being, before all, a religious 
question, intimately allied to the 
dearest interests of the Catholie 
faith in this country, to the natural 
rights of parents, and also to the 
respect due to the Constitution 
the country and to tbe British Crown, 
we would regard it as betraying 
sacred 03uee, of which we are, and 
ought to be, the defenders if we did 
not use our authority to secure its 
success.

What we want is the triumph of 
right and justice, the re-establish­
ment of the rights and privileges of 
our Manitoba brethern, the Homan 
Catholic minority, in educational 
matters so as to shelter them from- 
arbitary and unjust legislation. We 
rely in this matter, dearly beloved 
brethern, on your spirit of faith and 
obedience. We are convinced that, 
submissive in mind and heart to the 
eaohing of your chief pastors, you 

will know how, if called upon, to 
place above your personal opinions 
and feelings the interests of a cause 
which excels all others—that of 
justice, order and harmony in the

Remark, dearly beloved brethern 
that: a Catholic is not permitted, 
whatever [position he may be,—a 
journalist, an elector, a candidate or

This is why our Holy Father Pope

Minister liclej’i tot Speed 
On Remedial Letiilaiioi.

When, about a week ago it was 
.announced that Sir Charles 
Tupper, Bart,, Premier of Canada, 
would address a meeting of the 
electors of this Province in this 
city on the first instant, it was ex 
peeled that the meeting would be 
a grand one, and such as would 
form an époch in the political hjs- 
tory of our Province. But it is 
safe to say, that the actual meet 
ing and the proceedings of Monday 
night far surpassed the anticipa­
tions of the most sanguine. The 
Hillsborough Skating Rink, the 
largest auditorium available had 
been seated and in. every way 
prepared for holding^the crowd 
It was splendidly decorated, with 
banners, mottoes and shields. The 
platform for the speakers was at 
the longitudinal centre of the 
building, on the east side, opposite 
the band stand ; the seats ran 
transversely from both ends of 
the building and longitudinally in 
the centre; so that the who! 
audience faced the platform, from 
one direction or another. Seat> 
were also arranged around the 
promenade, the west side and soutl 
end being reserved for ladies. The 
number of ladies in attendance 
was very large, the section of the 
building reserved for them being 
thoroughly packed. Nor wen 
they mere passive spectators 
many of them enthusiastically 
joining in the applause that from 
time to time broke forth from the 
delighted audience.

The Steam Navigation Com 
pany’s steamer Northumberland 
was, on Monday, transferred from 
the Summerside-Point du Chene 
route to the Charlottetown-Pictou 
route, so as to reduce as much as 
possible the time required to bring 
Sir Charles to our shores. In the 
morning, P. Blake, Esq., President 
of the Liberal-Conservative As­
sociation, C. R. Smallwood, Sec 
retary, Hon. D. Ferguson, Senator 
McDonald and Dr. J. T.- Jenkins 
went over to Pictou to meet the 
Premier and Hon. A. R. Dickey. 
Minister of Justice, and escort 
them hither. The steamer was 
expected to arrrive here at five 
o’clock ; but half an hour before 
that time the Northumberland 
decorated from bow to stern with 
bunting, proudly glided through 
the waters of Hijlsborough Bay 
and rounded up at the company’s 
wharf By this time an immense 
throng had assembled on the 
wharf and the streets were black 
with people wending their way 
thither. The outpouring of the 
people was the most spontaneous 
and enthusiastic that could be 

rined. Shortly before the ar­
rival of the boat, Galbraith’s band 
played as it marched through the 
streets to the wharf, This was 
the signal for a start, and in a few 
minutes it wets a regular stampede. 
As soon as the steamer was moored 
Lieut-Governor Howlan, Mayor 
Dawson, and a number of promin 
ent conservatives boarded her to 
welcome the distinguished visitors. 
Sir Charles’ appearance on deck 
was the signal for loud and pro­
longed cheering and music from 
the band. The Premier bowed 
his acknowledgments from the 
head of the gangway. The min­
isterial party entered the Lieuten 
ant-Governor’s carriage and were 
driven to Government House

