The
session has been probably the
most disgraceful ever held in this
Province. The Wise and Pineau
incidents are tolerably familiar to
our readers from our reports of
proceedings, from week to week,
and from our reports in’ this issue
a fair estimateof the Government’s
hypocrisy in the prohibition mat-
ter may be gathered. On these
different matters we will deal at
some length in our next issue.
The tactics pursued by the Gov-
ernment have been condemned all
over the Dominion, and so shock-
ing is the political degradation
evidenced by them that no one,
Grit or Tory, possessing & proper
sense of honor can defend thewm.

Provincial Legislature.

On Monday the 4th, the House
did not meet till 8.30 p. m. After
routine, Premier Farquharson in-
troduced a resolution asking lib-
erty tointroduce a bill authorizing
the issue of debentures to the
amount of $48.750 to bear interest
at three and a half per cent. The
resolution sets forth that these
debentures are to be used for the
purpose of building #n annex to
the Asylum for the Insane, for
certain steel bridges and"for other
public works. '

Hon. Mr. Gordon, Leader of the
Opposition, coosidered it a de-
plorable condition of affairs when
debentures are issued at every
turn ; whenever any public work
is mooted, or any money was
wanted. He most decidedly op-
posed this manner of conducting
public business and piling up the
Provincial debt. If this is allowed
to go on our Province will be
ruined beyond the possibility of
redemption. Mr. A. J. McDonald
followed and emphasized the neces-
sity of putting a stop to this
reckless and ruinous policy of
saddling our Province with such a
load of public debt. Debentures
had already been issued which
were promised to be in part spent
for the annex to the Asylnm ; but
not a dollar was used for that
purpose. It was time to call a
halt. Mr. John A. McDonald also
strongly . opposed the resolution.
The policy of issning debentures
whenever the Government were
hard up for money was an out-
rageons and ruinous one and was
f£ast reducing our Provinee to cer-
tainbankruptcy. MrShaw entered
his emphatic protest against issu-
ing any more debentures, We had
already too much of a debenture
debt for all we bad to show for it.
He dwelt at considerable length
on the condition of things that
had for years obtained at the
Asylum and pointed out the Gov-
ernment’s scandalous conduct in
connection therewith, The Pre-
mier would not allow the evidence
taken by the Asylum investigat-
ing committee to be tabled because
it most strongly condemned the
Government. We had heard a

reat deal about the new Prince
of Wales College: but 8o great &
fraud was the building that the
students absolutely refused to
have the closing exercises there.
The Premier was so mad at this
that out of spite he did not go to
the exercises, although his name
was on the programme for an ad-
dress.

At this stage, Mr. Shaw
interrogated Mr. Cummiskey as
to how $297 of pauper money
allotted to the Fort Augustus
district had been spent, demand-
ing returns therefor. This greatly
ruffled the temper of Mr. Cum-
wiskey and in a towering rage he
asked Mr. Shaw to furnish the
names of complainants in the mat

ter or- withdraw the statement.
Mr. Shaw was not in the least
alarmed at Mr. Speaker’s wrath ;
he told the latter he would neither
withdraw his statement or furnish
pames. But he defied Mr. Cum-
miskey to submit a statement.
Mr. Cummiskey’s answer was a
paean of self glorification for his
success in carrying the district.
In the general disorder caused by
this cross firing Pineau, the im-
maculate, undertook to throw in
the weight of his sage counsel;
whereupon he was questioned by
Mr. Shaw as to who was the cus

todian of the $2,000, Pineau
evaded the question and instead
of a direct reply denied that he
had written the letter from Ot-
tawa. Mr. Sinclair said something
Mr. Shaw did not like and the
latter was on his feet in a jiffy,
aad essayed to speak; but the
disorder was so great that nobody
in particular could be heard. In
the midst of-this pandemonium
the Premier asked Mr.8Speaker to
‘take the chair. The Coiumissioner
of Public Works, parrot-like re-
peated the injunction that Mr.
Speaker take the chair. By the
time Mr. Speaker got into the
chair, Mr. A. A. McLean was on
his feet demanding of the Com-
missioner of Public Works, his
right to tell the Speaker to take
the chair. Several other members
got on their feet ; but after a little,
Mr. Speaker got them down to a
normal condition once more. The
House then went into committee
onthe pauperscales,and soon things
were once more at fever heat.
Pineau, who never seems so much
himself as when he is talking
about bribery, made the statement
that he had been offered $250 to
vote against the prohibition bill.
Mr. J. A. McDonald said anyone
attempting to bribe a member
should be brought to the bar. To
approach a member and to endea-
vor, by means of g bribe, to mis-
direct his vote was a seriops
offence. This gave occasion to
Mr. A. A. McLean to direct atten-
tion to the Pineau letter. He
compared the writing of the letter
with Pinean’s signature to a reso-
lution before the House and chal-
lenged Pineau to deny the writing
was by the same hand, Pineau
declined the challenge. A resolu-
tion had been tabled placing one
hundred dollars of the papper grant
at thedisposal of Rev. %rﬁ Chaisson
for the relief of certain per-
sons, At the instange of Pinean this
resolution was changed and the graat
was placed in his ownhands. This was
jostly regarded by the Opposition as
4 most avparliamentary and contempt-
ible progeeding ; bnt it mattered not
that the dishonorabje gbaragter of the
act was folly proved, it was carried
throngh by virtue of {Pineau’s support.

