TREMENDOUS FIRE
We copy the following account of the Great
Fire in Toronto, from the Globde, of the 7th in-
stant :—

Grose Orricr,
Satorday morning, 6 o'clock.

About half-past one this morning, a fire
was discovered in some out houses in the
rear of Grabam’s Tavern, King-street, and
Post’s Tavern, Nelson-street. The flames
speedily extended to the main part of Nel-
son-street on the East, consuming Post's
Tavern, the Patriot Office, &ec., and turning
into King Street to the East, where it
burnt all to Mr. Sproule’s building where it
stopped. The fire extended to the South
of Duke Street, consuming " nearly all the
back buildings, and the office of the Savinge’
Bank.

It then croseed to the west side of Nelson

Ii we remember correctly, the first Scene iu‘

corner of a street, biting his own thumb, when :
one of a number of 8 gentleman’s servants accosts |

¢ I'bite my thumb.” * Dost bite thy thumb at
us?'* 1 bite my thumb /" Mr. Kydd must
certainly have been reading Romeo and Juliet,
as the question which he here asks at us, is just
as impertinent, and as unlikely to be answered to
his satisfaction, as the question of him who was
servant to “‘all the Capulets.”

Walter McFarlane's store, was in great
danger, some of them had most of their
goods removed, dnd great injury to property
sustained. About 5 o’clock the flames were
in a great measure subdued. The exertions
of the firemen were for a long time, as usu-
al, refarded by want of water. The sol-
diers of the Riflle brigade, from the garrison
were extremely active, and deserve the
highest gratitude of the citizens. The loss
is estimated at £100000, but this must be
within the mark. he insurance offices are
heavy sufferers. Weare happy to say that
no lives have been lost, although there were
many Darrow escapes.

The failure of Spring
Wheat was not confined to one District,
but it was general from one end of the
P'rovicceto the other. There were, cor-
taisly, isolated cascs; but ninecteen-twen-

tieths of the crop did not more than pay
cexpensces of harvesting, thrashing, cleani
and taking to and from milly leaving

ing for the payment of rent, seed, and cul-
tivation, So that it will be scen, that the
Spring Wheat crop of 1848 was not only
a non-paying one, but that it eubjected the
I'asmers to a loss of some £1 10s. per acre,
besides a great disappointment. On the
farm cccupied by the writer of this article,
upwards of eghty acres of Spring Wheat
was gown and harvested the past scason,
which, to all appearance, ten days before
the crop was cut, gave most satisfactory
cvidence that it would yield, on an average
througliout the entire crop, a little upward
of thitty bushels of sound grain to the acre;
but, in reality, it yielded only ten bushels
of a very inferior sample—so bad, indeed,
that in other years it ‘would have been feed
to the cattle in an unthrashed state,

ing. ‘T'he owner of the erop in question
assured us that his actual loss might be
safely estimated at £500.

Although tho farmers, of Canada may
look upon the business of growing epring
wheas with a good deal of doubt as to its
favorable result, yet it must not be received
as being more subjrct to risk than autumn
wheat, when a period of eight or ten.ycars
are taken into the calculation. On the
gcore of economy, the country should be
supplicdewitii a suflicient quantity of spring
wheat flour, tomcet the entire local demand
for breadstufls, and-the flour manufactured
from winter wheat, should be .exported. to
the markets of the motber country. It is
useless to sow this crop upon badly pre-
pared ground, and it should also be sown
as carly as possibie, or as eoon us the
groond becomes sufliciently dry to work
the harrowse ¥ eo20s
it is well to have the ground well prepared
for spring wheat in autumn, and when this
is done, the sced should bo sown as early
as possible.  When it is not intended to
eross plough in epring, it is an excellent
practice to pass a steel tooth cultivator
over the ground once or twice, if time will
admit of it, just before sowing the seed.—
From five to six pecks of seed ner acre will
not be found too much on most soils; and
before sowing the seed much care should
be observed in thoroughly purifying it from
all other grains, and the seeds of woeds, as
well as smot. A little care in this respect
will mich more than repay_the cost, and
besides, & perfeetly pure eamplo of grain is
always more creditable to tho grower, than
one that is mixed awith other epecies of
grain, and that is digcolored with smaut,
