FOUND DEAD IN HER BED.

Sudlden Taking Off of a Hamilton Wofnan
—A Typhoid Patient’s Freak.
Hamruroy, Fob, 10.—Margaret Pazius was
found dead in ber bed at 3 o'clock this morn-
ing by her husband. According to his own
story, Pazius at this time saw his wife
for the first time since the day before. He
states that, he was so badly under the in-
fluence of liquor the night before that he has
no remembrance of when his wife came into
the house or whether she was in the house
when he reached home. He tumbled into
bed in this intoxicated state, and only be-
came aware of her pr in the
stated. The deceased was about 50 years of

#d to liguor @s her husband. There is little
doubt the terrible habit was the cause of her
death, 'I'he couple did not make free with
the few neighbors around, and consequently
little is known of their doings. No marks
of violence were found on deceased’s body.
After enquiring into the circumstances of
Mrs. Pazius’ death Coroner Woolverton con-
cluded thatythey did not demand an inquest,
but yielding to the desires of deceased’s rela-
tives for a full investigation he determined
to hold one.
At about 6! o'clock this morning Edward
Hall, a patient in the male ward of the City
Hospital, who is suffering from a severe at-
tack of typhoid fever and who is delirous
therefrom, was left alone for a moment by
the nurse who was attending him. As soon
as the sick man discovered that he was not
watched he rose from Lis bed and, walking
over to a window, opened it and stepped out
on to the balcony which runs along a portion
of the east ward. The apparition of a man
clad only in a night shirt, whooping like a
flend, caused the passers-by on the street to
pause. The delirions man gazed for a mo-
ment at the ground some fifteen or twenty
feet below him, then without a moment's
warning he jumped and landed on the frozen
sod in a heap.

No Evigence Against Richard Arnott—
Discharged from Custody.

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WEST HURUN.

It is usual about this time of year to
hold the annual convention of the Re-
form Party in West Huron, but up to
date we have heard of no move in that
direction. The existing lethargy is to
be more particularly regretted, as it is a
well-known fact that Ontario is on the
eve of a general election. In most of the
other constituencies of the Province
conventions have been held and candi-
dates nominated, and we fail to ses why
West Huron’s executive should be more
dilatory than its neighbors.

It may be said that West Huron has
practically a candidate in the field in the
person of Hon, A, M. Rose, the present
member, but this is no reason why
chances should be taken, so far as the
Riding is concerned. No man is a can-
didate for any poeition until he has an-
nounced himself so to be, and up to date
Mr Ross has given no sign that he will
continue in public life after the expira-
tion of the present legislature. If he
has done so, THE 'S1GNAL has certainly
heard nothing of it. But we have heard,
and so have many of cur readers, that it
is quite possible Mr Ross may not again
take upon himself the cared and worries
of public life, and in the absence of any
definite information on the subject, or
any statement to the contrary on the part
of the Provincial Treasurer, we believe it
is the best policy to have matters so ar-
ranged that even the voluntary retire-
ment of the sitting member will not
effect the fate” of the comstituency at
the coming election.

Because West Huron was carried ag
the last Provincial election by a majerity
of 347 is no reason that the figures given
represent the normal majority of the

Riding, or that even Mr Ross, with the
prestige of a Cabinet Minister, could ob-
taln it, or a fraction of it, again, There
were factors in the last election which

causes he no longer wi)l be a candidate
for West Huron, no time should be lost
in calling the Convention together and
endeavoring to make the rough places
smooth for his successor.

A CHANGE IS NEEDED.

The farmers’ institutes of Ontario are
made up of the more intelligent and pro-
gressive agriculturiste of the province,
and the Central Farmers' Institute,
which meets snnually, is composed of
delegates from the local institutes, and
is considered the most thoroughly repre-
sentative gathering of Canadian farmers
to be found anywhere. It is impossible
to politically pack this organization,
because it is open to every one interested
in agriculture ; and it would be absurd to
cast sny reflection on its standing, as
it is officially recognized, and encourag-
ed by Government grauts to hcld public
meetings for the discussion of affairs re-
lating to the various branches of agricul-
ture.

The Central Farmers’ Institute, then,
way be justly considered an agricultural
parliament, minus the power to create or
enforce laws, although indirectly it hae
a great influencein fashioning legislation.
Hence the importance of the action
taken by the Central lnstitute recently
in session in Toronto.

