scarecly seems
in these enlight-
ened days, but
that is what I
actually saw yes-
terday in the
home of a well

educated woman.

That low growing flowers like vio-
lets and pansies ‘and nasturtiums
should not be put into tall vases'is
an axiom of such skill. Again and
again I have seen the effect of such

flowers utterly ruined by that treat-

ment.

If you follow the habit of the flow-
er’s growth in selecting a vase for it,
you will probably be safe. Tall grow-
ing flowers like long stemmed roses,
daffodils, jonquils, poppies, carna-
tions' and - lilies should “have tall,
straight vases. Low growing flowers
such as violets, pansies, rambler
roses, etc., belong in bowls or very
low, wide flaring vases.

In buying vases remember that you
are buying a frame, for the vase
should always be subordinate to the
flower, so that when you look at the
vese of flowers you see the flowers,
fiot the vase, just as you should see
the picturé and never the frame.

For this reason there should never
be any design except a conventional-
ized one upon a vase. Any base re-
lief, spoiling as it does, the lifte of
the vase, is extremely bad.

Glass vases are probably the best
because the stems of many flowers,
such as the long, graceful stem of the
rose and the exquisite pale green
stalk  of the jonquil, are almost as
beautiful as the flowers themselves
and the glass vase, of course, display
the charm.

The clearer and more revealing the
glass, the more desirable the vase.
Cut glass, for this reason, is not as
good as plain glass, and colored glass,
unless it happens to harmonize per-

e

'Iectly with- the ﬂoWers and “stems; is

holder, there are many vases and
bowls in dull soft ‘colored ¢hina and
crockery that make beautiful frames
for certain’ flowers. ' As ‘the Japanese,
the people with the most perfeét feel-
ings for flowers, "have naturally
created the most perfect receptacles
for them, a Japanese store i8° one of
the best places to ‘get vases “and
bowels. :

“Do not mix flowers,” is an artist’s
rule that I think may be taken with
a’ grain of salt. ‘It may be quite right
for cultivated flowers, but' I ‘do not
know of anything” préttier than some
of the combinations nature herself
makes, such as buttercups and daisies
and ‘grasses, or clover and daisies, or
golden rod asters. 4

Do not érowd too many flowers into
a vasé or bowl. That is the ordinary
failing of the inartistic. Divide what
you would naturally put into a given
receptacle in half and it will probably
be nearer the artistic quantity.

Try to have two or three one-flower
vases in your home. There are some
flowers, notably the rose, that are so
perfect that a single blossom is .suf-
ficiently decorative for a room.

I have a friend who keeps upon her
desk all the year around @ tall crys-
tal vase with a single white rose in it
When I admired the eustom she ex-
plained its origin in a statement a
great artist had once made- to her:
that two things' represented absolute-
ly perfect beauty of line and coloring
—a: half opened white rose and a per-
fect 'violin. She said she couldn’t af-
ford the violin but she could the rose¢
and so she tried to have it always be-
fore her as she worked.

Often as I read her poems I fanc
1 can feel the influence of that per
fect white rose mutely demanding o
her a replica of its own perfec¢tion ant
sweetness.

Isn’t there a suggestion for you i
that custom?

Time to Act.

Surely the dnowning fatalities of

Monday and Wednesday will force
_home the urgent need of safe provis-

ion for boys swimming and bathing.
After the drowning accident at Sandy
Bottom, Quidi Vidi, some years ago
public conscience seemed to be suffi
ciently quickened to stir up those in
authority to do something. Something
indeed was talked of, but nothing was
done. Difficulties were raised about
the extent of the City Council’s juris-
diction apd the matter was dropped.
The toll of young life which has been
exacted since that time, and which
has ‘stirred up the public mind more
keenly the last few hours, should in-
spire a renewal of effort to provide
gafe bathing and swimming pools for
our boys, even though we may not be
able to provide for the construction
of public baths in the city.

