I
went to Monchy the same afternoon
we had taken it. 1,went there, not
only to witness the fighting Jjust on
the other side of the village, which
was still in progress, buc to go over
ground that is sacred to the Empire
and because of your men there in the
Spring, 1917. Some day,' I hope, we
are going to erect a big monument at
Momh/tf the handful of Newfound-
lander ho held up a whole German
division there.

“It has been my lot fo see a great
deal of Newfoundland troops both in
England and in France. I have a
great deal to say about them, much
more than can be told in a‘newspaper
interview. You don’t want any stran-
ger-to come here to tell you of their
glory. You knoWw it. ‘But I have had
enough to do with Newfoundland  af-
fairs during the last year or two not
to'count myself altogether a stranger,
and I want to tell what I have seen
and know of the boys who have shown
themselves ‘worthy of the blood of the
descendants of the heroes of Drake
and Frobbister days, and of the old
fighting men of Ireland.”

Mr, McKenzie has brought with him

a remarkable collection of war films
which will be shown at his lectures.
These films are the real thing. They
were taken on the battle field. They
are unretouched and show war as it is.
One of the films in particular of cav-
alry crossing the field and being
caunght under heavy fire, is generally
c¢aonsideregd the most realistic battle
film even”iaken. Mr. McKenzie hap-
Pened to Be by chance just on the
ather side of the field when the film
Wids taken. Some others of his films
deal with the work of the navy, show-
ihg mine gweepers, sweeping, explod-
ipg mines in conjunction’ with the
Rgyal Air Service, the Naval Air Ser-
viee and the great efforts of the Eng-
lish people.
* *I don’t believe,” said Mr. McKen-
zie, “that half enough has been told
of what the English people have done
and suffered in this ‘war. There has
been no whimpering, po complaining;
they just set. their teeth and went
through with it. But if Fritz thinks
that they are going. to forgive him
easily for his beastialities and brutal-
ities; for his nameless outrages on
prisoners; for his cruelties to wo-
men, and for his bombing hospitals,
then Fritz is very much mistaken.”

Whether our country is to bef
known as the Oldest Colony or the
Domirion of Newfoundland matters
nothing, but it means everything &s
to whether it is to be governed by
wise statesmen cor politicians concen~
tred all in self.

The name Oldest Colony has a his-
toric and sentimenta! sound, il not
aiso seeming to show the tie of pat-
riolism which has linked us to the
Old Country through four buxndred
years and more.

Tie name Domm)on is an hnnistgk-
able token of patriotism, being an
award tojour country through the gal-
lant deeds &nd sacrifices of our spl-
diers and sailors, and as such cannot
be altogether lightly laid aside.

But Newfoundiand iz Our
Land, and as Qur Native Land it is
our purpose to discuss it. Strangers
have im the past always remarked
that we as a people have always been
inclined to belittle our country. It
is to be hoped that this will not be
our blame in the future, but that with
our new title of Dominion, with our.
old title of Ancient and Most Loyal
Colony, we may strive to make our
country one that ‘we shall - always
continue to be proud of. For at the
moment we are proud of our coun-
try with. its history, newly -made, by
our glorious Soldiers: -and - Sailors.
And though in the proud rejoicing at
the victorious conclusion.of the war,
there are many sad hearts amongst
the mothers and fathers, wives, sis-
ters, brothers, sweethearts, and

turn, still are they proud that.they
and theirs have held up the Hhonour
of their country, and that they and
theirs have -passed up a wealth ‘of
riches and love for a wealth of hon-
our. And those who bear the scars
of battle, bear honours which forever
unite them to the royal line of man-
hood which has through the ~ages
stood for the forward march of pro-
gress and freedom. These men have
borne the heat and burden of the day
and it is up to their native land to
look after any such who will not be
able to look after themselves, or any
of their relatives who may require
aid.

