Nile Dams to
Cost £5,000,000

EGYPTIANS PLANNING VAST IRRI-
GATION INCREASE—TO CURB
FLOODS.

LONDON—Further huge additions
to the irrigated land of Egypt, and a
reduction of the damage:- normally
done at the Nile’s high flood-tide, are
planned by the comstruction of two
new dams on the Nile at a cost of
£5,000,000 sterling.

The Egyptian Government has de-
cided to proceed with the work at
once, and although contracts have not
been finally closed it is definitely un-
derstood they will be awarded to Eng-
lish firms.

The main part of the scheme con-
sists of the construction of an im-
pounding dam on the White Nile at
Gebel Aulia, about twenty-eight miles
above Khartoum. A barrage is also
to be built at Nag Hamadi, on the
main’ Nile, between the Assuan Dam
and the Assiout Barrage.

The Gebel Aulia Dam, at its. de-
signed storage level, will {impound
about 2,300,000 metric tons of water,
which is practically the same volume
of water as is retained by the huge
Assuan Dam. The new dam at Gebel
Aulia will be for the main part an
earthern embankment, but .a plerced
masonry dam will be constructed
across the deep water channel of the
White ‘Nile. The total length of the
reservoir formed will be nearly 200
miles.

Apart from the addition to the ir-
rigated land—which will be around
500,000 acres—reduction of the Nile's
level during the high-flood period will
greatly reduce the damage done an-
nually in excessively “wet” years.
014 “Father Nile” is being gradually
tamed into a purely beneficial mood
by this system of dams, and from be-
ing a destroying elemient in years of
plenty the river is being converted in-
to a beneficial agent which will sup-
ply water to more arid regions all the
year round, and.conserve its surplus
for drier periods.

Historical Sketeh of the
Progress of Medicine
in Newfoundland

Address by Dr. L. E. Keegan, President
of the Newfoundland Medical Society---
At the Opening of its Second Annual
Convention on Monday, dJuly 13th,

1925.

When James felt his health failing
he requested Dr. Hegpert Smith to
take over:the district and once more
Burin was fortunate in obtaining an
able medical man. Smith was known
to many present here to-day. He was
a graduate of Harvard, a man of ex-
ceptional ability, of sterling character
and dewoted to his profession. Over
twenty ‘vears ago I had the pleasure
of meettng him at Burin, where to-
gether we performed a Trephining
operationifor depressed fracture of
the skull. His skill and great know-
ledge impressed me very much and
his account of the successful Caesar-
ean operation! performed on a very
cripple woman, without an anaesth-
etist or skilled' assistant stands out
33 a triumph in the medical annals
¥ Newfoundland. I saw the woman
phen I was over there. She was a very
yrious case of Potts disease of the
dorsal vertebral, her body
being almost at right angles to her
legs when she stood erect. The wo-
man’s name by an extraordinary coin-
cidence was Caesar, and when the
child was delivered the Doctor called
her Jane Porro Caesar, and Jane is
the mother of a family to-day. This
operation was performed thirty-three
vears ago, the year of the great fire.
It was the first laparotomy in this
country,

In the quiet little village of Burin
and its surrounding rugged hills,
Herbert Smith spent his life in reliev-
ing suffering humanity, and when the
call came he passed away without
any signal honours, but his name
will be remembered by the Medical
profession of this country for many
generations to come, \

Conception, Trinity, Bonavista and
Placentia Bays also had medical men
in these early days. The appointment
of Doctors as magistrates appears to
have been the usual course adopted,
this being due to the fact that they
were the most highly educated men
ta be found, so this custom has been
handed down from past generations
to the present time.

Bonavista town had Medical men
as far back as 1796 in the person of
Dr. Mayne, an ex-nmaval surgeon, who
practised there in that year.- He
brought up his family there, his
daughter marrying Dr. Sterling of
Harbour Grace. He is supposed to be
buried in the Anglican Cemetery at
Bonavista. Following him came James
Oakley, an Englishman, who went to
Bonavista as Medical Officer on a
French warship. His granddaughter is
living in Bonavista to-day. For some
vears before his death Oakley was
paralyzed, and was carried in a chair
to visit his patients. This chair and
the medicine case that always accom-
panied him are still in existence. He
died in 1829 at the age of 74. For forty
years his remains lay in the Anglican
Cemetery, bt as the grave was at the
entrance to the new Anglican Church,
the remains were removed to the
Methodist Cemetery, the relatives re-
fusing “to have a good man trampled
on.”

