Niie Dams to
Cost £5,000,000

EGYPTIANS PLANNING VAST IRRI­
GATION INCREASE—TO CURB 

FLOODS.

LONDON—Further huge additions 
to the irrigated land of Egypt, and a 
reduction of the damage normally 
done at the Nile’s high flood-tide, are 
planned by the construction of two 
new dams on the Nile at a cost of 
£5,000,000 sterling.

The Egyptian Government has de­
cided to proceed with the work at 
once, and although contracts have not 
been finally closed it is definitely un­
derstood they will be awarded to Eng­
lish firms.

The main part of the scheme con­
sists of the construction of an im­
pounding dam on the White Nile at 
Gebel Aulia, about twenty-eight miles 
above Khartoum. A barrage Is also 
to he built at Nag Hamadl, on the 
main Nile, between the Assuan Dam 
and the Assiout Barrage.

The Gebel Aulia Dam, at Its de­
signed storage level, will lmpohnd 
about 2,300,000 metric tons of water, 
which Is practically the same volume 
of water as Is retained by the huge 
Assuan Dam. The new dam at Gebel 
Aulia will be tor the main part an 
earthern embankment, but -a pierced 
masonry dam will be constructed 
across the deep water channel of the 
White Nile. The total length of the 
reservoir formed will be nearly 200 
miles.

Apart from the addition to the ir­
rigated land—which will be around 
600.000 acres—reduction of the Nile’s 
level during the hlgh-flood period will 
greatly reduce the damage done an­
nually In excessively "wet" years. 
Old "Father Nile" Is being gradually 
tamed Into a purely beneficial mood 
by this system of dams, and from be­
ing a destroying element in years of 
plenty the river Is being converted in­
to a beneficial agent which will sup­
ply water to more arid regions all the 
year round, and. conserve its surplus 
for drier periods.

FRANCE’S LOAN MAKES A GOOD

1 STABT.
PARIS, July 20.

The four per cent Gold Coupon loan,

LONDON, July 21.
A final decision on naval construc­

tion hae been deferred until the Cab­
inet Council meets Wednesday, when

Commons, explaining the course de­
cided upon and the grounds for his 
decision. The Government’s view Is 
that the whole question Is not one ot 
principle but of expediency. It Is be­
lieved therefore that the unemployed 
problem may enter largely Into the de­
cision.

PUNCTILIO OF MINE OWNERS DE­
LAYS CONFERENCE.

LONDON, July 20.
The Government’s efforts to bring 

the miners and mine owners Into a 
conference to negotiate a new agree­
ment were seconded to-day by the Hon. 
Hugh Pattlson MacMillan, Chairman 
of the Government Enquiry Board, 
who appealed to the owners to with­
draw their proposal tor a new agree­
ment, which the miners had declared 
utterly inacceptable. The représen­
tatives ot the Mine Owners are not 
disposed to yield on this point, and Mr. 
MacMillan expressed the opinion that 
puntilio was standing in the way of 
a conference.

A COAL VESSEL TOUCHES BOTTOM.
HALIFAX, N.S., July 21.

The coastal steamer Bornholm, Cap­
tain Mansen, arrived in port this af­
ternoon, leaking, after touching bot­
tom in the Strait of Canso early Sun­
day morning in a dense fog. The ves­
sel was en route from New York to 
Gaepe for coal, but returned to Halifax 
after the accident and will enter the 
Marine Railway to-morrow.

WITHDRAWING FROM GERMANY..
• MAYENCE, Germany, July 21.

The French and Belgian forces of 
occupation are rapidly evacuating the 
Ruhr region in Westphalia and several 
of the towns of Bochum Witten, Hat- 
tin gèn and Dtnslaken. The evacuation 
represents the second part of first 
period of withdrawals ae provided foi 
by the London Agreement. The expec­
tation Is that all the foreign troops 
will have been gone from Westphalia 
to-morrow.

PLANS FOB GIANT SCHEME OF UN- 
DEBOROUND FREIGHT TRAINS 

FOR LONDON.
LONDON, July 20. 

