20POSEDN REDUCTION TN THE
PRICE OF SCHOOL LANDS,

The Government are honestly
carrying out the measures which they
promised when thewr policy was ex-
plained to the House, Several im-
portant bills have been already in-
troduced, and will become law.. The
Government are busy maturingother
measures, among the most important

of them is one which Mr, Scott will
introduce on Tuesday in reference
to the reduction of School lands in
cases where they have been purchas-
ed by settlers at too higha price.
The resolutions on which the Bill will
be tounded are as follows :—

1. That in the opinion of this Houue it
is expedient that the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor in Council sheuld have authorizy to
reduce the price of any common s chool
lands sold previously to 1st July, 1867,
where it shall appear that such lands
have been sold at prices beyond, their
fair value ;- and that such prices remain
unpaid ; and also to make such abate-
ment as may appear equitable and just
of the arrears of interest on the unpaid
instalments of the purchase m.oney of
any common school lands sold by the
Crown previously to 1st July, I867,'pro-
vided that such reduction and abate-
ments be made only in respect of and in
proportion to the share or interest of
this Provinee in such lands and the price
thereof, and do not in anywise extend to
or affect the share or interest of Quebec
in such lands or]the price thereof.

2. That each sach reduction and
abatement should be effected by paying
out of the consolidated revenue fund the
amount t!' vof to the party e titled
thereto, 0. .is paying the full amo~nt of
the purch: 2 money and interest.

3. Th»' before any su:h reduet’ n or
abatemen: oe made, the Yand in respect
of which such reduction or abatement is
proposed should be examined and valued
by one or more inspector or inspectors
appointed for that purpo:se by the Lieut.-
Governor in Council, or by the Comumis-
sioner of Crown Lands.

4. That such reduction and abatement
shotld be confined to cases in which the
purchasecr from the Crown, or the person
claiming under him, is in occupation of
the land, and is an actual settler thereon,
or on land adjucent thereto.

5. That it is expedient to provide that
the Lient.-Governor in Council may, by
an order in Council, confer upon the
C oner of Crown Lunds anthority
to make such reduction or abatement as
aforesaid, subjoect to the provisions of
these resolutions, and subject to such
provisions, if any, not inconsistent with
these resolutions as may be embodied in
any Order in Conucil.
