When we con­
template the nature of the accident, and 
the precautions taken to prevent it, we 
are almost inclined to attribute it to 
carelessness. Indeed, we might do so 
with a good prospect of substantiating 
the charge were we to accept the expla­
nation of the engineer in charge of the 
locomotive which was more immediately 
the cause of the accident, for he did not 
hesitate to affirm that his signal “ down 
brakes” was ignored until it was too late 
—until after, in fact—he had reversed 
his engme. However-that may be, tho 
accident occurred, and the damage in 
consequence is the almost complete des­
truction of an engine and passenger car, 
serious damage to two other engines, be­
sides lesser damages which in the aggre­
gate will amount to no small item. The 
cause and effects as narrated to us by the 
station master and several persons con­
nected with the trains involved are briefly 
as follows ;—About 2:30 p.m., the rear 
baggage car of a train going north, by 
some means got off the track ; steps were 
immediately taken to remedy this mishap.

Tho Pacific Railway Scandal 
Again.

Although the Government, by the 
mere force of numbers, have suc­
ceeded in postponing the investiga­
tion into the charges made by Mr. 
Huntington WitJ*regard to the l’aci- 
fi'c Railway, yet they have been un­
able to prevent him from giving, to 
the country the substance of these 
charges, although we -will have to 
wait until July for the documents 
themselves.

l^e stated in the House" on Thurs­
day that there were a number of 
letters, which at present he could get 
access to, through the trustee in 
whose hands they were, bearing on 
the casé and m support of the 
charges he made. These could be 
obtained now, but if the Committee 
delayed till the time of their meet­
ing, which was fixed for the 2nd of 
July, lie said it would be impossible 
for him or for the Committee then 
to insure their production. Vrider 
the circumstances, therefore, he said 
he felt justified in reading the corres­
pondence to the House, and in mov­
ing that the Committee meet-at 
once, when the documents could be 
produced. He was proceeding to 
read from his memoranda when , he 
was stopped by the Speaker, who 
held that it was not right to read 
such papers in the House, as the 
doing so might prejudice the case, 
which had been referred to a select 
Committee.

A spirited discussion ensued, in 
the course of which the Premier very 
meekly èxpressed his willingness to 
allow the Committee to meet at once 
lor the reception of these documents, 
hut in his terror at the disclosures 
these papers contained, he protested 
against the reading of them to the 
House. Mr. Huntington, while re­
marking the altered attitude of the 
Premier, said he would persist in 
reading the memoranda, but he was 
overruled by the Speaker, and was, 
therefore, obliged simply to move 
for the meeting of the Committee 
immediately, when the trustee refer­
red to will be required, to produce 
the documents in his possession not 
Viter than Monday next. The motion 
was accordingly carried, no one dar­
ing to oppose it.

DOMINION DAHLIA MEN T.

Ottawa, May 15.
After one or t vo unimportant matters 

had been disposed of, Mr. Huntington 
rose, and alluding to the delay the House 
had sanctioned in regard to the investi­
gations of the Pacific Kail way Committee, 
said he had already experienced some of
the difficulties and embarrassments he 
had predicted would follow the denial of 

iemand for an immediate enquiry. 
He had become possessed of the copies of 
original documents which would furnish 
the most conclusive proof of the truth of 
his allegations, but the originals were at 
present in the hands of a trustee, çud he 
had reason to believè that if time for re­
ceiving them were lost this valuable testi­
mony would pass beyond the reach of the 
House. He would therefore state so 
much of the contents of the documents 
in question as would justify the motion 
with which he was about to coticlude his 
remarks.

At this point the Speaker interposed, 
and suggested without venturing to decide, 
that the course taken by Mr. Hunting- 
ton was out of order, as the whole matter 
had been referred to a Committee.

^rr.HantmgtonwsraboutrtOTiroceed,- 
when Sir John Macdonald rose, and in a 
very earnest manner, protested against 
any disclosures being made in the House.

Mr. Holton reminded the Premier that 
the Committee had, by order of the 
House, adjourned to the 2nd of July, and 
therefore it was impossible for Mr. Hun­
tington to take any steps except with the 
sanction or by order of the House. He 
also the reminded the House of the gross 
personal attacks made on Mr. Hunting- 
ton by Sir John Macdonald and his or­
gans, and claimed that Mr. Huntington 
bad the right to make any statements 
that weuld show his bona .tides, and refute 
the slanders levelled at him.

Mr. Mackenzie urged that Mr. Hun­
tington had a most undoubted right to be 
heard, if only in his own justification.

Sir John Macdonald declared he was 
quite willing to assent to any motion for 
the assembling of the Committee and re­
ceiving and impounding any documents 
that might be forthcoming.

