THE BUSH FIRES—THE TORY FRAUDS IN
THE VOTERS’ LISTS—TRIUMPH OF THE
REFORMERS.

(From Our Correspondent.)
The principal topic of eonversation
here for the past two months has
been about the fires that have been rag-
ing throughout the whole Township,
doing an immense amount of both good
and harm. A great many houseés and
barns have been burned, and a greaf
many of the swamps, which it was thought
impossible to clear up, have been left by
the fire almost ready for the plough.
Nor yet has all the talk been about the
crops and fires, but much of it among
the Tories has been asto what those
cussed Grits were going to do after their
crushing defeat on the 20th June, when
they appeared before the Township
Council, As you are aware the Reform-
ers entered an appeal against 74 bogus
electors, but from the first neither jus-
tioe nor fair play was expected from the
Partizan Council, aiders by that pedling
travelling politician who lately ran the
Standard in Elora. TH#y thought they
had crushed the hopes of the Reformers
beyond all hope. But not yet wus the
word, so a list of 60 bad votes was made,
and laid before the Judge for his decision.
The Tories had a list of 61 against the
Reformers. Mr. Burrows must have had
a pleasant tour of the Township in going
from one house to another making in-
quiries as to who had the right to vote in
order to swell the number on their list.

The 26th, 27th and 28th ult., was ap-
pointed by the Judge as the days for
‘hearing of appeals, and we were not dis-
appointed at the result. Of the 60 names
appealed against 47 were stiuck off, and
on our gide they only managed to get 10
Reform votes off. We should have done
better, but some kept out of the way and
hid in the swamps, so that they could not
be served with a summons. Throughout
the whole investigation it was plainly
shown that gross frauds had been per-
petrated by the Assessor and Councils
not one of whom but had bogus votes
placed on their property.. The Town-
ship Clerk had three placed on his pro-
perty to swell the list. ‘The Assessor
came in for a great share of the blame,
it “having been plainly shown that
| he assessed parties that he knew perfectly
well had no right to be placed on the
Jist. He was so ofien called upon to
give evidence that his Honor administered
| an oath to him that would last through-
out the whole trial.

Another dodge made use of was the sub-
division of lots to swell the Tory vote,
but that move we were prepared for,hav-
| ing got an agent from the Crown Land
office in ‘" Toronto to check their game.
| His arrival caused no little stir anong
| them as he entered the court witl: his
| budget of papers, and their confrsion
wag complete when. his evidence was
given as to the ownership of lots. It
was & great chauge from the meeting
held on the 20th of June when the Coun-
cil took an oath to administer justice,
yeot kept on the list frandulent votes. I
think Mr. Burrows has had enough of
Amaranth for some time. You will un-
derstand that in the list he seratched to-
gether, and appealed against, some of
the parties were for beipg assessed for
the wrong lots, others for their names
being misspelt. These and other trifling
excuses were about all the objections
made to the Reform names.

All parties are satisfied with the fair
and impartial decision of Judge Macdon-
ald, and if we had been sure that each
party complained against would ‘have to
prove their own right to vote, there
would have been a list of 134 appealed
against, and with the same success. The
time wag when many Reformers dared
not vote against the Tory party. That
is past, and if there was a rigid scrutiny

Thorougn-bred Stock In Nichol and
Pilkington,
(Correspondence of the Mercury.)

Having lately travelled a great deal
through these two townships, I thought
it might be of some interest to your
readers to say something about the herds
of short-horns, and the principal breed-
ers, If I omit to mention any names
the omission will intentional. The
tirst herd to notice is that of

MESSRS. J. & R, HUNTER,

who work a farm of 460 acres. There s
on it an excellent brick house and hand-
somely lad-out grounds. The out-
buildings are all ?ood and will fitted-up
for the comfort of stock.

Messrs. Hunter have a fine herd of
short-horns, comprising 25 cows and
heifers, and 7 bulls and bull calves.
They have also a fine herd of grades,
comprising 15 cows and heifers.

