London, March 9-542 p.m—The
Ameer of Afghanistan has anthorized his
agent in London to publish the following
statement of 1goli of Afghanistan to-
wards Great ritgs and Russia.

“I have come to the conclusion that
Russia feared Afghanistan, as a war
with the Afghans would mean a general
rising of the- Islam. which would spread
through Russian-Asia. Russia had not

troops enough to combat such a rising.

Her hold on the Mussulman countries
she has conquered, is insecure, They
hate her, and with ten times her power
Russia could not fight Afghanistan and
India successfully. The. Afghans prefer
death to slavery, and their women und
children being taken by the Ruassians.”

After saying he is willing to send nu-
merous troops to help Great Britain in
the.Transvaal, but adding that the Af-
ghans are unaccustomed to the sea, the
Ameer says:  “But England’s troubles
are always our troubles, their strength
is my strength, and her weakness is my
weakness. England must remember that
I am always ready to fight for her on
land, here or in India.”

The Ameer refers to a letter from the
Indian government reminding him that
he had been faithful for twenty years,
and advising retrenchment in the pur-
chase of arms, as otherwise parliament
might become suspicious. e . takes
strong exception to such suspicions, say-
ing it was mecessary to keep the country
strong = enough to resist a BRussian  ad-
vance.

The money
is the proceeds of the cheques which he
had been entrusted with to cash, one for
$2,100 and one for $660. The first was
to pay time cheques for the men and the
second was for the amount of the pro-
vincial poll tax collected by the com-
pany from its employees. Bowden cash-
ed them both and pocketed the money,
and, ‘as he had charge of the books as
well as the cash drawer, the deficit was
not noticed for several days.

Last Friday week he asked for a few
days’ lenve. of absence on account of his
healtlg, saying he was going to Spokane.
He did not start at once, however, and
on Sunday he was very sick as a result
of over—mq_iulgence in liquor, one of his
comrades in the office attending to him.
He was not missed until Tuesday morn-
ing, when a man was sent to his cot-
tage, as he did not appear at the offi
at the usual time.

The Miners.
In Kootenay.

the Working Miners
Live There.

Explained by a Mine
Manager.

Mr. J. Roderick Robertson, the mine
manager of Nelson, who has been in the
city for some time, yesterday favored the
Colonist with an Interview on the condi-
tions prevailing in the great mining dis-
trict.  “In Kootenay,” he said, “owing to
the position of the mines, which are fre
quently from 4,000 to 7,500 feet above sea
level, where building material is scarce
and costly and fuel scanty, the conditions
are as a rule not favorable for mardled

men. There are few safe places for child-
ren to play around and but little land
available for gardens around married men’s
dwellings. This condition also militates
against educational facilities for the young.
This more particularly applies in the camps
a few miles back from Kootenay lake, In
Rossland the conditions are perhaps more
favorable, In all camps, however, there
is a growing tendency wherever possible
to erect comfortable dwellings for mar-
ried men. Owing to the fact that fuel is
costly, on account of the spare timber
found at these high altitudes, and be-
cause in some instances every foot of avail-
able ber is required for timbering In
the mines. In addition to want of schools
and gardens, it will always be difficult in
certain places to provide cottages for mar-
ried miners, The usual practice now is for
the larger mines to erect comfortable, sub-
stantial buildings capable of housing a num-
ber of men. These are practically all well
heated and lighted by steam or hot air ar-
rangements, lighted by electricity In many
instances and furnished with reading and
writing rooms and sleeping accommeodation.
In practieally all of the producing mines
warm wash-rooms are to be found, having
ample hot and cold water furnished and
bath-rooms adjacent and attached thereto.
In many instances lockers are supplied for
each miner with locks attached, so that
a4 miner coming off shift can remove his
clothes, hang same up on racks provided
for drying them when, moist from perspir-
ation or moisture, and can after completing
his ablutions don dry clothing. Some mines
are provided gratuitously with the monthly
magazines, etc., by the management, and a
society of ladies at the Coast kindly dis-
tribute literature, which is much appreciat-
ed in many quarters. The dining rooms
and kitchens are usually located in separ-
ate bulldings near the sleeping quarters,
the daily menu, generally comprising three
kinds of fresh meat, ie, beef, mutton and
fresh pork, which are served daily. There
is meat at every meal and soup daily, in ad-
dition to which fresh and salt fish, pork and
beans, eggs, oyster stews are provided.
Fresh vegetables and new-made bread, bis-
cults, ples and puddings are supplied daily.
Fresh milk in the more remote mines is
unobtainable, but In its place condensed

