London, Feb. 9.—The damage caused by 

the flood in London West is greater than wae 
at first supposed. The water cove red Dundas- 
street a foot deep m placet, the sidewalks be­
ing impassable, and almost every street™ the 
south end of the village being flooded- the 
water reaching about half way to Blaokfrinrs- 
Htreet. The houses were nearly all tleodgd. 
The Sulphur Springs buildings were struck by 
the floating ice ana a part of the wall enclos­
ing the swimming pjètd carried away. 
The sides of the river are lined with 
large slices of ice. heaped up in confusion, and 
the weight and sue of these illustrate well the 
force of the water.
