The police after
a long investigation of the matter were per-
fectly satisfied that they could place the
thief under arrest, but this never occurred,
because, it is stated, Mr, Borden de-
clined to press the charge. Captain
(then Inspector) Desmond and Inspector
Perron were put on the case. They
found that none of the members of the
family had been away from the house
during the day. All the doors as far as
they knew were locked the .night before,
when the articles were safe in the desk.
The burglaty was committed some time in
the forenoon. The first clew the inspectors
found was a door at the head of the stairs
which opens into Mr. Borden’s room. A
ten- y nail was fovnd sticking from the
key-hole.

ute'examination showed that it had not
been tampered with at all. A thorough
search of the premises failed to reveal any
traces of the burglars. The officers report-
ed what they bad learned to Mr.
Borden, and later had a talk with Mrs.
Borken, Lizzie Borden, Emma Borden and
Bridget Sullivan. Finally the inspectors
sent for Mr, Coden, and told him that they
could arrest the thief at any time, They
told Mr. Borden something which aston-
ished him, and the case dropped very

unickly at the old gentleman’s request.

He landed on the pavement on the devil's
strip, and when picked up bad s
terrible gash on “the left jemple, as though
his head had been caught between the two
cars. He was taken to St. Michael's Hos-
pital, where he died.

Blackley was a law student with the firm
of Ritchie, Leeming & Ludwig.

'RECEIVED 500 YOLTS ANDLIVES.

Every Motor Oar in the City, but
the Victim Not Seriously. Hurt.

A young man pamed Black, who has
charge of the switch-board at ths street
railway power house, had an experionce
Saturday which neither himself nor his
fellow-workmen will ever forget.

Black was in the forenoon engaged in
filing a switch, when the file suddenly came
into contact with the positive and nega-
tive wires. This threw the entire
power of the station, 500 volts,
into his body. At the  same instant
Black was enveloped in as it were & bril-
liant pyrotechnic display, which for the
moment hid him from view. :

Horror-strioken, his fellow-workmen ran
to his assistance. But 500 volts was not
enongh to kill Black. It melted the file
whach he held in his hands, but the worst
it could do to him was to temporarily in-
capacitate him. When his comrades raised
him to his feet he was mnot even uncon-
scious, His eyes, however, were affected and
his hands rather severely burned, but after
having bathed his eyes in water and nr-
plied oil and flour to his hands he manfully
went back to work again.

The contact of .the file with the positive
and negative wires blew out the circuit
break, and for about five minutes every
motor car in the city was at a standstill.

“I only wish those people who are crying
out so much about the fatal trolley wire
had been down at the power house when
the accideat happened,” remarked Elec-
trician Davies to The World's Young Man,
“and I think they would have been con-
vinced that id takes more than 500 volts to
kill & man.”

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The Church and Political Economy.

There is one que in connection with
church matters ‘that The World would
bave liked to have seen discussed by the
Pan-Presbyterians, and that is the relation
of political economy to Church affairs. We
believe that Christianity will be best for-
warded by tbe introduction of business
methods into the affairs of jthe Church}and
‘by the observation of the principles which

" are the basis of economics, ¥or instance,
. if & great portion of her revenues is de-
voted to the payment of interest charges
‘on the large number of costly build-
ings called churches, and used for mot
more than five or six hours out of the week,
it follows that there is a waste of the finan-
cial epergies ot the institution. We believe
that such a waste is mow takiog place
in this and many other cities and
that it is wrong. Our churches are too
large and too expensive and too much in-
terest-ridden to be really efficient for their
proper work. The Church would be »
_greater factor for good if less of its finan-
' cial resources were frittered away in this
direction and more of them put into the real
and trde and saving work of its mission.
. The Church should be ~able -to take
" stock of its income  like an ordin-
ary business . concern and be able to
_decide what character of expenditure will
best attain its true object. We are afraid
thet there is‘an entire absence of the busi-
‘ness view of the situation in this respect in
» great' many of our city churches.
c{ﬁo&ha way in which the energy of the
P urch is frittered away is in the main-
" tenance of two or three sickly churches ‘of
different denominations and of two or three
clergymen on miserable stipends in small
communities where there is hardly sufficient
income to maintain one modest church and
one pastor in anything like common com-
fort. 1If the churches would take the busi-
ness view of the evil thus indicated, and by
apportioning the territory among the differ-
ent denominations more good would be ac-
complished, less cnergy would be wasted
and not a little denominational strife and
jealousy be avoided.

Then take the matter of education. It
is a notorious fact that several of our
churches in Canada are actually wasting
their best energies in attempting to main-
tain universities for the teaching of
literature, science and mathematics,
while all these subjects are taught in

. & much better way out of funds from the
public treasury. These churches are weak
in mission work, have ministers poorly
paid and debts on their various properties
that ought to have been discharged long ago,
and yet through a feeling of denominational
pride, or denominational aspiration they
employ their best men in “raising the
wind” for these unnecessary colleges and
some of their highest intellectual ability in
building up teaching staffs.

The true work of the church is to preach
the gospel, to spread humanitarian views
and to succor the poor, and when the
churches lose sight of these ends and mis-
direct their financial energies into channels
which call for large expenditures on build-
ing t, or the maint of un-
necessary churches in unproductive quar-
ters, and in the teaching of unnecessary
branches of learning, they fail in their mis-
sion and ignore the example of their Divine
Founder.

The death of young Blackley on Satur-
day emphasizes the fact that there is one
‘thing which some people have yet to learn

. and that is to keep off the platform on the
left side of the trailers.

What May be Murder Done on the Canti-
lever Hridge,

N1acarA Faris, Oct. 1.~—~This afternoon
a serious row occurred among painters on
the Cantilever bridge which may result in
the death ot one man., William Gamel
and Joseph Greaves, with other painters,
were working on a scaffold under the middle
of thebridge 200 fect above the rapids. They
had altercation of words, when Gamel
struck Greaves with a hatchet when he
wasn’t looking; he struck him twice in the
back and once behind the left ear. The
men work on a plank a foot wide, and
Greaves would have fallen into the river
and certain death had he not been caught
between two braces of the bridge.
