He reeog-
nized a letter produced as being in the
handwriting of the deceased.

Yesterday he
testified that the spectacles had never
been seen since his death. .

Coming back to the old mercantile re-
ports that he and Wells used to copy,
witness began to tell how people used
to ¢ome in and “laungh ‘at us copying
these old reports,” when he was stop-
ped by the defence. Aylesworth de-
scribed how many bundles of these re-
ports had been burned by the prisoners

of them.
Aylesworth as a Speeulator.

Then the cross-examination of Ayles-
proceeded with by Mr.
TLount. Witness testified that he was
absent from Capada for nine months,
when he was employed at his trade, as
baker and cook on a Government sur-
vey on the Missouri- River.

Mr. Lount—During this time were you
engaged in what is called gambling,
"f‘end&ng bucket shops, pool-rooms, ete?

Continuing, in answer to questions in
this line, Aylesworth admitted that he
frequently attended the pool-rooms amd
made -bets on horses. As a result he
was about $200 ahead of the game.
Aylesworth denied positively that he
hadi ever invested a dollar of his wife’s
money in pool-rooms.

Aylesworth denied that a greater part
of the $4700 received by his wife of the
Wells’ insurance money was gone. Then
Mr. Lount asked where it was. Witness
declined to answer the question until
ordered to do so by the magistrate. Then
he said it was invested in chattel mort-
gages, notes, etc. Of the total amount
witness had invested $2000. Asked to
give the name of the mortgagors, Ayles-
worth said he could not do this with-
out his books. Requested to name one
he named Charles Eman, Pembroke-
street, $500, and Hugh Brown, College-
avenue, $300. Witness said that he re-
tired from pool-room speculation when
the city pool-rooms were closed, and had
not patronizéd the Port Credit or Junc-
tion pool-rooms.

Witness admitted that he had been
taking some interest in this trial and
had gone to the States to interview
people in regard to it. He had gone
j to New York State. He had been en-
gaged on and off since the funeral hunt-
ing up evidence on his own hook against
the prisoners..

Have you been steadily pursuing their
trail since the funeral ? said Mr. Lount—
A, No, I wouldn’t say that. I never was
on the’ trail, but if anything turned up
then I noted it.

Wouldn't you be better pleased the
more evidence you got?—A. No, I
wouldn’t say that. It would be bet-
ter for my family if the prisoners were
cleared altogether.

Visits to Buffalo.

After a good deal of parrying wit-
ness was told by His Lordship to an-
swer the questions put to him with refer-
ence to his visit to Buffalo and Detroit.

Witness admitted that he put detec-
tives watching Harry Hyams in Mont-
real after the publication of the story
in The World.

He denied positively that he had told
a Montreal lawyer named Chambers that
the crown would guarantee him against
damages in the case of prosecution for
false arrest.

Aylesworth admitted that he took
possession of all of Harry Hyams papers
in Montreal and handed them over to the
crown. -

Aylesworth stated that he understood
the Hyams brothers were great believ-
ers in the system of insurance. They
frequently talked about it and witness
was told at the time the placing of the
$30,000 insurance on the life of young
Wells was being discussed that Dallas
was carrying $560,000 on his life.

Then Mr. Lount brought witness to the
time when the proposition to place $25,-
000 on the lives of Aylesworth and Willie
Wells was discussed. Both said they
were unable to carry the amoint and
Harry Hyams said he would pay the
premiums. :

“ Then,” said Mr. Lount, “ Hyams of-
fered to pay the premiums on your life
although your wife was the beneficiary
and there was nothing for them to look
forward to as a refund ”—A. That is
the case. ;

Those Mereantile Reports.

The defence then sought to prove that
the reports which witness and young
Wells prepared were made up from the
information obtained by Aylesworth in
his -rounds, that the name and address
of a citizen alone was copied and the
amount filled in, and that the sheets
used were the current ones.

Despite a severe cross-examination
witness held to his story, however, that
the mercantile sheets given to him -and
Wells to copy were old sheets. He de-
nied emphatically that the information
which he obtained was utilized on the
sheets or that the amounts were dif-
ferent. What was copied was an exact
fac simile of the shects.

Witness swore that on the morning of
the tragedy he visited: several places
east of Yonge-street in accordance with
instructions left for him by prisoner.
He emphatically denied that he had told
White, a tailor, or Palin, the auctioneer,
that the afternoon of the tragedy that
he had been at Toronto Junction for
reports.

Aylesworth reiterated his story that
the weight was resting against the side
of the box. If Fox, the expressman,
had placed the weight back again on
the rope earlier that day then some
person must have taken it out again.
The Bloed-Stained Hammer and Chisel.

The defence will urge that young Wells
himself purchased the morning of the
tragedy the hammer and chisel which
were found in the basement. Aylesworth
admitted that he had never scen the
chisel before, but he had seen the ham-
mer frequently. When asked how it was
that he had said nothing at the pre-
liminary examination about the. tools be-
ing bloodstained he replied that he could
not account for it. He spoke to a young
man named Swallow about the tools be-
ing bloodstained at the time, but, al-
though he had suspicions he did not com-
municate the fact of there being blood
stains on the chisel and hammer to the
police.

Aylesworth swore that there was an
ax in the warehouse both before and
after the tragedy.

“Supposing I khould prove by & re-
putable witness that the ax was brought
there afterwards what would you say
to that?” A—I would say that it wasn't
80.

» The Witness Was Tired.

At this stage Aylesworth, who had
been standing in the box all day, yawn-
ed vieibly and audibly.

“Are you tired ?” asked Mr. Lount.
“Yes I am,” was the reply, “good and
tired.” L

Then counsel commenced experimenting
with Aylesworth. First he was asked to
lift the weight. He expressed a reluct-
ance to straining himself, but when it
was insinuated that bhe couldn’t lift it,
he bent down, tilted it over,and by a
shoulder grip raised the immense chunk
of iron a couple of feet from the ground.

