Bank Inspector Turns 'on Light
Well, yes,” said m; (he bank

“"Well, yes,” said my friend, the ban
imp‘ecto;;’“y'm may call 3: a detective,
if you like ; for it is my duty to discover,
and, where possible, to prevent crime,
and no man who has not the detective
instinct can be of much use in my posi-
tion, % ! z

“My work, as you miay imagine, is re-
sponu{;ﬂe and not always pleasant by any
means ; but, onthe whole, I like it very
well and find that it suits me. Briefly
put, my- duties are to visit the different
branches of onr bank, to examine the
books, check the contents ot the till, and
generally see that things are going on all
right.

“Of course, these visits are always un-
expected. If my visits were announced
beforehand it would be an easy matter to
adjust many of the littie ‘‘discrepancies’
which I discover. :

“‘At one place a day may be sufficient
for my work ; at another I may have to
spend a week or more, and every day of
it full of work, worries and responsibil-
ities,

©I usually make my appearance just
before the bank is opened, or just before
it is closed for the day, and my first work
is to see that the mouney in the bank
agrees with the balance shown in the
books. This I almost invariably find to
be the case; for the fraudulent bank-
clerk is much too cute to tamper with
the till. He has equally as easy methods
of fraud; which are much more difficult
to detéct, in maunipulating the books.
The disbonest bank employe is almost
inyariably a clever hookkeeper ; and the
skill with which he can conceal his pecu-
lation by cunning entries is as cunning as
it is baffling.

*‘No, I have scarcely known a case in
which a man who has been robbing the
bank has betrayed himselt by any symp-
tom of embarrassment or emotion on my
appearance. He is much too cool a cus-
tomer to give himself away in that
fashion, and, indeed, he is often the very
last man you would suspect,

“One man who had been defrauding
the bank heavily professed great pleasure
at seeing me—he gave me every assist-
ance when I was checking the accounts,
and looked smiling upon me when I came
to an incriminating page. WhenI point-
ed with my finger at a false entry, he
coolly said: ‘Bravo! I thought yon
would miss it! * However, I'm glad the
game is up for I was getting tired of the
suspense.’

**In another case a clerk, for whom I
was very sorry—he was one of the nicest
young fellows I have ever met, and had
‘borrowed’ a few pounds to send to his
mother, who was in sore circumstances—
actually thanked me with tears in his
eyes that T had discovered his traud. ‘I
couldn’t have stood it much longer,’ he
confessed. ‘For many nights I haven't
been able to sleep. I'm glad you came.’

*‘In this case a severe reprimand ended
the matter ; the boy bad had a lesson
which he will never forget as long as he
lives. But in grave cases the culprit
finds himself in the hands ot the law,
and occasionally gets a heavy sentence.
But, considering the facilities and the
temptations, I must say the dishonesty
among the employes of banks is amazing-
ly small,

‘‘In olden times a clever swindler
could conceal his peculation for months
or years; but nowadays it is scarcely
pcssible to hide it for any length of time.
The system of modern banking is too
perfect and the inspection too keen to
give the robber a long rope.

‘‘But detection of crime by no means

Two years from now will mark the
centenary of the beginning of the last
act in the tragedy of Napoleon. It was
on Aug. 8, 1815, that ‘‘General’”. Bon-
aparte—as his English captors insisted
upon calling him—was transferred from
the Bellerophon to the ship Northumber-
land, to begin the journey to St. Helena.
There was much protest in England
against the transportation of the distin=
guished prisoner, but the government re-
mained firm. Official England could see
nothing but danger in keeping such a
dynamic force as Napoleon within its
limits, and, harsh as the actions of the
government seemed, the position thus
taken was not without logic.