special trains from east and west 
had arrived, with every coach 
crowded. Long before 8 o’clock 
the streets leading to the rink 
were lined with people It is 
estimated that, by the time the 
proceedings opened, there were 
four thousand people packed into 
the building, while the street and 
side-walk in front were blocked 
with an immense throng, utterly 
unable to find entrance. A large 
number of clergymen and promin­
ent members of the Liberal-Con­
servative* Party occupied seats on 
the platform. Indeed, there was 
not an inch of trfl platform, any 
more than of any other part of 
the building that was not occu­
pied. Sir Charles and his party 
entered at 8 o’clock. The appear­
ance of the veteran Premier was 
the signal for a thundering out 
burst of applause. P. Blake, Esq., 
took the chair, and the evening’s 
proceedings were commenced. 
After expressing the pleasure it 
afforded him to preside at such a 
magnificent assemblage to listen 
to Canada’s Premier, he read an 
address to Sir Charles. The ad­
dress contained complimentary re­
ferences to the Premier’s recent 
completion of forty-one years of 
public life and his accession to the 
Premiership of Canada, and recited 
the great public services he had 
rendered to the country in the mat­
ters of confederation, the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway and the Na 
cional Policy, and his efforts now 
to secure the rights of minorities. 
Sir Charles arose and stood during 
the reading of the address. At 
the. conclusion of the reading, the 
chairman called for a royal wel­
come to the great statesman. This 
was given with a will ; it was an 
ovation. The response was three 
cheers and a tiger, that almost lift 
•)d the roof, twice repeated. This 
was followed by clapping of hands 
tnd waving of ladies’ handker­
chiefs. The Premier bowed right 
and left in acknowledgment of ( 
royal and enthusiastic wetco 
accorded. Sir Charles appeared 
is fresh, strong and vigorous as 
most men in the prime of life, and 
his magnificent presence as he con 
fronted that vast assemblage was 
the strongest possible refutation of 
the stories regarding his decrepti- 
tude and feebleness, circulated by 
the Grits.

At six o'clock, Lieutenant Gov­
ernor and Mrs. Howlan gave a 
dinner party in honor of their dis­
tinguished guests. In addition to 
Sir Charles Tupper, Hon. Mr. 
Dickey and JVfr. Payne, the Pre 
mier’s private secretary, the invit­
ed guests included, His Lordship, 
the Bishop of Charlottetown, the 
Chief Justice and the Judges of 
the courts, Hon. Senator Fergu­
son,- His Worship the Mayor, 
several members of the clergy, the 
Liberal-Conservative candidates 
for the Rouse of Commons in the 
different ridings, the President 
and Secretary of the West Queen's 
Liberal-Conservative Association, 
members of the/bar and represen­
tatives of thepress. Needless to 
say, the dinqer party was a most 
agreeable one end much enjoyed. 
The hospitalities of (government 
House were .dispensed to the 
guests fa that excellent and 
princely manner which has become 
proverbial since the advent to tb.e 
Historic mansion of Lieut. Gov­
ernor and Mrs. Howlan.

The doors of the rink were 
thrown open to the piiblip at 7 
o’clock ; but long before that time 
throngs wended their way towards 
the building. From the surround­
ing countiy the people came in 
ferriages ; by halt-past seven the

But 
the Government of Mr. McKenzie 
would not listen, and went from bad 
to worse until they were butled irom 
power by an overwhelming majority 
of an indignant and outraged elector­
ate. (Loud cheers.) The National 
Policy was then propounded by him 
self (Sir Charles,) and had been 
s'eadily adhered to ever since, with 
what results? Let every map"look 
about him and he will find the results 
indelibly inscribed on the pages of 
our political history. Before the in­
troduction of the National Policy 
every man, whatever his party, felt 
discouraged. The consequence was 
that, when the opportunity offered, 
McKenzie's majority of 60 was swept 
away and turned into a Conservative 
majority of 70. This could be effect­
ed in no other way than by a large 
number transferring their allegiance 
trom the Grit party to the Liberal- 
Oonservative party.

fruit Î Under the.National Policy the 
great transcontinental railway was 
built and our Innostriee have been es­
tablished and fostered.

They said it was mad 
neea to establish ench a policy and 
tried their little beet to privent its be­
ing adopted.

Yon may 
look over the world’s history in vain 
for anything to equal the spanning of 
the country with a great railway by 
63)60,000. Mr. McKemie said the re 
souroee rf the Empire could not bnild 
the road in ten years. *• Yet,” said 
Sir Charles, “ the contract was signed 
by this right hand in Joly 1880, and 
the last spike was driven in November 
1885,” five years in advance of the time 
specified in the contract. The C. P. R. 
Company were now able to show a re­
venue of $20,000,000. The next cry 
was, “If you build this road yonr credit 
will be destroyed.” Yet in 1888 he bad 
floated the first Canadian 3 per cent 
loan-and got 96 for it, and now thole 3 
per cents, stand at 103. Canada hae to­
day the highest credit of any land save 
England. This was the condition of 
the credit that waa to be ruined by the 
building of the Canadian rocific Rail­
way.

It was twenty miuutes after eight 
I'clock when Sir Charles commenced 
nis speech. He first alluded to what 
ie had undergone since the opening 
of the campaign and said perhaps he 
would not be able to make himself 
Heard in every part of the large build 
ing. He expressed his unfeigned 
pleasure in once more finding him­
self face to face with the electors of 
Prince Edward Island and referred to 
the happy time spent on the Island 
luring his early boyhood days. 
Eighteen years ago, he had the pleas­
ure of addressing a great meeting in 
this City and of propounding to his 
Hearers the national policy. He then 
told them that this policy would 
raise the country from the depths of 
unparalleled depression to which Lib­
eral misrule and incapacity had sunk 
it. All he then prophesied had been 
realized. It was true we had not 
succeeded in obtaining reciprocity 
with the United States. But in their 
efforts in this direction the Govern­
ment had encountered difficulties 
from a quarter whence it was not ex­
pected, and had not received that 
assistance that should naturally have 
been given them. A great party in this 
country had done everything possible 
to thwart the Government’s efforts to 
obtain reciprocity with our Repub 
lican neighbors by telling the latter to 
lold out against the Liberal Conser 
vatives and the United States would 
finally get ourselves. Both Republi­
cans and Democrats were one in desir­
ing to have us annexed. That was cred­
itable to them, and was most honor­
able to us, They saw lying beside them 

greater country than their own and 
a freer people.