THE WAR!

The following was received from Lord
Roberts on Wednesday last :

PRETORIA STATION, June 5.—I regret to
report that the 13th Imperial Yeomanry
had to surrender to a very superior force
of the enemy, May 3lst, near Lindley.
On receiving information of the battalion
being attacked I orderod Lord Methuen to
proceed with all speed to its assistance.
Methuen was then on march on the Heil-
bron side of Kroonstadt and had, an hour
after receipt of my telegram, June lst
started off. By ten of the following day
he had marched 44 miles in 25 hours. But
he was too late to rescue Colonel Sprague’s
Yeomanry. Methuen attacked the Boers
who were between two and three thousand
strong, and after a running fight of five
hours completely routéd the enemy. It
is a very regrettable circumstance, but it
will not be very long before the Imperial
Yeomanry are released from captivity.”

The following cable, delayed in trans-
mission, was received in Montreal on Fri-
day from the Star’s Correspondent :

PRETGRIA, June 5.—Pretoriasurrendered
last night, after the forts had beea bom-
barded all day with siege guns. Gen.
Hamilton on the left seized a ridge of hills
at Witwatersburg in the extreme right of
the enemy’s position. The Gordons and
Cornwalls held a ridge at the west of the
enemy’s position. The Australians, Aust-
ralisn - lancers and mounted infantry
galloped down a ravine betweei the ridges
and turned the Boer flank.

AT OTTAWA.

(Special Correspondence to THE HERALD.)

OrrawA, June 20d . —Several mil-
lions of supply bave been voted this
week, and much commonplace legis-
lation has been forwarded ; but par-
liament found time to diecuss two
motions of censure. On Tuesday
Mr. Taylor, of Leeds, the opposi-
tion whip, brougbt up the grestion
of binder twine. Thisis s matter
of practical interest to the furmers
of Ontario and the west, and the
common taxpayers generally.

Mr. Taylor proposed the follow-
ing resolutien :

“ That the rystem 'adopted by the
government in disposing of the out-
put of binder twine, manufactured
at] the Kingstion penitentiary
through tbeir political friends, has
imposed a monopcly on the farmers
of Canads, and has forced them to
pay from 100 to 200 per cent. more
than the cost of maoufactare.

“That the propcsal of the goverp=
ment to sell the binder-twine msnu-
factured this year up to the 1st of
May, to farmers in emall quantities,
at 14 cents per lb. for Manils, 11
for mixed and 10 for New Zealand,
while the cost of production did not
exceed 6 cents, is unjust to the farm.
ers, and that the price should not
exceed seven cenis for the best
quality.”

This reeolution of want of
confidence was supported by Mr.
Clancy, Mr. Roche and Mr. Davip,
and opposed by the Sclicitor Gen-
eral and by Mr Frost and Mr Rogers.
The patron member last mentioned
expressed his disapproval of the
government’s couree previous to this
year, but voted with the ministers.

Mr. Frost is a
desler, whom " Mr. Davin describes
as one of the criminals concerned.

THE COMBINE AS A BUYER.

One purpose of the establishment
of the binder twine industry in the
Dominion" and provineisl ; prisone
was the protection of the farmers
from opprersicn at the hands of the
combines. The twWo prisons. pre-
duce some three” million pounds of
twine each yesr, which could be
used to break down any combina-
tion to unduly incresse prices. The
record goes to show thst the Govern

ment at - Otiawa, as well a8 the one

at Toronto, instead of taking the
part of the farmers against the com
biner, joined the combine against the
farmer.
product of Kingston, found on band

at the change of government, was
sold nominslly to Coll Bros, of St.
Jobo, but reslly to Mr. Hobks, of
Londop, to whom the contract was
transferred. In 1897, 1898 and 1899,

the whole product was sold to the
combine. It went year and year
about to the Hobbs Hardware Com
pany, and H. A. Bate & Co., the
former a ‘Liberal member of the
Ontario Legislature, the latter a
leading member of the psrty at
Ottawa. There bas never been sny
real competition for the purchase o
the prison product. In the first snd
second years tenders were reoceived
from two firme, and the one who
got the contrsct eold out to the other.
In the third yesr, private ciroulars
were sent out to persons pot in the
trade, after a private offer had been
received from Mr, Bate. There was
no call for tenders, and Bate got the
contract at bis own price, In 1899
Hobbs got the contract on a tender
put io by bis firm in the name of
another person, after a lower tender
bad been submitted in his own name,
Mr. Bate or Mr, Hobbs were also
the purchasers of the Central prison,
and Hobbs has been the Oanadian
agent of the United States com-
panies, whose goods are imported.

'~ BOUGHT AT A BARGAIN.