The failure to place a finger on the
pulse of the agriculturist has led many
city correspondents to unconsciously
misrepresent Canadian opinion on the
question of closer relations with the
United States. Toronto no more repre-
sents the Province of Ontario, so far as
the feelings of the people generally are
concerned, than London represents the
Eoglish mind. The city is not the
province. For instance, Toronto is the
home of a super-loyal elemert composed
chiefly of Eoglishmen who endeavor to
atone for having deserted their native
land by continually and vociferously de-
claring their undying allegiance to the
Crewn, and magnifying British connes-
tion as a tie 80 sacred that to sever it
would be to change the very irstincts,
tastes, thoughts, ambitions, religiousness
and physique of Canadians. Toronto is
indeed ‘‘dreadfolly English,” as can be
seen in the tendency of the wealthy to
become cads and the poor to become
cadgers. It has recently been proven,
by figures officially given, that one in
every thirty-two persons in Toronto is
in receipt of public charity—that is, in-
dependent of private charities or church
relief. And it was also shown that
while there are few Canadians (native
born) among those receiving dole, the
Englishmen lead in the list of recipients,
and by a large majority.
very English.

But if one will visit the smaller towns
in the province, aud penetrate the rural
districts where the native born Canadian
is almoet the only class of resident, a
different state ot feeling is quickly die-
coverable. The farmers of Ontario are
almost a upit for iree .intercourse with
the United States. The votes taken in
the local farmers’ institutes, and the re-
solutions adopted by an overwhelming
majority at the Central Institute recent-
ly, show the trend of thought sc far as
commercial relations with the neighbor-
ing republic is concerned, and if this
means closer political relations further
on the Ontario farmer, having put his
hand to the plow of progress, will not
look back; and having found that it pays
to clear away the toll gates that robbed
him to make the ‘‘community” rich,
i3 now enlarging the scope of his action
and is preparing to help to wipe out the
toll oftces at the borders, or to limit the

dcubtedly contributed to the abnormal
majority. These factors do not exist
today. Well, then, if under existing
conditions the vote of last election could
not be reached even by the present Pro-

Thus it will be seen that an immediate
weeting of the West Huron Reform
Association, and the early placing of a
candidate in the field is an absolute
necessity. If Hon. A, M. Ross is again
to be the candidate of the Reform Party
in West Huron, it is only right that his
supporters should know it. If, on the
other hand, he has tired of public office,

tional traffic. Aod we have known old
farmers to straighten up snd smile al-
mest every wrinkle out of their well-
lined faces as- they talked of the golden
days for the tiller of the ecil when the
old treaty was in vogue. And in every
case thebe men were eager to see & re-
newal of reciprocity or snything akin to
it; and rather than getting nothing at all
they were willing to go the whole length
of annexation.

The desire for the closest possible con-
nection with the United States will not
decrease in Ontario. Geographically the
onfon always existed. The Creator
made the two lands one, and accident
has parted them; bat what Gud has
joined together no man should keep
asunder.” The union of Canada and the
United States, commércially and other-
wise is as inevitable, and uven more
patural, than was that of Eogland and
Scotland. Nature and the tendency of
the age favor it.

We
have not kept our natural increase, and
but for immigratioc the population
wouald actually have fallen off in that
time.

The Oatario farmer is human, and
when the matter comes to a vote only
the strongest party man will be found
voting against his own pocket. And as
there are many more rural than there
are city constituencies the farmer will
carry the day.

KEven fty
years has made quice a change’ in going
to mill, and also shows as to how the
country has prospered and developed.
This is no fancy sketch but a fact fur-
nished by no less a_personage than the
popular reeve of our township, who lives
today to tell how he first went to mill in
Biddulph.

How to Grow the Chrysanthemume,

The chryssnthemum fades fast, and
each spring new and thriity plants must
be prupagated by slips. In February a
vigorous growth will begin, acd then is
the time to propagste the new stork of
flowering plants. Cut the tender shoots
just below a joint, three to five inches
fong ; set in a hed of sand, or even sandy
soil will do. Keep the bed damp but
not satorated ; protect by some shading
from the hot sunshine, but do not cover
at night nor on cloudy cr damp days.
In a month te six weeks good roots will
be estublished. Set the young plants in
the open ground, or in small pots until
sturdy and vigorous, then transplant to
the pernanent place. The most import-
ant part of the successful cultivation of
the chrysanthemum begins at this point.
Never allow these young plants to rve-
ceive any check, but keep them growing
continuvusly. Cool, moist weather is
the climate the chrysanthemum thrives
in best, inducing a thrifty growth, which
keeps the wood in a soft ard brittle con-
dition ; hot and dry weather hardens
the wood, and flowering begins at once.

Teo Much Land.

Farms are too large as a rule. One
hundred acres are enough for any farm.
This amount of land well cultivated will
produce more and better crops than two
hundred acres half cultivated. With
ihis land the farmer with one hired man
can do all the work, except in harveet,
when he will need an extra man. He
would find time to cut brush along the
fences and clean out the fence corners,
blast and draw off large stones that he
has worked over for twenty years or
more, pull the stumps and get them out
of the way of the plow and mowing
machine, dig ditches, repair fences so as
to keep his cattle on his own land and
prevent a law suit with his neighbor.
He should find time to repair and paint
his house and barn and have a well kept
lawn in front of his house, plenty of
tlowers and shade trees, and everything
to make hume pieasant.