It has been suggestied to us that a
bathing peol could be settled on for
ecch end of the city. Something
cdould be done to make it safe in the
way of grading boftoms and marking
out depths, and by the hiring of an
expert swimmer and diver for each
place who would be there at stated
hours, provided with a Dboat, life
buoys, life lines, &c., and bathing and
swimming could be prohibited out of
these hours., The wages for the hire
of two men for two months, and the
initial cost of boat, lines and grading
would not amount to much. Even
. economically it would be cbeaper than
the loss constantly incurred by the
sacrifice of young ‘lives in the first
fjush of youth and manhood. So that
eéven from the most sordid of motives
the community should do something.
But Humanity itself calls upon the
community to be up and doing, and
to prevent the needless loss of life
by providing safe pools for our boys.:
* Come, gentlemen of the Council.
Come, membersg for the District of St.
John’s. It is up to you to get a hus-
tle: on and do something to spur on
thé Government and _the - Municipal
‘Council to ecd-operate’ to lessen -this

Mr. H. W. LeMessuriet, 'Assistant

 Edwin Miller, of Por-
tugal Cove, Cuts His
Throat With Scythe
and Dies From Loss
of Blood.

A terrible tragedy occurred at
Portugal. Cove at 11 a.m. to-day. Ed-
win Miller, a youhg man of that place,
was out cutting:-hay in his field when
he evidently. hecamé insane, and
walking towards’the barn slashed his
throat terribly with the scythe which
he was using. His brothér discover-
ed him near the barn, and summon-
ing help the unfortunate man was
borne to his home. The police were
notified of the terrible occurrence by
the local constable, and Supt. Grimes
notified Dr. Chaplin who drove quick-
ly to the place, arriving in 40 minutes
after he had left St. John’s. He was
too late to be of effective service, as
by the time he got there the man had
practically lost all ‘the blood in his
body—the jugular vein having been
cut. He died at 1.20 p.m. from the
effects of his injuries.

most loyal Colony, and ponsﬂﬂy_ that
designation also is.her rlght But. up
to the present time, 80 far as we
knowy Newfoundlnnd,ha;_ done little
to show her «loyalty and devotion to
the Empire. = Wectoria, the noblest of
queens, as well as one of the best.wo-
men, passed away, but there.is no
memorial of the great Queen’ erected
in Newfoundland. Edward VIL. laid
Newfoundland under special obliga-
tion, since by his tactful dealing with
France he made possible the. settle-
ment of the long vexed dispute over
French claims in our bays and har-
bors, and even upon our shores;. but
yet, so far, no steps have been taken
to erect a memorial in his. honor.
Opinipns have been Invited and ex-
pressed favourable to such a project;
and there the matter rests. Now, it
seems to us that the memory of these
two great Sovereigns should be per-
petuated in Britain's oldest Colony,
and we believe that Newfoundland is
sufficiently loyal and generous to pay
the bills, if only something can be set
on foot that will appeal to the loyalty
and judgment of the people.

The question is, what would ‘be a
suitable memorial for Victoria- and
ddward? Many suggestions , have
seen offered. One, supported by sev-
sral persons, was that it should take
he form of a statuary. This would,
loubtless, be very beautiful and ap-
wropriate, but would be utter lacking
n practical dtility. The memorial -
hat would be best adapted to local
onditions should be useful as well
's ornamental, and confer benefit up-
m as large a number “as possible.
Vhat then is one of the great needs
f Newfoundland - to-day?; It seems
0 us. to be an institution that woald
)e a centre of light and inspiration
o the teachers ;of pur country. We
ave to-day in Newfoundland about
ne thousand teachers, most of whom
ave entered upon that important and
esponsible profession with very lit-
le practical training. Onee.  their
yrofessional “work: commiences = they
re .thrown almost entirely upon their
ywn resources, to succeed or fail as
‘onditions may determine. If they
ail, or only partially succeed, who
're the losers? The boys and girls
f Newfoundland. Many of these
eachers see little before them but a
tull, monotonous’ round year in and
ear out. They may get into ruts and
keep there, They may adopt poor
1ethods of teaching and follow them
ip. They may make mjstakes and
ergsist in them, not kn'owing that
hey are mistakes. The result is some
et discouraged and leave the profes-
ion. Others keep on and do the best
hey can, but it often is a poor.best.