But it is a" poor chance for them,
and a poor chance for a continued
proud progress of Our Native Land in
the years to come, if we, as a people,
do not take greater interest in our
country and ,its government. For a
country is like a business and must
be under as good and as inexpensive
management as possible if it is to run
anywhere, excepting to perdition. At
the present time we want the Fullest
Representation of Government that
we can get, and in the representation
it is absolutely necessary, it is' abso-
lutely imperat.ive. that we should have
the best brains and the most disinter-
ested hearts in the country. Now
more so than at any time, we want a
Government perhaps composed main-
ly of business men, with labour and
the Fisherman, who forms the largest
labour element of the country how-
ever properly represented. Yet Our
Coqntry should not be governed or
controlled by one or two business cor-
porations or monopolies, and this is
a thing that should be properly

For that reason we must get rid of
those¢ of this class im our legislative
halls, root and branch. If the Great
‘War has taught us, as a people, any-
thing this class of man must be con-
signied entirely to/ the outer darkness.
Ta take their places. another class
mist be brought forward, must even
be persuaded forward, to perform
their i'ightful duties in the Govern-
ment of Our Native Land. -

Surely there are enough Wealtly
Independent Business Men, Lawyers,

that ‘they owe a duty to their country
as well as to our soldiers and sailors,
and that the increasing®ef their rich-
es'is not all they weére’put in thg
world for?

In_conclusion we say that the get-
ting_ of a Good Government is a re-
sponsibility on the. part of all. good
man or. men, Woman or women, who
want a Native Land that they will be
proud of, and representation in the
Councils of Empire that-they will not
be ashamed of.

With what an
exalted spirit of gratification and
pleasure we read those words yester-

day. So brief and simple, yet sO pr.eg‘
nant with meaning, and SO inspiring
to all Newfoundlanders. We cau re-
alise the intense pride which charac-
terised the march of our boys into the
German fertress of Cologne, with the
oth division of the British Army, and
we may well believe that as they thus
made their triumphal entry into the
Capital City of Rhenish Prussia, their
thoughts turned away from their sur-
roundings and sped toward home, the
home, God willing, that they will all
see shortly. They have reached the
goal of their desires and are upon
German soil as Conquerors, but as
Conquerors who know how to respect
the feelings of the conquered, No
word or deed of theirs will ever be
made the subject of a reproach during
their stay on enemy soil, As part of
the army of occupation -of Germany
they will doubtless be led into many
adventures, but we are confident that
they will come through them all with-
out .stain or fear, and unsullied by
any conduct unbecoming soldiers of
the King and gentlemen of the King's
Most Aneient Colony. Their feet rest
on historic. ground. The city of Co-
logne was first founded by the tribe
of the Ubii, about 37 B.C., and was
ramed Ubiorum Oppidum, the town
.of the Ubii. About 50 A.D. Agrippina,
the wife of the Roman Emperor
Claudius, colonized it, giving it the
name Colonia Agrippina. Cologne
was the seat of a bishopric at a very
early period, and in the 8th century
was elevated into an archbishopric,
the Zreigning prelates taking their
plaées,among the princes of the Em-
pire:

Horget all about them. “Hit the trail j
- | of ‘the Caribou, and make your people |

proud of you” was an inspiring call
to arms, but we have to show now
that ‘we are proud of ‘those who hit
‘that trail at the call by giving them
the largest and most demonstrative
welcome that can be devised. It is
not sufficient that they receive formal
greetings from the state authorities.

Gothic—-arehitecture in Europe, and
was “built during the reign of the
great Emperor of the Franks, Charle-
magne. Tradition ascribes to it the
possession of the bones of the three
wise men, to whom Christ was mani-
fested at Beéthlehem. The main tow-
er contains a great  bell “Kaiser-
glocke,” made of French cannon tak-
en during the Franco-Prussian War,
which weighs something over 26 tons.
The townhouse dates.from the 14th
century, ahd there are some other
ancient buildings of noble propor-
tions and magnificent architectural
beauty. The Cathedral which was
burnt in 1248 was rebuilt, the oper-
ations lasting over a considerable
period, being suspended in 1509. Noth-
ing apparently was done to it until
the first quarter of the 19th century,
when in 1823 renovating work was
commenced, and in 1842 the founda-
tion stone of a new portion was laid,
the whole, a truly wonderful blend of
ancient and modern building art, be-
ing finished in 1880.