John Skelton (Sr.) was a contem-
porary of Oakley. He died in 1859,
leaving two sons, Drs. George 'and
John, who succeeded him in Bona-
vista,_

In 1874 Dr. Forbes, father of the
worthy Vice-President, took up prac-
tice there, being a partner with Skel-
ton. Forbes was a graduate of Har-
vard apd had the great luck of being
taught his anatomy by Oliver Wendell
Holmes, and of knowing him person-
ally. He was a man of much ability
and had a very high reputation as a
practitioner. Dr. Forbes died in 1918
at the age of 69, forty-four years of
which he spent in Bonavista,

The first practitioner in Hr. Grace
was Moore, a Jersey man, referred
to before. He was succeedd by Dr.
Bterling, as the following clipping

Sterling may have been there for
gsome time previous to that date, He
was an Irishman of much ability, was
the founder and first president of the
Harbor Grace Benevolent Irish So-
ciety, and was the lifée of the second
city.

Mayne, of Bonavista town, and in his
old days he and his wife went to
Twillingate where he passed the re-
mainder of his days with his son,
William, who wa# a medical graduate
of Edinburgh University.

“That the appartments allotted to

ing so near to the sick wards, that
the lives of the Patients have been
endangered and from the total want
of fires and the open state of the
building, it is only wonderful that
these poor creatures have not been
frozen in their beds.” This document
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is signed by Robert Job who was fore-
man of the Grand Jury.

In 1836 the Speech'of the Governor
at the opening of the Legislature con-
tains, the following. “The Hospital at
Riverhead in the present state is I re-
gret to say rather a disgrace than a
 credit to the community. I commend
it to your protection and will joyfully
resign any rights of Government
therein, provided you will convert it
into a public <nstitution.” By this
means he meant that the colonial Gov-
ernment should take charge and fin-
ance the Institution, but nothing
seems to have been done for years,
except the passing and repealing of
acts for the relief of sick and disabled
persons. In 1838 I find the appoint-
ment of Dr. Sam Carson, Dr. H. Stabb
and Dr. O’'Dwyer as District Surgeons,
they together with Dr. Kielly formed
the visiting staff of the Hospital, at
this time. Dr. Rochfort’s name ap-
pears in this year also as District
Surgeon, he was an Irishman, who en-
tered largely into the publi¢ life of
St. John’s and who together with Sam
Carson fought hard for Responsible
Government and afterwards was in the
Legislative Council.

Some of ug here have already entered, |
and many are approachifi§, the sere
and yellow, when energy besins to
wane, others have straighitened gut in
the course, the goal of their ambi-
tion in sight, while more are restive
at the starting post, full of life and
hope. To all I would say that to
visualize the past makes us more con-
tent with the present, and that the
men who Bhave “gone beforé” were
the :ﬁ' who cleared the ground and
sowed the seed that enables the pres-
ent generation of medical men to reap

uries by which we are surrounded. If
we consider the disadvantages, the
poverty, the trials and hardships these
men endured, it {§ doubtful if we as
a profession to-day measure up at all,
and it is only by remembeérifig such
things, that we can evén raise above
the bickerings and petty jealousies
that are constantly cecuring, it is
only by acting more and talking less,
and by putting our sholders to the
wheel together, and the succéss ac-
hieved by others that wé can———be
pushed along to gréater perfeétion.

There cannot be happiness
without health and there cannot be
health without hygeni¢ surroundings,
nor can there be prosperity, and we all
want to see Newfoundland healthy and
prosperous. She is a great country
to live in. She has the healthiest
climéate in the world and altho Medi-
cal men may have better facilities
and easier times in other parts, there
is a fascination about this old spot
that captivates and holds ome.

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The Clﬁnesg Menace

“It is idle to deny that if there is
one idea which is prevalent through-
out China as a whole it is the belief
that foreign imperialism is a menace
which must be combated. That is the
essential Chinese point of view, and it
is a distorted point of view, and it is
in itself a danger both to China and
to the foreign Powers concerned,” as-
serts the Daily News.