The Dally Graphic says that United 
States capitalists have just completed 
preliminary plans for giving London 
the biggest underground railway sys­
tem in the history of transportation, 
involving an outlay of £25,000,000. A 
network of freight railways below the 
level of the present passenger subway 
system Is planned, the Idea being to 
speed up surfece traffic by transfer­
ring freight haulage from the streets 
to the new railway system. The scheme 
has been designed by an English en­
gineer. The plan is sanctioned by 
Parliament

All of these, It is 
true, paid dividends last year, hut that 
was only by means of taking £6,600,-

pose is a saving ot £6,000,000, and if 
the men look around them they will 
see that, compared with other workers 
they can well afford the sacrifice in 
the interests ot their bread and but­
ter.

Bay Roberts possessed William 
Fraser, a student of Harvard Uni­
versity. He Is well remembered In Bay 
Roberts now. Several of hie brothers 
were Doctors and'they were all sons 
of Rev. Donald Fraser, who was the 
first Presbyterian Minister In New­
foundland. The present Dr. Fraser of 
St. John's Is a grandson. William 
Fraser died In 1889.

The first medical men charged with 
, 'the Superintendence of the Hospital, 

were William Carson and Dr. N. Pow­
er. They were visiting physicians 
only, there being no resident Doctor 
during the first sixty'years of the 
Hospital’s growth. The first medical- 
report lssurilf covered the period from 
June 10 to August 30, 1814, It stated 
that forty persons had been admitted 
to the Institution, that 21 had been 
discharged cured, that two had died 
and that seventeen remained In the 
Institution.

The Committee In charge reported 
that the cost of operations for this 
period had been 210 pounds. In 1820 
there were black cloud» on the hor­
izon and a public meeting was called 
to take Into consideration the ac­
counts and state of the Nfld.

Historical Sketch of the Heart’s Content was slower than 
the other settlements In obtaining 
medical aid, for the first regular prac­
titioner there was Dr Buchanan In 
1864. He was followed by Dr. Martin. 
Martin was well known In Dublin, be­
ing a graduate in arts and medicine 
of Trinity College and was thS'choeen 
one out of 300 applicants In London, 
when the Anglo-American Telegraph 
Company made their first appointment 
in Heart’s Content. This was In 1865. 
Maytln left Heart's Content in 1880, 
afterwards practicing In Harbor 
Grace when he was not, with the 
Reids on construction work. Dr. An­
derson, father of the present well 
known doctors Arthur and Tom, took 
over the work at Heart’s Content In 
that year. He was a graduate of 
Glasgow and had the privilege of 
spending some time in Lord Lister’s 
wards at the Royal Infirmary, in 
company with the late William Mc- 
Ewen. Anderson went to Brigus orig­
inally at the Instigation of the Grieves 
of Greenock, and his responsibilities 
were from Brigus to Kefllgrews. As a 
Sutgeon he had a very high reputation 
all over Conception and Trinity Bays.

Sterling may have been there for 

some time previous to that date. He 
was an Irishman of much ability, was 
the founder and first president of the 
Harbor Grace Benevolent Irish So­
ciety, and was the life of the second 
city.

Mayne, of Bonavlsta town, and in his 
old days he and his wife went to 
Twillingate where he paesed the re­
mainder of his days with hie son, 
William, who wee a medical graduate 
of Edinburgh University. All the pree- 
ent generation of Sterlings are des­
cendants of Sterling of Harbor 
Grace. The next practitioner In the 
scond town was J. S. Taylor, who 
resided there in 1832. Following him 
came Lombard, lloùoy, Dow and Allan 

1 (Sr.) ; both of these latter were grad­
uates of Edinburgh. Alim first *4t- 
tled at Brigus, having returned there 
from an Arctic expedition. Then came 
Thompson, Toussaint, who was edu­
cated at Paris, Wm.

And now, gentlemen, I must apolo­

gize for the length of this address, 
but the blame should be attached to 
those who suggested my writing It 
We have travelled back, thru many de­
cades of Nfld’s. medical history, and 
looked Into the darkest periods and 
perhaps have awakened, amongst some 
of you, memories of the musty past. 
Some of us here have already entered, 
and many are approaching, the sere 
and yellow, when energy begins to 
wane, others have straightened out in 
the course, the goal of their ambi­
tion In sight, while more are restive 
at the starting post, full df life and 
hope. To all I would say that to 
visualize the past makes us more con­
tent with the present, and that the 
men who have “gone before" were 
the V'ffi who cleared the ground and 
sowed the seed that enables the pres­
ent generation of medical men to reap 
the comparative advantages and lux­
uries by which we are surrounded. If 
we consider the disadvantages, the 
poverty, the trials and hardships these 
men endured, it is doubtful if we as 
a profession to-day measure up at all, 
and it is only by remembering such 
things, that we can even raise above 
the bickerings and petty Jealousies 
that are constantly occuring, it is 
only by acting more and talking lees, 
and by putting our sholders to the 
wheel together, and the success ac­
hieved by others that we can------- he
pushed along to greater perfection.