Mr. Huntington said this to a certain 
extent altered hia position. He then 
alluded to the gross assults made by the 
Premier on his (Mr. Huntington’s) per­
sonal character and social position, and 
also contrasted the imputations then 
made upon his honour and credibility 
with the sudden and unexpected declara­
tion of a willingness to accept any motion 
he might bring forward so long as the 
evidence might be withheld from the 
House. He should claim the right to 
read the documents notwithstanding. 
He was proceeding to read one of the let­
ters when,

Sir John A. Macdonald again rose, and 
in an imploring manner besought the 
House to give its-protection to the Gov­
ernment and to refuse to allow the dis­
course. to proceed.. .......

Mr. Cauchou argued that there wap no 
point of order before the chair, and that 
Mr. Huntington had an undoubted right 
to proceed.

The Speaker, after first announcing 
that be was not quite satisfied on the 
point, concluded his remarks by ruling 
that Mr. Huntington in reading the 
documents was, out cf order.

Mr. Huntington then continued his 
speech. After making reference to his 
personal connection With the investiga­
tion the House had undertaken to carry 
on, he proceeded to declare he was in­
formed, and he believed the original pa­
pers were in the hands of a trustee under 
suelf circumstances that there was reas­
on to believe they would be beyond the 
reach of the Committee when it met on ! 
the 2nd of Jnly next. He- should coticlude 
by a motion for the Committee to meet 
at 11 o'clock to morrow to summon the 
said trustee with the papers iu order that 
they might Le placed in safe keeping. 
He wuuld state for the information of the 
House the lêtters contained evidence 
that, writing to hie associates, in the pro­
motion of the Pacific Railway, Sir Hugh 
Allan had represented to them that he 
had Secured from the Government for 
certain monetary considerations the 
grant to him of the Canadian Pacific. 
Railway, that he expected within a few 
days the contract would be signed, and 
he represented also that he had already 
expended at one time $200,000, and at 
other times sums amounting, with the 
one already named, in the aggregate to 
$360,000, to be expended in the election 
of Ministers au^ their friends! He was 
preveutelby the ruling of the Chair 
from reading the letter which showed 
how Sir Hugh Allan had secured the 
French members, the press, the priests, 
and young members of the bar, and fi­
nally obtained the influence by which he 
hal obtained the charter, but be felt the 
statements he had made were due him­
self.

The motion of instruction to the Com­
mittee was then declared carried.

The Clerk of the tabic then read the 
report of the South Leeds Election Com­
mittee, declaring Mr. Richards duly elect­
ed, an announcement which was loudly 
cheered by the Opposition.

Sir John Macdonald inoved the first 
reading of the Interim Election Bill. He 
announced the withdrâwl of the Election 
Bill, which he said should be printed 
with the ballot clauses and circulated 
among the members during recess.

The House went into Committee of 
Supply, taking first the item of $350,000 
for thé Pacific Railway survey during the 
past, year.

Mr. Mackenzie complained that no re­
port of the survey Lad been laid before 
Parliamen? during the present session.

Mr. Anglin called attention “to The fact 
that Mr. Saudford Fleming appeared to 
be acting in the double capacity of engi­
neer to the Government and a Director 
of the Company.

Mr. Mackenzie pressed for information 
as to the demand for half a million of 
dollars, and asked was the contract 
really made seriously, or was it a sham. 
It the former, why was the Government, 
obliged to undertake the further expense 
of a survey which was by the Act of Par­
liament chargeable to the Company it­
self. If the latter, why Was this great 
sum to be spent at all ?

Hon. Mr. Langeviu said* the money 
was wanted principally to complete the 
survey and locate the line between Lake 
Superior and Red River.

Sir John Macdonald defended the vote.
• He showed the charge for' surveys was 
the first charge on the capital of the 
Company, and àfgued that as the survey 
staff of the Company was organized-, and 
its supplies provided, it would be a great 
loss to break it up and compel the Com­
pany to commence de novo next year.

After recess,
Mr. Holton followed an 1 pressed for 

iufoimaticn. He wen! on to express his 
strong conviction that Sir Hugh Allan 
had failed utterly, and was now throwing 
over his smaller schemes—the North 
Shore, Northern Colonization, and To­
ronto and Ottawa Railways—as a last 
resource, in order to float, if he could, 
the Canadian Pacific.

■ Sir Francis Hincks assailed Mr. HolV 
ton, and charged him and his friends 
with doing all they could to hamper and 
embarrass the|prcsperity of these grekt 
undertakings.

Sir John A. Macdonald attacked Mr. 
Holton, in his most vituperative fashion, 
br.t in effect admitted what Mr. Holton

had stated about Sir Hugh Allan to be
true.

The item then passed.
After some other items had been dis­

cussed, the House took up the vote of 
86,142 for York Road stores, the pay­
ment of which was stoutly, resisted by 
Mr. Mackenzie and others, and a division

The item passed, but £ill be challenged 
again on concurrence.

Several Bills from the Senate were 
passed, and then the House proceeded to 
concur in the reports of the Committee 
of Supply.