Among their short-horn* stock are
three imported females—‘* Rose of Au-
tumn,” calved Nov., 1870; ** Rose of
Spring,” one year old, bred by Mr,
Powlett, of England. She is of the cele-
brated Mantalini family, and of one of
the most illustrious of the Booth line.
‘‘Lady Fanny,” bred by A. Cruickshank,
Aberdeenshire, Scotland, Bull ; “Knight
of Warlaby,” calved 1870, from ‘the
well-known family of *The Blossoms,”
which carried off many first prizes.
Among the animals bred by Messrs.
Hunter are the following :—Lord Aber-
deen, red, one year old, got by ‘“Knight
of Warlaby,” dam Lady Fanny.

The formal reception by the authcrities

f Tceland and the delecates of the peo-

le was almost private in its characier.
he royal pier sloped down to a platform,

etween a double row of Uanish flags
ung with green garlands. The gentle-
en stood on this platform, and none of
heir addresses or the replies thereto
vere audible at a distance of thirty feet.
A small erowd of peovle, gathered on the
and at the edge of the water, cheered
with some heartiness, but the main body
f the people, about 2,000 in number
kept silent, as they heard nothing. In
en minutes all was over. The Governor
came up the pier, followed by the
King and Prince, both walking rapidly
and looking very cheerful and amiable
'hey were received with a cheer whic
'was evidently genuine, if not loud na
uuiversal. 'I'he people seemed unused to
such a demonstration ; in fact, I noticed
several who opened their mouths as they
took off their hats, made the beginning
of a shout, and then timidly gave it up.
After the King's snite came the chief
officials, the bishop in velvet and satin,
a snowy Elizabethan ruff, and a high
hat, the clergyman and the members of
the native committee—the latter strong,
ruddy, farmer-looking men, whose white
gioves dld not haxmonize with their
heavy brown coats. There were about
forty persons in all,and the whole crowd
fell in behind them as they advanced
toward the Governor’s residence,

Here follows an accouut of the rejoic-
ings :

The King and his cortege had just en-
tered the cathedral as we reached it, and
the foreign naval officers who had been
invited to the ceremony were crowding
with the natives into the low northern
portal. ‘The choir was singing one of
the ten new- anthems compoeed for the
occasion ; lights were burning in the
chandeliers, on the altar, and between
the gallery-pillars ; wreaths of the hea-
ther decorated the walls, chbir and gal-
leries, and there was a glow of flowers
around Thorwaldson’s baptismal font.
The dull red of the walls and dark panels
of the wooden ceiling harmonized well
with thesp simple adornments; the
building. wore an aspect of cheerful
solemnity, becoming the occasion. The
seats filled rapidly during the chant,
men and women sitting together as they
could find places. Then the service
commenced, after the Ancient, lutheran
fashion, In fact it was nearly an exact
repetition of that we had seen in Thor-
shavn, except that the Icelandic language
was used. The hymns were very simply
and grandly sung; and the Psalm of
Praise,” written by Matthias Jochumson,
and d by Sveinbj the
first musical work by a native Icelander,
Iam told—produced a powerful effect.
In whichever direction I looked, I saw
eyes filled with tears. The repetition
of the refrain : Islands thusund ar—
*Jeeland’s thousand years,” rang through
the Cathedral in tones which were solemn
rather than proud, and gave expression
1o the earnest, religious spirit in which
the people have come togethér,

After the service in the Cathedral,
there was a procession, and the traveller
thus describes a portion of the route ;—

The road thither led past the. prison,
which is altogether the finest building in

. Rejkiavik. But, alas for the wisdom of
those who decreed its erection ! it waits
in vain for an inmate. The smoothly-
cut walls of gray lava.stone, the cheerful
cells, the spacious prison-yard invite some
one to be culprit and enjoy their idle
luxaries ; but the people are tonignorant
to accept the call. On the summit of
the hill above there is a rather graceful
square tower, built by the students dur-
ing their play-hours as a place of shelter
when the weather was stormy ; but now
it serves as a beacon for vessels atsea
and weary travellers approaching from
the interior.

The road, which was so broad and
smooth that it must have been specially
made for the festival, now crossed a long
hollow in the stony soil and climbed a
hill opposite, nearly a mile avay, where
flags, tents, and & moving multitude an-
nounced the loeation of Austurveilli. The
broad, rounded summit of the hill had
been Iaboriously eleared of stones, and
furnished a .space where four or five
thousand could have been dated ;