| cream (condensed milk is not so often to be

found, the miners generally preferring the
former, the price not belng materially dif-
ferent when purchased in large quantities).
On Thanksgiving Days and other high fes-
tivals hundreds of pounds of good fat tur-
keys and socculent hams aré consumed.
The management at such times frequently
adding other delicacies o their own. voli-
tion. Fresh potatoés are purchased in large
quantities. The food supplies purchased by
a moderate sized mine will amount to some
thousand dollars & month, some of
them paying for their fresh meat (not in-
cluding baecon, turkeys, etc.,) as much as
$1,000 a month to thelr butchers. The
cooks are important personages at the
mines, receiving, according to the number
of men employed, anywhere from $50 to $80
a month and ‘“all found,” le. no deduc-
tions for their meals, sald meals being
thrown in. In the larger mines there are
usually one or more assistant cooks, one
of whom attends chiefly to the bread bak-
ing, pies, ete. In addition there are the
walters, or “flunkies,”” as the miners dub
the young men who attend to their wants
at table. Although probably they get more
chaff than “tips” the wages paid these
waiters is very fair.

If a miner is of a saving disposition and
not ‘‘encumbered’” with a family, he is in
a position to save a “bit.”” 'Whilst no nap-
kins are supplied with his meals and the
tables are only covered with table oilecloth
(although the latter is c¢lean, owing to its
being washed between each meal usually),
a miner has often better food than is sup-
plied at the manager's table, and with
heat, light, food and sleeping accommoda-
tion, ete., provided for $1 per day, his ne-
cessary dally expenses are’'at an end. Now
for clothing and luxuries.. A pair of over-
all trousers cost him $1,25; thick underwear
from a dollar or less to $1.50 aplece; a
mackinaw coat from $4 to $6 according: to
fancy; boots from $2.50 to $4 according to
the wearer’'s ideas. Rubber overclothing is
sometimes supplied by the management in
places where wet work is encountered, if
not extra wages, are pald to compensate
therefor.

‘“The miatmum wages paid to a miner
who worked formerly 10 hours was $3.50.
In cases where work was carried on in
shafts or wet places from 25 cents to 50
cents per day extra above the $3.50 was
paid. When he worked on contract he
made often much higher wages. To-day
the law only permits the miner to work:
eight hours if he is employed by anyobne
else—but he and his partners can work a
mine they may jointly own for 24 hours
a day if they like, To-day the mln}mnm
rate of wage paid a miner is $3 per day for
eight hours. In addition thereto in wet
places and shafts from 25 cents to 50 cents
per day extra is earned, and it is no un-
usual thing for a mine pay roll to show
over 50 per cent. of its miners recelving
more than $3, for whilst the lowest pnlld
is $3, this is for hand drillers—machine
drillers get $3.50 per day as a starter and’
more In deep shafts and wet places, and
many mines when perched high up en the
mountains 7,000 or 8,000 feet and remote
from towns, pay $3.50 per day., If we
take $3.25 as an average wage paid this
will amount to $07.50 for a month of 30
days, or -$100.75 for a month of 31 days,
for miners insist on working seven days a
week. One hundred dollars a month, say,
Is not far out. Deduct for board and lodg-
ing $1 per day, for hospital dues $1 per
month—$32; say $8 for clothes—$40 per
month; leaves $60 per month for tobacco
and other luxuries, A saving man may
spend $10 a month for such articles, leaving
$50 per month or say $500 or $600'a carefnl
single miner can put away annually.  If a
mine had only 100 such their popled capi-
tal would reach over $50,000 a year! Many
4 good mine has been bought for less! Many
ma are jously considering afford-
ing facilities for their miners to acquire
shares in their mines. Some owners oe-
casionally succeed In getting their miners
to take out their wages in stocks or shares.
This. sometimes works out: better for the
owner than the working miner, especlally
in cases, not unknown, alas, in mining,