A Dramatic Episode.

Then occurred the only dramatic scene
of the day. Harry Hyams was asked to
step up to the box and stand alongside
Aylesworth. Prisoner left the dock and
stood besgde the chief witness. He was
shown to be a much slighter built man
than Aylesworth, who is probably 41-2
inches taller than either prisoner. ‘ Do
you believe that either of the prisoners,
or even bothof them, could have lifted
that weight?” asked Mr. Lount.
Witness did not know, but thought it
would depend how they caught hold of
it.

Continuing, witness said Harry had cer-
tainly told him that he had first gone to
a barber shop the morning of the tra-
gedy. Going to the warehouse subsequ-
ently and finding no person around he
had gone down stairs and found Dallas

up, but went towards furnishing the

Baker and others. The ex-professor in
Latin, Mr. Dale, also came from St.
Mary’s to register a vote in Mr. Tucker’s

1 favor. '

.Mr. 8. H. Blake was very strong in
his denunciation of the suspended man.
Principal Caven and Chancellor Boyd,
while not expressing an opinion for or
agaist Tucker, were strongly of the
opinion that the Senate should not over-
ride the council’s. authority on matters
relating to students. This view seemed
to be held by most of the members of the
Senate. The members of the Medical
Faculty and of Victoria Faculty went
against Mr. Tucker. This defeat pre-
cludes the possibility of Mr. Tucker’s
taking his degree at the Toronto Uni-
versity.

ENGLAND TO ASSUME THE ANCIBNT
COLONX’S DEBT,

And Also & tee the pletion of the
Island Railroad—This is Said To Be
Canada’s Proposition, Te Which a
Favorable Reply Has Been Received—
The Colony To Desl} With the French

Shore Question.

8t. John’s, Nfld., May 10.—Important
despatches were received ‘to-day from
the English Government relative to con-
federation.. It is understood that favor-
able action is likely to be taken in the
matter. The members of the Cabinet
appear satisfied with the progress of
the negotiations.

The most important point submitted
to the Imperial anthorities was Canada’s
proposition that England assume New-
foundland’s obligations and the comple-
tion of the railroad aeross the island.

Newfoundland would be willing to pass
legislation to settle the French shore
question in return for England’s accept-
ance of this proposal. b

Union and the Shore Difficulty.
London, May 11.—The Daily Chronicle
says: The precise term sof the “union:
between Newfoundland and Canada, per-
haps do not concern us greatly, buti
what does concern us is that there will
be now a strong body of public opinion
in British America to repress the local
irritation of the Newioundland fisher-
men. Regarding the traditional rights
of the French fishermen, we shall, as the
Imperial power, remain answerable to
France; but the uniowm problem will make

France moderate in her demands.”

JURYMEN ASK FOR THRIR PAY.

Object To Being Discharged and Walt On
Sheriff Mowat.

When the Hyams jury had been sworn
there were some 60 talesmen, who had
been summoned from their homes, whose
presence would, as a matter of course,
not be required until the trial of the
twins has been concluded, probably not
for two weeks. Thinking that these 60
men would be happy to be relieved of
the necessity to report each day, His
Lordship Justice Street instructed Sheriff
Mowat to discharge the jurors for ome
week.

Some of the men had traveled 70 miles,
and did not like the idea of going home
a.n.xd returning ‘at the end of a week,
with the prospeets- of a further dis-
charge., Others had employed men to
fill their places during the sitting of
the Assizes, and thought they should
receive the juror’s fee for each day un-
til that time. .Yesterday they appoint-
ed a deputation to wait upon Sheriff
Mowat. They also employed Solicitor
G. F. Deacon, who quoted the statutes
to the sheriff in support of the claim of
the men. The sheriff replied ' that he
was powerless to grant any redress in
.the matter, and the men are circulat-
ing a petition to present to Justice
Street, !

1 HOT DEBATE IN THE COMMONS

On the Quéstion of Terms Of-
fered Newfoundland.

Mr. Davies Makes a Dethand That the
Government Show Their Hand — Mr.
Laurier and Mr. Mills Support the De-
mand—-Dr. Montague Replies and Mr.
Foster Lashes the Opposition Mereiless-
ly—The Budget Debate To o On From
Pay Te DPay Until Finished—Crisp News
Notes From Parliament Hill.

May 10.— There is good
reason for believing that = before
the Manitoba Legislature meetd on
June 18 a compromise on the schooll
question will have been reached. Wt
any rate, it is said to-day om good
authority, that negotiations are in pro-
gress to that end. A prominent Liber~
al member, speaking to your correspon-
dent last night said that he for one
would like to see the question removed
entirely from the arena of party poli-
tics and settled purely on the principles
of right and justice. The repert from!
Winnipeg that His Excellency the Gov-
ernor-General had confidentially made
certain suggestions to Mr. Greenway
with reference to the situation doew
not excite’ any surprise here. If any,
such communications were made ‘they,
would be entirely of an umofficial char¢
acter and, therefore, not likely to be
published. It would be only naturalon
the part of those who have most to do .
in guiding public opinion on this sub-
ject that they should obtain the calmi
and unprejudiced views, free from any
party bias, and, therefore, strictly im-
partial, of such an important personage
as His Excellency. During the past!
few days, apart altogether from the
little heat engendered by the discus~
sion yesterday, with reference to~” the .
publication of Dr. Bourinot’s opinion by
Lieut.-Governor Schultz, it has been
apparent to the unprejudiced observer,
that there is a growing feeling in poli-
tical circles that this question should .
be solved by compromise. The exarcise
of the highest statesmanship is required
to solve a question, which, unless it is
disposed of now to the satisfaction of
all parties, may lead to great'trouble
and dissension in the future;

The - ammouncement in this corres-
pondence yesterday that Mr, Greenway,
would shortly visit Ottawa is confirmed
to-day. The Manitoba Premier will ar-
rive next week. He will be accompanied
by Attorney-General Sifton.