Napoleon was. placed on his honor at
Elba, but honor did not weigh with him
when ambition was concerned,

Charles Lamb spoke for those who
I favored Napoleon’s detention in England
when he wrote to Southey: ‘‘After all,
Bonaparte is a fine fellow, as my barber
says, and I should not mind standing
bare-headed at his table to do service to
him in his tall. They should have given
him Hampton Court or Kensington, with
a tender extending 40 miles round ILon-
don.” ILamb whimsically ren.arked that
if Napoleon should .remain in England
the people might some day eject the
Brunswick in his favor, and the govern-
ment tool: the suggestion seriously.
Now that Napoleon is safely dead, such
a fear seems absurd—bnt Napoleon was
then alive, and, in view of that fact, no
government was safe in saying “I should
worry !

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URAL MAIL ROUTES

Department Now Carries Mail
Yo Doors of 90,000 Farm Houses,

There were 1,675 rural mail routes in
fctive operation in Canada on September
1, serving nearly 70,000 boxes. In addi-
tion 511 new routes were under advertise-
ment, so that there are nearly 2,400
routes either already established or about
to be set up, and nearly 90,000 farm
houses are recetving mail at_their  doors.
When the present Government came
into power, in October, 1911, only 614
routes, serving 16,000 boxes, were in
existence.

In addition, Hon, Mr. Pelletier, since
taking office, has opened 1,390 new post-
offices, as well as 675 new money order
offices, and 509 postal note offices. From
October 1, 1911, to the present time, the
amount remitted by money orders shows
an increase of $38,880,000 as compared
with the previous eighteen months, or 38
per cent,

The number of money orders in this
period increased by £2,709,000, or 36 per
cent. The amount remitted by postal
note during the same period shows an
increase over the previous eighteen
months of §1,809,000, or 19 per cent.

Toronto, Sept. 16.—Receipts at the

Moving Grain Crop

Enormous Capital is Invested in Rolling
f Stock

The average gramn crop in the Cana-
dian northwest is somewhere around
200,000,000 bushels, of which nearly 25
per cent, ar say 50,000,000 would be re-
quired for local consumption and seed.
To move the balance of this crop at one
and the same time, figuring roughly
1,000 bushels per car would require 150,-
000 box cars.

These cars cost at present about $1,000

each ; or if any such supply were a fact
it would represent an expenditure of
$150,000,000, which is an obvious impos-
sibi]ity for any railroad or group of rail-
roads.

In the early years of development in
the northwest, however, only ‘the most
limited facilities have been provided for
storing grain. As the country develops
sugh storage room is bound to increase
and consequently the c¢lamor for rolling
stock for immediate shipment will be less
urgent, even though the total acreage
under cultivation, and the consequent
yield is greatly increased, This, accord-
ing to a Grand Trunk traffic official, will
be quite as much to the advantage of the
farmers as the railroads, inasmuch as it
will enable them to hold their grain for
higher prices instead of being obliged to
dump the entire crop on the market as
rapidly as it can be moved.

In connection with the above figures
perhaps twenty-five per cent. or 50,000,-
000 would remain in the country for loc-
al consumption and seed.

Mr. H. T. Gussow, Dominion Botanist,
Central Experimental Farm, Department
of Az‘ricnlt(um.l :Ottawa, has issued the
following cir¢ular : —

" Pot ato'can’lf should not be allowed to
gain ;a foothold in Canada. Tt is a dis-
ease which makes slow progress, but
where once broken out it has defied every
known means of control. With ‘the
approach of the potato h,x:u:o all grocers

their pota for signs of. canker.. A
case of capker escaping detection
forms a solrce ﬂn\hm infection,

‘The appéarancé of this disease has been
well illustrated by the Farmers’ circular
No. 3, obtainable free of charge from the
publication branch of the Department of
Agriculture, Ottawa. Potato canker, ow-
ing to its serious nature, has been made
subject to certain legislative measures un-
der the Dominion Destructive Insect and
Pest Act. In order to familiarize the
farmer with the requirements of the act
their attention is called to the following
extracts and other information concern-
ing the necessary steps to be taken in
any locality.