Consequently he appeal­
ed wjth the greatest confidence to the 
great electorate of Canada to re-affirm 
the verdict giveu in 1878, 1882, 1887 
and 1891. No greater encouragement 
could be given any party than the oft- 
repeated confidence reposed in the 
great party be i)$d the honor to lead. 
Every man in the country could com» 
pare the policies of the two parties 
and the practical working out of these 
policies.

When the Liberal Conservative 
Government undertook the ednstrue 
tion of the Canadian Pacific Railway, 
Mr. McKenzie and his followers said 
they were insane and ridiculed the 
idea of its being built in ten years. 
The Grits said it would tax the re 
sources of the British Empire to 
build such a road in that time. Yet 
when Mr. McKenzie came into 
power he spent five years and wasted 
many millions of money in the wild­
est scheme imaginable to effect the 
construction of the road. He pur­
chased 50,000 tons of steel rails four 
years before he wanted them and 
paid twice as much for them as he 
could have bought them for when 
wanted. In bis capacity of Minister 
of Public Works, Mr. McKenzie 
threw away a million and a half of 
dollars of public money. The 
whole story of the incapacity and 
mismanagement of the McKenzie 
Government could be found in a 
speech delivered by him (Sir Charles), 
in 1877.. It could be found in Han­
sard. That indictment did more 
than anything else to strike down Mr. 
McKenzie, because it had never been 
answered. #

After five years trial the electorate 
of Canada had hurled the McKenzie 
Government from power, as utterly

When he (Sir Charles) was asked to 
re-enter public life last winter and came 
down to Cape Breton for election, he 
waa assailed in the Toronto Globe, the 
Halifax Chronicle and other Grit pa­
pers with the vilest abuse, Invective 
and slander. This might frighten an 
ordinary man from entering Parlia­
ment. One of the chargee pnt forth in 
these papers waa in connection with the 
Charleboie-Onderdonk contract,in which 
it was said, over a million dollars had 
been lost to the Government. Yet 
when be came into Parliament and eat 
face to fape with the Grit leaders, n-t 
one of them dared to open hie month 
about these slanders. If the charges 
were true it was the dnty of the opposi­
tion to preea them. The opposition 
leaders very well knew they were not 
trne; they knew he had contradicted 
the whole story in 1882. This contra 
diction had silenced them and from that 
time none dared to say Onderdonk. 
“ Let any man,” said Sir Charles with 
the greatest earnestness, “ shbw that I 

ave laid my unholy hands on one 
dollar of the public money, or been 
gnilty of any pnblic malversation and 
yon will soon get rid of me.” He re­
ferred to the ridiculous story about 
“Tapper’s oat-',”’ intended to convey 
the idea that he had supplied oate to 
voters in Cape Breton. Be never heard 
of the affair till he saw it in the Halifax 
Chronicle. Another yarn waa headed, 
‘'Tapper scorched again.” This went 
on to aay he had $4000 worth of brewery 
stock. “Why,” he asked, “have the 
Grita recourse to each low tactics, and 
do they indulge in these slanders 
Because they knew their party had 
nothing that wonld command the conff 
dence of any intelligent elector. Their 
record showed this. Look on the other 
hand, at the record of the Libersl-con- 
servative party. They had made ft na­
tion ont of scattered and helpless Pro­
vinces. Their record was one of the 
proqdest in the history of the civilized 
world. He quoted the words of Lord 
Dnfferin to the effect that the North­
west was a country capable of support­
ing a population of 40,000,000. He the-, 
described the helpless condition of the 
different Provinces before confedera­
tion, and even after confederation the 
onion between the far eaat and British 
Columbia was only a mere paper anion 
pithoat railways to connect them.