The result of this system of sale
was sueb tbat the product of & mil-
lion pounds or more each yesr has
been sold by the Government at very
little over the cost of production and
gsometimes below it. The product
of 1896 was sold to the combine at
$4.25 per bundred pounds, though
it cost $4.41 to buy the material and
msnufacture it. The product of
1897 ocst the Government $4.18,and
was sold to the combine at $4.64.
In 1898 the cost of produnction was
$4.47, and thle combine bought it
for $460. In 1899 the cost was
$6.00, ard it was eold for $6.51.
The Government therefore made no
money out of the twine worke, while
the factories at Brantford divided 60
per cent. profit one year, and 100
per cent. profit the next.

SOLD AT A BETTER BARGAIN

Unfortunately the farmers got no
benefit from the low pri~e at which
the penitentiary product was sold to
the favorites. It was shown in
Tuesday’s debate that the twioe sold
to Coll Bros. for Hobbein the au
tumno of 1896 at fcur and 8 quarter
oents per poand, and in 1897 st f'm.r
and two-thirds cents per pound, was
bought by the fermers at tea to thir-
teen cents per pound, cr more than
double the price received by the
Goveroment, The prodoot eold in

To begin with the whole

1898 to Bate at less than four and a
‘balf cents per pourd _cost the farm-
ers when it reached them eleven to
fourteen cents per pound, or nearly
three times the price paid to the
Government by the combine. In
1899 the combine paid the Govern.
ment six and a half cents per pound,
while the farmers were compelied to
pey thirteen 10 15 cents per,pound.
[t will be seen that the @ombine
worked with great success in two
wags. In buying from the Govern.
ment it forced down the price to the
cost of production. Inselling to the
people it forced up the price eo as to
give 100 'o 200 per cent. profit,and
compel the farmers to pay two prices
for their twine.

SELLING DIRECT.

In the year 1900 the price obtair-
ed by the Government from com,
tractors is not known, for the Gov
ernment refuses to give it.

This year the Government bhas
taken a new departinre, and for a
limited time sold some twine in
small quantities to the farmers direect.
But instead of making such prices
as bad been accepted from the com-
bine the Government makes theprice
for small lots the same as the selling
price of the combine, and double that
which Bate ard Hobbs were required
to pay last year. Such is the state
of affairs. The Solieitor General did
not contradict the statement that
the purchasers of the product always
worked with the combine. He ad-
mitted that the prison work brought
in no profit. He could not deny
that the farmers paid the prices
stated. Tbe ccst of prodpction is
taken from the cfficial figures and
the statement of the Minister of
Justice, The profits of the combine
and the middle men can be ascer.
tained by a single caloulation. The
profits of the Brartford company
which got the benefit of combine
prices is given ' in the annual
statement. But the msjority in the
house voted down Mr. Tuylor’s reso-
lation. :

WALSH AND HIS POWERS.

Oar-
beno, who was summoned a8 a wit
ness before Qgilvie, and told the
whole siory on osth, says tbgt he
was not disposed to sign, but Walsh
told him that if be refused he would
be dismissed from government em-
ploy at-once and sent back home
with the ship. He then agreed to
give the Commissioner’s brother
three-quarters of his claims. So far
the story of Carbeno is uncontra-
dioted.

A TIP AND ‘AN ALL NIGHT
JOURNEY.

A COLONEL FACTORY.

Oae of the great industries in this
growing time is the manufacture of
honorary colonels. Dr. Borden as-
tonished the House on Friday by
suddenly springing on the chamber
a statement of the scope of the opera-
tions of his factory. The late Con-
servative Government made one
bonorary lieut. Oolonel, and be was
a Liberal and a member then of Sir
Oliver Mowat’s Government. Col.
Gibson had, however; been an active
militia officer. The present Govern,
ment has appointed three dozen
honorary lieutenant=colonels, includ-
ing three members of the Cabinet
who neyer carried a weapon except
their tongue. The Premier, who
only talked of shouldering a musket,
is a colonel. Sir Louis Davies is en-
titled to be called Colonel Davies,
and the hero of the bottle-necked
steamships, who ought to be a com-
modere or an admiral, is Col. Dobell.
This is what bas been accomplished
in the Borden workshop. But the
Minister explained that he wanted
this new bill in order that he might
make full colonels and make them
more abunddntly. By one of the
blunders to which this Ministry is
exposed the bill probably fails to give
tbat power, but sach by the Minister’s
annouocement, was its purpose. The
House did not take kindly to the
scheme. Mr. Fraser, from the govern-
ment side, who spoke before he knew
that bis Premier was one of the new
colonels, made great game of the. or-
namental officers who get their swords
tangled up among their feet, and who
fall into the rear when the army goes
to the front.  On'the opposition side
Dc Montague, Mr Osler, Mr. McNeil,
Mr. Foster, Mr. Davin and other
members opposed the idea of making
civilian colonels, to have social pre-
cedence over the real officers, and to
make the whole system ridiculous.
It was suggested that the three civilian
colonels in the ministry might take
the title of archbishop, or a farmer
might be made queen’s counsel, ors
doctor could be dubbed an admiral,