Now, what would help the teachers,
ift them out of ruts, relieve the mon-
tony of -their work, inspire them to
reater achievement and enable them
o secure complete, instead of partial,
wuccess, would be the establishment
»f an institution to which they could
‘esort in summer for help and guid-
ince. While it would be possible,
perhaps, for pupil teachers to ob-
ain training in the art of teaching
iuring school terms, the principal ob-
ect of such an institution, it seems
‘o us, should. be to make provision
for the discussion of methods of
teachings during vacation.

What an opportunity this would af-
ford also for lectures upon Miner-
Jogy, Natural History, Drawing, Ag-
viculture, First Aid in case of acci-
ient, The Great White Plague, Hy-
giene, or any other living subject
claiming consideration! ‘A Master of
Method should be provided, and ex-
perts in such subjects as were to be
treated: If these could not be found
at home, it should be possible, at lim-
ited cost, to get one or more first class
men to spend asfew weeks in New-
foundland im summer enjoying our
delightful _climate and recruiting for
the year’s work. Such 'a project
seems fraught, with tremendous pos-
sibilities. Such an institution, would
be a boon to the thousand or miore
teachers of the present day, and to
the thousands that will come after
them, and through the teachers a
means of enlightenment and help to
the young people of every town, vil-
lage and hamlet  of Newfoundland.
Why should not the names of our late
en Victoria, and of
King Edward the Peacemaker, . be
forever associated with such an in-
stitution . as:this in Newfoundland?
We believe that if teachers and edu-
cationists take up the matter in the
right spirit it will soon be an accom: .
plished fact and mark a new era in
educational, work in Newfoundlnnd—-
“Methodist Greeting.

A THIRD DROWNING

William Joyce Loses His Life in
Long Pond--His Brother and
Friend Barely Escape a Simi-

lar Fate.

A heavy toll in human lifé is being
paid to the eagerness of young men
and boys to go swimming in the ponds
near the city. Three deaths in almost
as many days from drowning is a fear-
fu! thing to contemplate, and the
sacrifice of these valuable human lives
must surely be the result of careless-
ness or negligence on the part of
some person or persons in authority.
One thing is certain that if the boys
be no\ prevented in some way from
going to suburban ponds to bathe, ac-
cidents will frequently occur.

The feelings and sympathies -of
citizens were again profoundly stirred
last evening when it became known
that William Joyce, aged 17 years,
who resided at No. 150 Gower Street,
had met his death by drowning in
J.ong Pond.

The unfortunate lad who worked: in
the Hardware Department of Ayre &
Sons, Ltd., was the only ' support
of a widowed mother, his father,
the late George Joyce, having died in
March last. The facts of this very
sad drowning accident are as fol-
lows:—

Yesterday afternoon being fine and

warm the deceased lad —William

Joyce, his brother, Walter, and J. W.
Smith, a companion; left the home of

the victim at 4 pam. to go to Long

Pond to have a bath. They crossed

the bridge at the foot of the pond and

went 'up-the north- side but would not
g0 out ih Sandy Bottom as too many
boys were already there. They pro-
ceeded up towards the head, and un-
dressing went out there. Both Smith
and Walter, the brother of the de-
ceased, could swim a few strokes, and
immediately they entered the water
the drowned lad started to dip his
head and bathe it. »The Smith boy
jocosely asked him if he liked bath-
ing his head, to which he replied:
“that is about all I ean do in the
water.” He now passed his two
ycung friends and walked farther
out 'in the pond, dipping his head in
the water the while.. They paid no
particular attention to him afterwards
s0 . engrossed were they in the
pleasures of bathing, until suddenly
Smith saw him put both hands to his
eyes and brush the water from them
and from his hair. Telling him that
he was a regular water dog, Smith
was surprised to get no answer, and
only since did he-realize that the poor
boy was then getting: beyond . his
depth and had come to the surface
when he was seen to brush his head

and face with his hands, for he im-
mediately disappeared to again come
up and thrust one of his hands above
the surface after which he sank to
‘rise no more. Both now rushed after
him to effect a' rescue, and it was only
by the intervention of a merciful
Providence that a triple drowning did
"not occur. The two lads were mnot
aware of the close proximity of the
overfall until they, too, were out be-
yond their depth in the effort to save
their young friend who, as he strug-
gled in the death throes beneath the
surface, gripped each by the legs and
brought them under also. They had
mever before visited this part of the
pond and hence their ignorance of  the