left for the Germans, thé story of en-
emy atrocities committed upon the
nursing sisters in France, as told im
Massey Hall by Mr. F. A. McKenzie,
war correspondent, must surely . have
destroyed ‘it. Mr. McKenzie gave
many detailed glimpses of the life of
the_Canadians at the front, but none

which brought home the brutality of

war quite so vividly as his description
of the German air attack upon the
hospital centre back of the lines. At
the point attacked, he stated, there
was mile after mile of British hospi-
tals, plainly marked and known to all
as hospitals. Then, one night,'a Ger-
man airplane flew over and drppped
a bomb which set fire to one of the
buildings. After this, the German
machines flew overhead in a stream,
dropping bombs as they went, and
dealing out the most brutal kind -of
death to the nurses and to the wound-
ed. Even nurses who went to the res-
cue of the wounded were shot down
by machine gun fire which came from
the air, and that, he added, is the
type of being for whom some people
are already trying to create a feeling
of pity, even in this country. In
strong contrast to the brutality of the
Boche was the conduct of the nurses
and hospital inmates on the same oc-
casion. Hach sought to protect the
other. The nurses tried to shield the
bodies of the wounded men from ma-
chine ‘gun bullets, and the wounded
men tried to place themselves as a
screen between the nurses and the
death which the German were deal-
ing out from the air.

Beware of Propaganda.

Such an illustration as this, he
pointed out, which is but one small
point to a great list of atrocities,
should steel the allied people against
the propaganda which the Germans
are already trying to spread. As to
propaganda, Mr. McKenzie declared
that the enemy is now trying to re-
gain by this means the things lost in
the war. There is propaganda which
is striving to create tricti' among
the allies, and there is a second, and
perhaps more dangerous propaganda,
by which the enemy hopes to regain
his place in the allied markets, but
the lecturer felt that all the leaders
and citizens require is to be warned
against such an attempt. Mr. McKen-
zie told of some very heroic days in
the fighting career of the Canadian
soldiers; he paid fine tribute to them
as fighters, collectively and individu-
ally, and he declared the reason the
Canadians became such fine fighters
was that they had confidence in their
leagers. At the same time he paid
tributes to Sir Arthur Currie and to
all the divisional leaders. Sir Arthur
he described as a business soldier,
who brought into his military life the
same demand for efficiency which he
would apply to the successful con-
duct of his private business. Because
of that, he succeeded in defeating the
pick of the German troops which
were hurled against his lines, and
through it all he carried 'the confi-
dence of his men. Illustrating the
high place which the Canadian Corps
occupied in the minds of the allied
commanders, the speaker recalled
the manner in which the Germans
were tricked in the summer into be-
lieving the Canadians had gone into
Belgium, and of how they were sent
into the line to save Amiens, and of
how they were used later at Arras.
Having being used numerous times as
the spearhead of the attack, there
could be no finer tribute paid._the
Canadian Corps than the facts them-
selves.

THE HIGH POINT OF COURAGE.

In the way of heroism, Mr. McKen-
zie helieved the ome outstanding deed
of superhuman courage had fallen to
the Newfoundlanders. He told of how
Col. Forbes-Robertson’s battalion had
gone against a position, without
knowing that five German divisions
were just over the crest before them,
and of how 2ll bat 19 officers and men
were wiped out, Then Col. Robert-
son assembled his 19 men, addressed
them, and advanced wpon the enemy.

When they reached a trench, ten men |’

were left, and these ten, fighting
against thousands of Germans, held
the line for four hours until reinforce-
ments arrived. Nothing ‘in the his-
tory of any war, Mr. McKenzie de-
clared, could surpass that glory.