“It is manifestly impracticable and
undesirable, from the British point of
view, that China should be left to her
own devices; on the relations of China
with Japan, and more especially with
Russia, the peace of the world is pe-
culiarly dependent. What can be
done to reconcile the two_conflicting
aspects of the problem? That is the
broad issue.

“The immediate and urgent meas-
ure, which must be carried out be-
fore that issue ean be reached, is for
the foreign Powers concerned—and
none is more intimately concerned
than Britain—to demand a return to
order and security for foreign subjects
resident in China, and to offer a thor-
ough investigation of the actual dis-
turbances at Shangha? and Hankow.
The trouble has increased in a steady
crescendo ever since the Shanghai
riots; but it is to be feared that the
fortissimo is still to come.”

All mannér of publiéations, such as
Lioyd's Register, and every book of
reference déaling with mercantile
tonnage, were either stopped or their
circulation enormously restricted.

There had been a considerablq omnt-
cry from France concerning the lack
of precautign in this country agaifist
the leakage 6f néws of sinkings, efe.,
8o the cireulation of ‘Lloyd’s Register
was suspended as regarded France, as
one possible chanmel of leakage, untfl
thére came & violent protest to the ef-
fect that the French admirals could
not do without if! So they had per-
force to have it. Presently we so re-
stricted the {information put into
Lloyd’s Register that it no longer re-
tained {ts unbroken récord of reliablé
figures, and it was with a very light
heart that, on thé signing of the Ar-
mistice, T sent out létters saying that
they Could revert to their pre-war
practice. I would, if I did not feel ut-
terly impenitent, apologize for having
so harried the shipping authorities,
but I believe they agreed with me tha:
every step taken was intended to ham-
per thé enémy, and to nteguard our
shippirig. At all events, the officials and
staff of Lloyd’s Register, as well as
Liloyd’s, co-operated with us most
loyally throughout the war, and were
really helpful.

This tells only part of the story,
however. :

Lioyd’s Register of Shipping. as the
recognized authority furnishing par-
ticulars of the world’s shipping, was
naturally very much sought after
throughout the period of the war, and
the utmost precautions were adopted
in order to avoid its being transmitted
to enemy countries.

In addition to making the custom-
ary inquiries of the proper authoritiés
beforé sending abread any copies of
the Régister, thé Soctety instituted the
most careful inquifies in every case
regarding thée bona fides of all sub-
scribers to the book in neutral coun-
tries, in order to ensure, as/ far as
possible, that the Register would be
employed solely for the personal in-
formation of the subscribér, and would
not be passed into enemy hands.

By this méans the Soclety was in a
position to refuse to issue ¢opies in a
very large number of edsés where

there appeard to be any doubt in the "

matter.

In spite of these precautions, how-
ever, a copy of éach of the Registers
for 1915-16 and 1916-17 seems to have
reached Germany, whére the volumes,
edeh of mearly 1500 pages royal
quarto, were photographed page by
page, and reproduced for the informa-
tion of thée Gérman Admiralty, and
particularly for the use of the com-
manders of submarines. Anyone who
is connected with printing will be
able to grasp the painstaking labour
invelved in oarrying out this task,
which would be hardiy credible had
we not these copiés of the volumes be-
fore us.

I may point oit that in the film cap-
tured from Germany, Wwhich was
shown in this country, eéntitléd “The
Adveéntures of U-34" # is theé photo-
graphied reprint of Lleyd’s Register
and not Lioyd's Register itéelf, which
appears in the filim, In which theé sub-
marfné offider is shown in the act of
erasing a torpedoed merchant vessel
from the pages of Lloyd’s Register of
Shipping.

The Conference of the British Em-
pire Service League opened on Mon-
day, June 29th, and it was a brilliant
assemblage which greeted the Field
Marshal on his arrival. At the main
door of the Parliament Bufldings he
was received by the Speaker, the
clerks and the Sergeant-at-Arms of
the House of Commons in their offic-
ial robes and the golden mac2 was
carried in the procession—a most rare
event outside the proceedings of Par-
liament itself. There was an entire
absence of military display, however,
all of the main officers present being
in civilian attire.