In Newfoundland to-day we have 
many able medical men scattered over 
the Island, who have formed them­
selves Into an Association and I appeal 
to all of you to keep that Association 
alive. It Is only In Its Infancy, hut you 
can make it the greatest, most in­
fluential and most beneficial Associa­
tion in the. country. "That cannot be 
done by a few, there must be unity and 
loyalty, there must be strength and 
enthusiasm amongst all. A better 
spirit must arise amongst uâ, hither­
to we have kept within ourselves, our 
personal interests absorbing all our 
time, individually we have been pass­
ed ofrer and forgotten In the vital 
question of publip health and medical 
institutions, and this is entirely due 
to our lack of inltattve and energy.

Collectively snd as a recognized As- 
sociaton, we can change all this and 
every member of the Newfoundland 
Medical Association must recognize 
his responsibility. X^e are the Cus­
todians of the people, where the great 
question of public health and Medical 
Institutions are concerned, and It is 
up to ns to assert ourselves, to offer 
our advice and ofir influence to im­
prove health conditions all over the 
Island. There cannot he happiness 
without health and there cannot be 
health without hygenic surroundings, 
nor can there he prosperity, and we all 
want to see Newfoundland healthy and 
prosperous. She is a greet country 
to live in. She has the healthiest 
climate in the world and altho Medi­
cal men may have better facilities 
and easier times in other parts, there 
is a fascination about this old spot 
that captivates and holds one. Philip 
Goldsmith was right when he said.

There lies a land to the west and north 
Whither the bravest men set forth, 
And daunted not by sea or ice.
They came at length to a Paradise. 
They called It Newfoundlander sight, 
It’s rather the land of Heart’s Delight.

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The Chinese Menace

"It is idle to deny" that if there is 
one idea which is prevalent through­
out China as a whole It is the belief 
that foreign imperialism is a menace 
which must be combated. That is the 
essential Chinese point of view, and it 
is a distorted point of view, and tt is 
in itself a danger both to China and 
to the foreign Powers concerned," as­
serts the Daily News.

"It is manifestly impracticable and 
undesirable, from the British point of 
view, that China should be left to her 
own devices; on the relations of.China 
with Japan, and more especially with 
Russia, the peace of the world is pe­
culiarly dependent. What can be 
done to reconcile the twoconflicting 
aspects of the problem? That is the 
broad issue.

‘The immediate and urgent meas­
ure, whteh must be carried out be­
fore that issue can be reached, is for 
the foreign Powers concerned—and 
none is more intimately concerned 
than Britain—to demand a return to 
order and security for foreign subjects 
resident in China, and to offer a thor­
ough investigation of the actual dis­
turbances at Shanghai and Hankow. 
The trouble has increased in a steady 
crescendo ever since the Shanghai 
riots; but it is to be feared that the 
fortissimo is still to come."
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And in conclusion, I wish to say 
that for three yéart, I have borne the 
brunt of the work and responsibility 
in connection with the building up of 
the Association, and while I do not 
wish to complain, I think a change 
would relieve me and at the same 
time be in the best interests of the 
Association.

rigg’S breezily Written "Indiscretions 
of the Naval Censor," appears the 
following reference to thé Society’s 
Register Book:—

All manner of publications, snch as 
Lloyd’s Register, and every book of 
reference dealing with mercantile 
tonnage, were either stopped or their 
circulation enormously restricted.