wages or pay was earned by the miner who
worked in Kootenay under what was called
contract, l.e. so much per foot or per ton—
but now that the unions in Kootenay have
a themselves in Rossland and else-
Where against contract work, but lttle
contract work is allowed by the Kootenay
unions, all of which ate members of the
‘Western Federation of Miners, whose presi-
dent is' Mr. Ed. Royce, and whose head-
quarters are at Butte, Montana, U.S.A.
Moreover, most of the best miners have
left Kootenay since the enforcement of the
eight-hour law, as just across the border
from West Kootenay in the States of Wash-
ington, Idaho and Montana, are other
miners’ unions belonging to the same West-
ern Federation of Miners, whose members
are allowed to work 10 hours, getting $3.50
therefor, and whose miners can take ‘con-
tract’ work without let or hindrance.

‘“Thus British Columbia in Kootenay can-
not compete for these best men unless at a
heavy disadvantage in wage. So long as
miners can get a few miles away $3.50 for
10 hours many will not work 8 hours for
$3. The pro rata would, however, be even
less. Ten hours at 85 cents—$3.50; 8 hours
at 35 cents per hour only amounts to $2.80,

“From the above it will be readily seen
that the conditions are very different in the
Kootenays from what obtalns in the coal
mines of Vancouver island. In our coal
mines the miners all work under contract,
80 much per tom, the carmen only being.
paid by the day. They have schools and
separate dwellings, the comforts of civili-
zation, but also the temptation to : ‘be
fruitful and multiply,’ as the Scriptures put
it, and every chance to expend their earn-
ings. In Kootenay the fie'd s a tempting
one for young men with the world before
them. In the course of ten ears, for ex-
ample, such a one with careful habits can,
acquire from $5,000 to $8,000, a nice little
capital to get a chance to:play with! It |
has been often said the mining companies
accept the present conditions, whereas the
fact is almost everyone of any importance
has petitioned against the recent legisia-
tion. In some instances, but only one or
two perhaps, their signatures have not
been appended, but in such instances it
will doubtless be found that the owners
have closed down their mines until matters
are more settled and have not left their ad-
dresses,

“It perhaps is not generally known that
each time a miner is employed underground
more than eight hours in any 24 hours he
is liable to a fine of $10 for each offense,
and his employer is liable to a fine of
$100 for each miner each day so employed.
As there are said to be some 4,000 miners
employed in the Kootenay mines; if each’
of these men worked underground for only
300 days a year his Individual fines would
amount to $3,000 per annum—his employer
would be liable to $30,000 fine for each
man be employed 300 days a year. Or if we
consider these fines ¢ollectively 4,000 miners
each working 300 days per year, would
Jjointly contribute $1,200,000 to' the ' ex-
chequer of the province, and the employers
of such 4,000 men would be called upoa
to contribute the tidy little sum of $120,-
000,000 (one hundred and twenty miltions
ot dollars) per annum, enough to pay for’
an Increase of salaries to the legislature
and all round and still have enough over to,

Mr, Jones is (and has a right to be)
proud of his success in his chosen call-
ing. ' It is exceedingly doubtful if any
American boniface has made a greater
success of  his business, not through
“luek,” but by intelligent study of the
wants of the travelling public, enter-
prise, and strict’ attention to his own
interests. = The Dominion has grown
and -developed phenomenally, but he
has made it do so. In 1876, when the
Doniinion was originally established by
the late Mr: Stephen Jones Sr., it was
a very humble, unpretentious structure
with accommodation for perhaps fifteen
guests. An addition was put up a few
years later ‘which gave in the neighbor-
hood of 35 rooms all told. When, Mr.