Previous to resumption of Budget de-
bate the Opposition for the- third time
in thrée weeks brought up the question
of the Newioumndland negotiations. -

Mr. Davies has been persistent in his
efforts to force the hand of the Minis~
try on this question, and Mr. Foster has
been equally firm in resisting him.

Mr. Foster was called to his feet a
geconds  time to-day, and crowded into
ten minutes one of the best extemporan-
eous speeches he has ever  deliverd,
He fairly electrified the House and caused
his followers to cheer in a manner that
they have not done before this session.

The Budget debate was resumed by
Hon. Mr. Dickey in an admirable speech.
The remainder of the day’s sitting was
occupied by she member for Winnipeg.

Demands Information Re New=
foundland.

The resumption of the Budget debate
was delayed till 4.836 o’clock this after-
noon by a lively discussion, which arose
out of the- remarks with which Mr.
Davies supplemented his demand that
the Government should instantly inform'
the House as to the exact state of the
negotiations with Newfoundland. He
took for his text telegrams from New-
foundland in to-day’s papers, and infer-
entially charged that the Government
were trying to perpetuate the crime of
getting the Ancient Colony into the Ca«
nadian Confederacy without an appeal
to the people at the polls. i

He further enquired if the Government
of Newfoundland had asked for a reply,
to its ultimatum, and what was the na-~
ture of the ultimatum itself. :

Mr. Foster Declines to Answer.

Hon. Mr. Foster met the Prince Edward
Island Liberal’s attack by formally re-
fusing to place anythin% before Parlia«
ment ‘with respect to the negotiations
until they had reached the final stage,
He then proceeded to show, up the tac«
tics of the Liberal leaders, who, while
posing as advocates of the union of
Newfoundland, were doing all in their,
power to prevent its consummation hy
assuring the people of Canada that tha
Islanders were Xaupcrs, and the people
of Newfoundland that Canadians had
heen robbed and ruined by Conservative
taxation and Conservative extravagance.

He said he would, however, give one
piece of information, namely, that the
Government of Canada had received many,
telegrams, and that a reply had been
sent to the last telegram received.

Laughed at Sir Richard.

This pleasantry on Mr. Foster’s Cl:}“
aroused the ire of Sir Richard ta
wright, who jumped to his feet and ac«
cused the Finance Minister of gross de«
ceit, a remark that he had to retract
on the call of the Speaker. Sir Richard
tried to make it appear that his words
were only in reference to Mr. Foster’s
failure to produce the supplementary, es«
timates on a given day, but the House
laughed ironically at the gallant knight's
explanation.

Mills Says They Have a Right to Know.

Mr. Mills of Bothwell contended that
Mr. Davies stood on solid constitutional
ground in demanding that Parliament
had the right to know the exact terms
of the negotiations. He charged that the
admission of Newfoundland in the way,
proposed would be the funeral of the Con-
servative party.

Dr. Montugue Answers Mills.

Hon. Dr. Montague, in a brilliant|
speech, showed the ridiculous position in
which Mr. Mills bad placed himself by
affirming that Parliament should be con-
sulted before the completion of negotia«
tions, which could only take effect after
the House bad approved their every de-
tail. He said the Opposition had only
raised another tempest in a teapot, and
that no megotiations of this kind could
be carried on if made public before the
proper time.

This was Dr. Montague’s most. eloquent
speech so far this session, and he was
repeatedly cheered by the Conservative
benches. s SR

Laurier Eulogizes Davies,

Mr. Laurier, who said Dr. Montague
had evaded the real issue, backed up
Mr, Davies’ contentijon so far as L

He exposed
the. inconsistencies of the Opposition on
this and other questions and, taking
up the issue itself, demonstrated that
the Government were following the
British practice in refusing to make
public. negotiations with -another coun-
try before they had been concluded.
After expressing vegret that the Oppo-
sition leaders in their zeal to attack the
Govermnent and discredit it before the
country, had taken their stand so l_ar
from constitutional ground, the Fin-
ance Minister eloquently warned ithem
they had hard work before them ere
they reached the desired haven. They
had to rid themselves of incuga.city‘ in
ihe very vital parts of their policy.
They had to get a better fiscal policy,
something the people could understand
stand, something they could 'understand
themselves.

C.P.R. Freight Rate Reasonable

The report of the commissioners,who
last winter investigated charges against
the Canadian Pacific of excessive rates
jn the Northwest amd discrimination in
certain localities, was presented to Par-
liament to-night. The report  eays
among other things: In the opinion of
. your commissioners, a comparison of the
foregoing schedules, covering the bulk of
the traffic carried, does not bear out
the charges that the rates in Manitoba
and the Northwest are either exorbitant
or excessive. On the contrary they are
exceedingly favorable, as compareq with
rates on American roads. in contiguous
territory, and indeed your commissioners
believe that they are gery little, if any,
in excess of average rates charged
in  corresponding traffic in- east-
ern provinces when it is consxdergd
that the great bulk of the traffic in
grain, live stock and coal in the west
entails the hauling of about 76 per
.eent. of the cars empty one way. Lo-
cal rates are high compared with those
charged in eastern provinces, but not in
excess of those charged by the Northern
Pacific and Great Northern in contiguous
territory. The commissioners allude to
the fact that mo large freight shippers
had any complaints to make. Besides
i1t is noted that with 18,000,000 acres
of unsold lands in the ‘west, any poliey
of the Canadian Pacific other than that
favorable to settlers would be “simply
suicidal and ruinous to the company.”