1. On discovery of any signs ot potato
canker farmers should immediately no-
tify the Dominion Botanist, Experiment-
al Farm, Ottawa, of the outbreak, at the
same time submitting specimen, when an
inspector will be sent to assist and advise
the farmer as regards the treatment to be
given,

2. Unless prompt action is taken and
the authorities are notified without delay
the whole crop of potatoes, whether
‘‘apparently’’ sound or diseased is liable
to destruction under “The Destructive
Insect and Pest Act.” Regulations 7
and 8, reading :—

(7) 1If, on inspection, nursery stock
or other vegetation or vegetable matter 1s
found to be intected with any of thein-
sects, pests or diseases hereinafter speci-
fied, it shall be destroyed to the extent
deemed necessary by the inspector and
in his presence, All cases, packages and
packing in which such stock has been
contained shall be destroyed in the same
manner.

(8) Any inspector entering any lands,
nursery or other premises where there is
reason to believe that any of the insects,
pests or diseases hereinafter specified are
or may be present, shall give instructions
for the treatment or destruction of any

|| tree, bush or any vegetation or vegetable

matter or the containers thereof, which
may be found or suspected to be infected
witb any of the insects, pests or diseases
hereinafter specified, and such instruc-
tions shall be carried out by the owner or

| lessee of the infected or suspected vege-

tation, vegetable matters, or containers
thereof, and such remedial treatment
shall be carried out and continued until
the insect, pest or disease shall be deem-
ed by the inspector to have been exter-
minated.

3. Cut off and burn all potato tops or
stalks without removing them from the
infested area.

4. Dig 'at once all potatoes on your
farm, carefully hand pick them and those
already dug, and separate the diseased
tubers trom those ‘‘apparently’’ or per-
fectly sound.

5. Place the diseased tubers in a pile
and cover with earth, The inspector
will advise you regarding their disposal.

6. All perfectly or ‘‘apparently’’
sound tubers may be stored in the usual
way, but none must be used for any pur-
pose whatsoever until the inspector has
given permission.

7. Allow no tubers to remain in the
ground, nor any animals to have access
to an infected field. The organism caus-
ing the disease is liable to be spread
through the excreta of animals having
eaten infected potatoes in a raw condi-
tion,

8. No raw potatoes whether diseased,
“apparently,” or perfectly sound, must
be used for any purpose whatever. After
they have been examined by the inspect-
or they may be boiled. Boiling will
absolutely destroy the disease germ. All
parings must be burned immediately.

9. Under no circumstances may you
dispose of, sell, receive or give away any
potatoes resulting from a diseased crop,
however slightly that crop may have
infected. Note regulation 10 under the
‘*The Destructive Insect and Pest Act,”
reading :—"It shall be illegal to sell,
offer for sale or in any way to dispose of
or to receive any trees, shrubs or other
plants, vegetable matter or portions of
the same, if the same are infested with
any of the insects, pests or diseases here-
inafter specified.”

10. If the quantity of potatoes per-
mitted to be used by the inspector is con-
siderable, you are strongly advised to
keep a number of pigs and use a quantity
of boiled potatoes among the usual food.

11. The use for seed of any potatoes
resulting from an infected crop, no mat-
ter how sound they may appear, is stiict-
ly prohibited, as the disease is entirely
propagated by the use of infected seed.

12, The land on which a diseased
crop has been raised is useless for the
cultivation of potatoes for an indefinite
number of years. It may, however, be
used for the growing of any other kind
of crop, except potatoes.

13. All tools, implements, etc., used
on infected land must be carefully clean-
ed by washing with an antiseptic solu-

In conclusion I must caution you to
carefully carry out all these instructions.
They have been devised, to protect your
own and the country’s interests. Also
kindly note paragraph ‘8" of ‘“The De-
structive Insect and Pest Act,” reading:

8)+ "Fver rson who contraven]es
any provision of this act, or any regula-
tiof: punde thereunder, shall {e liable,
upon summary conviction, to a fine not
exceeding one hundred dollars or to im-

risonment,"”’ etc.