Some years ago, aa Minister of Rail 
waye, he brought down a measure to 
assist railways throughout the country 
This he did for the pnrot-ose of assisting 
to establish traffic where none existed 
before. He visited Rat Portage, before 
the C. P. R. waa built At that time 
there was bnt a single log cabin there 
and a few Indian wigwams. He passed 
throngn there a few days ago and saw 
two thriving towns, which are paying 
annually a million dollars to the C. P. R- 
for freight. This went to show how 
railways create traffic where none ex­
isted before. The Liberals had done 
nothing since he knew them. It wonld 
be amusing to see what they wonld do 
when they got in, “ bnt,” said Sir 
Charles, with a smile and a sigh, 
shall never live to see it.” (Cheers and 
laughter,) Under the Government s 
policy of assisting railways 10,000 miles 
had been added to the railway mileage 
of 1878. He understood, he said, that 
that there waa considerable opposition 
to railway extension in this Province 
When hie friend Hon. Senator Ferguson 
informed him that branch railways in 
this Province, amounting in all to a bout 
one hundred and five miles, would be of 
great advantage to the people,he thought 
it was rather a large order for a email 
Island. Bnt when Mr. Ferguson sets 
himself to work in favor of any project 
for the benefit of this Province, it waa 
n,it easy to aay no, and in tbie case the 
Senator, assisted by Messrs. McDonald 
and McLean, members of the Honae of 
Commons, established such a clear 
case in favor of the Island branch 
railways that the Government 
came to the conclusion that the 
railway system of the Island should 
be completed, and that attention ehonld 
be given to the improvement of winter 
communication. Sir Charles pledged 
himself and hie Government, if return 
ed to power, in the moet emphatic man 
ner, to bnild the branch railways. A 
Government, said he, that wonld bring 
down resolutions and put them on the 
table of the House and theu fail to 
carry them out was unworthy of con 
fidence- He emphatically declared that 
he was perfectly willing that any candi­
date could give his solemn pledge to the 
electors that if the Government would 
not carry ont their promise regarding 
the building of the branches, he would 
vote against the Government. He 
would not insult the intelligence of the 
people, he said, by making a pledge 
the Government wonld not feel 
bound to carry out. Regarding 
the dairying industry, he said the 
Government are bound to do Whatever 
can be done to forward it. The demanda 
pressed upon the attention pf tha Govern 
ment by Senator Ferguson were snch that 
they felt bound to accede to them. Sir 
Charles said he understood a gentleman 
who had misrepresented this Province in 
the House of Common» had been losing his 
sppetite and passing sleepless nights in 
consequence of what the Government had 
agreed to do regarding the Hudson Bay 
Railway. He showed that all the Govern­
ment had agreed to do was to pay $400' 
000 whop the road was built to the Sas­
katchewan, He said tha whole length of 
the road waa 800 miles, and he pointed oat 
the great advantage the road wonld be in 
the Northwest in the matter of the ship­
ment of produce to England. In future 
England was likely to receive a large part 
of hoc wheat supply from the Northwest, 
and this road would aid greatly in its rapid 
shipment. In l^i* connection he would 
recoommend people to read and study that 
most admirable lecture delivered by the 
Hon. David Laird on the destiny of Can­
ada.

HONEST GOODS

Rev, Father Bazooed, St. Joseph’s 
College, Memramcook, was found dead in 
his bed last Wednesday morning. Tuesday 
he was about as usual, and was in good 
health when he retired for the night. 
Heart disease was the cause of his death 
Deceased was born in the canton of Beau­
mont Sur Sarthe, France, on 22od Septem­
ber, 1831. When 21 he joined the 82nd. 
regiment of the line and two years later he 
followed his regiment to the Crimea, where 
he received several medals for bravery and 
was advanced to the rank of quartermaster. 
He was present at the siege of Sebastopol 
and saw the famous charge of Balaclava. 
After the war he was granted an honorable 
discharge and entered the novitiate of the 
Holy Cross, being ordained in 1862. He 
was sent to Montreal the same year and 
from there came to New Brunswick, where 
he has been ever since.

The corner stone of the old St. Dons tan’s 
Cathedral was discovered the other day, 

the south-east corner of the site from 
r which the building has lately been removed. 

In the cavity underneath the stone was 
found a bottle hermetically sealed, con­
taining the following coins, viz., a shilling, 
six pence, three pence $nd four pence in 
silver ; a penny and a half penny in copper ; 
a copy of the Royal Gazette, dated Tues? 
day, July 18th., 1843, and a parchment 
with the following inscription : “ In the
year of of our Lord one thousand eight 
hundred and forty-three, and in the 
seventh year of the reign of our Gracious 
Sovereign Queen Victoria, Sir Henry Vere 
Huntley being Governor of this Island, 
Prince Edward, and the Right Reverend 
Bernard Donald McDonald the Gatholic 
Bishop thereof, and the Reverend Mala.- 
ohias Reynolds, Parish Priest of Char­
lottetown, this cornet1 stone was laid by 
the Right Reverend Bishop, assisted by 
the Reverend F. J. McDonald, Launching 
Place, and Rev. C. Meville of Rustico, on 
the eighteenth day of July of the above 
year.”

A most shocking accident occurred at 
Victoria, B. £#., on Tuesday May 26th. A 
sham fight and review was to take place at 
Macaulay’s point, near Eeqaimault, that 
afternoon and crowds were making their 
way there by every route. All the tram 
oars were packed, Two cars left Govern­
ment street with upwards of a hundred 
people. The first got ont over Point 
Ellice Bridge, which crosses at Victoria 
Arm, safely, but when the other was about 
half way over. the middle span of the 
bridge, about 150 feet in length, gave way 
and the oar plunged into the water, some 
100 feet below. The car was completely sub 
merged and all on board, 50 or 60, were 
drowned, with the exception of those who 
were standing on the platform and who. 
escaping injury froip the falling timbers, 
managed te save themselves by using the 
gating ruins of the bridge and thus got 
ashore. lïuu?bere of the bodies were im­
mediately recovered and thé work of iden­
tification commenced. It was a difficult 
matter, as a great many of the bodies were 
those of visitors, When the bridge broke 
there were several earriages en it, and 
these also were precipitated into the 
water. Supt. Wilson was driving one of 
these and had his five children with him­
self. He succeéded in saving himself and 
four of hie children, the fifth, a little boy, 
was wedged between some iron bars and 
was drowned. The sad affair cast a gloom 
over the city. As soon as the news of the 
accident reached Macaulay's point the re? 
view was brought to a speedy termination, 
as under the circumstances It was impos*

A DI.astre us Oyolons.