danger they ran. How they .escaped
from his embrace they do not know,
but they did, and frightened they
scrambled ashore. Smith- was the
first to reach the bank, and for a few
seconds thought both brothers were
gone until he saw Walter wading to-
wards him. Both were exhausted as
the result of their struggles in getting
ashore, and looking to the spot where
William had disappeared they could
see bubbles rise to the surface, and
they screamed loudly for help. WO
young men were in a boat at Bome
distance down the pond and hearing
their cries rowed for the scene. Up
the river which runs into the head of
the pond they saw a man fishing, and
Smith running up to him and telling
him what had occurred, he grasped the
rod he used and ran back to the pond
and tried with the implement to raise
the body, but could not do so. Those
in the boat had by this time arrived,
and one of the two young men in her,
Tilley, by name, ‘called to some young
ctaps who had assembled, told them
he could not swim, and asked any of
them who could to try and get the
boy off bottom. Getting no answer he
stripped, and seeing the body on the
bottomi lowered himself over the side
of the boat and brought the dead
boy to the surface, withr the aid of
his friend the body was placed in the
boat and brought ashore where Til-
ley and his companion laid the boy on
his back, worked the arms and tried to
if possible to restore animation. This
was fruitless. The poor boy had been
about 15 minutes on bottom before
being brought te : the surface. Dr.
Rendell later stated that life was ex-
tinet in a few minutes after he had
sunk.

The boys about now' ran to the cot-
tage of Mr. R. G. Rendell, on the
north side of the pond, told of the oc-
cident, and the Central Fire Station
was phoned. Here, fortunately, Dr.
Rendell was engaged in delivering a
lecture before the police and firemen
on first aid, and he with Sgt. Savage
and Const. Lawlor, drove at high
speed to the scene of the accident.
The physician worked for a while on
the body but soon discovered that life
was extinct. From®the time the acci-
dent had occurred until the doctor
and police arrived fully a half hour
elapsed, and this considering the
time it took for the boys to get to the
cottage, and the physician and officers
to drive from the station was quick
work.

The body was then borne out in a
carriage to the Central Station, and
it the meantime Supt. Grimes sum-
moned Revs. J. K. Curtis and John
Bartlett by phone to break the news
to Mrs. Joyce. This was a sad and
certainly a hard task, but the kindly
clergymen accomplished it, though the
blow to Mrs. Joyce, already mourning
the death of a beloved husband, was
a terrible one, and little surprise
could be evinced when she becamc
weak through grief and became so ill
that Dr. Cowperthwaite had to attend
her. It was feared that the bringing
of the poor boy’s remains to the house
would have a dangerous effect on his
mother, and so they were notconveyed

A number of people col-
lected at the residence when the
corpse arrived there, and few there
'were. who did not shed tears when
the great grief of the mother and her
children was witnessed.

This sad accident should be a
warning to boys who cannot swim to
refrain from going to ponds and riv-
ers where there is always a danger
of drowning.

Two Men Drowned ‘on
the Grand Banks.

Yesterday Mr. H. W. LeMessurier,
Assistant Collector of Customs, re-
ceived the following message from
the Sub-Collector at Pushthrough:—

“Schr. Glencoe, of McCallum Har-
por, arrfjved at Pushthrough on the
19th . from St. Pierre. The captain
reports that two men were drowned
on the Grand Banks from the United
States' fishing schooner Arethusa,
Capt. Clayton Morrissey. The two
men were natives of Newfoundland.
One was Jeremiah Sutton, belonging
to Pushthrough. The other was from
Placentia; name not known.”

A Pressing Necessity.

If these were erected
in some proper spot and prdperly
managed, no lads need go to ponds
where there is always the danger of
accidents.

- This is
not allayed till their safe return
iome. Swimming is pleasurable as
well as a useful art, and boys should
be given a chance to learn it without
risking their lives. Those in author-
ty should arrange to. have proper
swimming baths erected by next sea-
jon at least.