The lecture was accompanied by
many views, showing conditions at
the front, including slides and mov-
ies. While the bulk of these were
repetitions of war views which have
been seen in the city before, one film
supplied by the British War Office in-
troduced the grimmest touch of war
which has been seen on any screen in
Toronto. It showed a long line of
cavalry galloping up a hill, with the
shells  falling all about them. Then
it showed a shell which lit in the
marching line, and when the smoke
had cleared away there were . the
struggling figures of horses and men
left upon the ground. ' “Thank God,”
the lecturer remarked, “ such a scene

Meantime, he has applied to
Canada for further information, and,
as it will doubtless correspond with
the statement made in the editorial,
it would be well for the public to send
in their claims to also cover “loss of
life, requisitioning without compensa-
tion, and damages accruing through
breaches of contract with blacklisted
neutrals.”

If anyone thinks that he has a legi-
timate claim arising out of the War
that is not covered by the foregoing,
it is no harm to send it in, as all the
claims will be examined into and
tested as to their validity before be-
ing sent forward.

As in the case of the Canadian Gov-
ernment, this Department neither
undertakes to put forward the claims,
nor to give any assurance that they
will be paid.

TERRORISM IN BOHEMIA.

MUNICH, Dec. 14.

Czecho-Slovak troops who have
occupied the towns of Letschen and
Bodenbach, in German Bohemia, south
of the German- border, have raised
their flag and cut telephone and tele-
graph communication, according to
reports received here. German Bo-
hemians fear that the step was taken
to prevent them from voling in the
coming German-Austrian elections.
Speaking at Innsbruck, Premier Kra-
marz, of Bohemia, explained that the
occupation of towns in German Bo-
"hemia had been undertaken for the
three reasons, the first, and chief rea-
son, was that the Czech minority in
German Bohemia was living in fear of
being terrorized and oppressed by the
German majority; the other was that
smuggling had been going on between
German-Austria and German-Bohemia
and that it had been planned to oc-
‘cupy the region with Austrian-German
troops sent from Vienna.

TURKISH DISORDERS.

ATHENS, Dec. 14.

Slight disorders occurred in Con~
stantinople last week, according to a
despatch from the Turkish Ambassa-
dor to the Emros.

Sophia. A detachment of Anglo-

BREAKING TRADITIONS.

PARIS, Dec. 16.

President Wilson began breaking
traditions to-day, when in addition to
paying a formal visit to the City Hall,
for the appointed ceremonies there,
he planned to make a call at 2.30
o’clock this afternoon at the Ministry
of War, for a talk with Premier
Clemenceau, who also is Minister of
War. He decided also tov accept the
dinner invitations of the Foreign Am-
Bassador, his first acceptance being
of cthé imwitation extended by the Earl
pf Derby, the British Ambassador to
France., It is now apparent that Mr.
Wilson’s visit to Italy will be postpon-

pf January, as his time meanwhile
will be fully occupied in meeting the
rolitical leaders coming from vari-
yus points, in attending the opening
jessions of the inter-Allied Conference
ind the peace congress, in visits to
the American front, and the French
and Belgian devastated regions, and
probably a visit to Brussels and King

Albert of Belgium. Premier Venizelos '

of Greece, met President Wilson to-
day in a conference at which  the
Greek aspirations and yview point were
doubtless placed before the President.

NUMBER NOT EKNOWN.

PARIS, Dec. 16.
Not even the number of delegates
to the Peace Conference has as yet
been fixed, says an,official note issued
" to-day, denying various reports as to
the French delegation. The note
reads, “various newspapers have giv-
en the composition of the French
delegates tc the peace confzrence.
The information is mistaken. Even
the number of delegates will not be
fixed until an understanding is reach-
ed between the Allied Governments
the same as for the procedure.”

VERY UNSETTLED.

AMSTERDAM, Dec. 16.

The city of Kiev, capital of the
Ukraine was occupied Saturday by
troops of the “Directory,” according
to a telegram received here to-day.
The Hetman of the Ukraine, it adds,
nas abdicated, and the cabinet has re-
signed. Order is being maintained by
:roops of the directors and German
anits, The Ukranian bureau at Laus-
sane, Switzerland, announced on Dec.
. Bth, that it had received word that
“Unionist forces” had seized all the
power in the Ukraine, after a battle
in Kiev, in which 10,000 men were
killed and .wounded. The = despatch
added that General Skoropadsky, the
Hetman, had: been killed. Skoropad-

Neéew Motor Fuel
a/Great Success.