The distinguihed soldier®and Lady
Lady Haiz were escorted to the spa-
cious railway committee room of the
House, acompanied by the Deputy
- Governor-General, Chief Justice Ang-
lin, the Prime Minister, Rt. Hon. Mac-
kenzie King, Rt. Hon. Arthur Meighen,
Sir Robert Borden, Sir George Foster,
Sir George Perley and Hon. H. S. Be-
land,

In the audience, besides the dele-
gates to the conference, were many
of the official set and society of the
capital, including the Consul General
of the United States, China and Jap-
an, Several Judges of the Supreme
Court, the head of the Railway Com-
mission and officers of the headquar-
ters staff.

Professor Haldane
on the Future

“It is hard to speak of the.future,
but I think it is certain that the ap-
parent difference between inorganic
and organic- phenomena is going to
disappear, and such a shifting of atti-
tude is bound to have an influence on
our daily lives in the future. If we
were to wake up 100 years hence I
think we should find that people re-
garded with astonishment the mater-
ialism of the present generation, and
would be at a loss to imagine how
sane folk could ever have held such
views,” writes Professor J. S. Haldane
in the Daily Chronicle.

“The nineteenth and twentieth cen-
turies have wonderfully improved ma-
chinery, but those who have laboured
at the task have often never seen that
there are no real values except spir-
itual values. This has been partially
recognised in literature, art and re-
ligion.

“In the future I think society will
recognized it far more clearly, helped
thereto by the greater and deeper bio-
logical knowledge that will become
available, and by the gradual approxi-
mation of the new physics, in the
hands of the younger géneration, to
the standpoint of the new biology.”

Shall Unused
and Unimproved
' Land be Taxed

Sir Hdgar Harper, F.§.I1,, late Chief
Valuer of HM. Commissioners of In-
land Revenue, an expert of reputation,
contributes to the Labour’ Magazine
an article on “How to Bring Down the
Rates.” Sir Edgar Harper writes:

“There is one thing man cannot
produce, and that is land! And, as
might be expected, the shifting of in-
cidence cannot apply to land, for man
can neither add to nor take from
Mother Earth; it is the gift of the Al-
mighty to the human race. Conse-
quently a tax levied upon land accord-
ing to its value cannot be passed on
by the owner to anyone else.

o

“No one can stop producing land in/

order to make it scarce, because no
one has ever produced it. If the owner
tries to pass it on by raising his ten-
ant’s rent, the tenant can have his
choice of the unused land, the owners
of which—having to pay the tax
themaselves—will be thankful to let or
gel]l it to anyone who will use it, for
they cannot afford to keep it unpro-
ductive when it is subject to a tax. All
unused land will come into the market
at once, and at much lower prices
than those now asked.

“It now becomes easy to see the
great benefits that will result from a
transfer of a substantial proportion of
rates from rateable value to the unim-
proved value of land. The proportion
remaining chargeable on rateable
value will ,of course, continue—
though not to the same extent—to act
as a hindrance and discouragement to
the making of improvements; to ren-
der it more difficult to overtake the
shortage of houses; to clog the pro-
gress of trade, manufacture, and all
kinds of business.

“But, on the other 'hand, the pro-
portion charged on the value of land
will be a thoroughgoing stimulus to
production. The application of this
stimulus, concurrently with the re-
moval of a substantial . part of the
hindering burden, will give an im-
petus to production that is impossible
by any other means. It is the natural
remedy for unemployment and trade
depression.

“The first step is all important. It is
to obtain forthwith a complete and
accurate estimate of the unimproved
value of every plot of land in the
country. The machinery for doing this
is already in existence, and a founda-
tion has been laid in the records of the
Inland Revenue Department.

“The second step will be to de-
termine the proportion of the rate
burden to be transferred to land value
in the first instance.

“The third stage must be one of
careful watching. For reasons already
given, it is necessary to avoid too sud-
den and violent change in taxation.
Ultimately there can be no doubt that
the nation will pronounce in favour of
continuing the transfer of the rate
burden to land values to the full ex-
tent the latter are able to bear; and
such a transfer, cautiously and
prudently made, will prove to be of
great and lasting benefit to the nation.

“The vital question is: When are
we going to make a start? For it
seems probable that, unless we com-
pletely reform our unfair (and in some
ways grotesque) system of levying
local taxation, many of our industries
may be crushed by the present rate
burdens, It no longer pays to build
ordinary houses without grants from
the State!

“Our shipbuilders are beaten in
home competition by German firms,
because their rate burden amounts, on
the average, to £4,000 for every ship
they build! Are we content to see one

British industry after another rated