There had been a considerably out­
cry from France concerning the lack 
of precaution in this country against 
the leakage ef news of sinkings, etc., 
so the circulation of Lloyd’s Register 
was suspended as regarded France, as 
one possible channel of leakage, until 
there came a violent protest to the ef­
fect that the French admirals could 
not do without It! So they had per­
force to hive it. Presently we so re­
stricted the information put Into 
Lloyd’s Register that It no longer re­
tained its unbroken record of reliable 
figures, and it was with a very light 
heart that, on the signing^of the Ar­
mistice, I sent out letters saylùg that 
they could revert to their pre-war 
practice. I would, if I did not feel ut­
terly Impenitent, apologize for having 
so harried the shipping authorities,- 
but I believe they agreed with me that 
every step taken was intended to ham­
per the enemy, and to safeguard our 
shipping. At all events, the officials and 
staff of Lloyd’s Register, as well as 
Lloyd’s, co-operàted with ns most 
loyally throughout the war, and were 
really helpful.

This tells only part of the story, 
however.

Lloyd’s Register ef Shipping, as the 
recognized authority furnishing par­
ticulars of the world’s shipping, was 
naturally very much sought after 
throughout the period of the war, and 
the utmost precautions were adopted 
In order to avoid Its being transmitted 
to enemy countries.

In addition to making the custom­
ary inquiries of the proper authorities 
before sending abroad any copies of 
the Register, thé Society .instituted the 
most careful inquiries In every case 
regarding the bona fldes of all sub­
scribers to the book in neutral coun­
tries, tn order to ensure, as far as 
possible, that thé Register would be 
employed solely for the personal in­
formation of thé subscriber, and would 
not be passed into enemy bands.

By this means the Society was In a 
position to refusé te issue copies in a 
very large number of cases where 
there appeard to be any doubt to the 
matter.

In spite of these precautions, how­
ever, a copy of each df the Registers 
for 1916-16 and 1916-17 seems to have 
reached Germany, where the volumes, 
each of nearly 1,666 pages royal 
quarto, were photographed page by 
page, and reproduced for the informa- j 
tkm of the German Admiralty, and j 
particularly for the use df the com­
manders of submarines.

TORONTO, July 13.—While actual 
rioting In West China appears to have 
ceased a week ago, all missionaries of 
the United Church of Canada may yet 
be forced to send their families out of 
Szechwan Province. A cable sent 
from Shungking on Sunday and re­
ceived in Toronto to-day raises this 
possibility, while , again reporting con­
ditions there ae "more hopeful.”

The message, signed by Rev. Gor­
don R. Jones, reads as follows:

"The women and children of the en­
tire province are likely to be ordered 
to the coast. Conditions', howeve/ 
are more hopeful.” .That Mr. Jones 
should pay cable rates for the word 
"however," Is taken as greatly minim­
izing the-serious Import of his state­
ment regarding a proposed exodus of 
nearly 175 Canadian Women and chil­
dren now In Szechwan.

Only the British Consul-General 
station at Chengtyu, the provincial 
capital, ccmld so dispoke of British 
subjects there and It is assumed that 
news of the Chungking riot has reach­
ed him.

Missionaries after experience of the 
past 13 years of civil warfare In that 
province, are somewhat hardened 
against rumors and threats and are 
usually optimistic.

From the largest mission centre, 
Chengtyu, no word has been received 
here since the encouraging cable of 
one week ago and no news from that 
point is considered good news.

Parents often say there Is no 
definite taste; this frequently means 
that the boy has a call to some work 
such as a minister, or farmer, an ac­
tor or a soldier, which the parents 
either despise as a calling or regard 
as too unremuneratlve for their won­
derful offspring.

| "Sometimes there does not seem to 
be no actual wish; then It may be 

I wisest to adopt the father’s profession 
j or business, because the chances are 
that some ability for that will be In­
herited. Even If nothing special ap­
peals a start must always be made; 
the policy of waiting to see what turns 
up is bad. It by any chance the boy or 
girl starts on the wrong career It will 
then be easier for them to see the real 
call.

“If the life’s work does not satisfy 
It must either be changed or some 
hobby of value made an Important 
Item In the life. There Is now more 
than one way of testing aptitude for 
business or profession; In difficult 
cases these might be employed.

"I would suggest to you that the 
Idea to put before your children is that 
life Is a great and glorious adventure; 
If we regard It as that, and face our 
problems and think them out, and 
also get all the understanding we can,' 
then, though passing through life may 
Involve many hardships and many 
difficulties, yet the goal at which we 
aim Is worth all the toll and dan­
gers.”