It would seem from the latest tele-
grams received with reference to the
clearing of British steamships for the
new gold fields of Nome, that the efforts
of Seattle 'shipping men to securg an
unfair advantage over their more enter-
prising rivals living under the British
flag have not been without result, and
that the promised action of making
Nome City a port of entry will not be
taken. In reply to the telegram sent
Secretary Gage by United' States Con-
sul Smith, inquiring ‘as to whethér or
not British steamers will be allowed to
enter at the nearest port of entry, take
on an American customs officer and pro-
ceed to Nome to discharge their British
consignments, a negative reply has
been received, it being explained  that
ggugh the' revival of an plmost Obso-
ete section of ‘thejAmerican shipping
law, contaiped in the Revised Statutes
of © the United ;States, Vol.: 71, such
foreign vessels 'will .be '‘compelled  to
complete their discharging at the port
for . which they have cleared. St.
Michael, 150 miles away, is understood
to be the -nearest port to which the
Alpha or any other British ship may
go for the mew gold fields, and it is
therefore not improbable that this one
vessel at all events will be disposed of
to American citizens. She will get
away prompt on time, however, and
passengers and freight will be sure of
delivery—and that by the very: first
ship of the season, ' On the Alpha and
the reliable vessels operating from  the
Sound the following rates are to apply:
Flirst-class passengers, according - to
stateroom location, $200 or - $150;
second-class passengers, $100; cargo,
per ton, $60, ship’s option; lumber, per
M., $75; or live stock, per head, $100.
Some of the smaller competitors for the
trade, in the tramp class, are booking
passengers at $125, $100 and $75; mer-
chandise at $40: hay or lumber at $60.
These vessels belong, however, to the
uncertain class, and after the experience
had with this variety of craft in the
old Klondike days, it is not probable
that many will be foolish enough to
trust themselves or their goods to such
forwarders.

ANOTHER UNFRIENDLY ACT.

Treasury Orders Dut‘y Collected on All
American Goods Taken North
by Canadian Carriers.

Port Townsend, March 10.—Advices
from Washington say that the treasury
department has taken a decided stand
relative to shipping American goods via
Canadian points into Alaska on British
vessels, and has ‘instructed the collector
of customs to collect duty on all goods
arriving in Alaska on British vessels,
even if they are accompanied with ex-
port certificates. ~ Many shippers to
Alaska obtain export certificates ang
an

will practically debar: British vessels
from ehtering the Nome trade in  the
freight carrying business. = It is said
that many American firms have already
contracted with British vessels for the
delivery of large consignments of mer-
chandise at Nome, but owing to the
ruling of the treasury department these
contracts will have to be cancelled.

A naval pageant could doubtless
be arranged for if sufficient ships are
in port, and permission for their partici-
pation .in the rejoicings could doubtless
be obtained by the city direct from the
admiralty, as there is every desire at
headquarters now to show how fully the
people of  Great Britain appreciate
Canadian patriotism and valor.

Extract From a Letter Received From
a Victoria Boy.

Folowing is an extract from a letter
dated Belmont, January 235, from Tem-
ple Cornwall, one of the Vietoria boys
with the Canadian contingent in South
Africa:

“We have just had a terrible thunder-
storm, and the tent was nearly brown
down. But it has cleared up and the
sun is as warm as before.  Yesterday at
5 p.m. our tent was blown down, and the
rain was pouring in and all my blankets,
ete., got wet. It is very seldom that it
raing here. Sometimes there is no rain
for eight or nine months, and the coun-
try geté awfully dry, and our flats around
Ashcroft are like fields beside the veldt
here. (A veldt is a flat part of country
with a few small rocky hills.) Water is
very scarce here and ome cannot get any
decent to drink. We have been here for
nearly seven weeks, but expect to go
to Modder miver soon, when we shall have
some fighting, so I hear. 'Three of our
men have died since we left Canada, but
the best part of them are in good health,
though a few have enteric fever.”

Sir: Having in previous communications
dealt with the matter of an early dissolu-

tion and an appeal to the country and

elections until June, In this policy he
claims that he has the approval of the
Lieutenant-Governor.

colleagues. If this statement be correct
it shows plainly that our real ruler is Mr.

BLECTROLYTIC COPPER.