American Anglers’ Deputation.

The effectiveness of a little timely re-
taliation on our neighbors was fully
demonstrated to-day by the visit of the
deputation of New Yorkers, all mem-
bers of the Anglers’ Association
of 8t. Lawrence, accompanied by
Controller Wood, Messrs. Taylor,
Northrup and Metcalfe, M.P.’s. They
waited on Hon. Mr. Costigan and urged
him to remove the restriction imposed
on foreign fishermen fishing in Canadian
waters to the extent of $5 per rod per
season. This license was imposed two or
three years ago when the alien labor law
was enforced against Canadian boatmen
plying in American waters of the St.
Lawrence. The visitors to-day gave a
specific pledge that the law would not
be enforced against Canadians if the
license  were removed. President
Heath volunteered the remark: *Let
us have mo more friction and unite to
make this the greatest summer resort
on earth.” The Minister, in reply, said
they would readily understand that con-
current legislation would be required by
both countries in order to have & per-
manpent understanding. The deputation
left with assurances that their request
would be granted.

AIR AS A STORAGE BATTERY.

When Utilized it Will do Away With
Much indirect Power,

The earth, asis well known, is a
storehouse of electricity. That it passes
from the clouds to the earth we see
in every thunder-storm. The ::g"ﬁ,f“
a good conductor, the best conductor

ssible, Every g‘enon is possessed of

y electricity. The vital force is all ini’]
the electrical powers you contain in
your body. When the day is damp you
become weakened through the loss of
your bodily electricity, because the at-
mosphere is a greater conductor of the
electrical fluid than your body and con-
sequently, what is in your body will
pass to this meist, damp air. This is the
cause of that tired teeling.

This passing of electricity to the at-
mosphere enervates you to such a de-
gree that a person in a naturally weak
state will collapse or become much worse
}i‘y the loss of this bodily electricity.

he atmosphére being charged with
electricity and the earth being a store-
house for it, if there were some con-
trollable method of storage device by
which you could draw off a moderate
amount of electricity at will and keep
that force on tap all the time, with an
appliance by which power could be
generated—and there’sno reason why
that can't be done—then atmospheric
electricity would make all the wheels in
the world gearound. The barons would
be done up. There would be no more
need of coal. There ought to be
enough electricity in the atmosphere to
supply light and heat, as well as to do
all work. -

The World s Great Railroad Tunnels.

The first really great railroad tunmel
was the Hoosac. ~ Projected in 1854, it
was not finished till 1876, after twenty-
two years ot labor, delays, failures, and
final snccess.

This, the first of the great quartet of
mountain tunnels, is four and three-
fourths miles long and cost $10,000,000,
or $379 a running foot. The two moun-
tains under which the Hoosac passes are
2,604 feet and 2,212 feet above the sea
level and there is a valley between
them. :

There are to-day over 1,000 tunnels
on the lines of the world’s railroads. Up
to within twentv-five years all these
tunnels were cut with hand drills, and
thus the majority of railroad tunnels
were very short, ranging from a few
yards to a few hundred feet. As rail-
roads were extended in Europe and
this country  tunnels of still greater
length were projected, and up to 1847
two ' tunnels in England and one in
France, each three miles long, had been
completed and were justly regarded as
really great tunnels.

Of the quartet of great tunnels, Hoo-
sac, Mount Cenis (mon sa-ne), St. Got-
hard, (sango-tar), and Ariberg, the first
only was built absolutely without
theught of its political significance or
military value.

ount Cenis, seven and five-eighths
miles long. cost $14,000,000. St. Got-
hard, nine and'a quarter miles long,cost
$11,175,000 and Ariberg, six and three-
eighths miles long, cost $7,800,000. It
too fourteen years to build Mount Cenisk
nine years to build St. Gothard and five
years to build Ariberg.—Current Lit-
erature.

SPAIN WILL LOSE CUBA.

Her Campaign Against the Rebels Being
Sadly Mismanaged.

Santiago, De Cuba, May 10.—Energetic
and decisive campaigns, which Gen. Mar-
tinez Campos was to have inaugurated,
has been somewhat disarranged by the
Spanish forces, who have shown their
utter inability to put down the insur-
rection; and it is now plain that the
struggle is to be long continued and at-
tended with the sacrifice of many lives
and the expenditure of many millions of
dollars of Spanish money. Even then
there is no.certainty that Spain will
retain the ‘Island of Cuba, for from
the moment that Campos landed and
issued his proclamation, alienating the
support of the Autonomists there have
been large accessions to the insurgent
ranks, and now that Maceo, Gomez,
and Marti have reached the base of
operations, people are leaving the plan-
tations and towns by hundreds to join
them, so that the rebel chiefs have more
men than they can arm.

Among those now in the ecamps of
the insurgents are many who fought in
the rebellion 18 years ago. The insur-
gents in the field are nearly all blacks
or mulattos, but they are courageous,
obey orders and know how to handle a
gun, and their skill with the machette is
marvelous. Their warfare is that of the
guerilla, but it is systematic and effec-

tive.

To fully understand the failure of the
Spanish troops in the field ome should
follow a regiment for a week afterits
arrival from Spain; that interval trans-
forms plump red-cheeked soldiers into
wan, wasted wretches, footsore, weak
and utterly incapable of fighting through
mountaineers.

The Spanish army is an undisciplined
mob, The youthful conscripts are treat-
ed with the greatest inhumanity by their
officers. The army has absolutely mno-
thing in the shape of camp equipment
and there is no commissary, department
for field work.