. Further note paragraph 7 of “The De-
structive Insect and Péest Act :

““The Minister, upon the report of any
inspector, setting forth a reasonable be-
lief of the existence of any insect, pest or
disease in an area.defined in such report,
may prohibit the removal from such area
or the movement therein of any vegeta-
tion, vegetable or other matter which, in
his opinion, is' likely to result in the
spread of such insect or disease." :

If using ammonia to soften water, put
it in cool water instead of hot, as the lat-
ter would evaporate the ammonia,

If the floors of a closet are wiped with
gasoline or benzine after being scrubbed
insects will be kept away.

Melted beef drippings or tallow may be
used over the top of jelly instead. of- par-
affin, if the latter is not at hand. After
the tallow is cold, if it has shrunk away
from the glass, fill in with more,

When washing handkerchiefs, add
some slices of lemon to the hoiling water
and they will come forth much nicer and
whiter. Another good way to bleach
handkerchiefs is to wash them and then
let them soak over night in water in
which a little cream of tarter has been
dissolved.

Borax is one of the best exterminators
for ants, and shelves and cracks where
the insects appear should be sprinkled
well with it.

To frost a cake evenly to the veryedge,
and yet prevent the icing from running
down the sides, double a piece of sti
waxed paper and pin it about the cake
closely, letting the band come about half
an inch above the top of the  cake.
Spread on the icing thickly and evenly.
Do not remove the paper unfil the icing
is set.

To clean a smoke-blackened ceiling :
Make a fairly thick paste of starch and
water and apply this with a pad of flan-
nel. When dry, brush off with. a soft
brush, and you will find the result well
worth the trouble.

An inexpensive and harmless way of
bleaching white clothes which have yel-
lowed is to soak them overnight in sour
buttermilk, then wash them in the usual
way.

A preserve closet should be cool and
dark. Itit has a glass door hang a black
curtain over it, It is a good plan to
wrap jars of cherries, raspberries and
strawberries 1 paper to exclude the
light.

When poaching eggs, try adding a tea-
spoon of vinegar to the water. This
helps to set the white and keeps it from
spreading.

The Elephant's Bath

It takes a week to carry out the process
in every detail. It requires the services
of three men and costs $300. This treat-
ment is necessary for a show elephant
and, if the animal is a valuable one, the
proprietor of the show does not consider
the money wasted.

The first step consists of going over the
immense body with the best soap pro-
curable ; 150 pounds of soap are used,
and the elephants ears are especially
attended to. When the. soaping and
drying are completed, the telephant is
well sand-papered and after that rubbed
all over with the purest Indian oii until
the mouse-gray skin is supple and glisten-
ing.

The last finishing touch is the most ex-
pensive of the whole bath, as it means
the application of about $150 worth of
olive-oil.

Death of N'K I:Igsbltt

Surviving his wife but a little over two
weeks Nathan Kerr Nesbitt, of Windsor,
formerly of Kertch, aged 79 years, pas-
sed away Tuesday night, September 2nd,
after an illness of five days. He had
been a sufferer with heart trouble during
the past two years, but his condition was
not considered serious until Friday night
before he died. Funeral services were
held Friday afternoon at 3 o’clock by the
Rev. Arthur Carlisle, of All Saints’
church, at the house, interment in the
Windsor Grove cemetery. Mr. Nesbitt
was born in Ireland. He attended school
in Ireland first, but was still young when
he came to Ontario with his brother
James. Landing in New York, they
made their way to the County of Peel.
where Nathan K. continued his educa.
tion and fitted himself for the Normal
School at Toronto. Atter he obtained
his certificate he began his work at Bear
Creek, County of Lambton, and for the
next thirty-three years was in public school
work, mainly 1n the Counties of Oxford
Peel, Brant and Lambton, and he \\'r\s'
looked upon as one of the best teachers

wherever he taught. He held the high-
est form of certificate, entitling him to
teach in any Province without examina-
tion. 1In 1890 he was, by the school law
of the County of Lambton, superanuated
and then engaged in other work. Ag
early as 1873, on coming to Kcrt(‘h‘
Plympton township, he had gone into
the grocery business there, and in addi-
tion to this,. Mr. Nesbitt had held the
position of postmaster since 1878, having
been appointed under the :ulminist.mlims;