One of the greatest disasters of recent 
years overwhelmed the city of St. 
Louis, Missouri, Wednesday night last, 
in the shape of a cyclone, which began 
shortly after five o’clock, and for over 
thirty minutes tore its awfnl way 
through the city with a velocity of over 
eighty miles an hour. Reports from 
there were at the time very meagre, 
owing to the almost total destruction of 
the telegraph wires. The city hospital, 
which fortunately survived the storm, 
was filled to overflowing with mangled 
men, women and children, and the 
morgne within two boars after the end 
of the storm was so full of corpses that 
it was necessary to provide other quar­
ters for the reception of the dead. In 
addition to those who were killed in 
their honses and in the streets, hun­
dreds of dead were beneath the waters 
of the Mississippi river. Of all the 
steamers ont on levee, when the storm 
broke ont. but one remained now afloat. 
All the others went down, in many in­
stances, every sonl on board being lost, 
and others, not over two or three being 
able to reach a place of Safety. Among 
the boats destroyed is the excursion 
steamer Great Republic, one of the 
largest steamers on the lower river. 
Not a man escaped from her, and it is 
said she was crowded with excursion 
•sts. The electric light plants were ren­
dered jnpapablp qf service, and the gas 
lamps were also shat off’ leaving the 
city in total darkness. Fire also broke 
ont in several portions of the city, and 
the fire department was unable fo make

dead and wounded. The cyclone was 
equally |dattractive at East St. Lonis 
and the neighboring country, A re­
port from St. Lonis, dated Priflay May 
29th. says :—To-night, forty weight hoars 
after the tornado of Wedneeday tore its 
way through the city, there exists 
abont as much uncertainty as to the 
actual number of people killed and the 
amount of property damaged as on the 
first morning of the disaster. Scores of 
dead have been identified, bnt no one 
is willing to ventnie a guess as to how 
many bodies may be in the mine of the 
hundreds of buildings as yet unexplor­
ed. The total number of dead in St. 
Lome, identified np to to-night, is 162, 
and in East St. Lonis 127. In St 
Lonis there are 22 bodies unidentified 
and in East St. Lonis two. It is be­
lieved that the death of the injured and 
the future recovery of bodies will bring 
the St- Louis death rate well np to 200. 
In East St. Lonis the city officials de­
clare this evening that they have hope 
that the death roll on that side of the 
river will not exceed 150, but the mine 
upon which the rescuers have not yet 
began to work may swell the total far 
beyond that figure. The estimates up­
on property loss have grown wider and 
further apart. Guesses were made to­
day all the way from $2,000,000 to 
$50,000,000 for St. Liais and from $1,- 
600,000 to $20,000,000 for East St. Lonis. 
The most popular estimate is in the 
neighborhood of $25,000,000 for both 
cities, including railroad buildings 
damaged. The building contractors of 
the city have been overwhelmed with 
orders for re-building and the work of 
wiping ont the havoc of the storm will 
be pushed with all energy.

Mgr. Lafleche, Bi bop of Three 

Hivers and the dean of the hier­
archy of Canada delivered a aermon

, ing of the collective mandement of 
the arebbiahopa Bed bishop» of the 
ecclesiastical provinces of Quebec, 
Montreal and Ottawa, which may 
be looked upon as the most outapo 
kon utterance yet made by a mem.

toba school quea ion and the duties 
of Catholic votera in the coming 
general elections. The views and 
principles of Hon. Mr. Laurier are

columns of newspaper. After giv­
ing the doctrine of the Church re­
garding the supervision which the 
hierarchy are to exercise over edu­
cation, His Lordship said that the 
school education in Canada must be 
in keeping with natural and divine 
law, ai d the constitution, which re­
spects the rights of parents and 
those of the Church.