Is Vutly Cheaper Than Gasolige.

W‘ashington Dec. 5.—*“Liberty fuel,”
vastly cheaper than gasoline and pos-
sessing many advantages over that
product, has been invented by officers
of the War Department, and is now
being ‘produced in large quantities, it

| became known yesterday.

The ‘tiew fuel is the result of more
than 500 experiments conducted by
Major 0O, Zimmerman and Captain M.
U. Weinberger, of the research and de-
velopment divisions of the general en-
gineering depot here.

The base of the new oil is kerosene,
Major Zimmerman said. The other in-
gredients are of low cost, and can
readily be obtained. The process of
manufacture is exceedingly simple.

“That no stone was left unturnéd to
check its practical suitability is shown
by the fact that the fuel was used £x-
tensively in automobiles, .motor ¢y~
cles, trucks, tractors, stationary en-
gines and hydro-airplanes, in cold and
warm weather, under violent varia-
tions of load, with poor and good op-
erators,” said Major Zimmerman.

The new fuel is odorless, tasteless
and non-corrosive. Tests for corros-
ion were made in a motor cycle that
covered 23,000 miles of , variable opera-
tions. It leaves less residue of car-
bon than gasoline, requires less air or
oxygen for combustion, and develops
greater horse-power.

Concrete
Peculiar in China

This concerete is apparently pecu-
liar to China, and is a mixture of about
six of dry earth with one of unslaked
lime spread in thin layers and ram-
med hard. It is extremely efficient for
the foundations of buildings on new
banks, and is universally used on all
the railways in the country. Very few
pile ‘foundations afe come across,
but small round piles not exceeding
4in. in. diameter have been met with
in the foundations of one city wall
These piles were above water-level,
but had been charred, and were per-
fectly sound. There is also evidence
that the Chinese used piles in the
foundations of most bridges where
water @difffculties occurred. As a rule
the walls of the cities face the four
Points of the compass, and it will be
found that most buildings are built
facing south. There are usually four
rain gates one in the middle of each
wall. These gates have a large court-
yard in front, surrounded by a wall
similar to the main wall, and with an-
other gate, which is always at right
angles to the main gate. Fach cornar
of the walls has flanking towers. Moats
are unusual, but there are instances.
In many cases the city walls are still
kept in some sort of repair.

Bay, however, it is to be considered
that -at Bay of Islands herring is sell-
ing at $5 per barrel, while in Trinity
and Placentia Bays the prices vary be-
tween $3 and $4 per barrel. The ex-
planation of the high prices at Green
Bay doubtless is the presence of the
American vessels, and probably com-
petitive bidding among them for the
first cargoes. It7s not likely that this
condition will last after these vessels
have been loaded and cleared for their
American stations. In the meantime
representatives of New York houses
are reported to be in St. John'’s still,
and so far as is known, none has
bought a single barrel at the prices at
which they have been offered. The
sale at $22 was made a week ago, but
the seller is not known, but the trade
is apparently keen to the situation,
and it is doubtful if any will bid high-
er than this price if, indeed, they are
willing to pay that much. It is known
that those who represent New York
importers have been instructed not to
buy without submitting offers here
first, and in many cases buyers have
been instructed not to buy at all if the
price is over $20 per barrel. As there
is Scotch and Alaska herring in the
market now, it is doubtful if the trade
will attempt to bid high on any New-
foundland herring this winter. Sales
of spring and winter herring in the
New York market have been few and
the demand in the past fortnight has
fallen off to such an extent that mer-
chants are not permitting themselves
to become excited about the fall pack.
Many would like to sell out their pre-
sent stocks of spring and winter her-
ring before taking on any great
quantity of fall herring, although it is
conceded that the fall Scotch pack is
a better seller than the goods which is
now offering. The attitude of the
Newfoundland packer has been such
that the New York trade reached a
point of exasperation a year ago, and
for that reason the representatives in
St. John’s have not the free rein they
had a year ago, and it is certain they
will not be permitted to bid against
one another in the purchase of stocks.
—N.Y. Fishing Gazette, Dec. 7.