"It Is hard to speak of the , future, 
but I think it is certain that the ap­
parent difference between inorganic 
and organic phenomena Is going to 
disappear, and such a shitting of atti­
tude Is bound to have an Influence on 
our daily lives In the future. If we 
were to wake up 100 years hence I 
think we should find that people re­
garded with astonishment the mater­
ialism of the present generation, and 
wouK be at a loss to imagine how 
sane folk could ever have held such 
views,” writes Professor J. S. Haldane 
In the Dally Chronicle.

“The nineteenth and twentieth cen­
turies have wonderfully Improved ma­
chinery, but those who have laboured 
at the task have often never seen that 
there ape no real values except spir­
itual values. This has been partially 
recognised In literature, art and re­
ligion.

“In the future I think society will 
recognized it far more clearly, helped 
thereto by the greater and deeper bio­
logical knowledge that will become 
available, and by the gradual approxi­
mation of the new physics, In the 
hands of the younger generation, to 
the standpoint of the new biology."

Sir Edgar Harper, F.S.I.. late Chief 
Valuer of H.M. Commissioners of In­
land Revenue, an expert of reputation, 
contributes to the Labour' Magazine 
an article on "How to Bring Down the 
Rates." Sir Edgar Harper writes:

“There 1» one thing men cannot 
produce, and that is land! And, as 
might be expected, the shifting of in­
cidence cannot apply to land, for man 
can neither add to nor take from 
Mother Earth; it is the gift of the Al­
mighty to the human race. Conse­
quently a tax levied upon land accord­
ing to its value cannot be passed on 
by the owner to qnyone elee.

"No one can stop producing land in^l 
order to make it scarce, because no 

from one has ever produced it. If the owner 
tries to pass it on by raising his ten­
ant’s rent, the tenant can have his 
choice of the unused land, the owners 
of which—having to pay the tax 
themselves—will be thankful to let or 
sell it to anyone who will use it, for 
they cannot afford to keep it unpro­
ductive when it is subject to a tax. All 
unused land will come into the market 
at once, and at much lower prices 
than those now asked.

“It now becomes easy to see 'the 
great benefits that will result from a 
transfer of a substantial proportion of 
rates from rateable value to the unim­
proved value of land. The proportion 
remaining chargeable on rateable 
value will ,ot course, continue— 
though not to the same extent—to act 
as a hindrance and discouragement to 
the making of improvements ; to ren­
der it more difficult to overtake the 
shortage of houses; to clog the pro­
gress of trade, manufacture, and all 
kinds of business.

“But, on the other 'hand, the pro­
portion charged on the value of land 
will be a thoroughgoing stimulus to 
production. The application of this 
stimulus, concurrently with the re­
moval of a substantial part of the 
hindering burden, will give an im­
petus to production that is impossible 
by any other means. It is the natural 
remedy for unemployment and trade 
depression.

"The first step is all important. It is 
to obtain forthwith a complete and 
accurate estimate of the unimproved 
value of every plot of land in the 
country. The machinery for doing this 
is already in existence, and a founda­
tion has been laid in the records of the 
Inland Revenue Department.

"The second step will be to de­
termine the proportion of the rate 
burden to be transferred to land value 
in the first instance.

"The third stage .must .be one of 
careful watching. For reasons already 
given, it is necessary to avoid too sud­
den and violent change in taxation. 
Ultimately there can he no doubt that 
the nation will pronounce in favour of 
continuing the transfer of the rate 
burden to land values to the full ex­
tent the latter are able to bear; and 
such a transfer, cautiously and 
prudently made, will prove to be of 
great and lasting benefit to the nation.

"The vital question is: When are 
we going to make a start? For it 
seems probable that, unlese we com­
pletely reform our untaif (and in some 
ways grotesque) system of levying 
local taxation, many of our industries 
may be crushed by the present rate 
burdens. It no longer pays to build 
ordinary houses without grants from 
the State!

"Our shipbuilders are beaten in 
home competition by German firms, 
because their rate burden amounts, on 
the average, to £ 4,000 for every ship 
they build! Are we content to see one 
British industry after another rated 
and taxed out of existence while val­
uable unused land goes scot-free?”