From Englnéérlng,

It is a comparatively simple matter to
get a good deposit of copper electrolytically,
provided always that a sufficlently low cur.
rent density is used. This of course involves
a very large and expensive plant if any
reasonable output of the metal Is desired.
With greater current densities difficulties
make their appearance, the deposit in place
of being smooth and homogeneous becomes
granular and lacks cohesion. By certain de-
‘vices of one nature.or another, the troubles
referred..to above have been largely over-
come,  The effect of these is shown by the
fact that 10 years ago an electrolytic bath
for the depesition of copper commonly con-
tained 75 to 100 times as much metal in so-
lution. as wasg deposited in 24 hours. Now-
adays these figures have been reduced to
1-5 of the values stated.. As a consequence,
the proportion of the metal obtained in the
wetway has been enormously increased,
the world’s production being now estimat-
ed at 500 tons of electrolytic copper per
diem. One of the earlier plans of increasing’
the output was that introduced by Elmore,
in which an -agate burnisher was caused to
continuously pass over the surface on which
‘the deposit was being made. The result-
ant metal proved to be of  extraordinary
strength. In a more recent development, a
sheepskin Impregnated with animal fat, is
‘used. as 'a burnisher. Quite recently Mr.
Sherard Cowper-Coles has hit upon another
plan, in which the copper is: deposited on
& vertical mandril, which is caused to ro-
tate at a very rapid rate, The centrifugal
force developed, and the wash of the elec-
trolyte over the rotary surface keeps the
latter clean and free from gas, and as a
consequence a smooth' and dense deposit
has been obtained with current densities
approaching 200 amperes per square foot.
An account of the process, together with
detalls of the mechanism used, will be
found in a paper recently read by Mr.
Cowper-Coles. before the Institution of
Hlectrical Engineers. From the  discus-
sion on this paper it would seem that the
method in guestion has had certain fore
runners. . Mr, Wilde, of Manchester, in a
communiecation to the secretary, claimed,
indeed, that he had invented exactly the
same-thing in 1874, but it would seem that
there was a distinet difference between the
arrangements adopted by hi mand that of
Mr. Cowper-Coles. With the Ilatter the
mandril is revolved, whilst Mr. Wilde gave
sifiply a curcular movement to-the elee-
trolyte, It is obvious that a high relative
speed is more easily obtained from the for-
mer plan. An arrangement coming closer
to that of Mr, Cowper-Coles was described
by Mr. Ferranti as having been tested at
Paris nine years ago. In this case the man.

MINING PIONEERS OF RHODESIA

From 1889 to 1898 is a long period to
elapse before the stage of commercial
production is reached, especially in these
days of Anglo-Saxon energy. The long
delay was in part due to the fact that
there was more disposition to speculate
in gold mining shares than to settle down
to hard work, though it will be neticed
the first property was only selected late
n 1890. A great number of companies
were formed at the time of the granting
of the charter to the British South Af-
rican Company, or shortly afterward. In
order to comply with the gold law and
secure title, a certain amount of work
had to be done in a given time.  The
original prospectors ' pegged out claims,
sought soft spots on which to sink shafts
—generally in old workings—attained a
depth, -in the average, of about 80 feet,
proved the existence of gold, and dis-
posed of their properties to capitalists,
who in turn floated companies. Extra-
vagant prices in shares were sometimes
paid for properties; other shares were is-
sued for working capital; but the pro-
portion between working capital and pur-
chase price was generally far too one-
sided, and the outcome was inadequate
resources for development.  Moreover,
just when the companies were reaching
the stage of setting seriously to work,
came the struggle between the whites and
Lobengnla’s hordes, necessitating the
withdrawal of whités from the mines,!

Mr.Turner on the Government
Ownership of Rallways—
Cowichan Candidate.

(From Sunday’s Daily Colonist.)
Premier Martin yesterday issued his
address to the electors. It contained no
surprises, with the possible exception of
his proposal to refer the eight-hour law
to the vote of the people, being very
much on the lines he laid down in an
interview he gave the Colonist when
first called upon to form a government.
The address follows:

THE PLATFORM.

In appealing to you as the Premier of the
province, 1 beg to lay before you the plat-
form of ‘the new government as follows:
1. The abolition' of the $200 deposit for
candidates for the legislature.
"2, The bringing into force, as soon as ar-
rangements can be completed, of the Tor-
rens Registry system.
8. The redistribution of ‘the constituencies
‘on the basis of population, allowing to
sparsely, populated districts a propertion-
ately larger representation than to popu-
lous districts and citles.

4, The enactment of an accurate system

of government scaling of logs, and its rigid
enforcement.

5. The re-ensctment of the disallowed La-’
bor Regulation Act, 1898, and also all the

_| statutes of 1899, containing anti-Mongolian

clanses if disaliowed as proposed by the
Dominion government.

6. To take a firm stand in évery other
possible way with a view of discouraging
the spread of Orlental cheap labor in this
province.