Troops are fed when they are at bar-
racks; when ‘they make long marches
into the interior they go without food.
An interval of three days between ra-
tions is not uncommon and this is while
the troops are marching over rough
roads under a boiling sun with no pro-
tection at midnight from the heavy
dews,

Such treatment and the lack of clean
linen cause yellow fever to appear be-
fore the rainy season has set in and
much before it was expected by the
residents. There are 40 cases in the
hospital here although the authorities
will not admit it. .

Japs Not Strife-Makers in Hawall,

Washington, May 10.—Mr. Kurino,
Japanese Minister. to the United States,
has taken the trouble to deny a state-
ment circulated under a San Francisco
date, relating to probable disturbances
in Hawaii to be instigated by the Jap-
anese residents of those islands. Mr.
Kurino characterized these #&tatements
as absurd and ridiculous in the extreme.
The Japanese in Hawaii, he says, are or-
derly and industrious people. Most of
them are farmers and none of
them have received military training.
They have prospered in that country
and have no disposition to interfere in
its affairs. The rights and privileges of
their position are guaranteed by the
treaty and the present Government of
Hawaii has been informally recognized
by Japan.

Rumored Death of Ex-King Milan.

Paris, May 10.—The Matin’s corres-
pondent at Berlin says the rumor that
ex-King Milan is dead is again in eir-
culation. The correspondent character-
jzes the rumor as a financial manoeuvre.
Information has been received from
other sources that ex-King Milan has
arrived in Venice.

Wheleseme Breadmaking.

The temperature at which bread is
both raised and baked is of the greatest
importance ' in producing the perfect
loaf. Dr. Woods of the Connecticut Ex-
periment Station, places the proper
raising temperature at from 80 to 85 de-
grees Fahrenheit, and the baking tem-
perature at from 400 to 500 degrees. In
a late paper on breadmaking he cautions
the housewife against cooling the loaves
of bread too rapidly after taking them
from the oven. “Much of the sourness of
bread.” he adds, “is duubtless due to
lack of care during cooling. Owing to
the high-water contents and the larger
amounts of nitrogenous substances and
sugar which bread contains, it is, espe-
cially while warm, a good soil for de-
velopment of various kinds of moulds
and bacteria. A loaf of bread hot from
the oven, taken intb a poorly-ventilated
room crowded with people, will become
sour in the course of two or three
hours.”

BEET SUGAR FOR ONTARIO.

A considerable quantity of sugar beet
seed has been distributed in the adjoin-
ing County of Ontario., It is the inten-
tion of a firm interested in the making of
beet root sugar in the Province of Quebec
to establish an industry in this province.
It is believed that in no other country,
It i sbelieved that in no other country
in the world can beets be produced more
advantageously for the production of
sugar than in Ontario. Mr. H- Lander,
a resident of Whitby, has made an ex-
haustive study of the industry, and he is
confident that it can be established here
with a great deal of profit both to the
farmers and to the sugar refiners. The
consumption of sugar is increasing enor-
mously. Canada to-day is able to refine
all its own sugar. If it could produce the
raw material for making this sugar, it
swould possess an industry that would be
of immense benefit to the country. If Ger-
many and other countries can make beet
sugar profitable there is no reason why
Canada cannot do the same,

ONE CENT LETTERS FOR CITIES.

If a private individual were allowed
to engage in the delivery of letters in
the city he could do the work at =a
cent & letter. He could deliver letters
at this rate in competition with the
postoffice itself. If it would pay a pri-
vate individual to deliver city letters
at a cent each, there ought to be a
much bigger profit to the Government
in doing the work at the same rate.
The Government ought to listen to the
request of the Board of Trade and agree
to their suggestion of reducing the pos-
tage on letters in cities to one cent
At the present two-cent rate there must
be an enormous profit on the delivery
of letters in such cities as Toronto and
Montreal. Each part of- the servicc
should be made to pay its own way a:
far as possible. It is not fair to thc
people of Torounto that the delivery o:
their letters should be subjected to a:

exeessive tax in order to make up for
the deficiency in other parts.. .of ..the
service that are not remunerative. The.
public feels' that it is an imposition to
charge two cents on the delivery of city
letters, when three cents will carry a
letter from amy part of the country to
Toronto and ensure its delivery here.
The Government certainly could not make
a more popular move than to abolish
the two .cent rate in cities. The num-
bér of letters handled would increase to
stich an extent that we believe the rev-
enue would not be much less than what
it is to-day.

. THE POTATO PATCH PROJECT.

Whether the potato patch project is
about to fill a long-felt want in Toron-
to will be demonstrated in the course of a
few days. The committee that has charge
of the project announce that they have
one hundred and ninety-one quarter-acre
lots ready for application to such of the
unemployed as are willing to work them,
A public meeting will be held on Tuesday
night in St, Andrew’s Hall, and the plots
will be allocated on this occasion, The
plowing and seeding will be done gra-
tuitously. Fifty acres is not a very large
quantity of land upon which to make the
experiment, but it is sufficient to give
us an idea -of the possibilities of the
scheme. It will afford us an opportunity
of deciding whether we ehould go into
the project more extensively, or not next
year. ,

An Early Spring.

Farmers in the neighborhood of Toron-
to are very much pleased with the way
in which spring has opened up this year.
Pasture is fully two and three weeks
earlier than ever before known in this
district. The conditions were never
more favorable for seeding, as the soil
is dry and in first-class working condi-
tion. Cattle have been grazing already
for a week or more. As a rule grass
is not sufficiently advanced for grazing
until about Queen’s Birthday. In a few
days the country will look at its best.
The trees are all in blossom, and the
leaves of the trees are now coming out,
and will be fully developed in the' course
of a week.

The Crown Straightens Out a Few Things.

To Mr. Osler witness stated he had
gone to New York State on his own re-
sponsibility and the police authorities
knew nothing about it.