men, independent of their faith, mo­
tives which anmiate all men having 
justice, liberty and tolerance." (ex­
tract from Mr. Liurier’e speech in the 
House in moving the six months’ 
hoist of the remedial bill on March 3 
1896.) This is the most outspoken 
declaration of Liberalism which has 
ever been made to mykcowledge in a 
Lïgislative Assembly in this country. 
The man who speaks this language is 
a rationalistic Liberal. He formulates 
a doctrine which is entirely opposed 
to Catholic doctrine. It means that 
a Catholic is not required to be a 
Catholic in public life. This is 
fundamental error which cannot bu. 
be fraught with deplorable conse­
quences.” Then His Lordship quot­
ed the words of another French Can 
adian Liberal member, whom he did 
not narae^who said that Mgr. Laoge- 
vin bad toe right of dealing with the 
religious aspect of the bill, but could 
not dictate; his views of the bill to him 
from a national political or costitu- 
tional standpoint. This language His 
Lordship equally condemmed, hold 
ing that it is pure Liberalism in a mat­
ter in which the hierarchy have a right 
to speak and in direct contradiction 
to the pastoral letters of the Bishops of 
Quebec of Sept. 22, 1895. » It is my
duty to give you a solemn warning," 
continued the Bishop, “ and I do not 
wish to fail in doing so, since on the 
fulfilment ot this duty depends the 
salvation of my soul or death to the 
soujs confided to my care. The prin­
ciples invoked by those two then are 
diametrically opposed to Oatholi.c 
teaching. I speak here of doctrine 
and not of party. He again quoted 
Leo XIII and proceeded “to make 
of mao two different beings, one a 
Catholic in private life, the other a 
Liberal in public life, is an error, a 
monstrous and most dangerous error. 
You will vote shortly. Here are two 
men whose deadly errors I signalize 
to you. This is the first time that I 
have seen such a categorical formu­
lation of rationalism io the mouth gf 
a Canadian." After quoting from 
Mgr. de Segur, to show that Catho­
lics, no matter their position, must 

unit to the Church in religious 
iters, His Lordship said : “ This

is the Catholic doctrine and here is a 
warning which, in consequence, I 
feel bound to give you ; under the 
circumstances, a Catholic cannot, 
without 'committing a grievous sin 
vote for the leader of a party who has 
formulated such an error so publicly 
or for the partisans who support 
him in such an error, so long as they 
have not publicly repudiated this er­
roneous doctrine and taken the 
solemn pledge of voting ,for a reme­
dial jaw accepted by the Bishops.”

Archbishop Langevin

On the Duties of Catholics 
the Forthcoming Elections.

in

(Montreal Star, May 13.)
Mgr. Langevin, Archbishop pf St 

Boniface, went over to Lapratie Iasi 
evening in company with Rev. O 
Corbeil, his Secretary, by boat tor the 
purpose of addressing the parisioners 
upon the Manitoba school remedial 
bill Messrs. L. 0. Pelletier and D 
Monet, the Conservative and Liberal 
candidates also went over and the 
church was filled to the doors. The 
occasion was the customary prayer 
meeting held during the month 
May. The address which lasted Lait 
an hour was listened to with rapt at­
tention, by the large gathering, many 
of whom came from the surrounding 
parishes. Mgr. Lingevin, was born 
and brought up at St Isidore near 
by and his father still lives there. 
This fact added considerable interest 
to the event, among the people. 
This address of his was the second 
he has delivered on this question 
having spoken last Sunday in his na­
tive parish. These actions on the 
part of His Grace have greatly stirred 
up the county and have paved the 
way for one of the most exciting elec­
tion contests in the United Counties 
of Laprairie and Napierville. His 
Grace, speaking Irom the pulpit, be 
gan by expressing the happiness 
which he felt in finding bimsell 
that beautiful temple in the midst ol 
a people, who were not altogether 
strangers to him, since he had spent 
his youth at St. Isidore, which 
never mentioned without adding to it 
the name of Laprairie.

He had accepted the invitation to 
address them, feeling they had rights 
in the great question at issue as well 
as himself. He was thankful to them 
lor the sympathy they had shown 
him in attending in such large num­
bers. They now found themselves in 
extraordinary circumstances, and 
some would consider it strange that 
bishop should speak upon such 
question—a question which was be­
ings made a political baloon, to 
thrown from one political party 
another—but he would tell them 
was not strange, since in this lament­
able state of affairs they were liable 
to be led atyay by false representa­
tions and false versions. Wh>, then, 
should they not hear the true version 
from the lips of the pfficial represen 
tative of the oppressed Catholic min­
ority of Manitoba. Why should he 
not tell them what he and the coun­
try expected of them. He would not 
descend into the political arena 
among the wire-pullers and agitators 
of either political party. Political 
parties and political men might come 
and go, but the eternal principles of 
justice for which he spoke would "sur­
vive. It was not in the name of any 
political patty that he came to them, 
and what be would say he did not 
speak at the request of any group of 
men, neither was be led by any vile 
interests, io spite of insinuations of 
the kind. Justice and truth could 
never be sold, and he hoped and 
prayed that he would never see any 
episcopal soul sold for any mercenary 
interest*.