A happy family reunion at the home
of Mr. and Mrs. Will H. Owen, at Saco,
Me.,, on Friday was interrupted by a
ressage from the War Department at
Washington that one of the sons of
the household, Dr. Richard C. Owen,
dentist, a private in the medical sec-
tion of the 315the Infantry, was kill-
ed in France on Sept. 25th. Another,
son, Private Henry Owen, from a
camp at Allentown, Penn., is at home
on a furjough. and a number of rela-
tives were guests at the reunion.

It is believed that the last. man kill-
ed in the war was a trooper of King
Edward’s. Horse. The last prisoners
faken were three miserable speci-
mens of Germans found in Ath. One
of them who was in civilian clothes,
had been firing a machine-gun from
the river bank until he was attacked
and overpowered by infuriated civili-
ans, and the Lancashire men had to
rescue him from the mob when they
entered the town.

In New York, where the police are
conducting a series of night raids on
gambling and other undesirable places,
they discovered an establishment in a
brown- stone house on West 46th
street, which had neither knobs nor
bells on its doors.

ony, to consult other Boer leaders.
Vighting went on. In May, Botha, De
Wet, Delarey, Smuts and Hertzog, who
had been allowed to hold their peace
conferences at Vereeniging, left that
little Vaal River hamlet, and took into
Pretoria their considered appeal for
peace. The Home Government was
consulted on it, and their answer was
taken back to Vereeniging, where they
decided to surrender unconditionally,
and returned to Pretoria to sign the

peace document before Lords Milnu{i

and Kitchener on May 31st. This
reace, though based on those terrible
military conditions of “unconditional’
surrender,” was a very generous one,
and we at once gave £3,000,000. for
the repatriation needs of the people
against whom we had been warring.
This treatment and the establishment
of a Union of South Affica, Wwhich.
speedily followed, settled an unhappy:
war in a way that made South Afri¢a
a source of strength to us in the Gpeat’
War now drawing to a close. .
There have been cases where a
peace treaty concluded by belligerents
has been revised by the Great Powars.
The Peace of San Stefano, signed by
Russia and Turkey, was taken to the
Appeal Court of the Congress of Ber-
lin in 1878. It is the most notable in-
stance of this having happened. There
were doubts whether the Treaty of
Bucharest, settling the Balkan Wars
of 1912-13, would not be revised by
the Powers, but the Venizelos’ fears.
on this ground were not fealized. The
maintenance of the balance. of pewer
of Europe has been the excuse for
modifying treaties made by individual
belligerents. It sounds to the pre-
sent-day reader like a new theory,
evolving from the concert of Europe,

1 which used to periodically exert pres-

sure on Turkey and Greece in the lat-
ter years of the nineteenth century, or
resulting from the Triple Alliance,
which provoked the creation of the
Triple Entente. But it is interesting
on looking over the old peace treaties,
that are now household words without
much meaning or value, to discover
that the principle of the balance of
power in Europe was first recognized
by the Treaty of Westphalia, in 1648,
and also that it was under that inter-
national act that Alsace was handed
to France, to be wrenched from her—
after many vicissitudes—by Germany
in the imposed peace laid down by
Bismarck at Versailles, and eventual-
ly signed at Frankfort.

The most curious is what® has " come
down to us in history as the “Ladies’
Peace,” because the delegates who
gettled the quarrel of peoples were
Louisa of Savoy, mothér of the
French King Francois I., and Margar-
et, of Austria, aunt of Charles V.,
Emperor of Germany. The treaty be-
tween the Emperor Charles VI. and
Philip of Spain, was also signed here
in 1724. The League of Cambrai, a
combination with hostile objects, was
formed in the town, which is a war-
stricken ruin to-day, Pope Julius II,
the; Emperor Maximilian, Louis XIL
of France, uniting their forces against
the Republic of Venice.