7. To provide for official inspection of all
buildings, machinery 'and works with a
view to compelling the adoption of proper
safeguards to life and health. '

8. With regard to the eight-hour law the
government will continue to eénforce the
law as it stands. An immediate inquiry will
be made by the Minister of Mines 'into all
grievances put forward in connection with
its operation, with a view of bringing about
an amicable settlement. If no settiement
is reached the principle of the referendum
will be applied and a vote taken at the
general election as to whether the law shall
be repealed.. If the law ls sustained by
the vote it will be rétained upon the stat-
ute book with its penaity clause. If modi-
fications can be made removing any of
the friction brought about, -without im-
pairing the principle of the law, they will
be adopted. ‘' If the vote is against it the
law will be repealed.

9. To re-establish the London agency of

British Columbia, and to take every effec-
tive means of bringing before the British
pubjic the advantages of this proviace as
a place for the profitable investment of
capital, ¢ :
10, The retaining of the tesources of the
province as an asset for the benefit of the
people, and taking effective measures to
prevent. the_alienation of the public do-
main, except to actual settlers or for ac-
tual bona fide business, or industrial pur-
‘poses, putting an end to the practice of
specnlating in connection with the same.

11, The taking of active measures for
the systematic exploration of the prov-
inee, 2
12. The borrowing of money for the pur-
pose of providing roads, tralls and bridges,
provided that in every case the money ne-
cessary to pay the interest and sinking
fund fn comhection with tné loan shall be
provided by'the additionak taxation so as
not 'to impalr the credit of the province.
13." In connection with the construction of
 government roads and tralls, to provide by
the employment of competent civil  en-
ginéers and otherwise that the government
money  is®expended upon some system
which will be advantageous to the general
public, so that the old system of providing
roads as a special favor to supporters of
the government may be entirely discon~
tinued,

14, To keep the ordinary annual expendi-
ture withing the ordinary annual revenue,
in order to preserve intact the credit of the
province, which is its best asset.

15. To adopt a system of government
construction and operation of railways, and
immediately to proceed with the construe-
tion of a rallway on the south side of the
Fraser river, connection the Coast with
the XKootenay district, with the under-
standing that unless the other rallways
now' constracted In the province give falr
connections, and make equitable joint
freight and passenger arrangements, the
province will continue this line to the east-
ern boundary of the province, Proper con-
nection with such Kootenay railway to be
given to the Island of Vancouver. With re-
spect to othier parts of the province, to pro-
ceed to give to every portion of it rallway
connection at as early a date as possible,
the railway when constructed to ‘be oper-
ated by the government through a commis-

on.

16. A rallway bridge to be constructed in
connection’ with the Kootenay rallway
across the Fraser river, at or near New:
Westminster, and running powers given
over it'to ahy rallway company applying for
the same, under proper conditions.

17. It cage It 1s thought at any time ad-
visable to give a bonus to any railway com-
pany, the same to be in cash, and not by
way of a land grant; and no such bonus to
be granted except upon the condition that
a fair amount of bonds or shares of the
company be transferred’ to the province,
and effective means taken to give the prov-
ince control of the freight and passenger
rates, and provision made against such
raflway having any liabilities against it ex-
cept actual eost.

18. To take away from the lieutenant-
governor-im-council any power to make
substantive changes in the law, confining
the jurisdiction entirely to matters of de-
tail in working out the laws enacted by the
legislature,

19. The establishment of an  Institution
within the province for the education of
the deaf and dumb.

20, To repeal the Alien Exclusion Act,
as the reasons justifying its enactment no
longer obtaln.

21. An amicable settlement of the dis-
pute with the Dominion government as to
Deadman’s island, Stanley park and other
lands,: and an arrangement with Mr. Lud-
gte, by whiech, if possible, a sawmill indus-
try may be established and carried on om
Deadman’s island, under satisfactory con-
g!tlons, protecting the interests of the pub-

ehip of railways. Representatives of the
financial firms argued that the principle
of the government ‘ownership of railways
might work very well in Canada as a
whole, but would prove unworkable in a
province like British Columbia—for these
reasong: If Canada adopted the 8ys-
tem and constructed roads, and the said
roads were required to be run at a loss,
the additional taxation required for rais-
ing the money could very well be ob-
tained by the imposition of additional
duties on articles of luxury, and the
burdeén would not bear very heavily upon
the general taxpayer; but this would not
be the case if a province like British
Columbia were to construct railways un-
der provincial ownership. In the lat-
ter ‘case, if the roads did not pay, the
money - required for their operation’ it
eould not be obtained by the imposition
of duties—it would have to come from
the usual sources of revenue; and these
are not large.” So it will be seen that
the burden would be too great a one
for a small province like British Colim-
bia—as far as population is concerned—
to assume. At least this is the opinion
of L.ondon financiers.