Not Engaged Until She Became an Heliress-
Mrs. Mary Ann Aylesworth, sister of
deceased, testified that the Hyams came
to live with them in Spadina-avenue six
years ago. Martha, or “Mina,” and
Harry Hyams only became . engaged
about two months before the wedding.
Witness testified that the bulk of the
money which the Hyams brothers bor-
rowed from her, had not been returned
on Jan. 16, the day of ithe tragedy.
Neither did her brother receive back the
$1000 that he had loaned them.

Mrs. Aylesworth remembered H. P.
Hyams coming to her-house on the day
of the killing about 1 o'clock. She de-
scribed the condition the prisoner was in.
He seemed to be greatly overcome, and
he said his back was strained from lift-
ing the weight, The prisoner’s fingers
were bleeding. Harry never gave wit-
ness an account of how the tragedy oec-
curred. When Dallas came to the house
five days later he said he had gone
into the office to write a letter +to
his wife. He had taken off his coat/
when he heard a noise, and ran down
cellar and found Willie pinned to the
ground with a weight. He then fell
over the body. !

“The Hyams didn’t wish to talk about
the affair at all,” said the witness.

“Why do you say that?” asked Mr.
Osler,—A. Because our uncle was suspi-
cious and wanted the brothers to go out
to the country and explain to him how
the tragedy.-occurred, but they would
never go. They said people would talk
anyway, and the best thing was to pay
no attention to them.”

Mrs. Aylesworth, continuing, spoke of
the visit of Harry Hyams to her place
at 213 Mutual, on Sunday, Jan. 15, the
night before the tragedy, and of his
messages to tell Will (the deceased) to
be down at the warehouse early
Monday morning, and to  tell
Aylesworth to be sure and go and fill
out the inventories before he came to
the warehouse, 5

The cross-examination of Mrs. Ayles-
worth will be proceeded with when the
court resumes this morning.

The *“Etude de Con-
cert,” of her own composition, served
as a vehicle for the display of a mar-
velous execution that can scarcely be
equalled. As an encore to Chopin’s valse
in E monor she gave a brilliant ren-
dering of the famous Wagnerian “Spin-
ning Song.” [That Victoria Herbert is
a musical genius is generally admitted,
and the profound and lasting impression
that his cello solos left upon the audis
ence last evening but bears out the as-
sertion.

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COL. J. G, RYAN DEAD,
su}y of the Lawyer's Long Btruggle to Se
cure From Cuba Promised Indemnity
For the Death of His Erother.

After spending nearly 20 years of his
life in an effort to secure redress ~ for
the murder of his brother, Col. John
George Ryan, a Chicago lawyer, died yes-
terday morning at thé residence of Mrs.
E. A. Shannon, 2537 Halstead-street,
Chicago. Death was sudden, the effect
of heart disease. -

Col Ryan's Life and Family.

Col. Ryan wag a brother of Gen. Ryan,
who led the Americans in Cuba at the
Virginius massacre, 20 years ago, and
was killed. The murder becanie an
affair of the Government, and to avoid
international complications the Span-
ish Government agreed to pay to Gen.
Ryan’s family an indemnity of $10,000.
CoL. Ryan made repeated efforts to have
the claim recognized by the United
States Government and recently was en-
gaged in preparing legal papers relating
to the collection of the money  which
were to be forwarded te the state de-
partment in Washington.

Col. Ryan was born in Toronto 054
years ago. The family moved to the
United States and when the civil war
broke out the two boys were among the
first to shoulder muskets. Col. Ryan fol-
lowed the fortunes of the blue, but Gen.
Gen. Ryan, the younger brother, wore
the gray. The brothers were never pitted
against each other in an engagement
and they took great delight in recount-
ing army experiences.

Mr. Edward Gegg of Shuter-street knew
Ryan very weil. Forty-two years ago
Gegg and Ryan left Toronto to go to
New Orleaus, both being compositors.
Gegg had worked on The Examiner and
Ryan on William 7Tyon Mackenzie’s
Messenger. They spent six months’
steamboating on the Mississippi and then
landed in New Orleans, where Ryan again
took to sticking type. After that they
separated and Mr. Gegg did not hear of
his old chum until the murder of Abraham
Lincoln, when Ryan was arrested jor
complicity therein.

No institution can stand unless it
*,uu.llxed. unless it is mirrored in
the histroic imagination, unless our
‘analytic judgments about it are taken,
‘as George Eliot says, in a “strong so-
Jution of feeling.” No one, therefore,
will critize too closely the tender sen-
timent of reverence for the histroic
‘House entertained by Mr. Gladstone

Mr. Peel. Where we should be in-
clined to criticize Mr, Peel's farewel ut-
_ terances is in his laying exclusive stress
upon the maintenance of the historic
_ dignity and traditions of the House,
It would, indeed, be unfortunate if'the
4ack of traditional dignity, which chare
‘acterizes the American House of Re-
presentatives, were to pervade the
House of Commons. But we do not

‘ think it probable, for unquestionably

the manners of the House have improv-
~ed. The House rather tends to be com-
" ‘monplace, to the coloriess monotony of
an assembly of respectable city men.
“In this, too, it reveals its representative
* character, for that is the note of &n
‘English public assembly to-day.
. We have no sleepy, ignorant country
squires, stupefied by strong ale; but
no Grattan,

- on the whole, to maintain its dignity,
which has certainly nsver been lowered
- by a single labor member. The real
. question i® whether it will maintain its
. efficiency. OIld traditions are well
- enough, but we need them wedded to
new mothods 'in order that the new
{asks of to-day may be performed. The
methods which did well enough for a
marrow-minded, middle-class electorate
and a less complex social life are scarce-
17 equal to the far more difficult and
onerous dutles of to-day. The machine
is clogged, and the natiop’s work is in
serfous arrears.  If Parliament is to
overtake its work, if the national de-
mands are to be satisfied, a great
scheme of legislative reform is inevi-
table. Until that is undertaken we fear
that there wil be little else than
";lploughlng the sand.”—London Chron-
e,

BRAIN WORK AND VITALITY.