To attack that bill was to strike down 
our schools. In the second place the 
bill consecrated the principle of Fed 
eral intervention since it gave effect 
to the judgment of the Privy Council 
the highest court io the Empire 
which declared that the tights and 
privileges of the Catholic minority of 
Manitoba had been violated by the 
laws of 1890. After asking in vain 
lor justice from the Local Govern­
ment the minority had finally asked 
the Federal Government to interfere. 
The Federal Government had told 
the minority that the schools would 
be re-established. In two months 
hence, after the elections, the judg 
ment of the Privy Council would still 
be in force. It cannot he reversed 
by the machinations of either political 
patty. When the Catholics of Mani­
toba had asked for Federal jnterven 
ion they felt they had exhausted all 

means to secure justice from the Lo­
cal Government which had refused to 
do its duty. The Catholics of the 
entire Dominion had sent up peti 
ions but all to no avail. There had 

been joy all through Manitoba when 
he remedial bill had been an­

nounced It meant the freedom of 
educating their children as they saw 
fit and as became citizens of a free 
country. The people of Manitoba 
had said that it was a new era for 
them and that they would gladly in­
vite their relatives and friends to set 
tie down in the Prairie Province. 
But unfortunately the Catholics had 
become divided among themselves 
when the bill came before Pailiament. 
It was his duty to say that the bill 
was satisfactory with certain amend­
ments, which could easily have been 
made. i

As Archbishop it was his duty to 
look after the religious part of the 
bill, and as to the legal part he had 
consulted men of law, both Protes­
tants and Catholics. Among the 
latter were men whose children had 
been deprived of their schools, and 
who had a double interest in the 
matter. He had received the assur 
mce that from a legal point of view 
the law was both applicable and 
practicable. Therefore, he had and 
did approve of the Remedial Bill, 
both from a Religious and legal 
point of view. It was true that it 
was not perfect since the Federal 
Parliament had only a remedial and 
not a creative power and had lo fol­
low the lines of the old school law, 
But to approve of the bill submitted 
did not mean to approve of its de­
fects, some of which could be reme­
died while others could not without 
making it unconstitutional. The 
law. be had declared, was satisfac­
tory and be had invited Catholic and 
right thinking Protestant members to 
vote for it, and try to make it better 
The Catholic minority had made an 
appeal for justice and fair-play, but 
their voice had not been beard. Those 
members who had voted for the law 
and then sought to improve it had 
acted as loyal citizens in upholding 
the judgment ot the Imperial Privy 
Council, and as good friends of the 
Manitoba minority. The minority 
through him had declared that the 
bill was sufficent as far as it went. 
They had found friends in both poli­
tical parties who had declared that 
they were Catholics above alL It had 
been claimed that the law only gave 
crumbs to the ininority. This was 
false. The creation of a school 
board, appointment of inspectors, for­
mation of scho:l districts, choice of 
books and exemption from taxation 
were not only crumbs. Is there no­
thing in Catholic schools but a ques­
tion of money ? Were they not to be 
given the control of their schools f 
It was true that there had been no 
money voted, but this could have been 
done by an amendment after the prin 
ciple of separate schools and Federal 
intervention had been approved of. 
This was what the supporters of the 
bill wanted to do. That was the 
whole truth. He would not refer to 
or speak of those members who had 
voted against the Bill. It was for 
them to deal with them when casting 
their votes. Unfortunately diatribes 
and insults were now being flung at 
him, but that would not prevent him 
from speaking the truth. He had 
raised his voice for justice, and had 
been humiliated and insulted in Eng­
lish papers by statements which French 
papers would not dare publish. His 
convictions would not be changed by 
such conduct.

the Catholics and right-thinking Pro­
testants of the Dominion: He had 
shown no animosity and had laid the 
case plainly before them. They 
should pray the Blessed Virgin to 
enlighten the minds of all and to pro­
tect a small minority lost in the pra­
iries of the West, which wa# vainly 
asking for justice. Let the settlement 
be such that the institutions of the 
country will be strengthened thereby. 
It bad been said that the flag of Car­
illon, io which the Virgin was repre 
sented, had protected the French 
troops from the bullets of the enemy 
The mother of God would protect 
them in this hour of trial and tribul­
ation. They should listen only to the 
voice of their own consience when 
then they would go to the ballot-box 
to cast their votes. They should be 
careful of the consequence of their 
votes if it should result in depriving 
the Catholic children of Manitoba of 
the Catholic education to which they 
were entitled, and being punished in 
their own children. Iu spite of all 
political passions and machination», 
they should do what was just and 
right—do their duty towards God, 
and deserve everlasting life which he 
hoped they would all attain.
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An Old-Time Royal Pageant In 
Venice.

What a scene was that of the en­
trance into Venice of “ Henry III., 
the most Christian King of France 
and Poland," described by eld chron­
iclers and recorded in numerous 
State papers of the Venetian Repub­
lic I It was Sunday, July 18. 1574 
Henry was at the island of Muraoo 
where as soon as he had risen he 
went to hear Mass at the Monastery 
degli Angeli, with the princes, am­
bassadors and gentlemen of his suite, 
for religious observance was always 
the first duty, even of Kings, in those 
days. The Doge of Venice, Luigi 
Mocenigo, came to Murano to 
meet the young King ; and there, 
having entered the galley of the Cap­
tain General of the King, the Car­
dinal of San Sisto, the Dukes of 
Ferrara and of Nevers with Don 
Francesco and Don Alfonso E’Este 
and other lords, they set out for the 
Lido. Hvnry was seated on a throne 
erected on the altar deck of the gal­
ley. Soon they passed in front cf 
the fleet ol 200 brigantines ; and at 
the Lido they disembarked in front 
of a triumphal arch specially erected 
for the occasion. And, says the 
chronicler, “ Amidst the firing of the 
artillery from the two forts and from 
the ships, and the blare of the music, 
the shouts from the ship’s crew and 
from the crowds packed in the gon­
dolas, Henry admired the marvellous 
spectacle.” The triumphal arch— 
the work of the aged Palladio—was 
made io imitation of that of Septimius 
Severus at Rome. •-

Medals for Freneh Sisters.