Another interesting township with
a peace history that was overrun by
the Austrians when they made their
break through at Caporette in the au-
tumn of 1917 is Campo Formio, not far
from Udine. The treaty was between
Napoleon and Austria, and was signed
in1797. It was noteworthy as one of
the most barefaced acts of diplomatic
duplicity on record, a secret clause in
the document having the effect of rob-
bing Italy of her Veénetian provinces,
and handing them over to Austria.

1,—Classes to be Discharged—
(a) Soldiers under nineteen who have not been Overseas.

(b) Soldiers categoried as unfit for General Service. This
class will be sent before the Standing Medical Board for the pur-
pose of determining any disability attributable or aggravated by
service during the war.

(c) Soldiers in training in St. John’s who have not been Over-
seas.

(d) Soldiers enlisted under the Military Service Act who have
been actually attested but who have been granted leave of absence
without pay.

2—Regulations Governing Discharge—

(a) Medical Grading.—A medical examination by a Travel-
ling Medical Board will be carried out in respect of every individual
officer and soldier before his demobilization commences.- Where
it is found that there is no impairment of health because of Military
Service, an entry to this effect will'be made on the Medical History
Sheet of the soldier.

Where it is the opinion of the Travelling Medical Board that
the health of the soldier has been impaired as the result of Military
ervice, the soldier will be sent before the Standing Medical Board
to have his position finally determined.

(b) Civilian Clothing.—The soldier is to be provided with a
suit of civilian clothes, including cap, collar and tie, but if he is al-
ready in possession of these articles he may draw the money allow-
ance in lieu. He will be allowed to retain his nécéskaries, under-
clothing, one pair of boots and kit bag, and if not in possession ‘of

the following articles in a serviceable condition he will be supplied
free with:—

One pair of ankle boots. One suit of underclothing.
Two flannel shirts. Two pairs of socks.
One pair of braces. One kit bag.

The allowance in lieu of clothing supplied will be as follows :—
Complete suit of clothes, including cap, collar, tie, $30.00; over;,
coat, $30.00. Where such allowance is claimed it must be shown
to the satisfaction of the authorities that the soldier is in posses-
sion of a complete outfit.

(¢) Free tranhportation home will be provided.

(d) The soldier will be permitted to retain his uniform which
after discharge will only be worn in accordance with Army Orders.

(e) Discharge.—In the case of soldiers not entitled tg§ Post
Discharge Pay, discharges will be approved by the Officer” Com-
manding Discharge Depot, and confirmed by the Officer i-c Records:
twenty-eight days after approval. i 8

In the cases of soldiers entitled to Post Discharge Pay, dis-
charges will be approved by the Officer Commanding Discharge
Depot a?d confirmed by the Officer i-c Records fourteen days after
approval.

(f) Pay and Allowances.—The soldier will be paid his full
pay and allowances up to, and including, the date on which his
discharge is confirmed. In the case of soldiers carried on the
strength of the Depot, St. John’s, final payments will be completed
by the Depot Paymaster at the time discharge is approved and ar-
rangemengs will be made immediately to send the soldier to his
home aftet he has been provided with civilian clothing or arrange-
ments made to forward same to him. His discharge certificate will
be mailed to him by the Officer i-c Records.

In cases of soldiers enlisted under the Military Service Act,
who have been actually attested and granted leave of absence with-
out pay at their own request, or at the request of ‘semeone acting
on their behalf, no allowances of any kind will be paid on discharge.

an opportunity be given such men of taking> up positions in civil life, subject
to recall should their services be requifed, and discharge when it is deemed
desirable. Subject to the following conditions such men will be permitted to
engage in civil occupations:— ¢

(a) Soldiers will be subject to recall at any time for duty immediately
when ordered.

(b) Before receiving permission to engage in civil life they will be ex-
amined by a Travelling Medical Board who will determine their position. In
cases where it is found that the soldier is not fit for General Service he will be
gent to the Standing Medical Board and if considered by them unfit, will be re-
commended for discharge. .

(¢) If categoried as fit for General Service, the soldier will sign a release
of liability in connection with any disability which may come to him while
engaged in civil occupation and which is not the result of military service.