ner's application for a special warrant
in 1898, the Lieutenant-Governor re-
fused point blank to accept the state-
ments of the then Premier that he “ had
the support of the majority of the
members elected to serve in the legis-
lature.”
approve of appointments or confirm
special warrants made and issued by
Mr. Turner's government, Claiming
that the government had not been “en-
«dorsed by the electorate,” and had “not
the confidence of the legislative assem-
bly,” His Honor on the 14th July, 1898,
peremptorily dismissed the cabinet and
called on Mr. Beayen and finally on
Mr. Semlin to form a - government.
Here we have His Honor laying down
the = prificiple, clearly and distinctly,
that a government which does not pos-
sess the confidence of the legislature
must make room for others, There is
no room for doubt. The despatch is as
clear a8 the sun on a bright afternoon,
and I have never yet had occasion to
doubt the. correctness of His Honor's
position on that score. Events subse-
quently showed that Mr. Turner had
17 supporters in the new house.

After the exit of Mr. Turner, Mr.
Semlin appeared on the scene, and his
ministry seems to have retained the
confidence of His Honor until about
the last day of August, 1899, when Mr.
MecInnes wrote Mr, Semlin to say that
his ministry was one short and that a
“ grave doubt now exists as to whether
your administration retains the confi-
dence of the legislative assembly,” and
insisting that he must * either meet the
legislative assembly on or before the
1st day of October next, * * * or a
general election be held on or before the
said date.” ‘The insistence of the
Lieutenant-Governor met with no re-
sponse, and on the 18th of October His
Honor was asked to sign three “special
warrants,” amounting in the aggregate
to $56,000. Still believing that the
ministry had forfeited the good opinion
of the legislature, His Honor refused
to extend the necessary authority, and
the warrants lapsed. From that date
to the final catastrophe on the 23rd of
February, when the house by a majority
of one voted no confidence in the minis-
try, the position of neither the Gover-
nor nor his executive would seem to
have been a pleasant one. To judge
from the despatches the quarrel is a
very pretty quarrel as it stands; I
should only spoil it by trying to explain
it, so I shall confine my. eriticism strict-
ly to the refusal of the Lieutenant-
Governor to issue the special warrants
on the ground that the ministry had
lost the confidence vf the house (an
opinion afterwards sustained by the
vote of non-confidence), and to the com-
plaint  that Mr. Semlin had failed to
surround His Honor with the number
of advisers called for under the consti-
tution. The dismissal of Mr. Semlin
took place on the 27th of ' February,
four days after the vote of disapproval
by the legislature, His Honor (greatly
to his credit) refusing to listen to a
proposition from Mr. Semlin that he
should be allowed to admit certain
members of the opposition to his ecabi-|
pnet and continue to hold office as a
coalitionist. - Then came Mr. Martin's
opportunity. The Lieutenant-Governor
called upon him to form a ministry,
and . he took up the burden. Imme-
diately a vote of non-confidence in Mr.
Martin was passed by the legislature,
and as a further protest against the
Lieutenant-Governor’s choice . of a
minister the whole house—Liberals,
Conservatives and Independents—filed
from the chamber in a body and left
His Honor to read the prorogation
speech to empty chairs !

Now, sir, the value of a precedent or
a proverb consists in its application. I
have shown that Mr. Turner was dis-
missed from office when he had at least
17 votes .in a house of 88; that Mr.
Semlin was dismissed after he had been
defeated by a majority of one, and that
he was not permitted to retain office
when he subsequently showed a major-
ity of 10 ( raise my hat in His Honor’s
honor for his' sturdy attitude in that

Honor’s attitude towards Mr. Martin?
The new Premier, unanimously con-
demned by the legislature, has had
eleven days in which to secure a full
ministry of six, and he has only got
three, Mr, Beaven after five days ob-