Mental Exercise is Said to be Cemducive
to Lomgevity.

As a factor in longevity the London
Speaker calls attention to the fact that
those people who have been acustomed
to the continued disciplinary use of
their brains daily and who have placed
their nerve power under a highly-de-
veloped constitutional training are en-
abled by these very means to escape
the so-called early decay and to avoid
those alarming accidents to health
from which so many apparently healthy
men succumb. People who use their
brains and observe ordinary hygienic
care of their bodles resist diseases in
the first place; and when they are
actually ill they prolong their lives or
recuperate sooner than do those who
have lived less intellectual lives. Thus
there is given a new force to the as-
sertion that you may kill a man with
anxiety very quickly, but it is difficult
to kill him with work.

‘Whether the brain can actually give
power to the muscles is not certaln,
though the enornmious strength some-
times developed in a last rally. looks
very much like it. That it can mater-
fally affect vitality is quite certain. and
has been acknowledged by the expere
fenced in all ages.

Victims of tho “Rush” HMabit.

That much of the “rush” that is so
characteristic of American life is the
result of habit rather than necessity is
rhown by the fact that it quickly yields
“to curiosity. Instapces of this are af-
forded daily in the busiest thorough-
fares. The familiar spectaclé of a man
or woman frying gridle cakes in the
front window of a restaurant is one
that never fails to attract a knot of
observers, even in the most crowded
part of Broadway, at an hour when
business is most brisk. The tide of
travel always has to turn aside when
& big safe is being hoisted to the seventh
or eighth story of some tall office build-
ing because of the crowd of clerks,
salesmen, and men of business who
bave stopped for a few minutes to look
on, and most of whom will soon be
tearing through the streets at a rate

which would seem to indicate that life

or death depended on the speed they
made.

It is at the elevated railroad stations
that there is the greatest display of
haste. Men rush upstairs and push and
elbow one another about on the platform
as ‘though to miss a particular train
would involve a delay of several hours
and no end of inconvenience to each and
all of them. And yet, only a few days
ego I saw two score men and a half a
dozen women let threc trains pass them
while they watched a sign painter at
work on a patent medicine advertise-
ment on a blank wall. And before he
attracted their attention they had all
been struggling like mad to catch the
first train that came along.

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T0 SEE HER MAJESTY.

LADIES ARE CURIOUS TO GET A
GLIMPSE OF THE QUEEN.

How People Crowd the Streets. Where
Her Majestyy Will Pass—The Queen’s
Dresses—Her Health is Good,

A London correspondent of a New
York paper writes :—On the rare occa-
sions when the Queen does come to Lon-
don her subjects always show great
eagerness to catch sight of her, and the
aspect of the metropolis undergoes
quite a curious change when the Royal
standard is floating from the roof of
Buckingham Palace. By merely walk-
ing about the West End I am certain 1
could tell that the Queen had arrived.
even if the daily paper had not already
told me so. There are various sigps
and portents which mean royalty in
residence. One of the most. interesting
and quaint of these is the old ladies.
When the Queen happens to be in Lon-
don the observer will not fail to note
‘the swarm of old ladies that sweep like
a swarm of locusts through the streets
and lanes of our city. They are all try-
ing to see the Queen. Glance at any
policeman and you will find him sur-
rounded by old ladies, who expect him
to be acquainted with every thought
that passes through the mind of what
Carlyle calls *“ Majesty.” Where will
Majesty drive, and when ? From what
gate of Buckingham Palace will the
carriage of Majesty issue, .and what
precise hour ? These and a thousand
other questions, drive the men in blue
almost to despair, when the court is in
London. ‘But the energy and determin-
ation of ladies desirious of seeing the
Queen overcome all obstacles. They
will stand in the mud or frost for hours
on the chance of catching a glimpse of
the royal carriage, and many of them
travel up from distant country places
merely in order to wave a handkerchief,
and give vent to a murmur of welcome.
The uncertainty that prevails as to the
Royal movements sometimes leads to
rather comical scenes. About half-past
four on the last drawing-room day I
was walking quietly up Piccadilly,
when I noticed a gradual haste over-
taking the people whom I met. Sedate
ladies suddenly began to hustle,

and ran, even serene individuals in top
hats and fur coats caught the general
ir.fection, and there was a regular stam-
pede. All who met me were continu-
ally on the trot. When I looked back
I found the cause of the confusion to
be the Horse Guards returning from
the Palace. These good people fancied
they were escorting the Queen on her
afternoon drive. I was at Victorla sta-
tion to?witness the royal arrival, and
the crowd extended from the station
yvard all the way down Buckingham
Palace road. The train was a quarter
of an hour late in reaching the ter-
minus, and the ten royal carriages, all
of them horsed with fine bays, had a
long while to wait. The Queen’s Indian
attendant drove out of the yard first in
a brougham, accompanied by two
ladies, then came the Guards, then the
outriders in scarlet, and then the
Queen’s carriage and four. The

by command of Her Majesty, so that
all could plainly see the sovereign, who
was very warmly wrapped up, and who
bowed frequently in response to the
loud cheering and waving of handker-
chiefs. The Empress Frederick, who
looked as if she had a cold, sat at the
Queen’s left hand, and Princess Henry
of Battepberg was opposite. The Queen
seemed to sit much lower in the car-
riage than usual, I thought. The Em-
press Frederiek, who was of course, in
black, wore a very long thin black veil,
which blew about in the bitter wind
as the carriage went by. Princess
Henry was looking the picture of
health and very handsome. She holds
herself splendidly, even regally, and
' was dressed in a beautiful light fawn
coat, trimmed with sable, and wore a
hat with violets. The horses trotted
very slowly, so that every one was able
to have a good look at the Queen, who
is in excelent health and spirits at pre-
sent.