It was in the name of their perse­
cuted, down-trodden brethren of 
Manitoba that he spoke to them. 
They patiemly and anxiously awaited 
the sentence which they as electors 
would have to pronounce in the ap­
proaching contest. He would limit 
his observations to two main points. 
After being deprived of their schools 
tor six long years the minority had at 
last heard with joy that a Federal law 
would be passed to re-establish the 

tffchools which had been taken away 
from them. He would tell them now 
what he thought of this Remedial 
Bill, which bad been introduced into 
the Dominion Parliament by the 
Government. The bill was 'first a 
consecration of the principle of separ­
ate schools, and, secondly, of Federal 
intervention. It consecrated the 
principle of separate schools since it 
revived, brought back to life and 
even from the grave, where they had 
been buried, the Catholic schools of 
Manitoba. The bill gave them a 
Separate School Board, the control 
of the teachers’ certificates, the con­
trol ot the school books, the creation 
of school districts and the appoint­
ment of inspectors ; the creation of a 
Catholic normal school and the 
right to tax themselves for the main­
tenance of their own separate schools 
and exemption from taxation for pubt 
lie schools. This meant the re-es­
tablishment of the separate schools. 
This »as an act of sovereign jdstice.

“ I have to answer to God,” said the 
Archbishop, “ for the terrible burden 
which rests upon my shoulders. As 
Archbishop of Manitoba I am the 
father and natural protector of the 
Catholic children of that province and 
I mean to defend them as you would 
defend your own children. Those 
of our race who refused to answer 
to our appeals when we raised our 
hands for help did an act which 
was applauded by the enemies of 
our race when they struck down the 
act which meant to extend justice 
to us and which I admit might have 
been more perfect, if they had given 
us their cooperation. I have no 
malice and no hatred at heart for 
any of those men ; I have none but 
kindly feelings to all the inhabitants 
of this great country, but my soul is 
sad and my heart is broken at the 
treatment which we have received. 
I will defend my children as you 
would defend your own, His 
Grace proceeded to say what he ex­
pected ol them. The judgment of 
the Privy Council had declared ihat 
the rights of the Catholics cf Mani­
toba had been interfered with. 
There was no necessity for any inves­
tigation. The separate schools wh ich 
existed previous to 1890 existed no 
longer. The Privy Council had in­
vestigated before giving its judgment. 
An injustice had been done and it 
had to be remedied. The Local 
Government had refused to act, and 
nothing was to be expected from 
them. The Local Government had 
only lately gone to the country on 
the issue of national schools. As 
they refused to act, it was for the Fed 
eral Government to step in and uphold 
the Constitution The Protestant 
minority in Quebec and the Catholic 
minority in Ontario had provisions in 
the law of the country to protect them 
selves, and the Manitoba minority 
bad rights to equally fair treatment 
There should not be two weights ard 
two measures. They needed a Fed­
eral law and not a compromise which 
could be broken at any time The 
electors must ask the candidates if 
they would vote for a remedial bill. 
They roust’make sure of the feelings 
of the leaders as well on this question, 
as they led others. That is what the 
Catholic minority expected from

The Offical publicial publishes an 
order ot the French Minister of War 
granting medals to certain Sisters. A 
gold medal hat been awarded to Sis 
ter Clare, of the Order of Sisters of 
St. Charles, for twenty-seven years 
service in the wards of the military 
hospital at Toul, and for previous 
service at Nancy, during the whole of 
which time she bad given constant 
evidence of her devotion to duty, 
Silver medals have been given to Sis­
ter Gabrielle for thirty-six years work, 
during twenty-three of which she has 
been superior ; to Sister Adrienne for 
thirty eight years service, and to 
Sister Cnarlotte for eleven years ser 
vice. These last three religious have 
been attached to the mixed hospital 
at Verdun, and, says thé official notice, 
have been remarkable for their zeal 
and their devoted care of the sick sol­
diers.

The sculptor Lenoir, to whom the 
design for the monument to Maré­
chal Canrobert was intrusted, has 
completed the small model. The 
Maréchal stands in an attitude of sol 
dierly daring. At the foot of the 
pedestal lie wreaths, wherein the 
names of the battles in which Can 
roberti distinguished himself are in 
scribed. A soldier reclines among 
these wreathes in front of the pedes­
tal. On one of its sides a zouave is 
seen advancing, his eyes uplifted to­
wards the Maréchal. The statue will 
be three metres in height.