It has been pointed out that those who
grumble at the Queen’s simplicity of
dress are mistaken in thinking that she
does not encourage trade. During the
past year she had nearly seventy gowns
made by one dressmaker alone, and
these ordinary ones, not court dresses.

VICTORIA'S HOUSEHOLD.

The Queen Has Gune Thousand People
Employed Around Her.

Queen Victoria’s household is a large
One, consisting of just under a thou-
sand persons, for the maintenance of
whom the nation sets apart the sum of
$2,500,000 every year. Most of the posts
are sinecures or fixtures for life.

In the early part of Queen Victoria's
reign a mistress of the robes may pos-
sibly have done a few hours’ work in
the year, giving orders that the apparel
of the sovereign should be carefully
preserved from moth and dust, renew-
ing the regal ermine, velvet and lace at
stated times, and seeing that the crown
Jewels were always locked safely after a
public airing.

She could not affix her name to war-
rants empowering one worthy trades-
man to sell sewing cotton to the royal
household and allowing others to put
up the royal arms oVer their doors be-
cause their various wares wére bought
by personages of illustrious degree.

Harriet Sutherland’s signature was al-
ways most as good an addition to busi-
ness advertisements as “To the Queen”
emblazoned in big gilt letters over the
shops. -

Some of the posts are entirely orna-
mental and others have very little duty
attached to them. ' Probably the only
additions to the household since the
time of Henry VIIIL are two steam ap-
paratus men.

Although there is no longer a royal
barge nor any pageantry on the Thames,
there are still a bargemaster and a
waterman, with a salary each of $2,000
a year.

For the past 200 years there has been
no hawking in the forest of Windsor,
but the office of grand falconer, held by
the Duke of St. Albans, has only been
suppressed within the last two years.

There are four table deckers whose
sole duty is to lay the dinner cloth and
see that the plates, dishes and cutlery
are fairly set forth.

There is also a wax-fitter, who sees
the candles properly disposed, and a

first and second lamplighter, who re- |
ceives the same salary as that of the i

pcet laureate, which is $500 a year.

This may seem shabby payment, but. |

it must be confessed that most of the
poets laureate have been overpaid for
tke stuff supplied.

Then there is the *“keeper of the
swans,” who-annually pockets $150 for
looking after the sacred birds on the
royal waters. Lastly there is the
““Queen’s rat-catcher,” who is especially
attached to Buckingham Palace. His
salary, $75, is provided outside the civil
list. Every session the House of Com-
meons, in committeé of supply, considers
this vote and gravely agrees to it.—Bos-
ton Globe.

The Girls of Cuba.

The Habit of Saving.

The French suffer less from panles
and depressions than any otk .- people
on the globe, and it is because thrift is
the basis of their prosperity.

In France nearly every person saves
something for a rainy day. The habit
is almost universal, and those who earn
the least are sure to be found in this
great saving class. The French savings
banks have more than 8,000,000 deposi-
tors, and their deposits amount to about
$£00,000,000, and this large sum is made
up of large amounts.

The French schools teach the chil-
dren to save money, and the most fre-
quent priZe given to a bright pupil is a
savings bank-book with a small sum to
the credit of the owner. This is given
where, in this country, we would give
a medal or a book.

‘When a community has a lot of money
deposited in savings banks it is easy
to borrow money without going to out-
side capatalists. The local banks are
prepared to loan to home people at a
moderate interest. In large cities and
factory towns of the Eastern States the
savings banks are the great safeguards
of the poor wage-earners against hard
times, and if the saving habit was as
general here as it is in France, our peo-
ple would have passed through the re-
cent financial depression without seri-
ously feeling it.

Every child should be taught the im-
portance of saving without being avar-
icious and niggardly. We need more
thrift. The average American wage-
earner wastes enough in his lifetime to
make him comfortable In his old age.
We should take a lesson from the
French in this respect. They know how
to enjoy life and at the same time work
hard and save money.—Atlanta Consti-

MecIntyre & Wardwell (John J. Dixon)
received the following despatech from
Schwartz, Dupee & Co., . Chicago: As
is usually the case previous to the issu-
ance of the Government report, there
was a general evening up in wheat,
and while it was not dull, there
was less outside business than for
gome time past. Prospects of rain _in
the Southwest was the principal factor
which caused the decline. The strength
in the foreign market was not looked
on as commensurate with our advance
of yesterdl:gl. Corn easier. There were
freer offerings to.arrive. Elevator people
and cash houses were the sellers. Cables
steady. Crop conditions could not be
any more favorable than they are. There
is' a good cash demand, but receipts are
expected to increase. Professionals are
generally bearish for a turn. Provisions
extremely dull. There is little strength
at the opening, with some outside buy-
ing, especially of lard. Towards the
close the market became weak, under
selling by packers. Larger receipts of
hogs are expected for next week, and
they would naturally cause some further
reaction in product. \

Kennett, Hopkins & Co. to Demary,
Heintz & Lyman: It has been dull and
at times weak market. The taking ~of
100,000 bush. wheat for St. Louis and
predictions of frost to-night in the
Northwest had no effect. Holders seem
anxious to take profits, probably not
caring to take any chances on a Govern-
ment report. Exports light, cables con-
tradictory, but the board’s foreign ad-
vices were strong. Primary receipts a
little heavier than yesterday, but quite
moderate; it is thought they will soon
fall oif materially. While the wheat
taken for St. Louis is doubtless intended
to relieve shorts, it is said stocks there
are below 1,600,000 bush, and cash
wheat may be very scarce with south-
western millers before the new  wheat
is available. o
